What might have happened had the
gecond cnr added its chalned forces
to the flrst can hardly be guessed;

Killed I Terminal.

In the train shed of the terminal,
nearly the whole southern exposure
of the glasg roof had collapsed, show
ering the plers with broken glass,
One man was struck by a 20-pound
fragment and so severely cut that he
died afterwards. An engineer in a
ghunting locomotive was blown from
his cab and died of a fractured skull.
A tugboat captain was hurled from
his wheel house aud fished out of the
water fifteen minutes later, swimming
dbout the southern gide -of the de-
molished pler.

Inside the passenger station, there
was damage visible everywhere, The
floors-wete littered with broken glass.
Windows frouting on the inner court
had been sucked from the frames,
sashes and ull, Slates were torn from
the roof.

The south-
ern wall bulged like a pasteboard box
left out In the rain. There were no
sushes In most of the windows and
no glags in those that had sashes,

also as to prevent United States
manufacturers moving into Canada,
manufacturing from (‘rown lands wood
here and charge across the border,
while this latter condition exists,
there will be no free paper or pulp |
allowed to come into Canada, from
the United States.

the old regime and under the Hazen Government. Time
and again when in Opposition, Mr. Hazen called the
attention of the then Government to the excessive cost
of administration of justice in this province, He point-
‘ed out that many legal gentiemen whose names appeared
on political posters as platform orators on behalf of
the old Government, also appeared with regularity in
the public accounts as the recipients of large fees
paid out of the provincial treasury for legal services of
one kind and another. Even members of the House
of Assembly were frequently provided for, and all sorts
of extra services were paid for to Crown officers.

It did not make much difference who was Attorney
General or Solicitor General, fees were charged and
paid these officials for every service they rendered.
The regular duties of an Attorney General and Solicitor
General were not performed by the officials who held
those offices, but were delegated to others who received
large sums annually for doing the work which the
holders of the offices of Attorney General and Solicitor
{feneral ought to have performed themselves, and which,
since the change of government, has been performed

or naval service. As yet, they have not been able to
make their opposition effective in parliament, but as
they are usually Insistent with their demands, it can
easily be believed that sooner or later  they will have
their way. Should such a thing happen and later on
the little island dominion be captured by an Asiatic

On the contrary, he was
elected, and largely by the women vote, their argument
being that they could not bear te vete against him
because of what might happen to his wife and family
if he were defeated.

$25,000 Dredging Contract
Awarded A. & R. Loggie on
Telegrapher’s Error -« Went
to Work in Wrong Place

Ottawn, Feb. 1.~That twenty-five
thousand dollars’ worth of dredging
was placed by a telegraph operator
two years ago, and the work done
was the extraordinary fact developed
at a meeting of the public accounts
committee this morning.

The story which was (old by Bu-
gene LaFleur, chief enginecer of the
Department of Public Works, who
was examined by Mr. Crocket, was
that in the summer of 1909 he tele-
graphed Messrs. A. & R. Loggie to
continue the dredging at Bathurst,
New Brunswick. By the time the
message reached the firm the word
Bathurst had disappeared and in its
place was the word “Dalhousie.” Sa
the Loggies went to work at Dal-
housie on July 12 and by August 4
had moved $25,000 worth of mud. On
the first account sent in the error
was discovered,

The original telegram in the Ottawa
office showed the work ordered for
Dathurst, and the message produced
showed the word Dalhousiet The
error was traced by the telegraph
company. At Campbellton the mes-
sage was right and when it got to
Chatham its destination, was wrong.
The error was made between these
two towns.

The prosecution was con-
ducted by Sir Rufus Isaacs, the At-
torney General, assisted by Sir John
A. Simon, Solicitor General, 4nd At-
torneys Rorlatt and Muir. Mylius
had no counsel, looking after his own
defence.
