Houses Buried Under Thous-
ands of Cords of Loose
Wood—Work of Clearing
Wreckage Necessarily Slow.

Austin, Pa., Oct. 5.—In a day’s work
of overhauling the wreckage here,
due to the breaking of the dam last
Saturday and the resultant flood five
additional bodies were accounted for
today. The dead recovered to date
number 50, with about 25 more to be
accounted for, according to the more
or less accurate census by which the
casualties are checked off.
Of the bodies recovered today three
were children, one a two-year-old boy
with white hair, and Clarence Barnes,
aged 5, and Herbert Reese aged 3
y@Ars.
Commissioner of Heaith Samuel G.
Dixon tonight received mnotification
from Philadelphia that another step
toward the relief of Austin had been
taken by the Pennsylvania Rallroad,
which has sent out a circular to all
its represeniatives and agents to ac-
cept and forward with charges all
goods offered them and directed or
consigned to the relief committee at
Austin,
All day long today the crash of fall-
ing buildings resounded over the de-
bris strewn plain where Austin stood,
before it was swept by last Satur-
day's disastrous flood. At the several
points where building after building
was piled in almost inextricable heaps,
squads of men, clambered to the top-
most points, made fast chains and ca-
bles at which teams of horses tugged
and strained until with a crash a wall
the side of a house, or a whole dwell-
ing fell to the ground a broken pile
of lumber, brick and mortar,
The work of clearing up i3 neces-
sarily slow. One of the worst obstacles
is the thousands of cords of hemlock
slabs or pulpwood that were swept
down from the Bayless pulp and pap-
er mill where the dam that gave way
and caused the flood was located. This
was strewn everywhere, settling slab
upon slab at all angles and covering
anything that might have been be-
neath,

The runner
by. this time was nearing third and
Heldrick pegged to the third bageman,
but the throw was wide and the run-
ner made progress toward the plate.
Heldrick kept running in and took the
throw of the catcher, who had backed
up the thifd baseman. He was just
near enough to make a head-first dive
for the runner, who was sliding for
home and he slapped the ball on him
in the nick of time, ending the com-
edy of errors and putting the run-
ner out.
