CLOSE FIGHT IN
THE PAIMARIS

Impossible to Form Surmise as
to Probable Result of State
Primaries—Boston Decides
on Taft.

Boston, April 30.—Returns from
Presidential primaries held through-
out the State today were so incom-
plete at midnight that it was impos-
sible to say whether Col. Theodore
Roosevelt had succéeded in inducing
the voters of his party to elect the
majority of thirty-six delegates from
Massachusetts to the national conven-
tion in his favor,

While Boston gave the President
a small majority on the presidential
preference vote, the Roosevelt dele-
gates got big majorities. The manu-
facturing towns gave Col, Roosevelt
majorities, and even some of the
Cape Cod towns, Senator Murray
Cranes' home district went against
the President.

The Republican vote was much larg-
er than that cast by the Democrats,
Champ Clark getting big majorities
over Woodrow Wilson throughout. Re-
