Ottawa, May 20.—The Winnipeg
situation still overshadowg everything
eise\at Ottawa. It is realized that
there are dangers in the Winnipeg
general strike of a most serious char-
acter, Hon. G. Robertson and Hon.
Arthur Meighen . will arrive in the
Winnipeg tomorrow morning, and the
Government has hopes they will be
able to bring about a . settlement,
They will be ready to co-operate in
any movement for a settlement, and
will assiat in the maintenance of law
and order which the government
determined to maintain,

The attitude of the Government and
Parliament {s that, while every known
resource must be exhausted to effect
a settlement by compromise and peace
all attempts at lawlessness, or of any
revolutionary character, must be
sternly put down.

There is no disposition to use un-
"necessaty force, but the feeling. is
strong that public life and property
must be protected, and that “reds,”
as distinguished from genuine trade
unionists, must be taught a lesson in
the danger of defying the law. It is
doubted here that any Soviet Govern-
ment has been formed. The govern-
ment is hopeful that, with the arrival
of the ministers in the West, they
will be able to restore communication
with the city. What information the
government has {s encouraging.

“Our advices are,” said Sir Thomas
White in the House today, “to the
effect that the Municipal, Provincial
and Dominion authorities are all co-
operating , and it is believed that
measures have been taken to insure
the maintenance of law and order.”

The proceedings in the House were
exceedingly dull as the consolidated
rallway act was under consideration.
There are some five hundred clauses
and all afternoon, and most of the

evening, was spent on non-conten-
tious clauses.

There was a bright spot in the pro-
ceedings when Sir Thomas White an-
mounced that the Prince of Wales
will open the new parliament build-
fmgs in Ottawa in August. He read
to the House a message from the King
giving “his entire approval” of the
vieit.

IN PARLIAMENT

A Proposal in the Senate to
Have Board of Directors Re-.
duced in Size and Made
Responsible to Parlia-
ment Was Defeated.

ARGUMENT AGAINST
GOV’T CONTROL

The Amendment Proposed
Called for a Commission of
Three Which Was Looked
Upon With Disfavor.

Ottawa, May 20.—A proposal in the
Senate to have the board of the Cana-
dian National Railways reduced in
size and made responsible’to parlia-
ment, rather than to the government,
was defeated today.

The amendment offered by Senator
Bostock, leadet of the opposition, cali-
ed for the appointment of a chief and
two assistant directors for the admin-
istration of the railway. The three
were to be appointed by the govern-
ment for seven years, but they could
be removed oaly for cause, ana the
removal had to be confirmed by parlia-
ment.  Senator Bostock said that the
purpose of the motion was to bring
the board mcre closely under parlia-
ment, to give its operations more pub-
leity, arn remove it m
the ot government, Un-
der the prestnt bill, the goveramant
could without gi.iag reasons, drop
any director whose actions did not
please them,

Sir James Lougheed said that it
government ownership was to suc-
ceed it had to bave s fair show..There
must be business administration. The
road must be run by a board of direc-
tors, as other successful rallroads
were, rather than by the commission
of three which was really the propos-
al of the amendment, Under the bill
directors were appointed for a year.
If they were satisfactory, they could
expect renewal of their term; if not,
they could be dropped. That was the
practice of rallway organizations
everywhere;

Senator Fowler noted that the bill
authorized the appointment of fifteen
directors. He thought nine would be
enough.

Senator Dandurand said that board
would be all right if it had the regular
powers that other railway boards had.
But this board had to report and have
its acts confirmed by the government
that appointed it. Therefore, the gov-
ernment was really the board. Nin2
men would be ample for an administra-
tive board, such as this.

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SENSATIONAL DAYLIGHT ATTEMPT
AT BANK ROBBERY NEAR TORONTO

Agent of Bank Was Severely Wounded by Revolver Shots,
One Robber Fatally Wounded — Pluck of Lady Clerk
Helped in Saving the Money Bag.

Toronto, May 20,—In a sengational
sttempted daylight bank robbery this
morning at Agincourt, a small place
18 miles east of here on the line of
the O. P. R. to Montreal, R. C. Lang,
agent of the Bank of Nova Scotia at
thet place, was severely wounded and
ome of the would-be robbers was shot
through the head and at last accounts
conld live only a few minutes.

Two meén in an awomobile drove up
to the bank and entering asked to
have some money changed. Lang and
& young lady clerk, Miss Chapman,
were thé only occupants of the bank
At the time.

