New Brunswick’s greeting to the royal
party Thursday was suflicient to gladden
the heart of every loyal subject. The
Duke and Duchess of York saw St. John
under eonditions more favorable than per-
haps were éver accorded to any previous
visitors, and the reception given them
was what might be expected from this an-
cient city of the loyalists. Thousands of
eager sightseers lined the streets and oc-
cupied every window and vantage point
from the Union Station to the exhibition
building, but a more good natured and
oyxderly gathering could not well be con-
7ceived. The weather conditions were per-
fect and the day was thoroughly enjoy-
able to the thousands of visitors who
favored the city with their presence as
well as to the citizens who, one and all,
scemed  to unite in doing the honors
The city was looking its best, and the
splendid decorations of the public build-
ings, business houses and many handsome
private residences made a setting for the
shouting ' of humanity who were deter
mined to give royalty a right, royal greet-
ing and maintain the nmame of St. John
and of New Brunswick as the abode of
a people who delighted to honor their
future king anid queen. .

And the crowd—it was a study. A
moving picture of  ever varying interest
with & colering that only liumanity under
the most pleasant conditions could present.
Eager to do their part in the welcome o
the’ fqyal"nests, yet orderly as a New

 ‘Brunswick™ crowd ever is, there was a
happy good nature about the thronging
thousands that must have impressed the
visitors. - The police arrangements were
‘perfedt, and the people united in keeping
the  splendid or which Wwas necessary
in such a crowd. King street was a sight
long to be remembered. From Market
square to the head of the street, the both
gidewalks out into the roadway were fill-
ed with sightseers while the windows and
coofs of the buildings were packed by
those fortunate enough to get these van-
tage points from which to view the royal
progress. Hour after hour the people
waited goodnaturedly for the appearance
of the royal party, their enthusiasm mak-
ing them forget any fatigue. The appear-
ance of the mounted escort to the governor
general and Lady Minto was the -signal
for an outburst of applause, and as the
various distinguished = personages ‘were
driven by each carriage load was given
its separate welcome.

. But it seemed as if the people were hold-
ing in their pent up enthusiasm, for as
the barouche containing the Duke and
Duchess of York and Prince Alexander

_ of Teck turmed up Market square into
King street the plaudits of the people
burst forth and were eéchoed and re-echoed
as the royal party were carried by. It
was a greeting by the people to their
future king and queen, worthy of New
Brunswick, and the courteous acknowledg-

* ‘ment by the Duke and Duchess of the
popular enthusiasm convinced the cheer
ing thousands that their welcome was
appreciated by the recipients of the
popular acclaim.

ROYAL 1RAINS ARRIVE.

Entered the Station at 4.05—Ceremony at
the Depot.

As the Royal train was reported to be
an hour behind the vice-regal train the
party remained in coaversation awaiting
the arrival of the second train bearing

their  Royal  Highnesses. It was
seen  approaching the lower sta-
tion yard at 4.02 p. m. and entered the sta-
tion on track number three.
The guard of honor had, in

the meantime, been drawn up at the low-
er end of the station and extended diag-
onally from the first side door towards
the western train entrance. The Royal
train, which was a double header, w:th
the locomotives decorated and the palace
car Cornwall at the rear end entered the
station at 4.05 p. m. and their Royal High-
nesses stepped from the rear of the Corn-
wall at 4.06, being received by the gover-
nor general and Lady Minto,

The lieutenant governor and members of
the local government were presented to
the Duke and Duchess of Cornwall and
York by Hon. A. G. Blair. When the
Royal party stepped upon the carpet in
the station the guard of honor presented
arms and the band struck up the nationai
anthem. IHis Royal Highness was attired
in Royal Fusilier uniform while the
Duchess wore a black travelling dress with
a bouquet of carpations on the corsage.
After the party had been presented to
their Royal Highnesses, the Duke of Corn-
wall and York, accompanied by Col..Dun-
bar, D:0.C.,inspected the guard of honor.
fl‘he Duchess, in the meamtime, remained
in conversation with the lieutenant gover-
nor and at 4.15 the royal party entered
their carriage.

Why the Trains Were Late.

The royal trains were delivered to Lhe
I. C. R. at Chaudiere by the G. T. R,
the Ducal one being handed over to the
I. C. R. at 858 p. m. Wednesday. The
train was closed, inspected and examined
by the officials, which took some 35 mia-
utes and, later, had to bé supplied wilh
ice and water which again caused a de
lay of half an hour. After this the train
was rushed over the I. C. R. at higa
speed; in many parts of the road the
pace exceoded 60 miles an hour. As the
traing had a clear track to St. John,
every effort was made to regain the time
lost by the stoppages at Chaudiere. An-
other stop of one hour occurred on the
route to permit their Royal Highnesses
to dress. The average running speed of
the Royal trains exceeded 45 miles a2
hour. The corespondents on the train
state that the I. C. R. train ran at a
much higher rate of speed than upon any
railway in Camada, being nearly double
the average rtate of the C. P. R.. The
schedule time was for a fast run and the
stoppages for examination, watering ,elc.,
wére the cause of the traia being behind
time.

THE PARADE ROUTE.-

Enthusiastic Demonstration _Along the
Streets to the Exhibition Building.

The space outside the depot had crowd-
€d long before 10on with eager push' g
excited multitude. Opposite the depot on
the western side of Mill street was the
firing party from the 3rd Regiment Cana-
dian Artillery. Capt. Baxter was in com-
mand and Surgeon Major Andrews was
the medical officer in atendance.

The crowd was an observing one, the
firing party was duly inspected and vari-
ous complimentary comments iwere. pass-
ed on the appearance they presented. Even
special police came in for a most minute
examination, from cap to toe they were
scanned by every eye in the crowd and
then confidentially approved or condemn-
ed. This was, however, but the prelude
of the spectacle to come. Every man,
woman and child was prepared to yell
themselves hoarse at the first approach
of anything that had at all the appear-
ance of royalty or officialism. And may
be they didn’t yell when the opportunity
came.

It was a long wait, but not wearisome,
for the crowd was keyed up to the very
pinpacle of expectancy and even though
the royal train was much behind time it
is safe to say few in the vast gathering
were troubled over it. Meanwhile the
streets were being lined by the regiments

_appointed to that duty, although their

effort was futile as they were quickly dis-
persed at the order of Major Maude, who,

by the way, on arrival assumed charge of
the whole affair.
He inquited of an officer what meant

.| the lines of troops and when informed
that they stretched from depot to exhi-

bition building he ordered them away to
assemble at the barracks for the review,
because of the royal visitors being late in
arriving. The order was carried out.

When the news was passed that the
vice-regal train had arrived, that »n-
nouncement satisfied the appetite of the
crowd for a short time. It was as a
morsel thrown to a famishing mob for in
a minute the appetite for excitement
gained the mastery again and queries as
to the time of arrival of the royal train
were heard on every side.

Finally the escort of the 8th Hussars

formed up outside the depot and received |

the order *“‘Draw swords, slope swords,
attention.” Instantly every man stiffened
as a statue and the rythmical motions of
the royal salute were magnificently ex-
ecuted as their royal highnesses emerged
from the station and took their seats in
the waiting carriage. The vice-regal party
was already in its place and with no
delay whatever the procession moved ofl
in the following order:

As the procession- moved off from the
depot an enormous cheer went up from
the assembled thousands and, in fact, it
was almost a continuous cheer from the
depot to the exhibition building and the
huzzas would have been much louder and
much more continuous had the spectators
known exactly just which one of ‘thLe
splendidly uniformed gentlemem was His
Royal Highness. But the voices of the
growd were seemingly made stronger by
the long wait and the cheers which went
heavenward in a gtand chorus of acclaim
and welcome to the Yuture king and quecn
were fine expressions of loyalty.

On King street near the grand arch, the
massed thousands shouted and shouted
again as the: processiva swung around the
Market square. It was a contiuous ova-
tion from the depot to the exhibition build-
ing. As the party passed under the arch
on Broad street the crowds assembled
there cheered again and again and their
Royal Highnesses, as all along the route,
graciously acknowledged the reception. -

WAITING WITH THE CROWD. |

How the People Saw the Parade and What
Transpired.

About 2 p. m. we take a walk down
King street to view the decorations.
Crowds of people hawe already taken posf-
tion lining the route of the royal proces-
sion so that they may make sure of see-
ing something. The windows and door-
steps are all occupied, men, women and
children dressed in their best, exuiting
at the glorious weather that enables such
jolly jubliations. Some of the crowd do
not seem to be aware that the train is
late and remarks are heard that ‘‘they
will soon be along.” The four-horse car-
riage, with positions, «designed for the
Duke. and Duchess, passes down toward
the depot amid admiring exclamations.
Many people follow through Dock street
to see if they can find better locations from
which to see the coming guests.

