years. “The czar's answers are sup-
posed to be in existenee and they may
by published later. “Taken together
they .would give a glear enough his-
tory of Russia in the war if no other
records were Dreserved.  But: the
czarina’s letters are most interesting
from the personmal side. What they
tell indirectly about her own char-
acter and that of the esar and about
Rasputin, the evil genius of the Rom-
anoffs, and other powerful and sinis-
ter figures &t the Russian Court,
constitutes as sensational a story as
any writer of fictfon of the tiine has
imagined. > y

Reading them one understands
how impossible it would have beem
for Russia to stay in' the war to the
end and make a sustained comtribu-
tion to it commensurate with her po-
tential resources of man power. One
pities the Russian people and sol-
diers who had for their king syeh
a pitiful weakling as the csar,
fluencéd by such a woman as the
csarina, who was certainly not weil
balanced, and she in heér turn being
instructed by the c¢oarse and ignor-
ant libertine Rasputin. The suspi-
cion that the monk was the center
of some international military. es
pionage organisation is stren
by some of the passages in the czar-
ina’s lettars.. He was angry if any
important military decision was made
without his knowledge. He insisted
upon being kept informed as to what
was going on at the front, and re-
ports ‘were made to him. It seems
improbable that ‘he could understand
half of the information that thus
reached him. Unless he was merely
displaying his arrogance,
not unlikely that his information was
passed on to quarters where It could
be understood and valued.

Another character little heard of
abroad appears frequently in .the
letters. That is Ania Virubova, a

young woman who was married to s |.

naval officer, but soon divorced him.
She was then presented by the csar
with a little house near the Imperial

| Palace and between her and the

eczarina there grew up a mysterious
friendship that has never been ex-
plained. The czarina appeared to
be infatuated with the woman and
showed jealousy of her. At the
same time she was always thrusting
her upon the notice of the csar. She
was also a confident of Rasputin’s,
and exerted influence in the highest
court circles, having to her credit
at least one cahinet appomtment.
She appears to have been a woman
of abominable character and the
czarina writes to the caar about her
escapades, at the same time confess-
ing her deep regard for her.

The intimate relations with the
gross, drunken, debatched, - fithy
monk, Rasputin, with the imperial
family, naturally. to rumors which
reflected upon e czarina. But
these appear to have beem ground-
less. The ,csarina was probably a
virtuous wife, although not the less
likely on that accdunt to bring about
the ruin of her husband. Snhe was
a religious maniac, and seemed to be-
lleve that by the mere expedient of
burning an extra large ecandle or
spending a few extra minutes im
prayer, she could correct military re-
verses and throw back German
armies. She was as superstitious as
any peasant, and it was upon this
weakness that Rasputin worked.. He
predicted that certain things would
come to pass, and perhaps one out
of ten would justity him. He would
explain that thg others had not oc
curred becausé they had not been
prayed for with sufficient earnest-
ness. THus whatever happened.he
was always right.

In her letters the czarina's speaks
occasijonally of the old man’s fond-
ness 'for wine; ‘bui~his other ’&e-
baucheries she phssed over. e
truth is that while Rasputin was sb
feared in Russia that women of the
highest society were throwing them-
gelves at his feet, he preferred the
society of street walkers, As he
rose to influence & horde of lesser
scoundrels and harpies rose with him
and cloaked by his name, plundered
and blackmailed. ~Rasputin control-
fed the czarina, and to a great ex-
tent the czarina controlled the czar,
The emperor meant well but whén
great decisions wére to be made hé
turned to his wife for advice and
she in turn consulteq Rasputin the
oracle. Whether he was d
planning the downfall of Russia or
whether he was a mere half-lunatie,
unaware of much that was going on,
we do, not know. In any evept he
had more to do with the downfall of
Russia than any other person,-and
as such will be. remembered in
history.
