In the battle 
of the Alma he was wounded by a shell 
which struck him on the breast. Mar­
shal St. Arnaud resigned six days after 
the first battle in the Crimea, and the 
command of the army of the east was 
transferred to Gen. Canrobert. In May, 
1855, finding that impaired health no 
longer permitted him to hold the chief 
command in the Crimea, he resigned to 
Gen. Pelissier, and soon after returned 
to France. He was treated with great 
distinction by Emperor Napoleon. At 
the beginning of the Italian war in 1859 
Gen. Cranrobert received the command 
of the third corps of the army of the 
Alps. He was afterwards made a mar­
shal of France, grand member of the 
Legion 01 Honor and honorary Knight 
of the Bath. At the time of the declar­
ation of war by France against Prussia 
In 1870 he had the command of an army 
corps. Marshal Cranrobert was shut 
up in Metz with Marshal Bazaine, and 
on the capitulation of that fortress he 
was sent a prisoner Into Germany. In 
1860 Marshal Cranrobert married Miss 
MacDonald, a Scotch lady. He is the 
last marshal of France.

How General Booth’s Scheme for the Amelioration 

of Misery Applies to Canada—A Dark Theme 
Relieved by the General’s Innate Humor—There 
is No Hunger in Canada—Evil Forebodings—Some 
Pen Pictures.

to ear are 

still belter When
heart never grieves, the old adage has 
it. Man has not time to look, not time 
to feel, no time to look for a few mo­
ments into this dark sea, this sub­
merged sea, that is all around about us. 
Not in the same proportions in Canada, 
probably, but here nevertheless, multi­
plying and increasing, and there is go-8 
ing to be a terrific heart-aching har. 
vest. I don’t want to be a bird of 
omen, but it strikes me that the world, 
may be on the eve of such an exhibition, 
as it has never seen, and never known. 
It may be so. It looks certainly dark 
and sombre enough to me, and I cannot 
help thinking sometimes of the words 
of one of the greatest politicians that 
France has produced of late. He pre­
dicted and prophesied that as the end 
of the eighteenth century (alluding to 
the French revolution) was a terror, the 
end of the nineteenth century was going 
to be a horror. The seeds of it are every­
where. They keep cropping up, mak­
ing themselves apparent in shrieks and 
groans, and making mankind shudder 
at the thoughts of what they may be. 
And for our own sake we ought to see 
if we cannot keep these evils in check 
and prevent their spread.

NO HUNGER IN CANADA.
“In this dark sea it seems to me that 

there are three classes; at least, I would 
divide them into three parts. There are 
multitudes about us who suffer from des­
titution, from poverty and from hunger 
—those who are always hungry and die 
of slow starvation. Hunger! Who here 
knows anything about hunger? When 
I look at Canadian audiences I know 
they have forgotten what it is to be 
hungry. They might have known 
when they were little children, when 
they were always hungry, and the more 
they ate the hungrier they were. 
(Laughter.) But they have forgotten 
about hunger in their latter years.’

Then the general pictured a London 
tenement slum, with its attendant slum 
life. One room. One room to live in 
a whole family. One room to live in, 
one room to be sick in, one room to die 
in. One room for the corpse to lay in 
until the undertaker comes with the 
shell. The odor of open sewers all 
around. Mother bearing marks of abuse 
and expecting a little one every day. 
Selling matches in the streets. Baby 
born before the mother reaches the poor 
house. Out again selling matches in 
three weeks. Bundle in arms this time. 
Policeman notices something strange 
with the child. It has died in its 
mother's arms. Then the slum "angel 
appears. Man and woman and three 
half-naked children are taken to the 
shelter home. Are converts. Lead bet­
ter lives, and the scene closes as they 
are fighting in the slums for the sal­
vation of their lost brothers and sisters.

The general asked for the same treat­
ment of a fallen one that would be given 
a fallen cab horse—barring the shooting 
when its usefulness is past. He drew 
the terrible picture of a drunkard as 
only Gen. Booth can.

POLITE SOCIETY SCORED.
“Then I come to another class,” con­

tinued the speaker, "a class with whom 
I fancy there is still less sympathy, a 
class seldom mentioned in polite so- 
ciety I would to God polite society was 
more of a reality and less of a sham, 
and then perhaps there would be a dif­
ferent state of society—the poor lost 
women, the poor wanderers, the poor 
creatures whom the community allow 
to be taken and beguiled, and deceived, 
and crushed, and cursed, and then, 
when the moment of gratification is 
gone throws her out like a squeezed 
orange to be trampled in the mire, 
damned, for what anybody cares. I do not want, in dealing with this class to 
make easy or simple the pathway of 
vice that leads down to the maelstrom. 
But I want to make the pathway to re­
pentance easier, and to make it easier 
for those creatures to get out of it.

