TALKING FIGHT
N GRAND TRUNK

London Men Appear To Be Very Much Dissatislied and ‘There
Is Talk of Another Walk-Out—Passenger Trains

in Charge of Strikebrealers.

There are clouds on the horizon in
the Grand Trunk strike situation, and
a good deal depends upon the attitude
of the company in regard to the con-
ductors as to whether there may not
be another strike called in the next
few days, and the men who are now at
work sent out again, with the possi-
bility of the engineers and fircmen be-
ing asked to join.

That is the talk among railroad men
this afternoon as a result of the ecom-
pany not giving any word yet to any
of the old passenger men to come back.
Local officials stated to The Advertiser
that they understand that the terms of
settlement are that the men are only
to be taken back as vacancies occur.
‘This, according to the views of a
number of railroad men, places the
conductors in a decidedly unpleasant
position, as it is unlikely that vacan-
cies will occur, particularly if the com-
pany wishes to arrange matters so
that they won't,

Hints

“I will not be

at Trouble.
a bit surprised to see

1 another strike declared,” said a well-
known railroader this afternoon. “If
the company deals with the conduc-
tors, as some of them seem to think
they will, it looks like trouble ahead.
There has been a lot of talk already
about the freight conductors and
brakemen going back to work without
the passenger men, and if the passen-
ger men are not given their runs
pretty soon there is going be

trouble.”
No Word As Yet. .

Superintendent Bowker states that
he has had no word yet to re-engage
passenger conductors and brakemen.
He does not know if he will get any.
and in the meantime the conductors
are out.

All passenger trains today went out
in charge of strikebreakers.

In the. meuntime there is a tremen-
dous rush of freight through the loeal
vards, and long train after long train
goes through with almost clock-like
regularity. The trains are for the most
in charge of the old men, although here
and there a strikebreaker is gtill on.

FARMERS SUFFCR BY
THE STEICT DOG LAWS

Feeling s Prevalent That It Is
Time There Was a
Change.

A half dozen residents of London
and Westminster Townships appeared
before Squire Chittick at the court
house this morning, charged with al-
lowing their dogs to run at large
without muzzles.

The county constables claim that

they have heard many complaints
from different sections, . and many
people will be haled into court.

One old gentleman, who resides east
of the city on the Hamilton road, ad-
mitted that the dog had no muzzle on
when the constable came around, but
stated that he had just been fed and
had lain down to sleep in the front
vard. :

The strict letter of the law says,
however, that a dog must be chained
or locked in an outhouse when un-
muzzled, and a fine of $3.60 with costs
of $2.30 was imposed. - The old gen-
tleman paid his money, but remarked,
“It's pretty tough when we have to
dig it out of the ground.” - g

The general feeling is that any
danger from a rabies outbreak has
long simce passed, and the law should
be annuled. Farmers are greatly in-
convenienced, as a.dog is not. only
kept.as a pet but for his value in as-
sisting in farm work. Very often, too,
the dogs get out despite the best ef-
forts of their owners, and people who
can ill-afford to pay from $5 to $10
in fines and constables’ fees - are
mulcted. 2

It is said that complaints were
made at headquarters here before the
train arrived and the men were at
once dismissed. They were greatly
surprised and anything but pleased
when they were discharged. They
are all young fellows, and came from
across the line. They were still about
the city today.

Superintendent Confirms.

Superintendent Bowker did not ar-
rive in the c¢’ry until 8$:30 on the In-
ternational Limited, and
confirmed the action of those
charge here in dismissing the men.

It Is Alleged That Man
Who Killed Jake Enos
Akso Killed Michigan

Sheriff.

A SEQUEL TO
LONDONER'S DEATH

Story of Murder Which Follows
Ciosely On the Heels of the
Shooting of a Chatham
Man.

Toronto, Aug. 4.—Word was receiv-
ed by the provincial police yesteraay
atternoon that the negro, Frank Jack-
son, who is wanteq tor the murder of
Jacob Enos, at Cnhatham, Ont., had
shot and Killea Edmond Dull, sheritf,
at Monroe, Mich.,, who was attempting
to arrest him. No other details were
received. The murder of Enos took
place on the night of July 18, since
which time the police have been look-
ing for him and another negro named
Johnson, who hss been arrested, but
who says he had nothing to do with
the murder.

