THE ALLIES AND LINCOLN. 
• THE STORY OF A conference be- 

I tween Jeff Davis and Abraham 
Lincoln long before the war of the north 
and south was brought to a close is 
singularly appropriate to the present 
situation, with its feelers for peace, 
and with Germany trying to pose as 
the magnanimous victor.

The conference between the leader of 
the confederacy and the leader of the 
union occupied much time. Davis and 
Lincoln talked for hours. No decision 
could be reached. Davis was willing to 
make certain concessions. Lincoln was 
obdurate. After much parleying, Lin­
coln remained silent for a long time. 
Then he took a bit of paper and 
scrawled upon it one word. He passed 
the paper to Davis, and the conference 
came to an end. The one word was 
’Union." The war went on for two 

years more, but in the end the south 
surrendered on the "terms" laid down 
on that one bit of paper.

Today the Allies have passed their 
three words to the Germans. These 
words "Reparation—Restitution—Secur­
ity" mean quite as much as Lincoln’s 
"Union." And the war must go on for 
two years or more, as Lincoln’s war 
went on, until the Germans are prepared 
to guarantee, with more than a scrap 
of paper, that the world will be repaid 
and that the future is sale for women 
to bear children without fear of having 
them marched to slaughter.

The prospective teacher thinks 
also that if he gets tired of the work, or 
wants something better, he can at any 
time cut loose. Once in harness, he 
stays In because he likes the associa­
tions, or because he hates to take a 
risk. After all, the life is not so bad, 
and our secondary teachers are a fine 
set of men. There is no much great 
"trouble with the profession" as the 
humorist seems to imagine, except the 
low pay of the older members.

Act, 1914,” that during the first week in January, 1917, an inventory will be made 
by the Post Office Authorities, of every male between the ages of sixteen and sixty- 
five, residing in Canada.

National Service Cards and addressed envelopes for their return to Ottawa 
have been placed in the hands of all Postmasters for distribution amongst the 
persons required to fill in such cards. Every male person of the prescribed ages 
is required to fill in and return a card enclosed in an envelope within ten days 
of its receipt.

Any person who fails to receive a card and envelope may obtain the same 
upon application to the nearest Postmaster.

German newspapers comment on the 
statement made in the British House 
of Commons on December 21 by Sir 
Edward Carson, first lord of the ad­
miralty, in which he defended the 
right of the Government to arm mer­
chant ships for defensive purposes.
