The Lieutenant-Governor Dead.

Seotia’s Governor has been received
with universal sorrow. On Thursday
morning, the 26th Juue, shortly before
ten o'clock, after quite a long illucss,
the Licutenant-Governor passcd away
at the Government House.

Minard’s Liniment cures Coids, ete,

A company of Boston capitalists has

been quietly developing the fourdations

of a seaport at the east end of the

straits of Canso, andif expectations are

realized it will have a most important

bearing upon future communicatious
between KEurope and America, Five
miles east of Port Mulgrave, the present

terminus of the Intercolonial railway on

the straits, the company has acquired a
large area of land with some miles of
water front, while on Cape Breton island
on the opposite side of the water they
have over 1,500 acres of laud and exten-
sive coal deposits, which will be opened
up for coal shipments to New England,
The company’s engineers are now sur-
veying a route for tife five miles of
1ailway between Port Mulgrave and
Terminal City, as the new port is to be
named, and the company’s Ottawa solic-
itors, Messrs Gemmil & May, have just
obtained from the Government an order-
in-council agreeing that the road will be
operated as part of the Intercolanial
railway system. Terminal City is situat

ed on one of the finest harbors on the
Atlantic coast, having sufficient depth of
water for the largest vessel afloat, being
completely land-locked, absolutely free
from ice, comparatively free from fog,
and open to navigatlon at at all times.
Vessels can enter the harbor without the
aid of pilots, for the entrance is twelve
miles wide, without a rock, bar or shoal,
A straight line on the map of che world
from Chicago to Liverpool passes througn
this peint, and thedistance between them
is over 402 miles shorter than by Port-
land, Boston or New York. It will take
four days from Terminal City to Liver-
pool by the new steamers propesed to be
put on the route, When the railroad is
completed and wharves are built all
passengers aud mails from Burope will
be delivered in Montreal or New York
one day sooner than by any other route,
It is the wmost casterly port open all the
year round, and appears to be a natural
shipping port for the products of the
Dominion to Europe.

All
such allusions invariably brought applause
from a very well educated and generally
well-to-do audience, writes Thomas Went-
worth Higginson in Harper’s Bazar. But it
was observable that these arguments all
began and ended with boys. Not & word
was said by any speaker about the ad-
vantages or disadvantages, if any, of giving
to girls the same discipline; and this omis-

| sion scemed rather to vitiate the argument,

As the education and even the employments
of the two sexes are plainly coming nearer
togevher—contrary to what used to be pre-
dicted as the resultof advancing civilize
tion—it would seem that the problem of ed.
ucation must be in this respect much the
same for both. Yet there are undoubtedly
many parents who, while able to see ad.
vantages of a mope public education for
boys, draw the line there, and demand for
their growing daughters what is called a
¢iselect school.”

My own impressionis that this distinction
is a mistake, and that whatever arguments
apply to public school education for boys
must reach girls also. In the first place,
girls need, even more than boys, to learn at
school the qualities and merits of those ina
different social circle, because if they do not
learn it then, they may never learn it. Men
learn it all through their lives, because al-
most every department of business brings
mnto contact and comparison those trained
in very different spheres. ‘Women not en-
gaged in business have much less oppor-
tunity for this contact ; their homes include
but two grades—employers and employed;
and outside of their homes it is only some
rare occasion of church work or charitable
work which brings women into that easy
intercourse with those out of their own set
which is so familiar to men. 1f Jane Maria
does not learn at school that the daughter
of the coal-heaver or the washer-woman
may be as good a scholar and even have as
good manners as herself, she may never
have another opportunity; whereas her
brother may make the same discovery in
college or in business. S0 far, then, the
need of this free early intercourse would
soen even greater in case of the girl.

The answer to this would be that the risk
of contamination in morals or manners will
also be greater in case of the girl. Is this
so certain? Itisuseless to deny that in
certain large cities populated largely by
lately arrived foreigners there may besome

nd for this fear; but it must not be
ed far. It must always be remembered
it, fortunately for our civilization, the
race and religion most largely represented
among these very foreigners happen to
intain a high standard of feminine
purit and that, theretore, as to the most
important essentials, the danger is less
than one might suppose. If it be said that in
wase of a girl there should b3 absolutely no
C x':crutnll,it,vunnnlybeuuswercdlhucno
such security has ever been discovered,since
the conventual system of education certain-
ly does not effect it. Even as to manners,
the most exclusive private school may still
leave much to be desired. The more exclu-
ve it is, the more certain it is that some
very rough material will be sent there to be
made into shape. Ihave heard an anxious
parent deplore that the occasional outbreaks
of her little girl in the direction of rude-
ness and slang were generally traced to the
carefully selectea children of the city
school, and not to the offspring of country
blacksmiths and farm laborers with whom
she played at their summer home.

