1, the undersigned, one of the Judges of the Superior Court of Lower Canada,
residing at Beauharnois, in the District of Beauharnois, and as such charged with the
Administration of Justice in and for the District of Terrebonne, have the honor to
report:-

That on the seventeenth day of August, 1878, there was issued in pursuance of
The Doirntion of Canada Elections Act, 1874, a Writ of Election, addressed and trans-
mitted in the manner and form required by law, to Thomas Barron, of Lachute, in
the Electoral District of Argenteuil, gentleman, Registrar of the County of Argenteuil,
as Returning Officer for the said Electoral DiFtrict, commanding him, after having
duly given notice of the time and place of the Election, to cause Election to be made
according to law of a Member to represent the said Electoral District in the House of
Commons of Canada;

That in obedience to the said Writ, the said Returning Officer did, on the loth
and 17th September, 1878, being respectively the days fixed for the nomination and
polling of votes for the said Election, cause Election to be made of a Member to repre-
sent the said Electoral District in the said bouse of Commons; and that at the said
Election the Honorable John J. C. Abbott, Queen's Counsel, of the City of Montreal,
and Thomas Christie, the Respondent, were candidates, and finally, that the said
Returning Officer subsequently returned the said lRespondent as having been at the
said Election duly elected to represent the said Elecioral District in the said House
of Commons; which said Return, received by the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery,
was published in the Canada Gazette on the 5th October, 1878; all of which was
duly proved before me;

That subsequently, and within the delay fixed by law, the Petitioners to the
number of seven, and all Electors duly qualified to vote at the said Election, con-
tested the Election of the said Respondent, for divers reasons, and amongst othors,
by reason of corruption and cerrupt practices exercised by the Resp-ndent and by
his agents and other persons for him and in his name, before, during and after the
said Election;

That the Petitioners established in evidence at their enquête, that a short time
before the said Election, and with a view of promoting in a corrupt manner the said
Election, the said Respondent did by his agent, or one of his agents at the said
Election, T. S. Biigginson, provide intoxicating drink for one Robert MeIntyre, an
Elector duly qualified to vote at the said Election, by paying for a treat or a glas of

liquor for him in a tavern, in the said Electoral District, in order to induce him to
work at the said Election for the said Respondent, or to divert him from working to

promote the Election of the said Honorable John J. C. Abbott, and that thereby the
Respondent did by his said agent become guilty of the offence of " treating," in the
sense and as defined by the Dominion Elections Act, 1874;

That the Petitioners moreover sufficiently proved that, a short time also before
the said Election, and in order to promote by corrupt means his said Election, the
said Respondent, by his agent or one of his agents at the said Election, the said
T. S. Bigginson, did engage and promise to pay the said Robert McIntyre a sum of
twenty-five dollars current money of Canada, in order to induce him to work at the
said Election in the interests of the said Respondent, and in order to divert him by
means of the said corrupt promise from working at the said Election for and in the
interest of the said Honorable John J. G. Abbott; and that by such promise and
engagement he did, by his said agent at the said Election, become guilty of corrupt
practices, in the sense of the said Elections Act;

That the said corrupt practices on the part of the said agent of the said
Respondent, being in my opinion sufficient to render the Election of the latter null
and void, I did, by my judgment, rendered on the 5th day of January instant, after
hearing the parties, through their respective attorneys, on the merits of the said con-
testation of Election, declare the said Election null and void, and condemn the said
Respondent to pay the costs of the said contestation, save and except those resulting
from the order of Mr. Justice Papineau under the date of December , 1878, appoint-
ing the hearing at law, on the preliminary objections of the said Respondent, ati
Lachute, which latter costs I deemed it my duty to condemn the Petitioners to pay ;

I further submit that there has been no proof of personal corruption on the part
of the said Respondent before, during or after the said Election, or that he did in any
manner, directly or indirectly, take any part personally in the corrupt acts and prac-
tices aforesaid, and that in consequence, and in view of the declaration made before
me by the said Petitioners, that they did not intend, and that they were not in a
position to offer any such evidence against the said Respondent personally, I dismissed
all that part of the Petition of the said Petitioners tending to disqualify the said
Respondent.

I further submit that the Respondent did at the rendering of the said judgment
declare that he renounced his right of appealing from the said judgment, as showa
by the declaration to that effect by him fyled, the said 5th day of Januaiy, instant,
copy whereof is herewith enclosed: I therefore deem it my duty to make and trans-
mit this my Report before the expiration of the delay of eight days granted to the
said Respondent to appeal from the said judgment.

Mr. Speaker reported, That when the House did attend His Excellency the
Gover-nor General this day, in the Senate Chamber, His Excellency was pleased to
make a Speech to both Houses of Parliament, of which Mr. Speaker said he had, to
prevent mistakes, obtained a copy, which ho read to the House, as followeth

Eonorable Gentlemen of the Senate,
Gentlemen of the flouse of Commons
I have great pleasure in meeting you again for the despateh of the business of

the country.
The abundant harvest with which Providence has blessed Canada is a cause for

the deepest thankfulness ; and I heartily congratulate you on the evidences which
surround us of a recovery from the commercial and industrial depression which has
so long weighed down the energies of the people.

Our returning prosperity should, I think, direct our attention to the less fortunate
circunstances of our fellow subjects in Ireland, where so much destitution prevails,
and I invite your consideration of the best means of shewing our practical sympathy
with their distress.

We have reason to congratulate ourselves on the number of settlers who have
during the past year come into our North- West from Great Britain and the United
States, as well as from the older Provinces of the Dominion. The visit of two
men bers of the Royal Commission on the agricultural distress in the Mother Country,
and the favorable r. port of the tenant farmers who, at the instance of my Govern-
ment, have examined inte the farming capabilities of the Dominion, will, it is be-
Iieved, largely increase the number of immigrants during the present year. Prepara-
tions must be made for their reception, and your attention will be specially called to
this subjecet.

Everv effort has been made to hasten the construction of the Canadian Pacifie
Railway from Lake Superior to Bed River, and no doubt is entertained that the rail-
way will be opened for traffic between those important points within the time specified
in the contracts. Under the authority given by Parliament last Session, nearly one
hundred miles from Red River to the Western Boundary of Manitoba has been placed
under contract, and tenders are about being asked for, for the construction of another
hundred miles from the boundary westward. The completion of these two sections
will at an early day atford railway facilities through two hundred miles of the most
fertile land in the Aorth-West. After an exploratory survey of the line from Port
Simpson to the Pine River Pass, and through the Peace River country, it has been
decided to adopt the location of the line to Burrard inlet, and contracts have been
awarded for one hundred and twenty-seven miles of the railway between Emory's
Bar, on the Fraser River, and Savona's Ferry. This work will be vigorously proceeded
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with so soon as the Spring opens. Its construction will complete the most difficult
portion of the Canadian Pacific Railway, and secure the connection by steam of the
ferti:e district of Kamloops with the Capital of British Columbia.

The adoption of a rigid system of economy in the management of the Inter-
colonial Railway has, without impairing the efficiency of its working, effected such a
diminution ofexpense as to warrant the belief that the country will in future be
relieved from any considerable burden in connection with its operation.

In consequence of the entire failure of the usual food supply of the Indians in
the North-West, a large expenditure has been necessarily incurred to save them from
starvation. It is hoped that the efforts which are now being made to settle the several
bands on the reserves, and to induce them to betake themselves to the cultivation of
the soil, may prevent the necessity of similar calis for relief in the future.

Gentlemen of the Hlouse of Commons :

The Estimates for the ensuing year will be laid before you. They have been
prepared with all due regard to economy.

You will be pleased to learn that the effect of the tariff of last Session in the
development of the varied industries of the country has on the whole been very satis-
factory. The experience acquired since it came into operation in March last has
suggested the expediency of some amendments, to which your attention will be
directed.

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate,
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

Bills for the better organization of the Civil Service, for the consolidation of the
Inland Revenue laws, and for the amendment of the Acts relating to the Dominion
lands, to the Public Works, to the Indians of the North-West, and to the Mounted
Police Force, will be laid before you.

The Acts incorporating the Banks of the Dominion will expire next year, and
the present would seem a favorable time for a full consideration of our Banking
System and of the subject of the currency as connected with that system.

The subject of the laws relating to Insolvency will doubtless engage your
attention.

The increasing foreign trade of Canada, and the prospect that Her Majesty's
Government will enter ere long into negotiations with foreign nations on the sub-
ject of their trade and commercial relations, demand our closest attention and wal ch-
fulness, while the rapid development of the Dominion is continually giving rise to
important matters requiring the support and action of the Imperial Government.
With the concurrence of Her Majesty, I therefore recommend you to sanction the
appointment of a permanent representative of Canada in London to guard her various
interests.

The subjects I have mentioned are of great importance. I commend them, with
full confidence in your wisdom and patriotism, to your best consideration.

On motion of Sir John A. Macdonald, seconded by Sir Charles Tupper,
Ordered, That the Speech of His Excellency the Governor General to both

Houses of the Parliament of the Dominion of Canada, be taken into consideration
To-morrow.

On motion of Sir John A. Macdonald, seconded by Sir Leonard Tilley,
Resolved, That Select Standing Committees of this House, for the prosent Session,

be appointed for the following purposes:-1. On Privileges and Elections.-2. On
Expiring Laws.-3. On ]Railways, Canals and Telegraph Lines.-4. On Miscellancous.
Private Bills-.-5. On Standing Orders.-6. On Printing.-7. On Public Accounts.-
8. On Banking and Commerce.-9. On Immigration and Colonization, which said
Committees shall severally be empowered to exemine and enquire into all such
matters and things as may be referred tg them by the House; and to report fromn
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time to lime their observations and opinions thereon, with power to send for persons,
papers and records.

