An Act to incorporate the Saint Jean Baptiste
Society of the City of .Quebec.

WHEREAS there exists in the City of pramc.
Quebec in this Province, an Association
under the name of the Saint Jean Baptiste
Society; formed of Canadians of French ori-
5 gin, either on the father’s or mother’s side, or
both, who have joined together for the pur-
pose of promoting by all lawful means the
national, industrial, and social interests of the
mass of the population of Canada in general,
10 and of that City in particular; and of encou-
raging all whomay become Members thereof,
in the mutual exercise of those acts of bene-
voicnce and philanthropy which fraternity and
national honor dictate to the children of the
