THE PARNELL DIFFICULTY,
THE ADDRESS OF THE BISHOPS

Datlin, Doe. 5—The committee of
the Arcnbishops and Bishops of the
Oatbolic Church of Ireland that met at
the reridence of Archbishop Walsh con-
sists of four Archbishops and six Bishops
elected 10 represent the several ecclesi
astical Provinces in Ireland. At the
meeting the lollowing address was unani
mously adopted ;

The standing committee has deemed
it a duty to comwmunicate by telegraph
with their absent brethren of the
episcopacy and have received up to this
writing the adhesion of the Bishops
whose names with their own are signed
to the following address :

The Bishops of Ireland can no longer
keep silent in the presence of the en
grossing guestion which touches not lre-
land and Eogland alone, but every spot
where Irishmen have formed homes
That question is : Who in the future is
to be the leader of the Irish people, or
rather, who is not to be their leader ?

Without hesitation or doubt, and in
the plainest poseible terms, we give it
88 our unspimous judgment that who-
ever elee is fitted to fill that highly re.
eponsible poeition, Mr, Parnell is
decidedly not.

As the pastors of a Catholic nation we
do pot base this our judgment and
solemn deelaration on political grounds,
but simply and eclely on the fants and
circumstances as revealed in a London
divorce court, After the verdict was
given in court, we cavnot regard Mr,
Parnell in any other light than as a man
convicted of one of the gravest oftences
known to religious eociety, aggravaied as
it is in his case by almosat every circum
stanco that could possibly attach to it,
80 a8 1o give 1t scandalous pre eminence
in guilt avd shame.

Surely Catholic Ireland, co eminently
conspicuous for the virtue and purity of
its gocial lite, will not scegypt as its leader
A man thus dishonored and wholly un.
worthy of Corietian eonfidence. And
further, as Irishmen who are devoted to
our country and eager for its elevation,
and earnestly intent on securing for it
the benefita of domestic Jegislation, we
cannot bui be impreesed by the coovic-
tion that a contivuance of Mr. Parnell as
leader of even a ection of the Irish
perty must bave the eflect of disorganiz
ing our ranks and ranging 10 the hostile
camps the kitherto united forces of our
country.

CARDINAL MANNING'S VIEW

London, Dee, 5 «~The Chronicie pub.

throughout with the full approval of hie
colleagues. He discussed the whole
position of the Liberals, the present
political situation and probable effect at
Parnell's  retention of the Irieh
leadership on the Liberal party.
Arnold Morley was present at the
conferenco, and waen 1t was over he
remained in consultation with Mr.
Gladstone, Subsequently he toid tbe
reporters that Mr. (Hiadstone did not in.

Whataver was hls il 'nes against the
1aw, he had recetved Lts bitter lesson, 'Taa
worst of the convlels grew better when
assoclated with him, Common sonse,
truth and klodness were Joe's principles,
He waes a eirong man, and be pitied and
helped thosa v v than himeef He

was & bold man, and he understecod fhe
timid He was a brave man, aud he
grieved for a coward or & lar. Ho never
preached ; but his healthy, stralghtforward
Jife did wmore good to bis fellows than all

the hired Bible readers In the cslony.

No wonder the natives to whom he fled
goon begs y look upon him with a
atray teeling, Far into the mouuntalns
of the Vasse be had jorurneyed befsre he
fell in with them,

They were distrusted of all white men,
but they soon trusted him. There was
gsomething in the eimple savage mind not
far rewoved from thst of the men in
prison, who had grown to respect, even to
veverence his character. The natives saw
him stronger and braver than any oue
they bad ever known. He was more
gileut than their oldest chlef ; and so wise,
he sottled disputes 8o that both eldes were
eattofied, Troey locked on him with dis
prust at firet ; them with wounder ; then
with reapect and coufilence; and before
two _,uu,r's were over, with something like
awe and veneration, ws for a superfor
bring.

They gave him the nsme of ' Mgon-
pyng,"” — which had some meanlog more
yosn either manhood or kingship,

Hls fame and name spread through the
native tribes all over the country. When
they came to the white settlements, the

oxpresslon oftenest hesrd was * Moon-
dyne.” The convicts and settlers con:
stantly heard the word, but dzesmt not
then of ite significavcs, Afterwirds, when
they knew to whom the name bad been
glven, it became & current word through-
vut the colony,

Toward the end of the third year of his
freedom, when Moondyne and a pasty of
natives were for from the monntaine, they
were surpriscd by & Government survey-
fog party, who made him prisoner, know-
fog, of course, that he must be an ab.
sconder, He wastaken to tbe main prison
at Fremantle, aud sentenced to the chain.
geng for )ife ; bat before he bad reached
the Swan R ver every native in the colony
koew that ‘“The Moondyne” was a
prisoner,

The chain.gang of Fremantle ls the
depth of the penal degradation. The
convicts wear from thirty to fifty pounds
of iron, according to thelr offence. It is
riveted on thelr bodles la the prison forge,
snd when they bave served their time the
great rings bhave to be chiselled off their
callouscd limbe.

Tae chaln-gang worke outside the prison
walls of Fremantle, in the granite

narrfes. The nelghborhood, be'ng
thickly eettled with pardoned men and
tlcket-of leave mon, bad lung been de.
serted by the aborigines ; but from the
day of Moondyne's eentence the buchmen
begsn to build thelr myers and hold thelr
corrobborees near the q uarries.

For two years the chaln.gang tolled
amorg the stones, and the black men sat
on the great uvhewn rocks, and never
teemed to tire of the ecene.

The warders took no motice of thelr
sllent presence. The natives never spoke
to & prieoner, bat sat there in dumb
interest, every day in the year, from sun-
riee to evening.

When the ’possums were
resdy for cooklcg, the sand beneath the
fire was heated a foot deep, and, maklug
a hole In this, the game was burled
and the fire continued abive, After a
time the embers were thrown off acd the
mratdugout. Itlooked burntand black ;
but when the crust was broken the flash
within was teuder and julcy, This, with
clear water from the {ron-stone hills, made
a rare meal for burgry men ; after wkich
they continued theie travel.

