ME. STEVENSON’S DISCOVERY OF
A COPPER LEDGE IN
CALIFORNIA.

THE PROBLEM OF TRANSPORTA-
TION FACILITIES TO BE
SOLVED.

H. Van Ness Stevenson, general man-
ager of the Tariff mine at Ainsworth,
and 2 pioneer mining man of the Koot-
enay and several states of the Pacific
Nofthwest, as well as California; was in
Rossland for a short time yesterday on
kis way to Spokane after a, trip to Bodie,
where he examined a mining property
m the interests of some Spokane people.

“SWhen the Tariff mine suspended op-
erations last spring owing to the flat-
ness of the market for its lead ores, Mr.
Stevenson went south on a most inter-
esting mission. Many years previously,
when he was mining in California some
Mexicans had brought him fine looking
specimens of copper ore, with the in-
formation that in a certain locality
which they described much of the same
rock was to be found. At that stage
of the mining game the demand for gold
properties outclassed everything -else in
the mineral line, and the prospect of
copper in a section then remote from
the known districts of the state was
mminviting. ~Bes Stevenson stored up
#he information for future use, however,
and during the summer he made use of
it. General Warren, a well known
mining man also, was interested in the
venture, and soon after leaving the
Kootenays in May, Mr. Steevnson set
out in the search for the lost Mexican
copper mimes.

Many weeks were spent in fruitless
effort to locate the copper ledges, but
sucess was finally attained. In one im-
portant respect the find was mnot a
Bonanza. The ledge was strong and
there was an abundance of ore in sight,
but ag the Tock carried only 12,per cent
to 15 per cent copper, some $4 in gold
and a few ounces in silver, the values
were not high enough to place the
proposition in the bonanza class, parti-
cularly as the nearest railroad point is
1o less than 280 miles distant. Under
existing circumstances it would be prac-
tically impossible ta wor mine at a
wrofit. save by spending an enormous
sum in the construction of a railroad.

He learned that a syndicate of Los
Angeles capitalists had determined to
utilize a couple of lakes in the section
where his copper prospects were located
for the purpose of genérating electrical
power to be distributed at points many
miles distant.

THE USUAL LIES.

Schalk Burger Deceiving the Boers as
to Foreign Intervention.

NEW YORK, Dec. 17.—The corre-
spondent of the London Times and
New York Times at Pretoria says the
recent British successes occur oppor-
tunely, at a moment when the Boers
are showing signs of discontent with
the life of the commando; but the
British, instead of congratulating
themselves, ought to put forth further
efforts on a bigger scale.

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The London Times has made a dis-
covery. This consists in a new prin-
ciple ‘which has been introduced ‘into '
the operations of the trade unions— |
which, by the way, is not new and is
exactly the reverse of a principle. It/
is known>as “Ca’ canny,” a term which
seems to have been adopted from the
Scotch dialect. It is said that when |
two Scotchmén are walking together
and one walks faster than the other
finds agreeable, the less enterprising
pedestrian says to the one disposed to
outwalk him, “Ca’ canny, wmon, ca’
canny.” Just what this means no one
but the Schotchman knows, and he can-
wnot tell in intelligible language, but it
signifies an injunction to the fast
walker not to exert himself unduly, |
since by so doing he accomplishes noth- |
ing for himself and inconveniences
those who wish to keep up with him
without the undue waste of tissue.
Somehow the phrase has caught the
ear of the British workman as “lehm
op” caught the ear of the German
Uhlans, and has been incorporated into
trade union nomenclature to mean the
code of unwritten rules by which the
iimit of a day’s work is fixed at a re-
sult which one who does not care to
exert himself finds convenient.

“Ca’ canny” is resorted to under nor-
mal - conditions for reasons jdentical.
no doubt, with those which prompted
the Amalgamated Association of Iron;
Steel and Tin Plate Workers to fix a'
limit of daily output per man and per
machine, and to penalize by fines the
misdirected zeal which 4nduced an in-%
dustrious man to exceed these limits.
As they were from 25 to 331-3 per cent
below what a man could easily do
under average coniditions of a ‘good
plant with good management, the al-
lurements of the piece rate induced
wholesale violations of the Amalga-
mated’s rules, and finally led to its
dissolution by driving from its mem-
‘bership a majority of those who were
not incorrigibly - altruistic and bent
upon self sacrifice ‘for the benefit of
the lazy or incompetent. “Ca’ canny”’
4s not, therefore, new; but from the
data gathered by the London Times
it seems$ to have been refined and given
a new application by the trade unions
of Great Britain. For example, a dis-
pute arises over some guestion of trade
usage or wages and is referred to a
committee for settlement. No strike
is proposed or contemplated, as in the
event of such an issue being taken |
public opinivn would probably sustain
the employers and place serious ©b- |
stacles in the way of securing the ad- |
wantage for labor which results from
sympathy. If, however, the a2mploy- |
ers do not meet the committe of the
union, or do not make the concessions
expected and desired, the word is pass-
ed around to “Ca’ canny,” and this
means that every man who gets the
*tip” is expected to ‘gradually slacken
his pace so that the "production per
anit of labor cost shall be cut down to
a ruinous minimum, but so gradually |
and generally that no one can be sin-
gled out as l=gging behind hixz fellows
and selected for disciplinarv dismissal.
"This can usu~lly be done in siuch a way |
that “the office” does not find it out
until it has been for some time in pro-
gress. As the rule, foremen and suver-
jntendents are afraid to say anything
about it. They recognize that they are
helpless azainst a concerted movement
of this kind and are afraid of receiving ‘
#nstructiors to jack the men up to
greater industry, with which it would |
be impossible to comply. Not much[
shop experience is needed to devi=e
ways of wastine time. and where all in
the shop are working together to that
end it is leasy to reduce ovtput a auar-
ter or a third without the cause being
apparent.

