NEW YORK, Dec. 15—In a lead­
ing editorial to-day, The New York 
Times says:

“Germany is doomed to sure de­
feat. Bankrupt in statesmanship, ov­
er-matched in arms, under the moral 
condemnation of the civilized world, 
befriended only by the Austrian and 
the Turk, two backward-looking and 
dying nations, desperately battling 
against the hosts of three great pow­
ers to which help and reinforce­
ment from states now neutral will 
certainly come should the decision be 
long-deferred, she pours out the blood 
of her heroic subjects and. wastes her 
diminishing substenance in a hope­
less struggle, that postpones, but can­
not alter the fatal decree. Yet the 
doom of the German Empire may 
become the deliverance of the Ger­
man people if they will betimes, but 
seize and hold their own. Leipzic be­
gan and Waterloo achieved the em­
ancipation of the French people from 
the bloody, selfish and sterile domin­
ation of the Corsican ogre. St. Hel­
ena made it secure. Sedan sent the 
little Napoleon sprawling and the 
statesmen of France instantly after­
wards proclaimed the republic. Will 
the Germans blindly insist on hav­
ing their Waterloo, their Sedan—their 
St. Helena, too? A million Germans

in the incompetence and failure of 
their rulers. German diplomacy and 
German militarism have broken down.

“The world cannot, will not, let 
Germany win in this war. With her 
dominating all Europe peace nd 
security would vanish from the earth. 
A few months ago the world only 
dimly comprehended Germany, now 
ft knows her thoroughly. So if Eng­
land, France and Russia cannot pre­
vail against her, Italy with her two 
millions, the sturdy Hollanders, the 
Swiss, hard men in a fight; the Danes, 
the Greeks, and the men of the Bal­
kans will come to their aid and make 
sure that the work is finished, 
for all. For their own peace 
safety the nations must demolish thit 
towering structure of militarism In 
the centre of Europe that has become 
the world’s danger spot, its greatest 
menace. The only possible ending of 
the war is through the defeat pi 
Germany.”

In an address at Montreal, Finance 
Minister White exclaimed, “What a 
marvel is Britain, to-day financing the 
war out of her savings and" with a 
margin left over for investment.” It 
may also be recalled that during the 
Napoleonic wars John Bull was able 
to largely finance other powers in the 
final overthrow of the European ter­
ror. The speaker stated that Canada 
would have to borrow $100,000,000 per 
annum during the period of hostilities. 
He showed that the export trade of 
the Dominion had greatly improved, 
and that future prospects could not 
be regarded as otherwise than excel­
lent.

THE SITUATION.
Satisfactory news from the front 

has "come from a somewhat unexpect­
ed quarter. The Servians from the 
first have been fighting splendidly, it 
is true, but they were regarded as 
altogether outmatched by Austria, the 
estimated war strength of the two 
nations when hostilities broke out 
standing at 810,000 to 195,000. In the 
earner stages this preponderance told 
heavily,‘but the Servians 
the 'first shock in a notable way, and 
it is . now reported that they have re­
taken Belgrade. This is their capital, 
and a well-fortified city, which fell at 
a comparatively early stage in the 
first onrush. The official Austrian re­
port admits that the advance of their 
troops has dot only been stopped, but 
also that “extended retirements” have 
been rendered necessary. The truth 
of the matter is, that all of the Allies 
are not only fighting stubbornly and 
courageously, but that in addition 
they are fortified by the knowledge of 
a righteous cause on behalf of civili­
zation—a feeling first so splendidly 
exemplified by little Belgium, and still 
maintained bÿ her.

On the Belgian front the Allies con­
tinue to make slight progress, and in 
Poland the onrush of the Germans 
towards Warsaw has met with a se­
vere check.

To sink an old Turkish ironclad, 
built forty years ago, of an out-of- 
date and patched-up type, would not 
under ordinary circumstances be con­
sidered much of a war incident, but 
the circumstances were not ordinary. 
She was in the Dardanelles, guarded 
by five rows-of mines across the chan­
nel, but British submarine B-ll dived 
under and successfully accomplished 
the torpedo act, returning to safety 
without receiving one hit from forts 
or torpedo boats. The incident de­
monstrates that British submarines 
are just as efficient as the German 
ditto" even when only the slightest 
and most desperate opportunity offers.

In Alsace and Lorraine the French 
forces continue to do excellently, and 
an unconfirmed rumor is that Nor­
way, Sweden and Denmark may join 
the Allies. It would certainly seem 
the part of wisdom for them to do so.

Italy at time of writing is still 
awaiting her answer from Turkey for 
an explanation of the violation of afi 
Italian consulate in Arabia.

It is stated that a conference has 
been called by the German Governor- 
General of the invaded Belgium prov­
inces to decide on necessary measures 
to collect a war levy of 350,000,000 
francs from that already outrageously 
despoiled and butchered country. Just 
how the sum is to be secured has yet 
to b< decided, but it is safe to assert 
that no goad will be too cruel or too 
vicious for the exemplars of “Kultur” 
to employ.

France still remains uncrushed, and 
even little Belgium is still hanging on. 
How different from the rapid German 
success in 1870. The formal declara­
tion of war did not take place until 
July 15th, 1870, and peace was signed 
on February 26th, 1871, when' the 
French were forced to accept humili­
ating terms. In reality the French 
Emperor surrendered his sword on 
September 1st, and Paris was com­
pletely invested by September 19th. 
In other words, both incidents oc­
curred in far less time than the Kaiser 
and his war lords have now occupied, 
only to find themselves very badly up 
against it. .
