Ulster 
owns three and. a half times more 
shipping than all the rest of Ireland 
combined. It produces forty-eight 
per cent, of Irish oats, forty-one p*r 
cent, of Irish potatoes,. fltty-three 
per cent, of Irish fruit,, ninety-pine 
per cent of IrisiMfleLx, and this 
gd on indefinitely.
