“To Our Liberation” thanking the
British army for their freedom.

One paragraf reads;

“Glory to this heroical Canadian
Division whose names ever will ‘re-
main engraved in the annals of our
city and the history of the Belgian
nation,"!

There is also a sonnet dedicated to
the Canadians, and it is stated that it
is intention to erect a momument in
Mons in recognition of the achieve.
ments of ““the glorious soldiers of Can-
ada.”

This newspaper also says; ‘‘After
51 months of suffering caused by the
iniquitious, pitiless and insolent, Ger-
man occuption. Mons finally has been
liberated by the heroism of the 8rd
Canadian Division, after heavy sac-
rifices, entered the town at 8 o’clock
in the morning and revenged by a

. brilliant success the retreat of 1914.
Glory and recognition to it.”

London, Dec. §—The man who is
more than an her person responsi-
blé for Germany’s present policy, is
Ernest Daumig, according to the
Berlin correspondent of the Daily
Express. Until 1916, Daumig was
a member on the staff of the Vor-
waerts of Berlin; later he was secre-
tary of the Independent Socialists.
