Children Kept Out of School — Only
Remedy Is to Kiil all Dogs
Not Tied Up.

The mad dog question in Dawson is
today the most important of all public
problems, and dogs, fierce, ferocious
and hunger-crazed are roaming . the
streets assaulting every creature, human
or animal, they meet.

In Saturday’s issue of the Nugget was
an account of several assaults made by
mad dogs and since then upwards of a
dozen people have been assailed In
Klondike City yesterday it seemed that
all the dogs were crazed, as many peo-
ple were attacked, some of whom were
geverely bitten., The result was that a
dog hunt was organized and from 15 to
20 of the'animals were killed. Every
man in Klondike. City that had a
firearm was out hunting dogs yesterday.
It was a stringent measure but one
which the exigencies of the occasion
fully justified.

This morning about 15 minutes past
10 o’clock John A. Chambers, who is
messenger in the employ of the Cana-
dian Bank of Commerce, and whose
mother is housekeeper tor the bank
house and mess, wus attacked by a dog
on the walk near the bank. The ani-
mal first fastened its teeth in the young
man’s ‘pants and when shaken loose
made a spring and grabbed Chambers’
right hand, tearing it in a most fright-
ful manner. The young.  man finally
tore loose from the crazed animal and
fled into the bank, pursued to the very
door by the dog. The badly torn and
bleeding hand was temporarily tied up
and the young man taken down street
to a doctor.

A telephone from First avenue to the
town station at about 11 o’clock this
forenoon stated that four -crazed dogs
had taken possession of the avenue be-
tween Second and Third streets and
were assailing every man,dog and horse
that passed, The police later killed
two of the dogs, the other two having
disappeared.

1f something is not,done at once to-
wards suppressing the crazed dog con-
tagion very serious results may ensue.
Already many parents are keeping
their children out of the school, being
afraid for them to go on the streets un-
protected,as a child assaulted by one of
these ferocious brutes could easily be
killed before assistance could arrive.

the proof of the prosecution fell short
in many ways. ‘‘First,”” he said,'‘the
paper, as it has been proven, is not the
property of the defendant, but belongs
to Mr. O’Brien, t}le.de_fepd‘ng meretys
occupying a position on the staff. Fur-
ther, there is no proof that the de-
fendant wrote the article complained
of. Lastly, the article did not state
that Joseph A. Clarke had defrauded
friends in Brockville, that he had re-
ceived bribes ur any of the other things
spoken of It had merely ssid that
(meaning tbe writer) had not been
guilty ot these things.’’

Justice Craig said that everyone inter-
ested in the publication of 'a newspaper
was guilty of libel whén libelous mat-
ter appeared in its columns. . Pub-
lisher, editor; even the man who car-
ried the paper to the printer, and the
only way they could get out ot it was
through a sustained plea of innocence.
Joseph A, Clarke addressed the court
and jury, saying: ¢‘The motion to dis-
miss the case constitutes about as strong
a case as can'well be made out in my
behalf.”?

The most malignant charges had been
made against him that could be well
brought against a British' subject in
his own country. The defense had
based their case upon the statement
that publication had not been proven.
He considered that it had been proven.
He said he would not ‘attempt any
flights of oratory even if he was able.
Attorney Walsh then made ‘his argu-
ment, commencing with the statement
that the private prosecutor was within
his rights in bringing thé present
charges if he-saw fit. S5

Weather Prophecy.

Weather prophecies have long been
the butt of popular jests and in most
cases with ‘justice, lor such guesses have
usually been wide of the matk. . When,

| however, a weather prophet, and a self

canstituted one at that, predicts within
ong day the date of so terrific a cyclone
as that which devasted Galveston his
future opinions should beregarded with
considerable respect.. Ten months be-
fore the Galveston visitation Andrew
Jackson Devoe, weather prophet, of
Hackensack, N. J., predicted it.

His forecast was printed on the .Sep-
tember page of an almanac and read as
follows: ‘‘On the gth a great cyclone
will form over the gulf of Mexico and
move up the Atlantic coast, causing
very heavy rains from Florida  to
Maine from the 1oth to the 12th.’’ It
is positively proved that this predic-
tion was sent out toward the end of last
year. Scoffers may say that it was
only a lucky guess, but thej cannot
impugn its authenticity or accuracy.
Besides this, - Prof. Devoe predicted
within two days the floods that wrought
such destruction ' at Austin, Tex., in
April,

Andrew Jackson Devoe, meteorolo-
gist, as he styles himself, has been for
years before the public as a weather
prophet. He has been scoffed at and
derided, and the government has con
sistently refused to recognize him, but
withal he has gone of prophesying.
The light seems to be breaking for him,
and the remarkable accuracy of many
of his predictions seems about to be
universally acknowledged, although
many persons have believed in him tor
years. He is a resident of Hackensack,
N. Ji, and a member ol' the schooj
board of his town. He is also engaged
in business there, for in westher proph-
esying -the financial returns are very
slim.

Porf. Devoe is about 40 years of age,
marriéd and has several children. He
is not withont honor in his own coun-
try, for he is well thought of by his
townsmen. He explains his theory of
the weather thus: *‘After many years
of careful investigation 1. have dis-
covered the law which causes storms to
form and draws them in their course-as
they travel over our earths’ surface.
It is a_difficult law to explain, but I
would call it electrical ‘magnefism, af
the force and power of its energy are
decreased or increased just in propor-
tion as certain astronmomical conditioni
approach or recede fremd our earth,

When the great ,Creator created our

;e

earth and the ,.;!;uvet‘u- /above it, he es-

tablished a law, and by tbat law every
thing on and above our earth is per-
petually balanced. Therefore, when one
great storm belt forms over the United
States it must have its .counterpart in
Asia. I have ‘'learned by observation
that the surface bf our earth is divided
into wet and dry belts, and that these
wet and dry belts are controlled by as-
tronomical law; that they can be lo-
cated years in advance; that although
they may change their positions on
our earth’s surface every two or three
months, yet they move by law, and
their future positions can be determined
by applying that law.—Ex.

