TO GUARD AGAINST IN WASHING
WOOLLENS

The autumn should find all of ow
woollen possessions in good order. dn
spring pack away everything clean.
Moths are muech mor® likely to eat soiled
garments, and dust is in itself destructive,
If you put away perfebtly clean woollen
garments as soon as they have been washed
and packed in clem. air-tight receptacles,
moths cannot get at them,

The two things to guard against, in
washing woolen, are shrinking and stiffen-
ing. Choose a bright, sunny day for the
spring washing of woollens of all sorts—
sweaters, blankets, bath robes, and other
winter comfortables. Use medium hot
water and use water of the same témper-
ature for all rinsings. For the first water
dissolve a tablespoonful of borax in
every 12 ‘quarts of water. Use neither

goap nor scrub brush, but agitate the
woollen, article in this solution. ~ Then
prepnre # second "water of the same
temperature in which a plentiful amount
of pure soap has been dissolved. Never
use soap directly on' the wool, but agitate
the garments in the suds until the y are
clean, Never wring them violently
in the hands or in the clothes wringer;
squeeze the water gently “from . them.
Then put them in & third water, slightly
soaped and blued. = Rise thoroughly
in this water, fold earefully, and puf
them through the wringer. Dry in the
ghade. Washed and dried this way the
garments are sure to be soft: Blankets
ghould be atretched and folded several
times during the drying process.

Very dainty weollen garments, sueh
a8 sweaters that lose their shape easily o
can be washed and dried, sewed in a loose
pillow ‘case, Any woollen garment that
must be ironed should be ironed on the
wrong eide with much eare,

THE HAPPY VALLEY
M o

If prosperity be the ‘gauge of happi-
ess, then we may call the Annapolis
Valley the Happy Valley. There is
probably no other spot on the earth so
prosperous relatively just now as this
section of Nova Scotia. To a very large
extent the Valley is keeping business alive
in the Maritime Provinces at the present
time; for other parts of the provinces
are feeling the reflex influence of the good
times that the fruit growers and farmers
between Windsor and Annapolis are
experiencing. This is the out tanding
piece of cheer that the people in the Mari-
time Provinces have just now while
‘there is 5o much of the counsel of despair
in the world generally.

That our fruit growers should be able
%o ship an immense crop of apples very
profitably in a year of unusual plenty
is a remarkable fact. New York State
had an immense crop of excellent apples
last autumn, which wunder ordinary
tircumstances would have been a very
®bearish influence on the British markey;
but scarcity of labor and high cost of
barrels jn that State counteracted the

of such an abundance, so that
forty per cent. of the New York State
€rop remained unbarvested, the fruit
growers there finding that it would not
pay them to pick and pack the fruit.
Somewhat similiar conditions prevailed

_| prices for_agood-sized .crop -0f- potatoes;|

While, potatoes have gone abegging in
other ‘potatoe-priducing sections of ‘East-
ermn Canada and in the State of Maine, the
Valley potatoes have gone to export
markets at fair prices. All this wasarranged
by the same agency that made such
an excellent thing out of apples for our
fruit growers.

It must be said that while there has
been some good luck in the present
situation as it affects the fruit growers
and potatoe growers of the Annapolis
Valley, there has been agreat deal of
good management. We think it can be
said that foresight was a factor of con-
siderable importance leading up to the
present happy state of affairs. While
many other fruit growing sections ne-
glected their orchards during the war
period, largely because of the high price
of materials and a lack of faith in the
future, the Annapolis Valley fruit growers,
realizing the value of the asset they have
in their orchards, and believing that the
future would justify their care, kept on
spraying. And it did not cost them so
much as it would have cost growers
in other fruit sections, because, by the
same good management exercised in
selling their crops, our fruit buying co-
operatively they have been able to bid
for the lowest possible price and getting
it have had an economic advantage over
their competitors. As a matter of fact,

in Ontario, but the quality of the c¢rop
there, because of neglect of the orchards |
during the war period, was not so good. |
New York and Ontatio are very impertant [
factors in the apple trade and of course
the developments above referred to
have played into the hands of our fruit
growers. ‘

CONVENTION

Apple Grading Méthods Under Re-

vision—Legalization of Half Barrel
Requested.

