SINGULAR DREAMING

rWO PECULIAR CASES OF BRAIN AC-
TIVITY IN SLEEP.

A Lawyer Who Solved a Knotty
Problem He Could Not DMaster
While Awake—An Exciting and Al-
most Tragic Railway Journey,

An Rdinburgh lawyer, a confirmed
somnambulist, went through a pecul-
lar experience some little time ago.
One evening, after dinner, he told his
wife that he had a most difficult law
case which would occupy him half the
night to study out. For-hours there-
after he grappled with its intricacles,
but finally desisted, saying it would
be Impossible to make his brief until
morning, since the case presented some
difficulties that he had been unable to
master.
¢ He fell asleep from -exhaustion al-
most as soon as he went tp bed, but in
a few minutes rose, and, seaffng him-
self at his desk, wrote furiously for an
hour or more. Then, carefully folding
and indorsing the sheets he had writ-
ten upon, he put them away in a pl
geonbole ‘of his desk, after which, with
ont speaking, he returned to his bed
and slept soundly till late in the morn
ing.

At brealkfast he expressed some un-
certalnty as to his “finding a solution.”
His wife told him to look through his
desk, which he did, discovering the
paper he bad written in the pigeon-
hole where he had hidden it. As he’
read It joy mingled with nmnazement
showed plainly in his face, for the pa-
per was a clearly reasoned, correctly
phrased brief on the intricate case,
with all the obscure points smoothed
out! He had not the slightest recol-
lection of having written the docu-
ment.

Another extraordinary case Is that of
a young man who, an hour or 8o be-

REMOVING A RING,

A Jeweler Tells How to Take Off One
That Has Grown Tight.

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HEAT, as is well known, has for cen-
turies been recommended as a topical
agent for the treatment of localized in-
flamation, therefore principally in Ar-
thritis, Synovitis, Primary Neutritis, etc.,
it was administered either moist ordry.
Practice teaches that heat can be borne
comfortably on comparatively high tem-
perature, hence it is also more beneficial
‘Che methods used, hot bricks, hot water
bottles, bags containing heated salt, sand
or heated plates, could be neither regulat-
ed nor maintained for any length of time,
making renewal of agents necessary, and
subjecting the heated parts to exposurs to
cold.

Lately the T. Williard Ready Hot Air
Apparatus has been introduced to the medi-
cal profession, and a Sanitarium has been
equipped in Stratford, to be known as “ T'he
Windermere Dry Hot Air Hospital,” for
the treatment of all diseases where dry hot
air is indicated.
