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HIS SANITY 
IN QUESTION.

Enquiry Into Bed fort'a Mental 
Condition to be Made.

He Sticks lo the Impossible Parla 
of Story.

About Sailing From Montreal and 
Heaps of Snow.

Toronto, Oct. 29.—It is not probable 
that the Provincial Government will 
make public the character of its com­
munication to the British Home Office 
relative to the confession of the man, 
E. W. Bedfort, who alleged he murdered 
Ethel Kinrade at her home in Hamilton 
last winter. The document from the At­
torney-General will probably start on its 
journey to Scotland Yard to-day, trav­
elling via the Canadian Secretary of 
State, the Colonial Office and the Home 
Office.

In an interview last night Hon. J. J. 
Foy intimated that no public announce­
ment would be made as to its contents. 
The Attorney-General has adopted this 
course as a matter of departmental pol­
icy. It is believed, however, that—con­
trary to general anticipation—the At­
torney-General is not recommending the 
immediate release of Bedfort. It is pro­
bable, in view of the extraordinary 
statements made by the man, that in­
quiry as to his mental condition will be 
asked for before it is rendered possible 
for him to return to Canada. Apart 
from other considerations it is felt that 
a man who is capable of such statements 
might be suffering from incipient homi­
cidal mania.

Bedfort *s confession, as told to the 
Scotland Yard authorities, after reciting 
how he met the stranger in Toronto and 
came to Hamiltbn the day before the 
murder, meeting him on the morning of 
the crime, continues:

I went to the Kinrades’ door and 
knocked. The door was answered by a 
young girl. I think about twenty-four 
years of nge. She was wearing a 
brown coat and no hat; she was dark.
1 said: “I want some money. Will you 
give me a little?” She seemed fright­
ened and ran upstairs. I went in the 
diior and shut it behind me. As I en­
tered I heard a noise behind me. and 
I opened the door and saw the man 
there. I then shut the door, leaving 
him on the steps. At that moment 
another young lady came downstairs, 
and I immediately fired the revolver 
until it was exhausted. I believe there 
were five shots. They took effect on 
her head and body and she fell. T ran 
through the house and out through a 
w indow at the Jw* l forgot to left 
you that the man said that one of the 
girls was taller than the other, 
and it was the shorter one that 
I was to shoot. 1 believe I 
shot the shorter one. After I got 
through the window 1 got over a brick 
wall and made my way to the railway 
station. When I got there 1 took the 
false beard off and put it in my pocket.
T caught a train about 5 o’clock, after 
waiting about an hour and a half and 
rcr-urned to Toronto. 1 stayed that 
night in a cheap «boarding house near 
the railway station. There was a no­
tice hanging outside : “Board and lodg­
ing by day or week.” Next morning 1 
wept to the station about 6.30 and 
waited. The man came there about 2.30 
in the afternoon.

He was well dressed, like a gentle­
man. He said : “Well done, you fixed 
her all right.” T said : “I don’t know 
if I have shot the right one.” He said : 
“Yes you have.” I said : "How do you 
know.” He said : “Never mind, don’t 
trouble; come with me.” He then took 
a single ticket to Montreal and gave it 
to me. I said: “How about the money, 
and what am I going to do as T can’t 
stop at Montreal.” He said: “Here’s 
the money,” and he handed me a roll 
of bills. “Go to Montreal and wait 
there about two days, and I will send 
a letter to you at the poet-office. ” I 
said: ''What are you going to send a 
letter for. you promised to send me 
away from the country nud Montreal 
is not away. “That is the reason why 
I want you to stop there, I will send 
you a ticket that will take you to Liv­
erpool.” I said; “When I get to Liver­
pool 1 am to forget all about you.” He 
•aid: “Yes.” I left about 5 o:clock for 
Montreal and he saw me off. I left 
him behind. I got to Montreal about 
6 P- m. the following c^-. I waited 
three days and then got a letter from 
the man. it was giving me some direc­
tions and was initialled “E. J. T.” The 
directions were to leave for England 
by boat that sailed that afternoon and 
enclosing a ticket in the name of 
Christopher. The initial I forgot. It 
was a saloon ticket. The boat was the 
SS. 'Laurentic.- I came to Liverpool by 
that boat and have never seen nor heard 
of the man since. I destroyed the letter

The man never told me his name, 
aud I have no idea how he could be

The letter referred to was an intro­
duction to two persons in England, one 
in Liverpool aud one in London. Their 
names I do not care to give you, but I 
have called upon them both.

In a later statement Bédfort made 
this statement:

“I can now remember that it was in 
the winter when I shot the girl and 
came over here, as there was a lot of 
anew out in the back garden. Heaps of 
it where I got over the wall.”

When they met at 
the appointed place they went to a 10- 
cent show and for a walk and Bessie was 
with Van ZairRT They met on Thursday 
night and went ^o a hotel, but all four 
weic together. They drank Budweiser 
and their companions suggested staying 
there. They made another appointment 
and went to Bennett’s. After the show 
they went to a Chinese restaurant.

“They have nice little compartments 
there, haven’t they?” asked Mr. Wash­
ington.

Baptist Delegates Seem to Prefer 
the Present Arrangement.

Committee Appointed to Report at 
Next Meeting.

Enrollment Shows 446 Delegates 
Have Been Here.

At the last session of the Baptist Con­
vention, held this morning, the resolu­
tion was passed that the convention en- 
doi-se the work of the Moral and Social 
Reform Committee and ask tire churches 
to give $1,000 to advance that depart­
ment of work for the ensuing year.

Resolutions were presented and adopt 
L * the follow* “

progiarmnei*S®p*wlty of family wor­
ship; appyÇeâkm of C. J. Cameron’s 
servieeeF ^difiuition at the Congo atro­
cities; evil o# gambling ; Bible Society, 
and appreciation of hospitality received.

In tiie discussion of the Bajrtist Iftfion 
m Canada the representatives of the 
joint boards stated that while they sym­
pathized with a union of some kind to 
meet every four* or five years, they be­
lieved that for the present, at least, 
the purposes of such a union should be 
to promote mutual acquaintance and to 
discuss the leading problems of the home 
and society. TSte Home Mission Board 
thought that the time had not yet ar­
rived for the formation of the Union 
The report of the Foreign Missionary 
Board contained the statement that they 
were not prepared to make any declara­
tion in regard to the question of a gen­
eral union, but were ready to confer 
with the Missionary Boards of the Mari­
time Convention and the Convention of 
Western Canada with a view to uniting 
in all foreign mission work. The Bap­
tist Educational Board opposed the 
scheme -of union as injurious, as it would 
lessen the interest of the local churches 
and denominational affairs.

Short addresses were given on the 
question of union by numerous dele­
gates to the convention, including stir­
ring addresses by Rev.- J. Sullivan, Rev. 
II. V. La flamme. Rev. Dr. S. S. Bates, 
Prof. Fanner. Mr. A. A. Ayer. O. K. 
Holman. K. C.. and Rev. T. G. Shields.

The resolution was proposed and 
adopted that a committee lie appointed 
to consider the question of church union. 
Prof. Farmer. Dr. Thompson, Rev. J. G. 
Brown were elected to appoint the com­
mittee from the delegates to the con­
vention.

The report of the committee on en­
rollment <*Wcd the following registra­
tion: Monday 147. Tuesday 205. Wednes­
day 73. Thursday 19, Friday 2. making 
the total number of registrations 446. 
There were 203 churches represented, 
and 353 railway certificates presented.

Rev. Mr. Hail, of South Africa, secre­
tary of the British and Foreign Sailors’ 
Society, was introduced and presented 
greetings from the Baptists’ Union of 
South Africa.

