THE HANGING OF BENNETIT,

This morning Bennet expiated on the
scaffold the fatal act which led to the
death of Hon George Brown. He slept
quietly last refieshment. He was closs
ed with Fathers Egan and Sheehan from
an early hour, and at 7. 45 the Governor
of the gaoi, Shenif Jarvis and the hang~
man came to his cell. The hangman at
once pinioned the arms, and, doing so,
drew the styaps very tight. Bennet said,
“You hurt me. Is it requsitr to draw
the straps so tight?’ ‘Yes,’ said the hang-~
man, ‘it will be better for you.’ ‘*All
right—go on,” said the prisoner. The
strapping was then completed, and the
procession to the ga'lows was formed,
headed by two priests, praymng. Ben-
nett preserved extraordinary courage,
and mounted the galiows steps with hess
itation. when upon the platform he
came forward to the rails,and addressing
1he spectators, who numbered about 75,
said : —

‘Gentlemen, | am going to die, and [
am innoceut of the erime. By no words
that [ cap possibly say casl clear myself,
and cannot say any more than that [am
innocent a3 the act was beyond my con,
trol, The act by which the Hon. George
Brown met his death, was done in an ex-
cited moment. I suppose he could not
foresee the consequence. He thought
1 was going to use the revolver when I
drew it from my pocket, and he grasped
it, and it caused the act which caused
his death, His hand ggust have struck
the tingger. as the shot was fired simuls
taneous'y with his catching it. I am gas
1ng to meet my God now, and it would
bo a foolish thing for me th die with a
lieon my lips. What I say here, you
might accept ag a fact. | would not
to speak false when 1 am about to die.
1 am possessed of spirit enough to have
acknowledged the erime 1f I did it.

Dr. Tanner had a bad turn on Friday
Ist, but his endurance, if he has really
fasted a | this while, is truly wonderful
The follow ng is part of the New York
Herald's account of his conditiou on Fri-
day the 30th July on the thirtysthird day
of his fast :—

¢“Contrary to the expectation<ot many
Dr. Tanner's extraordinary powers of
fasting still hell out yesterday. While
apparently growing weager he was suffi-
ciently strong to express his indignation
at a report which had been pretty ex~
tensively circulated that he might be
obliged to succumb to his demands of an
overtaxed nature. He soughthis cot in
