Silvestro in Capite, ibe Church for 
English-speaking Catholics, And in 
the new Church of S Patrick, on tbe 
feast of tbe Ap istle, there will be 
also High Mass the panegyric to be 
preached by ' he Most Rev. Dr 
O’Djnnçll, Bishop of Rapboe, who 
arrives from Ireland on the previous 
morning. As iu other years tbe 
ancient Basilica of S Agaha of the 
Goths, which is attaches to the Irish

monument to their benefactor in 
Rome. How spontaneous is the 
effort to make this a fi ting comme­
moration of a great life is seen from 
the number of Roman princes, pro­
fessors of universities, medical doc 
tors, lawyers and business men who 
hive eagerly come together to honor 
their father and friend.

Hansard of March 26th.

mons on the bill presented b;

I explained to the House on 
the resolution preceding- this 
Bill, that we had bqen waited 
upon by certain members of 
he executive government of 
the province of Prince Ed 
ward Island who had put for­
ward certain claims for an ad­
ditional subsidy. For the in­
formation of the House I pro­
pose to deal briefly with these 
claims so advanced by the re­
presentatives of Prince Ed­
ward Island as grounds upon 
which an additional subsidy 
shcAild be granted. Their 
first claim is for damages for 
non-fulfilment of the terms of 
the union in respect to con 
tinuous communication be­
tween the island and the main 
land. By the terms of the 
order in council admitting 
Prince Edward Island the Do- 

. minion was to assume and pay 
all charges for certain named 
services, one of which was as 
follows :

Efficient steam service for 
the conveyance of mails and 
passengers to be established 
and maintained between the 
Island and the mainland of 
the Dominion, winter and 
summer, thus placing the Is­
land in continuous communi­
cation with the Intercolonial 
railway and the railway sys­
tem of the Dominion,

It is impossible for us, 
want of space, to publish

whole of Hon. Mr. White’s 
excellent speeech, and we can­

ot make a better summary 
<'f it than that contained in the 
St. John Standard. Among 
other things the Standard pro­
ceeds as follows :
' theJ little sister of coi- 

FEDERATION.”

The title is Mr. White’s. 
The Province of Prince Ed­
ward Island has fotyid a very 
doughty champion in the Fin­
ance Minister. Her claims 
for financial aid from the Do­
minion having been recogniz­
ed by the Borden Govern­
ment it fell to Mr. White this 
week to lay before Parliament 
the reason why, on equitable 
if not on legal grounds, the 
annual subsidy to “ the little 
sister" should be increased by 
$100,000.

Listening to his masterly 
review of the financial history- 
of P. E. Island since Confed­
eration, to his eloqueut plea 
that she had borne her bur­
dens but had not participated 
in the advantages of Union, 
the thought suggested itself 
that Mr. White was arguing 
from personal recollections 
and that he had as intimate a 
knowledge and sympathy with 
the Province as if it were his 
own. After the debate was 
over and the bill to secure the 
subsidy had passed the House, 
curiosity prompted a question : 
“ Mr. White were you ever 
in Prince Edward Island ?”

No.” he replied. “ I was 
never on the Island. When 
I began to study this question 
some weeks ago the more I 
looked into it the more I be­
came convinced that the Pro 
vince had never received fair 
play since Confederation . I 
am fully satisfied, as I said 
tonight, that this additional 
subsidy under the peculiar 
circumstances is equitable and 
just."

I n connection with this claim 
Mr. White pointed out that in 
1901 a special grant of $30,- 
000 was given to the Province 

in full settlement of all 
claims as respects the main­
tenance of efficient communi­
cation.’’ The Province con­
tended that it was entitled to 
damages for non fulfillment of 
this term of the Union since 
1901 and, on equitable grounds 
that $30,000 per annum 
was inadequate compensation. 
1 here was much, the Finance 
Minister thought, to be said 
for this contention. There 
could be litttle doubt the 
Province had lost heavily for 
auk of communication and 
had suffered commercially in 
consequence.

2. In respect of the P. 
E. Island Railway a large 
iroportion of the debt allow­
ance, which amounted to $4, 
700,000, was used in its con­
struction and immediately af 
ter its complexion under the 
terms of the Union it became1 
the property of the Domin 
ton.

Mr. White said he found 
the Island had a very strong 
case in favor of equitable con 
sidération with regard to debt 
allowance. He pointed out 
that by reason of the expense 
of the railway and by reason 
of having borrowed certain 
sums frotp the Dominion, in­
stead of receiving something 
like $235,000 per annum in 
interest, the Province received 
only $38,789 58.

3. An allowance should be 
made in respect of fhe differ­
ence between the estimated 
expenditure upon the railways 
and canals of Canada and the 
money actually expended.

