Military Life on the 
Frontier.

Mexican

l.'Cv.lry Caa.llh la Tnu-A 
r«. at a MnlcurCUf.

From Oar Own Correspondent.
We relieved"!!" Troop of the 8th Cav­

alry at this poet ou November 23rd, 
1886 ; they are going to Fort Brown, 
where we had been stationed. They had 
been petroling the river both ways, op as 
far as Carriyo, and down to Edinburg, 
These petroling parties, or scouts, are 
sent out twice a month, and consisted of 
a small detachment of men under the 
command of a non-commissioned officer. 
Thus a continual going and coming of 
soldier» along the roads, acted as a pro­
tection to the inhabitants, atid a check 
on the lawless element thrt from time to 
time give trouble on this frontier. It is 
the duty of the sergeant in charge to 
make inquiries of the natives along the 
route, and to report the result, of his 
inquiries upon his returning to the post, 
or if occasion offers, he may arrestany

HORSE-THIEF, OUTLAW OK MARAUDER 
he may meet, or by information given 
him, he may be enabled to follow up and 
capture. Thus it happened that on De­
cember 17th. 1886, I found myself on 
(be road te Carriyo. We had drawn our 
rationa the day before, ao that we might 
get an early start. Having packed the 
two mulea with the torage, rations and 
cooking uteneils, etc., we saddled our 
horses, and two of the men leading the 
mulea, we reported to the troop com­
mander, Lieut. Johnston, for inspec­
tion, then to die Adjutant’s office for 
travelling orders. Having done this we 
left the post, filing off, to the northwest 
through the town, just as the inhabi 
tints, awakened by the morning gun 
at the fort, were beginning to open their 
eyes,and yawn a lazy welcome to awÿjier 
day of indolent ease in this sedu-tropv 
wilderness, where

NOBOPT CAKES TO WORK
except actually compelled te. We had 
not gone far from the post before the 
peck on the mulea began to slip. We 
d.amounted and tightened them up. We 
no longer led the mules ; they followed 
us at a good walk. We unde good time 
over a good and almost straight road, 
and socn reached the nine mile lagun, 
where we halted to water and rest our 
horse» a few momenta. We were to 
make fourteen milea the first day, and 
encamp at Roma. We had never been 
over the road before, so after leaving the 
water hole, were doubtful several times 
which road to take. But as someone 
remarked, “All roads lead to Rome, "(or 
Roma), we let chance, or the pqck mulea 
decide it, aud toon, on ascending a hill, 

WE COULP SEE ROMA, 
away to the left, perched on a hill, its 
white walla standing out in tine relief 
against the blue sky. Our road now 
wound to the left, around a great gaping 
arroya, then through a dense chaparral, 
the gravely soil in some places giving way 
to a fine sand that rose in clouds of dust 
as our little cavalcade road through it. 
The sun was still high over the meridian 
when we reached camp on the bank of 
the Rio Grande, just south of Roma. 
We might have gone farther, but here 
was a good camping ground under a huge 
hack berry tree, and besides it is always 
best to begin with short marches, and 
increase the distance aa the horses and 
mulea get used to it. We soon unsad­
dled our hones, and spread our saddle 
blankets over their wet backs,then turn­
ing to the mules we relieved them of 
their burden. A tire was quickly burn­
ing, and in leas time than it takes to tell 
it

THE COFFEE POT
was on the fire, a batch of bread mixed 
and baking in the Dutch oven, and some 
bacon frying in a mess pan, to which 
potatoes were added aa Boon aa peeled. 
By the time we had spread our blankets 
and arranged our saddles for pillows, the 

