SOLIGNUMIIRT WAISTS A Remarkable Test! Locally made by 
Messtt. W. & G. .RENDELL.

To ; test Solignum as a preservative for Wood against the at- 
tacks.of Worms, we tried a pierecf2 x 4. Spruce, about two feet 
in length, by painting one-third with Solignum, leaving the 
balance dear wood, tins we suspended by a wire through the 
centre, in the water alx>ut one foot from the bottom, imme­
diately over a pile of stones the remains of a sunken wharf 
(which is the place where onr Wharf Shores are eaten off first) 
for Three Months. On taking it up at the end of that time we 
found some half-dozen small holes only a very short, distance 
in the clear part of the wood, which shows the liquid had pene­
trated through the xvholc piece and the worms had hardly 
begun boring before coming in contact with it.

Last year as a test of some brands of Copper Paint we 
handle, we had a similar piece of wood treated at both ends, 
leaving the centre third clean ; this was in exactly the same
Çlace as the piece for the Solignum test for Three Months and 

hree Days, when taken up the painted ends were perfect but 
the centre was riddled with worm holes.

Both these pieces of wood arc to be seen at our Office by 
those interested in the preservation of Wharf Piles or anv other 
woodwork.

Household Notes.
In putting lace insertion into tub 

dresses in such a way as to bear a 
strain, as in attaching a flounce to a 
i skirt, or in the yoke or waist, I cut 
strips of bobbinet a little wider than 
the insertion arid place it under^he 
lace. This strengthens the lace With­
out spoiling its beauty, and adds/much 
to the wearing quality of the gowns.

Baked bananas are sometimes used 
as a vegetable. Peel and cut in half, 
lengthwise. Divide if large. To each 
banana allow a tablespoonful of sugar, 
two tablespoonfuls of water, a tea­
spoonful each of lemon juice and melt- 
?d butter and a pinch of salt. Put 
slices in shallow casserole and bake 
slowly for half an hour, keeping them 
well basted.

When you wish to do tucking on a 
fine garment by hand 4 i8 easiest to 
told them first with the machine; ad­
just trimmer to the correct size: then 
adjust the stitch. Remove the thread 
iront the needle and stitch your tucks 
exactly as though you were using 
thread ; thus your tucks are nicely 
marked and the. hand sewing can fol­
low the holes pierced by the needle.

Raise the lower sash, insert the 
wood, then press the sash down.' This 
allows a current of air to pass 
through the room without causing 
a draught.

Flushing our waterpipe with hot 
vater has saved us many plumbers' 
bills, besides the inconvenience of 
being without water for several weeks 
at a time during zero jveather. First 
close the shut-off in the cellar. Then 
open the faucet to let the water run 
back. At the same time hold under 
the faucet a diper of boiling water 
submerging the mouth of the faucet. 
As the pipe empties, the hot water is 
sucked in and runs the length of the 
pipe, heating it all the way and melt­
ing the frost and Ice.

The lecture given by His Grace the 
Archbishop at the British Hall last 
night was a rare intellectual treat 
and was duly appreciated by all who 
had the good fortune of being pres­
ent. The subject was “Vaughan’s 
Colonics in Newfoundland." Mr. W. 
H. Goodland, the President of the 
British Society, introduced His Grace 
to the audience in a few well 
chosen words. The Archbishop, who 
spoke for over an hour, began by re­
viewing the discovery of America by 
Columbus, which had such a marvel­
lous effect on the world and stirred 
the minds of men to go forth to make 
discoveries and seek adventure by 
land and sea. Tales of golden lands 
and fortunes to be made quickly 
were discussed amongst the courtiers, 
and the noblemen of England were 
fired with the desire to go forth on 
voyages of discovery and adventure. 
Lord Baltimore came to Ferryland 
and John Guy to Cuipds; Vaughan 
came to Trepassey. His Grace gave 
a detailed description of this great 
colonizer and his work on the south­
ern coast. Guy’s company sold all 
their territory from Petty Harbor to 
Cape Race to Vaughan in 1616. and 
he founded the Welsh colony of 
"Cambriol Colchos" on the site of 
Trepassey. The emigrants erme out 
next year, but the colony did not 
flourish as expected owing to the se­
verity of the climate. Sir William 
returned to England a few years af­
terwards and devoted liis time to 
writing books, having sold part of 
his territory to l,ord Falkland and 
Lord Baltimore. Amongst his liter­
ary works were “The Golden Fleece.” 
“The Newfoundlanders Cure," etc. 
King-.lames was a great friend and 
patron of the author, and recognized 
in him a man after his own heart. 
The Mason map, His Grace thought, 
should be credited to Vaughan. The 
maps used by the Archbishop in il­
lustrating the lecture added very ma­
terially to the ihlêreet in it. At the 
conclusion a vote of thanks proposed 
by Vice-President Lawrence' and sec­
onded by Mr. A. Martin was carried 
Ily acclamation.