Lang went to the vault to get some
copper and at the same time picked
up a revolver which lay on a shelf in
the vault, He turned to find himself
confronted by one of the thieves who
had a revolver pointed at the agent's
head. The thief fired and Lang replied
with a shot which penetrated the rob-
ber's eye. The second thug then fir-
ed, and one of these shots found Lang
in the groin. Miss Chapman then
grappled with the second robber and
disarmed him and Lang coming from
the vault chased him out of the build-
ing. He made off in the motor. Lang
was brought to the general hospital in
Toronto and his recovery is expected.

Peace and Order Cannot Much Longer be Maintained —

Volunteers for a Citizen’s

Army Have Been Called and

Over 5,000 Have Responded—Labor Paper in the City

Winnipeg, May 20-The strike situa-
tion is rapidly approaching a crisis.
It is conceded that peace and order
cannot be much longer maintained.
The situation is such that General
Ketchen, District Officer Commanding
Military District No. 10, has called for

volunteers to a citizens’ army and be-
tween five and six thousand have vol-
unteered to don the uniform whenever
it is necessary to combat the Bolshev-
dki element which appears inicnt om
revolution. The labor paper being
published in the city has frankly con-
fessed that it is out for Soviet govern-
ment as they have it in Russia,

The city has been divided into sev-
eral military areas with fire halls and
othey, large buildings as mobilization
points. At a given signal the volun-
teers enlisted, attested and sworn,
will flock to these mobilization depots,
Mdlitary truck loads of uniforms are
already enroute to mest of the depots,
and all is ready for the show-down
which Is regarded as inevitable. Up
to the present the sirike committee
which is the equivalent of a Soviet,
has been in complete control, because
the military authorities were unready,
snd Ottawa did not realize, unil the
last day or two, the necessities of the
situation. Prior to that, General Ksot-
chen was under orders not to do aay-
thing. The city fas been at the
mercy of the ke commitiee, Food
was sold {n cgt.ain restaurants under
408 ‘strike otmin viess aathority, and
there was Mmited ualively of bread
and milk, Theatres were permitted
to open, and even water carts were
out. A four page newspaper was got
out by the citizens' committee yester-
day. It was set in town and printed
in the country. It is called the Win-
nipeg Citizen, and will be continued.
It calls the movement an effort at
revolution, and charges that the de-
cent elements dn the Trades and La-
bor movement have been led away by
the Bolshevists.

Babies are sick and suffering.
Milk and ice are hard to get. Thea
water pressure in the city mains
not above thirty pounds, and the sani-
tary situation is demoralized. Theve
is insufficient water to combat any
large blazé that may occur. With ‘he
military authorities unready, the civic
authorities have wielded only a sem-
blance of power, but, under the new
conditions, it is expected people will
gc about their business as usual and

The railway mail clerks are to go
oul tomorrow. The running crews oa
the railways may quit and tie up
transportation. Some of the strikers
are already chafing under a feeling
that things have gone too far and are
in favor of an offer tc get back to
work. Gasoline has been sold only on
the strike commitiee's permit to doo
tors, farmers and members of the
strike committee.  Today ecivic au-
thorities ordered all gas-filling stations
to open.up and to dc business as usual
aud guaranteed police protection. If
the strikers interfere with any filliug
stations, or any business or warehouse
doing business as usual, the police are
ordered to stop it. If they ecannot,
martial law will be clamped on. Thare
are thirty thousand men and women
on strike.

Mayor Pray told the Common Coun-
cii that a combination of eircum-
stances had been responsible for a
mistaken impression throughout Win-
nipeg regarding the ¢ity's attitude to-
ward the umion forces. The Ma
said that, when the goumeral str
was declared, he gave the central
sirike committee to understand that
law and order must be maintainad,
and that no suffering from lack of
food should take place. The result
was, Mayor Gray stated, that cards
were prepared for union drivers of
bread and milk wagons, that the move-
ment of these commodities was ap-
proved by the union men. The driv-
ere tacked. the carfgsto their wagons
and . automobiles, instend of keeping
them for presentatior if the vehicles
were stopped.

Mayor Gray told the couneil thati the
central strike committee should be
notifled that public display of such
cards must be stopped immediately,
and that, if the order was not cow-
plied with, the city would use “every
available means” to have foodstuffs
delivered. A conference with a com-
mittee of union men followed the
council meeting.

Mayor Gray received a eommunica-
tion from Premier Norris, today, re-
garding these placards. The premier
protested against them and said he
would not take further steps towarl
mediation until the practice was
stopped.