2.05 p. m.~Three barouches occupied by
gentlemen follow the royal equipage to-
wanrd the depot, attracting momentary in-
terest from the crowd.

2.20 p. m.—The clanging of the bell of
locomotive No.. 203 as it comes out be-
yond the station gives a false alarm that
the train has quietly arrived, and the
crowd is for a brief interval all attentiom
toward ‘the depot, where the carriages are
in waiting at the side exits.

2.30—The 7lst regiment are marching
down Mill street toward the depot, head-
ed by their band. They halt, deploy into
open order and line the street on both
sides as far back as Market square. The
band stops playing and marches back in
silence between the limes of soldiers to
King street. The crowd is becoming so
denese in front of the depot that the people
begin to work their way back toward King
stret. L

2.45—The lining of the stredt from the
depot has been completed and the 73rd
regiment is found to be performing similar
duty on King street west. \

Strangers who “have been in ¢
American cities are making ¢

There are no stands along the way from
which to see the show while one is seated.
There are no street urchins pushing along
the sidewalks with soap boxes and chairs
upom which to stand or sit at 10 to 25
cents for the privilege. There are no pea
nut pedlars. It is a regular haliday crowd.
People don’t look as if they had just
snatched a minute from business to get
on to the pavement. -

3 p. m.—A barouche with Jas. F. Robert-
son and Hon. R. J. Ritchie and Alds.
Milledge and Armstrong drives up King
street. Is this the signal that the pro-
cession is ready to start? ask the crowd.

3.05—A salute begins to bang from the
artillery stationed to the west of the
railway station. It is taken as a signal
that somebody has arrived.

3.10—Officers are diligently placing the
soldiers at their proper intervals along
the street. A man in khaki who has evi-
dently seen service, takes persomal pains
to pull down the men’s belts and adjust
their uniforms. The men seem disposed
to stand peacefully at ease—umtil they
get tired.

3.25—The soldiers are called to atten-
tion, ordered to shoulder arms, formed
into column of fours on the Market
square and marched up King street head-
ed by the band. of the 7lst. The prelim-
inary manoeuvres in the square ‘nterests
the spectators. That bandmaster with the
roling r's when he commands ‘“Halt,
Fr-r-r-ont!” amuses the people and elicits
applause from the populace. It is evi-
dently intended to abandom the idea oi
lining the route. A few policemen, regu-
lars and specials, take the places of the
soldiers, but the crowd is not held in
restraint upon the sidewalks so well.

3.37—A barouche drives down King
street carrying a gentleman in a silk hat
and an officer in uniform. Somebody sings
out, “Hullo, Bab!” and the gentleman
turns and touches his hat, smiling. A
spectator says: ‘“He is the governor gen-
eral’s private secretary and that is his
aidé-de-camp with him.”

3.42—Am ambulance that has been down
beside the depot is driven up through the
line of route, accompanied b ythe corps.

The crowd is becoming weary and ex-
pressions are heard of wonder as to wheth-
er the royal party may have been taken
quietly to the exhibition building by a
roundabout way. Somebody says that the
second salute hasn’t been fired yet:amd
that the other was for the first train
with the governor general.

A man with a medal on.his breast is
telling a bystander that they didn’t make
such a fuss over the Duke’s father when
he was here forfy years ago. This being
overheard attracts an interested knot of
listeners. “I was one of the St. George
volunteers who welcomed the Prince of
Wales on the wharf,” the man is saying.
“There were 45 of us. We came frcm St.
George in wagons and it took us all day.
We were in command of Colonel (then
captain) Whitmere. We wore a black
uniform with light buttons and a peaked
cap with a red band. The officers had
large plumes. They kept us here thiee
days, until after all had gonme. I touched
his moyal highness, who is now the king,
several times. That is womething to be
able to say. This medal is for the Fen-
jan Raid in 1866 when we turned outb
again. There are only seven of our 45 old
volunteers left mow. I know four others
beside myself, Jos. McCormick, Thos. Mc-
gowan, Geo. Hall, and James O’Brien, M.
P.P. My name is Sparks, Sergt. G. Bparks.”

3.45—The policemen are trying to pre-
vent the people from crossing the street
and the crowd are having fun with the
officers. A lonely dog seems to own the
route. Some one eings out: “Send back
the dog.” Men who attempt to cross are
hailed with such sarcastic cries as: “Have
you paid your taxes?’ “Come in off the
highway!” ete. The crowd try to re-
lieve their impatience with jokes and
laughter. A fellow from New York com-
pares King street with Broadway and
thinks it ‘is about the same width, but
the sidewalks not so wide.

3.50—The people are tired standing and
begin to move to and fro. There are fre
quent atitlempts to cross from one side to
the other.. One man attempts the ruse
of having a telegram to send from the
Western Union office, but is forbidden to
get there. A little pompous individual en-
deavors to impress the policeman that he
has a perfect right to walk where he
pleases, but he is hustled back and the
crowd hiss at him.

4 p. m.—A big man who seems to be
glightly intoxicated starts wrestling with
a little special policeman at the foot of
King street. Big regulars'come to the
little officer’s aid and the man is hustled
back and placed under arrest, The crowd
throw mud at the officers. This causes a
diversion and there is a slight stampede
toward the scene of excitement.

4.05—The bang of another salute begins
to be heard and the crowd come to atten-
tion once more, crowding as mnear the
middle of the street as possible.

4.10—There is a sound of distant cheer-
ing in the direction of the depot.

4.15—A barouche carrying the governor
general and Lady Minto passes up King
gtreet amid cheers.

4.17—Chief of Police Clarke, mounted,
leads an advance guard from the depot,
followed by two carriages of officials.

4.23—The royal equipage turns into King
street, passes up the hill amid loud hur-
vahs, the Duke constantly touching his
cap and talking pleasantly with the
Duchess as they proceed. He looks slight-
1y tired, but evidently braced to stand the
strain. i

4.95—The crowd scatters toward the ex-
hibition building.

OFFICIAL WELCOME.

Description of Scenes in the Exhibition
Building—The Duke's Speech.

L 3
The duke arrived at the exhibition build-
ing at 32 minutes past 4 o’clock. He
was received by a guard of honor consist-
ing of 100 men from the 3rd Regiment C.
A. and commanded by Capt. B. R. Arm-

strong. The royal salute was given.
Mayor Daniel, clad in his robe of office,
and with cocked hat, stood at the foot of

the carpeted staire with the members of
the common cpuncil lined on either side.
As soon as his royal highness stepped from
his carriage he shook hands with the
mayor end then presented him to the
duchess. “lhen the chief magistrate of the
Gity presented the aldermen, who 8hook
hands with their royal highnesses and bow-
ed low. Hom. R. J. Ritchie and James F.
Robertson were also presented as repre-
sentatives of the citizens’ committee.
Mayor Daniel; with the duchess at his
aide, led the way to the dais, situated
near the entrance of the building. The
duke’s suite immediately followed. .The
duke took up his position on the right,
or western side of the dais, rem'mning

‘standing witlhh the duchess on his left.

As soon as the party settled in position,
the school children, each with a flag wav-
ing, sang the mational anthem and three
patniotic verses of My Own Canadian
Home. ‘l'hree cheers from the children
followed, but most of the scholars forgot
to cheer for they were too much wrapt
up looking at the future king and queen
of the empire. =

‘The duchess, who leaned stightly on her
umbrella, seemed to take full observation
of all tne swrroundings, while the duke
confined “his attention to his immediate
duties. His royal highness was admired
in 'his uniform of a colonel in the Royel

Kusiliers, while the duchess, as usual, was,

plainly but superbly attired m black.

On the duke’s might were members of
the suite. I'hese inc¢luded *'Sir Arthur
Bigge, private secretary; . tfon. Derrex
Keppel, Duke of Roxborough; Hon, God-
frey Kausett. Standing besiae them were
Sir Wilirid and Lady Launier, Rev. Canon
Dalton, the moyal dhaplain; Dr. Manley,
the duke's private physican, and Sir John
Anderson, representing the coiomal office.

On the dais on the left or the duchess,
who tood on the duke’s left, were the
Karl and Uounitess Minto, and beside them
were Prince Alexander of [feck, brother
to the duchess, and probably the finest
looking man in the royal party. lady
Mary Lygon, first lady in waiting; Sir
(Uharles Cust, Sir Donald MacKenzie Wal-
lace, historian, and Viscount Crichton, the
tallest man on the dals or probably in
the building.

On conclusion of the children’s efforts,
Mayor Daniel, accompanied by ‘Ald. Bax-
ter, %in military uniform, Add. Ohristie,
Seaton and Robinson, advanced to within
a few feet ot the dats and commenced
reading the addiess from the city of St.
John.