The general gave a pathetic Incident 
of a 14-year-old girl who went astray. 
The cause of her ruin fled. Her baby The born in a workhouse. Her relations 
spurned her. The villagers scorned her 
and turned her from their doors. Stand­
ing in the gloaming a sort of hysterical 
insanity seized her. She kissed her babe 
and told it that it at any rate should 
not live to be deceived as she had been. 
She would put it out of the way of 
temptation, and God would not be hard 
on her She killed her child and laid it 
away in the ground with her own hands. 
Then there were advertisements,police, 
a lury and the sentence of death. Her 
aged father loses the power of speech 
in the court room and goes home to die. 
Sentence 1. commuted to life imprison- ment. At the end of six years the Army 
intercedes, and on promising to care for 
the woman she was pardoned out. Now 
she is one of the foremost workers of 
the slum “angels.”

HOUNDING A CRIMINAL.
The suspicious way in which the ex- 

whether it was his first offense 
or not, was treated, was the object of the 
general’s bitterest condemnation.

General Booth explained his “Darkest 
England” scheme last evening to an 
audience which completely filled the 
vast interior of Queen’s Avenue Metho­
dist Church. For two hours the army 
leader held the attention of his great 
congregation. A vein of humor played 
freely throughout his remarks, and 
lighted up the somewhat somber back­
ground that the topic of the generals 
address naturally suggested, and that 
the tenor of his remarks bore out. 
Mayor Little occupied the chair, and be­
side him sat Judge William Elliot. Rev. 
W. J. Clark and Commandant Balling- 
ton Booth were also on the platform. 
Seated inside the altar railing were 
Rev. W. H. Claris, Rev. E. B. Lanceley, 
Rev. M. P. Talling and Mr. John Cam-• 
eron, while scattered around in the 
audience were Rev. Principal English, 
John McClary, Thomas McCormick, 
Rev. Walter Rigsby, Rev. Ira Smith, 
Rev. Edwin Holmes, T. R. Parker and 
many others.

THE CHAIRMAN’S ADDRESS.
“It affords me much pleasure,” said 

Mayor Little, “as my first official duty 
outside the City Hall to extend to the 
distinguished gentleman who is to ad­
dress you this evening a most hearty 
welcome to our city. I am sure that I 
voice the sentiments of our citizens 
generally when I say we are delighted 
to have him amongst us, and I trust 
that he may find his visit as pleasant 
and profitable to himself as it is cer­
tain to be to those who will have the 
pleasure of hearing him. The memory 
of his last visit is still fragrant in the 
minds of many of us, and even to those 
who did not meet him on that occasion 
he cannot be regarded as a stranger, as 
on every hand we see the results of the 
wonderful movement of which he is the 
founder.

"Gen. Booth will be known in history 
as one of the great men of the nine­
teenth century, and he is one of the very 
few great leaders who never embar­
rasses his friends and admirers by 
foibles or weaknesses. He has been 
lampooned and ridiculed; he has been 
charged with insincerity and hypocrisy. 
It was charged that he was using the 
funds subscribed for the army to main­
tain himself and his family in luxury 
and extravagance, but when he sub­
mitted his books and accounts to a com­
mittee of the most expert accountants 
in England, and these not of his own 
selection, the result was a triumphant 
vindication of his honor as well as his 
methods, thus compelling the respect 
and admiration of his most bitter ene­
mies. 7

"I must not detain you by referring 
to the magnitude of his great work, 
which has reached almost every corner 
of the earth, the territory garrisoned 
by his army exceeding even that of the 
glorious British empire, the greatness of 
which was so eloquently spoken, of by 
Daniel Webster, whose words may not 
be inappropriately applied to the Salva­
tion Army. It has dotted over the sur­
face of the whole globe with its posses­
sions and posts. Its drum beat follow­
ing the sun and marching with the 
hours, circles the earth with one con­
tinuous and unbroken strain of Gospel 
music.