Detrott, Aug. 4.—Detectives here say
that the negro who shot and fatally
woulided Sheriff Edmund Dull, of Mon-
roe County, Mich., on Monday after-
noon is in all probability Frank Jack-
son, wanted at Chatham in connection
with the murder there on July 18, of
Jacob Enos, a colored man, 45 years
of age, formerly of l.ondon, Ont. Pro-
vincial Detective John Miller, who has
been handling the Chatham case, and
who has already piaced under arrest
James Johnson on a charge of murder,
gave the sheriff of Monroe a tip where
to locate Jackson, who fled after the
tragedy.

On DMonday afternoon Sheriff Dull
went to the farm of William Reau, two
miles from KErie, to capture a negro
who had robbed a man of $25. On ap-
proaching the negro Dull commanded
him to throw up his hands. The latter
started to run.

Dull Will Die.

The officer drew his pistol and pull-
ed the trigger, but it failed to go off.
The negro, seeing this, pulleq a re-
volver from his pocket and fired three
shots at Dull.

The first one passed through the
wrist, the second above the heart and
the last one tfound entrance through
the abdomen. Dull later succeeded in|
firing four shots at the robber, but it‘
is not known whether they took effect.

Dull is in Toledo hospital, and can-
not recover.

Surrounded by Posse.

This afternoon word reached Detroit
that the negro is surrounded by a pnssei
and cannot escape. He is heavily arm-
ed, and it is believed will either kill’.
himself or some of his pursuers before
he is captured. The police are quite
satisfied he is Jackson, the man De-
tective Miller is after.

The crime with which Jackson and
Johnson are charged was the result of
a row in Chatham, in which Jacob
IEnos was killed and Guy Needham,
colored, badly slashed with a razor.

Needham, who was taken home,
claimeqg that Enos had slashed him.
The police, seeking for Enos at the
boarding-house, found a fellow-work-
man, James Gritlith, who is now under
arrest, -asleep in his room with all his

and another man. Griffith
walked on, while Jacksen talked to
Encs.

Griffith claims he then
went home and did not see Enos afier-
wards. When found Enos had a bul-
let hole in the head just over the ieft
eve. A one-bladed knife was lying in
the grass just out of reach of his
hand.
The Sheriff Dies.

Toledo, Aug. 3.—Sheriff IEdmond
Dull, of Monroe County, who was shot
by a negro whom he was arresting at
Erie, Mich.,, Monday night, died at
2:20 this morning in Robinwcod Hos-
pital.

Negro Caught.

Monroe, Mich.,, Aug. 3.—The posse
of Monroe soldiers and citizens which
has been guarding the swamp known
as “Kelley's woods,” seven miles
south of here, this noon drove a negro
from his hiding place in the woods
and captured him. He is believed to
be the slayer of Sheriff Dull

The posse is now on its way to
Monroe with the prisoner. He was
seen twice yesterday to peer out from
a jungle of underbrush on the farm
and on seeing men about withdrew.
The jungle is densely filled with trees
and bushes, and from 40 to 60 acres
in extent.

Is ldentified.

Monroe, Mich., August 3.—"“He is the
black man whom I fed at my door.”

Mrs. William Rau, wife of the far-
mer who was with Sheriff Edmond
Dull when the latter was fatally shot
Monday night, thus identified a negro
giving his name as William Harris,
who was brought to the jail this fore-
noon by a posse, as the slayer of the
sherift.

Captured By Farmer. -

About 10 o’clock this morning Wm.
Reynolds, a farmer living seven miles
south of here, saw the negro emerg-
ing from some woods near Winchester,
Reynolds had been out looking for the
man who shot the sheriff and was
armed with a shotgun loaded with
buckshot. Running toward Harris he
ordered the negro to halt and surren-

This will mean, of
course, a very large saving to  the
company.”

A New Man.

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PENSIONS LOST
SAYS MR. HAYS

All Trainmen Who Went Out
Have No Claim On
Company.

SLOW TAKING BACK MEN

Some of the Men May Have to Wait
for Three Months Without Strike
Pay.

Sma

Montreal, Aug. 3.—That the old em-
Jloyees of the company who went out
on strike and were taken back by the
company this morning will not be re-
instated so that they may receive the
pensions which many of them would
bave drawn within a few years for
long service with the company, was
stated pesiuvely by President Hays
ihls INUINIng.

’the men are coming back as new
employees according to the Grand
LTunk oiciats, and as such will have
to start counting their term of'serv.lce
with the company from today. During
the conferences with Mackenzie King
the groung was taken by the company
. that the men, having quit the service,
forfeited all right to pensions, and
that the matter was not open to dis-
cussion.

It was stated last night by Presi-
dents Gurretson and Lee that the men
expecied to resume lheir status quo
with regard to pensions on returning
to work, but President Hays toaay
denied tuis, saying it was acsnowledg-
ed that all the men who went omn
strike had lost their ciaims on the
Lension fund.

were Not Faithful.