1 remember to have discussed this matter
many years ago with a gentleman whose
official duties obliged him to take an in-
terest in the public schools. He shook his
Lead over them a good deal, thinking that

{ manners were more contagious than
and that the general mixture was dan-
{ t turned out, as I suspected,
n 2aughters could have taught
chool-girls more real mischief than
would have learned from them, al-
these young ladies had been reared
ich seclusion. It is the general ex-
perience, probably, that the freedom of
American manners trains those who grow
up under it, and that there is nothing more
dangerous than to be transplanted into it
from a foreign convent. As tothe general
proposition that bad is nfore contagious
than good, it is probable that much depends
on the temperament of the observer. Itis
tobe noticed, however, that the greater
imitativeness of girls is, on the whole, an
aid to civilization. Any one can see in a
public school that the presenceof a few
girls better dressed and better mannered
than the rest is a great stimulus to the
others and a source of immediate imitation,
whereas boys care comparatively little for
such things. The longng desire for “‘good
form” exhibits itself in girls of eight or
ten, whereas a boy of the same age would
with the greatest composure wear a torn
hat and patched trousers into the presence
of a feudal aristocracy.

On the whole, where home influences are
thoroughly good and a child’s nature is
still transparent, so that the parent can
keep watch over it, there seems to be little
danger to the manners and morals of boys,
or even of girls, from any ordinary public
school. Early sins are less contagious
than we are apt to suppose, and they cer-
tainly do not go so deep. Any one who will
review his childish associates, and con-
sider how many of his most perilous com-
nanions have turned out irreproachably,
will surely take a more hopeful view. The

ly boy in my native town with whom I
was expressly forbidden ‘to associate, for
fear of moral dontamination, has since died
an eminent clergyman; and the only mem-
ber of my college class who ever reached
the State prison would have been recog-
nized by unanimous vote, at our gradua-
tion, as the most trustworthy and thor-
oughly respectable member of the class.

Story
Lord Wolseley.

The true soldier esteems it a privilege to

serve his country in word and deed. His
resolve is to do his duty, come what may,
and to do it even in thedark, where his self-
devotion can meet With no recognition,
much iess with reward. How such a de-
termination- ennobles & man and lifts him
out of the slough of selfishness, is illus-
trated by a story told by Lord Wolseley in
his Fortnightly Review article, “Isa Sol-
dier’s Life worth Living?”® The place was
in the Crimea, the time during the dismal
winter of 1854-5, and the hero a British
rivate.
One night the Russians forced their way
into the English second parallel, drove out
the men on guard, and for a short time held
the position. Then the English troops drove
back the Russiansto their own lines, and
reoccupied the parallel

On the extreme left of the parallel, where
it dipped down into & ravine, an English
sentry was found at his post, where he had
remained during the Russian assault and

Jation. They had not spread out so as

n his post, though they had gone

very near it. His comrades had fled in a

panic, and he knew thathe was in danger of
being surrounded and taken prisoner.

But he stood there, waiting to be attacked
before he retreated. When discovered by
his comrades he was coolly looking over
the parapet toward the Redan, he having
been ordered to watch that Russian work.
On being asked why he had not run when
the others did, he answered that he had
been posted there by his officer, and. cou id
not leave his post until relieved or driven
away by the enemy.

“His coolness and high sense of duty,”
writes Lord Wolseley, “made a deep im-
pression upon my young mind at the time.
No marshal’s baton was in his knapsack, he
expected nothing, he got nothing. It was
by accident only that his gallant conduct on
that dark winter's night was ever known
to any one; but he must have had the sut-
isfactory consciousness in his heart that he
had done his duty. How many are the he-
roic deeds which are never heard of

Remarkable Cyclone Relic.

E. 8. Wilson, a blacksmith of Ozark, Mo,
has a relic of the Marshfield cyclone, which
occurred on Sunday, April 18, 1830, that
is a very remarkable curiosity. This wit-
ness of one of the freaks of the great storm
is a black quart bottle, bent by some mys-
terious force into an elliptic circle, without
a crack or break in the glass that the
closest scrutiny can discover. The neck of
the bottle actually touches the edge of the
bottom, and the fact that the glass was not
broken in any way by the strange force of
the storm is shown by the test of its hold-
ing water or any other fluid. By grad-
ually turning the bottle as the water is
poured in it can be nearly filled to its
full capacity, so s to show the perfect
soundness of the material. This bottle was
found by Mr. Wilson the day after the
Marshfleld disaster and examined by Prof.
Tice, who soon came to the sceme of de-
struction to study the phenomena of the
cyclone from & scientific stand-point. The
famous meteorologist attributed the bend-
ing of the bottle to the force of electricity,
and considered this oneof the most won-
derful results of the mighty agency at work
in the storm-cloud. The bottle was found in
the wreck of oneof the Marshfield drug-
stores., Mr. Wilson has been offered ex-
travagant prices for the curiosity, but de-
clines to part with the relic.