2. That so far as appeared by the Appeal submitted to this Court, and limited as
aforesaid, no corrupt practice had been proved to have been committed during the
said Election hy or with the knowledge and consent of any candidate at such Elect ion.

3. That so far as appeared by the Appeal submitted to this Court, and limited as
aforesaid, no perýson or persons had been proved at the trial to have been guilty of
any corrupt practiee.

4. That so far as appeared by the Appeal submitted to this Court, and limited as
aforesaid, there was no reason to believe that corrupt practices had extensively pre-
vailed at the said Election.

5. That the said Appellant should pay to the said Respondent as well the eosts
incurred by him iii and about the trial, hearing and other proceedings of and relating
to the said Election Petition before the Honorable Mr. Justice Galt, and in the Court
below, as the costs of the said Appeal to this Court.

6. That the sum of one hundred dollars, deposited by the Appellant as security
for ceosts on this Appeal, should be paid out to the said Respondent to apply on his
costs in the mnatter of this Appeal.

Whercas, the said Louis -Huet -Massue bas proved no part of his allegations
against lie said Respondent, Georges Isidore Barthe, the sole witness examined,
Napoléon IL Ladouceur, M.D., not having revealed any fact sufficient to constitute a
charge against the said Georges Isidore Barthe, in like manner, has set aside and sets
aside the said Potition of the said Louis Huet Massue, with costs to Mtre. Germain,
Attorney for the Respondent.

And the Court directs that the deposit of $1,000 made by the Petitioners, Jean

MAY IT PLEASE YoUR. EXCELLENCY

We, Her Majesty's dutiful and loyal subjects, the Commons of Canada, in Parlia-
ment assembled, beg leave to approach Your Excellency with the expression of our
deep sympatby on behalf of our fellow subjects in Ireland, who, on accourt of the
failure of the crops, and the prevailing destitution amongst the laboring classes in
that part of the United Kingdom, have been subjected to grevious want and destitution.

We have, upon the invitation of Your Excellency, cordially and unanimously
concurred in a proposal to grant to Her Majesty the sum of one hundred thousand
dollars for the relief of the present great distress in Ireland; We pray Your Excel-
lency to cause the issue of this amount out of the Consolidated Fund for this purpose;
and we assure Your Excellency that we will hereafter cheerfully agree to the necos-
sary propositions for making good this appropriation, according to Law.

to the lHouse, and to assure you that I most deeply regret that . should iii aniy
way have infringed upon the privileges of the House of Conrmons of (ana la.

With reference to the note addressed by me to Mr. Lucius Seth 11untinjfon, I
am advised and believe that that act did not constitute a breach of the privileges of'
Ibis House, not having been conmitted within the Hlouse, and the words used not
referring to any action of Mr. funtington in bis parliamentary capacity : but if you,
Mr. Speaker. and this Honorable House, think otherwise, and that it did constitute a
breach of your privileges, I am prepared to offer, and do offer to this Ilouse mny
apology for the same, and to express to this Hlouse my sincere regret therefor.

Mr. ilooper, Member for the Electoral Division of Lennox, rose in his place in
this House and made the following statement:-

A Commission was issued, under the Statutes of Ontario, to investigate the
financial affairs of the County of Lennox and Addington, of which I was thon the
Treasurer, and had been since 1863. Said Commission commenced its labor on 20th
October, 1879. The petition purported to be signed by thirty-two ratepayers, as
provided by the Statutes of Ontario.
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A copy of said petition was obtained by the Warden of the County. The
Warden and Council having been totally ignorant, prior to this, of anything as
regards the Commission having taken place. On enquiry it was found that several
of the parties whose names were on the petition stated that they had never heard of
said petition, nor bad they signed it, and six or seven of them made their solemn
declairation under the Statute to that effect. Those declarations were, by the Warden,
sent to the Attorney-General, with a notice that the County would refuse to pay the
costs of said Commission.

I am sPtisfied that the report of the Commission is untrue in point of fact.
The Commissioners also made quarterly "rests " on yearly balances and compounded
the interest on balances (and on all other items they report upon) at the rate of
fourteen per cent. per annum, over $20,000 of the sum mentioned in the report being
interest.

I am personally not aware of any deficiency in my accounts, they having
been duly audited every year by competent Auditors appointed by the County
Council and accepted by said Council.

The said report was rejected by the County Council by a vote of 15 to 6, and
a resolution was passed giving my sureties and myself time to make a thorough
and complete investigation of the whole of the accounts from 1863 to December, 1879.
Again, the Commissioners did not investigate all my accounts, leaving over $20,000
of receipts and expenditures out of the report. So that it was impossible for them
to report correctly.

The above investigation, as authorized by the Council, is now in progress and
progressing, and it is unfair to make this charge until the investigation is accepted
or refused by the County Council.

The County cannot, under any circumstances, incur any loss, as it is amply
secured; and further, my sureties were present at last meeting of the Council, and
notified them that if, on the final investigation, there was any deficiency that they
would at once pay it; in short, that the County would not be at any loss. This was
accepted by the Council.

This being a local affair and still being an open account, I cannot understand
what this Parliament has to do with it, or how it can be within its jurisdiction.

I am satistied this attack on me had its origin in political malice, and from
the date of my nomination as a candidate to the present I have been persistently
and ruthlessly persecuted, not only as a business man, but also as a private individual.
In short, the whole affair is purely and simply political spite.

To the Chairman and Members of the Joint Committee on Printing.
GENTLEMEN,-I beg to submit the Annual Balance Sheet of the Parliamentary

Printing Accounts for the fiscal year ending 30th June, 1879, which shows the cost
of those services to have been $68,970.51.

As each fiscal year covers the broken work of two Sessions, it is not possible by
the Balance Sheet to compare the cost of one Session with that of another, but to do
so I have prepared the following table from the accounts for Printing and Paper, the
two principal items, which shows the cost of the past four Sessions, as follow: -

To the Revised Distribution List of 1878 must be largely attributed the apparent
reduction in the cost of the Session of 1879.

The work remaining over from last Session was very expeditiously and satis-
factorily performed during the recess.

I beg also to submit for the approval of the Committee, the several Contracts
entered into for the Printing, Binding and Printing Paper, duly executed, together
with the certificates of deposit of the required securities.

As Clerk of this Comnittee, I was subpœenaed to appear before the Court of
Queen's Bench at Toronto, ar2d there to produce certain documents having reference
to the Contracts entered into last Session for the Printing of Pariiament. By per-
mission, I obeyed the order.

I regret to have to report that on the 12th July last the second Assistant Distri-
butor, Mr. E. O. Botierell, lost his life by drowning. His loss was rnueh felt in the De-
partment, for he was a faithful officer, and zealous and painstaking in the perforn-
ance of his duties.

V-) When manufactured exclusively fron molasses or sugar taken to the distil-
lery im bond, anid on whieh no duty of Customs lias been paid, on every gallon of thestreng-thi Of proof by Sykes' hydrometer, and so in proportion for any greater or lessstrengtli, and for iv less quantity than a gallon, one dollar and three cents.
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7. That as respects the duties of Excise on manufactured Tobacco, the said
duties shall be as follows:-

On manufactured Tobacco and Snuff of all kinds except Cigars, made in whole
or in part from foreign or imported leaf Tobacco and containing not less than ton per
cent. by weight of moisture, and so in proportion for any greater or less degreo of
moisture, on every pound or less quantity than a pound, twenty cents.

On Cigars made in whole or in part from foreign or imported leaf Tobacco
and containing not less than ton per cent. by weight of moisture, and so on in pro
portion for any greater or less degree of moisture, on every pound or less quantity
than a pound, forty cents.

On manufactured Tobacco of all kinds (except Cigars and common Canada
Twist), when made solely from Tobacco grown in Canada and in a manufaotory whore
no imported or foreign Tobacco is used or kept, and containing not less than ton per
cent. of moisture, and so in proportion for every greater or less degree of moisture,
en every pound or less quantity than a pound, fourteen cents.

On Cigars made solely from Tobacco grown in Canada, and made in a manu-
factory where no foreign or irmported Tobacco i8 used or kept, and con taining not less
than ton per cent. of moisture, and so in proportion for every groater or less degree
of moisture, on every pound or les quantity than a pound, thirty cents.

8. That as respects the duty of Excise on Vinegar:-
Vinegar contaning six per cent. of acetic acid, the strength to be determined by

such tests as may be establishod by Orders in Council, and so in proportion for any
greater or les strength, on every gallon or less than a gallon, four cents.

9. That as respects the duty of Excise on Methylated Spirits:-
Methylated Spirits being composed of alcohol, mixed with wood naphtha in such

proportions and subject to sach regulations as may from time to time be made by
the Troasury Board, there shall be paid a duty of fifteen cents for every gallon of the
strength of proof, and so in proportion for every greater or less strength, and for
every less quantity than ,a gallon.

10. That any provisions imposing any new duty, or malring any alteration in
any duty of Excise imposed by t he Laws now in force, or any alteration in the mode
of calculating any such duty by which the amount thereof may be increased or
dirninished, shall come into force immediately on the day of passirg of the Act
naking such alterations, and shall apply to and the duties hereby imposed shall be
payable on all spirits and Tobacco, Vinegar, Fermented Beverages or Methylated
pirits, distilled, manufactured or made, or taken out of bond for consumption on and

after the said day, and such alterations as aforesaid shall apply to and the duties
hereby imposed shall be payable on all malt hold by any brewer, maltster, distiller,
Or other person on the said day, or manuafactured or made thereafter, and the duties
hereby made payable on licenses shall be payable only on licenses issued after the
said day, existing licenses remaining in force during the time for which they were
granted.

above the privileges accorded by Articles nineteen and twenty-one of said Treaty, Lo
the subjects of Her Britannic Majesty.