B.fore nightfall they had entered the
firat circle of hills at the foot of the mouan-
talns, With e epringing hope in hig heart,
Mondyue led the way into the tortuoans
passes of the hills; acd in a valley as
sllent 8s the grave, and as lomely, they
made their camp for the night,

They were in the saddie before sanrise,
end travelling i a strange aod wild coun
try, which no white man, except Moon-
dyne, had ever before entered. The scene
was smsz ng to the sergeant, who was
used to the endlees sameaess of the gnm
forests on the plains of the couvict eettle-
ment, Here, mnasees of dark metalicetone
wera beaped in savsge confuslon, and
aronnd (hese, like great pale serpents or
cables, were twisted the white roots of
tuad trees. 8o wild was the scone with
rock and torrent, underbrosh and forsat
that the sergeant, oid buehman as he was,
pegan to feel that 1t would b2 dangerous
for a men who bad not studied the lay of
the lsnd, to travel here without a guide,
However, be had & deep game to play, for
a great stake.  Hs eald nothlug, but
wetched Moondyne closely, aud observed
everything around that might sassist als
mewory by and-by,

In the afterncon thkey rode through
winding pesses in the hills, aud toward
eunset came on the birderof a lake la the
bastn of the mountains,

“ Nouw,” eaid Moondyne, dlsmounting
by the lakeside, and turning locse his horse
to crop the rich grase, “ now we may reat,
We are Ineide the guerd of the hills,”

Toe sergeant’s manuer had strangely
altered during the long ride. He was
tromblivg on the verge of a grest die-
covery ; but he was, to s certain extent,
lu the power of Moondyne, He coald not
belp freling that the man was actiug truly
to his word ; but kla own purpois was eo
dark end decelifal 1t was tmpusitble for
bim to trust another,

tmparted by the sergeant’s oflize had dis
appeared, o aplte of himself ; and ia its
place roturned the caltiff aspect that hsd
marked bim when he was a convict ard a
eettler.

Moordyne, their places had chaoged, and
the pricon was the master.

Oa therandy shore of the besutiful lake
they fourd turtles’ eggs, and these, with
baked bandicoot, made supper and break-
fast,

On resuming their rlde, next mornlag,
Mooundynesald : ** To-night we shall reach
the gold mine.”

The way was no longer broken ; they
rode In the beds of grassy vaileye, walled
by precipitous mountaine,  Palms, bear.
log large ecariet nuts, brilliant floweraand
birds, aud trees and ehrubs and uonamed
epecles—all these, with deliclous &treams
from the mountaine, made a scene of won-
derful beauty. The face of Moondyne
was lighted up with appreciation ; and
even the serge:nt, coarss, cunning aud
brutleh, felt its purlfying influence,

It was a long day’s ride, broken only by
& brief halt at noon, when they ate o

hearty meal beside & deep river that wound
its mysterlous way among the hills, Hour

after hour passed, and the jaded horees
lagged on the way ; bat stili the valleye
opened before the riders, and Moondyne

vanced as confidently as if the road were
familiar,

Toward saneet he rode slowly, and with
an oir of expectancy, Toe san bad gone
down behind the mountains, and the nar-
row valley was deep in shadow. Before
them, standing in the centre of the valley,
rose a tall white tuad tree, within fifty
paces of the underwood of the mountaln
on elther slde.

When Moondyne, who led the way, had
come within a horee's length of the tree, &
spear whirred from the dark wood on the
right, across his path, and stuck deep into
the tuad tree.

Then he
turned aud l«d them up the valley, which
soon narrowed to the dimentious of a
ravioe, like the bed of a torrent, running
ite perplexed way between overbaoglug
walls of iron stone.

The suu had gone down, and the gloom
of the passage became aatk as micuight
The borees advavc:d elowly over the
rogg'd vay, A dizen determined men
could boid such & pass agalne: a. army.
Abovetheir heads the travellers eaw a nar
row elit of eky, epriokled with stars. The
air was damp and chill between the preclp
itone walla. The diswal pass was many
miles In lergth ; but at lsst the glare of &
fire Il up the rocke ahead.

The jourg buchman went forward
alone, returnivg in o few minutes, Then
Mooudyne and the sergeant, procesding
with him to the end ot the jass, fonrd
themselves in the opening of a small
valley or baeln, over which the sy, like a
splendid domed roof, wae cleariy rounded
by the tops cf the mountains, A few
paces from the entrance stood a group of
patives, who bad started from toeir rest
at ibe appresch of the party.

A MYSTERY OF THE SIERRAS

Often during my rambles In the wilds
of the Sierras hes my curlosity been ex.
clted by some etrapge blcesom, plant cr
patural formation., Often have I felt a
thrill of horror and superstition which I
found It difficult to banieb, although be-
icg perfectly aware of the folly of fudulg-
ing in such reflectlone, Induced by finding
myself in come weird, uncanay-looking
plsce. But never have my sympathles
been so Inteneely wrought unon, never
have I experlenced such a thrill of horror
and awe, a8 during ore of my many
rambles and adventures In the Sierras, the
particulare of which I am about to relate,
It was oune glotlous summer day. I
rauntered slong, a genotle breez3y fanning
my face, as it came laden with the epicy
arcma of the pines, After climbing to
the top of the ridge I seated myself on
the edge of a projecting boulder, ard
contemplated the lovely view before me,
At my right was a ehallow ravine, where
the ground I8 covered with small pebble
etones. This place fs called in mining
parlance, *' Proepeci Hollow,” or ¢ Holler,”
Oa the other elde n deep, dark look-
fug canyon, termed In the rame ele-
gant  phraseology, ¢ Rattle Sazke
Gulch,”  Away cff in the distance I
csught o glimpse of a strip of a enao-
varched vailey lookieg like a border of
yellow ritbon on the green, And Mt
Shasta, like esome stately monarch,
raised hls enow crowned head In the
distance, Seelng some luscious looking
“ Thimble ” berries growing on the slde
of the canyon, I with somediffianlty mede
wy way down to them  After I had
oaten ag many as | wanted I wendered
ulong a narrow path which wound through
the cbapparelie I was roused from my
reverle by perceiving that I etood at the
base of a lofty c!iff of gray.looking
rock, There was an openlng — a natural
arch soms fiftean feet high and twelve
teet wide — which led to a sort of ante
chamber, which was neatly equare. At
the farther end was a narrow door-way
sbout threa by five feet, which led into
en erched passage way. The light buing
very dim and uncertain, I could not eee
but & ehort distance in this passega ; bat
a8 far as [ could see the floor was smooth,
and the roof arched, as was the outside
chimbor,  Not earing to explore the
gloomy-looking cavern elone, and haviog
uo lght, I retraced my ateps to the mla
log camp, which for the prusent I called
home. As I descended the path which led
into the Wolf OUreck Canyon, the sun waa
Jast dlsappearing beblud the tops of the
pnes, and the rcene that met mv view
wes Callfornla in all its detalls, Mlners’
ctblne stood here and there along the
creek — they were afl bullt of lugs and
covered with elabe; one end resting
in the chapparelle, and the other
spparently resticg on nothing; but on
cleeer Inspection you will find them sup-
ported with poles with bark on. Oa
eltaer side were dark openiugs In the
mcuntalng, where tuunels were belog
rut, I hasten my footsteps across the
pairow brook as I hear the loud murmur
of an approsching volume of water, for I
koow by this that the fliod gates have
been raised at the reservolrs above, and
that the hitherto pent up volame of water
will eoon come rushing down the canyon,
to be used by the miners in “cleant
up” after a day’s * ran.”