But the habit of laziness at some |
one else’s expense is very easily acquir- |
ed, and from being a means to an end
«“(g’ canny” seems to have gradually
peen erected into a system, and its
English equivalent, “Go easy, is be-
comhing the settled policy of the Brit-
jsh workman. The socialistic leaders
of the labor movement are openly
preaching that men should mnot put
forth their best efforts in work done
for hire.
such a way that others must be called
in to help them, thus giving employ-
ment to a greater number of hands
than would be needed if everv man for-
tunate enough to secure employment.
@id the best that is in him. Its original
purpose was probably to gradually ab-
sorb all the non-employed, and set the
pace at a gait which the least capable
~would have no difficulty in conforring
to. But philanthropy of that kind
quickly degenerates into narrew and
shortsighted selfishness, as it appears
to have done in this instance. It suits
the unambitious wage-earner for rea-

sons of his own, and he is not in the
least deterred from following it for
the reason that the result is to handi-
cap the productive industries, drive
trade away from British workshops
and gradually narrow the field of em-
ployment for skilled and wunskilled
alike. That it is doing so warrants the
London Times in recognizing the pres-
ent tendency of organized labor as in-
wolving a ‘“‘crisis in British industry.”
It says:

“There is only too much reason to
fear that, without seeing the full sig-
nificance of the movement, the work-
ingmen of this country are adopting
the ‘Ca’ canny, or ‘Go easy,’ principle
so generally that this mischief, aided
by the more aggressive forms of trade
unionism, is eating the very heart out
of British industry. It is not a ques-
tion whether or not a man is working
full time—whatever the precise limit of
that time may be—but, ‘Is he working
with his full energy? and the answer

The most sig-
nificant fact in .connection with the
diseussion of “Ca’ canny” in the British
journals is that no remedy for it has
even been suggested. Appeals to the
trade union membership are useless.
The partisans of this vicious system
do not read the great journals of opin-
jon, like the London Times, and would’
not be influenced bv them if they did.
The problem of trade union domination
seems to be working out its own solu-
tion by the slow and painful process
of incremental industrial paralysis—
which is something all right-minded
‘people have great reason to regret.—
iron Age.

made to breathe in the vapor of ether.
They become practically as unconsci-
eus as does the hospital patient who
nas been etherized prior to undergoing
an operation. That which destroys
the sensitiveness of the animal nerve
oell also abolishes the irritability of
the plant cell. The inference that both
kinds of living matter are similar in
respect of their nervous functions is
therefore held to be justifiable. In
other words, wherever there is life
there is sensitiveness.

Francis Darwin in his lecture argues
for the recognition of a common terri-
tory wherein the animsl and the
plant meet in respect of their nmervous
relations. There may be no mneed to
argue for -the psychic, or mind, ele-
ment in plants, but he believes that
they act and react on their surround-
ings. The greater glory of the animal
is that it is more conscious of its re-
lations in the world than is the plant.

ALDERMANIC TICKET

NOMINATIONS MADE LAST EVEN-
ING BY THE MUNICIPAL
COMMITTEE.

THREE OF THE NOMINEES ARE
MEMBERS OF THE PRES-
BENT COUNCIL.

The adjourned meeting of the citi-
zens’ municipal committee last night
drew forth a large and thoroughly rep-
resentative attendance of business
men, as was the case on the occasion
of the first meeting, when Alderman
John Stilwell Clute was selected to
carry the citizens’ banner in the may-
oralty race. Last night an aldermanic
ticket was selected. The six men who
will be returned to the city hall as
aldermen for 1902 as candidates on
the citizens’ ticket are as follows:

Charles Robert Hamilton,

Thomas H. Armstrong.

Alexander A. Mackenzie.

Harry Daniel.

Alexander Dunlop. °*

James Hamiiton Robinson.

All the gentlemen named have per-
sonally indicated their willingness to
accept nominations at the-hands of
the citizens’ committee except Mr.
Robinson, who could not be seen by
the citizens’ deputation owing to ill-
ness. The intimation was given to the
deputation, however, that he would
accept the offer of a place on the’
ticket, and on this understanding Mr.
Robinson’s name was placed before
the general committee and carried.

The first three names on the citizens’
ticket are those of men who are already
serving at the council board. Their
records are before the ratepayers, hence
there is no necessity of discussing their
bona fides. The other nominees are
well known residents of Rossland,
whose property interests are guch as to
absolutely guarantee that they will
safeguard the corporation’s interests on
every hand. The fact that thejr prop-

erty interests are so large is also a
guarantee of their business and execu-
tive abilities. >

The meeting pledged itself in the
strongest posgible manner to support
the candidates nominafed in the fidl-
est degree against any candidate or
candidates that might be pl~cad in the
running by the ‘‘municipal labor
Téague.” On this point the pledge
taken by the property owners present
at the meeting was similar in text to
that taken at the former meeting in
connection with the candidature of
Alderman Clute. There can be no pos-
sible misunderstanding as to the atti-
tude of the candidates who run on
the citizens’ ticket.

The sub-committee of the citizens
was given the power to further con-
sult with the nominees in regard to the
wards in which they would run. This
will be announced later.

The question of nominating school
trustees was also gone into. It was
pointed out to the meeting that when
the schools were taken over at the first
of the year by the city the trustee
board would be seized with the power
to make up their own estimates and,
to demand from the city council what
money they desired. This made it im-
perative that the schools should be
placed in charge of a board of thor-
oughly competent business men who
would have the interests of the corpor-
ation thoroughly at heart in the mat-
ter of finances. It was resolved that
the citizens should place a ticket in
the field for the trustee board, and the
sub-committee was requested to go
into the proposition.