CURRENT COMMENT

«“Phe idea that vegetables should be
kept in warm storage, artificially heat-
ed, is entirely wrong,’’ said Fzra
Meeker, commission merchant. ‘‘When
warm air is introduced ina waiehouse
it creates a great difference in the tem-
perature between the floor and ceiling
as the warm air rises to the top, while
below the cold air is constantly circu-
lating. T do not use artificial heat in
my warehouse, the only heat introduced
being —the leskage. from our livifig
rooms which is an  incensiderable
amojimt. Vegetables contain matural
heat which if confined ina closely
built warehouse is sufficient in itself
to keep the temperature at the right
degree of heat, I find that potatoes
and in fact nearly all vegetables will
stand  eight degrees of ' frost: without
freezing, that is a temperature of 24
above, = Parsnips will do well in a
much lower temperature. Eggs should
be kept at about 20 or 24.”

“A most delicious dessert can be
made by - using canned strawberries

from which a strawberry shortcake is |

made in foiir layers, leaving a layer-of
strawberries on top of the cake. A Then
take canned eream and whip it, allow-
ing the same to freeze, after which it
can be readily whipped again and added
to the top layer of strawberries. If
properly made this will be found to be
a most delicious dish.”’ The informant
is one ot Dawson’s leading’ chefs.

"Coal oil will freeze at 60 below,"’
said C. W. Tennant, of the Staundard
0il Co. ‘‘It will thicken some before
reaching that degree of cold, but at 6o
it will take the consistency of mush.
You should never fill a lamp within
one inch of the top 1n extreme cold
weather,’’ he added, ‘‘for coal oil prior
to congealing, contracts considerably
and will again expand trom the heat of
the flame, consequently it will flow
out through the vents in the receptacie
with the chances 1n favor of its ignit-
ing.”

The official announcement was made
the other day that Lord Alverstone, bet-
ter known as Sir-Richard Webster, has
been appointed Lord Chief Justice of
England, succeedng the late Baron
Russell;, of Killoween. Lord Alger-
stone’s successor as Master of Rolls is
Justice A, L. Smith,

Richard Everard Webster, first Baron
Algerstone, was born at Swineshead
Abbey, Lincolnshire, on December 22,
1842. He was educated at King's eol-
lege and the Charterbouse schools and
at Trinity college, Cambridge. He
was a noted athlete at the univerity and
beat the Oxford men iu the one and
two mile races. On being called to the
bar in 1868, ~he joined the home cir-
cuit, and, although a. comparatively
dull man among the great lights of the
English bar, bhe was cool, lucid and
hardworking, so that he got along
rapidly from the start, and was magle a
queen’s counsel in 1878.

In June, 1885, he was appointed  at-
torney general in the first Salisbury
ministry, and held the samhe office from
1886 to 1892, and from 1895 until a few

months ago, ‘when - he was ‘appointeddy
Masteg of the Rolls, and was raised to

the peerage.

From Monday and Tuescay’s Daliy.
The past three days have been prolific
of numerous fire alarms mnone of which
prevmus to the one this morning, have

been of any consequence.

The-blaze this morning was at the
corner of Fourth avenue and Sixth
street and resulted in the severe burn-
ing of its occupant, C, T. Dunbar, and
the destruction of the large cabin owned
hy Alex Pantages.

Dunbar, it seems, got up about 8
o’clock ‘and struck a match (which
happened to be of the wax variety),
which he dropped on the floer.: He
does not know what the match fell on,
but it must have been something very
inflammable as the rootn was ifi Names
in an instant. The occupants of  the
‘ouse immediately became rattled to
such an extent that pothing but a trunk
was saved. Dunbar in his efforts to
get the trunk, ran through a large look-
ing glass, cutting his knee badly and
falling into the fire with the result
that his head, face and hands were very
severely burned.

The nearest telephone to the scene
of the fire is at Clarke & Ryan’s store,
apd the alarm which was telephoned
from there to the fire hall, said that
the fire was at the corner of fifth street
and Sixth avenue, which, of course de-
layed the operations of the fire depart-
ment to the extent that it went several
blocks out of the way and had to come
back ai;am.

The inside of the cabin together with
the furniture is burned, and the cabin
itself is a wreck.

When the sleigh containing the hose
left the fire hall No. 2 this morning it
upset just at the footrof the declivity
in front of the hall; and had to be re-
loaded. Then after the alarm had been
corrected and the hose had been con-
nected with a pump, the hose became
entangled in the sleigh and when near
the scene ot the fire came out ina
bunch. The pump was already at work
and the water was following the sleigh
closely, so that before the hose could
be etraightened the line had to be cut.
This was done behind the coupling,and
hot water had to be obtained before the
hose could be again coupled.

Saturday afternoon the roof of the
police court took fire, but was ex-
tinguished before the department could
turn out.

The - second Napoleon—son of the
above—born king of Rome, 1821, on
the downfall of his father; retired with
the Empress, his mother, ta her former
home at the court of Vienna, in which
city I happened to be in the month of
November, 1839, on my way back from
Poland, where I bad been sérving in
the Polish army as surgeon in the strug-
gle they had made ‘with Russia for their
indedendence.