The formation of a Canadian Horticul-
tural Council, the need of which has been
‘stressed by leading horticulturists through-
out Canada of late, was-one of the most
important and significant achievements of
the sixth annual convention of the Dom-
inion Fruit Growers’ Association held in
Ottawa, Feb, 22-24. An advisory com-
mittee and other officers will be appointed
shortly and the Council, embracing all
horticultural interests and co-ordinating
their work, will commence to function im-
mediately.  The resolution which was
«carried unanimously, was moved by J.
Howe Cox, of Cambridge, N. S., and sec-
‘onded by Sam Savage of Calgary, Alta.

Of wide national interest was the de-
«cision to discard the present method of
grading apples packed in boxes as num-
ers one, two and three and to recommend
‘the adoption of a higher standard, viz.
extra fancy, fancy and C. and also to
adopt grad: definitions superior to those
recommended by the Western United
‘States fruit growers at a recent conference
in Spokane, Washington. i

New Size for Small Fruit Boxes

Unanimous approval was given a reso-
lution which called upon the convention to
recommend the adoption for use in Canada
of the United States quart betry and cur-
rant boxes, It was the desire of the con-
fereicé that th® bokes now in use be réc-
‘ognized as lawful packages until Oct, 1,
1923, in order to permit of stocks bn hand
being utilized.

A resolution was adopted, recommend-
ing that the three quart basket for grapes
be changed to one of the same size as the
“pony” basket, used in the United States,
‘On motion of G. A. Walstead, St, Cath-
erines, seconded by A. M. MecCallum,
Winnipeg, it was recommended that the
fruit branch be given power to issue per-
mits to growers to use the so-called 12-
quart basket for bulk shipments of grapes:
in Canada. It was also decided to re-

<commend to the Government the legal-
ization of the half-barrel for use in Can-
ada. Discussion on this subject revealed
the information that growers in the Mar-
itime provinces had been using the half
barrel, although illegal.

A’ resolution was adopted urging upon
the Dominion Government the fixing of
standards for jams, jellies, etc., with reg-
ulations enforcing adherence to the same,
both by the home manufacturer and by
ananufacturer’s of such products imported
into Canada,

Canned Fruit Criticised

That the laws respecting the canning of

fruits were not being enforced was con-
~tended by James Wagstaff of Hamilton
the well know jam manufacturer. He
stated that in some cases jams labelled
“pure” contained only 18 per cent. fruit
whereas the law requires 45 per cent.
The remainder, he declared was largely
<commercialized pectin, ¥

necessity for wider distribution of Can-
adian fruits, and called upon the carrying
companies- to establish  express carload
commodity rates from Pproducing centres
to’ distributing points in local territory
and from British Columbia and Ontario
points to various points in the United
States, . [\
The conference went on record as being
opposeéd to any increase in railway classi-
fication of fruit and vegetables.. '
Want Lower Freight Rates
That substantial reduction in freight
rates on fruits and vegetables was essen-
tial to the future progress and welfare of
the industry, was the effect of another
resolution which will be passed on to the
railway companies.
The formation of a bureau of fruit mar-
kets within the Department of Agricul-
ture, was given serious consideration and
a resolution was passed urging upon
the prime minister and the minister of agri-
culture; its immediate consumation. Such
a bureati it was explained, would be far
more economical and efficient than the
present system of issuing reports from
each of the ten branches of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture,

Chemicals in Fruit Juices,
Hearty support was given to the follow-
ing resolution *“'Resolved that a regula-
tion be adopted to prohibit’ the use of
chemicals in the preparation of beverages
such as cider, fruit juices, wines, etc.,
such practice being detrimental to the
best interests of fruit growers generally.’’
The formation of a Canadian Horticul-
tural Council was proposed by Hon. W,
R. Motherwell, Minister of Agriculture,
in his address at the luncheon which took
place on Thursday, 23rd. He suggested
that it be operated along the same lines
as the National Dairy Council, and that
it be self sustaining. Touching on cold