Telegrams of greeting were received 
from Michigan State convention, to 
which the secretary was authorized to

The resignation of Rev. C. J. Cameron 
as secretary-treasurer of the conven­
tion was accepted, as his time was 
fully taken up by the work of the Mis­
sion Board, of which he was a member. 
Rev. C. H. Priest was elected to fill the 
position.

At the 
trial the Judge found that defendants 
had piled the coal at the edge of trav­
elled part of road and put a coil of 
hose on top, rendering it dangerous for 
people driving past and gave judgment 
for the plaintiff for $200: Appeal thejjs- 
trom argued and dismissed with costs.

Whitehorn Case Decided Against 
Company-- Webb Wins Appeal.

The. following Hamilton cases were 
heard at Toronto yesterday :

Whitehorn vs. Canadian Guardian—J. 
G. Farmer, for plaintiffs, on appeal from 
the judgment of the County Court of 
Wentworth, dated 9th June, 1909. S. F. 
Washington, K. C., for defendant, con­
tra. This was an appeal from the trial 
judgment dismissing the action brought 
to recover $250 alleged to be due on a 
policy of assurance in defendant com­
pany with costs. Judgment: Appeal al­
lowed and judgment for plaintiff for 
full amount of policy, $250, with costs 
below and in appeal.

Webb vs. Box—C. A. Masten, K. 0., 
and W*. R. Wadsworth, for plaintiff, on 
appeal from the judgment of Teetzel, J., 
dated 3rd June, 1909. G. S. Kerr, K. C., 
and J. C. Makins, Stratford, for de­
fendants, contra. Judgment: This ac­
tion is based on the statute giving a 
right to double the value of the goods 
sold and full costs of suit in cases where 
goods are seized and sold by the land­
lord when no rent is due or in arrears. 
The case was proved to the satisfaction 
of the Judge, who tried it without a 
jury, and the value of the goods was ap­
praised at $469.50. He refused to give 
double the value and gave a lump sum 
for costs. The judgment should be re­
versed, as to all the defendants, and 
judgment given for the plaintiff for dou­
ble the value of the goods with costs 

«and judgment for the defendant on the 
counter claim with costs. The amounts 
recovered by the parties respectively 
(using the figures of the trial Judge to 
ascertain the double value) for debt and 
costs may be set off and payment made 
according to the result. Costs of ap­
peal to plaintiff.

Thai Is Committee’s Position on 
the Power Matter.

Contract Goes lo the Council For 
Consideration.

City Has No Chance of Getting 
What Commission Promised.

At last the power question is up to 
the Council, and it vVill be threshed out 
on Monday night.

1 lie following recommendation by Aid.

“That the committee recommend that 
the CM tv Council accept the amended con­
tract ot the Hydro-Electric Power Com 
mission of Ontario, as per the letter of 
A. F. Lobb, dated October 26th, 1909. for 
a thousand horse power of electric ener­
gy.’

“I suppose we will have to take it,” 
said Aid. Jutten, when the Mayor ex­
plained how the contract stood now.

“Well, it was not final when we were 
dealing with the other company,” said 
His Worship.

“This appears to lie final.” replied Aid.

"it’s an arbitrary ruling,” volunteered 
the Mayor.

“It is quite clear from the letter that 
it is final,” added Aid. Morris. “There 
is .no use gojpg hack. They will give us 
no more concessions.”

VIOLATED THE 
MEDICAL ACT.

Edward Moses CasllesCondemned 
lo Pay Fine of $25

And Musi Not Use the Tille 
"Doctor” In Ontario.

Foreign Case Thai Promises lo be 
of Interest.

Edward Moses Castles violated the On­
tario Medical Act, Magistrate Jetfs de­
cided this morning, and fined the vio­
lator $25. He furthermore must not 
use the prefix “Doctor” to his name.

Inquiries will be made of the Depart­
ment to find out how the said Edward 
Moses is registered there.

The complainant in the case was Ohas. 
Rose, of Toronto, officer for the Ontario 
Medical Association, who produced ad­
vertisements from Hamilton papers, 
which set. forth that Dr. Castle’s absorb­
ent cure was good medicine for certain 
complaints.

“Are you guilty or not guiltv?" asked 
the court sergeant,

“I deny the charge!” the defendant 
replied in a loud voice.

Rose said the specific charge was be­
tween the dates Oct.. 20 and 26.

He went last week, he said, to Cas­
tle s place of residence, 262 Gannon street 
east, and said he had pain* in the chest, 
and asked for some medicine. Defend­
ant-, he said, told him the pains were 
caused by neuralgia of the stomach. Oas- 
tie then said he could give him some 
medicine for it-, and proceeded to make 
up a concoction in the comer of the 
room. While the dope was being dis­
pensed the alleged doctor told Rose 
he was not. a registered medical practi­
tioner in this Province, though he had 
a diploma from the States, and for that 
reason lie was careful not to make a 
diagnosis, though he was quite capable 
of doing so.

A bottle of black looking mixture was 
produced - by Rose as the medicine given 
him, ami directions we.re given to take 
some, and try some of Doctor Castle's 
herbs.” Two packets of pills were given 
with the mixture. The whole lot cost 
him $1.

“This medicine smells like shoemaker’s 
wax,” said His Worship, after smelling it.

Rose pleaded not guilty to taking it.
Roy Denser, a youth, was sent bv Rose 

to the physician for treatment." He 
swore that he got some of the same evil 
smelling stuff and two packets of doubt­
ful looking pilla. He did not take any— 
he wished the court to fully understand 
that. He paid oaic dollar for the good*.

“Dhl it smell like shoemaker's wax?" 
queried the bench.

“Yes.”
Then up stood the medicine man. He 

certainly was not a good advertisement 
for the medical profession. He looked 
like an advance agent for a scarecrow 
supply house. His hands were in deep 
mourning, owing to his apparent aver­
sion to soap and water. He produced a 
certificate issued by .the department at 
Ottawa, entitling him to sell proprie­
tary patent medicines. The certificate 
was dated April 14, 1909. He said the 
information lie furnished the depart­
ment about his medicines was that he had 
seven kinds, which would cure troubles 
of the liver, lungs, stomach, etc. He pro­
duced bundles of papers and wished all 
mankind to know, at least that was 
what the court understood from his re­
marks. that he bail a. divine inspiration 
to cure all bodily ills.

AN OBJECT LESSON.
The cotton manufacturers of the Un­

ited States are just now giving an ex­
ample of how protection enables com­
bines to plunder the public. In the or­
dinary course of business there should 
be due a fall in the prices of manufac­
tured cotton, of which consumers would 
obtain the benefit. But the cotton com­
bine in the United .States has no no­
tion of permitting the '‘protected" peo­
ple of the country to share in the bene­
fits of increased manufacture. Its pur­
pose is to secure artificial scarcity by 
lessening arbitrarily the quantity of 
manufactured cotton ^foods produced. 
To effect this purpose, the cotton mills 
in North and South Carolina have been 
ordered to be closed down. Manufactur­
ing will be discontinued until the cot­
ton combine thinks that operating the 
mills will not result in more cotton 
goods being produced than can be sold 
at the artificially high price fixed by 
the ring. We are told, when protection 
is an issue in politics, that it is not de­
sired for the manufacturing combines, 
but for the dear public, and especially 

|the employees of thfc protected indus­
tries. But, oddly enough, the methods 
of. these combines iu utilizing the pro­
tective tariff always result in plunder­
ing the people and impoverishing the 
working man. By this shut down of the 
cotton manufacturers many thousand 
workmen are thrown out of employment 
as winter approaches. In South Caro­
lina alone, 10,000 operatives are depriv- 

i*d of the opportunity to earn a living;

Washington, Oct. 28.—Insurance for 
those who go up in flying machines 
is the latest form of policy brought 
out by an enterprising Scottish cas­
ualty insurance company. The U. S. 
consul at Dumfermline, Scotland, re­
ports to-day to the Bureau of Com­
merce and Labor that the corporation 
in question has recognized the neces­
sity for insuring aviators. The in­
novation is looked upon with distrust 
by other insurance concerns in Great 
Britain. Lloyds declining to issue such 
insurance for the operators, the ma­
chinery or structure of aeroplanes or 
dirigible balloons.