In I887, Mr. White said, 
an additional subsidy of $20,- 
000 was given to the Province 
on this ground and also by 
reason of the fact that the 
Province was not in a position 
to derive the same advantage 
from expenditures on raj! wavs 
and in subsidies as the other 
Provinces M If that was a 
good argument in 1887,'' he 
added, ‘ how much more true 
today. P. E. Island remains 
still in her isolated position ;

4. In the B. N. A Act of 
19°7 the limitation of 400,000 
was taken away and 80 cents 
per head only was given to 
all the Provinces up to $2,
500,000.

The Province argued, said 
Mr. White, that by no chance 
could her population go to 
400,000 and that she had no 
share in the advantages. The 
suggestion was made that she 
be allowed a calculation for 
her subsidies on an Assumed 
population of 180.000. Per 
sonally he did not like the 
idea of an assumed population 
bupthere was a precedent for 
it in the cases of British Col­
umbia,ofManitoha in 1885 and 
Alberta in 1905. The Island 
had a smaller population to­
day than at Confederation.

5. Prince Edward Island 
has no public lands.

This argument Mr. Whi^e 
regarded as one of the strong 
est put forward for an increas 
ed subsidy. The Island, he 
said, differed in this case eVsn 
from the other Maritime Pro­
vinces, She received an 
allowance in lieu of public 
lands of $45 000 per annum 
on a basis of 50 cents a head 
of population. Alberta and 
Saskatchewan in 1905 receiv 
ed three times that amount.
He quoted figures showing 
the large territorial revenue 
of other Provinces. The case 
of P E. Island, he said, was 
very exceptional.

6. The general question of 
the condition of P. E. Island 
and her experience since Con 
federation entitled her to con' 
sidération.

The arguments under this 
head Mr. White contended 
should carry great weight. All 
the other Provinces had thriv­
en under Confederation but it 
could almost be said that Con 
federation had failed in the 
case of the people of P, E.
Island, having regard to their 
condiiion before and their con­
dition since. The Island had 
lost ground in two main direc­
tions, in population ah! in the 
condition of her finances The 
population in 1871 at Con­
federation was 94,021, in 1911 
it was only 93,722. Referring 
to the finances of the Province 
Mr White said he did not 
know any stronger argument 
in favor of additional assistan­
ce than was given in the 
financial record. Out of thirty- 
nine years since Confederation 
in only four years had the 
Province been able to take 
care of the ordinary expendi­
tures. The deficits for thirty- 
five years aggregated $1.460'
017,49, The excess of the de 
ficits over the surpluses for 
the whole period was $1,423,
29978 ‘ Prjrpa facie, that to 
me, said the Finance Minister,
“is a very strong argument in­
deed in favor of the propositi 
ion that P. E. Jsland has 
never had adequate subsidies 
from this Dominion in other 
words that the purpose of the 
subsidies at the tipie shp en­
tered the Union has by no 
means been realized.”

On the financial aspect of 
the case Mr, White had evi­
dently bestowed much time 
and attention. After pointing 
out (h^t the people were sub­
ject to direct taxation he wept 
on to show that an audit made 
by the incoming Administrât! 
op Jasf December disclosed 
the fact that there wa§ a de­
ficit of $120000 on the four­
teen months operations. The j from the policy hitherto fol 
Finance Minister's conclusions I lowed. It had not been an

crease of $67,000, On poor 
house and paupers, another 
item which is very significant 
in 1873 they spent $11,614, 
while in 1191 they spent $51, 
483. an increase of $40,000. 
What dose that mean ? It 
means that the young strong 
and enterprising people are 
leaving Prince Edward Island 
and the infirm, the aged and 
sick have been left to be taken 
care of. The result is an en 
ormous increase in this item of 
expenditure for the poorhouse 
and the maintenance of paup 
ers. Now there is no doubt 
that this state of affairs has 
not been due to extravagant 
administration on the Island. 
It is stated, and their is no 
reason to disbelieve the state­
ment, that the cost of legisla 
tion prior to Confederation was 
$16,000 per annum Since 
1893 'he Provincial represen 
tatives have stated that the 
average cost has been les 
than $9,000 per annum. Their 
Ministers received $1,200 per 
annum, the representatives re­
ceive a sessional indemnity of 
$200. I am informed that their 
officials are not paid one half 
what the Dominion officals 
are paid; in other words, that 
the cost of administration is 
very low indeed in proportion 
to the public services that are 
rendered. Seeing that the ad­
ministration is far from ex­
travagant, it does appear to 
me that the fact of these recur­
ring deficits, and the financial 
position I have indicated, are 
almost conclusive evidence 
that Prince Edward Island has 
not derived from the Federal 
Government the aid and assist­
ance it should have received 
in order properly to maintain 
her services.”