‘chuck" waa ready, and everyone did 
justice to it. The meal over, and our 
tin plate» washed, the cook set about 
making more bread for the morrow’s 
breakfast, while the others watered, fed, 
and groomed the horses and pack mules, 
and collected wood enough to keep the 
camp fire going all night. This done 1 
left two men in camp, and the other 
three of us

inquiries about the road we were to fol­
low on the morrow, and returned to 
camp just as the sun was setting, in a 
bank of silver clouds, tipped with crim­
son, away to the West, over the lofty 
chain of the Sierra Madre'e that wertf 
faintly outlined agateat the golden hori 
son. Having tied the eniasala to a pick­
et line, stretched between two trees, we 
sat or lay around'the campfire,

until one after the other grew sleepy, 
and we all, except the man on poet, 
sought our blankets. It must have been 
midnight, from the position of the moon, 
when I was awakened suddenly by the 
frightened snorting and stamping of the 
horses. I sprang up, and with Nickerson, 
who waa on post at the time, tried to 
quiet them, but to no avail, the next 
instant two of them broke their halter- 
shanks, and dashed off toward the town. 
The cause of their fright was quite ap­
parent from the awful stench that pre­
vailed.

A SKUNK HAD ENTEE ED CAMP ! 
Everybody was now up. The other 
horses were saddled to give chase to the 
runaways, who could lie heard clattering 
over the gravel and large atones of the 
town. Then they turned. We could 
hear them coming nearer, we rushed out 
to head them off, but they rushed by, 
and down the road toward* the poet. Fo­
ley and Walton gave chase, and succeed­
ed in cornering them in • sheep 
corral, some four miles down the road. 
The runaways securely tied up, and 
more wood thrown on the tire we lay 
down again and slept well until morn­
ing. Next morning we were up early 
and ready to leave camp, just aa old Sol 
was peeping at us over the eastern hori­
zon. For a time all went well, our ani­
mals travelled well in the cool, pure, 
refreshing sir of the morning. All 
nature seemed hushed, aa if asleep and 
not aware of the fact * ‘that the god of 
Light had again shown himself, and was 
fast ushering in another day.” Not a 
sound was to be heard save that made 
Uy ua, aa we wended our way up one 
hill and down another covered with 
cactus and sage brush, sometimes getting 
a glimpse of the river on our left. Then 
as we entered a valley covered with 

A DENSE CHAPARRAL 
of mezquit, ebony and scrub oak bushes, 
covered with morning glories and poison 
ivp, that hung in festoons from the 
bows. Here and there a wild verbena 
or a passion flower could be seen among 
the wild yellew flowers, some double 
seme single of every shade from the 
darkest orange to the lightest brickduat 
color, that grew eo luxuriantly in this 
shaded pigmy forest. Our road, or 
rather path, for it was nothing more, 
now began to show signs of

GIVING OUT ALTOGETHER.
We had been so busy enjoying the beau­
ties of nature, that supposing the mulea 
knew the way, aa they had often been 
over these roads before, we had followed 
them without a thought. We halted, 
and asked ourselves, can this be the 
right road, the ‘‘cameno real,” aa the 
Mexicans call it ? “No, it can't be the 
right road.” “Then we are lost in this 
thick chaparrall!” C. C.

Picturesquely situated on a hill, it looms 
»p well, and msy be seen a long way off, 
but on near approach, wo find that most 
of the streets are steep, rugged, and en­
cumbered with huge boulders and rock 
that would break anything leas than a 
Mexican carotta. Some fine buildings 
are to be seen here. The only church is 
the Catholic, a not very extensive one, 
surmounted by a square tower and open 
belfry. The church stands at the head 
of the plaza, which here is simply the 
widest street in the town, without any 
pretensions to a market, or even orna­
mental «l ade trees. Roma has the re­
putation ot being

on the lower Rio Grande ; henco the 
prosperity of these merchants, who can 
afford to build these line brick stores 
and houses. The custom house inspec­
tor stationed here tells me that the en­
terprise of these smugglers is not direct­
ed to smuggling goods into the United 
States, but from the United States into 
the interior of Mexico. We were sur­
prised to find i.i this town a much finer 
saloon than Rio Grande City can boast 
of. It contained a handsome combina­
tion billiard and pool table, and a green 
covered table, with the regulation red 
tape divisions in the centre for“Monte. ’’ 
Aa we entered, the proprietor, Mr Nes­
tor, exclaimed, “Hallo ! soldiers, how’s 
trick» ?" I was surprised not only at 
hearing him apeak English ao well, but 
in recognizing in him tho man who had 
been pointed out to me as