GERMANS MUST
COME ACROSS
BY THURSDAY

No Time Extension Has Been
Granted the Plenipotentiaries
Who Must Make Known
Their. Decision on
Treaty.

MARSHAL FOCH IS
PREPARED TO MOVE

Financial Experts Are Still
Discussing Economic Mat-
ters With Germans Regard-
ing Their Ability to Pay for
Foodstuffs,

New York, May 20.—The Associated
Press tonight issues the following:

Before Thureday of the present
week shall have passed, the German
peace plenipotentiaries at Versailles
are to make known in full to the dele-
gates of the Allled and Associated
Powers on what points of the peace
treaty they acquiesce and what points
they object to and desire modified.

On Thursday will be reached the
time limit for the Germans to make
krown their views on the peace treaty
that has been handed them. No exten-
sion of the time limit has been grant-
ed the Germans, who are expected to
present to the members of the peace
congress a voluminous record of ob-
jections and of acceptances of the
clauses of the document.

Although the leasers of German
thought throughout Germany have de-
clared that the treaty as framed is
unacceptable, and that it will not be
signed iwthout modification, the opin-
ion in Paris seems to prevail that,
after the representatives of the Allied
and Associated Governments have
considered the objections raised by
th German plenipotentiaries and for-
muiated their final reply, the Germans
will affix their signatures to the com-
pact,

Marshal Foch is taking nothing for
granted as regards the probable ac-
tion of the Germans at Versailles. He
had made a visit to the occupied areas
and has informed the Council of Four
of the military preparations that have
been made contingent on the Ger-
mans refusing to accept the Allied
peace terms.

Financial experts are still discuss-
ing economic wmatters with the Ger-
mans at Versailles, particularly with
regard to Germany’s ability to pay for
foodstuffs, and the method of payment,
The reply of the Council of Four to
the German note, regarding repara-
tions, will declare that it is impossible
te disassociate responsibility for re-
Dbarations, and also decline to admit
that the German people may disclaim
responsibility for the actions of the
former German government.

CANADIAN AIRWAYS
AND ROUTES MAPPED
OUT BY CONVENTION

Proposed “Ways" Are Eighty
Miles Wide ‘and Routes
Forty Miles Wide.

Atlantic City, N. J., May 19.—Devaei-
opment through the agency of the air-
piane of vast regions now commercial-
ly unproductive because of the lack of
railways was predicted by speakers at
tonight's session of the second pan-
American aeronutic congress.

The subject under discussion was
“The Pan-American Aerial Transport
and Air Ways Over Land and Sea.”
The conventton took up the subject in
Its application to the United States
and Canada and adopted regulations
designed to safeguard and popularize
air traffic. As defined in these regula-
tions, the term “air way” is used in
speaking of transcontinental and
coastal air lines, and connecting links
between are designated “air routes.”
An alrway is defined as a belt eigaty
mliies wide and all communities within
the belt are considered as “on the
way.” An “air route’ is forty miles
wide.

On a map which has just been com-
pleted for the convention there are
outlined eight American air ways, as
follows: =

The Wilson airway, named after
President Wilson, extending from
New York to San Francisco, the
Wright Brothers airway, named after
Orville and Wilbur Wright, from
Washington to San Diégo, California;
the Langley airway, named after
Professor Samuel Langley, from Phila-
delphia to Santa Barbara, Califor-
nia; The Chanute and Bell airway,
named after Octave Chanute and
Alexander Graham Bell, from Boston
to Seattle, Wash., and Portland, Ore.;
the Rogers, the first trans.continental
flier, from Newport News to Los
Angeles, Cal.; The Atlantic airway,
from Bangor, Maine to Key West to

the mouth of the Rio Grande; and
the Pacific airway, from San Diego
to Puget Sound.

Two Canadian airways and five

Canadian air routes are planned. The
“all red” airway will extend from St.
John's, gateway of the trans-Atlantic
alr route, to Vancouver, and the “sun-
set airway” from St. John's to Princa
Rupert on the Pacific.

The air routes are: From Winnipeg
to Fort Nelson, on Hudson Sound;
Hudson Bay air route, from Saskatoon
tc Fort Nelson; Peace River air

and Great Bear Likes, thence to Daw:
son City and Alaska; Dawson air
1oute, from Victoria to Vancouver to
Prince Rupert and Dawson and the
Detroit-Toronto-Montreal air route.
Because of the interest in the pro-
posed flight of an English dirigible
from the British Isles to the airport
here, convention officials are consider-
ing a proposal to open a booking office
for the air liner. A flat rate of $100
for the short cruise over the ocean in
the first dirigible to bridge the Atlan-
tic is under discussion. The proposal
is to be taken up by cable with the
British Government.