His worship commenced ¢feading in a
somewhat low tone, but as he. advanced
he declamed the words with good vigor
and elocution. ‘The: address is-given in
full elsewhere.

A ripple of applause followed the read-
ing. Dhe address was handed to the duke,
who tin turn handed it to his private sec-
retary. His royal highness had paid the
closedt attention during the reading and
the duchess also appeared to be deeply
interested.

I'wo other addresses were then read,
that of the city of lredericton and of
the British societies from Boston. The
address of Fredericton was read by Mayor
Orockett, who was introduced with his
delegation by Mayor Deniel. This address
is also printed in amother page.

In front of the dais were stationed #he
representatives of the British- Naval and
Army societies, and they seemed to at-
tract the especial interest of the royal
party. Their address was read in good
voice by Capt. Stokes, and handed to the
duke by the British Consul General Blunt,
of Boston, with whom 'his moyal highmess
ghook hands in a hearty manmer.

Addresses were then handed to the duke
by Mayor Atkinson, of Moncton; Mayor
Snowball, 0f (hatham; Mayor Morrisan,
of Newcastle; Mayor W. B. Belyea, of
Woodstock; Mayor MeCluskey, of Grand
Walls; Warden White, of the city and
county of St. John, and the wardens of
Carleton, York, Albent, Sunbury, Victoria,
Nortlhumberland and the secretary-treasur-
er of Kings county.

‘The delegations from each town and
municipality were announced by Mayor
Daniel and the addresses were presented
without reading.

His Royal Higrness's Speech.

When the presentation of addresses was
ccreluded, the duke was handed his type-
writiten reply by his secretary. In a clear,
loud voice which could be heard a consid:
eruble distance from the platform, bhis
highmess spoke. .

Gentlemen: The duchess and I sincerely
thank tthe people of New Brunswick, who,
through the addresses which have mow
been presenter, offer us a hearty welcome
to the parovince.

1 am gratified to weceive their endorse-

ment of those doyal eentiments to the
throme and person of my dear father, the
king, which have characterized the gener-
ous receptions accorded to us during our
long journey through 'his majesty’'s do-
mains. 1 shall not neglect to transmit to
him these assurances as also your tender
expressions of sorrow for the loss of our
late beloved queen, for whom the whole
nation mourms, and for the further be-
reavement recently sustained by our fam:
ily.
Your forefathers, the founders of the
city, gave proof of their loyalty to the
king and attachment to British imstitu
tions by heavy privations and hardships,
patiently borne. The same sentiments an:
mated fheir descendants at the present
day. 'They have emulated the example
of their ancestors by devotion to uheit
sovereign—by services gladly rendered and
lives mobly sacrificed to uphold the prin
diples of freedom and justice.

Duke Presents Colo:s.

Presentation of the colors to the British
Naval and Army men from Boston con-
cluded ithe ceremony, which consumed less
than 25 minutes. Lieut. Collins nanded
the colors to the duke, who presented
them to Lieut.

TO ROYAL RESIDENCE.

ﬁe Return from Barracks Square--Presen-

tation of Furs to the Duchess.

The Duke and Duchess left the bar-
racks by the Wentworth street gates and
proceeded down Broad street, up Char-
lotte, along north side of Queen Square
to Sydney to Caverhill Hall. The route
was again lined with crowds of people,
and men, women and children followed
wildly after the royal carriage and cheer
after cheer went up.

The carriages for the MacNutt house on
Queen Square were soon to follow the
Duke and Duchess by the Wentworth
street gate and with a mounted guard
reached the residence via Broad and Syd-
ney streets.

Hundreds of persons gathered about
both buildings long before and after the
arrival.

When the duchess arrived at Caverhill
Hall about 545 o’clock she was met by
a committee of ladies, among whom were
Mrs. J. W. Daniel, Mrs. A. R. McClelan,
Lady Tilley, Mrs. J. V. Ellis, Mrs. Jas.
Dever, Miss W. H. Tuck and Mrs. Jas.
F. Robertson, who were representing the
women of St. John. When her royal
highness entered the room Mrs. Daniel
read the following address:

To Her Royal Highness, the Duchess of
Cornwall and York:
May it Please Your Royal Highness:

'1 'EVENING RECEPTION.

The Function ‘of All Most Interesting—
Telegraph Reporter Behind the Scenes—
Brilliant Pen Picture.

The most brillant function of a day
ever to be remembered was the evening
reception to tlhe Duke and Duchess of
York. 'I'ne exhibition building, the hand-
some decorations of which have been al-
ready described in dhe Telegraph, was
transformed into a veritable fairy sceme
of gorgeous beauty by the glimmer of the
lights and dhe splendid apparel, in its
varied richness of the youth, beauty, cul-
ture and dignity ,gathered to do honor
to the royal guests. As early as 7.30 the
carriages began to arnive with their preci-
ous ireightage wf fair women and their
escoris, and the - Jadies and gemtlemen
to be presented as they were driven up,
passed on through the main entrance to
the various dressing rooms.

When all had assembled there was pre-
sented a scerve of brilliancy and splendor
unequalled in the history of 8t. John. The
assemblage was fairly representative, in
every sense, wof the best that New Bruns-
wick could offer in greeting to its future
quler, and ¢ne and all had come to make
obeisance to those whom fthey delighted
to honor. It was a picturesque grouping
of varied ‘interests united in a common
purpose, arad the dignity of the occasion
‘was enhariced by tthe beauty and chivalry
from all scorners of the province. As one
gazed upon it the thought forced itself
upon the: onlooker that this was but a
small pairt of the kaleidescopic panorama
which has met the view of their Toyal
thighnessts in ftheir tour, and that the
cause which can make such scenes possible
i3 by mo means a memory of the storied
past but a living principle, a bond of lov-
ing fealty from a world mation to their
king, in whose name the duke had come.
And the beautyr of it grew upon one as
new armivals canstantly c¢hanged the glory
of the scene.

From tihe extreme end of the gallery over
the dais the sceme, previous to the arrival
of {he royal pasty, was brillant and ani-
mated. It was long to be remembered,
the gay chattering group with its subdued
air of expectamcy, bright faces turned
throneward, and over all the slight touch
of awe in keep.ing with the dignity of the
occasion.

BEHIND THE THRONE.

Church and State, Military and Civilian Life
Awaiting the Royal Arrival-
1t'was not every one wio was privileged

the apartment directly béhind the throue,
where the highest dignitaries of church
and state, military and civilian, represen:
tative men and women of this great land
chatted fieely in pleasant informal inter-
course, while they awaited the arrival of
the duke and duchess. It was a gorgeous
effeat in cich colors, wmpon which t‘hg
subdued lights cast a softening glow. Sir
J. Anderson, Sir Donald Wallace, Prince
Alexander, Major Maude, with his cocked
hat tucked under his arm, threw aside for
the time all reserve and chatted gaily with
all in their vicinity. Lady Minto smiled
pleasantly on the premier of New Bruns-
wick and the two indulged in an animated
conversation. Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
Mayor Daniel fraternized in the most care-
jess, ‘happy-go-lucky manner possible.

Now and then a member of the local
government walked proudly in with some
gorgeously attired lady on his arm. The
lond bishop of Fredericton and the purple
clad bishop of St. John lent dignity to the
scene; senators jostled each other amiably,
and merrily the tide of conversation tlowed
on.
1t was just at its height when there came
a subdued call from some one, ‘‘they’re
coming,’—-a gorgeously  attired officer
crossed quickly to the soldiers standing at
ease near the royal entrance, and the com-
mand of “eyes tront” wwas given.

*ihe assembled men and women hushed
their talk and every eye was turned to
the door.

THE ROYAL APARTMENTS.

The Scene as Royal Couple Arrived in Their
Private Rooms for the Receution.

Itirst came two ladies in sombre black,
Lady Mary Lygon and the Hon. Mrs.
Derrek Keppel, who preceded her royal
highness to the dressing room. The duchess
swept in, in stately dignity, her long
rufited chiffon cloak falling gracefully
round her tall figure. The weariness
noticeable in the afternoon ‘had vanished
from her countenance and it was a gra-
ciously beauffiful woman, bright and eni-
mated, who smiled and‘bowed to the little
groups which fell back’ at her approach.
On to the dressing room she went, on the
arm of her royal spouse, only to emerge
a moment_later, ready for what, to her,
was lhe serious business of the evening.
T'he Countess®of Minto moved boward her
royal highness and a gracious greeting was
interchanged. Lord Wenlock, witih the
Star of India on his breast, stood near,
and to him ther royal highness chatited
while arrangements were being completed
for the march to the reception room. His
royal highness crossed over o an elder}y,
gold laced, satin striped officer, and in-
dulged in a lengthy conversation, his voice
sounding clear and full and pleasant;
twice did the officer salute and turn to
go, and twice was he recalled by the
duke, who seemed in an especially ami-
able mood, judging from his smiling
countenance. Then the hour of the re-
ception drew near, the members of the
party fell into line, the Duke and
duchess in the rear, and the procession
moved towards the reception room, where
waiting hundreds anxiously looked for
the first glimpse of their future sovereign,
the son of King Edward VII, and the
tavorite, dearly loved grandson of Vie-
toria the Good. The waiting room was
deserted save for a few black robed
clergymen who after a few moments join-
ed the throng outside and later paid their
devoirs to royaity.