“Possibly the local work is the one 
with which we are best acquainted and 
which interests us most deeply. Who 
Is there in this vast audience who does 
not know of some instance where a poor 
down-trodden, almost forsaken wander­
er has been reclaimed and restored 
through the efforts of the Salvation 
Army? What a practical Christianity 
is theirs, feeding the hungry, clothing 
the naked and sheltering the homeless 
of all classes without regard to creed or 
nationality. They always appear more 
anxious to do good than to swell their 
numbers or to make proselytes.”

Mr. Little referred to the charitable 
work of the organization, and in closing 
expressed a fervent wish that comfort 
would attend the general in his declin­
ing years, robbed as he was of the com­
panionship and assistance of she who 
had long shared his joys and sorrows.

GENERAL BOOTH.
In commencing his address, the gen­

eral was heartily applauded. He began 
by a depreciation of self, a declaration 
against egotism, and a wish that he 
could speak as a disinterested spec­
tator. To God he gave all the glory, all 
the praise. He spoke not so much of the 
army, but of the great work which 
would have to be done for the sub­
merged classes, and of the far-reaching 
and serious consequences that would 
follow their neglect. He found the same 
evils everywhere existing, squalor, des­
titution, slums and slum life, as deplor­
able as were described by him in “Dark­
est England.” Even in the United 
States they told him they had a million 
tramps, an army of criminals and lost 
women and of vicious characters. Their 
very existence was detrimental to so­
ciety, a disgrace, a danger, and a tre­
mendous expense. Then there were 
something like 5,000,000 workless people. 
"Although I think the last figure must 
be exaggerated,” added the general. 
And even in the broad Dominion he 
found distress and misery. When four 
years ago he published that book. “Tn 
Darkest England” he knew whereof 
he wrote; knew something of the sins 
and sorrows and vices and weaknesses 
of the poor outcast that lay at the base 
of the pyramid. When fourteen years 
ago he began to take a closer and more 
intimate association with these people 
he was staggered to find the immense 
numbers of those poor creatures. He 
was

ALMOST ASHAMED TO SAY 
that up to that time he had been com­
paratively ignorant of the evil and help­
lessness of the poor wretches of his 
“Darkest England” scheme. He re­
ferred in passing to the diagram with 
which he had illustrated his book. It 
was not a work of high art, but it was 
very useful, and served his purpose. He 
never went Into the ornamental.

“I went for the useful," explained the 
general, "and I have been going for the 
useful so long that I have actually be­
come ornamental.” (Laughter.)

He explained that in his diagram he 
left a great deal for the imagination. It 
was a handy thing to do—handy for 
speakers as well as artists. He tried to 
picture the crowds and millions of poor 
people struggling, rising, shrinking, and 
spreading out their arms and pleading 
for help, and sinking, sinking to rise no 
more. To help and assist those poor peo­
ple to their feet, and to help them de­
liver themselves, was the essence of the 
“Darkest England" scheme

The general said that in rising to ad­
dress well-dressed, well-fed audiences, 
he was always oppressed with the feel­
ing that they knew no such agonies as 
those he was about to describe.

“Sir,” said the general, “as I have 
traveled through the world with re­
gard to assistance from either the tem­
poral or spiritual world, I find that the 
great want is not intellect, is not 
knowledge, or theology, or plans, or 
schemes. It is heart sympathy. The 
world is being damned here and here­
after for want of men and women who 
have got hearts and time to feel, and 
time to care. Men are unacquainted with 
these evils because they do not look at 
them. ‘What the eye never sees the

DON’T BITE MONEY.

In view of the statement that the 
smallpox patient in Guelph acquired 
the disease through handling money 
containing the germs of smallnox.a few 
references made by a St. Louis paper 
regarding the habit adopted by many 
persons of putting pieces of money in 
their mouths are most appropriate. In 
these days of gloved hands and pock­
ets covered by wraps the practice is 
surprisingly common. It sems so filthy 
and slovenly a practice that no cleanly 
person would adopt it, and yet it is 
often pacticed by the best and appar­
ently most intelligent class of men and 
women. Apart from its vileness, the 
habit is a menace to health. Money 
gets into all kinds of infectious places 
and carries all kinds of germs. A bank 
teller of Vienna recently died from the 
effect of moistening his fingers with 
saliva when counting money. At the 
last revision of the vaults it fell to his 
lot to count a large number of small 
bills, and although repeatedly warned, 
he continued mechanically to touch his 
lips when his fingers became too dry. 
That evening he felt a smarting pain in 
his lip, but did not attend to it until 
a swelling set in next day. He then 
consulted a surgeon, who insisted upon 
an immediate operation on the tumor, 
that had in the meantime resumed 
alarming proportions, as indispensable. 
A consultation of eminent specialists 
declared his condition critical, but 
decided upon the operation as a pos­
sible chance. In spite of the operation 
the patient died three days after of 
blood poisoning.