The pension fund was inaugurated
by the cumpany of its own will for
the purpcese of rewarding employees
who had long been faithfuj to tne com-
pany. By going on strike the men did
not show themselves raitnful, and
theretore they naturally cannot expect
to get that reward. 1The men Wwill
continue Lo benefit from the Provideng
and Benetit Fund, to which they them-
selves pay a contribution. To tne pen-
sion funa the employees were not ask-
ed to pay 2 cent. It was a gift from
the company and there is absolutiely
no guestion about it being forfeited by
hose who went on strike,

“It won't take long for seventeen
months to pass,” Vice-President James
Murdock said this morning when ask-
ed about the strike settiement whnich
had been reached. *“We daid hope that
we wouid get the men what we con-
sidered was due them without this
delay, but now that the thing has been
decided we will have to wait patientiy
for the coming of New Year's, 1912.”

*“The members of the committee
which has had charge of the strike are
very well satisfied with the progress
that was® made,” Mr. Murdock con-
tinued. “They have done the best they
could for the men, ang the men seem

satisfactory.” is all they

_Pleased.

Toronte, Aug. 3—In the epinion of
Vice-President Berry, of the Order of
Railroad Conductors, who was jnter-
viewed shortly after his return frem
Montreal this morning, the strike set-
tlement which was reached last even-
ing is a victory for the men.

“I expect that the company will com-
mence at once to replace the men who
have been on strike,” he continued,
although it will doubtless take time
to get all of them back te work.”

“Do you think that the G. T. R. will
take back all those who struck?” was
asked.

“f do,” replied Mr. Berry. “I think
that everyone will be back on the line
within three months, And, of course,
the great majority should be taken on
before that time.”

“How do yeu explain the fact that,
although the strike is ever, a number
of former employees of the G. T. R.
were refused admission at the Union
station this morning?”

“The thing was wound up only last
evening,” said the leader of the ex-
strikers, “and it will take a little time
for Mr. Hays to countermand his strike
orders, and provide the officials all
along the line with new instructions.
The company, I expect, will gradhally
get rid of the strikebreakers, and fill
their places with the men who have
faithfully served it until a couple of
weeks ago.

No Decision Re Pensions.

“Nothing was said about pensionsat
the last deliberations of the mmen’s and
company’s representatives in Mont-
real,” said Mr. Berry. “But I would
take for granted that the pensions will
be continued by the G. T. R. to the men
who have been on strike, just the samne
as if they had been off on a holiday. Of
course, the brotherhoods have no con-
trol over the pension matter, but, as I
understand it, the pension is some-
thing in the nature of a reward to the
older men for long and faithful ser-
vice. So I don’t see why it should be
discontinued on account of the strike.”

Mr. Berry placed no coufidence in the
report that the G. T. R. had engaged
a number of strikebreaking conduct-
ors under long-term contracts.

“It would be unlawful,” he sald.
Ciearing Up Business.
Vice-President Berry attended a
meeting of the local employees’ com-
mittee in St. Andrew’'s Hall this af-
ternoon, before returning to Montreal,
to confer with his colleagues, in the
clearing up of the detailed business
coincident with the winding-up of ne-

gotiations.

President Garretson, of the Orvderof
Conductors, and President Lee, of the
Trainmen’s Brotherhood, have return-
ed from Montreal to their headquart-
ers in Cedar Rapids, Iowa.

Though the Grand Trunk strike has
been called off, the men who went
out on July 18 today find themselves
in an embarrassing position. The com-
pany had filled a large number of
the strikers’ places, and there is no
immediate prospect of the men get-
ting back for some time. A few of
the old employees were taken back on
the passenger service by Supt. Whit-
tenberg at the Bonaventure station
this morning, but not a single man

Getting the Strike Pay.

“Had the present strike been set-
tled up twenty-four hours sooner,” Mr.‘
Murdock said, “the cost to the union!
would have been from $85,000 to $150,- |
000 less than it will be now. Had thel
negotiations been concluded in time to |
cal] the strike off at 6 o’clock on Mon-
day it would not have lasted two
weeks, and it is doubtful if any strike
pay would have been paid at all.”

Mr. Murdock expects to remain in|
Montreal for some little time to come, |
as he feels that the number of agree-
ments with the company is so large it
will take him some weeks to bring!
them to a conclusion. He told a re-i
porter this morning that any strikes
of a sympathetic nature which it hadt
been proposed to undertake against!
the Grand Prunk would not now be|
begun, and that for the future all
woulg be peace and quietness.