2. That the priviloges so accorded to the Citizens of the United States consist in
the "liberty to them in common with the subjects of Her Britannic Majesty to take
fish of every kind, except shell fish, on the sea coast and shores, and in the bays, har-
bors and creeks of the Provinces of Quebec, Nova Scotia, New Brunsvick, Newfound-
land and Prince Edward Island, and of the several islands thereunto adjacent, without
being restricted to any distance from the shore, with the permission to land uupon the
said coasts and shores and islands, and aiso upon the Magdalen 1siands, for the purpose
of drying their nets and curing their fish, provided that in so doing they do not inter-
fere with the rights of private proper:y, or with British Fishermei, in the peaceable
enjoyment of any part of the sea eoast, in their occupancy for tho same purpose."
It being understood by the High Contracting Parties, that the said liberty applies sole-
Iy to the sea-fishery.

3. That the said privileges accorded to the Citizens of theT Uited States, wcre
territorial rights belonging to the different Provinces to which the tisheries in whio-h
they were granted are adjacent, respectively.

4. That the disadvantages and injury suffered by reason of the granting of said
privileges to the Citizens of the United States are of a lecal nature, and are suffcred
by the inhabitants of the several Provinces upon whose coasts the said privileges are
enjoyed.

5. That the Government of the United Kingdon have apportioced and paid to
the said Province of Newfoundland the sum of $l,000,000 as the estimated portion of
the amount of said award to which the said Province was entitil, for such of the
said privileges granted to the inhabitants of the Unded States, as are enjoyed by them
On the coasts and sea shores of Yewfoundland.

6. That the balance of the amount of the said award, viz., $4,490,882.94, has
been handed over by the Government of the United Kingdom to the Governmnent of
Canada.

7. That it is the opinion of this House that the said other Provinces of Quebec,
lNora Scotia, -New Brunswick and Prince Edward Island, notwith-standing that they
form a part of the Confederation of Canada, have each claims and rights to distribu-
tive shares of the said amount of said award, according to the extent to which the
said privileges were enjoyed on their respective sea coasts and shores, on the same
Principles on which the claims and rights of NewJoiundland were recognized-and
that the said claims and rights of the said other Provinces have not been impaired
by the fact that they form a portion of said Confederation;

That it is proper to make provisions by one Canadian law, for the execution, as
respects Canada, of all such arrangements.

That a Bill bas passed both Houses of the Parliament of Canada. and now awaits
Your Majesty's assent, providing for the execution, as respects Canada, of ail such
arrangements so soon as the operation of the Extradition Act of 1870 of the Parlia-
ment of the United Kingdom shall have ceased or been suspended within Canada.

That by the said Act of the Parliament of the United Kingdom certain provisions
are made for the extradition of Fugitive Criminals, and by the seventeenth section
it is enacted that the Act when applied by Order in Council shall, unless it is other-
Wise provided by such Order, extend to the Several British Possessions in the saine
manner as if throughout the Act the British Possessions were substituted for England
as the case may require, with certain modifications, and by the cighteenth section it
is enacted that if by any law or ordinance, made before or afier the passing of the
said Act, by the Legislature of any British Possession, provision is made for carrying

ta etteet within such Possession the surrend r of Fugitive Crimina', who arc in or
11spected of being in such British Possession, Your Majesty may, by the Order in
euanel applying the Act, in the case of any Foreign State, or by anv subsequent
Order, either suspend the operation within any such Britibh Possesion of the Act or

of ayart thereot, so far as it relates to such Foreign State, and so long as such
il
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law or ordinance continues in force there. and no longer, or direct that such law or
ordinance, or any part thereof, shall have effect in such British Possession, with oi
without modifications and alterations, as if it were part of the Act.

That the provisions of the said Act of 1870 are unsuitable to Canada.
That when the said Bill now awaiting Your Majesty's assent becomes law it will

be expedient that the said Act of 1870 should not extend to Canada.
We, therefore, humbly pray that Your Majesty will be graciously pleased to

invite such legislation in the Parliament of the inited Kingdom as will cause th(
operation of the said Act of the Parliament of the United Kingdom to cease in
Canada, and that in the meantime Your Majesty will be graciously pleased by Order
in Council to suspend the operation within Canada of the said Act so far as it relates
to any Foreign State with wlifch there may be an extradition arrangement."

On Cigars made solely from Tobacco grown in Canada, and made in a manu-
factory where no foreign or imported Tobacco is us.ed or kept, and con tain ing not less
than ten per cent. of moisture, and so in proportion for every greater or less degree
of moisture, on every pound or less quantity than a pound, tirty cents.

REPORT OF THE SUB-DOMMITrEE.

The Sub-Committee, to whom was reterred the Report of the Auditor-General,
have considered the same, and, with respect to sev eral matters therein referred to,
beg leave to report their opinions as follows:-

1. Grants of Supply.

(a.) The description of the service for which a vote is given should be as definite
8 is practicable, so that no one vote may be applicable to the same purpose for
which another vote is given.

(b.) The description of the sub-heads into which votes are divided should be au
definite as is practicable, so as to avoid questions as to the particular sub-head to
which any particular item of expenditure should be charged.

(o.) The supplementary votes should be divided as near as may be imto the same
sub-beads as the main votes to which they are supplementary.

(d.) Where large votes are taken it is desirable to divide them into sub-heads so
as to give in the Estimates as much detailed information as is possible.

(e.) Votes which are intended as grants to institutions or individuals should be
d1itinctly so specified; and no vote should be considered as so intended unless so
specifled.

(f.) The Supply Bill should contain the sub-heads ofthe votes on which it is based.

2. Variations between amount of sub-Aeads and of actual expenditure.

The course pursued by the Auditor-General of calling for and reporting the
reasons given for any material variation between the amount taken under any sub-
head, and the amount actually expended under the same sub-head, is correct.

It is the duty of those responsible for the estimates tù make the calculations on
which the main vote and its sub-divisions are founded, as carefully and closely as

Practicable; and their attention to this dnty will be increased by their being expected
to furnish reasons for discrepancies.
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3. Paynents nadc in respect of the services of the Financial Year after its close.

(a.) h appears that where, under the proviso to Clause 36 of the Audit Act, the
time for finally closing the account of any appropriation is extended for three
months fromn the cl»se of the financial year, the practice is to treat the balance unex-
pended at tLe elo-e of the year, as a revote available during the three months for the
serviee oir which it was granted coning, however, into the accounts, not of the
expired, but of t lie current year.

This may le the more convenient way of dealing with payments so long
deferred; and, indecd, it may be neccssary, in order to close within a reasonable time
the accounts of the expired year.

But it does not seem to be in accordance with the proviso, which points rather
to the account of the appropriation being kept open, and closed only after the
expenditure ; thus coming when closed into the account of the expired year.

It is expedient to amend the law, so as to provide that such expenditure slould
be trcated as a revote available for the limited time mentioned.

(b) It appears, hiowever, that, apart from the casesdealt with under this proviso,
it lias been usual to include in the accounts of the expired year, payments made long
after its close, in respect of engagements which matured during its currency.

This practice, when extended beyond the settlement of cheques actually issued
during the year, seems contrary to the law, which provides that at the close of the
year all unexpended appropriations shall lapse and be written off.

The law slould not be broken ; and, if the practice is to be continued, the law
should be modified accordingly.

The provision for the lapsing and writing off of appropriations is wholesome,
and should be changed only when and so far as the necessity for a change has been
establisied.

The more completely the transactions of the financial year are settled during
its currency, and the more promptly its accounts are thereafter closed, the better.

Every effort should be made by every Department to settle by payment during
the year every liahility of the year provided for by Parliament; and resort sbould
not be lad, eitlier to the existing provision for extending the time, or to any legisla-
tion which may be passed to meet the difficulty now under consideration, save M
cases of unavoidable delay.

The items whieh would, under such a practice, remain unpaid at the close of any
one tinancial year woulid not be large. They wouldti not come in course of payment
till the next financial year, and would be properly payable out of the votes for the
same service for that year; and except with regard to contracts for public works.
the amount of arrears in each year would be so nearly the same that all purposes of
comparison would be answered.

But, in the case of payments under contracts for the construction of Public Works,
it is said that difficulties may arise, rendering it impossible to make, within the yealr,
considerable payments pioperly belonging to it.

It is expedient that the Audit Act should b. so amended as to allow of payment
in sieh cases onlv within one month after the close of the financial year out of the
votes which woild, but for its close, have been available.

In case this chane were made, such paymaents should be embraced in thle
accoutis of the expired year, and these accounts could not be closed in respect of
such votes till after the lapse of the month.

4. Period of the inanciai Year.
It is not expedient at present to consider the proposal to change the period.

5. Audit of Senate, House, Printig and Library Expenditures.
The Committee having already taken steps for the audit by the Auditor-General

of &Il payments made for salaries, contingencies, and Members' indemnity of the
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Senate and Ilouse of Commons, and for Priliamientary Printing and for the Library,
it is suggested that the Audit Act should be so amenided as to give effect to the
recommendations of the Committee which have been concurred in by the Senate.