48 I pass by a large miner's boarding-
hotse composed of two huge sugsr plue
logs on the * weather ” side, forked stakes
aL .he cornera and roof the remainio
thire eldes covered with fine boughs inter.
woren, my nostrils are grested with the
flasor of strong coffee and * biled »’ beans
the proverblal miner's fare, i

At last I reached my home, a fragrant

ag

bover composed principally of ploe

boughs, which covered the only level
plece fo all that mining camp,

The next day a party of four proceeded
to explore the mysterious cave I bad dis-
covered the preceding dey. We found
the place, .mf after possessing oureelves
of torches, we entered it. We proceeded
along the narrow pasege-way some
twenty feet {o slngle file ; then we came
to a lofty chamber, The roof was srcbed,
as were the rest; we waved our torches
aloft, and saw & strange Jooklng object
lying in o father corner. We approached
it closely, and as the welrd glare of the
torches fell upon it we beheld with horror
s grinniog ekull,  The skeleton wes
dremed ip some cosrse dark cloth; a
long bowle knife was lylog several
feet away, completely crvered with rust ;
a rusty worm-eaten 1ifle stocd near the
wall, “There was a box, which was badly
decayed, lu which were some letlers, but
they were 00 defsced by time, mold, and
damp s 10 be unintelliglble. We entercd
the cavers with gay laughter and re-
pattee. We left it with hushed foot.
steps, bated breath and awe-struck coun-
tenances,

The following day an investiza'ion wes
made, but notblug was found to eluctdate
the myatery. A bullet hole was found in
the skull, and from appearance desth
muet have been fustautaneous. The rifle
in the cavern was loaded, aud it did not
seem poesib le that the man could have
committed eniclde.

1 ehall neper forget the strange feellng
that took pomsession of me, as the funeral
cortege filed mournfally out of the
cavern at the entrance of which [ and a
friend were standing. Just then a gast
of wind ewept up the gorgs, and waved
the tops of the piues, and a mournfal
wall broke the eolemn ellence, then ali the
trees of the forest took up the plaint,
and wailed and eobbed {n unisom,
Some wecks after this a miner from
the camp was out proapecting, and in fol.
lowing ap a “lexd,” he came to an
oid townel I: bad partially caved in,
and a cave concealed it from view, He
and some companions eucceeded In re-
movlog the debrls from tbe tunnel; the
timbers had failen to decay. About
thirty feet at the farther exd was not
timbered, bot stood perfectly solid with
the pick marks platnly visible in the soft
rock. Tals was near the cavern of which
I epoke ; ail the necesesery mining imple.
ments were there, bat the gold van.
Then the men tested a faw handfuls of the
gravel and foucd thut it yielded well of
the vellow metal, Toey went to the cave,
aud, after cearchirg among the mlecellan
eous articles that were scattered abhout,
they fourd en old gold pav; and, putting
thls and that togetber, one wounld draw
the inference that the man whose ekeleton
was foond o the cave was the owner of
the “Tuanel Clalm,” and that he had
posxlbly accumulated a large amount of
duet, to obtain which some person mur.
dered him, This i3 the most plausibls
theory [ can think of.
wsl often thivk If some cf the dark,
trescherous lookling canyons of the Slerras
could give up thelr secrets mavy a mys-
terfous disappearsnce could be explained,
snd mavy an anxious one would heer of
the sad fate of husband, lover, brother or
friend, who, with tbe fever upon him,
bade adien to his loved ones and hastened
to join the stream of gold hunters and
adventurers who flicked to the Bay State
in '49 — Matilda Traverse

Although it required
the submisslon of man’s will, it never con
tradicted that which reason taught was
trua, There was a second objection they
must take to the Salvation Army, It
was the rellglon of the poor, but its weak
point was that 1t was excluslvely the rellg
fon of the poor. What power had It over
a man of education?
BUCH MEN TURNED FROM IT WITH DISGUST,
revolted by {ts vulgarty, There was
something about {t that created at once in
all those who had any cultivation and edn
catlon a feellog of disgnet and dislike for
it. It was mot that those who taught it
belonged to ths lower classes. It wasla
the first place, that they had not that
neccseary trainipg—they were ot quali-
fied to teach rellzion to othere ; but, above
all, they had not that spirlt which God
alose could give, which, raled by His
dlvine power, even tho:e who were na-
educated, to speak His word, and carry
His Gospel to others, for 8o it wae in the
daye of the Aposties, The Aposiles were
poor end uneducated men.

These are some of the detalls of poverty
prevaliiog in the south and west parts of
Ireland, They are gromly exagzerated,
however, If not burlesqued, by this cant-
ing bypoerite from Grimaby, Neither
can the exlstence of such be attributed to
the priests, who often have to part with
thelr libraries t> keep thelr flocks from
starving, but to Protestant Evgland,
which bapded over to Oliver C:omwell's
followers all the best and most fertile
lauds in the country and now permits
them to grind the lives out of the tillers
of the sofl.

Evangelist Wiaver, however, confines
his deccription to mud walls, regged
clothes and defective chimneys, snd in
these the Frec Press finde & pendant for
Darkest Eogland,” for it heads Weaver's
Jucubrations with the title *Iu Darkest
Irelacd.”

There {s every d!fforence, however. In
Irelend there s poverty—in Eogland
crime ; in Ireland mud walls—ia Eagland
dens of Infamy worse than those men-
tloned in Dinte's description of hell ; in
Iteland there is cufferlug from cold avd
huoger—'n Eogland a population sodden
with drlok. So says Gen. Booth in his
book, *“Darkest Eogland,” and he aide:
' Steoped In vice and eaten up with every
scclal ard pbysical maledy, Taese are
the dens of darkest Eigland, amidst
whom my life has been spent and to
whose re:cue I would summon all that e
best in the manbood szd womanhood of
our laud.”