The meeting adjourned to assemble
at the call of the chair when the sub-
committee has dealt with the matters
confided to its care.

BOYCOTT AND INTIMIDATION

TACTICS ARE CHARGED
IN STATEMENT.

The statement of elaim in the action
brought by August Jackson against the
Phoenix Miners’ union has been issued
and served. The document is lengthy
and sets out in detail the acts which
the plaintiff claims caused him %o suffer
the damage he seeks remuneration for.

The defendants are described as fol-
lows: Henry Heidman, president
Phoenix Miners’s Union No. 8; John
Riordan, secretary Phoenix Miners’
Union No. 8; James Marshall, Charles
H. Towns, Murdoch H. McQuarrie and
Leo McMillan, trustees for Phoenix
Miners’ Union No. 8, as weH on their
own behalf as on behalf of and repres-
enting all the members of the Phoenix
Miners’ Union No. 8.

The statement describes tife plaintiff
and the defendanfts, setting’ forth that
the parties joined as defendants are
the owners as trustees of the lots and
burilding constituting = the Phoenix
Miners’ union. It is then stated that
{the plaintiff, Mr. Jackson, purchased a

hotel .building at a cost of more than
$8,550. The business was opened on
December 18th, 1900, and from thiat time
until the Miners’ union intervened the
business was carried on at a large pro-
fit.
The actual statementt of plaintiff's
grievance is set out as follows:

“On or about the 19th day of October,
the defendants and others, the members
of the Phoenix Miners’ Union No. 8,
acting in concert and with the intenftion
of injuring the plaintiff in the business
of a hotel keeper, wrongfully and
maliciously procured all those persons

board and lodging at the plaintiff’s hoitel

hotel and to withdraw their trade and

paid rent to the plaintiff therefor was
compelled to give up business and quit
the premises.

“On or about the 19th day of October
the defendants and others, the members
of the Phoenix Miners’ union induced
certain perisons, incdluding those then liv-
ing alt the plaintiff’s hotel, not to enter
into fresh contracts for board and lodg-
ing at the plaintiff’s hotel, but to board
and lodge elsewhere than at the plain-
tiff’s hotel and not to deal with the
plaintiff.’

A further clause in the statement
alleges intimidation by the Miners’
union. It is maintained that the union
watched and beset the hotel to prevent
people doing business there by intimi-
dation or otherwise.

Editor Rossland Miner:—To attempt

to give you anything like a thorough
atcount of the disposition of the Ca-
nadian troops in South Africa would
be % me an impossibility, ds they are
stationed throughout the country at
posts, beginning at the Cape Colony
boundary and extending to the dis-
trict surrounding Pretoria, but in ev-
‘ery place where they have had an op-
portunity they have succeeded in giv-
ing a good account of themselves.
Your readers will doubtless be more in-
terested 1 th movements of the B. C.
troops than of the others. So I shall
devote a little time to them.

No. 16 Troop, made up of men from
Victoria, Vancouver and XKamloops
and under command of Capt. Burstall,
is located at the present time at Dwas-
vlei, about 12 miles northeast of the
town of Krugersdorp, and act as a
ga4rd upon the southern entrance to
Nudicoet Nek, the pass which proved
so disastrous to General Clements a
few months since. The troop has seen
very little real fighting and has until
recently been steadily employed build-
ing blockhouses for other troops to oc-
cupy. I might say here that the ma-
jority of Canadian S. A. C. troops have
keen employed in a similar manner,
acting as navvies instead of soldiers,
and very much against their wills. No.
16 Troop has, as a mascot, a young
baboon caught in the mountains sur-
rounding Kroondrai.

No. 17 Troop, compeosed of men from
the Boundary, Kootenay and Slocan
districts, with Capt. Bennett in com-
mand, is for the present located at
Reit Spruit, about 2 miles west of Jo-
hannesburg, and have for several
weeks been within sniping touch of the
enemy, but have done no actual fight-
ing since their disaster at Hout Kop
in July, which was caused by the in-
discretion of the officer in command,
who, in spite of warnings from his
non-commissioned officers,’ deliberately
led his men into a trap cleverly laid
by the Boers.

The only other Canadian troop in
the Krugersdorp division is No. 18,
composed of Winnipeg men and com-
manded by Capt. Lawless. This troop
is stationed at Hekspoort, close under
the Magaliesberg mountains, and about
six miles from No. 16 Troop. Beside a
fair share of blockhouse building, No.
18 has had a large amount of patrol-
ling to do in a district much frequent-
ed by the enemy, and have sent into
Pretoria a considerable number of pris-
oners and refugees. The district lying
between Hekspoort and Pretoria on
either side of the Magualiesbergs is per-
haps the mast rebel infested portion
of the Transvaal today. De La Rey
and Kemp with large commandos be-
ing very active, and also very &aring,
making frequent insursions into the
very best protected valleys and gener-
ally inflicting much greater loss than
they sustain. Many think the Boers’
last stand will be made in the vicinity
of Reitfontein, about 12 miles from
Pretoria, and certainly the formation
of the counfry is such as to give them
many advantages.