Another phase of insurance relative 
to the new science of aeronautics has 
been put out by a well known marine 
insurance company of England. This 
policy appears to be considerably in 
advance of the time, for it contem­
plates protection of the lives and pro­
perty of innocent persons who may be 
individually injured or whose pos­
sessions may be damaged by falling 
aeroplanes.

In view of the many amateurs who 
are entering the field of aviation the 
rates would naturally be supposed to 
be so high as to he almost prohibitive. 
However, the rate of the poliet- and its 
indemnity provisions are surprisingly 
liberal. Ho adds that it is generally 
recognized in Great Britain that an 
entirely new and perhaps profitable 
field for insurance activity has been 
opened up by the introduction of the 
aeroplane.

FEWER HUNTERS, MORE FEES.

Twelve Thousand Five Hundred Li­
censes Have Been Issued.

Toronto, Oct. 29.— In all, 12.500 hunt­
ers’ licenses have been issued by the 
Provincial Fish and Game Department 
this year.

The Baptist Convention continued its 
session yesterday afternoon at James 
Street Baptist Church, when the re­
ports of the Grande Linge mission and 
the Moral and Social Reform Committee 
were presented.

The report of the Grande Linge mis- 
eion was read by Mr. E. Bosworth, sec­
retary. It gave a quotation from the 
London Times, written by one who was 
termed “a pervert from Protestantism, 
but who evidently is now seeing things 
in a different light.” The quotation 
was: “The old unreasoning hatred of 
Rome has given place to an equally un­
reasoning sentimentalism, which be­
lieves, or affects to believe, that Rome 
has changed, that the Roman Church is 
willing to share equal rights and liber­
ties with other Christian bodies, that 
the Papacy has ceased to l>e an obstacle 
to progress and a menace to liberty. 
Recent events should remind those that 
live in such illusions that the Roman 
Church is what it has been for centuries, 
a narrow and intolerant sect, acquiescing 
in religious liberty and equality only 
when and where it is not strong enough ! 
to demand privilege, refraining from per­
secution only because she has not the 
power to use it. but persecuting as ruth­
lessly as ever by all the means that are 
still in her power.” The report added: 
It is manifest from these words, coming 
from such a source, that light is break­
ing, and that longings for liberty have 
been born that will not be stifled. The 
Grande Linge mission workers will re­
joice if in any way they may bes used 
to bring about this brighter, happier day 
for Quebec.

To bring about this there have been 
employed thirty-two laborers, pastors, 
teachers, colporteurs and Bible women.

They have preached 729 sermons, dis­
tributed 1,140 Bibles and portions of the 
scriptures, 50,000 pages of religious 
tracts, made 6,251 visits into various 
homes, entered 13,710 houses to offer 
the word of life, held 3.350 religious 
conversations, and have read more than 
2.000 chapters of .the word of God to 
Roman Catholics. As one result of 
these efforts 75 persons have professed 
conversion, of whom 32 have been bap-

During the year we have been per­
mitted to complete a very neat and 
comfortable little chapel in the city of 
Quebec. It cost, together with the land, 
upon which is situated another build­
ing. about $6.700. A new church edifice 
in St. Pie is in process of erection, at 
a cost of about $3.000. A lot has been 
secured in the city of Hull, at a cost 
of $1.050. upon which it is proposed to 
erect a building in the near future.

There are yet $5.590 needed in order 
to cover the. cost of this special in­
creased expenditure on property account.

The report of the Moral and Social 

Reform Committee was read by Mr. 

He said that the great 
work being done was chiefly the result 
of co-operation. The committee was ac­
tively engaged in organizing new leagues 
throughout the Province. They had en­
forced the law in a great many cases on 
those who were selling obscene pictures 
and post cards. A sphere of great ac­
tivity was before the council in Ontario 
and they were encouraged by the cam­
paigns undertaken by the Dominion Al­
liance. Active means were being taken 
to suppress the white slave traffic and 
various social evils and the following re­
solutions had been forwarded:

To the Imperial Government—A more 
speedy and drastic prohibition of the 
opium traffic. That at the next opium 
conference Great Britain’s representa­
tives should form a more rapid prohibi­
tion of its sale.

To the Federal Government — That 
race track betting and other forms of 
gambling be made illegal. That the 
white slave traffic be suppressed.

To Legislature of Ontario—More se­
vere and effective law enforcement be 
obtained.

IVe thank the Catholic Register | 
and its clerical editor for giving Super­
intendent Therrien an opportunity of 
saying some things be did say, and we 
wish he had said more.’*

Continuing, he said it should be 
brought home to the delegates of the 
convention that the tide of French citi­
zenship was coming strongly towards 
Ontario. Mr. McKay spoke hopefully of 
French evangelization. Evangelization 
It. the west was easier because the peo­
ple were foreigners, free from Rome’s 
bondage, while in Quebec they were still 
enslaved, and the great majority inac­
cessible.

In concluding he said that as long as 
they exalted Mary above Christ, accept 
traditions in preference to the truth of 
scripture, so long should the Grand 
Ligne Mission receive support.

A FORMER PRIEST.
Rev. J. Sullivan, of Montreal, a for­

mer Catholic priest, in seconding the 
adoption of the report, said he had 
many friends among priests and people 
in Quebec. The idea of missions to 
Catholics, he said, did not necessarily 
mean hostility to the Roman Catholic 
people. One should differentiate be­
tween the head in Rome and the people. 
“We may love the people,” he said, “and 
yet look with horrible suspicion on the 

, church.”
Mr. Sullivan said he would answer 

the question of why there should be 
missions towards Catholics. It should 
l»e, if for no other reason than to secure 
the drifters from the Roman Catholic 
Church, those who have taken the first 
step to infidelity and the last step to 
absolute atheism and worse. The day 
had come when the wheels of progress 
could not lie turned back. Higher criti­
cism, until twenty-five years ago, had 
not touched Rome. Thoughtful men 
were quietly gliding out of the Roman 
Catholic Church to other churches as a 
result of higher criticism, not by the 
scores, but by the thousands. The his­
torical continuity of the Roman Catholic 
Church for twenty centuries, lie said, 
could not be attacked. It was there, 
but lie challenged its motto : “The same 
always.” It was not—it was purely op 
portunistie. In Rome it was one thing, 
in Toronto another. There should be 
missions to Catholics because of Christ’s

nization hostile to other existing or­
ganizations, but was a movement seek­
ing to help in every right and possible 
way to help them. It was not a collec­
tor or distributor of money, but sought 
to increase the finances of all existing 
organizations. It was not a clamorer of 
new doctrines, but wished to put into 
personal practice the principles that the 
church had been teaching for years. As 
a proof of the success of the movement. 
Mr. Moore sa'd that no person who had 
entered upor. the work had expressed 
any desire to drop it.

Dr. W. T. Rtackltouse was the next 
speaker in connection with the Laymen's 
Missoinary Movement, and lie said that 
if the Gospel was not given to the hea­
then now it would never be. as far as 
their time was concerned. The HI lurch 
of God was simply criminal if self-satis­
fied and complacent. Every Christian 
man and woman in Christ’s church 
should be interested in the progress of 
missionary work, and t hose who were not 
were unworthy to be called mem tiers of 
the true church. In concluding his ad­
dress he gave instances of the success 
of various churches which had entered 
into the movement.