Having dealt withthe claims 
put forward by the Island and 
briefly reviewing the argu­
ments he had advanced, the 
Finance Minister gave tjie 
House his final conclusions;

‘‘Summing it all up,” he 
said, ‘‘and giving the best judg­
ment in my power, I am of the 
opinion that the present con­
dition of Prince Edward Isl­
and is due to two main causes, 
in the first place, lack of access 
to the mainland, and, in the 
second place, lack of adequate 
subsidies from this Dominion" 
since Confederation. I think 
myself that by reason of this 
grant of $100,000 additional 
which we are now giving 
therq, a new day will dawn 
for the Province of Prince 
Edward Island, and that her 
people will take fresh hope, 
and I look confidently for an 
increase of population. The 
business conditions, especially 
if the ferry service yrorks out 
as we expect, and we have 
continuous communication be­
tween the Island and the 
mainland, and the prospects 
will decidedly and materially 
improve and >ye may look 
forward to a period not of de­
ficits, not necessarily of sur­
pluses, but to a very changed 
condition as compared with 
the pasf. ”

The claims in Mr. White's 
judgment were upon equitable 
rather than legal grounds.
“ They proceed.r he’ added, 
“ upon equitable grounds, up­
on grounds of fairness and 
justice as between this Do­
minion and the smallest of 
the Provinces, the little sister 
as it were of the Confeder 
a tion. I feel and we all feel, 
than the grant of $100,000 at 
the present time, is abundant­
ly justified and is founded in 
considerations of justice and 
equity as between the Domin­
ion and the Province.” He 
disagreed with Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier’s contention that the 
Government was departing

the fact that she has borne her 
share ot the burdens of Con­
federation but has not been a 
participator int he advantages 
from the Union, having re­
gard to the estimated expendi­
ture on railways and canals 
at the time she came 
into the Union, and the enor­
mous sums that have since 
been expended on railways 
and canals to the great ad­
vantage of all the other Pro­
vinces, “ I think, as I have 
said, that this Government 
and this Parliament are abun 
dandy justified in giving this 
additional subsidy of $100,000 
to Prince Edward Island. 
N->r do I think that the peo­
ple of Canada will be disposed 
to criticise this Government 
even il we should appear not 
oi ly to he just but to err on 
the side of generosity towards 
that Province.’’ (We have 
not space for the excellent 
speeches of Messrs. McLean 
and Nicholson, M. P’s.

He complimented the 
mover and seconder of the address 
on the admirable manner in which 
they acquitted themselves. He 
congratulated Speaker Wyatt on 
his elevation to the honorable 
position to which he had been 
elevated.

Duke of Connaught, our Governor 
General.

The House met at 3.30. After 
routine the Premier resumed the 
debate on the address. He pointed 
out that the money received was 
under three heads, viz., compensa­
tion for failure in winter commu­
nication, on assumed population 
and compensation for want of 
public lands. For y oars the 
Conservatives kept telling the 
people that, were they given 
power, they would receive some 
relief from Ottawa. Now, wittpn 
two months after the election, we 
have received $100,000. All this 
notwithstanding that oar great 
claims still remain. These include 
compensation in consideration of 
the addition of new territory to 
the Provinces of Manitoba, On­
tario and Quebec ; for the build­
ing of our railway, etc. The pro­
spective car ferry, and the other 
possibilities opened up for this 
Province by the broad statesman­
ship of Premier Borden, held out 
bright prospects for our Province. 
Pessemism should be frowned 
down, and the gospel of hope and 
prosperity for this beautiful Pro­
vince should be preached. No 
Province in the Dominion, no 
place in America held out brighter 
hopes for the future than this 
Province of Prince Edward Island, 
the brightest spot in all Canada*

Professor McPhsil made • humorous 
speech. He said be always understood 
that the younger members were ex­
pected to apeak on the address. He 
Ssid, as all would understand, he was 
not one of the yonnger members, sa he 
had been a member of the last Legis­
lators. It was trne it waa only for a 
short time, jnet fifteen days. He hoped 
this Government would soon do some­
thing to improve tbs industries of the 
Province. He said we used, forty years 
ago, to weave cloth better than coaid be 
woven in any part of the world. This 
industry ia deteriorating ; but it ehonld 
be preserved. Tbo strength of the 
chain is in its weakest link ; therefore 
the building of the car ferry wonld be a 
strengthening of the chain between this 
Province and the mainland. He thought 
onr weaving and tanning Industry, as 
well as onr flex raising should be re­
juvenated. Instead of having onr car­
riages and other vehicles made by onr 
own mechanics, we buy these vehicles 
from abroad ; bnt they do not last very 
long. He was a strong advocate of 
having onr furnitnre made at home 

ead of being imported.

Mr McWilliams, after a consid 
arable pause, essayed to help out 
his side of the question. He said 
he was present for business, not 
for a great deal of talk. He com­
plimented the Premier on hie ex­
cellent patriotic speeeh. He spoke 
about five minutes.

Hon. Mr. McLean continued the 
debate on the Government side. 
He referred to the matter of the 
delegation to Ottawa. He consid­
ered the time when they went to 
Ottawa was inopportune, because 
the new Federal Government was 
in power bat a short while and 
was very busy. However, when 
they arrived there, every atten­
tion was paid to the delegates.

Mr. Doby expressed bis satisfaction 
at the manner in which the Leader of 
the Government bad conducted the 
bminese of onr claims at Ottawa.