Ic a conversation with him he informed 
me that he often had a biggame running 
on the green table, the buckers being 
the Rancharo» living on both aides of 
tke rivèr, and the merchants, smugglers, 
etc., of Roma aud Mier. The latter is a 
city'ef some importance in Mexico, some 
lew miles up the river. We made some

CAMERON’S CHALLENGE.
There is not a more plucky politician 

in Canada, or one who as fearlessly as­
sails the wrong doers as M. C. Cameron, 
M.P,, for West Huron. Last atstion he 
gave notice that he woald refer to the 
management ot Indian affairs, of which 
department Sir John is himself the head. 
He made his charges of culpable negli­
gence of the Indians of the Northwest 
and the gross extravagance which char­
acterized the management of the depart­
ment, but strange as it may appear, not 
a member of the Government roee to de­
fend it against the charges which Mr 
Cameron proved by documents and the 
blue books.

He had not been in­
vited to Sir John's meetings, he said, 
but they had taken the cowardly course 
of attacking him behind hia back. It is 
not likely that Mr Cameron's challenge 
will be accepted. The Government 
know too well that hia statements were 
true and that he has the documents to 
prove them.—St. Marys Argus.

Sir,—As many incorrect and mislead 
ing statements have been published and 
circulated respecting the “Scripture 
Readings” issued by the Education 
Department of Ontario, a brief presenta­
tion of the main facta in the history of the 
matter, and of the reasons which justify 
such selections, wili be only an act of 
justice to the representatives of the 
Protestant Churches, who approved of 
this way of providing Scriptural read­
ings in the Public school». It has been 
alleged in various forma that these 
“Scripture Readings” were the scheme 
or work of Archbishop Lynch, and that 
their use is equivalent to a rejection of 
the Bible, which, it is said, has been 
dishonored and dethroned by this vol­
ume. As one of the Protestant 
Ministers who approved of the publica­
tion of such a volume, and who took 
part in the preparation and revision of

sometime after this recommended “the 
reading of selected portions of Scripture 
aa a part of the daily school exercise,” 
and to carry out this idea the Associa­
tion further recommended that the Edu­
cation Department do make “a suita­
ble selection of Scripture readiuga for 
the schools under its charge. ”

In response to these appeals the Min­
ister of Education arranged to have pre­
pared a book of Scripture lessons to be 
read in all the Public Schools, Having

I am 
satisfied to leave every honest man to 
answer these questions for himself.

In view of the facta and arguments 
which I have hastily named, and others 
which it would occupy too much space 
to state here, I do not hesitate to state 
that, if other grounds on which it is 
alleged that Protestantism is in danger 
in this Province are as weak, as flimsy, 
and as futile aa what has been urged 
about the “Scripture Reading” in the 
Public Schools, they are not likely to 
secure the confidence of candid and 
intelligent people.

can'gather death has been accelerated, 
if not immediately caused, by the scant 
supply of food served out to these In­
dians, At the present time this condi­
tion of starvation is more evident among 
the Asainaboine», as the Créés have 
lately obtained supplies for cutting 
wood. I saw several children in tho 
Asainaboine Camp worn and wasted, and 
unless properly fed, must die in a few 
days The old Medicine Man asked me if 
I could give him some medicine to have 
by him that would be helpful when the 
Indians fainted, as from their scanty and 
insufficient rations, many of them suffer 
in that way. It may not come with­
in my province to report this condi­
tion of starvation, but I am well satisfied 
that if they were sufficiently fed there 
would be less tendency to illness among 
them. I may also add that from the 
way they have been allowed to starve, a 
firm determination was expressed by 
both Piapot and Jack that as soon as 
they could travel they would forsake the 
reserve and go west again.