TIRED FEELING

IS GENERAL

Government Support Has the
Effect of Making Many
Dodge Jobs. .

London, April 28—Well over one
million people in England are receiv
ing the Government donation for un-
employment, and the number will be
increased by the -stoppage of Lanca-
shire mills spinning American cotton.
Over 100,000 operatives have thus
been added to the list of unemployed,
while figures covering the entire
country represent a serious industrial
situation, as bad, or worse, than the
periods of trade depression before the
War,

The statistical returns which have
been published week by week present
Lancashire and Cheshire as the most
seriously affected area of the country,
with an unemployment rate of 398 per
10,000 of the population, as compared
with a rate of 246 per 10,000 for the
country as a whole.

After five months of peace, indus-
try is still far from recovering its bal-
ance. It is still suffering from lack
of confidence, and from labor difficul
ties, for which the delay in settling
the future of trade union restrictions
on output is largely responsible. Each
trade gives some reason for this slow
return to full activity. In the cotton
trade it is Government restriction on
exports; in textile engineering it
the holding up of pivotal men in the
army; in the building trades it is the
slowness of local authorities in push-
ing on their housing schemes.

But there is also the more human
side to be reckoned with. The unem-
ployment donation system, which
Eives a substantial grant for doing
nothing, has fitted in with the pyscho-
logical reaction after the war. It
would be hard to find any industry
which has restored its standards of
production. Many employers argue
that there has been no real production
since the armistice. There is a gen-
eral reaction from the close applica-
tion of war work, a disposition to take
things easily, a general unsettiement
of mind. It has come out most strong-
ly among the displaced women muni-
tion workers. Among them, far more
than among the men the cases of mal-
ingering, of clear imposition, or refus-
al to take jobs when offered, accur.
Stoppage of benefit is the sole deter-
rent, but, for reasons inherent in the
rapidly improvised system of paymeqt
through the employment exchanges, it
is a cumbersome process which leaves
loopholes for the wily.

These effects are distinct from the
wider questions of social policy in-
volved in such a step as the financing
of organized unemployment in the
cotton trade from State funds. It is
hard to belleve that these develop-
ments were contemplated when the
unemployment donation scheme was
introduced. When put forward on Ar-
mistice Day it was made clear in the
official announcements and in Dr. Ad-
dison’s statement of the Government's
programme that it was a “purely em_:
ergency measure.” “The proposals,
said an official statement, “are solely
{ntended to bridge over the inevitable
period of dislocation. . . . In the
meantime the Government are press-
ing forward with their schen':e for
general contributory insurance.’

Dr. Addison, on November 12, sald
it was the Government's intention to
introduce such a measure “as early as
possible.” This was five months ago
—a month before the general election.
Nothing apparently has since been
heard of this general scheme. The
Government has extended the period
over which donations can be paid, but
there has been nothing in official
speeches to give hope of an early

hange in policy.

@cheme was obviously expected to be
ir effect of limited application, mainly
applying to returned soldiers and civil
war workers displaced on the cessa-
tion of war contracts. It has in prac-
tice grown to apply to every person
unemployed from industrial causes;
it has covered with the connivance of
employers and trade unjons, all kinds
of short time expedients and the' tem-
porary stoppage—at the country’s ex-
pense—of a great industry which has
just passed through a period of ex-
traordinary, prosperity.

The returning men, glad to be home
after their horrifying experiences over-
s€as, are glad to meet anyone who
helds out a friendly hand, and the
hypocritical palm is not always recos-
nized as such. The boys who have
been overseas three years and mors,
especially those who have not assigned
their pay nor had separation aliow-
ance drawn from it, receive a rather
tidy sum on  their discharge; in sev-
eral cases it has been known to run
between $1,200 and $1,400. 'This 18
alluring bait for the most adventurous
and scheming of the underworld citi-
zens, and so the returning warrior,
who has been fighting overseas in Jhe
most terrible war in the history of tha
world, finds at the threshold of his
entry to home a jackal's paw instead
of a friendly hand, and a network of
thieving designs instead of the grati
tude of those who have been saved
the horrors he has been through.

BRITISH MARKETS
ARE DEMANDING
CANADA’S BACON

Canadian Products Have the
Chance of Their Life in Eng-
land, and Its up to Cana-
dians to Hustle for Trade.