‘Their Royal Highnesses took their
place on the dais with Prince Alexander
and their excellencies the Earl and Coun-
tess of Minto on the left and one or two
others in attendance. Miss Grenfell, the
Hon. Mrs. Derrek Keppel, Lady Mary
Lyzon and Mrs. Maude hovered in the
background, while various men of note,
too, watched the presentation from a
vantage point in the rear of the royal
party. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, with his
strong grand, face and polished dignity,
the inimitable charm of manner which
makes the Canadian premier loved and
respected by all classes, was a prominent
tigare in the group and occasionally his
breezy, hearty laugh was heard above the
subdued excitement of the presentation.

Hon. W. S. Fielding, Senator Snowball,
Senator Ellis and other well known men
joined the party until finally there was
quite a large assemblage.

The tide of humanity moved past their
Royal Highnesses and presentations
averaged four persons a minute, but there
was no undue hurry and every one had
an opportunity for a handshake, and to
make the bow which had been the source
of trouble and. worry to many for the
last week or two.

The Royal Handshake.

His Royal Highness’ handshake was
noticeably stronger and heartier than
that of the duchess, and both seemed to
be deeply interested. One dear old lady,
in  lace cap, on social thoughts intent at-
tempted to opemn a conversation with the
duke, who with the utmost deference
leaned forward and said a few kindly
words to her, then the duchess smiled
kindly on the aged presentee, and with
ready tact an officer offered his arm, and,
with a last lingering look as though loth
to terminate the pleasant interview, the
lady moved omn.

The great majority of those presented
to their Royal Highnesses also shook
hands with Prince Alexander and the
Earl and Countess of Minto, but there
were some who did not do so, an over-
sight which the vice-regal party did not
seem to notice.

Her Royal Highness was gowned in
black satin, with rows of jet around the
foot and the quantities of diamonds worn
scintillated, and flashed bright rays at
every turn; she wore several orders on
her bodice, which relieved the somber-
ness of her attire.

Lady Lygon was in black and wore a
number of jewels, as -did also Mrs.
Maude. wife of the redoubtable major.

Mrs. Keppel wore black satin, with half
sleeves of jet and a pearl necklace joined

at intervals by diamond clasps.

Mrs. Grenfell wore white satin with jet
trimming. e :

Lady Laurier wore white satin with
overdress of net and appliqued trimming.

Mrs. W. 8. Fielding wore black satin
with heavy jet trimming.

They were
given from a scow anchored in the har-
bor and while they lighted up the sky
the music of the City Cornet and Artil-
lery bands, stationed on tugs, floated over
the waters. Both made an evening of rare
enjoyment.

DECORATIONS.

Fire Companies Do Well--Some  Private
Residences and Business Houses.

In the opinion of about all who have
seen it, Union depot receives the paim
for merit in effectiveness and beauty of
design and color. The observer is strucic
by the thoroughness and harmony of
symbol, lettering and design, and though
nearly every hue conceivable is brought
into requisition, all are placed so advan-
tageously and well that there is no jumbl-
ing of color or inharmonious effect. The
edges of the building, the peaks and sides
of the high bow windows are rimmed

e ==
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with sparkling electric jets, while each
letters in the row of mottos that 'lie
along the front has ‘its own quota of
gleaming jets.

The tower is girded with a circle of
lights, while directly under the clock and
standing out from the window is a huge
crown, cmbellished with gilt and con-
structed partly of pieced glass—purple,
crimson and blue—the effect of which,
when lighted from within, will be ex-
ceptionally beautiful. The crown is
flanked by the letters “E. R.,” and
studded with electric lights. Under the
crown is a long, straight band, running:
directly across ‘the station’s face, and
formed in two ecolgrs, the middle portion
purple, with each end scarlet. The band
bears the words’ “Inter—Colonial—Rail-
way,” each on one of the several eolorad
parts; and each sudded with jets, while
over the window helow is the word “Ex:
tends,” and conclusion is made by the
wording ‘“Welcome,” and bhelow, over the
arching entrance, ‘“To T. R. H., the Duke
and Duchess of 'York.” The British coat
of arms i§ in ‘the centre. :

About the lower portion of the door-
way the shields of St. Andrew and St.
George are placed, around ‘the granite pil-

south side are designs and symbolisms of
Ireland. On the alcove above is g row
of evergreen, in which are placed small
electric jets. :

In the car shed, on the north side, and
extending for about three-quarters of its
length, a maze and wilderness of festoon-
ing and banners hang. The brick wall
is hidden by its curtain of bunting, gar-
lands hang down its length, the windows
are latticed with the same, and wreaths
‘and ropes of color droop and loop from
the iron beams above. ' " v |

In addition to the decorations noted
yesterday, the city firemen have done
their part in the gemeral ornamentation
and-have done it ‘well. ' All the fire sta-
tions are prettily trimmed and present a
fine appearancé. The members of the sev-
etal companies' have worked hard « and
l(ilng to make the display a success and
they have every reason to be well pleased’
with the result. "

No. 1 hook and ladder house, King
street east, is ‘resplendent in red, whité
and blue bunting, flags ‘and tissue paper
' ropes of the same color. In the windows
‘are transparencies of their royal" 'high-
nesses- Across the top-of the building
bunting is gracefully 'looped and festoon*

tiny ‘rosette. “Shields and other orna-
mental designs literally cover all the re-
maining space on the front of the ‘build-
ing. g

No- 1 fire station,Charlotte street,has been
aecorated and beautified on an elaborate
seale. From the street to the roof is vne
mass of harmonious color, mottos, trans-
parencies and other insignia of decoration.
A very pretty scheme of decoration has
been carried out on the roof. At euch
corner is a figure of a fireman, true to
Iife and full size. ' The figures are garbed’
in the regulation suit and fire helmet,
ane while one' grasps an axe the other
has a hook. Between the two is a figure
of ‘Britamin. ‘On the front of the build:
ing are two transparent mottoes which
iat night will -be ‘illuminated. 'They bear
the words “Weéltome to ‘our gtests” and
‘Wiremen’s greeting.” '~ - i
: The big ‘front' doors have been turncd
into a largé evérgreen arch, ‘each column
of which bears® 'shields -containing'the
cross ‘of Bt. Gebrge and St Andrew. The
lion and' the unicorn’'is hung on the flag-
staff with a symbolical banner above.
Snfall flags, orhamental design and yards
upon yards of gayly colored -bunting
complete ‘a most beautiful effect.

The magnificent Union “streét “home of
No. 3 fire company and No. 1 salvage
corps has received attention from the skii-
ful decorators. A brand neiv énsign floats
from the flagstaff and the front of the
building "is trimmed ‘with flags, ‘bunting
and lanterns. ‘No ' parti¢ular ‘schéme of
adornment has been observed but tlie
decorations are very handsome.

Much time and expense has been lavish-
ed upon No. 2 fire station, Sydney street,
and the result is certainly one of which
the *“fire laddies” have every reasom to
‘be proud. Krom the street to the top of
the flag staff’ sunmounting the building
there is beautiful decoration. The centre
plece or hub upon wihich the whole sdheme
of decoration is based is a hamdsomely
framed picture of Kdward VII. The back:
ground is of purple silk. Over the doors
and just below the picture is a bank of
tlags and from the Toof to the top i
the Hagstaff are strings of smaller flags.
The front of the -building is liberaliy
‘awathed in red, wiliité and blue bunting.
'Arrangements'have been made for a gen-
etous * ihumination dn the evening. The
work of decoration has been done by Wm.
Donohue, James Byan, Wm. Brown andy
L. Malioney, and reflects great credit on
tham. !

No. 4 engine house, City Road, has a
farge transparency om the roof—the word
“Welcome” {astefully painted, and when
illuminated it will present a eplendid ap-
pearance. 'Lhe face of the building is
decked with the usual bunting, flags and
streainers.

As might be expected, the houses in
the immediate vicinity of the royal resi-
dences have been splendidly decorated by
those occupying them. On Mecklenbury
and Sydney streets and the morth side of
Queen square the citizens have vied with
each other as to who could  produce the
best decorative effect. The result must
be seen to be-appreciated.