Although we are not very jubilant 
over a municipal reform that opens the 
exercises by a doxology to rum, we have 
full faith in God, and in the Gospel, 
which will yet sink all iniquity as the 
Atlantic Ocean melts a flake of snow.

But one sound of 
marital discord makes the ears of a con­
tinent, and perhaps of a hemisphere 
alert. The one letter that ought never 
to have been written, printed in a news­
paper, makes more talk than the mil­
lions of letters that crowd the post­
offices, and weigh down the mail car­
riers, with expressions of honest love. 
If your observation has put you in an 
attitude of deploration for the marriage 
state, one of two things is true in re­
gard to you—you have either been unfor­
tunate in your acquaintanceship, or you 
you yourself are morally rotten.

While there are ten thousand things 
I do not like, I have not seen any dis­
couragement for the cause of God for 
25 years. The kingdom is coming. The 
earth is preparing to put on bridal ar­
ray. Really, if I thought the human 
race were as determined to be bad, and 
getting worse, as the pessimists repre­
sent, I would think it was hardly worth 
saving.

Balmoral Club’s Carnival at theTheMayor Little was appointed chairman 
of the police commission at their annual 
meeting today. The other commission­
ers present were E. Jones Parke and 
Judge William Elliot. A resolution was 
passed expressing satisfaction with the 
experience of last year with the ex- 
mayor. Chief Williams reported that 
two candidates appointed at the last 
meeting of the board had failed to pass 
the medical examination. Their places 
were filled by Special Constables High- stead and S. Lucas. The board confirm- 
ed the appointments. The chief pre­
vented the annual reports of the police 
department. While there was an in­
crease of general police court business 
during the year, there was a decrease 
in the number of drunks arrested. In 
1890 the number of drunks reached the 
extraordinary figure of 883. In 1891 
there were 602; In 1892 there were 510; 
In 1893 they reached 602, and for 1894 
the total was 582. The vagrant class is 
increasing. In 1890 there were six ar­
rested for stealing rides °b the railway. 
In 1891 there were 13; in 1892 the num- 
ber increased to 14; in 1893 it was 16, 
and last year the number swelled to 40. 
Again in the matter of liquor license in- 
fractions the number is on the decrease. 
In 1891 the number was 33, in 1892 it in­
creased to 37; in 1893 it had decreased 
to 31 and last year there were only 13 
cases, of which 10 resulted in convic- 
tions. THE ANNUAL REPORT.

Chief Williams presented the annual 
returns, dealing in a classified form 
with the number of offenses reported,

predominant to give the Dominion Parlia- 
ment to legislate upon matters of educa­
tion in order to protect the Protestant or 
Catholic minority. Under the acts of 
1890 Catholic inhabitants remain liable to 
local assessment for the maintenance of 
schools while the proceeds of that assess­
ment are no longer destined to support 
Catholic schools. In view of this 
condition it is impossible to say 
that the rights and privileges of the Catho­
lic minority and their relation to the 
situation which existed prior to 1890 have 
not been affected. It is true that the re­
ligious exercises presented for the public 
schools are not distinctively Protestant, 
for they are non-sectarian, but this is not 
to the purpose.

As a matter of fact, continued their 
lordships, the objection of Catholics to the 
schools which alone are receiving state 
aid under the act of 1890 is 
conscientious and deep rooted. There 
were acute differences of opinion 
between Catholics and Protestants on the 
educational questions prior to 1870. There 
is no doubt as to what the points of differ- 
erence were, and it is in the light of these 
that section 22 cf the Manitoba Acts of 
1890 must be construed. Their lordships 
further decided that the Governor- 
General in Council has the power 
to make the declarations or remedial 
orders asked for, but the particular course 
to be pursued must be determined by the 
authorities to which the matter has been 
committed by statute.

LONDON. Jan. 29.
Today's grain receipts were mostly oats. 

The demand for them was good, and the 
prices were held steady at 86c to 87o all day. 
At the opening there were signs of easier 
prices, but they were held up by an extra in­
quiry. Beans sold at 80c to $1, according to 
quality, and wheat at 95c to 81. Very little of 
any other kind of grain offered, and prices 
were unchanged.