Company Saves Money.

“The company will save a lot of
money by cutting off all those who in
a few years would have been entitled
to pensions, and this, it is considered,
will reimburse them for the loss oc-
casioned by the strike.”

The general opinion here is that the
gsettlement may be regarded as a vic-
tory for the company, though the
claim is not made by any of th: com-
pany’s officials.

The agreement signed by the com-
pany and the representatives of the
men gives the company three monchs
in which to take on all old men, and
the general impression here 1is that
plenty of time will be taken by the
company in taking them back.

This places the men in an unenvi-
able position, as no more strike pay
will, of course, be forthcoming from
the international union, and they will
be obliged to seek other places if thev
cannot tide over the interval until the
company is ready to give them em-
ployment. Delay, it is thought, will
solve the problem of the retaining of
the men taken on since the strike pe-
gan. By the end of three months all
places will be filled. It is possible that
the company may use some of the
strikebreakers who were promised

permanent jobs on the Grand Trunk
Pacific lines.

REPENTED HER MARRIAGE

French Lady Cruelly Treated by Chi-
nese She Married.

London, Aug. 8. — The Paris

courts have divorced a ypung French
woman from her husband, a Chinese,
whose marriage made a sensation a
few years ago, as the bride, Mlle. Bre-
teuil was a member of a leading fam-
ily in Parisian society. The bride-
groom, Oh Kay, came to Paris to study
law. He was extremely rich and of
good standing in his.own country.
The divorce was pronounced by de-
fault, for the husband neither appear-
ed nor was represented. Mme. Oh Kay
testified that she had been cruelly
treated and that she had escaped with
her little child, thanks to the assist-
ance of the French consul, from her
Chinese home. Her evidence showed
that, as is often the case in these
marriages, as long as they remained
in Europe the husband acted like a
European, but when they moved to
China he became once more a Chi-
nese.

At the end of June there remained
on the register 73,604 workpeople's
applications as eompared with 75,402
at the end of May. The total number
of applications received during June
was 151,556; in May the total was
100,392. The proporticn of vacancies
filled to vacancies notified rose from
78 per cent. in May to 81 per cent. in
June (men 85 per cent., boys 77 per
cent., women 73 per cent, and girls
74 per cent.).

A comparison of the work of the
exchanges during June with that of
February, the first month of their ex-
istence, shows that in February about
21,000 vacancies were notified and
about 12,600 were filled, or about 60
per cent., while in June the number
notified was 51,417 and the number
filled 41,650, or 81 per cent.

pure milk has caused the death of
most of them we cannot hold ourselves|
guiltless if we do not make every ef-|
fort to stop “the slaughter of the in- |
nocents.”

All honor to the members of the milk
commission who have been at consid-
erable expense to inform themselves
and to rouse people to the importance
of this matter, but we must not leave
them to bear all the burden.

What is to be done? First, let every
mother see that her baby gets milk
that has been certified by competent
authorities to be clean and from cows
that are not tuberculosis. Then, when
she is convinceq of its value let her
tell her, neighbors who may not know
about it. Then money is needed, and
here is where everyone can help who
can spare a dollar or more. To pro-
duce this milk costs a great deal more
than ordinary milk. There is the cost
of special inspection, of testing the
cattle to see that they are free from
tuberculosis, keeping the stables as
clean as a house, etc., which increases
the price. The price usually charged
in other places is 15 cents, but ar-
rangements have been made with Mr.
Marshall, whereby he agrees to deliver
it at the house in quart bottles for 10
cents. But many cannot atford even
that, and we must see that they get it
anyway. In Hamilton the people sub-
scribed $2,000 this year to provide this
quality of milk for poor babies. To
what nobler object can we give a dol-
lar or ten dollars or a hundred?

Anyone who wants this milk or any-
one who desires to send it to some poor
child, can do so by calling up Mr.
Joseph Marshall, telephone 1994.

I am told that the commission need
not less than $1,500, and with such
men at the heaq of the movement the
public may rest assured that every
dollar will be wisely expended and
properly accounted for. Even if fifty
babies can be saved every year, to
what better use could the money Dbe
applied? If your readers will look into
this matter carefully I have no fear
but the money will be found to carry
on this noble work of saving the poor
babies.

— BY KEIR HARDIE

Says Organization Is Being Used
. e eoge #

by Jingoes to Familiarize Pub-

lic With Militarism.

London, Aug. 3.—Nobody questions
for a minute that the English Boy
Scouts movement is a good thing in
its immediate effect, but there is a
growing feeling in labor circles that
it is a movement that has fallen into
aristocratic hands, and is likely to be
manipulated so as to become ulti-
mately a danger to the masses of the
people.