6. Audit of other Public Accounts besides Appropriat ion Accounts.

The Finance Minister having under (onsideration the question of the exercise of
the powers given to hin by Section 48 of the Audit Act, it is suggestd ilat, pending
his decision, no action be taken at present by tihe Committec on that subject.

7. Salary Votcs.

(a.) In case a specifie vote of supply i given efor the payment of a stated salary
or increase to a particular officer, the appropriation is a Parliaientary authority
lhr the payment of such salary or increase, even though in exccess of the salary or
ircrease which might be given to such ofieur under the provisions of the Civil
Service Act ; which is under such circumstances modified pro tanto by the Appro-
priation Act.

(b.) But in cases in which votes are, as is usuna, granted for salaries of, or
increaes to, officers without such specification and particularity as above stated, the
appropriation is to bc read in conjunction with and not as mnodifyinIg ithe Civil
Service Act; and does not confer Parliamentary anthority on the Executive to apply
the appropriation to the payment of a larger salary than that which night under
the Civil Service Act be given to the officer.

(c.) It is the duty of the Auditor-General to act on the views above indicated in
deciding whether there is Parliamentary authority for a proposed expenditure of
this nature.

8. Disposition of Public Moneys.

It appears that there are still some cases in which moneys received by public
officers or departments are not paid in to the credit of the Recceiver-(Gjneral.

Such practices being contrary to the provisiors ofthe Audit Act, Sections 25 t,
28, should be discontinued.

An exception is neccssary in the cases of Postnaster receiving small salaries.
The Sub-Comnittee have confined their suggestions to the natters referred

to in the Report of the Auditor-G-eneral, and have not investigated the appropriation
aceounts and documents connected therewith ; not understanding these to le within
the scope of the reference.

Mr. Pope (Queet's), a Member of the Queen's Privy Council, presentcd,-Return
to an Address to His Excellency, dated 23rd February, 1880, for a copy of the Com-
mission appointing the present Ohief of the River Police at Montreal; also, a Rcturn

2. That as under the existing regulations respecting the disposal of publi, lands
for the purposes of the Canadian Pacific Railway, large quantities of fertile lands are
being offered for sale and sold to speculators at one dollar per acre, for one-tenh cash
down, and the balance in nine equal annual instalments, with interest at six per cen-
tum per annum-terms which enable the speculator to obtain control of lands for a
cash outlav of ten cents per acre ; thereby not only in effect loaning to the speculator
on the part of the Governnent, nine-tenths of the capital required for speculative
investments, but giving rise, as experience shows, to great expense in the keeping of
accounts, and to indefinite delays in the realization ot the stipulated price; that so
long as the system of selling public lands to speculators without conditions of settle-
ment, or restrictions as to quantity is continued, the price at which such lands are
sold should be paid in full in cash, at the time of sale ;

The Order of the Day being read, for resuming the adjourned Debate on the
Question which was, on Monday the 22nd Mai-ch last, proposed, That this -House do
now resolve itself into a Committee to consider the following proposed Resolutions:

1. That the sum of $5,500,000 paid by the Government of the United States to
the Government of the United Kingdom, under the Fishery Award, was the ascer-
tained amount of the excess in value of the privileges acaorded under Articles
eighteen and thirty-two of the Washington Treaty to the citizens of the United States,
over and above the privileges accorded by Articles nineteen and twenty-one of said
Treaty, to the subjects of lier Britannie Majesty.

2. That the privileges so accorded to the citizens of the United States consist in
the l liberty to them in coinmon with the subjects of Her Britannic Majesty to take
fish of every kind, except shell fish, on the sea coast and shores, and in the bays,
harbors and creeks of the Provinces of Quebec, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Newfound-
land and Prince Edward Island, and of the several islands thereunto adjacent, without
being restricted to any distance from the shore, with permission to land upon the
said coasts and shores and islands and also upon the Magdalen lslands, for the pur-
pose of drving their nets and curing their fish, provided that in so doing they do not
interfere with the rights of private property, or with British Fishermen, in the
peaceable enjoyment of any part of the sea coast, in their occupancy for the same
purpose." It being understood by the ligh Contracting Parties, that the said liberty
applies solely to the sea-fishery.

3. That the said privileges accorded to the citizens of the United States were
territorial rights belonging to the different Provinces to which the fisheries in whieh
they were granted are adjacent respectively.
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4. That the disadvantages and injury suffered by reason of the granting of said
privileges to the citizens of the United States are of a local natu re, and are suffered
by the inhabitants of the several Provinces upon whose coasts the said privileges are
enjoyed.

5. That the Gov"nment of the United Kingdom have apportioned and paid to
the said Province of Newfoundland the sun of $1,000,000 as the estimated portion of
the amount of said award to which the said Province was entitled, for such of the
said privileges granted to the inhabitants of the United States, as are enjoyed by them
on the coasts and sea shores of Yeufoundland.

6. That the balance of the amount of the said award, viz., $4,490,882.94, bas
been handed over by the Government of the United Iiingdom to the Government of
Canada.

7. That it is the opinion of this Ilouse that the said other Provinces of Quebec,
Xova Scotia, Mew Brunwick ind Prince Edrard Island, notwithstanding that they
form a part of the Confederation of Canada, have each claims and rights to distribu-
tire shares of the said amount of said award, according to the extent, to which the
said privileges were enjoyed on their respective sea coasts and shores, on the same
principles on which the claims and rights of ]Xewfoundland were recognized-and
that the said claims and rights of the said other Provinces have not been impaired by
the fact that they form a portion of said Confederation

And the Question being again proposed ;
Mr. Richey moved, in amendment, seconded by MIr. Daly, That all the words

after " That," in the third Resolution, be left out, and the words " the privileges so
accorded to the Citizens of the United States are in derogation of these rights ofBritish
subjects, which entured to the benctit of the people of the ditfrent Provinces to which
the fisheries in which they were granted ar- adjacent, respectively," inserted instead
thereof; and that all the words after " That," in the seventh Resolution, be loft out,
and the wordsI "in the opinion of this House the Provinces of Quebec, Nova Scotia,
)ýew Brunswick and Prince Edward ibln, are entitled to an appropriation of the
award, in sucb a manner as to afford to the inhabitants of the said several Provinces
the tull benetit of the same in proportion to the value of the privileges eonceded upon
the coasts and in the waters of those 1rovinces, respectively," inserted instead thereof;

Sir John A. Macdonald moved, in amendment to the said proposed Amendment,
seconded bv Sir Leonard Tilley, That ail the words in the said proposed Amond ment,
as also all the words after " That," in the original Question, be left out, and the words

by the Britisi North Amnerica Act, 1867, the sea coast and inland fisheries in the
Dominion and the control, regulation and protection thereofwere vested iii the Gov-
ernment and Parliament of Canada.

That the responsibility and duty of regulating and proteeting such fisheries were
fro m 1st July, 1837, undertaken by the Federal Government and Legislature.

That great expense was thereby cast upon and defrayed from the Dominion
Treasury.

That such responsibility cannot constitutionally be surrendered or tranferied to
any of the Provinces, and if it were possible to do so the transfer would be injurious
to the best interests of 1he Provinces more immediately concerned in the develop-
ment of the fisheries, as thev would be alike legally and pecuniarily unable to bear
the bnrthen and afford the necessary protection.

That the duty of fostering and protecting the fisheries is certain to entail great
expense on The Dominion in the future.

That such expenditure and the public advantage to be derived therefrom are
Corelative, and that the portion of the fishery award paid over to Canada constitu-
tionally and of right, belongs to the Dominion of (anada," inserted instead thereof;

That the duty of fostering and protecting the fisheries is certain to entail great
expense on the Dominion in the future.

That such expenditure and the public advantage to be derived therefrom are
co-relative, and that the portion of the fishery award paid over to Canada constitu-
tionally and of right belongs to the Dominion of Canada.

Sir Leonard Tîiley, a Member of the Queen's Privy Conucil, laid before the
House,-A bstract of Statements of Fire and Marine Insurance Companies in Canada,
for the vear 1879. (esional Papers, No. 12.)

Mr. Colby, from the Joint Committoe of both Iouses on the Library of Parlia-
ment, presented to the IIouse the First Report of the said Committee, which was read
as folioweth :-

That the Committee bave again considered the advisability of sccuring, for
deposit in the Library of Parliament, the beautiful and unique collection of Coins,
commemorative of public events in the annals of Canada, which has been gathered
togethber, at considerable labor and cost, by a ge. leman well known as a special
authority in numismatics, anl which had been offered for sale on former occasions
to the Government of the Dominion. They desire to renew the recommendation
made by ihem last Seiaîon, that the Speaker of the Senate and the Speaker of the
louse of Connons be requcsted to inake known to the Government that, in the

opinion of ilis Committee, the acquisition of this interesting collection, for the
Canadian public, is extremely desirable. The Committee append, herewith, the
Report of a Sub-Commi ttee, opecially deputed to examine the collection, and to advise
as to the expediency of purchasing it for permanent deposit in the Library. (See
Appendix A).

The Conmittee have directed their attention to the salaries at present payable
to the Clerks in the Library Department. Upon the augmentation of the Library
Staff, in 18G6, a reslution was agreed to by the Committee, that the same should be
placed on an equal fooing, both in respect to rank and emolument, with other De-
partments of the Civil Service., save only'v as regards ti grade of entrance, which, on
aceount of* the special qualileations required for service in the Library, had always
been etablished on a hi4her scale on entering this Department.

Accordingly, the new appointments to the Library, made in 1876 and 1878, were
plaecd at SOO per annum. with a distinct understanding that, should the qualifica-
tions and services rendered by the r ew Clerks warrant it, their pecuniary position
would be gradually imiiproved at an early date.