In the same brok we_find writtenthe
followlng :

‘ And what aslough it fs,” he says, “no
man can gaugo who has not waded therein,
as some cf us have done, up to the very
neck for long years, Tak about Dante’s
Hell, acd all the horrors and cruelties of
the torture chambor of the lost! The
man who walks with open eyes avd with
bleeding heart through the "shambles of
our clvillzitlon nesds no such fantastic
imsges of the pest to teach him
horror., Often spd ofter, when I
bave seen the young and the poor
and the helpless go down before
my eyes into the morass trampled under
foot by beasts of prey in human shape

o His stead relgned a fiend, mercliess as
hell, ruthlese as the grave, Hard 1t is, no
doubt, to reed 1n Stanley’s psges of the
elave-traders coldly arrenging for the
surprise of a villsge, the capture of the
inhabitants, the massacre of those who
reslst and the violation of all the women ;

THE MANITOBA SCHOOL
LAW,

Judge Killam, of Manitoba, hss given
his decision in the suit which was brought
before him to disputie the constitutional.
ity of the tyrannical school law which
was paseed at the last session of the
Legislaiure of that Province, The de-
cision is adverse to the Catholic claim
that the rights which Catholics exer.
cized when Manitoba was made a Pro-
vince of the Dominion should continue
to be recognized as part of the echool
system of the Province, and if Judge
Killam'’s decision prove to be the law,
the Catholics will be taxed for the eup.
port of the Pablic scheols, notwithstand«
ing the fact that they have schools of
their own to which they send their chii.
dren.

The case has been appealed, however,
to the whole bench of judges, and if
Judge Killam's decision be sustained, it
will be brought before the Privy Council
in Eogland,

The Catholic clalm ls that when Mani-
tobe was constituted a Province, Catholic
echools existed, and were alded by a State
subsidy. In fact, the echool system at the
time was & denominational one, (Catho-
llcs and Protestants allke bkad thelr
denominational schools, which were sup
ported in part by Provincial subsidies.
Tae Oonfederation Act guarantees to
Cathollcs or Protestants when in the mln.
ority in any Province, the safety of such
rights to Separate or dissentient schools as
they may bave had at the time when they
entered Into the Confederation, It was

on this groncd that the Catholics of Win.

nipeg objseted to belng compelled to pay
8 tox for the Pablle schools, inmmuch as
they support and send their ohildren to
Catholie schools, just as they did before
Manitots became a Province.

Judge Killam bas decided that the
intention in framing the Act which pro-
tecte minority rights was merely to pre
serve intact those rights which the min.
ority possessed under Legislative enact.
ment ; and, as there was no Iaw under
which the Cathdlics of Manitoba enjoyed
Separate schools, he maintaing that they
are subject to school legislation abolish.
ing the privileges they have bitherto
erjoryed.

It is quite possible that the bigher
courts, to which the question is to be
submitted, may sustain Judge Killam's
decision ; but the law is none the less
odious and oppressive on this account,
and it was egaoted with the deeign of
ioflicting gross ir justice upon Catholics,

The right of parents, or, {0 speak more
correctly, their duty, to provide a
thoroughly religious edueation for their
children cannot bedisputed. Independ.
ently of any human law which imposes
upon parents the obligation of training
their cnildren in the way they should go,
the patursl and divine laws sgree that
parentsare under thisobligation. Parents
are bound 10 love their children and to
preserve them as far as possible from ex-
posure to the contagion of vice, They
are bound to take care that they sball
be properly instructed in those secular
branches which befit their condition in
lifo ; but their duties do not end here.
Taey are also bound to instil 1nto them
in their tender years the principles of
religion aud good morals whioh will be
their eafeguard during life,

The anti Catholic press of Oatario, and
especially the Mail, are constantly din.
ning into our ears the duty of the State
to provide {or the education of children,
and we do not deny that it is advisable
that the State should assist parents in
the discharge of their duties, But we
do deny the inference which many
recent issues of the Mal would have us
draw, that the State has the right to take
the education of the child out of the
hands of its parents entirely, and to de-
cide the whole character of the educa.
tion which shall be imparted. The State
cannot relieve parents of their natural
obligations towards their children, The
diviae law which is given to children is
the expression of the law which nature
itself dictates :

“My son, hear the instruction of thy
father, and forsake not the law of thy
mother : that grace may be added to
thy bead and a chain of gold to thy
neck.” (Prov. i, 8)

As the child is bound to receive in-
struction from his parents, the parents
are equally bound to impart it .

“And you, fathers, provoke not your
children to anger; but bring them up in
the discipline and correction of the
Lord.” (Eph, vi,4.)

We maintain, therefore, that the State
has done its whole duty when it enables
parents to educate their children in ac-
cordence with their conscientious con-
victions ; and, further, we acknowledge
that for the good of the community the
State does well to insist that pareuts
shall fuifil their obligations, and te facil-
itate their fulfilment by extending ap-
propriate aid to education, But it is an
undue interference with parental rights
to throw any obstacie in the way of those
pirents who desire to educate their
children thoroughly — to educate them
religiously and morally as well as in
secular matters, This is what the
Manitoba Legislature has done,

The G)vernment of a country s, of
course, backed up by the physical force
which fs at its command, but it {s none
the less a tyranny to interfere with the
consclentlous convictions of the people,
and the Oatholles of Msuitota are qalte
In the right to resfst to the last the {nlquit.
ous legislation which was adopted at the
{natigation of Mr. Dalton McCarthy while
fanatical agitators were exelting an anti.
Catholic splrit throughout the Dominfon,

Whatever may be the result of ths snit
which is now pending in tho courts, we
hope tkat the Domlinlon Givernment will
do jusiice to the Cathollc minority, It
was the proud boast of the fathers of
Confederation that the provislon which
was {nserted in the British North Amepfca
Act, which glves to the Dominion Givern.
ment the right to veto the Acts of the Pro.
vinclal Leglslatures, was intended as s
protection of the minority in each Pro-
vince againet the poseible hostile legisla.
tlon of the mejorlty, It wasforeseen and
foretold that such hostile leglalation might
arlse out of religlous differences, and the
provislon was avowedly Introduged
chiefly for the protection of the minorities
in each Province. If there is any case
poselble In which the power of the veto
ought to be exercleod that case arises in
the anti-Cathollc school law which has
been placed on the statute books of Man.
ftoba,

It is well understood that the consclen.
tlous convictions of Cathollcs on the sab.
jeet of education are firwn and unalterabje,
The Catholics of Manltoba do not ask that
Protestants shall be taxed for the support
of Catholic echools; and so there will be no
Injury done to avy one by preserving to

Catholics the liberty they have hitherto

onjoyed, but a great wrovg will be in-
flloted if, while Gatboliée sustain thelr dwn
schools, they ate to bs obliged aleo to edu-
"eate the childeen of Protestants who object
to belping Catholios, Oatholies do not
need, nor do they want such belp ; but it
is & reasonable demand that they shall be
allowed to spend their own money in
supporting schools which they spprove
of. It is in order that these just
demands may be conceded that we ask
the Dominion Government now to exer.
cise the veto power.