Perhaps some patriots at home will
wonder if the Canadian troops are sat-
isfled in South Africa, if so I will state
for their information that a large ma-
jority of the Western troops at least
are decidedly unsatisfied. In the first
place they are not pleased with the
treatment of the British government
as regards pay; before leaving Can-
ada they were promised seven shillings
per day for the first six months; six
shillings per day for the second six
months and five shillings per day
thereafter.

to appeal to fhe arbitration. court, who |
have full po .to ‘'make any arrange-
ments they :pleage. 'consistent ~with
-equality and good conscience, for a
period not exceeding three years, which
will be binding on' the association. or
éndividuals under an extreme: penalty
of £50 for a breach. It was under the
terms of this Act that the Thames
Miners’ Union of workers applied to
the court in respect of various griev-
ances. Their two chief requirements
were shorter hours and the establish-
ment of a minimum wage on a higher
scale. The evidence extended over
. some weeks, and the court was fully
convinced that any considerable in-
crease in workng expenses would re-
sult disastrously to the. industry, and
consequently cause loss tothe miners
making the application. As yegards
hours of work, surface laborers remain
mnaltered by the award, but with re-
gard to underground miners in wet
shafts and hot or gassy places it is
provided that only six-hour shifts
shall be worked; the men, therefore,
do not obtain much advantage under
the award with reference to the legal
gength of time during which work may
be continued.

The Toroanto Globe pu.bllshs an inter-
esting editorial ‘article intended to show
that Canada has made great smldes
along the path of prosperity during re-
cent years. The revenue returns which
have been compiled for the first five
months of the fiscal year ending No-
vember last, tell a stoy .of expapgion
that can never become too familiar. The
total of $23,141,976 was $1,637,271 more
than for 'the corresponding period of ‘the
previous year, and $6,941,129 in oxeeu
of the ordinary expenditure for the same
period. The expenditure on capital’ac-
eount during the period under consider-|
ation was $5,285,225, an aggregate ex-
ceeding the expenditure = under that
head for' the cormesponding five ‘moriths
of the previou year by about ;soowo
An important item.in exnendlture was
the payment of $227,837 for siron boun-}.

month. By the recent legislation infro-|
duced these bounties are made:to. grad-
ually diminish ana Yo disappear. in-five
years. Of the aggregate revenue $13,-
262,080 ‘came from customs, a gain’ of
$1,003,759 over©®the corfresponding period
in the previous year. Excise taxation
yielded $4.200,183, an increase of $75763
and the receipts from public works eg-
gregated $2,758,530, a gain of $253,774.
The various sources classed as “miscel-
laneous” show a slight decline.
There is assurance of a far more
prosperous year in fthe harvest that has
just_been gaihered in Manitoba and the
Territories. The estimate of the Mani-
toba crop made by officials of the prov-
incial government Wwas a yield of 24
bushels per acre on two million acres, or
48,000,000 bushels of wheat. As the
threshing returns come in it becomes
evident that ithis estimate will be ma-
terially exceeded. Westérn newspapers
are telling of record crops,” and these
run from 30 to 35 up to 40 and 45 bushels
per acre, some even surpassing that fig-
ure. These are, of course, the excep-
tional cases, and we hear nothing of the
farmers whose crops, through various
causes, have fallen below the average
on which the official estimate was
based.

of the Marconi System of wireless tele-
grphy. It is interesting to speculate up-
on’ what the complete success of the
youthiul Italian inventor’s endeavors
would mean. Certainly it would have
a most revolutionizing effect upon the
telegraphic and cable systems of Ithe
world.  Of what use will be cables un-
der the sea wien signals can be trans-
mitted quite intlelligibly without the use
of wires? Who can say that but 10
years from now cables and telegraph
wires will not be a thing of the past?
It is not at all absurd to put forward
such a suggestion. During the initial
experiments by Marconi he sucdeeded
in fransmitting signals a distance of
four miles in London—from one point
to another—and these signals passed
through brick buildings and such similar
obstructions as would be met with in
the business quarter of the city. With
great advances made in experiments in
aerial navigation, and Signor Marconi’s
suocess with wireless telegraphy, surely
wie stand on the shore of a sea of won-
derful discoveriy!

A DISQUIETING FEATURE.

A disquieting feature in our federal
affairs is the circumstance that dis-
loyal Frenchmen like Bourassa are al-
lowed to parade up and down the pro-
vince of Quebec uttering traitorous
sentiments without protest upon the
part of the government Recently ata
meeting of the Club Letellier in “Mon-
treal two followers of Bourassa had
the audacity to move a resolution con-
demning thé sending of contingenta to
South Africa. The Toronto Mail and
Empire is quite outspoken about the
matter. It charges that there has
been no attempt by the government
to check the Bourassa movement nor
to answer arguments, if such they can
be called, that he has advanced. On
the contrary, Sir Wilfrid Laurier has,
in anticipation bent to the storm his
leading followers have been endeavor-
ing to raise. He has declared in Que-
bec that the government sent no mil-
itary assistance from Canada to South
Africa; that it merely allowed Cana-
dians to enlist. He has allowed a min-
ister to affirm without rebuke that
Canada’s patriotism shall not be 'a
precedent; that we shall be less wil-
ling in future to go to the defence of
the Empire. Finally, within the last
few weeks, the governfent sought to
square itself with Mr. Bourassa by an-
pouncing that though another contin-
gent .is to go to the front, Canada
shall not berat any outlay on that ac-

'count, as the Imperial authorities will

have to foot the bill. Conservative
criticism that has been offered to the
attitude of Mr. Bourassa has been ‘met
by the parrot-ilke declaration that he
is assailed only becayse he is French,
and not because of the policy“ef in-

 difference to Great Britain that he ad-

vocated. All this has been grist to
Mr. Bourassa’s mill. It has preserved
his good standing in his party, and
enabled him to bid for a solid follow-
ing withing the ranks of the Liberals.
The result is the present cleavage
among the Rogues. At the Club Letel-
lier two followers of Bourassa had so
much confidence in their strength in
the province that they moved a reso-
lution condemning the sending of con-
tingents to South Africa. The support-
ers of the motion used strong lan-
guage, they made violent anti-British
speeches, and finally referred to the
premier in insulting terms. It Joes not
appear that Mr. Bourassa had any
other followers in the meeting beyond
the mover and seconder of the con-
demnatory motion, nor was the gath-
ering either large or influential. Still
the incident reveals the outcroppings
of a campaign which has long gone un-
checked. This is a free country, and
Mr. Bourassa is at liberty to hold-and
express such views regarding this and
other public matters as comimend
themselves to him. It is, however,
equally the privilege of his leaders to
set forth Canada’s policy clearly and
unmistakeably before the whole coun-
try instead of assuming a weak and
apologetic attitude for the service we

have rendered to the Empire. It is time
the Liberal leaders realized that their
treatment of this campaign has been
a mistake. They ' cannot ride two
horses traveling in opposite directions,
por can they lead Ontario on one
course and Quebec in another. They
must drop Mr. Bourassa or the people
of Canada will drop them.