Mr." J. N. Slums tone, Toronto, was the 
next speaker, and said that a great many 
jieople had been aroused and wakened 
by the far-reaching of tl*e gigantic plans 
of the movement. A brighter and broad­
er idea of stewardship was brought into 
the life by the Laymen’s Missionary 
Movement. Stewardship meant trust, 
and every blessing and gift received 
meant extra responsibility. A distinct 
call was made to men to lie true stew­
ards in the earning of wealth. Acquir­
ing and storing wealth was a serious 
thing, and all persons should be careful 
that in furthering their own interests 
they do not rob their fellowmen. He 
concluded by saying that if as much at­
tention was given to Christ as to busi­
ness the evangelization of the world 
would soon be accomplished.

Mr. C. Cook. Brantford, spoke a few 
words on the inspiration that, was re­
ceived by taking part in sending the Gos­
pel to all the world.

On account of the late hour of the 
evening. Rev. J. B. Kennedy, M. A., spoke 
shortly on “The Church's Attitude To­
ward Legislation,” which had been laid 
over from the afternoon session. He 
pointed out in a very efficient manner 
that legislation had been instituted by

We have letters in our posses­
sion that may be of some assistance to 
you. and we*will cheerfully render you 
whatever aid we can to enable you to 
have this man sentenced for a long term.

Montana Meeting Heara Hu Story 
of Mount McKinley

And Passée a Resolution That It 
Did Not Believe It,

But Believed Barrill That Cook 
Wasn’t at Top.

Hamilton, Mont., Oct. 29.—After a 
stormy session lasting till midnight, a 
meeting addressed by Dr. Frederick A. 
Cook last night adopted a resolution 
expressing confidence in the veracity of 
Barrill and Printz, the guides who made 
affidavits that Cook did not climb 
Mount McKinley.

Attorney Crutchfield, attorney for the 
guides, questioned Cook after his ad­
dress, and then the excitement broke 
forth. Crutchfield challenged Cook’s 
statements. This brought on a discus­
sion, the fellow townsmen of the guides 
taking sides.

A member of the audience offered a 
resolution at this point asking that the 
meeting declare a lack of faith on the 
part of the entire people of Montana 
in all matters about which Dr. Cook 
made claims.

Attorney Roland White, of San Fran­
cisco, who was in the audience, rose 
and as a citizen made a plea for fair

Senator Jos. M. Dickinson, of Mon­
tana, also took the floor and urged that 
fair play be accorded all parties to the 
controversy. Neither those who were 
< pposed to Dr. Cook nor ,his friends 
would accept the resolution, and it was 
withdrawn by its author.

Edward N. Barrill, the guide who ac-

ley, was called on, and, taking the plat- ; 
form, declared that Dr. Cook’s state- ' 
ment s that they reached the top of 
Mount McKinley were incorrect.

Dr. Cook replied by asserting to Bar- 
rill’s face that the latter's statements 
weer false.

The excitement at this point was in­
tense. Barrill demanded to know why 
Cook did not make an affidavit to the 
effect that he had scaled Mount Mc­
Kinley. The challenge had no sooner 
been issued than it was accepted by the 
doctor, and an affidavit was made by 
the explorer on the platform in the 
presence of the audience. In it Dr. Cook 
declared that he ascended Mount Mc­
Kinley ; that Barrill wan with him at 
the time, and that the records of his 
ascent were left on the summit of the

The discussion then waxed warmer, 
Barrill'h attorney and friends denounc­
ing Cook’s statements, while friends of 
the doctor contended for fair play.

Attorney Wagner then offered this 
resolution : “VVe, the people of Hamil­
ton and Ravello Counties, assembled, af­
ter patiently listening to the charges 
and counter charges exchanged by the 
parties to the Mount McKinley contro­
versy. do declare our firm belief in the 
veracity of Edward Barrill and Freder­
ick Printz.”

This was carried by a large majority, 
and the meeting was closed amid great 
excitement.

After the meeting Dr. Cook said he 
did "not care to discuss the result at 
present.

ing in connection with the power ques­
tion in Hamilton, and last night and 
this morning the city was full of it 
when it became known that a party <f 
aldermen were caught in secret session 
in the City Hall, following a regular 
session of the Power Committee, held in 
the afternoon.

There, behind closed doors, appar­
ently afraid of the searchlight of pub­
licity, preparing to hatch a scheme, the 
purpose of which undoubtedly was to 
thrust the entire Hydro contract down 
the city’s throat on Monday night, sat 
men who will appeal to the electors in 
January to vote them into next year’s 
Council and Board of Control.

Such a spectacle has not been wit­
nessed since the days when Hamilton 
shook off the shackles of “machine” 
rule and gave the clique that ruled civic 
affairs for political purposes a jolt that 
it, has not recovered from yet. Not since 
Ex-Mayor Stewart held his famous star 
chamber power session, when he placed 
a sentry on the door to keep reporters 
out, has there been an attempt to trans­

itaire in the spring behind closed doors 
to talk over the city’s finances we were 
criticised, and I decided there would be 
no more of it for me. I asked before 
I came down here if it was to" be a star 
chamber session, and I was told it was 
not.

SCOTT NIGHT.

Story of Poet's Life and Some 
Good Scotch Music.

The young people of St. John Presby­
terian Church h*d “a night wi* Scott” 
last evening, and a large number were 
present. Not only was the life of the 
great poet described in the illustrated 
lecture, but a number of Scotch selec­
tions were given.

Rev. John Young, in telling of the 
work of the poet, said his purpose was 
to show how the early associations of 
Scott were responsible for his success in 
life. He admitted Scott inherited great 
ability, but it was awakened and set on 
fire by his early associations with the 
shepherds in the south of Scotland. 
Three persons had done a great deal 
towards assisting him. They dere La id- 
law. Ladens and James Hope, the shep­
herd. They had as much to do with 
the after life as all the school and col­
lege education he had received. His 
popularity reached its zenith when he 
was about 34 years of age. after hNjng 
written “The Lady of the Lake.” He 
entered into partnership with James 
Rallcntyne in a printing establishment 
in 1826. but the undertaking was an 
absolute failure, and the financial obli­
gations amounted to over $700.000. After 
the failure he continued writing more 
vigorously than ever, and succeeded in 
paving off the larger portion of his 
obligations before lie died. So well sat­
isfied were his creditors that they pre­
sented him with a library, some paint­
ings and silver plate. The strain was 
too much and he broke down in 1830. 
The Government placed a man-of-war 
at his disposal, and lie went for a trip 
to the Mediterranean. He never fully 
recovered ami died in 1832. His poetry 
did not touch the heart of Scotland as 
did that of Burns?, but it was exceed­
ingly pleasing and descriptive. Although 
it wa« nearly a hundred years - since 
Scott first became prominent as a writer 
he had lived in the minds of the people 
since, and would for many years to

dee.” Mr. George Richmond, and “Jock 
o’ Hazel Dean.”

THE LIGHTING 
ARBITRATION.

Judge Snider May Go to Cleveland 
to Examine Expert.

Expect to Close the Caie by 
Thursday Next

Witnesses Say Cost of Production 
Was Not Decreased.

Wheu the street lighting arbitration 
was resumed yesterday afternoon before 
Judge Snider, the counsel for the Cat­
aract Company endeavored to show that 
there had not been any advances in 
the electrical art since the year 1899, 
until the year 1904, which would mater­
ially lessen the cost of production while 
the counsel for the city endeavored to 
point out how the advances had been 
such that the cost had been less and 
the loss by transmission less. Only one 
witness was called, Percy C. Knight, a 
United States electrical engineer, and 
he showed by his evidence tuat the ad­
vances in the art had not been ot such a 
nature as to lessen the cost of produc­
tion. An adjournment was made at 4.15 
because some of the witnesses had not 
been able to arrive.