Since I begin to write this report 
word has come in of the death of two 
more. They have not been accustomed 
to live in houses, and keep their houses

Donald, who was sent out, probably with 
a view of whitewashing the whole busi 
ness, but his report shows that even he 
could not cover up the bones of the 
starving tribes.

Indian Office, Indian Head,

20th February, 1884. 
Sir,—In accordance with instructions 

contained in your letter No. 0,920 of the 
7th mat., in reference to Dr. Edwards’ 
report on his visit to Piapot’s and A sain- 
uboino Reserves, » copy of which was 
attached, I have the honor to state that, 
owing to press of business in my tffice, I 
was unable to visit the same reserves be­
fore the 15th inst.

On my arrive! at Piapot s I went to hi. 
house, where the majority of his men 
were assembled, and with them some of 
the sick.

A great number of the children are 
suffering from colds ; some have recover­
ed, others are getting it. What the 
Chief and a few of the loading Indians 
said was that tho cause of their present 
illness was from accidents met with years 
back ; the want ol fresh meat has reduc­
ed them to a semi state of starvation, 
while in their weak state they are unable 
to eat bacon.

The Standing Horse," a young mar­
ried man, reports aa having broken two 
ribs on bis right side and his left shoul­
der blade when a boy by falling back on 
his pack when running down a hill ; and 
since he has been in the Reserve, while 
standing on a partially built wall, his 
wife took hold of his legs, which brought 
him to the ground on his back. He has 
been ill ever since, and has a bad cough.

Little Blanket, head man, knows he ih 
dying, he knows that it is not through 
starvation, but thinks if he had a little 
fresh meat, tea and sugar, he would 
last longer. These are tho worst cai-s I 
saw on this reserve. An old woman 
died during the week through neglect 
on the part of her friends. Two eld 
women were living in a hut together; in 
the morning word was sent tc one of 
them that her child, who was with a 
friend a short distance away, was very 
ill. She left for the place, but found 
that her child had breathed its last. 
Through grief she forgot her old friend; 
when she returned throe days after­
wards she found she had breathed her 
last. Although friends were near her 
she was not thought of.

Chief Piapot said nothing about leav­
ing the reserve in the spring. One of 
his head men came to the instructor’s 
iu the evening; he told me he did not 
know what the Indians intended doing 
in the spring.

On tho 17th instant, I visited the 
Asainaboine Indians, I found the child­
ren here also suffering from colds. 
“L ing Lodge’s band looks much health­
ier than “The Man Who Took The 
C lat’a. ’’ I suppose ou account of living 
in their lodges.

Long Lodge informed mo that jt was 
not the want of food in tho first place, 
that has laid prostrate several poor 
Indians. It was sickness, but had fresh 
meat, tea and sugar been issued to them 
while ill, they would uot be so low, 
they would have been well before this, 
and going alxiut. Those who are sick 
are not able to eat bacon; rabbits we 
cannot get, as we have no ammunition.

“The M in Who Took The Coat" in­
formed me that an old man. “Cut 
Thumb," he ihinke, died of starvation. 
O.i loumi g over ti e issues made to this 
family during the past month I found 
that he with his family, numbering 
three, received the same as other fami­
lies of the same nuiiioer.

A young man a few doors from the 
Chiefs hut looks aa if he was starving.
I got him to take off his clothes. I 
must confess he looked like a skeleton, 
and I would have supposed tho cause 
was want of food, had I not seen bacon 
and bannocks in the hut and the father 
and mother in very healthy condi'ion.
I had a piece of bannock sliced and 
masted in fcount of the tire, a little 
bacon grease spread over it; the poor 
lad seemed to relish it. They all com­
plain of a lump in their stomach, 
caused no doulit from heavy bread, and 
eating it .while hot. I have eent 10 
pounds of saleratus to each of these re­
serves.