Ottawa, May 20.—The broad lines
of British markets for Canadian pro-
duce arg given in a communication
from Mr. Henry B. Thomson, of the
Canadian Trade Commission, who i3
spending a short time in England in
an advisory capacity to the Canadian
mission. The prospects for Canadian
bacon, he thinks, are especially rosy.
In a characteristically rosy phrase
he says:

“Canadian bacon has the chance of
its life. Producers can sell all they
can make for the English trade as fast
as they can get it over. All Canada
has to do is to keep up the grade and
increase the quantity.

Heé adds that in fats, lards, etc,
Europe will také all that can be sent
for a long time to come, and that
cold storage tonnage on the Atlantic
will be eased as soon as possible, as
the Canadian mission is concentrat-
ing on the shipping problem. Cheese
will be an open market soon, and all

Canadian butter that can be put
aboard. Canadian eggs are badly
wanted and Mr. Thomson suggests

that Canadian poultry men, farmers
and private individuals should speed
up production. Dressed Canadian
poultry has come upon the British
markets recently end is well looked
upon, but Mr. Thomson says the
standardizing and packing should be
made bigger features in this business.
Beef will drop a little in price, bu!
the market will be good. There is
also a sharp demand for fancy meat
cuts, known as edible offals.

Dairy implements, cream separa-
tors and such machinery are “good
live lines,” and manufacturers should
have a good chance in England.
“Generally speaking,” Mr. Thomson
adds, “all Canadian trades which have
sent men over liere have done well,
and as the mnews gets around this
country they will do better.”

STAND BY ORGANIED LABOR

(Financlal Post.)

Trades unionism is being put to the
test in Canada today. The issue is
one more grave than many near-sight-
ed optimistic realize and more serious
than many of those directly concerned
want to admit. It is an issue which
must be faced. The solution lies in
the ability of the employers and the
trades unionists to stand together
against the insidious mendce of the
social revolution, of the 1. W. W,, of
Bolshevism. It is a bigger problem
than a single strike, It involves our
whole social system,

The danger to our national well-
being in the grave possibility of the
success of the revolutionary socialists
lies in driving capital and labor apart,
The one big union idea in striking is
the outward method being employed

Far from being opposed to trades
urionism, capital, representing the
censolidated funds of investors—tha
savings of workers, 1n most cases—is
strongly behind unionism. It has been
the experience of The Finanecial Post,
whose editors are closely acquainted
with al] foms of capital, that the men
who are behind the big organizations,
who are the trustees for these inves-
ters and control industry, are friendly
to labor and to trades unionism. There
are few exceptions—few, indeed, who
take the narrow view in stubboraly
opposing their employees.

The crisis which Canada faces to-
day was faced in England some weeks
ago. In England it has been safely
passed, for the time being, at least.
We have to thank God for British la.
bor unionism and Lloyd George. It
was the sanity of British labor whick
prevented a world revolution and fa-
cilitated a reasonable settlement ot
the issue. If Germany should break
which does not seem likely, only Brit-
ish labor will stand between the world
and a bleody revolution.

Let us consider frankly this Bol-
shevistic propaganda. It is undoubt-
edly at the back of the trouble in
Canada today. Practically, it means
that instead of the present superinten-
dcnts, general managers and presi
dents, and the rank and file of inves-
tors, we shall have the leaders of the
revolution who will be in full con-
trol. In the book of inxructions dis-
tributed to the branches of the I W.
W, it is set forth that all industry
ghall be handed over to their leaders,
and that they must be obeyed implie-
ity. Does the average working man
in Canada desire to place himself in
the control of such leaders? To make
the “Reds” his taskmasters? To go
tarther and hand over his own pro-
perty and savings—his very home, his
wife and daughters—to these protag-
onfsts of incendiary socialism? Wa
do not think so. And yet that is the

ultimate condition towards which the
present movement is fast heading.

BOLSHEVIK ARE
EVACUATING MANY
RUSSIAN TOWNS

Counter Revolutions Are Re-
ported to be Springing up in
Several Large Centres.

Omsk, Friday, May 9.—Russian
Telegraphic Agency)-—Admiral Kol-
chak, the head of the Omsk govern-
ment, attended a meeting of the mili-
tary council at Ekaterinburg last night
after which he left for the front.
During his stay in Ekaterinburg the
Admiral reviewed the troops and met
representatives of the municipalities
and the Zemstvos.