The illuntinationg at night served to
excite the wonderment and admiration of
the 25,000 visitors and as well as the peo-
ple of St. John themselves.  Probably
never in its history was the old Loyalist
city clothed in such a garb of brillancy.

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Civic Address—Handsome Decorations and
@eneral Jubilation.

The occasion of the visit of King Xd-
ward VII[-then Prince of Wales—to St
John hag ever since been regarded as a time
when this city of Loyalist origin and senti-
ment “went the limit” in the way of
hospitality. The decorations, ‘the spon-
rt:m.‘iet'y' of the enthusiasm, the processions,
the levee, the warm-hearted welcome of
that time have since been enchrined by
those who were participants, in a niche
all by itself; at an altitude in the public
heart that has often been deemed unap-
proachable. All subsequent attempts in
the mnature of celebration pale into insig-
nificance, décording to the opinion of the
older residents, and doubtless many who
read these lines can recoll occasions of ju-
bilation and decoration when an older
head than theirs has said: “Ah, yes, ’tis
very mice—but you should have been
around when the Prince was here, that
was the time.”

Doubtless, much of this sentiment is
due to the fact that in 1860 the good
people of St. John were, perhaps, unac-
customed to doing things on such a large
scale as during these later years. What
appeared great then would probably sui-
fer from comparison with an event such
as that in which the people will partici-
pate on Thurgday and Friday of this week.
Nevertheless Albert Edward, Prince of
Wales, received from St. John a royal
welcome. | < ) :

. ‘The might of Thursday, August 3, 1860,
was a memorable one. A moon of re-
markable beauty sailed majestically across
the star studded sky and her beams scin-
tillated and flashed*upon the peaceful
waters of St. John harbor., The atmos-
phere was clear and balmy—an ideal sum-
mer’s night. 'Under such conditions:the
Prince of Wales arrived at, 8t. John.: An
enormous, crowd was gathered about the
wharves all anxiously waiting for the' first

glimpse of H. M. S. Styx—the warship-

on which the Prince and his suite arriv-
ed. Shortly before ften o’clock rockers
shot up from the vicinity of Partridgze
Island, three guns from the Barrack square
boomed forth an answer which reverber-
ated and echoed over the city proclaim-
ing to the populace that His Royal High-
ness was here. The crowds on*the
wharves shouted themselves  hoarse.
Cheers, so loud that they rivalled the de-
tonaition of the guns, were sent heaven-
ward from thousands of straining throats.
The rattling of the anchor chains was
heard and the Styx, with the Prince
aboard,. lay -at her moorings off Reid's
Point. All that night the Royal party re-
mained- on. the Styx and the formal land-
ing wvas made at 10:30 a. m. August %th.
A special ‘landing place had been  erectd
and carpeted and some "persons thad - built
a grand-stand epposite the landing place,ad-
ision to which was by fee.

‘As His Royal Highness landed, salutes

present to greet the Royal visitors were
His Execellency, Lieut. Governor John
Henry Manners-Sutton, and his suite,
Mayor Thomas McAvity, members of the
City Council, City Recorder, Clerk and
Deputy, members of the N. B. execulive,
army and militia officers, Supreme Court
Judges Parker and Ritchie, Foreign con-
suls’ in uniform, the mayoms of Boston,
Halifax and Montreal (and ’tis said the
mayor of Moentreal was decked in such
an enormous gilt chain that he attracted
almost as much attention as the visitors),
the magistrates, members of the British
and American press (the local press re-
ceiving mo recognition), the water com-
missioners, the 1.

George’s, St. Andrew’s and St. Patrick’s
societies. :

'As the prince stepped on the landing he
was grested by Governor Sutton, the
guard of hondr presented arms, the crowds
chéered and the band of the 63nd  regi-
ment played the national anthem.

The grand civie
arch. was efcated where 'the ~Hanington
building mow &tands and. was a marvel of
beauty. Varwous stories have since been
told about the height of this .airch, the
estimates varying from 65 to 135 feet. A
reputable chronicler, hoswever, says it was
so high that ome could stand on Chip-
man’s hill and. lock under it to ‘Reed’s
Point. “Ahe height of the arch, he Bays,
was about 75 feet. The usual means of
ornamentation were used, and the
mottos  were, “New Brunswick Wel-
comes Thee” and ‘“Welcome, Prince—
the Hope of Our Nation.”

BOELR FAILURE AT THE HAGUE."

Iti»is rather notable that variews pro-
Boen erman journals have recently been
giving ’@nshlel‘a‘blc publicityi cta ,,;h'c ex
position’ of the status of the” Boer appeal
to The Hague, which Professor Niemeyer,
of Kiel University, who is recognized as
an emijent German legal authority, has
made in thé Deutsche ~ Juristen-Zeitung’
The professor had  shown that the ‘at-
tempt of Dr. Leyds, Messrs. Fischer and
Wessels, and other Boer agents, to dappeal
to the so-called “Tribunal Arbital” at The
Hague-must necessarily prove futile since
it involved an entire misapprehension of
the constitution and competence of the
comt. He explained that the “Tribunal
- Arbital” “is composed of three imstitu-
tions: The Bureau International de la
Haye, the business of which is to take
charge of archives and a library and to
conduct correspondence; the Conseil Ad-
ministratif Permanent, ‘which consists of
the diplamatic representatives of the
signatory powers and ‘the duties of which
are chicflff to keep the powers informed
regarding ‘its work; and the Cour Per-
manente d Arbitrage, which is simply a
list of pcmns who have been named by
the power# and have d,ec]@ied their will-
ingness tdl aid ‘s ‘érl‘ii't‘x:'u‘f_o'ﬁ':s when'” re-
quired. Th# “Tribunal ' Aifbital” ‘thu; com-

The Parks cotton mills were sold by
auction at Chubb’s corner Tuesday. They
were bid in by A. H. Hanington for
$145,000. The sale was by an order issued
out of the equity court. James F. Rob-
ertson, of Manchester, Robentson & Alli-
son, is the purchaser aad Mr. Hanington
is associated with him.

The first bid was $100,000, made by Mr.
Mitchell, who represented Ontario capi-
talists. C. N. Skinner bid with another
$1,000; after a second bid of $1,000, Mr.
Skinner raised the bidding to $130,000.
Then A. George Blir and A. H. Han-
ington bid and the offers rose by $1,000
each. A lull followed and a couple of
$500 bids were made. Mr. Mitchell drop- |
ped out and'the other three men;held on
until the figures were up to $143,000. Then
it narrowed down between Mr. Skinner
and Mr. Hanington.: The latter bid $145,-
000 and the properties were declared sold:

It was the impression that Mr. Han-
ington represented the cotton combine
until it was given out' that he purchased
for James F. Robertson. :

Speaking to a- Telegraph ‘reporter, Mr.
Robertson _said last evening:  ‘“My idea
in purchasing is the possible re-establish-
ment of the mills here with St. John
capital. One of the most important points
affecting the project is the matter of tax-
ation and water rates. The idea is to
form a strong company with plenty of
capital, able to take advantage of ‘the
cotton market, and to manufacture either
for home or foreign trade. The purchase
includes the land, which ds freehold,
buildings and machinery, comprising the
tﬁ;o ,mills—Wal-l street and - Courtenay

y.”

Mr. Robertson added that A. ... Han-
ington was associated with him in the
enterprise. He felt that it was an under-
taking which, becauses of its close aliance
with the interests .of the city, appealed
strongly for general support and, .as in-
timated, the matter of action by the ecily
council in the question of taxes and water
rates, would have effect to help or retard
the starting of the mills. He had taken
no steps as yet, he said, towards organi-
zation of a company but looked. to prac-
tical interest among the business men in
the project. .

Women Caught in a Death
Trap and Two Could
Not Escape. =~ ~

MAN THE THIRD VICTIM.

His Life Forfeited in Effort to Save
Woman -- Gasolene Caused the
Disaster -- Terrible  Scene Pre-
sented as the Flames Cut Off
Retreat.

Bangor, Me., Oct. 16.—At 3.40 o’clock
this afternoon a terrific explosion of gaso-
lene or some other equally powerful ex-
plosive occurred on the second floor of
the building at 16 Harlow street, in the
apartments of Miss Nellie Haney. The
explosion completely wrecked the first
.and second , floors and caused a fire in
which Miss' Haney and Mrs. Mary F.
Carrigan were burned to death, and John
Barry was {rightfully burned, and died
at 9.45 tonight in the hospital. -

,The explosion so wrecked the walls of
her apartments that Miss. Haney was un-
able to force her way out and expired be-
fore the firemen could reach her. The
force of the explosion threw a heavy
bureau from one room into, and half way
across, another.