Not many labor leaders like to put
this sentiment definitely into words,
for they realize that the average indi-
vidual, seeing only that the scouts’
training is doing good physically and
mentally to the BEnglish youth, Iis
likely to jump at the conclusion that
only a “chronic grouch” would find
fault with it. No less important a per-
son than Keir Hardie has come out
in open meeting with his criticisms,
however, and now that the ground has
been broken, it looks as if a good deal
more criticism would follow in short
order.

“The Territorlals and the Boy
Scouts,” Keir Hardie told his audience,
during a2 recent speech at Pontypridd,
“are rar of a general movement to fa-
miljarizze the public with the soldier
as the irmiportant man in the state. I
feel no hostility towards the individual
soidier, but militarism always means
curtailment of civil liberty.”

The same speaker referred to the
same subject in another speech a few
days later. “I welcome the Boy Scouts
movement for what it is doing for
British bo3s,” he declared, “but 1 do
resent the fact that it is being used by
the military class to create a national
fentiment in favor of militarism.”

It must be distinctly understood that
the backers of the Boy Scout move-
ment do not admit that it is military.
In fact, they specifically and emphati-
cally deny it. “The Boy Scouts,” as-
serts Chief Scout Sir Robert Baden-
Powell, who launched the movement,
and is still at the head of it, “are
beace scouts, Military training forms
no part of our general policy. Even
such drill as we use is reduced to what
Is absolutely necessary for gathering
and moving large numbers of boys.”

This denial and others llke it are
what make the movement’s critics sus-
picicus. It it were frankly a military
moveinent, they says, people who en-
courage it would be doing so with their
eyes (jen. But denials of what is so
obviously the truth, they argue, sug-
gest that Sir Robert Baden-Powell
and his backers are trying to accom-
plish someting that they don’t wish
the public 1o know about until after
it has acturlly been accomplished.

San  Francisco, 3. — Joseph
Wendling, the alleged suspect, accused
of killing 8-year-old Alma Kellner, in
Louisville, Ky, during last December,
will be taken back to that city
morrow, in custody of Capt. J. P.

Laurier's navy, which he intends to
build to fight for our country and pro-
tect out new home which we get here.”

The permanent roadway would in-
clude curb and gutter, and the objec-
tion on that score removed.

Something shoulg be done along this
line, I am sure.”

On the Job.

Ald. Richter, however, it is said, has
circumvented this move, and before
any action will be taken on it he will

- have prepared, with the assistance of
thé city solicitor, amendments cover-
ing all this. The amendments will
suggest that the city pay one-third of
all improvements from walk to walk,
and the citizens the rest. Whether or
mot the report will be adopted is dif-
ferent,

As for silewalks, it is the opinion
that the citizens must be content to do
without the walks or pay the whole
shot. A number are willing to do that,
and petitions to that effect are being
circulated. They are sore, of course,
but they want the walks.

But while those would-be
scientists, vets, or doctors, are count-
ing germs the farmer sits down to a
bowl of wholesome porridge with
creamy milk. If there are germs gown
they go with a relish. Then up he
rises ready for his work, knowing that
he has none of those every fifth cows.
He has milked them, eight, ten and
twelve years, fattened and sent them
to the bucher, He has bred, bought
and sold them like a hundred of his
neighbors, never having met one of the
fifth cows. We are handling the
cream of a hundred and ten patrons,
representing over a thousand cows.
The cream is clean, pure and well-
flavored. The language used in the
press by doctors, vets. and editors is
too ridiculous to require a moment's
consideration.

Fire-Stricken Community Likely To
Get Substantial Help.
(Special to the Advertiser.)
Ottawa, Aug. 3.—A sub-committee
of the Cabinet Council consisting of
Hon, Messrs. Pugsley, King, Brodeur
and Murphy, heard the request this
afternoon of the Campbellton deputa-
tion for federal assistance to the fire
stricken town. Messrs. Carvell and
Reid, M.P.s, Judge McLatchy and
Thos. Malcolmson, on behalf of the
town, asked for a federal grant of
$8,000 per year for fifteen years, which,
coupled with the proposed provincial
grant of $5,000 per year for fifteen
years, will meet the interest on the
present bonded indebtedness of the
town. It was pointed out that prac-
tically the whole of the civic assets
had been wiped out by the fire; and
unless some federal and provincial aid
were granted the town would be unable
either to meet interest charges on the
present debt or raise any new loan to

establish civic works.