Having received satisiactorv assurances of the efficncy of the present Library
Staff, the Committee are of opinion that they are entitled to the benefit of the Civil
Service Aet of 180t, and that they should be severally rated a Pirst and Second-
class Clerks, with a sub division, in regard to th.- Second-class, of junior and senior.
This would secure to the Department the benelit of the Act of 1863, contingent, of
course, upon the continued competency of the employés themselves.
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The application of this rule to the Clerks now in service is embodied in a Report
(marked Appendix B), hereunto appended, from a Sub-Committee appoint.ed to con-
sider the question. The Committee concur in this Report, and recommend it to the
favorable consideration of the Houses of Parliament, and of the Executive Govern-
ment.

They woulid add, that with a view to replace the large Classified Catalogues of
historical, scientific and miscellaneous literature, nearly worn to piees by the con-
stant wear and tear of twenty-two years, and to save the expense of rejriiting these
classes (a cost unavoidably incurred in regard to the divisions of Law an i1 Poltic,
which are in constant demand) the Committee have approved of the emporary em-
ployment of Mr. E. S. Thayne, a geutleman of special qualifications foir this work of
transcription, who was authorized by the late Speaker of the Senate (1ho Il n. R. -D.
Wilmot) to commence this undortaking on 14th Novernber last. Mi. Thgne has
been continuously employed upon this service ever since. If is a work of inicl
magnitude, and will require a considerable time to complote ; how long il is not, nsyet
possible to determine. But the cost of Mr. Thaynes services, at the propos-ed ate
of $800 per annum, would bear no comparison to the enormous cost cf re-
printing these portions of the Catalkgue, an expense wholy avoid by
the adoption of this plan. The Government have already provided for this additional
service for the fiscal year commencing next July. It only remains to povide, at the
sanie rate, for the interval between Mr. Thayne'scappointmeit,on 1lth November last,
and the end of the present fiscal year. The (o)mmi-ittee accordingyiv ecomnumiitd that
provision be made for this payment. It is to be understood that Mr. Thiyne is only
engaged for temporary service, and that he has not been permanently idded to the
Library Department.

It has been brought under the notice of the Committee by the Librarian, in a
memorandum herewith submitted (see Appendix C), that, from varions eau-es, not
altogether within his control, the outlay for the purchase of Books, ie the estab-
lishment of the Supreme Court, and the direct connectioi of the LIbrary with that
institution, has considerably exceeded the sum annua[ly voted for it annentation.

This matter has been earefully investigated by a Sub-Commium we Report
is hereunto appended (Appendix D).

The Joint Committee are unwilling that this irregubkrity shouM interfere with
the discretion of Government, by necessitatirng a larger grant í,r the porchase of
Books, than has been approved by the Executive Goverent. k is nevertheless
obvions that the accounts now due should be lignidated as speedily a. p osi ble.

The Committee accordingly advise that the sum already votel or additions to
theLibrary in the ensuing fiscal year should be wholly applied to pay off iiis indebt-
edness; and that the Government be requested to propose, in the Supplernentary
Estimates, a vote for the advance (in anticipation of the grant ftr the following
year) of the sum of $3,500, for necessary purclases in the year 180 81L And that
the grant for 1881-82 be reduced to one-half, to make good this ad r. By this
means no additional burden will be laid upon the public fôr this service ; ai it iay
be expected that, by stricter watchfulness in future, the Libratian wii bable to
equalize, as far as possible, the annual receipts and expenditure <or the purchase of
Books.

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APPENDIX A.

REPORT OF THE LIBR.ART SUB-COMMITTEE AS TO THE PURCHASE OF T ME HART CoI,
LECTION OF MEDALS AND COINS PERTAINING TO THE .HISTORY or CANADA.

Your Committ ee have had under consideration the proposal made t-> them by
Gerald E. Bart, Esq., to dispose of his valuable collection of CandJian Medals and
Coins, and have the honor to report :-

The collection, having been examined, was found to consist of several hundred
medals and coins, in an almost uncirculated state of preservation, in gold, silver,
bronze and copper, which are said to have been obtained largely from the dispersai
of miscellaneous collections in foreign countries.

All the most important events in the history of the Provinces of Ontario, Quebec,
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Prince Edward lsland and Newfoundland, are repre.
Bented by a medal or coin from the earliest days to the present epoch.

Among the more notable of the series u ider Louis XIV. and Louis XV., of France,
are medals coimemorative of: 1. The appointment of the Duke Dampville, as Vice.
roy of Nouvelle France, in 1644. 2. A series referring to battles by which the coun-
try was confirmed to the Government of France. 3. The defeat of Sir William Phipp'
expedition against Quebec in 1690. 4. The foundation of Fort Louisbourg (Cape
Breton), in 1720. 5. The several sieges the Fort sustained. 6. The first victories of
the French in the seven years' war, and medallions having special reference to the
commercial value of the country to France.

Under the British Government are a series specially devoted to events in the
eonquest of Canada, 1755-1763, such as the capture of Fort Louisbourg by Admiral
Boscawen; the capture of Quebec, the surrender of Montreal, and the conquest of
Canada completed ; also, others giving full particulars of every battle fought, and the
death, with portrait, of General Wolfe.

The series having special reference, and struck by the British Government to
comimemorate the repuision of the American Invasion of Canada in 1775-76, as well
as the diffèrent events of the war of 1812-15, are most important.

There are numerous medals given by Louis XV., George I., Il., III., and Victoria,
to the Indian Chiefs for their services in the many confilicts of the day. Ti-ere are
medals specially struck to perpetuate the Treaties of Peace of " Aix-la-Chapelle."
" Paris" and " Ghcnt," and numerous others having reference to local and personal
events, as well as Educational and other Institutions.

Tho coinage includes the very rare 5 sols silver piece, being the first money
specially coined for circulation in Canada, dated 1670, and specimens of ail money
struck specially for Canada down to the present day.

From the interesting nature and importance of this collection, whether it be
regarded from an historical or national point of view, it is believed, as an adjunct to
the Library, it will serve to establish and probably elucidate many events in the
early annals of Canada, side by side with the authorities referring thereto, and which,
from the imperishable nature of the metal in which they are depicted, will remain as
an everlasting and undeniable confirmation ofsuch occurrences in authentic and official
medals issued at the day.

That your Committee therefore advise that the Government should be applied to
by the two Speakers, with a request that they would take into their consideration the
propriety of recommending to Parliament the purchase of this valuable collection of
Coins and Medals for deposit in the Library of Parliament.
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APPENDIX B.

The Sub-Committee, to whom were referred the questions of the salaries of cer-
tain Officers of the Staff of the Library, beg leave to report that they have considered
the subject, and recommend as follows:-

(I.) That the following persons (A. to E.) should, from the 1st of July, A.D.
1880, be treated in respect to salary as if thcy were Civil Service Clerks of the classes
mentioned, and should receive the salaries assigred for the next fiiimmeial year, with
the expectation of increases thereafter under the same circ tances and îithesamno
extent as if they were such Clerks having reached such salaries in the usîid1 course.

(A.) Mr. Laperrière, whose service commenced in 1851, and whose present
ealary is $1,600, to receive the salary of a First-class Clerk, viz.: $1,700 per annum,
and be eligible to an increase of fifty dollars per annum up to $1,800.

(B.) Mr. À. B. Todd, whose service commenced in 1869, and whose present
salary is $1,100, to receive a Senior Second-elass salary of$i,250.

(C.) Mr. Fletcher, whose service commenced in 1876, and whose present salary
is $850, to belong to the Junior Second-class. Salary, $950.

().) Mr. Campbell, whose service commenced in 176, and whose present salary
is $850, to belong to the Junior Second-class. Salarv, $950.

(Z.) Mr. Sylvain, whose service commenced in 1878, and whose present salary in
$800, to belong to the Junior Second-class. Salary, $850.

The above mentioned Clerks to be severally eligible for an annual increase of
fifty dollars to their respective salaries, until they attain the maximum salary assigned
to their particular class or grade in the service by the Civil Service Act.

(2.) That Mr. Casault, Chief Messeriger and Caretaker, who entered the service
in 1856, and whose present salary is $800, should receive, for the next and future
years, the fixed salary of $850.

APPENDIX C.

MEMORANDUM IN REGARD TO CURRENT EXPENDITURE ON BEHALF OF TUE LIBRLAur
OF PARI.IAMENT.

Since the establishinnt of the Supreme Court, the annual cxpenditure on behalf
of the Law division of the Parliamentary Library has largely and unavoidably
mncreased.

For two years Government sanctioned an extra grant of $3,060 per annum, in
aid of the purchase of a large series of Law Reports, in which we were deficient, and
the ordinary grant is now fixed at $7,0uO per annum, instead of (as beretofore) at
$6,000, with a view, specially, to the augmentation of the Law Libi'ary.

But the additions still required to meet the wants of the Judges and lawyers pra-
ticing before the Supreme Court, to keep up current series of Law Reports, and to
supply new editions of ail legal text-writers, as issued-purchases indispensable to
mnaintain the credit of a Law Library of' special reference and importance-have
together contributed to swell the outlay ibr this service beyond what had been
anticipated.

On the other hand, the growing importance of the General Library, and the
increasing use made of it, especially since its removal to the new building, have
nlecessitated a preportionate attention to maintain the usefulness of the whole colleo-
tion, and to keep pace with the literary activity of the day.