Tae reasons we have given sre quite
sufficient to justify such a oourse
But there are other powerful rea-
sons especially applicable to Mani
toba why it should be exercised, It will
be remembered that when the North.
West resisted the sssumption of Guber.
natorisl powers by Governor MoDougall,
who was sent by the Dominion Goavern.
ment to fill that position, Archbishop
Tache, who was then in Rome, was sent
for by the Dominion Gavernment to ute
his icfluence for the preservation of
peace. His Grace succeeded in arrang-
ing & peace'ul settlement of the trouble,
and it is certain that the permanency of
the Catholic snd Protestant school sys:
tem was one of the eonditions on which
& settlement was agreed upon. Protest.
ants were then in a minority ; but both
Catholics and Protestants were agreed
upon the importance of preserving free-
dom of education in the matter of relig.
ion, Now that Protestants are in a
majority in the Province, it is with a
very bad grace that they endeavor to
break the compact, which was then
made, It is certainly the duty of the
Dominion Government, which was s
party to the compact, to see that it be
carried out, as it certainly would have
iaterfered before mow if it had hap.
pened that Oatholics had maintained
their original predominance in that Pro
vince, and had endeavored to break their
compact by abolishing Protestant denom-
inational schools, ;

It bas been stated, and we shali prob.
ably s2e it stated sgain, that we are in-
consistent in demanding that the veto
power be exercised now, whereas we
were opposed to its exercise when the
Jesuit Estates Bill was under considera-
tion. Taere is no inconsistency whatso-
ever in our position on the two ques-
tions, The question now regards the
irfliction of an irjustioe upon the Catho.
lic minority in a Province ; whereas the
Jesuit Estates Act inflicted no injustice
on the Protestant minority, Oa the
coatrary, a sufficient sum was ap-
portioned for Protestant education to
make the law equitable it it
had merely provided for a Gaovernment
grant for educational purposes, and that
sum has been acoepted by the repre-
sentatives of the Protestant minority as
sufficient to mset their equitable claims,
It is to be remarked also that there is
another essential difference between the
twocases. The sum paid to the Quebec
Bishops and Jesuits was intended for
the cancellation of a just claim on
property of which they had been un-
justly deprived. The Protestants had no
sach claim ; eo that if any had the right
to complain of the Jesult Estates Ao, it
was the Catholic majorlty, and not the
Protestant minorlty, Wedeny, therefore,
that there is any parlty whatscever be-
tween the two cases. The demand for the
veto of the Jesult Eitates Act was dictated
purely by the spirit of Orauge and Minis
terial bigotry, and therefore we opposed
it as it would be a deliberate insult to
over 42 per cent. of the population of the
Domtinion,

each carrying a cup filled with whiekey, of
which they took from time to time
coplousdranghts. Thsy bore also a basket
of blscuits.

In this msnner they went to the bsd
rooms of the Freshmen, batterlng open the
doors and dragging them from thelr beds
to force them in thelr scanty night dress
to take part In thelr orgles, A mock
High Mas: was then celebrated, and the
nude Freshmen were forced with blows of
awltches and sticks to go through the cere.
monies, and to drlak quantities of the
whiskey and to eat the bisenlts,

Oae student was afterwards dragged
fecom bed, and hls night shirt belng torn
from him futo ehreds, he way tled to g
tree and loft thire stark naked until
morning,

The perpstrators of thess outrages wire

known aud on complalat of the {ll-treated
Fceshmen they were duly punished by the
fsculty, though the majority of She stu-
dents, namely, seventy out of one hundred
and five, passed & vote of censure on thoss
who lsid the com plaint.

The minority are now in nightly fear
of violence, and are compelled to mam-
tain an armed watob, pistols, swords, and
bludgeons being freely displaye sad
weapons of defenoce.

It is impossible to conoeive that
oocurrences like these should take place
in an institution where a religious train-
iog is given to the students, and it is
probable that this is the very reason that
such things do not ocour in the numer.
ous Catholio educational institutions of
America snd England,

The enemies of Catholio edueation
might learn from the frequency of such
ocourrences as we have described that a
religious training is not so useless a
thing as they imagine it to be.

gates, and especlally sginst Messre,
O'Brien and Diilon, who st present lie
uuder a sentenca of slx months’ imprison.

mediately on their return homs, if they
really do return while the present Gove:n-
ment remalcs ia power.

Aud for what has thls sentencejbecn
passed upon them? Because they ad-
vised the people in the fam!ne}threatened
dlstricts of Ireland to use their bardly-ac-
qaired esrningaia the firat plass to ,avert
famine and starvation from themselves
acd their fam!lics, and to pay no rents
until the grim skeleton of famlne be
driven off.

The Mail also states that Mr, O'Brfen
and the Natlonalists generally want con-
fiscation of the landlords’s estates in Ire-
land. There is no truth in this, If the
titles of the landlords were closely looked
int>, many of them would be found to
have arlsen out of confizeation, and they
migat very jastly be dieputed on th!s
grouad, but the Irleh tensatry d» not ask
that 80 radical & measure of relief be
sffsrdel them. They ask only that they
should have thelr holdings at & falr
rent instead of the rack remts they
have been forced to psy; rents which
cwnnot be pald from caltivation of
the soll, They ask that they thall not
be charged rent for Improvements which
they themselves have made, and that the
land laws be made in the interests of the
people of the country instead of for the
perpetuation of an absentee landlord
aristocracy. These demands are based
upon the principles of eternsl jastice, and
they muat be grauted before the irish
people can be expected to waste much
love upon their oppressors.

A PROTESTANT MOVEMENT

tho Presbyterian Synod, the ministers of
twenty.three Protestant bodies met
recently at the Uaiversity of New York
to take into consideration the necessity
ot introducing moral teaching into the
Public schools.

all the other Protestant denominations
of New Yorkand New Jersey were repre-
sented, The Secretary of the Committee
of Arrangements stated that the Baptists
bad mistaken the purpose of the Confer.
ence, but though the Baptist Pastors’
Conference had refused to send dele.
gates, many Baptist clergymen were
present as individuals, and they were
invited to taka part in the deliberations,

Oae of the speakers, Profassor Crooke,
of-the Drew Theological Seminary, spoke
strongly in favor of making concessions
to the Catholics in order that some
practical conclusion might be reached
whereby morality would be taught, and
also such dootrines as are believed
equally by Catholics and Protestants,

The general feeling of those present
Was in favor of teaching Christianity in
the schcols, without countenancing a
union of Church and State, and resolu.
tions to this effect were adopted, A
committee was also appointed to carry
on the agitation, and to consider the ad-
visability of preparing a text-book of
religious instruotion which might be ac.
ceptable to all denominatioas, so that it
could be used in the schools.