LURD ROSEBERY’

Judgang from thie  brief
despatches Lord Rosebery's speech,
while quite a notable one, does not
seem to have created the tremendous
sersation which was anticipated. He
does not seem tp have any,particular
paracea to offer for the ills which afflict
Great Britain; and we think he dis-
plays a most deplorable lack of patriot-
ism in attempting to embarrass the gov-
ermment by adversely criticising its pol-
icy in reepect to its conduct of the war
in South Africa at the present time. But
it seems certain that Rosebery has final-
ly determined to again enter the politi-
cal arena and attempt ito Ileconstruct
and rehabilitate the once mighty Lib-
eral party. In a syndicate article Cur-
tis Brown furnishes some interesting in-
formation about the lucky Earl. At the
outset of his political career he did a
good bit of grubbing in the house of
lords, worked up some speclgitxee and
attracted Mr. Gladstone’s attention by
his quick intelligence and occasional if
not frequent signs of really karnest de-
sire to become a statesman. He worked
up to fthe portfolio of foreign affairs,
went out with the rest of the Gladstone
ministry in 1886, and turnied up present-
ly in a place.in which you hardly would
have expected to find him, the chair-
manship of the London county council,
or, as we would call it, president of the
board of aldermen. He showed an aston-
ishing grip on munmieipal affairs, put a
tremendous lot of energy into his work
and carried’ everything before him. But
he was broken-hearted when Lady
Rosebery died, dropped all his political
interiests and went into his shell, so to
speak, for two years. Then he reap-
peared in the London county council
and worked harder than ever, then step-
pled back into the cabinet and thence to
the prewier’:. chair.

1894, and his third wish two months later
when his Ladss won the blue ribbon of
the tuif.

What was there left for a man not
yat 50, who had won everything he hiad
set out to get and who apparently could
think of nothing else in partrcular that
he wanted?

Arrangements to be Ef-
fected by the Various
Railways.

,Profitable Fruit Growing
in Kettle River
Valley.

GRAND FORKS, Dec. 15.—(Special.)
—Fred Wollaston, D.L.S., of this city,
enlisted at Fort Steele in the Cana-
dian Mounted Infantry for service in
South Arfica.

The Sunset mine, Deadwood camp,
has shipped seven carloads of ore to
the Granby smelter.

The Republic & Grand Forks rail-
way has arranged, it is understood,
with the C. P. R. for the erection of
a union station in the Ruckle’s addit-
ion of Grand Forks as well as for
the interchange of traffic. The propo-
sed depot will be located at the inter-
section of the tracks of the respective
railways and will enable passengers
via the C. P. R., incoming or out-
bound, to board C. P. R. trains or be
transferred to the trains of the Re-
public road. This plan of centraliza-
tion will also apply to freight and
merchants will be able to secure their
merchandise at a point three blocks
from the business centre. Ample ter-
minals in the Ruckle’s addition have
been secured, the area available for
sidings enabling the company to lay
four miles of tracks.

Friday next will be the monthly pay-
day on the Republic & Grand Forks
railway, when $42,000 will be dis-
bursed.

Pat Welch, the well known contrac-
tor, is here superintending the com-
mencement of construction operations
on the V., V. & E. spur from the main
line to the proposed depot and freight
terminals situated at the intersection
of the corporate limits of Grand Forks
and Columbia. The spur will be three
miles long and will leave the main
line on Topp’s ranch. No heavy work
will be encountered. The spur, after
crissing the Kettle river south of Co-
lumbia, swings northeast and heads
for the Van Ness addition. At the point
where this swing will occur a “Y” will
be put in, and from it will lead a spur
connecting with the proposed Phoenix
branch, and extending around the
southern base of Observation moun-
tain, and terminating at the Granby
smelter ore bins. The north fork of
Kettle river will be crossed by a high
tresfle. The line then runs up the east
bank of the river and ‘‘switch-backs”
into the' smelter.

built until the applicationt'of the V.,
V. & E. railway to cross the C. P. R
tracks north of Columbia by an over-
head' crossing:is disposed of by the
railway committee at Ottawa. The
application will be heard next Friday,
and, it is understood, will be opposed
by the C. P. R.

A DIFFERENT STORY

CARRIE PETERSON AFFIRMS
THAT SHE DID NOT AT-

TEMPT SUICIDE.

SAYS/ SHE RECEIVED THE
POISON FROM A YOUNG
MAN ON THE TRAIN.

The Carrie Peterson case has develop-
ed several features of interest since the
unfortunate woman has recovered suffi-

ciently to tell hexf story. If the woman’s| -

story is to be believed, she has been
made the victim of a -murderous plot in-
stead of being guilty of an attempt to
end her own lite. The physiciane who
have heard her story and others are in-
alined to place credence in her version,
and ‘it is ‘'by no means improbable that
scmething may be worked out of the
case.