Mr. Knight said although the cost of 
production had not been lessened, the 
loss by transmission was not so grat 
on account of the insulation being bet­
ter. The estimated loss by transmission 
at the present time was from 10 to 15 
per cent. When the power was develop­
ed by water the loss by transmission 
was immaterial, providing the water for 
its production was not charged for by 
quantity. If on the other hand the pow­
er was obtained by the use of coal, the 
loss by transmission was a very impor­
tant consideration. The improved insul­
ation would not decrease the cost to the 
company, but would make the service 
more reliable, as it was a very import­
ant matter to have a reliable service 
when there was such competition be­
tween electric light and the gas. The 
machinery that was used for generat­
ing purposes had not been changed to 
any great extent during that time. If 
he was erecting a plant of the same ca­
pacity as that in Provo he would not ' 
consider it advisable to do so on 
the same plan. His reason for not do­
ing so was because the open switches 
in use there were more dangerous than 
the improved oiled switches now in use 
for high tension wires such as the wires 
of that plant. The old open switches had 
to be operated by means of ropes. The 
higher voltage was the means of reduc­
ing the loss by transmission, as the loss 
on the same same quantity of power of 
double the voltage was only one-quar­
ter that of the lower voltage. The cost 
of installing the machinery for the in­
creased voltage was much greater than 
that for the lower voltage. Iæss water 
was required for the higher voltage, but 
as the water cost the same, no matter 
what the difference in the quantities 
consumed might be, that would not re­
sult in a saving in the production. 
When everything was taken into consid­
eration the decrease in the loss by trans­
mission caused an increase in the capi­
tal outlay. The cost of the higher volt­
age would be greater than that of the 
lower voltage on account of the greater 
cost for machinery, not taking into con­
sideration, that the Lrau»mi»»iou lines 
would of necessity need to be changed 
for the higher voltage.

It makes him 
fight better and faster and thereby adds 
interest to a contest. The more inter­
esting a fighter van make a bout the 
more it pleases the promoters and spec­
tators, and, naturally, the more it en­
hances his value as a drawing card. The 
better the cord the larger the purse the 
fighter van command, so, in the long 
run. condition actually is money to the

Of the fighters who commanded the 
big money nearly all were faithful train­
ers. McGovern. Dixon, Lavigne, and 
Nelson, for example. In fact, all of the 
brainy, money-getting boxers, with a 
rare exception here and there, were in 
fine fettle when they entered the ring. 
Nobody ever heard of Tommy Ryan or 
Frank Erne or Joe Gans engaging in a 
contest xvhon out of condition.

It is true that Gans was in poor form 
when he met Nelson at Goldfield and 
Erne was not himself when he hail that 
tilt, with McGovern at the Garden, but 
these conditions were not due to a lack 
of training on the parts of Erne and 
Gans. They were due more to overtrain­
ing. liecause the articles called for an 
extremely low weight, and they xvere 
obliged to practically work tlieir beads 
off to get to the notch and saxe their 
forfeits. Y’ou xvould hax-e to search a

long time to find any other instances 
where either man xvas not at his best.

Now and then you would hear that 
Gans was not in condition, especially af­
ter he had made a listless shoxving in a 
bout, but that xvas all buncombe. It 
might have b<vn an off night. Any man 
xvho fought as often as he was bound 
to have his off nights, the same as the 
best race horse that ever looked through 
a bridle has his off days.

'I he best evidence that Gans xvas a 
faithful trainer lies in the fact that you 
didn’t hear of anybody licking him a 
few years ago. when he xvas in his abso­
lute prime. He trailed along for over 
nineteen years as- one of the top-notch- 
ers. and if he hadn't been ‘‘there’’ with 
the condition he never could have done 
it.

As for Ryan, he always xvas in form. 
He fought for twenty-one straight years, 
engaged in 200 battles, and in all that 
time, though he ran the gamut from 
xvelter to heavy, he stumbled across but 
one man xx*ho could tame him, Kid Mc­
Coy. and he really xvas tricked into that 
match.

Strange as it may seem, it has been 
the little felloxvs xvho have been the 
principal offenders in the past. As a rule, 
the heavyweights hax-e been more faith­
ful workers. This has been necessary 
because it takes a much longer time for 
a big felloxv to condition himself than it 
does a feather or a lightweight.

Sometimes ns many as four months 
are needed, and the average is about six 
xveeks for a heavyweight to get in his 
best possible form for an important con­
test. A large majority of the prominent 
heavyweights since Sullixan’s time have 
been xvilling trainers

She Favors Interchange of Ships With 
British Fleet.

Melbourne, Oct. 27.—Referring to the 
cable that the Canadian Government has 
proposed that the Dominion warships be 
interchangeable with the British war­
ships, Premier Deakin said to-day that 
the Australian naval proposals included 
a proA'ision for interchanging ships and 
crews with those of the Imperial nary. 
Cruisers would be sent, when it Avas 
thought desirable, not only for attach 
ment to other units, but also to sections 
of the Imperial fleet itself.

THECH0ICE.

Will be the Candidate For West 
Middlesex is By Election,

Great Convention of West Middle­
sex Liberals.

Mr. Ross Does Not like to Desert 
North Middlesex.

Mount Brydgcs, Oct. 28—In one of 
the largest and most harmonious con­
ventions ever held in West Middlesex, 
Mr. Duncan C. Ross, M. P. P. for North 
Middlesex, was named by the Liberals 
to contest the riding in the coming by- 
election, caused by the elevation of their 
former member, Mr. W. S. Calvert, to 
the Transcontinental Railway Commis­
sion. The selection was made on the 
first ballot, and was practically unani­
mous.

When Mr. George Innés, Reeve of 
Mosa, president of the association, call­
ed the meeting to order at noon he ex­
plained that there would be n onomina­
tions. The delegates were instructed to 
name their candidate by ballot. “We 
want the best man in sight, no matter 
who he is,” said Mr. Innés. “There 
should be no attempt made to curb the 
expression of opinion of this meeting. 
No matter what is said, vote for the 
man you consider is entitled to the nom­
ination and who will most worthily rep­
resent you.”

Mr. J. C. Elliott, M. P. P. for West 
Middlesex, desired to place himself on 
record as not desiring the nomination. 
"My. name has been mentioned in con­
nection with this nomination,” said Mr. 
Elliott, “but if you will consult my feel­
ings in the matter you will not vote for 
me. Not that 1 am fearful of the re­
sult, because it is certain that your 
nominee will be elected by a large ma­
jority, but my own personal desire is 
not to run. However, I am in your 
hands.”

"I think I am in honor bound to re­
main as member for North Middlesix,” 
said Mr. Ross. ‘T do not care to desert 
them now after the splendid fight made 
in my. behalf. Nor do I care to desert 
that little Spartan band in the Legisla­
ture who are fighting for the cause of 
Liberalism. I prefer not to be vour can­
didate.”

“Never mind what these gentlemen 
say,” the president instructed the dele­
gates. “Vote for the best man, and if 
he can refuse your call it will be his oAvn 
fault.”

On the first ballot Mr. Duncan C. Ross 
was chosen by a clear majority over the 
others. It was made evident that lie 
was the unanimous choice. When the 
Announcement Avas made there was great 
enthusiasm, and after considerable per­
suasion Mr. Ross consented to accept.

“It is with a considerable wrench that 
I leave North Middlesex,” said Mr. Ross. 
“I am not unmindful of your kindness 
to me and my father in the days that 
are gone, and I cannot refuse the insist­
ent call that has been given. I would 
ha\-c preferred to remain where I was. 
but I cannot see Iioav I can refuse you.”