This chief says he inlands working in 
the spring and trusts they will he well 
assisted. He said he knew they would 
get on if they had their old instructor, 
Mr. English. He cannot say what the 
Indians who train horses will do in the 
spring, if not better fed than at present, 
and especially when spring work 
commences, he leers many will movo off 
to live on game. They want the auger 
and tobacco in addition to flour and 
bacon, during the seed time.

The Department should be liberal, 
and feed these Indians as well as the 
new Indians at the Crooked and the 
Round Likes from this out. until the 
seed is in the ground. It will, in my 
opinion be the least expensive way uf 
getting them back to their reserves.

Should Trout Man and other Indians 
this treaty be located at Piapot’s Creek, 
they should be forced away and made to 
come on their reserves as soon as the 
weather will permit their travelling, 
otherwise I fear a good number of those 
who came in last en miner and fall will 
go and join him. He and the majority 
of his followers belong tu Treatraimata- 
kow’e band.

From inquiries an J wh it I have seen, 
I am of tne opinion that Mie present 
miserable state of some of the Indians at 
the Indian Head Reserves is in the first 
place through the neglect of relatives or 
friends, their not being properly nursed 
when they first fall ill, and secondly 
from want of more nourishing food than 
bacon.

On my return from the reserves I sent 
what little beef I had ill store, about 
31’ pounds, and 30 p wvvds of rice from

farm supplies, to the two reserves, with 
instructions to McKinnon and Taylor to 
have soup made in the farm house» and 
under their supervision, and to report 
from time to time on the health of their 
Indians. 1 have adopted the plan as 
the surest way of these invalids having 
full benefit of what has been sent. 
Were it issued in the regular way I fear 
they would get little uf it.

I hope the ammunition applied for 
aome time since will soon come to hand. 
It will no doubt go a long way towards 
adding to their daily diet in the way of 
rabbits and making a change for them.

While at Piapot’» he told me that a 
young man from the Asainaboine camp 
called on the morning of the 14th inst., 
and reported that one Thompson had 
been on their reserve, and told his chief 
that he hoard “The Reader” say. 
“Never mind, there’» a great many 
Indiana still on the earth: when spring 
comes we will make it sharp for the 
white man.” He further said, “The 
white man can trust on mo and my 
followers" On visiting the A sein» hoirie1 
camp I had this young -man before me. 
On being questioned he said, “I did not 
say that Thompson told the Chief so. I 
was at Trey some time since; I heard 
there that “The Reader had made the 
remark stated."

without the change of a word, the pre­
cise language of the official copies of 
these communications passing between 
officials of the Government cannot be 
said to be biased by party prejudice, or 
exaggerated in order to incriminate the 
Ministry. They no, doubt present the 
silver side of the shield and tone down 
the story of starvation, suffering, and

AUBURN.
HuN, A. M. BOSS DISCUSSES THE ACRICVL- 

TUHAL COLLEGE AND LOCAL FI­
NANCIAL QUESTIONS.

Friday evening last, notwithstanding 
the bad roads and inclement weather, 
there wes a large gathering of the elec­
tors of Auburn and vicinity to hear the 
public issues of the day discussed by 
West Huron's talented representative, 
Hon. A. M. Ross.

The chair wss occupied by Mr John 
Washington, of West Wawsnosh, who 
introduced the'Provincial Treasurer in a 
brief, but appropriate speech.