According to Bolshevik prisoners,
the towns of Kazan and Viatka are
being evacuated by the Bolshevik.
The extraordinary commission to fight
the counter-revolution at Viatka has
issued the following order, signed by
Commissioner Dzerginskyke.

“The uprisings which are now tak-
ing place in Driansk Samara (captur-
ed by the Kolchak forces on May
15, and Smolensk, and strikes among
the railroad men point to the fact
that the counter revolution is raising
its head. I declare that we are not
going to make any distinction be-
tween the white guards, the social
revalutionists and the Mensheviki.
The hand of the extraordinary com-
mission will reach out for all of them.
All of them will be taken hostages
and their fate will depend upon their
behaviour.”

The Russkalya Armia announces
that the general staff has received
information that uprisings have beed
of frequent occurrence in Kazan in
the past two weeks. It says there are
reasons for believing that prisoners
of war, who returned from Germany,
are especially active in their upris-
ings.

Labor must
assume the responsibility of judging
between the system which has meant
years of general prosperity to the in-
dustrial world, and one which prom-
ises more but guarantees nothing. The
workmen are being asked to drop
wliat they have to grasp at an illusioa.

The Financial Post belleves that the
problems can be worked out by repre.
sentatives of capital and labor if their
representative leaders can be brought
tegether in a practical way. The sit-
uation has now assumed natiunal prd-
portions and the dui * the Govern-
went to act is plain. England has set
the example in this connection. The
crisis there when the mine workers
issued their ultimatum was faced by
Licyd George with characteristic cour-
age. He appointed a commission of
competent, practical men, represent
ing the mine owners and labor, and
instructed them to bring in a fair
report. Such a report was, naturally,
not at first favored by either side.
Again Lloyd George courageously fac-
od the issue. He told the mine ownenrs
on the one hand, that they had to ac-
cept. He told the workers, on the
other, that they, too, would have to
accept or, not accepting, they would
xot only have to fight capital but the
Pritish Government. The result was a
settlement which formed the basis of
agreement in other disputes and, as
Lloyd George has said, British trades
unionism set a beacon light for all
the world to see.

So far the Government in Canada
seems to have failed to see the ser-
fousness of the sitmation. The ap-
pointment of the commission, which
is now a transcontinental gallop of
inquiry, followed the time-worn politi-
cal custom of dodging the issue in the
hope that some natural solution of the
difficulty might work itself out. Fur-
ther than to provide a safety valve for
the weird theories of socialistic
quacks, this commission promises to
accomplish little, It is certainly to be
hoped that no effort will be made to
establish the relations of capital and
1abor in accordance with the majority
of the impractical theories which are
being presented.

Tuhe British Government, with the
aid of Lloyd George, successfully
met the crisis in England. The Can-
adian Government, without a courag-
eous leader, has evaded the issue. Pre
mler Borden is now returning. Let
us hope that, as the result of the ex-
perience ne has gained while in Eng-
land, he will be able to take some de-
finite course in bringing together ‘he
accredited representatives of capital
and labor—the employers who are
willlng to concede what the workers
are justly entitled to, and the rea:
leaders of Canadian trades unionism.

To allow the opposing factions to be
led by those employers who cry, “To
hell with trade unions,” and those so-
cialists who lead the revolutionary
chorus mean disaster.

BRITISH COMPANY
PURCHASES LARGE
MARINE HOLDINGS

Britsih Owned Ships and As-
sets of International Mer-
cantile Marine go to a Syn-
dicate.

New York, May 20—The proposed
sale to a British gyndicate of the
British-owned ships and assets of the
International Mercantile Marine
Company——a transaction involving
five British companies and 750,000
tons of shipping valued at approxi-
mately $135,000,000—was approveq to-
day by the board of directors and
finance committee of the company. A
stockholders’ meeting to vote on the
proposition was called for June 16.

The' transaction by P. A, S. Frank-
lin, president of the company, is said
to be the largest recorded in the his-
tory of shipping.

American and Belgian vessels, own-
ed by the International, are not af-
fected by the projected transfer, ae-
cording to Mr. Franklin. He added
he did not know what disposition the
British syndicate intended to make
of its acquisition, about fifty per cent,
of ‘which is répresented by ship ton-
nage, and the balance by securities
and cash.

Ratification of the sale by the stock-
holders will end a year of negotia-
tions, interrupted by an offer of the
United States government for the
ships, which was recently withdrawn.

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Discaver Bo;iy of Foﬁr Months Old Baby Buried Deep in
Cellar of a Woman Who

Has in Last Six Months Adopt-

ed or Taken to Board Four Children- — Investigation

Started.