Mrs. Carrigan was employed in the res-
taurant of Nathaniel Ladd, located on the
first floor of the building, as assistant
cook, and worked in the kitchen which
was located at the rear of Miss Haney’s
apartment. At the time of the explosion
there were in the kitchen besides her,
John Barry, the cook, Mrs. Emma
Sprague, another assistant, and the cook’s
wife and Mrs. John Cannon, of Bangor.
When the shock came, Mrs. Carrigan
made a dash for the attic, thinking to
get on the roof, the others started for the
stairs leading to the street, but Mr. Barry
rushed after his assistant to bring her
back, knowing that it was impossible to’
reach the roof from the attic.. He was
-unable to reach her and the blaze cut him
off from again descending to the second
floor, and he was finally forced to jump
from a third floor window- Sl
_ When the other taree women reached
the stairway they found it blocked by a
fallen partition, thus ~prevénting them
reaching the street by, that, way, while
the flames behind them formed a barrier
that had them in a veritable trap.

William MecAllister, a waiter, =~ was
struck on the head by a piece of the steel
ceiling that fell when the explosion came,
receiving a severe cut, but he kept con-
cue of the' women wupstairs, He suc-
they could escape but, though he could
hear the cries of Miss Haney, was unable
to reach her.

The building was owned by the Still-
well estate and is damaged about $1,500.
‘I'’here is-an insurance of $2,000. The dam-
age to Ladd’s restaurant is about $1,500,
insured for $500. Elgin Greenleaf, who
has a saloon in the building, has an in-
surance of $300 and a loss of about $800.

The fire also got into the store room
of the Bangor Bicycle Company and did
about $800 damage, fully insured.

Suddenly he
dropped his oars and fell over off the seat.
The passenger,- whose name could not be
learned last night, did all he could for the
ferryman, but without avail, for he was be-
yond all earthly aid before the boat could
be brought to the shore. The body was
taken to his home and word sent to this
city to his sisters who were grief-stricken
on receiving the sad news.

Britain Is Now Making Deter-'
mined Effort to Stamp Out Trea-
son--Scheeper’s Death Would Be
Terrible Lesson. '

Berlin, Oct. 15—The Muenchener Zei-
tung today prints a despatch from Hilyer-
sum which says that Mr. Kruger, in spite
of all denials, is severely ill.

Pretoria, Oct.  14—General " Methuen,

who is operating near Marico, has cap-
tured and destroyed great quantities of
foodstuffs belonging to the Boers. Com-
mandant, Scheepers, who has been . cap-
tured by one of General French’s columns,
was taken in @ farm 'house, where he
was lying dangerously ill. His capture is
important, as he has proved a thorn in
the side of the British for a long time.
Hik commando has led the English on
many a wild goose chase since they began
their operations in the Cape Colony-.

No fighting is reported m the southeast-
ern pant of the Transvaal.

London, Oct. 15—A despatch from Dun-
dee, Naital, to the Times says heavy rams
‘have temporarily interfered wibh com-
mumnication between fthe columns in the
fiedld. As was feared, the Boer-force, in
trying to make good its escape, has melted
inbo small groups. Botha and the main
body of burghers have meached Pongola
Yorest, mear Luneburg, Transvaal. The
remainder of Botha’s omginal force is splab
up between Vryheid and the border of
Zuluand. Even if the Boers succeed in
gaining the epen country west of Piet
Rettief the complete failuve of the abtempt-
ed invasion of Natal will mot be without
imfluence on the enemy, inasmuch us
Bottha’s force comprised details from mnear-
ly all parts of the Transvaal.

Liondomn, Oct. 14—1lhe possibility of Boer,
reprisals for the execubion of the death
penalty in 'the cases of Cape rebels at
Mifidleburg, Vryburg and elsewhere is be-
ing ¢iscussed by military men and ofii-
cials. Lotter was ome of the most des-
perate leaders of the Doer forces recruited
in the Duteh districts of Cape Colony,
and his capture has been quickly followed
by @ military trial and death. .Other trials
are in progress, and two farmers who
have been twice in arms against the Boit-
ish have perished on the scaffold The
real reasop for the proclamation of mantiai
law in Cape Oolony is now apparent. ‘L'he
autthontities, after playingswith treason for
twe years, have now decided to make 2
determined effort to stamp it out, and
have suspended the ordinary formmns of law
as ‘a mecessary’ safeguard appavently for
the prevention of a general uprising of
Dutch sympathizers. If Scheeper, like
Lotter, be condemned to death, another
terrible example will be made of treason,
and Botha and the other Boer gemerals
will be forced to consider whether or nat
retaliation is a possible expedient for the
protection of tthe allies.

Cape Pown, Oct. 15~~Schoeman, second
in command to Commandant Lotter, whe.
was sentenced a few days ago for treason,
has been executed at Tarkstad. Wol-
faardt, another of Lotter’s officers, has
been sentenced to death.

New York, Oct! 16—South Africa, writes
the London correspondent of the Tribune, is
entering upen a phase of total eclipse so
far as the newspapers are concerned. Lord
Kitchener is military dictator and the coun-
try knows what he choses to reveal. If he
succeeds with his proclamation of martial
law the rebellion will be stamped out in
Czpe Colony and the Boers, repulsed from
the invasion of Natal, will be gradually
starved out on their own territory. Much
depenyds on the temper. and ability of the
Boers respecting reprisals. 'T'ney will lose
the support of their Cape allies unless they
can avail themselves ot the wesources of' re-
taliation. The question is discussed in Lon-
don and the opinion is expressed that Kitch-
ener and Milner have warted before adopting
strenuous measures until the precise moment
when Botha, DeWet and Delarey are at the
end of their resources and unable to capture
British soldiers and retaliate by shooting
them in revenge for hanging the Cape far-
mers and the execution of Lotter. The cen-
sorship of news from South Africa is regard-
ed by many as a blessing in disguise. Neither
the results of drumhead trials nor reprisals
which they may invite will be exhilerating
reading for the present year of civilization
and grace. 7

For Killing of Nathan

WAS MONEY STOLEN?

Asserts That Letter With $30,
Which Victim Was Sending to
Bring His Wife to Him Was Ap-
propriated by Rill, and Murder
Was to Prevent Discovery.

Halifax, Oct. 15.(Special)—Detective
Power, who was at Clark’s Harbor inves-
tigating the Kaplan murder, returne(:l
home tonight. That Rill committed the
crime there is not the shadow of a doubt,
Power says, and it was done to cover up
the theft of $30. It appears the victim
gave Rill on Oct. 2nd a letter to post to
his ' (Kaplan’s) brother at Yarmouth con-
taining $30, which the brother was to for-
ward to Russia to bring out the victim’s
wife. On the 7th, the date of the murder,
Kaplan was writing a lettér to his broth-
er asking him if he had received the
money and while doing this Rill entered
the' store and, ascertaining that his crime
in stealing the money would be discovered
shonld the letter reach ‘the brother; he
decided to kill Kaplan. ;

The detective, in searching through the
prisoner’s effects, found the letter without
the money in one of his coat pockets and
the second letter was found in the vic-
tim’s shop. Power also .ascertained the
store in Yarmouth where the revolver
with which the deed was committed was
purchased.

Max Schnairsohn, who discovered the

body, has been detained as a witness.
RilP’s friends have retained Mr. Currie,
of St. John, N. B., and Mr. S. W. Jacobs,
of Montmreal, to “defend him.
Montreal, Oct. 15—Julius Rill, who is
under arvest in Clark’s Harbor, N. 8., on
the oharge of shooting and killing Nathan
Kaplan, is well known in Montreal, and
left there but a short time ago for the.
maritime provinces. He was one of tae
three or four young men who were in-
strumenital in tthe organization .of the
Zion Cadets, a local military corps -compos:
ed entirely of young memn of Jewish par-
entage. Last year he veceived a detter
from Liord Strathcona and Mount Royal
complimenting the juvenile corps, and en-
clesing a cheque for $50 to be used in get-
ting uniforms. Rill was formerly employ-
ed in H. Vineberg & Company’s clothing
factory, St. Helen street, and also in a silk
shirt waist manufactory. Nathan Kaplan,
the murdered man, was an uncle of Frank
Kaplan, of St. Jobn, N. B., who a yeatv
ago married Miss Bentha Rill, Balmoral
street, sister of the accused.

Nhough only in his 16th year, Rill had
shown considerable shrewdness in ‘mat-
ters of business. He speaks fluently Eng-
lish, German amd Hebrew. When, a
month wor two ago, Nathan .Kaplan
thought of establishing a business in
Olark’s Harbor, he looked around for an
associate, as he could not speak English.
1t was at this time that young dJulius
Rill was asked down to form a partmer-
ghip with Kaplan.

Mattbers, however, did not pan out as
at first anticipated, though Rill remained
connected with the store.