These considerations have, to the regret of the Librarian, and to some extent
from causes beyond bis power to control, occasioned a gradually increasing amount
of indebtedness for several years paist, so that instead of entering upon the new fiscal
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year with a clean balance sheet, there has been a considerable and annually increasin
deficiency in the shape of bills due to our severai Agents in London, Paris, Yew
York or Boston, the payment of whicb had to be potponol. so:netim-s for six months,
until the grant for the cnsuing year, commencing ist July, was available, and the
payment of such outstanding accounts, at that period, has left a comparatively small
and annually deercasing balance for the necessary purchases of the year.

This evil bas at Ingth assumed such magnitude that, at the present time, the
accounts due to our Book Agents abroad amount to $6,!88.92, vhile the cash balance
on band is only $52.55.

A like diffiulty, though on a smanller s hae, has sometimes arisen in former
years, and the Librarian has met if by obtaiiîng from (Governrnent a cih advance to
meet pressing liabilities <some threc or fu r months beíbre the close of the fiscal year,
and the sum thus advanced has beon usually deducted by GCvernmnent out of the ncxt
year's grant.

Last November, the Librari.an made a similar application to the Finance Minis-
ler for $2,000, but he lwas informed that unler the new Audit Act no such advance
could bc authorized.

le hoeJ)d, however, that Governmen t would (as ho suggested) increase the granù
for the purchase f 3ooks for the ensuing year by this arnount, which, with care and
restricted expenditure, he thon thought, might have enabled him to defray existing
liabilitios, and still makle necessary additons to the Library.

But the Estimates, since presentcd to Parliameint, propose ne addition te tUe
ordinary grant.

Under these circunmtances, and in view of the large outstanding balance which
must speediiy bc liquiidated, the Librarian is under the painful necessity of bringing
the matter un der t he notice of the Li brary Comnittee, with a request that they will
be pleased to ike action in the premises.

he would add that, notwithstarding the ex1planations he has offered, which may
partly account for this great deficienc, he cannot bol i hinself free from blame in
iis matter, and trusts that he may be more successful in future in maintaining a
proper equilibriurn between incorne and expenditure.

The Sub-Commiti e appointed by the Joint Conmittee for the Library, to audit
the Accouint of Rece s and Expenditure for the pat year, present the following
Report:-

That they have inspected the Accounts and Vouebers submitted to them by the
Librarian, Nos. 643 to 6: 5, both inclusive, from April 0iit h. 1879, to December 27th,
1879, amounting to $7,535.87, and have also examined the several cheques drawa il,
payient thereof, whicb correspond therewith, as shewn in the following abstract:-

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Thus, apparently, the accounts would seem to bo in a very satsfactory state;
but on further investigation, your Committee find that it does not in reality represent
their true state, as there are bills to a very largo amount remaining unipaid.

Your Committee also fird, on looking back to the previousaudits sincConifedora-
tion, that, while the amounts of the several annual appropriations have been ac-
counted for, no proper debit and credit accounts have becCi kept, shiewing the actual
state of the account at each audit, including the amount of unpaid bills to iliat date.

These bills, your Committec are iormed, it has beci the practice subsequently
to pay, partly from extra grants aplicd for, and iartly friom the appropriatio's f
the lo[iowing year.

This over indebtedness has thus gone on inrcasing fron year to year, giatly
reducing the amount available for the paymient of current importation4, which do
not appear to have been reduced in proportion, until the aimount has a ýnm ed such
magnitude that to pay off existing liabilities would absorb Ihe whole of the suni
proposed to be appropriated for this current year.

The overdue accounts as submitted te the Conmittee, armont to the sum of
$6,988.92, against amount paced in the Estimates, 7,0001.00.

Your Committee, on learning this state of af fairs called upoî the Librarian for
an explanation, which they subm it herewith, fur the information of tho Joint Coin-
mittee.

Your Conmittee feel hat, strictl v thoir Report, a, Auditors under
the reference, might close here.

They venture, however, to suggest, if there is no prospect of obtaining, during
he preseit Session, an additioial tun to mect the existing liabilities, eit 1 er, that no
importations should be made this year, which would not cause alny vey serio1us
inconvenience ; or, if made, that the orders should be reduced to tho lowest possi ble
hcale, so as to place the acoouîn ts upont a apor footi at the fommencmnt of
ariother year; and that the available funds of the Library sthoi1d thi s year be appr -
priated towards payment of the debts tiready incurred.

They would fur-ther suggest that hereafter a proper sy\ stem foi tie seloc'tion arnd
ordering of Books, and keeping and auditing tih accouts, should be established,
whereby the annual receipts and expenditue would, as fir as -poesible, be qalzed.

of such outstanding notes shail be so held in gold ; and the statements to be published
by the Finance Minister under the eighth section of the Act 31 Vic., Chapter 46, shall
show distinctly the amount so held by him in gold and guaranteed securities res-
pectively.

The said ]Resolution, being read a second time; and the Question being put, That
this House doth agree with theCommittee in the said Riesolution; the House divided:
and it was resolved in the Affirmative.

Ordered, That Sir Leonard Tilley have leave to bring in a Bill further to amend
the Acts respecting Dominion Notes.

He accordingly presented the said Bill to the House, and the same was recoived
and read the first time; and ordered to be read a second time To-morrow.

Sir Leonard Tilley moved, seconded by Mr. Langevin, and the Question being

proposed, That Mr. Speaker do now leave the Chair;
Mr. Mackenzie moved, in amendment, seconded by Mr. Laurier, That all the

words after "That," to the end of the Question, be left out, ard the words, "the
Honorable Luc Letellier de St. Just was removed from the office of Lieutenant
Governor of the Province of Quebec on the ground that ' his usfulness was gone;'
this conclusion being reached because the Senate in 1878, and the House of Commons
in 1879, passed Resolutions condemning the action of Governor Letellier in the dis-
maissal of his kXinisters, though the reason so assigned (in the Memorandum of Sir
John A. Macdorald of 2nd April, 1879) was not such a cause as was coritemplated by
'The British -North America Act, 1867.'

18
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That immediately after the dismissal of Lieutenant Governor Letellier of bis
Mlinisters on the 2nd Marcb, 1878, be called upon the IHon. R. G. Joly to form anew
.Administration, who suJceeded in doing so, and constitutionally, and specifically,
assumvd the responsibility of the Lieute nant Governor's action, and wbo retained
office for 16 months, after passing througb a general election.

That during the Session of the Dominion Parliament of 1878, Sir John A. Mae-
donald moved the following Resolution:-

' That this House do resolve, tbat the dismirsal by the Lieutenant-Governor ot
Quebec of bis Ministers on the second day of March, 187:. was, under the circum-
stances, unwise and subversive of the position accorded to the advisers of the Crown
since the concession of responsible Government to the British North American
Colonies.'

That tbis motion was defeated by à large majority, the vote being 112 to 70.
That the same motion was repeated at the next Session in a new Parliament.

when it was moved by Mr. Movsseau, Member for Bagot, supported by Sir John A.
.Macdonald and bis Ministers, and carried by a strictly party vote.

That it does not appear that Sir John A. Macdonald and bis colleagues, as Minis-
ters, took any step hostile to Lieutenant-Governor Letellier, until afterMr. Mousseaus
motion was made, although tbey were more than five moniths in office.

That on the 29th day of Mareh, 1879, Sir John A. Macdonald, as Prime Minister,
waited on His Excellency the Governor General, and communicated to him the
decision of the Cabinet. The decision was to the effect that the usefulness of Mr.
Letellier wa-s gone, and that be must be relieved of his office.

That the reply cf Bis Excellency w-as, that he (Sir John A. JMfacdonald) ' must
kiow enm whnt le had already said to him on this subject, that Le could not agree
in the plicy le reconmended.' *Y * * Bis Excellency said further, 'that

'he conridered the dismissal of the Lieutenant-Governor would set a dangerous
'prece(lent.'

That on the second day of April, four days after Ris Excelleney had refused to
act on the iinisterial advice, Sir John A. Macdonald again went to HRis Excellency
and 'as an alternative * * suggested that the question involved in the dismissal
'of the Lieutenant-Governor of Quebec should be referred to Her Majesty's Govern-

ment,' to whieh advice or suggestion the Governor General ' assented.'
That thereupon Sir John A. Macdonald 'produccd a note of the statement he

'1proposed to make to the Bouse on the subjeet; it was in these terms-
'Sir John A. Macdonald waited on Ris Excellency the Governor General, and

'informed bim, that after the Resolution of the Senate in the last Session of Parliu-
'ment, and the Resolution of the House of Commons during the present Session, it
'was the opinion of His Excellency's advisers, that the usefulness of the Hon. Mr.
'Letelier, as Lieutenant-Governor of Quebec, was gone, and they advised that in the
'publie interest it was expedient that he should be removed from bis office. His
'Excellency was then pleased to state, that as the Federal system introduced by
''The British North Anerica Act, 1867,' was until then unknownin Great Britain
'or ber Colonies, there were no precedents to guide us; that the decision in the
')present vase would settle for the future the relations between the Dominion and
'Provincial Governments, so far as the office of Lieutenant-Governor is concernedt .
'and that le therefore deemed it expedient to submit the advice tendered to him,
'and the whole case with all the attendant eircumstances, to Her Majesty's Govern-
'ment for their consideration and instructions.'

That on the 3rd day of April, 1879, the above statement was read in the House
of Commons, witbout further explanation by Sir John A. Macdonald, that it gave rise
to the impression and belief, in the House generally, that His Excellency had, with-
out the advice of his Ministers, determined to remit the question to the Imperial
Government for 'consideration and instructions.'