Catholles cannot be satfsfied with any
such half measures as these gentlemen
would wish to adopt. Catholic children
must be taught the Cathollc religion with.
out the limitatlons which they would
wish to Impose ; and the only way in
which Catholics can be jastly dealt with fa
for the Siate to amsist the Citholle
parochial echools equally with other
schools, in proportion to the results
attalned in secular studles, It {s o good
elgn of the times, however, when we
find that & convention of Protestant min.

PARISH OF RIDGETOWN,

The traveller on the Michigen Central
Ratlway 1s strack by the number of dusky
villages and dreary sidioge with which the
road 1s dotted between St. Thomas and
Windeor. This dull monotony s broken
by the appearance o a bright little town
about forty miles west of St Thomas,
known as Ridgetown, The Catholles of
this place, like most of our co religiontets
fo the early settlement of this country,
had many difficulties to contend with in
keeplog slive the faith ard fin the nrac.
tice of thelr religlous dutless, When
priests were ecarce, and churches few and
far between they had to trave
many miles to the distant parish of
Chatham to sesist at the Holy Saerlfice of
the Mass aud to recelve the sacraments,
After some years spent In this way the
Catholle epirit of the people of Ridge-
town took practical shape, and the result
was the erection of a modest little chapel
ahout three miles west of the town, at a
place known as “ The Saventh,” Here it
was that many of those who now form the
bone aud slnew of the parleh reccived the
sacrament of beptlsm ; and here, too, In
the little cemetery adjoining, many of the
old ploneers of the parlsh, after having
received the last consolations of religlon,
were peacefully laid to rest.

Ahout ten years ago the old frame
church gave place to a bandsome brick
structure which now ornaments the
western portion of the town, Owing to
a waat of funde the Interlor was not fin-
{:hed at the time. B:sldes, the external
portion of the buildlug suffered con-
s'derable damage by the wear and tear of
ten years, During the past few weeks
the church has been under repairs, The
Interfor i3 now finfshed in a hand-
some frescoe, The wlodowa have
been paloted ; and thls work 1s so
srtistically accomplished that a cazual
observer mlight easlly mistake them
for the genule s'alned  glass,
The paloting and  frescolng  was
done by Mr. Trato of Caatham, A
handsome new altar has been erected, the
bandiwork of Mr. James O’'Connor, of
Rdgetown. A beautiful rtatue of the
Sicred Heart of Jesus and one of the
Blessed Virgin occupy pedestals on either
side of thealtar. A new set of stations of
the cross have been procured and a new
organ,

The solemn ceremony of re dedlcation
of the charch tock place on Sunday last,
His Lordeblp Bishop O'Connor officlativg,
What rendered this occaslon espectally in-
teresting was the fact that it was the first
visit of our beloved Bishop to this mis

sion since his consecration, His Lord

ship arrived by the afterncon train on
Saturday, and was met at the station by
Father Qugley and a number of the
parishioners, At 10.30 o'clock on Sun

day morning commenced the solemn cere:
monies of the dedication of the church,
High Mass was sung at 11 o'clock by Rev,
Faither Quigley, At the end ot the first
goepel His Lordship preached a beauti

tul and touching discourse on the sacra

ments, After Mass a number of gentle-
men advanced to the altar railing, where,
on behalf of the congregation, the follow

ing nddress was read to His Lordship by
Mr. Lawrence McDonald :

To the Right Rev D, O'Connor, D. D,
Bihop of London:

May 17 prLEASE YoUR Lorpsair—On
this, yoar ficst vistt to the town of Ridge
town and this part of the parish in which
it is Included, we, the Catholles of S:.

THE RCEBISHOP AND THE
BISHOP.

The decision of the Arcubishop of
Canterbury in the trial of the Bisbop of
Lincoln, chsrged with having been guilty
of practices not warranted by the rubric
of the Caurca of England, is not the
least humorous part of this whole farci-
cal proceeding. The solemnity with
whic1 His Lordship weighs the evidence
and utters judgment upon’ the points
raised by the anti-R tualistic Eoglish
Caurch Upion is not the less comical in
view of the notorious aversion of the
great Anglicen Churca dignitary to
everything open to the euspicion of
tending Romeward.

The Bishop of Lincoln, in his eager.
ness to authenticate the alleged intimate
relationship between the Eoglish estab
lisbment and the Roman Ohurch, had
been led into more or Jess flagrant imi
tations of the Catholic ritual, He not
only borrowed certain rubrical practices
from the Roman Church and intreduced
them into the services of his own a3 an
integral part thereof, but he looked be
niguly, it not approvingly, upon the sub.
ordinate clergy who evinced a tendency
to follow his'example in this respect,

These things paturally excited the
umbrage of the anti Ritualistic members
of hia flock, who violently resist the High
Church drift that has been so fatal to the
harmony and stability of this eect of
Protestantism. The laborious eftects ot
the Ritualists to establish the status of
the Church of England claims to legiti-
macy of deecent from the pre-Reforma-
tion Church of Rome have been offensive
enough to the downright Protestant in-
stincts of the anti-Ritualists, but the ever
growing epirit whnich seeks to ergraft
upon the simple Anglican service new
forms of ceremonial plainly imitative of
Qatbolic ritual, has not only shocked the
anti's, but elarmed and grieved them
also, When, therefore, the Bishop of
Lincoln, arrayed in the vestraents of a
Catholic celebrant, introduced innoya-
tions in the communion service which,
with such accessories as lighted tapers
and the making of the sign of the cross,
the stern opponents of this Papistical
departure enlisted the services of the
English Church Union, which preferred
charges against the Lincoln dignitary of
doing things and festooning his minis.
trations with eigns and forms and cere-
monial not warranted by the rubries of
his Church, To any one familiar with
the diverging and couflicting views as to
doctrines as well as rubrics which exist
among the adberents of the Aunglican
Church, the determination of the anti
Ritualistic sticklers for simplicity to
enforce their views is very interesting.

In his decision, the Archbishop of
Canterbury finds the use of wine and
water, when mixed before the act of
coopecration in the communion service,
to be most “illegal.” The taking ofa
position by the Bishop of Lincoln in
which his was turned toward the East
with his back to toe congregation is con
demned as a very reprehensible rubrical
infractiopr, while the practice of making
the gign of the cross is severely criticisod.
On the whole, according to the Arch
bishop of Canterbury, the offending pre
Iate seems to have violated the spirit of
Anglican belief and wholly misinter-
preted the sense of its prescribed forms
of service,

But the question is, will the Arch-
bishnop’s judgment, avail? Will the
Ritualistic bishops and ministers proceed
to revise the cherished form of worship
which they odve gradually embellished
with little additions from the ceremonial
of the Roman Church? Or will they
simply disregard the decision as they
have previous ones of similar purport
and go on imitating Catholic ritual in
spite of all diesent ?