‘When Carrie Peterson recovered suffi-
ciently to talk freely she was most in-
dignant at the imputation that shie had
aticmpted suicide, and expressed her
deep gratiication that the physicians
had been able to pull her through.

‘Her story is that when she left Spo-
kane for Rossland she met a young man
on the traim, with whom she struck up
an acquaintance. The man seemed to
be badly in meed of money, and en-
deavored to secure a loan, which she
refused, although she had $60 concealed
in the bodice of her dress in addition
to the $25 in her purse. She complained
to the young fellow that she was not
feeling well, and he gave her a powder,
which she took. He also gave her the
bcttle containing the poison and told
bler if the powder did’' not relieve her
to take a dose of the contents of the
bottle.. This was carbolic acid and
glycerine, the latter ingredient taking
the edge off the acid. Miss Pleterson
says that after sitting about the rail-
moad station for some time, she ex-
perienced a retumn of the pain and took
a dose of thie mixture, after which her
mind is a blank. When she regained

consciousness the $60 was gone from hier |

bodice, nor had any of the persons at-
tending her during her illness seen any-
thing of it. The woman’s theory is
that while she was under the effects of
th: powder her train acqugintance re-
lieved her of the roll of ney. She
tells the story so circumstantially and
with such detail that there is a disposi-
tion to believe what she says is correct.

KING EDWARD’S RENTS.

His ‘Majesty the King received yes-
terday half a dozén old horseshoes, 61
nails, two bunches of faggots and a
sharp and a blunt hatchet as part of
his rents inherited from William. the
Conqueror. The rent was paid by the

corporation of the city of London, with
all the ceremony befitting their service
to their liege.

The yellow light of a city fog lent
an old-time air to the bare room on the
second floor of the east wing of the
law courts, where a number of ladies
and gentlemen had assembled. On the
table were spread the flat horsehoes,
which are themselves very = ancient,
and were apparently made for an ex-
tent species of horse of elephantine
proportions.

The appearance of the Xing’s Re-
membrancer, Mr. George Pollock, was
the signal for turning on the electric
lights and illumination of those who
were ignorant of the quaint custom
about to be performed.

The' Remembrancer said the cere-
mony they were about to witness had
been observed for the last 700 years,
and probably was performed long be-
fore that. At any rate, it .could be
traced from the time of King John.
The city solicitor and Mr. Secondary
attended there on behalf of the corpor-
ation, and he himself on behalf of the
crown, to receive from them the dues
on certain, or, rather, uncertain, lands
which had been held for hundreds of
years on these terms.

These curfous quit rents were in re-
spect. of lands in the county of Shrop-
shire, called the “Moors,” and for a
forge in the parish in which the cere-
mony was taking place. They were at
one time received by the King in per-
son, later by the Lord Chancellor, and
afterwards by the Lord Chief Baron.]
Since 1856 they had been received by
the King’s Remembrancer.

The warrants having been read, the
Remembrancer called out, “Tenants
of the lands, come forward and do
your services.” The Secondary, Mr. T.
Vaughan Roderick, took up his axe
and at once clove the first bundle of
faggots, the pieces of which flew in
all directions, and were kept by the
ladies as mementoes. He then took the
blunt cleaver and laboriously cut

who counted out the horseshoes, six
in number, ten nails for each shoe and
one over.

Hlements were mde ‘on the 4th of De-
eember at a rate for lead of $1.37 2-3
per 100 pounds,- and for silver at b4
gents.per ounce. On the 1ith Decem-
Ber instant lead was settled for at a
‘rate of $1.32 1-3 per 100 pounds and
silvér at 54 8-4 per ounce; whereas on
the 14th December instant the basis
for settlement for lead was $1.27 per
100 pounds, and for silver 56 cents per
eunce.

TUpon the above basis a ton of sil-
ver-lead ore carrying 25 per cent of
lead and 60 ounces silver would have
metted from the smelters on the 15th
' December, 1900: for lead, 500 pounds,
less smelter deduction of 10 per cent,
which leaves 450 pounds, at $2.76 1-2
per 100 popnds, equals $12.39 3-4; and
for silver, 60 ounces, less smelter de-
duction of 5 per cent, which leaves &7
ounces, at 64 cents, equals $36.48, or a
total of $48.87 3-4 per ton, out of which
would have to be paid the cost of sup-
plies, powder, superintendence, labor
for mining and also for development,
before the stockholders obtain any
dividend.
~ On the basis of smelter settlements
at 11th December instant, silver-lead
eore containing the same quantities of
lead and silver per ton, namely, 25 per
cent lead and 60 ounces silver, would
net, before all deductions for mining,
étc., as above, silver $31.35, lead $5.-
71 1-2, or a total of $37.06 1-2, making
a difference in the net returns from
smelters for silver-lead ore of the
above grade of $11.81 1-4 per ton be-
tween the price paid one year ago and |
those prevailing at present. From this
it would appear that we are receiv-
ing today less than one-half for our
lead than' at this time last year and
mearly one-sixth less for our silver.

It may interest your readers to learn
that the drop of £15 in the price of
copper in London, from about £70 to
the present ‘price of £55, has at last
affected the New York prices, which
today are quoted at a drop of from
16 5-8 to 15 1-4 cents,

In view of the above, and the fact
ef the government offer of $5 a ton
ponus this year to lead refineries and
a reduction in ihe freight and treat-
ment rates of at least $5 a ton would
be none too greal to induce the pres-
ent shippers of lead ore to continue
under adverse circumstances of the
markets.