The nomination was made unanimous, 
and the delegates cheered for several 
minutes. There is no doubt of Mr. Ross’ 
election. The party is united and will 
ptft up a strong fight. Mr. George Innés 
presided, and on the platform with him 
were Messrs. Hugh Brodie, Reeve of Car- 
ad oc; D. D. Graham, Mosa, ex-warden 
of the County of Miflttlcsex; F. G. In­
wood, Toronto, organizer for the Liberal 
party; David Evans, Strathroy; Henry 
Hardy, Caradoc, and many others.

Conservatives of the Provincial riding 
of North Middlesex will call a donven- 
tion at once to name a candidate for the 
vacancy in the Legislature, which Mr. 
Ross’ resignation will leave.

West Middlesex Conservatives meet 
to-morroAv at Mount Brydges and will 
likely bring out Mr. Robert McLaucli- 
lin, who ran against Mr. Calvert last 
election.

HALLEY’S COMET.
The Celestial Visiter of 1835 Ap­

proaching Us Again.

Outside the circle of astronomers, Hal­
ley’s name is known because it is at­
tached to a comet whose orbit he calcu­
lated and whose return he predicted.
I his was in 1682, when Halley computed 
its parabolic orbit, and comparing this 
with the imperfect observations of com­
ets which ha\-e appeared in 1456, 1531 
aud 1607, concluded that each was the 
same body returning from the outer re­
gion of the solar system bevond the 
furthest known planet. He wrote:

Wherefore, if it should return accord­
ing to our predictions about the year 
1758, impartial posterity will not refuse 
to acknowledge that this was first dis­
covered by an Englishman.'’ This was 
not only a great advance in astronomv 
and important in its relation to the the*- 
ory of gravitation, but was a forward 
moA'ement in the conception of the or­
derliness of the universe. Comets had 
been portents of war, pestilence and fa­
mine. It was indeed Hallev’s comet 
which appeared in 1066 at the time of 
the invasion of William the Conqueorr 
and again in 1456 when Constantinople 
was besieged by tlie Turks and the cre­
dent-shaped tail was a mighty omen. 
Halley’s comet duly appeared in 1750, 
somewhat retarded by the attraction of 
Jupiter and Saturn, its perturbations 
having been accurately calculated by 
the French astronomer, Clairaut. It 
appeared again 1835 and is now once 
more rapidly approaching the earth and 
the sun, having passed the orbit of Jupi­
ter in April last.—The Popular Science 
Monthly for November.

It 
appears to be the only place in Russia 
where the effects of the liberal move­
ment have become permanent, and where 
the numerous nationalities live in peace 
together.

As an act of courtesy to its four Jew­
ish members the Cleveland Stock Ex­
change was closed on Yom Kippur. The 
exchange has a total membership of 
thirty-five.
- The Supreme Court of Judicature in 
Berlin has decided that Jewish com­
munities are bound to bur)’ in their 
cemeteries the ashes of persons who had 
been cremated.

A cable to the New York Jewish 
Morning Journal tells of a number of 
wholesale arrests of Jews, which were 
made during the holidays in the cities 
of Vitebsk, Rezsiza, Dvinsk and Sibez, 
Russia. The arrests were made on false 
charges of Jews of these cities having 
tampered with the records pertaining to 
the number of military recruits demand­
ed by the Government.

The English Zionist Federation held 
its half yearly conference recently, but 
nothing of great importance transpired. 
The leading men were absent, and one 
of the really pleasing features of the 
proceedings Avas the announcement made 
in reference to an improvement in the 
JeAvish national ’fund. It seems that 
hitherto the fund received little or no 
support in England, owing to the fact 
that the honorary officials of the feder­
ation, to whose care it was entrusted, 
did not evince sufficient interest in the 
matter. With , rise reorganization of the 
federation, matters have assumed a 
more businesslike aaà (lighter aspect.

I There was a suggestion to found a 
Zionist organ for England. This, how* 

i ever, from a financial standpoint, is 
quite impracticable, and was abandoned 

I for the time being.
“The most striking phenomenon of 

modern times,” said Mr. Elkan N. Adler 
in an address delivered before the Lon­
don Jewish Literary Societies’ Union 
last month," “is the Anglicizetion of the 
•leAV. A hundred years ago the number 
of Jews speaking English was certainly 
less than $50,000. To-day it exceeds two 
millions. In another hundred years it 
will include the majority of the Jewà in 
the world.”

The Marks Nathan Jewish Orphan 
Home of Chicago has purchased a site 
for a new building to cost in the neigh­
borhood of $75,000.

The residence of Dr. Frederick Cook, 
the discoverer of the north pole, at 670 
Buskwick avenue, Brooklyn, which he 
sold to secure the means to carry on his 
Arctic exploration, has- been secured by 
the Hebrew’ Home for the Aged. The 
use of it was tendered Mr. Cook during 
his sojourn in Brooklyn.

Mr. F. L. Joseph has been adopted by 
the British Liberals of the Walton divi­
sion as their candidate at the next gen­
eral election in opposition to Mr. F. E. 
Smith, K. C., the Conservative sitting 
niemjier. Mr. Joseph has been in the 
Liverpool City Council for six years and 
has taken an active part in municipal 
and Liberal politics.

A meeting of Mizacbists, comprising 
all sections of Jbavs, which was recently 
held in Jerusalem, decided to found a 
new colony on the Jaffa road. The area 
will consist of 5,000 dunum, and one of 
the persons present at the meeting ex­
pressed his willingness to buy 800 dunum 
of land for his own use.
COUNTESS WEDS POOR CLERK.

Bridegroom Has Been Out of Employ- 
„ ment for Some Time.

Paris, Oct. 27.—A despatch from 
Vienna to the Matin reports the mar­
riage at Budapest yesterday of the 
Countess Marguerite * Lonyay, a rela­
tive of the Countess. Lonyay, who was 
formerly Princess Stephenie, of Bel­
gium, to a poor bank clerk. The bride­
groom, who is about 30 years old, was 
formerly employed at the residence of 
Count Lonyay, but has recently been 
out of employment. The Countess is 
about 40 years of age.

DETROIT SAILORS RIOT.

A Crowd of Strikers Severely Injure

Detroit. Mich., Oct. 27.—Three non­
union sailors who landed at the foot of 
Bates street from the steamer Uganda 
this afternoon were set upon and badly 
beaten by a crowd of strikers. Alphonse 
Mohr, one of the strike-breakers, is seri­
ously injured and lies unconscious at the 
hospital.

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ROBINSON 
ON MISTRIAL

HU Twe Danihtert Testify Against 
the Prisoner.

They Tell an Awfnl Story of De­
gradation and Shame.

Mrs. Robinson in Court—Her Bro­
ther and Son Examined.

Sudbury, Oct. 28.—The trial of James 
Robinson for tho murder of the infant 
child of his daughter, Ellen, on March 
23 last, began this morning before1 Mr. 
Justice Magee. A. E. H. Creswicke, of 
Barrie, is Crown prosecutor, while Mr. 
R. McKessock, K. C., of Sudbury, is de­
fending the prisoner, who, in addition to 
being charged with murder, has hanging 
over him nine other charges on which 
true bills have been returned by the 
grand jury.

Drs. Bruce Smith and Clarks, who 
examined the prisoner a* to hie sanity, 
are present, and, following a confer­
ence with counsel, it was intimated that 
insanity would not be urged by the de-

An unusual feature of the trial was 
Ihe taking of the evidence of Ellen 
Robinson, daughter of the prisoner, in 
the General Hospital, whqre she is a 
patient in the maternity ward. Judge, 
counsel and- jury went to the hospital 
and took the girl's evidence, returning 
to the court room, where the trial was 
continued.