Hon. A. M. Ross on coming forward 
was enthusiastically roceivnd. After 
stating the reaeons that called for the 
meeting, end the necessity fori work be­
tween now and the day of polling, the 
speaker proceeded to refer to public mat­
ters. There wss no industry in Canada 
that contributed so much to the growth 
and prosperity of the country sa did that 
of the farming community ; but while 
offerte had been made to bolster up other 
industries by fictitious legislations, the 
farmers bad received only ill-fulfilled 
promises, so far as the Dominion Parlia 
ment was concerned, In contrast to the 
carelessness of the Ottawa Ministry to­
wards the wants of the farming class, he 
would cite some instances in which the 
Local Government, under Mr Mowat, 
had endeavored to benefit the agricul­
tural clye of the province. For some 
years past he (Hoo. Mr Ross) had, in 
addition to his other positions been head 
of the Agricultural Department of On 
tario, and hia beat efforts had been put 
forward to so manage it that it would be 
of greatest benefit to the largest number. 
For some time before he assumed the 
position of head of the department a 
complaint that political partizanship ex­
isted in ita management had gone forth, 
with or without cause. Hia first aim 
had been to put the institution on a 
strictly non-partisan basis, and he was 
pleased to sue that his efforts had not 
been altogether without success. An 
Advisory Board had been established in 
connection with the agricultural college, 
and of the seven members of that bodv, 
four were Reformers and three Conser­
vatives. (Hear, hear ) He found when 
he took charge that nut so many Onta­
rio farmers’ eons took advantage of the 
training at the college as should have 
done ao, and the institution was more 
patronized by reaidents of other conn 

than

connection with the agricultural college 
waa also a boon to the farming comma- 
nity, and it had been demonstrated 
during the past year that Canada was ac­
tually teaching England how to make 
butter. (Applause.) Farmers institutes 
had also beeh established, and these 
were fast proving themseves to be 
admirable training schools for pro­
gressive agriculturists. The egricul- 
tural societies, which had been in exist­
ence for some time, had not been 
carried fully out to the idea originally 
designed, and hence the necessity 
for the formation of farmers’ institutes. 
In January of each year meetings were 
held by many of the institutes which 
were addreised by the professors 
from the agricultural college. The 
number of meeting» held thia far was 
only limited by the ability of the pro­
fessors to supply the calls made upon 
them. 'So much for hia connection with 
the agricultural department, and now a 
few words would not be out of place 
with respect to snother Governmental 
department of which he waa the head, 
the Treaaury of Ontario. If there was 
one branch of the Government service 
more than another in which the Mowat 
Government felt a just pride during the 
term which it haa held office, it was in 
the economy which liai been exercised 
during all these years in the handling cf 
the public funds of the Province, and it 
waa cause for satisfaction to himaelf 
that during his incumbency of the 
office for the past three years no retro­
grade movement had been made in the 
economic march, (Loud1 applause.) 
Previous to entering the Ontario Gov­
ernment hia record ae a bank manager, 
and as treasurer of Huron county had 
been such that his triends had confi­
dence he would till the more exalted 
position with credit to himself and 
benefit to the province, and it was 
gratifying to know that now at the end 
of three yeare, the hopes of hia friend» 
had not been disappointed. Recently 
Mr Meredith in connection with other 
Tory leaders had been perigrinatingover 
the country, and for jwaot of cause of 
complsint against the economic admin­
istration of the Mowat Government had 
endeavored to find fault because the 
annual expenditure of the province had 
not been kept down to what it was 
during the Sandfield Macdonald regime, 
totally forgetful of the fact that the 
population of the province had increas­
ed, and the requirements for govern­
mental expenditure had also greatly 
grown during that period. What 
Ontario expends is derived from the 
Dominion Government subsidly, from 
timber limit sales and from licenses, and 
the best proof that econemy has been 
the watchword with the Mowat Gov­
ernment ia found in the fact that not­
withstanding the millions that have 
been given back to the people through 
various channel», a snug surplus of 
$6,000,000 «till remains in the provincial 
treaaury. (Loud applause.) The fallacy 
of endeavoring to contrast the expendi­
ture of today with that of the time of 
Sandfield Macdonald is so apparent that 
one wonders that a man aiming to be a 
leader of hi» fellows would be guilty of 
advocating it. When Mr Meredith 
last attempted to make this comparison 
in the House, he waa promptly reproved 
for doing ao by one of hia principal fol­
lowers in the House, who contended 
that auch a comparison waa unfair, un­
just and absurd. (Hear, hear.) Dur­
ing the time mentioned the Mowat Gov­
ernment had returned to the municipali­
ties over 83,000,0600 for local improve­
ment Of this emount Colborne town­
ship had received about $10,000 and 
Hullett, the Wawanoahes and other 
townships had received more in propor­
tion. These amounts were a decided 
saving to the townships, and no rate-