(New York Herald.)

Discovery yesterday afternoon by
the police of Newark of the body of a
feur-months-6ld baby boy buried deep
in a cellar, in the home of a woman
who has within the last six months
adopted or taken to board four child-
ren, hag started an investigation to as-
cértain the cause of the child’s death
and whether other children’s bodies
have been buried in the same manner.

The child's body was found after
the woman’s husband had notified the
Children’s Aid Society of Newark that
#he had told him of the secret burial
in the cellar. Confronted with this
story, the woman said the child had
been accidentally burned to death last
December, two days after she had
aGopted him.

The couple are Mr. and Mrs. Albert
A. Hanglin of No. 5¢ Howard street,
Newark. Both were taken last night
to the Newark Police Headquarters,
although no charge was made against
either. They were released later in
the custody of their counsel, Henry
Wolf. ‘The police say that they will
be examined today by the county pro.
gecutor, J. Henry Harriman, who will
decide whether to make a charge
against the woman. Halligan, they
say, seems to know little of what hap-
pened in his own home regarding the
children.

Advertised for Children to Adopt.

Detectives who are working on the
case learned last night that last De-
cémber the wife of John Esdorn, No.
97 Johnson street, Newark, died, leav-
ing five children. Esdorn, unable to
look after all the chiidren, read in a
Newark newspaper an advertisement
by Mrs. Hanglin asking for children
to adopt. He carried Paul, four-
months-old, to the Hanglin home and
left him there to be adopted by Mrs.
Hanglin.

That was on December 11, Esdorn
told the detectives. In March, he call-
ed again at the Hanglin home to see
his child and learn how he was getting
on well, There, he said, he was shown
a child he did not recognize. When
he questioned the identity of the child,
he told the police, Mrs. Hanglin told
him that Paul had changed and that
ne had become so much fatter that
even his father couldn’t recognize him.

When Esdorn called two weeks la-
ter, puzzled at the change in his son,
he told the police, Mrs. Hanglin told
him that Paul had been placed on &
farm. She showed him a picture of
the child, he said, to prove his health
and good condition. gsdorn went
c¢nce more to the house, about a month
&go, he told the police, and then M‘rs‘

Mrs. Hanglin told Un-
teman, the investigator, rast Thurs
day, that the child’s mother had tak-
en the baby away. Regarding the O
Halleran child, Hanglin told the po-
lice he was still in the Hanglin home
and that another woman also has her
home there.

Mrs. Hanglin, when asked the first
.name and address of the mother of
the Evans baby, and the whereabouts
of the child, said she didn't wnow.
Asked for the name and address of her
own mother, she-first said she was
Mrs. Edna Frazer, of Morgan Station.
An investigation there failed to show
such a resident. Mrs. Hanglin then
said her mother was Mrs. Anna Big-
bie of Riverside, Cal. An inquiry will
be made in the California city.

The detectives said they had learn-
ed that the woman has been twice
married. Her first husband was Dr.
Francis Green, who died in Mexico,
according to Mrs. Hanglin. Three
years ago, in New Rochelle, she mar-
ried Hanglin. She has one daughter,
Patricia Green, five, and one son, Eu-
gene Hanglin, two. Both are sald to
be living in her home.

From New Rochelle, the police said
the couple moved to Manhattan, and
then to Newark. Hanglin told the po-
lice that his wife always has been ex-
tremely fond of children and has in-
sisted that she must adopt several,
althoughshe thought her own two chil-
dren enough.

Moutreal, May 20—Conditions "W
the Canadian Bteel industry are com:
mencing to show perceptible improve-
ment, according to the statement
made today by Mark Workman, presi-
dent of the Dominfon Steel Corpora-
tion, who ie quite optimistic over the
prospects of the near future.

“The business offening for export
is assuming better proportions daily,
and we have already booked scme
substantial orderg for overseas ship-
ment,” Mr. Workman stated. “The
prices, at which the businbss has been
secured, are above those recently
prevailing and, ag in the case of the
United States Steel industry, these
show a decided tendency to work to
still higher levels.

Referring to the recent legislation
in Nova Scotia, affecting the coal
areas of that province, Mr. Workman
stated that he had nothing to say at
present. He expressed himself of
the opinion, however, that there was
somg considerable misunderstanding
here asg to the nature of the enact-
ment.

- STATES COURTS
ARE LAUGHED AT

Whole Community in the
United States Have for Gen-
erations Defied the Laws of
the Land.