Déscription of the Interior of the Jones and MacNutt Re
dences as Arranged for Duke and Duchess
and Suite.

The visitor to Caverhill Hall gets an
excellent impression of its tasteful interior
upon entering the wide hall with its air
of ecomfornt and modern beauty, combined
with evidences of cultivated ‘taste in its
arrangements. On the polished floor are
soft rugs of eastern make, while pretty
bric-a-brac is scattered lavishly round.

With the exception of the dining room
and sleeping apartments which will be oc-
cupied by the Duke and Duchess, very
little change has been made from the
original adornment. ‘Where important
ones were deemed advisable Mr. Jones
supplied the material himself, rather than
run the risk of inferior articles being
brought in.

The library, on the right of the grand
entrance, is an attractive room, the color
scheme in its furnishing being red, of a
warm, glowing shade. The deep bay win-
dows are richly draped with softest lace
while around are roomy couches and com-
fortable furniture. The walls are lined
with books, and there is a homelike air
pervading the apartment.

The prevailing shades in the drawing

room are green, ranging from the palest
tints to deep olive. In this room, as in
the library, no important changes have
been made, and indeed: none were neces-
sary in either case, for daintier, prettier
places could hardly be conceived. The
sense of spick and spaa mewness would
certainly not have been so congenial to
the royal visitors, as will the home in
which is stamped the refined individuality
of its owners. .
" The dining room presents a gorgeous ap-
pearance of deep red effeets.. The walls
are covered with putty paper stained a
deép red, the intricate design giving ex-
quisite effeats of light and shade. The
carpet is red, with touches of a lighter
tint in the same shade, and enough black
to velieve the other coloring. The table
is of solid mahogany, while ithe chairs are
of oak upholstered in brown leather. The
ceiling is a pale drab with bars of com-
trasting color, and. a border in pale blue
and gold. A handsome sideboard with
silver mountings, mounted specimens of
game and fish, with some choice pictures,
all go to complete a very handsome apart-
ment.

Sage green tints light up the billiard
room, an odd effect being obtained by a
deep border of lincrust paper in basket
weave. Cream draperies with brown
figures are used with pretty. effect.

The “superfluous energy of the decora-
»bors seems to have been reserved for the
apartments devoted to the personal use. of
their Royal Highnesses. These are’ rather
bright and pretty. The guite devoted to
the Duchess of York consists of bedroom,
dressing and bath rooms, all of which are
done in delicate shades of old ‘rose. Over
the ground of the rose carpet are. strewn
clusters of moss green flowers, at inter-
valis of about’ ‘two/ feet. The' brass bed-
stéad is of elaborate design and its furn-
ishings. are~in pink and white. .

The walls are
in' pale ‘green and. the-white enamelled
woodwork has a suggestion of pink in it.

‘I"The other furniture is 1 keeping and con-

Second of Crew of Schooner at
Hal_ifaxA Dies--Friction Between
Militafy.and Civic Authorities.

Halifax, Oct. 16.(Special)—Another one
of the crew of the schooner Ellen M.
Goodwin, quarantined at Lawlor's Island
with “smallpox, died yesterday.. His name
was Doucette. The Goodwin sailed early
this anorning for Gloucester.

Friction between the military and civie
authorities over the erection of the grand
stand on the north- common by private
individuals with consent of Col. Biscoe,
at present in command of the garrison
here, and without asking the conseat of
the city, caused quite a sensation here
today. This morning the commisisoners
of the gardens and commons, with a force
of men, proceeded to the commons to tear
down the structure but Col. Biscoe, who
happened to be there at the time putting
the troops through review exercises pre-
vented the work of destruction. = Lhe
civic body held their ground, however,
and compelled ,the men at work on the
stand. to stop and placed a force of police
about the structure. A meeting of the
comisisoners was held this afternoon and
the matter settled by the parties doing the
work paying a license fee of $200. Col
Biscoe also sent word to. the meeting that
he .lyad made an ervor in granting per-
m'issma to the parties to put up the stand
without them also obtaining consent from
the city, .

MAN STANDING

GUARD BY NIGHT,

A Deeply Suggestive And Sol-
emn Thing To Dr. Talmage.

“WHAT OF THE NIGHT?"38

The Four Watches of the Night Ac-
cording to the Division of the An-
cients—Vivid Description- of the
Third Watch of the Night.

Entered accord:ng to Act of the Parliam=nt of
Chureda, ib the ycar Une ‘Thousand Nine Hun-
arcd and Ung, by Whasia Bauy, of 1oronto,
at the Deparuneni of Agriculiure, Ottawa,
Washington, Oct. 13.—In this dis-

course Dr. Talmage describes some

of the scenes to be witnessed late at
night in the great cities and warns
theé  unwary of many perils; text,

Isaiah xxi, 11, ‘"Watchman, what of

the night?”’

When night came down on Babylon,
Ninevah and Jerusalem, tHey needed
carcful watching, otherwise the incen-
diary’s torch wight have been thrust
into the very heart of the metropoli-
tan splendor, cor enemies; marching
from the hills, might lLave forced
the gates: All night long, on top of
the wall and in front of the gates,
might be heard the measured step of
the watchman on. his solitary beat;
silence hung in air, save as some
passerby  raised the question,

. ““Watchman; what of the night?”’

It is to me a deeply suggestive and
solemn thing to see a man standing
guard by night. It thrilled through
me as at the gate of an arsenal in
smote
me, ‘‘Who comes there?’! followed by
the sharp command, '‘Advance and
give the countersign.”’ Xvery 1uoral
teucher stands on picket or patrols
the wall as watchman. His work is
to 'sound the alarm, and whether it
be in the first watch, in the second
watch, in the third watch or in the
fourth. watch to be vigilant until
the daybreak flings its ‘‘morning
glories” of blooming cloud across
the trellis of the sky.

The' ancients divided their night
into four parts—the first watch from
6 to 9, the second from 9 to 12, the
third from 12 to 3 and the fourth
from 8 to 6. I speak now of the city
in the third watch, or from 12 to 3
o’clock.

I never weary of looking upon the
life of the city in the first watch.
That is the hour when the stores are
closing. The laboring men, having
quitted the scaffolding and the shop,
are on their way home. It rejoices
me to give them my seat in the city
car. They have stood and hammered
away all day. Their feet are weary.
They are exhausted with the tug of
work. They are mostly cheerful. With
appetites sharpened: on the swift
turner’s wheel and the carpeater’s
whetstone they seek the evening
meal. The clerks, too, have broken
away from the counter and with
brain weary of the long line of  fig-
ures and the whims of those who go
a-shopping seek the face of mother
or wife and child. The streets are
thronged with young men setting cut
from the great centres of bargain
making. Let idlers clear the street
and give right of way to the be-
sweated artisans and merchants!
They have earned their bread and are
now on their way home to get it.
The lights in full jet hang over 10,-
000 evening repasts — the parents
at cither end of the table, the chil-
dren between. Thank God, “who set-
teth the solitary in families!”’

A few hours later and all the
places of amusement, good and bad,
are in full tide. Lovers of art, cata-
logue in hand, stroll through the gal-
leries and discuss the pictures. The
ballroom is resplendent with the rich
apparel of those who on either side
of the white, glistening boards await
the signal from the orchestra. Con-
cert halls are lifted into enchantment
with the wgrble of one songstress or
swept out on a sea of tumultuous
feeling by the blast of brazen instru-
ments. A beautiful and overwhelming

" thing is the city in the first and sec-

ond watches of the night.

But the clock strikes 12, and the
third watch has begun. The thunder
of the city has rolled out of the air,
The slighest sound cuts the night
with such distinctness as to attract
your attention. The tinkling of the
bell of the street car in the distance
and the baying of the dog. The

. stamp of a horse in the next street.
| The slamming of a saloon door. The

hiccough of thé drunkard. The shrieks
of the steam whistle five miles away.
Oh. how suggestive, my friends, the
third watch of the night!

" There are honest men passing up
and down the street. Here is a city
missionary, who has been carrying a
scuttle of coal to that poor family
in that dark place. Iere . is an un-
dertaker going up the steps of a
building from which there comes a
bitter cry, which indicates that the
destroying angel has smitten the
firstborn. Here is a minister of re-
ligion who has been giving the saec-
rament to a dying Christian. Here
is a physician, passing along in great
haste. Nearly all the lights have
gone out in the dwellings, for it is
the third watch of the night. 'T'hat
light in the window is the light of
the watcher, for the medicines must
be administered, and the fever :inust
be watched, and the restless tossing
off of the coverlid must be resisted,
and the ice must be kept on the hot
temples, and the perpetual prayer
must go up from hearts soon to be
broken.