That, as the result of such belief, Mr. Mousseau, on the 4th April, gave notice of
the following motion:-
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' That in the opinion of this House, the fact of submitting the advice of the
' Privy Council of Canada to the review of Her Majesty's advisers in Eng/and upon
'questions which are purely of an administrative characier, like that involved in
'the dismissal of Lieutenant-Governor Letellier, under 'The British North America
' Act, 1867,' is subversive of the principles of responsible Government granted to
Canada.'

That Mr. Ouinet. a 31inisterial Member, on the same occasion, used the follow-
ing language in his place in the House of Commonîs:-

' 1 rise as a representative of the people whose rights, I think, have been
tranipled on by the Governor General, who, I believe, has acted unconstitutionally.

* * Thie illustrious gentleman, who is now Governor General, believes (at
'least, so we nust understand froni bis act) he bas authority to refuse the advice of
bis Ministers in a question purely and simply of in'Trnal administration. * *
I had been accustomed to believe, during the last 28 or 30 years, that we enjoyed

'responsible Government, but I have been taught this afternoon that I was wrong,
'and that responsible Government no longer existed in this Iominion, since the
'advice of a Ministry, backed by a majority of 85 in a liouse of 180 Members, bas
'been refused, and bas to be sent home to England to be reviewed. * * *
'Now, the question is not merely as to the propriety of the verdict rendered by this
House, or as to the conduet of Mr. Letellier, which is a dead question ; but the

'question now is, sbould the House allow the Governor General to refuse the advice
'of his Ministers?'

That Sir John A. jacdonald, on the same oecasion, fuitber eonfirmed the belief
that His Excellency had determined to refer the matter to England against the
advice of bis Ministers, by bis omission, after these express;ons of' opmion, to state the
facts as they really occurred, or to correct the impressions to which the (ourse taken
had given rise, and also by the use of the following words in replying to Mr. Ouimet:

' With regard to the remarks of the Hon. Gentleman and his statement, thait the
çonstitution had been infringed upon by the illustrious individual at 1 lie head of tho

'Government, in taking the course he proposes, I must say I cannot agrec with ny
Hon. friend that there bas been any infringernent of the constitution * * * *
fie, the represenfative of the Sovereign, says that he will ask for specific instruc-
tions from His and Oui Sovereign. There is nothing unconstitutional in it ; I would
have beeri pleased, gratified, and I think it would have been well, had ouir advice

'beçn accepted.'
That on the 7th day of April, four days afterwards, lie had, fr the first time, as

sumned in the House any measure of responsibility for the matter by the use of the fol-
lowing language: ' I need scarcely say that the fact cf our holding the po-iti,n we do
' at this moment shows that the Governor (eneral did not make the reference against
' our advice, and the fact of our remaining in office aiso shows that we hold oure!ves
' responsible for the action of the Governor General,' but the louse was still left
under the impression that the reference to Eng/and was upon the initiative of' lis
Excelleney the Governor General, instead of'being suggested and advised by his
Ministers.

Tbat His Excellency the Governor General in bis despaich of Apt-il 9th, Io the
Colonial Secretary, after quoting Sir John A. Macdonald's statement, made on the 7th
day of April, says:-

'It will be seen that in referring the question of the dismissal of the Lieutrnant
'Governor of Quebec to ler Majesty's Gover'nment, I have not acted against the
'advice of my Ministers. * * * * This despatch bas been read by Su' John A
'Macdonald who bas pronounced the narrLtive of the conversations which have taken
'place between us to be accurate.'

That in the opinion of this House the faet of submitting the advice of' the Privy
Couneil to the review of Her Majesty's advisers in England upon questions whic'h are
purely of an administra*ive character, like that involved in the dismissal of lieut-
euant Governri' Letellier, under ' The British North America Act of 1807,' is siubver-

1. Resolved, That by an Order of bis Excellency the Governor General in
Council, dated the eighteenth day of April, one thousand eight hundred and seventy-
eight, passed under the authority of the Act thirly-seven Victoria, 1874, Chapter
lourteen, intituleý: " An Act to provide for the construction o! the Canadian Pacýfic
Railway," and ratified by a Resolution of the House cf Commons of Canada on the
seventh day of May, one thousand eight bundred and seventy-eight, it is in effect
provided, that the Canada Central Railway Company aie to be entitled to receive
from the Government ofCanada a subsidy or bonus of twelve thousand dollars per
mile, upon the extension of their line westwards to such point as may be selected by
the Government as the terminus of the Canadian Pacific Railway, near Lake Nipis-

si9ng, such subsidy to be payable upon the terms and in the manner set out in such
Order in Council ; and by such Order it is further provided that the Company are to
have the option of substituting the payment by the Government of the interest, or
part of the interest, on bonds of the Company running over such terms of years as
might be approvod by the Governor in Council in lieu of the mileage subsidy
reierred to.

2. Resolved, That the Company elected to avail themselves of such option, and
the Governmen assumed the payment of the interest (but only until the maturity
ot the principal), or an issue of bonds made by the Company, amounting in ail to five
hundred thousand pounds sterling, payable in twerty years from the first day of
September, A.D. 1879, with interest half-yearly at the rate of five per cent. per
annum.

3. Resolved, That the Company, upon the Government so assuming the payment
of such interest, entered into the following agreement with lier Majesty, namnely:-

"'This Indenture, made the third day of October, in the year of Our Lord one

Queen, represented herein by the Honorable the Minister of Finance of Canada, of
the second part :"-

" Whereas, by an Order of His Excellency the Governor General of Canada in
Council, dated eighteenth of April, one thousand eight hundred and seventy-eight,
passed under the authority of the Act thirty-seven Victoria (eighteen hundred and
seventy-four), Chapter fourteen, intitled: " An Act to provide for the construction
of the Canadian Pacific Railway," and ratified by a Resolution of the House of Com-
mons of Canada, on the seveith day of May, one thousand eight hundred and seventy-
eight it is in effect provided that the Company are to be entitled to receive from the
Government of Canada the subsidy, or bonus, of twelve thousand dollars per mile,
upon the extension of their line westward, to such point as may be selected by the
Government as the terminus of the Canadian Pacific Railway, near Lake Nipissing,
such subsidy to be payable up6h the terms and in the manner set out in such Order
in Council, and by such Order it is further provided that the Company are to have
the option of substituting the payment by the Government of the interest, or part of
the interest, on bonds of the Company running over such term-s of years as mi ht

be approved by the Governor in Council, iri lieu of the mileage subsidy ref erred to : -
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" And whereag, the Company have elected to avail themselves of such option,
and the Government have agreed to assume the payment of the interest (but only
until the maturity of the principal) on an issue of bonds mado by the Company
amounting in all to five hundred thousand pounds sterling, or thereabouts, payable
in twenty years, upon the condition, among other things, that the sum of one million
five hundred and twenty-seven thousand and eighty-five dollars and fifty cents in
cash, be deposited by the Company with the Government, to be held as security for
the due completion of their line, subjeet to the terms hereinafter contained; and also
upon the conditions that the Company comply with the terms and conditions of the
said Order in Council of the eighteenth April, one thousand eight hundred and
seventy-eight, and enter into the other agreements contai.ied in these presents;

" Now, this Indenture Witnesseth that the Company convenant and agree with
ler Majesty, Her Successors and Assigns, that they will grant running powers on
terms to be approved by the Governor General in Council, to the Quebec, Afontreal,
Ottawa and Occidental Railway, or any railway in extension thereot, from any point
of intersection west of the Town of Renfrew, that may be approved of by the Governor
General in Council, and also to theKingston and Pembroke Railway Company, from
the point of intersection of their line, provided such point of intersection is at or west
of Renfrew, and to such otherCompanies as may have the termini of their systems on
or towards Lake Buron, and which may be desigr.ated by the Governor General in
Council as entitled to such running powers.

" Provided that the terms of such running powers to aiiy of the said Companies
or roads may be mutually agreed upon by the Canada Central Railway Company and
the Quebec Govern ment and the other Companies named, and in the event of disagree-
ment, the conditions to be settled by arbitration, one arbitrator to be selected by each
party and one by the Governor in Council.