But the learned Dominicen has presented

to bis readers an indirect refatation of the

freethinker’s subtle oriticism by traveiling
over the same ground aud describing the
facts and the ecenes of our Lord’s

life o0 sccurately and vivaclonely s

to briopg the truth home to the

mind with {rzeststible force. It was

Renan’s boast that his sketches, as he

cslled them, were drawn, In 1860, on the

spot. He traversed the whole region
covered by the Gospel Hlstory ; vieited

Jerueslem, Hebron and SBamarie; made

bimself familiar with sil the sacrea lceal

fties, and wrote hls lifo of Cbrist in a

Maronite eabla on the top of L:banon.

Ia that resvect he has had no advantege

over Pere Didon. The good Fatber de-

woted teveral years to a pligrimage in

Palestine. His tour was mot that of a

smatterer in theology who desired to put

forth novelties in the guise of an esprit fort.

The beautles of the Galilean landscape, its

shady valleys, its barmoniously scattered

bills, be viewed with the eyes of a man of
faith who felt to the depths of hts soul

that he was treading on holy grcund. A

prieet and a religious, his ambition was to

contribute by bis magnum cpus to the de
velopment of the kiuydom of Gud ia the
souls of men. The knowledge of the
fact that he has succeeded in this alm
muat be to the suthor the highest recom-
pente that he could desire for bis labore.
Recan’s shortcomings and the superfic-
fality with which he treated bls mighty
theme, have been sgain and agala notified
even by the members of the unbelleving
and ekeptical echool; but there is one
point on which he stards almost above
eriticlsm—that ls in the charm of the style.

Graceful, limpld, and yet full of color, it

{s the perfection of descriptive language.

It fs eald, that whilst at college he made

Chateaubriand his model; certainly

his etyle bas Chatcaubriand’s brilllacey,

and tenderness, and something also of

Chatesubrlaud’s dreamy vagueness as of a

man giviog form to his reverles, Even

in the matter of style Pere Didon can
falely bear comparison with the Infidel
etyllat. He writes with easy grace, clear-
nees and precislon. His pictures are
painted with the hand of a master ; the
color s lald on jadiclously but never in
excess, Asa eample of bie style, let us
take a passage from his account of the
clrcumstances attending the bisth of our

ord :
¢ Whilet the shepherds of Belt Sxyour are
holding thelr watch, a flocd c¢f heavenly
light s poured around them., Alarmed
they eee beslde them an angel of the Lord.
‘Ba re nssured,’ ho sayas to them, ‘'l rm
come to annouace to you a great joy for
all the people. To dsy there is born to
you a Saviour, who ts Christ the Lord, in
the City of David. You will know Him
by tbis sign : He Is wrapped ln ewaddllog
clothes and laid ln a stable,” At thesame
moment great volces filled the ale, Tne
multitude of heavenly splirits, in concert
with the angel, were pralsing God and say-
fog : *‘Glory to God in the highest, and
peace on earth to men of good will.’ The
world of Divine spirits leaps with joy at
the birth of Jesus. Nothing is sccom-
plished kere below which has mot been
decreed on high ; terrestrlal phenomena
are the coneequences of celestial and 1m.
penetrable causes. All the future, all the
mys:ery of this cradle, lsin these two words
which fill epace and time, glory and peace
—glory to God, peace to man, Hence:
forward the earth, which despleed God,
has a Son Who s to teach ue
His name aud establish His kiagdom
Humanity, dellvered up to the brutal
law of destructidms in the etruggle
for exlstence, is to know the law of peace,
bacause it wiil ba regulated by the law of
love, The argels withdrew and disap-
peared In the Heavens, and the shepheras,
sail amongst themselves : ¢ Let us go up
to Bathlenem : let us go to see this Word
which has just been accomplished, and
which the L)rd has made knowa to us.’
They weut, hastening forward, and found
Mary and Jeseph, and the Infaat lala in
a manger. Oa seelng Him, they under
stood what had been said to them of the
Child. S!mple sonls enlightened by God
have a penetratiug vielon: they divine
what sages, with all theiz philosophy, ean
not uuderstand. Faith alone knowa God
aad His desigus ; reason discusses them fa
exalted language, but they escape and
blind tt. It deeires to bend them to fits
exigencies and narrow formulas; It fia-
fshes only by denylog them, or, oftener
still’ by disguring and mimiviziog them.,
The shepherde recurned to their flocks and
related what they had seen. Thele story
excltes wonder, aud they glorify aud
pratse Gud. Sutll it does not sppear that
the testimony of these poor men moved
Jerusslem, or troubled the peace and
humility of the cradle of Jesus. He re-
mained unknown between His mother and
Joseph. But Mary preserved ia ber heart
that what ehe had heard ; like a!ll mothers,
she made a treaeure of her memorles, a
sort of interior b ok which she read over
with tenderness. The shepherds’ conntry
{3 still there ; the flocks feed there during
the winter sexson, as in the days of Jueus,
under the ollves and through the land
where the gress grows green agaln and the
anemones flourish ; cultivation has never
desertod this spot, where shene the first
splendor of the dawn of Chrlatianity. Oa
Oheistmag night the Bethlemltes repaired
to the Church of Helene, ¢f which the
debrls only remaiu, and i the half ruined
crypt they appeal to the intercession of
the shepherds of Beit Saour, thelr ances-
tors, who were the first Apostles.”
Pere Didon’s work bas, oo was expocted,
been subjected to a good deal of criticlsm,
but the criticlsm has come mostly from
those who hoped to dlecover in his
writings symptowms of disregard for Qath.

burning eloquence of Pere Didon was

history.”

doctors, Allow me to explain why,
The doctors are the preservers and exe
cutors of all that vast store of medicsl
koowledge which has come down to us,
ever increasing, from bafore the days of
Hippocrates. The medical text-hooks
used in, and the lectures delivered at,
our medical schools are the resultant of
numberless observations and confidences
reposed in countless doctors from the
earliest times. Observation is sirength-
ened and corrected by confidenco and
truthful reply to wise and neceseary
questions.  That thera must be coufi
dence and full rationel disclosure is evi-
dent from the way in which disease is
csused and complicated by error, or
family history, or suspicious circum-
etances. Taat medical man may dis
bonorably abuee this confidence to their
own advantage, or the injury ot their
patient is, of course, poesible with freo
sgents, but vo valid reseon against the
justness and general neceseity of the
whole medical profession, I¢ would be
a8 reasonable to take away remedies be.
cause they can be used to destroy life,
The medical profession has its own pre.
servative etiquette, and provides againat
dishonorable conduct by rules, regula
tions, oaths and lsws made and enacted
in the various medical societies, colleges
and universitics, and in the general
medical council of this realm The fact
then stands that the patient must truth
fully state his case for his own personal
beuefit. That cace becones parc of the
sum of the doctor's experience from
which many other patients derive bens-
tit, It passes into the hands of

through discussions, lectures, journals
and text-books, where i is thoroughly
sifted, and. if found worthy of permanens
record, is preserved for the benelit of suf.
fering humanity,