So far:as we know, and we recelved
a communication from the leading
smelter the day before yesterday, no
conclusions have yet been arrived at
by the smelters of Kootenay as to
what rates they are prepared to of-
fer for Kootena.y ores. It is needless
to say, however, that a reduction of
$2 per ton would be comparatively
little help to the producers from mines
carrying a high percentage of lead
and comparatively low values in sil-
ver. Estimates have been made from
time to time as to the possible px'o—1
duction of the Kootenays, and it is
probably . not out of the way to say
that two-thirds of the total possible
production would run 50 per cent and
ever in' lead, and perhaps consider-
‘@ably less -silyer. than the figures es-

PROSPECT AHEAD OF THE

THE ADVENT OF THE RAILWAY
WILL GIVE IT AN
OPPORTUNITY.

GREENWOOD, Dec. 13.—(Special.)—
“Mining operators are turning their at-
tentjon to the West Fork country,” re-
marked James C. Dale, the pioneer
prospector of that section and the lo-

cator of the Carmi, Butcher Boy and
other mines. “The advent of a railroad
early next year seems to be a surety
and we have every reason to expect

VICTORIA, Dec. 11.—Two writa were

today served on the Victoria. represen-
tative of the British-Yukon company,

otherwise the White Pass and Yukon
route, each claiming $20,000 from the
company on the grounds that their rates

on their railway had not been approv-
ed by the Dominion government, as re-
quired by the Dominion Railway Act.
These are the actions which it was said
in these despatches a few days ago
would be brought.

The claimants are the Upper Yukon
Consolidated company and John Cleari-
hue, both of whom were large shippers
to points on the Yukon, They ask the
return of the freight rates and passen-
ger fares paid the company, and dam-
ages, relying on the claim that the rates
of the company were not approved and
on section 290 of the Canadian Railway
Act, which reads: “Every person from
whom any company exacts any unjust
or extortionate toll, rate or chiarge shall
in -addition to the amount so unjustly
exacted be entitled to recover from the
company as damages an amount equal
to three times the amount so unjustly
exacted.”

These are but test cases, and if the
claimants are successful actions involv-
ing millions of dollars will be commenc-
ed against the company, the representa-
tives of which are in Ottawa at presen#

lively times. At the town of Carmi, in
which I am interested, are two work-
ing properties and a sawmill that forms
the nucleus of a steadily increasing
pay-roll. During the past summer,
notwithstanding dull times, the growth
of the place has been steady, and there
are now some 42 buildings of different
sizes, including a large hotel, two
stores, aoffices and private residences.
The Butcher Boy and Carmi mines are
within a minute’s walk from Gorman
| West’s new hotel. Across the river
from the centre of the town is the saw-
mill. The mill people are letting con-
tracts for cutting 500,000 feet of tim-
ber. Within two weeks there will be
a large force of surveyors in the field
locating the route of the proposed Ver-
,non & Midway railway. This winter
there will be two or three shippers in
the district, and the citizens and claim-
owners have built seven bridges across
the West Fork to permit the hauling
out of ore on sleighs. Last winter the
Carmi mine sent 1,000 tons of high
grade ore to the Greenwood smelter,
that was hauled from the mine to Mid-
way on sleighs at a cost of $11.50 per
_ton, and after paying smelting charges,
cte., netted $26 per ton. With a rail-
| way in operation I have not the least
hesitancy in saying that the district
will have eight to ten shippers and
that a freight and treatment rate of
not to exceed $8 per ton will be had
at the local smelter. The ore bodies

The dimensions will be
96x85 feet outside measurement, with
two stories and basement,and the ma-
terial to be used in construction will
be stone and brick. On each floor there
will be three class-rooms of the stand-
ard size found to be most convenient,
viz. 25x55 feet, with ceilings 15 feet 6
inches high, and having the most mod-
ern system of heating and ventilation,
insuring a change of air every eight
minutes, Each room is designed to ac-
commodate 48 pupils.

The building will also have ample
halls and corridors, a teachers’ room
and a library. The play grounds are
three aeres in extent.

ready for occupation in January.

CHINA’S TROUBLES.

Manchurian Question Apparently
Far From Settlement.

PEKIN, Dec, 16.—The Manchuian
question has reached a stage wifch best
informled observers consider to be a
crisia in Chinese history. China is beset
between Russia on one hand and Great
Britain, United $tates and Japan on
the other. .

Prince Ching is distinctly more friend-
ly to Great Britain than was Li Hung
Chang. The British, American and
Japanese representatives here have sep-
aratiely visited Prince Chang and insist-
ed that they be shown any treaty before
it is signed. Prince Ching has submit-
ted to them the draft of a treaty praec-
tically identical to the tieaty already
published.

Prince Ching is now pressing Russia
for more definite terms, the present
form of the treaty being so vague in its
important points as virtually %o leave
Russia a free hand. The Japanese
minister has taken a strong stand in
the matter and has notified Prinde
Ching that Japan will require conces-
sions equivalent to all the advantages
conceded o Russia in Manchuria.

It is rumored that Russia intends to
ignore what she regards as mere formal
objections on the part of the other pow-
ers Japan would go to the length of
war to stop the Russian occupation of
Manchuria if she were assured of sup-
port, but she will not risk a repetition
of the rebuff administered after the
China-Japan warl

ST. JOHN’S Nfld.,, Dec. 14.—Signor
Marconi announces tonight the most
wonderfu} scientific discovery of modern
times in stating that he had received
elecirical . signals across the Adtlantic
ocean from his etation in Cornwall,
England. He explains that before leav-
ing England, he had made his plans for
accomplishing this result, for while his
primary object was to communicate
with ocean liners in mid-ocean, hie also
hoped to succeed in alttaining the won-
denfful scientific achievement of wireless
telegraphy across the Atlantic.