URGED WIFE TO KILL BABY.
Ellen Robinson’s evidence touching 

'this charge was to the effect that her 
mother, in answer to a suggestion of 
the prisoner that she do the same with 

"the new-born child as she had done 
with a previous infant, answered: “Oh, 
Jimmy, I cannot do it!” but Robinson 
urged her to do the deed. Ellen testi­
fied that there were five children born, 
two of which were living, and that her 
father was the parent of all five.

Jessie Robinson, aged nineteen, told 
her pitiful story of her father’s crimes 
against his family at the lonely farm­
house, eight miles from Warren village, 
and in trembling accents, with tears 
glistening in her eyes, spoke of the dis­
grace she and her sisters were forced to 
hear. A child was horn to her on 
March 17. 1908. but she never saw it 
again, and did not know what became of 
it. Ellen, her sister, was confined eight 
days after the birth of witness’ baby, 
and she heard her father talking angrily 
,tn lier mother in the other room at 
the time, but did not hear what was

On August 1. 1009, another baby was 
horn to the witness, followed shortly 
after by an investigation resulting in 
the flight of her father and the arrest 
of her mother. On several occasions her 
father had brutally choked her and 
beaten her with a whip.
FOUND THREE INFANTS’ BODIES.

John Robinson, aged twenty, son of 
the prisoner, swore that he knew noth­
ing of these terrible conditions until af­
ter the children were bom, and told the 
story of the finding of throe boxes, 
each containing the body of an infant, 
'buried on the farm. Following the visit 
of Magistrate Wright, of Warren, and 
party, his mother indicated where the 
bodies might be found. The witness told 
of his father's return to the farm after 
the exposure and his inquiries as to 
what his mother had told Magistrate 
\\ right about him. According to the 
witness his mother lmd stated that 
the father urged her to do the same 
with Ellen’s baby ns she lmd done 
with Jessie’s, and the father denied 
tins, laying the entire responsibility 
of doing away with the children upon 
Mrs. Robinson. The capture of the 
prisoner by Rev. Peter Matheson, a-*- 
«is ted by the Witness, was then graph­
ically described, the clergyman grap- 
|»Hug with hO father as the latter 
-.looped to pick up a stick of wood, 
and. after a tussle, in which the wit­
ness struck his father with the poker, 
the prisoner was bound hand and foot 
and conveyed to Warren.

E. A. Wright, Justice of the Peace at, 
Warren, told of his connection with 
the ca.se, and of informing Robinson 
that the stories about his daughter» 
should be investigated. The prisoner 
was apparently willing that such 
should be done. Going to the farm 
house with Dr. Dickson, a written 
confession was obtained from Mrs. Rob­
inson and the bodies were found.

Dr. Dickson, the Coroner, swore that 
the bodies were not closely examined, 
and'he saw nothing to indicate the 
cause of death.

Rev. Peter Matheson, Presbyterian 
minister of Richmond, who resigned 
his pastorate to look after the family 
of his sister, Mrs. Robinson, after her 
arrest, and with the children harvested 
the crop ami captured the prisoner 
whom he handed o.ver bound hand an à 
foot to the authorities, was the next 
witness. It is worthy of note that the 
Richmond congregation refund to ac­
cept Rev. Mr. Matheson's resignation, 
and gave him an indefinite leavo of ab­
sence. The evidence of this witness was 
not very materia! as to the murder 
charge, but tended to show that thi. 
prisoner seemed willing to allow his wife 
to take the full responsibility for the 
greater crime, saying that, her crime 
was worse than his, and that the other 
were to blame.

MRS. ROBINSON ON THE STAND. 
At this stage the prosecution called 

Mrs. Annie Robinson, the prisoner’s 
wife, now under sentence of death for 
the crime of murder. A hush spread 
over the crowded courtroom as, bowed 
and trembling, the unfortunate woman 
was led into the forum, and, sinking 
into a chair with downcast eyes anc 
folded hands, made a pitiful picture of 
hopelessness and despair. She shook 
as with the palsy, and looked aged and 
worn, appearing at least ten years 
older than upon the day of her arrest 
at Warren.

Counsel for defence objected to t 
wife of the prisoner being called as 
witness, and the Court adjourned Un­
til morning to allow of authorities being 
given on the question.

New York, Oct. 29.—Well, Jim Jeff­
ries is back in God’s country, big, smil­
ing, prosperous, contented-looking, aud 
ready to fight.

I saw him at Carlsbad.
“Jeffries to-day isn’t the Jeffries who 

met Sharkey. He is bigger, thicker, and 
more rugged looking. The man of a 
year ago has disappeared. I don’t i>e- 
iieve Jeffries carries ten pounds excess,

Take it from me, the California griz- i and his flesh is as pink aa a baby's and
ely could clean up the best of them with 
out any more training. That’s what I 
tliink of him, and there’s plenty right 
here in fighting-crazy “Little Old New 
York” who think the same way. You’ve 
just got to see Jeff to feel the enthusi­
asm ooze forth.

Of course, Jeffries isn’t going to 
tackle Johnson for some months—not 
until the man who gets the match has 
woiked the publicity graft like a rennet 
in n new cheese. Fight promoters imag­
ine the public had to be hypoed with a 
lot of fol de rol for weeks and months 
before important battles to get worked 
up to the proper pitch.

Jeffries walked down the gang-plank 
at the Cunard dock a picture of health, 
lie looked good when he sailed for ur- 
ope, but his condition wasn't a marker 
to what it is to-day.

A few days ago 1 met a man from 
Minneapolis, returning from Carlsbad. 
He saw the boilermaker at the famous 
Anstro-Bohemian water cure and his 
opinion is worth something, for in his 
day this man was a real athlete.

“I saw Jeffries when he fought Shar­
key and I saw him in California about 

month before Johnson defeated 
Burns,” said this man. “The difference 
was startling. The big, brawny boy who 
battered the navy’s champion was lost 
in the ponderous giant upon whom idle­
ness had built mountains of flesh.

Though Dr. Cooper, the late mem­
ber, carried Bermondsey for Liberalism 
in 1906 by 1,759 majority, at the two 
previous general elections, in 1900 and 
1895, the constituency went Conservative 
by 300 and 360 votes.

HOTELS ARE FEWER.
Ontario Has Travelled Fast on 

Temperance Lines.

Toronto, Oct. 29.—Ontario is making 
rapid progrès towards temperance, ac­
cording to the official figures of the 
I'rovincial License Department. This 
year there are in all 2,328 liquor licenses 
throughout the Province, of which 2,010 
are taxern, 253 arc shop, 23 are whole­
sale and 42 club licenses. In 1874- - 
thirty-five years ago—there xvere 6,185 
licenses in the Province, and the de­
crease has been steady, year by year, 
until the present figures have been 
reached. The annual decrease has been 
specially marked during the past fixe

There are noxv 195 municipalities in 
the Province under local option, and 149 
in xvhich licenses are not issued on Gov­
ernment policy. The local option muni­
cipalities include 91, in which the by­
law xvas carried under the three-fifths 
clause.

In 334 of the total 806 municipalities 
in Ontario prohibition consequently ob­
tains, the percentage being an unusually 
large one. If temperance sentiment con­
tinues to groxv in proportion to the past 
fix-e years only the largely populated 
centres will be able to secure licenses 
under the act.

FIGHT HOOKWORM.
Jehu D. Rockefeller Donates a 
Million Dollars For That Pnrpese.