ing. (Loud applause.) Huron county 
in 1871 had 37 lunatics provided for 
at an expense to the Government 
of $4,303; in 1886, 95 were provided for 
at an expense of $11,800. The county 
was thus aided by the expenditure of so 
extra $7,000 and would any man say 
that auch a grant ahould not be made, 
or argue that the additional 58 lunatics 
should be sent beck to their friends or 
thrown upon the municipalities. (Ap­
plause. ) And yet Mr Meredith had 
intimated that s portion of the expenses 
in connection witu the asylums ahould 
be thrown on the municipalities. There 
were no blind from Huron maintained 
by the Government in 1871, but 
in 1885 there were aix at a cost of 
$1,251, and who would aay the
outlay was nut a proper one, (Ap 
plause.) In 1871 there were 3 deaf and 
dumb persons from Huron cared for at 
an annual expense of $925, in 1885 the 
number had increased to 11, at an ex­
pense of $1,813, aad he did not believe 
any right-thinking man would aay the 
money was ill spent. (Hear, hear.) 
Since 1873 the central prison had been 
established, with the result of taking an 
intermediary place between the jail and 
the penitentiary. Previous to the in­
stitution of the central prison all prison- 
era who did not get a penitentiary sen­
tence of a term of years were kept in the 
county jail at the county expense. Now 
prisonors sentenced to more than 0 
months.and semeof leas duration are sent 
to the central prison, where they are keot 
at the expense of the province. So also 
with the provincial reformatory. In 
1871 there were no prisoners kept there 
from Huron county, now there were 3, 
and the cost of their eustensuce wss paid 
ov the province instead of by the county 
as formerly. In 1871 theschoolsof Hu­
ron received $8,954, and in 1885 that 
amount was increased to $11,866, sn 
advance of $2,912, which wss » direct 
saving to the tax-payers of the county, 
and the scholars received a benefit as 
well as the parents, owing to the fact 
that the Government dealt so liberally 
in the matter of the educational grant. 
The grant* to the agricultural societies 
had also been supplemented to the ex­
tent of 60 per cent., for whereas in 1871 
only $1,400 were given, in 1885 that 
amount had been increased to $2,100. 
No lees than $16,806 had been received 
from the Local Government during the 
past year, and within the fourteen years 
that Mr Mowat had held office there had 
been returned to the county the hand 
•ome aum of $162,000. (Loud applause.) 
Would any aane voter in Huron under­
take to say that he would prefer to ahol 
ish this aid from the Government and 
revert to the old so-called “economical1 
system? (Renewed applause.) The 
speaker then rapidly contrasted the ex 
panditures of ' Ontario, Quebec, and the 
Dominion during the past fourteen years, 
and proved that Ontario hid been mark­
edly more economically governed than 
Quebec or the Dominion. The as­
suming by the Dominion Government 
of the control of provincial railways wss 
also severely commented upon, after 
which the hon. gentleman dealt in a mas­
terly manner with the school book ques­
tion and the question of the Bible in the 
schools, the streams bill, the license 
question and the boundary award. He 
closed a masterly address of about two 
hours’ duration by aaking the electors 
present to show their ippruval of the 
Mowat administration by polling their 
votes for A. M. Ross on the 28th of Dec. 
(Loud applause.)