(Toronto Mall and Empire.)

That there are whole communities
in the United States which have for
generations defled the laws of the land
Is notorious. Everyone hae heard of
the feudists of Kentucky, and of the
manufacturers of illicit whiskey.
These law-breakers, having the moraj
support of the immediate public, that
is to say, of their neighbors and ac
quaintances, for generations, have
laughed at the Federal courts and
their officers. When the United States
entered the war these mountaineers
of the South, naturally the very best
of military material, resisted the draft
in great numbers, and it was founa
practically impossible to round them
up and drag them in. Asg a class the
mountaineers are probably the most
ignorant and superstitious class to be
found on this continent south of the
Arctic circle, which is all the more
remarkable in view of the fact that
they are racially the purest of Amert
cans, having no ancestors but native
Americans for more than a century,
and beyond that only English, Scotch
and Irish forbears. We get an in-
teresting glimpse of the inhabitants
of the Ozarks in an article by C. M
Harger in the New York Post dealing
with the long struggle of several Miss
ouri counties to avoid gfpayment ord
ered by the Federal co! 9

Wallingford’s Playground,

Fifty years or so ago there was a
law in Missour! which permitted
three county judges of any county
to issue bonds without a vote of the
taxpayers. This privilege was free-
ly exercised, and often for dishonest
purposes. Sometimes the judges
were corrupt, and sometimes they
were honest but ignorant and the
dupes of various promoters. Forty-
four years ago three counties—Dallas,
St. Clair and Kn -—combined to is-
sue bonds for the somstruction of a
railroad from Kansas City to Memphis
which was to make everybody weal-
thy. The Get-Rich-Quick Wallingford,
who promoted the scheme, made a
handsome haul, and had little @ifficul-
ty in selling the bonds. After a while
a gang of laborers appeared and be-
gan some tentative shifting of the
earth, felling the trees and dumping
a few hundred dollars worth of rail
road equipment along the proposed
right-of-way. Then they left and
never came back. Promoter and con.
tractor vanished, as faded the dream
of the great railroad.

The Embattied Mountaineers.
Back East the bondholders began
to ask for the interest due; the Ozark
citizens refused to pay, feeling that

Dominion Fisheries Depart-
ment, Lectured in Natural
History Rooms on the Lob-

ster,

At the N 1 History Soclety
rooms last evening Audrew Halkett,
naturalist of the Dominion Msheries
Department, delivered a most instruc
tive and interesting address on tho
“Lobster" tracing it from the egg to
the fully developed adult,

Mr, Halkett, who s conducting an
educational campalgn in the interests
of the preservation and conservation
of this gelicious crustacean, is visiting
the fishing grounds and canneries,
Blving addresses and interviewing in.
dividual fishermen, placing beforn
them the natural habits of the lobster
and the best methods of conserving
the fast diminishing supply. Ho lays
special emphasis on tho importanco
of keeping up the natural yoarly in.
croase, ang gives as ono method of
accomplishing this end, the necessity
of the fishermen ' keeping .away from
the harbors and bays in which the
females deposit their eggs, thus glving
the young a chance to grow to matur-
ity, and doing all their flshing In
deep water,

Dr, J. Roy Campbell president of the
Natural History Society, occupied the
chair and Introduced Mr. Halkett,

The lecturer had two live lobsters
with which he illustrated the struc-
ture. The lobster, he sald was bullt
In segments thus showing that it was
related to the insects, its claws were
weapons of offence and doefence; it
had four pairs of walking feet, but of
these the first pair might be termed
hands, as they were often used to
convey food to the mouth, The usual
color of the live lovster was black,
although be had ween specimens that
werg blue, and had heard of them
being red when taken from the sea,

A number of pictureg showing the
lobster from the egg stage to the time
when it began to walk, The egs was
about the size of a turnip weed and
the lobster when first hatched was
less than an fnch long. He stated
that only two distinct species of, the
true lobster existed fn the world,
These were our Atlantic lobster, and
that found on the Scandinavian coast
and the coast of the British Isles,
The nearest relative to the lobster
was our own Canadian fresh water
crawfish,

Mr. Humphrey asked whether it
might not be possible, in view of the
decrease in the number of lobsters to
transplant the Pacific erab to Atlantic
waters, Mr. Halkett, did not think
this was a feasible project, as the crab
and the lobster would be apt to de-
stroy each other, and the last state
be worse than the first, The proper
thing to do was to conserve the pres
ent supply and see that the annual
natural increase was kept ub.