" Oh, the third watch of the night!
What a stupendous thought — a
whole city at rest! Weary arm [Te-
paring for to-morrow’s toil. Hot
brain  being cooled off. Migid
muscles rélaxed Excited nerves
soothed. The white hair of
the octogenarian in thin drifts
across the pillow, fresh fall of
flakes on snow already fallen. Child-
hood, with its dimpled hands
thrown out on the pillow and with
every breath taking in a new store
of fun and frolic. Third watch of
the night! God’s slumberless eye
will look, Let ove great wave of

refreshing slumber roll over the
heart of the great town, submeryging
care and anxiety and worriment and

pain.  Let the city sleep.
But, my friends, be not deceived.
There will be to-night thousands

who will not sleep at all. Go up
that dark alley, and be cautious
where you tread lest you fall over
the prostrate form of a drunkard ly-
ing on his own doorstep. Look
about you, lest you feel the garrot-
er’'s hug. Look through the broken
window pane and se¢ what you can

see. You say, ‘Nothing.® Then
listen. What is it? ‘‘God help
us?”’ No footlights, but tragedy

ghastlier and mightier than Ristori
or Edwin Booth ever enacted. No
light, no fire, no bread, no hope.
Shivering in the cold, they have had
no food for twenty-{otr ‘hours. You
say, ‘‘Why don‘t they beg?”” They
do, but they -gétimothing: ~ You' sdy,
‘“Why don’t they deliver thémselves
over to the'almshouse?’’ Ah, “you
would not asK that if you ever heard
the bitter ery of a man or ‘a child
when told hé miust g6 ‘Lo Lhe alms-
house. ‘‘Oh,'”:yodu say, ‘‘they -are
vicious poor; ‘and théréfore they: do
not dcserve’: our sympathy!”’ - Are
they vicious? 'So much more need
they your Dpity.
poor, God helps them. :

Pass-on through the alley. Open 3
the door.” “‘Oh,™ you say, “it is
locked!*™ : No, “it' is not docNed:' It

has néver becn locked. No burglar
would Dbé: tempted to' 'go in‘theré to
steal anything.: ‘Cnly & ‘brokenchair
stands against the door.” Shove it
back. Go in. Strike a match. Now,
look. DBeastliness and rags. Sce
those glaring eyeballs. DBe carcful
now what you say. Do not utter
any insult, do not utter any suspi-
cion, if you value your life. What is
that red mark on the wall? It is
the mark of a murderer’s hand!
J.ook at those two eyes rising up
put of the darkness and out {from
the straw in the corner, coming. te-
ward you, and as they come near
vou your light goes out. Strike an-
othér match. - Ah, this is a babe,
not like those beautiful children pre-
sented in baptism. This little one
never smiled. It . never will smile;
A ‘flower flung on an awfully barren

beach. O Heavenly Shepherd, fold
that little one in ‘thy arms! Wrap
around you _ your shawl or your

coat tighter, for the cold wind
sweeps through.

Strike another match. Ah, it is
possible that the scarred and bruis-
ed face of that young woman ever
was looked into by maternal tender-
ness? - Utter no scorn. Utter no
harsh word. No ray of hope has
dawned on that brow for many a
year. ' No -ray of hope ever will
dawn on that brow. DBut the light
has gone.out. Do not strike anoth-
er light. It would be a mockery to
kindle another' light in such a place
as that. Pass out and pass down
the street. . Our cities are full of
such homes and the worst timme the
third watch of the night:

In the third watch of the night
gambling does its worst work. What
though the hours be slipping away
and though the wife be waiting in

thé cheerless home? Stir up the
fire; bring on more-drinks; put up
more  stakes! That ‘commercial

house that only a little while ago

put on a sign of co-partnership will

this winter be wrecked on a gam-
bler’s table. There will be many a
money till that will spring a leak.
In the third watch of the night pass
down the streets of -these cities, and
you hear the click of the dice and
the sharp, kecn stroke of the balls

on the - billiard table. At thesec
places merchant princes dismount,
and legislators, tired of making

lawe, take a respite in  breaking
them. All classes of people are rob-
bed by this crimme — the importer of
foreign silks and the dealer in Chat-
ham street pocket handkerchiefs. The
clerks of the store take a hand af-
ter the shutters are put up, and the
officers of the court while away their
time while the jury is out.

In Baden-Baden, when that city
was the greatest of all gambling
places on carth, it was no unusual
thing the next morning, in the woods
around about the city, to find the
suspended bodics of suicides. What~

ever be the splendor of surround-
ings, there is no excuse for this
crime. The thunders of eternal de-

struction roll in the deep rumble of
that gambling tenpin alley, and as
men come cut to join the long pro-
cession of sin all the drums of death
beat the'dead march of a thousand
souls.

En the third watch of the night
also drunkenness does its worst. The
drinking ‘will be respectable at 8
o’clock in the evening, a little flush-
ed at 9, talkative and garrulous at
10; at 11 blasphemous, at 12 the
hat falls off, at 1 the man falls to
the floor, asking for more drink.
Strewn through the drinking saloons
of ‘the city, fathers, husbands, sous,
as good as you are by nature, - per-
haps better. In the high circles of
socicty it is hushed up. A mer-
chant prince, if he gets noisy and
uncontrollable. is taken by his fel-
low revelers, whn try to get him to
bed or take him home, where he falls
flat in tli¢ entry. Do not wake up
the childven. They have bad dis-
grace enough. Do not let them
know it. Hush it up. DBut some-
times it carmot be hushed up when
the rum touches the brain and the
man Dbecomes thoroughly frenzied.
Such a ohe came home, having been
absent for some time, and during
his absence his wife died, and she
lay in the next room, prepared for
the obsequies, and he went in and
dragged her by the locks and shook
her out of her shroud and pitched
her out of the window. Oh, when
rum touches the brain you cannot
hush it up!

My f{riends, you see all around
about you the nced that something
radical be done. You do not sce the
worst. In the midnight meetings in
London a great multitude have been
saved. We want a few hundred
Christian men and women to come
down from the highest circles of so-
ciety to toil amid these wandering
and destitute ones and kindle up a
light in the dark alley, even the
gladness of heaven. Do not go
wravped in yvour fina furs and from

your well filled tables with the idea™;

that pious.talk is going tn stop the
gnawing of an empty stomach .or to
warm stockingless fcet. Take bread,
take raiment, take medicine, as weil
as take prayer. There is a great
deal of common sense in what the
poor woman said to the city mis-
sionary when lhe was te#kling her how
she ought to love God and serve
him. ‘'Oh,’”” she said. “‘if yvou were
as poor and cold as I sm and as
hungry you could think of nothing
else!”’

‘A great deall! of what is called
Christian work goes for nothing, for
the simple reason it is not practi-
cal. As after the battle of Antie-
tam a man got eout of an ambulance
with a bag of tracts, and he went
distributing the tracts, and George

Stuart, one of the best Christian
men in  this country, said to him:
‘‘What are you distributing tracts
for now? There are 3,000 men
bleeding to death. Bind up their
wounds, and then distribute the
tracts.”” We want 1more common

sense in Christian work, taking the
bread of this life in one hand and
the bread of the next life in the oth-
er ‘hand. No such inapt work as
that done by the Christian® man
who, during the civil war, went into
a hospital with tracts, and, coming
to the bed of ayman whose legs had
gave him a tract
on the sin of dancing!

I could give you the history ig a
minute of one of the best friends I
ever had. Outside of my own family
I never had a better friend. He wel-
comed me to my home at the west.
He was of splendid personal appear-
ance, but  he had an -ardor of soul
and a warmth of affection that made
me love him like a brother. I saw
men coming out of the saloons and
gambling hells, and they surrounded
my friend, and tliecy took him at the
weak point — his-: social nature —
and I saw him going down, and I
had a fair ta'k with him, for ] never
yet saw a man you could not talk
with on the subject of his habits if
you talked with him in the right
way. I 'said to him, "Why don't
you give up your bad habits and
become a Christian?’”’ 1 remember
now just ‘how he locked, leaning
over his counter, as he replied: ‘I
wish I could. Oh, sir, I should like
to be a Christian, but I have gone
so far astray I can’t get back!’’ So
the time went on. After awhile the
Gay of sickness came. I was sum-
moned to his sick bed. 1 hastercd.
It took me but a very few moments
to get there.’ I was surprised as I
went in. T saw himn in his ordinary
dress, fully dressed, lving on top of
the bed. I gave him my hand, and
he scized it convulsively and said:
““Oh, how glad I am to sce you! Sit

down there!”” 1 sat down, and he
said: ‘‘Mr. Talmage, just .where
you sit now my mother sal last
night. She has  been dead twenty
years. Now, I don!t want you tao

Ring the bell
and let the curtain drop.

Act the fifth: A destroyed scul’s