" And that the Government of Canada or the lessees or the future owners of the
Goverinent line westward of the western terminus of the subsidized line shall
possess run ning powers on the said Company's railway, on similar terms to the Com-
panies or roads above designated;

" And the Company furthcr covenant and agree with lier Majesty, lIer Succes-
sors and Assigns, that the said sum of one million five hundred and twenty-seven
thousand and eighty-five dollars and fifty cents deposited with the Government, is to
be held as security tor the due completion of the said extension of the Company's
line, suci sum to be returned to the Company from time to time upon similar terms,
and in similar ways to those which are provided in the said Order in Council of the
ei ghteenth April, one thousand eight hundred and seventy-eight, with respect to the
payment of the cash mileage bonus, or subsidy, under the first alternative of such
Order ; but if default be made in the completion of the said extension, in accordance
with the terms of the contract or contracts under which the same is now being built,
such sum, or any balance which may remain to be retained by the Government and
used for the purpose of recouping the Government for any moneys which they may
be liable to pay for interest accruing upon the said bonds, after the happening of such
default, over and above the amount which the Company would have been then en-
titled to receive, had they availed themselves of the first alternative of the Order in
Council of the eighteenth April, one thousand eight hundred and seventy-eight:

"And the Company further covenant and agree with Her Majesty, lei Succes-
sors and Assigns, that they will from time to time, as the interest upon the said
bonds matures, pay to the bankers, brokers, or other persons who may be employed
in connection with the payment of such interest, all commissions, costs, charges and
expenses connected therewith, and it is hereby declared that the amount required to
remit the said half-yearly coupons for twenty years has been computed at the par of
exchange, which rate bas been agreed upon as the rate governing all transactions in
connection hercwith; also, that they will from time to time indermnify and save
harmless Her Majesty and the Government of Canada from all losses (if any) which
nay arise, or be caused by, or by reason of the bankruptcy, dishonesty, misfeasauce
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or malfeasance of those to whom the money, to meet such interest, nay be en trusted,
or of their clerks, servants, or agents, or by reason of any felony or misdemeanor, or
of any accident in respect of such money after the same may have been placedI in
the hands of those employed to pay such interest, or by reason of any other cause
whatever after the money to meet such interest may have been placed in the bands
of those employed to pay the same:

" In witness whereof the Company have caused their Corporate Seal to be heroto
affixed, and These Presents to be countersigned by their President and Secretary, and
the Minister of Finance has hereto set his hand and seal, the day and year first above
written (in triplicate)."

that the Canada Central Railway Company are to be entitlei to receiue from the
Government of Canada a subsidy or bonus of twelve thousand dollars pe-r mile, upon
the extension of their line westwards to such point as may be selected by tbe Gov-
ernment as the terminus of the Canadian Pacific Radway, near Lake KVpissn. such
subsidy to be payable upon the terms and in the manner set ut in such Oder in
Council; and by such Order it is further provided that the Company are to have the
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option of subs ituting the payment by the Governrment of the interest, or part of the
interest, on bonds of the Company running over such terms of years as might be
approved b-y the (overnor in Council in lieu of the mileage subsidy referred to.

2. ResIved, That the Company elected to avail themselves of such option, and
the Govern ment as-sumed the payment of the interest (bit only until the maturity
of the principal), oi an issue of bonds made by the Company, amounting in all to five
hundred thousand pounds sterling, payable in twenty years from the first day of
September, A.D. !87), with interest half-yearly at the rateof five per cent. per annum.

it is in effect provided that. the Company are to be entitled to receive from the
Government or Canada the subsidy, or bonus, of twelve thousand dollars per mile,
upon the extension of their line westward, to such point as may be selected by the
Governnent as the terminus of the Canadian Pacific Railway, near Lake Npissing,
such subsidy to be payable upon the terms and in the manner set out in such Order
in Council, and by such Order it is further provided that the Company are to have
the option of rubstituting the payment by the Government of the interest, or part of
the interest, on bonds of the Company running over such terms of years as might be
ajproved by the Governor in Council, in lieu of the mileage subsidy referred to: -

" And whereas, the Company have elected to avail themselves of such option,
and the Government have agreed to assume the payment of the interest (but only
until the maturity of the principal) on an issue of bonds made by the Company
amounting in all to five hundred thousand pounds sterling, or thereabouts, payable
iii twenty years, upon the condition, among other things, that the sum of one mil-
lion five hundred and twenty-seven thousand and eighty-five dollars and fifty cents
in cash, be deposited by the Company with the Government, to be held as security
for the due comipletion of their line, subject to the terms hereinafter contained; and
also upon the conditions that the Company comply with the terms and conditions of
the said Order in Council of the eighteenth April, one thousand eight hundred and
seventy-eight, and enter into the other agreements contained in These Presents ;

" Now, this Indenture Witnesseth that the Company covenant and agree with
Her Majesty, Her Successors and Assigns, that they will grant running powers on
teris to be approve 1 by the Governor General in Couneil, to the Quebec, Montreal,
Ottawa and Occideial Railway, or any railway in extension thereof, from any point
of intersection west of the Town of Renfrew, that may be approved of by the Governor
General in Couicil, and also to the Kingston and Pembroke Railway Company, from
the point of intersection oftheir line, provided such point of intersection is at or west
of Renfrew, and to such other Companies as may have the termini of their systems on
or towardb Lake Huron, and which may be designated by the Governor General in
Council as en titled to such running powers.

"Proved that the terms of such running powers to any of the said Companies
or roads may be mutually agreed upon by the Canada Central Railway Company and
the Quebec (iverament and the other Companies named, and in the event ofdisagree-
ment, the conditions to be settled by arbitration, one arbitrator to be selected by
each party aad one by the Governor in Coun cil.
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"And that the Government of Canada, or the lessees or the future owners of the
Governnent line westward of the western terminus of the subsidized line, shall
possess running powers on the said Company's railway, on similar terms to the Com-
panies or roads above designated ;

" And the Company further covenant and agree with lier iMajesty, ler Suc-
cessors and Assigns, that the said sam of one million five hundred and twenty-seven
thousand and eighty-five dollars and fifty cents deposited wit h the Governnent, is to
be held as sucurity for the due completion of' the said extension of the Company's
line, such sum to be returned to the Company from time to time upon similar terms,
and in similar ways to those which are provided in the said Order in Council of tho
eighteenth April, one thousand eigbt hundred and seventy eight, with respect to tho
payment of the cash mileage bonus, or subsidy, under the first alternative of such
Order; but if default be made in the completion of ilie said extension, in accordanlce
with the terms of the contract or contracts under which the s:ine is now being built,
such sum, or any balance which may remain to be retained by the Governmnt and
used for the purpose of recouping the Government for any moncys which they may
be liable to pay for interest accruing upon the said bonds, after the happening ofsuch
default, over and above the amount which the Company would have been then en-
titled to receive, had they availed themselves of the first alternative of the Order in
Council of the eighteenth April, one thousand eight hundred and seventy-ight:

" And the Company further covenant and agree with ler Majesty, her Succes-
sors and Assigns, that they will from time to time, as the interest upon the said
bonds matures, pay to the bankers, brokers, or other persons who may be employed
in connection with the payment of such interest, ah commissions, costs, charges and
expenses connected therewith, and it is hereby declared that the amount required to
remit the said half-yearly coupons for twenty years bas been computed at the par of
exchange, which rate bas been agreed upon as the rate governing all transactions in
connection herewith; also, that they will from time to time indemnify and save
harmless Her Majesty and the Government of Canada from ail losses (if any) which
may arise, or be caused by, or by reason of the bankruptcy, dishonesty, misfoasance
or malfeasance of thoso to whom the money, to meet such interest, may be entrusted,
or of their clerks, servants, or agents, or by reason of any felony or misdemeanor, or
of any accident in respect of such money after the same may have been placed in
the hands of those employed to pay such interest, or by reason of any other cause
whatever after the money to meet such interest may have been placed in the hands
of those employed to pay the saine:

" In witness whereof the Company have caused their Corporate Seal to be hereto
affixed, and these Presents to be countersigned by their President and Socretary, and
the Minister of Finance bas hereto set bis hand and seal, the day and year first above
written (in triplicate)."

Pursuant to the Order of the Day, the following Petition was read and received:

The Petition of L. Morasse and others, presented on Monday last, representing
that there has been a failure of justice in the matter of the trial of the Election
Petition, complaining of an undue Return for the Electoral District of Richelieu; and
praying to be allowed to make proof before the House, was read; And the said Peti-
tion was, with leave of the House, withdrawn.

Mr. Dawson, from the Select Committee appointed to enquire into and report
upon all matters connected with the Boundaries between the Provinceof Ontario and
the unorganized Territories of the Dominion, presented to the House the Report of
the said Committee, which was read. (Appendix No. 1.)

Mr. Bowell, a Member of the Queen's Privy Council, presented,-Return to an

Montreal Assurance Company," with an amendment, to which they desire the con-
currence of this House.

"given of the intention to exercise snch power of sale, in some newspaper published
"in the County in whieh the mortgaged lands are situated, or if no newspaper be
"published in such County, then the nearest newspaper in any other County, by one

insertion each week; and if any person be living on the lands, or in actual possession
"or cultivation of the saie, or any part thereof, unless a copy of such notice be also
"delivered to such person two months before the day of such sale."

Page 2, line 10.-Leave ont from " by " to " executed," in line 11, and insert
such Mortgages as are referred to in the Proviso to the preceding Section."
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The first Amendment, being read a second time, was agreed to.
The second Amendment, being read a second time ;

In relieving you from your attendance in Parliament, F desire to offer my thanks
for the care and assiduity wilh which y ou have applied yourselves to the performance
of your important duties.

The evidences of a recovery from the loag continued state of depression to which
I alluded at the opening of the Session, are, I an glad to believe, steadily accumulat-
ing, and we may, I trust, look forward with -ome confidence to a psperous year.

The menasures relating to Banking and the Carrency and to the arnendment of
the Tariff, with the other laws passed this Session, will, I hope, aid in the promotion
of the anticipated prosperity.

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The expectations of a large immigration of valuabie settlei s into the orth- Vest
in which I then ventured to indulge, appear from the late<t informatioi be fully
realized.

The laws for the better organization of the North- West Territories, for the
amendment of the Dominion Lands' Act, and for the more efficient management of
Indian Affairs, must tend greatly to the advantage of that va-4 and interesting region.

The myeasure for the consolidation of the laws concerning the Inlard Revenue
and the other important Acts relating to the public interests seem well adapted to
promote those interests.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

I thank you in -Her Majesty's name for the Supplies you have so liberally voted.
I trust thatthe vigourous efforts made to settle the Indian bands of the North-

West on their Reserves will diminish in the future the calls made on the publie
Treasury for aid to save them from starvation.

The appropriations made will enable my Government steadily to prosecute the
construction of the Canadian Pacific Railway and to hasten the conpletion of our
Canal systenM.