The philosophy involved in medical
caretaking holds good but in a far higher
degree of the eystem of the confessional,
Casuisiry, or the science of solving the
right and wrong of given cases, has been
decried and written down until the name
has come to rignify Ingevious fine spun
sophistry, DBuat look at the question
brosdly. Whers would medicine be
without the science of medical diagnosis,
which ensbles the physician to deter-
mine and discriminate hetween diseases
resembling each other. Casuistry is
diegnosis applied (o ein and crime, and
is a8 necessary for the confessor as madi.
cal diagnosis is for the physician, Sin
and crime are everywhere, In their
grosser forms they undermine society
and cause loss, injury, disease and
death, Sir Thomas Orawford, K, C. B.,
M. D, when addressing the sanitary con
grees, recently held at Brighton, pointed
out that “the vlolatlion of the moral law
in such matters as temperance and chas-
tity stood prominently forward asa frait
fal eourcz of disease.” All these viola-
tlons cause frightfal complications which
crop up In the most unexpected places,
not unfregaently {avolviog the lnnocent.
The l:sver nabits of moral wrong dolog «l|
leed to states of mind which often eni in
serlous crime, aud lttle edns have far
reaching consequences, Surely a'l this
neads studying. These conscquences are
only discerned withspeclal knowledge and

ing them. Tae Cbureh, through regularls
consiltuted chacnels, i3 ever sapervicing
these books, €0 as to keep them 1a
the way of her teachlng and to exclude
anythlog likely to prove s oreach of the
saal of eecrecy; in the same way thas
medical text-books contalu no breach of
individasl coufilence. These are the
text-books of spirftual medicine which
the confessor uses with his own ex-
periencs whea administerlug the sacra-
went of penance, Dr Talmuge, the well

known Presbyterian preacherof Brooklyn,
felt the need of knowlpg ths slos
of bis paople when he epent six
nights visitlrg the haunts of vice fn the
preat American clty ; and the experience
of those nights he published i slx lectures.

THE BATTLE FOR A PARLIAMENT IN
COLLEGE GREEN.

In defisnce of the Government pro
clamation prohibiting any demonatration
in hooor of the * Mauchester Martyrs,”
an attempt was made at Eaniscorthy to
hold & meetiog on the 22ad ult. A pro
cession was formed witu bands and ban
nere ﬂy‘mg, bui the people were ordered
by the poiica to disperse. Oa their
refusal t0 do o they were charged
upon by the police who used their batons
freely. Tae crowd retaliated with
stones, but after some severe blows were
interchapged order was restored and
the people dispersed. »
A Laucashire member of Parliament
and a supporter ot the Salisbury Govern
ment, Mr. James McLean, gives his
opinion on the counsequences of the
E:zcles election as follows : ** It certainly
renders less secure every (onservative
seat in Lancashire, and coming as 1t
does on the top of the Tipperary prose
cutions, and the wrangling to whicu they
have given rise, it Jooks like a popular
condemuation of Mr. Balfour’s policy
The close neighborhood of Eccles to Mr.
Balfour’s own constituency 1n Mauches
ter gives emphasis to the verdict. Ua-
less we gaia a striking success in the
conslituencies before long to eounter-
balance the Radicul victory at Eccles,
the embarrassments of the ministry wili
increase from day to day, and a dissolu
tion may become inevitable through the
impossibility of forsiog any legisiation
tbrough the House of Commons.”
It is stated that the Marquis of Lorne
will contest a division of St:ttordshire in
the Tory interest at the next election,
The Marquis was selected for several
constituencies before, but, as it was found
that there was no likelihood of bis elec
tion, it was not decmed prudent for him
to riek defeat. He will be opposed ia
Staffordshire by Mr, H. Gilzean Reid,
who is very popular. Itis quite possible
that the M quis will again decline the
riek of a contest.
At a COonservative meeting held re-
cently at Liverpoo!, Mr Balfour made a
ludicrous eftort to convince his audience
that the Irishmen of Liverpool aredor his
Ooercion policy and against HomeRaie.
To prove this he said that thoughin ite
Irish population, Livernool rankaithird
among the cities of the United Kingdom,
it sende to Parliament tne largest num
ber of Unionist representatives, He
forgot to etate that the Irich are mostly
concentrated in one part of Liverpool,
and thai the member of that quarter is
not a Unionist,
Tae Government bave proclaimed the
suppression of the Natlonal Liezgne fa one
bundred and twenty places, chicfly in the
counties of Fermanagh and Mo azhan—
two of the most peaceable eountles of Irs-
land, excopt about thetwalfth ofJ aly in the
nelghborhood of Ernl:killen, 'The object
is to cripple the Natlonaliets in eff-ctiog
the regls‘ratlon of voters; but the Lmgue
{s determined to pursus !'s work with re
doubled actlvity 1n order to bofils thls
tyrannical action of Mr, Balfour,
Through the ipatramentality of Very
Rev. Oanon Houlahan, of Roebercon, the
tenants of eeveral estates in Kilkenny
who were evicted within the last two or
three years have been restored to their
farms at a rental reduced 40 per cens
with large arrears blotted out. Tae re
stored tenants hed adopted the  Plan of
Campaign,”
Rav, %Ather Tawlor stated at & mecticg
tn Klilorglla, Kerry counaty, that in one
of the cougested districts of the county
there aro six hundred famlilies, liviug on
holdings valued under £4 and that these
olx hurdred famllles, comprising three
thousand souls, will be without food bee
fore Christmas. This mesns etarvaticn
which even the promised light rallways
will not avert. $
Dr. McNulty, Biskcp of Mea'u, gives a
lucid explanation of the way in which
the Land Purchase Act, by which the
Government propose to settle the Irish
question, will operate to make the con.
dition of the people of Ireland worse
than ever. The tenants are to be
obliged to purchase the land at more
than its value. The landlords, of course,
will retain their lien on the land, and
after a few years of struggling to pay more
than the land will produce, the uniucky
tenants will be thrown out of their
homes and wiil lose both their land and
their payments upon it. Itis a scheme
to rob the tenants in order to build up
landlordisma and enrich the landlords.
This is the way in which the Ashburn-
ham Act deals with the tenmants who
were simple cnough to purchase under
its provisions, A peusaut propristary
would be very desiranle, but it 15 not
to be established by obliging the tenants
to pay more than the land 13 worth,