Signor Marconi’s station in Cornwall
is most powerfful. He possesses an elec-
tric force generated there a hundred
times greater than at his ordinary sitia-
tions. Before he left England he ar-
ranged with the electrician in charge of
the station, whichl is located at Poldhu,
to begin sending signals daily after a
certain daite, wihich Signor Marconi
would cable him wupon perfecting his
arrangements here. Signor Marconi
arrived here a week ago and selected
Signal Hill, at the entrance of the har-
bor, as an experimenting station, and
moved his equipment there.

Last Monday he cabled the Poldhu
staltion to begin sending signals at
3 p.m. daily and to continue thlem until
6 p.m. these hours being respectively
11:30 a.m. and 2:30 p.m, St. John’s time.
During these hours on Wednesday Signor
Marconi elevated a kite with an aerial

The forthcoming annual session of the
*Associsted Boards of Trade fori South-
ern British Columbia is commencing to
attract the attention of business mien
tbroughout the district anterested, and
the meeting is certain to bring forth
a variety of matters of prime umpert- |
ance to the Kootienays and Yale. f
. H..W. C. Jackson, secretary of the
Associated Bodrds, has received notice
of a number of matters to be brought
before the session, among which are fthe
following notices of motion: i

“Resolved that; whereas the province
of British .Columbia is represented in
the parliament of Canada by six miem- |
bers of the House of Commons and
three senators; and whereas the popula-
tion of Kootenay and Yale, shown
the recent census, is about one-third of
the population of the wihile pnovinee

. and of the mine members of both com-]
mons and senate only one is resident in
the southern interior of British Colum-
bia where the business interests
diverse from those of every other part
of Canada.

“Be it resolved that this Board re-
spectfully submits that in the event of
a vacancy Occurring in the senate re'p-l
resentation of British Columbia suci
vacancy should, as a matter of fair
representation by population and inter-
est, be filled by calling to the senate a
resident of this mining district, familar
witn its requirements.”

“Resolved, that in the levent of nego-
tiations for reciprocity with fthe United
States being renewed, the Dominion
government be urged to appoint a.'
representative of this province as one
of the commissioners.”

“Resolved, that whereas mining com-
panies are compelled to pay royalties
on timber used from ftheir own ground
in their own mines, be it resolved that
the government be memorialized, that
no reyalty be collected on such timbes
used for mining purposes.”’

NOT QUITE SETTLED|

GRAVE, CHARGE AGAINST A HUS-

complice, Annie Hammer, better known
in this distridt as the Blue Goose, will
have a hearing in the police court on
Monday if her health permits. Gallo-
way was wedded to Miss Edith Taylor,
daughter of J. B. Taylor, 1614 Broad-
way, Spokane, im the early morning
hours of the 5th inst. Immediately aft-
erwards they leftt for Gnand Forks, ac-
companied by Mrs. Hammer, who is the
keeper of a disorderly house in this
city. A few days after the marriage the
mother of the bride, who is eighteen
years old, became suspicious, and after
gaining certain inforfmation determined
to make a full investigation. According-

iy an old friend and neighbor, Daniel

McLeod, took the first traim for this
city. Mr. Taylor is a grain buyer and
happened to be away in the Palouse
country, hence the services of a friend
were enlistd. On reaching here he at
once interiviewed Chief McMillan, who
subsequently ascertained that Galloway
and his wife, accompanied by the Blue
Goose, had arrived in Grand Forks last
Friday, also that the young couple had
astopped with Mrs. Hammer several
days prior to taking up quarters in the
Monte Carlo, another house in the Tow.
Mr. McLeod then consulted Police
Magistrate Johmson, and. as a result
warrants were sworn out against the
husband and the Blue Goose. The
proceedings instituted by Mr. McLeod
were brought under{ the criminal code,
the offence being that generally de-
scrited as procuring. :

The chief then visited the Monte
Carlo and took the girl wife into cus-
tody. Later in the evening the Blue
Goose was also amrested. ~ Shle gave
bonds for her appearance, and was per-
mitted to remain at home. When her
case was called today a medical certi-
ficatd from Dr. Northrup indicated that
she was seriously unwell. The magistrate
then further adjourned the case until
Monday.

joh at a salary of $120 per month. The
young woman, however, swore that she
had enteréd thie dwelling of fthe Blue
Goose of’her own free will, and that no
compulsion had been exercised by her
husband. Mrs. Galloway is now stop-
ping at a hotel, but does mot seem dis-
posed to return to Spokane. Mrs. Gal-
loway was formerly employed as shop
girl in the store of Miller, Mower &
Flnn, Riverside avenue, Spokane.

A moditication of the idca has been
adopted by C. L. Graham of Wood-
lards, Cal., and is said to be very pro-
fitable.

He has special hives made
fe: his bees,/and ships them about the
state by a special train adapted peculiar-
ly o his needs. His extracting house is
built on a wagon.

‘Whenever or wherever hic hears of an
abundant harvest of honey-producing
fiowers, thither he ships his bees, and
stays there until thee hboney is exhaust-
ed. His three principal shifte are from
the alfalfa fields of Bakersfield and vic-
inity, the Coast range for the white sage
honey, and Ventura county for the ima
bean blossoms. Mr. Graham expects
eventually to keep his bkes busy the
whole year around.—New York Times.

DOWIE'S INFLUENCE.

His Method of Practicing
on Dupes.

Deception

CHICAGO, Dec. 17.—Testimony ‘was
offered before Judge Tulley today in
the suit for the appointment of a re-
ceiver for John Alexander Dowie's
Zion lace industries, to show that
Dowie possessed some mysterious pow-
er over his disciples. Samuel Steven-
son, the plaintiff, who charges Dowie
with having defrauded him of $185,000 by
this power, swore that Dowie waved
his hands and exerted this influence
by pressing him closely to his body.

HONOLULU, Dec. 9, via San Fran-
cisco, Déc.