New York, Oct. 28.—A gift of 
SI,000,000 by John D. Rockefeller to 
fight the hook-worm disease was an­
nounced at the offices of the Standard 
Oil Company here late to-day. A dozen 
well-known educators aud scientists, 
selected in large part from institutions 
of learning in the south, xvhere the 
parasite is prevalent, were called in con­
ference witli Mr. Rockefeller’s represen­
tatives last Tuesday, and as a result 
of the discussion of the situation the 
Rockefeller commission for the eradica­
tion of the hook-worm disease was 
organized.

The hook-worm, which, it is believed 
was imported from Africa with the 
negroes, lixes on the human intestinal 
tract, and feeds upon blood which it. 
draws from the ntluuos lining of the 
tract. The parasite often so loxvers the 
vitality of those xvho are affected as to 
retard their physical and mental de­
velopment. render them more susceptible 
to other diseases, make» ‘

a-s nom

cient, and in the section where the 
malady is most prevalent greatly in­
creases the death rate from consump­
tion, pneumonia, typhoid fever and 
maladia. It has been shown that the 
lowered vitality of multitudes long at­
tributed to malaria and climate and 
seriously affecting economic develop­
ment is. in fact, largely due in some 
districts to this parasite.

Some two millions of the people of the 
United States are infected with the 
parasite, and these are by no means 
eon fined to any one class. The toll of 
suffering and death is taken from the 
intelligent well-to-da ns well a-s^from 
the less fortunate.

WHAT THE HOOKWORM
The hook-worm is a tiny parasitic 

worm, half an inch long and no thicker 
than a small hairpin, xvhich makes its 
xvay into the human body and attaches 
itself to the xvall of the small intestine, 
biting with its small jaws and sucking 
the blood of the victim. The hook­
worms do not multiply in the human 
body. Every one that is found there 
has made its way separately into the 
body from outside, but the entire soil 
of the South is polluted with them, and 
they may be swallowed with drinking 
xvater, or vegetables, but usually enter 
the body through the skin. The hook- 
xvorm is not found in the North, be­
cause it cannot endure cold. It was 
originally brought to America by negro 
slaves from Africa, and wherever the 
negro goes he scatters,the parasite. To 
its operations is due the unfortunate 
condition of many of the whites of the 
Southern States. They are half-sick, 
unable to do much work, and seemingly 
without ambition.

LECTURED JURY.
Judge Told Them Their Verdict 

Was an Outrage,

Goshen, N. Y., Oct. 28.—After consid­
ering the case for txvelve hours a jury 
to-day acquitted Frank Perry, who xvas 
charged with the murder of Scanlon Car- 
minio. Perry was held to answer anoth­
er charge of murder.

Judge Morchauseris indignation over 
the acquittal of Perry, in view of the 
evidence which had been adduced, was 
marked. When the jury announced their 
verdict the Justice expressed himself in 
strong terms of disapproval and dismiss­
ed them from the court room.

Judge Morchauser said: “This verdict 
is an outrage. How you could hax-e 
reached it I do not understand. 1 do 
not sec hoxv you can face your towns­
men. If verdicts like this are to be 
rendered by juries upon such evidence 
as was presented in this case, then 

life nor property will be safe.”

FAST TIME ON C.P.R.
Sixty Miles an Hour All Across the 

Centineut.

Winnipeg. Oct. 28.—The derailment of 
Transcontinental train No. 97 on the C. 
P. R. last Saturday at White River re­
sulted in wlmt was probably the fastest 
time exer made over the xvestern lines 
to the Pacific coast. It xvas all because 
of the mails. No. 97 xvas carrying Brit­
ish and Canadian mails and passengers 
for the Empress of India, and it 
simply had te reach there by yester­
day. Within a very short time after 
the wreck a special train xvas made up. 
and it xvas rushed across the xvestern 
part of the continent in time to catch 
the boat.

The train came ox-er the double-track­
ing to Winnipeg at a speed close to the 
minute, mark, and departed, leaving in 
its trail a whirl of dust and flying 
paper. Tt is estimated that the axvragn 
speed to the coast was sixty miles on 
hour. The distance is slightly over 1,482 
miles. This is regarded as a triumph 
of railroading and a tribute to the mag­
nificent roadbed of Canada’s great trans­
continental.

CONGO REFORMS.
Redoctitn il Taxes and Many 

Public Werks Promised Tkere.

Brussels, Oct. 28.—The Congo reform 
bill, introduced to-day in the Chamber 
of Deputies, provides for the opening 
of the Congo Independent State to free 
trading in three periods. The first per­
iod will begin on July 1, 1910, xvhen all 
the lower Congo xx ill l>e opened to free 
trade. The second period will begin on 
July 1. 1912, when Welle will be opened 
to similar trade. Belgium only reserves 
five parcels of 600,000 square kilometres.

The bill also provides for important 
reductions in the taxes on natives and 
on trade. The taxes, whenever possible, 
will be paid in money, . The food tax 
will be abandoned, vorterage in many 
places suppressed, and the Government 
agents will no longer be fed at the ex­
pense of the natives.

A first credit of $6.600,000 
will be asked for the introduction of 
these reforms.

PURE, NOURISHING MILK IS HI.
QUI RED.

Our present laxv, which has been in 
force for some time, recognizes as the 
standard a, certain total amount of sr>l- 
ids in a cow's milk and a certain per­
centage of fats. For the purpose of an 
argument it is not necessary to go into 
those figures very fully, but the stan­
dard calls for something like 4 per cent, 
of fat, and in the summer months it mu* 
run between 3 1-2 and 4 per cmt. In 
other words, there must be a certain 
precentage of fat.*» in milk or. according 
to law, it is not salable.

The_tota,l amount of solids must vue. 
up to something like 13 per cent., al­
though that amount also varies some­
what, I believe. If those standards are 
not met. the laxv will not permit a far­
mer or dealer to sell the milk, and th.* 
laxv takes it for granted that miik be- 
loxv that standard is adulterated. Those 
percentages were taken. I understand, 
from the milk obtained from certain 
cows. In the milk of Jersey cows the 
fat percentage is somexx-fiat higher; oth­
er cows gix-o milk the fat percentage of 
which is up to the requirements .if the 
standard and is allowed to be sold un­
less adulterated.

Noxv. under the present laxv here is 
what happens: Apart from the. breeds 
referred to there are other cow* xvho»-' | 
milk, while good and nourishing, never j 
theless fails to reach the standard of j 
fats and solids as established by the laxv | 
and therefore cannot be sold. The Ifni j 
stein breed of cows comes under th;.- | 
head. Their milk is good and nourish­
ing ami comes nearer to human milk 
than that of any other breed of cows.

The reason for this is tlmt 1 lie emu)- ! 
sion of the fats in the Holstein milk is j 
much larger m fineness to the emulsion !i 
in human milk than is that of other 
breeds. The fat in Holstein milk con- 
tains less amount of the objectionable 
volatile glycerides so pronounced in the ’ 
fats of Jersey cows, and in this xvay ; 
also corresponds more closely to the 
quality of human milk.

Oxvners of Holstein-, hoxv ever, cannot 
sell their milk; the dealers arc afraid of 
being caught with milk not. up to the 
legail standard in their possession. They 
know the milk is pure a ndabsolutely un­
adulterated, but they have to refuse 
to handle it or run the clionc - of being 
arrested for selling adulterated milk.

Therefore I claim the laxv of the stare 
in relation to milk is arbitrary and class 
legislation, as it bars the pure milk of 
certain breed* of coxvs in preference to 
that of others. It is a-lso eln-s legisla­
tion in that it bars certain c!a =■»--. 0i* 
infants and children from obtaining- 
pure but weaker quality of milk, which 
is a* nccesoary to them ns the stronger 
milk L tn others.

I 
have many instances coming to my no­
tice of fa-see xvhere the xxenker milk of 
the Holstein cow is the only quality the 
stomach ot the infant xvill retain.