James Young—Mr Ross, we would 
like to know your attitude on the prohi­
bition question.

Hon. Mr Rose—I have no objection to 
define it. All my life I have been

came here to slander him because on ths 
public platform» and on the floor of 
Parliament he had pointed out their 
wrong-doing and exposed their ex­
travagance and corruption. (Loud ap 
plause.) He theu took up the Tory 
pamphlet and dissected it in the light ut 
the “Report of the Superintendent 
General of Indian Affairs” for 1882, 
1883, 1884 and 1885, and mercilessly 
exposed the ineccuraoies end wilfully 
mendacious statements therein contein 
ed. Loud end continued applause was 
extended to him as he scored point 
after po;nt against the Tory apology fut 
misrule, and when at the close of his 
remarks, he resumed hts seat, he was 
greeted with loud and prolonged ap 
plause. .

After an opportunity had been afford 
ed the Tory candidate or any of hia 
friend» to take the platform, without 
response,

Hon A M Ross wa* announced by the 
chairman, and on coming forward was 
warmly greeted. He began hia address 
by dealing with Ilia duties aa head of the 
Department of Agriculture, and after 
touching briefly but trenchantly upon 
financial subjects, took up the school 
question, and went very fully into it. 
For some years, lie said, we had what 
was known as the National Series of 
Readers. The late Hon Adam Crooks, 
before he was attacked by the malady 
which eventually carried him off', con­
ceived the idea of having competition, 
and thought that thereby better and 
cheaper 1 rooks would be produced.
Three firms went into the scheme, 
Messrs Gage & Co., Nelson, and the 
publishers of the Royal Canadian Read­
ers. One of these firm» incurred an out- 
of $18,000 in connection with the en­
terprise, another $25,000, and another 
$30,000. When Mr Crooks retired from 
the position of Minister of Education 
and hia place waa taken by Hon G W 
Rosa, the latter decided that it would 
be better to have only one set of book» 
issued, eo that there would be a uniform 
system throughout ths province ; and to 
that end, the beat part» of all three ae- 
tiee weae selected and combined in one. 
(Hear, hear.) So that some recompense 
might be made the firms that had gone 
into the former scheme in good faith 
and had ieyested heavily on the plan 
originally proposed, Mr Rosa allowed 
them all to take part in the production 
of the new series, and share in the 
benefits. He entered into a contract 
with them, however, that they ahould 
be bound down to a standard of book, 
and a fixed outside price was set, be­
yond which they could not go. They 
could, if they so chooso, compete with 
one another to lower the price, and m 
that event the public would get the 
benefit, but they had no power to go be­
yond the price set by the Education De­
ment. In this mstiner the element of 
monopoly was taken from them. (Ap­
plause.) Under the originally proposed 
system the average price of the series of 
the three firms was $1.53 for the set ; 
under the present scheme it wss only 
$1.35. (Hear, hear.) The Minister of 
Education went a step further. The 
contract wss made with the publishers 
for ten years, but he inserted a proviso 
that, if at the eod of five years it was 
found that the cost of labor acd mate­
rial had cheapened, the Minister wss 
empowered to step in and reduce the 
price originally set for the series. (Loud 
applause.) With the exception of the 
Readers the Government was only re­
sponsible for a geography and a gram­
mar in connection with the public school. 
All other books were at the inatance of 
the trustee», and if they, in their differ­
ent aectiona, saw fit to entail extra ex­
pense the Government ought surely not

It is useless to say 
that this is not an avai nnlo asset be­
cause thé Dominion of Canada admits 
that it is a debt and an asset by paying 
to Ontario annual interest upon the 
sums «mined. The items of- this in 
terest bearing debt by the Dominion of 
Canada to the Province of Ontario areas 
fi.-liows : -

5. - In 1884, the Dominion of Canada 
by a parliamentary statute (47 Vic. Cap. 
4) declared the sum of $5,397,503.12
