Supplies for 
outposts are dispatched from the Rail­
head sometimes 200 miles distant by 
reindeer sledges which are often 
driven by the women folks. Two of 
the latter have received the Military 
Medal for gallant conduct in repelling 
enemy raids on a food convoy. Mur­
mansk is an ice free port, but the for­
ces at Archangel are completely cut 
off from the outside world for six 
months of the year. Intercommuni­
cation between the forces commanded 
by Gen. Ironsides is only possible in 
winter time by aeroplane. Major Sir 
Ernest Shackleton is attached to 
General Maynard’s headquarters as 
adviser on Arctic equipment, while a 
special force of Canadian officers and 
non-commissioned officers, all ex­
perienced in Klondyke conditions, is 

■attached to the force as instructors 
fn Arctic life. Teams of “Husky” 
dogs have also been specially sent 
from Canada for transport work, 
though the local reindeer which roam 
in Herds over the Lapp country are 
chieftly used for this purpose.

The King vs. W. Snow for 
slaughter.—Special Jury sworn were 
ns follows: Martin Dalton, Alex.

Mr. W. R. Howley, K.C., for the 
Crown opened the case by generalls- 

' ing the circumstances.
. James Aylward Sworn.—I remem­
ber the night upon which Mr. John 
Jeans was killed. On that night I 
was in C. J. Cantwell’s house, Gower 
Street. I was in the front room of 
the lower flat. I was near the win­
dow, walking to and fro, smoking, 
when I heard a dull thud on the 
street, as if a motor car or carriage 
had struck something. I went to the 
window and saw a pile of stuff on the 
road, and went out and by the aid of 
lighted matches I discovered it was a 
man. He was badly battered and 
bleeding, while his Jaw was crushed 
in. He was near the centre of the 
street. There was an umbrella, open­
ed, lying on the street I saw no sign 
of the motor car. I did not know the 
body, although I saw he was old. I 
stayed for a few seconds, and went in 
for help, and then came out and 
carried the man from the street to 
the side of the house, ànd then ’phon­
ed the police station. Î saw a motor 
car with a man running towards it, 
near Victoria Street (This was while 
I was looking at the body, for I saw 
no man when I came out of the door). 
He was 10 or 12 feet from the car 
when I saw him. He boarded the 
car. I saw no one else. The car then 
started and went east I heard no re­
mark made. I could not identify the 
man, although he had an overcoat on, 
and he was slowly running towards 
the car. The police and doctor short­
ly arrived and took charge of the 
body.

Cross-examined by W. J. Higgins, 
K.C.—I knew the locality well. There 
is a grade starting at Feaver’s Lane 
and continuing to Prescott Street. 
There is a light on each corner of the 
street and the accident occurred 
about midway between the two, and 
the place of the accident was and is 
really in the shadow. At that time 
the lighting regulations were in force 
both on street and car, and it was a 
very stormy night (one of the worst 
for last fall, raining and blowing). 
The road was very wet and very mud­
dy, especially in the portion where I 
found the man, having rained all that 
day and night. I heard a motor horn 
blow distinctly three or four times 
ere I heard the thud. The car was 
then west of Feaver’s Lane, and the 
toots of four seconds duration were 
given at intervals of a second or two. 
The body was five or six feet from the 
drain on the north side of the street, 
and the car was stopped 135 feet or so 
from the scene.

Re-examined by Mr. Howley, K.C.—
I did not recognize the car that night. 
On that night it would be almost inr- 
possible to see an object more than 
four or five feet ahead.

Dr. Anderson, Sworn.—I remember 
the 10th of October last, and being 
called to Gower Street, by reason of 
an accident that had occurred there.
I went and found the body of the vic­
tim lying in a battered condition near 
the house of Mr. Cantwell. I did not 
recognize the body, but saw the man 
was dead. I examined the body at 
the morgue, and I found the cause of 
death was a fractured jaw and hem­
orrhage, and other injuries. I knew 
the victim then as Jôhn Jeans whom 
I personally knew.

Cross-examined by Mr. Higgins, 
K.C.—I considered death as instan­
taneous. The weather was very 
heavy and wet and difficult to see 
ahead as a heavy rain and hiist was 
falling.

Samuel Bradbury, Sworn.—I re­
member the 10th of October last, be­
ing in the house of Mr. Cantwell, 
Gower Street. Mr. Aylward told me 
of the motor accident and we went 
out and found the man lying face 
down on the street, and we picked 
him up and carried him nearer the 
house. I saw no one else and did not 
recognize the man.

James Diamond, Sworn.—I remem­
ber October 10th, 1918.- On that night 
I left home after 7 o’clock, went to 
Snow’s residence, and I left Snow’s 
house at 8.30 or thereabouts, and got 
in the car with Mr. W. Snow. Two 
of us were in the qar, and we came 
down1 Water Street and Feaver’s Lane 
(blowing the horn all the time at in­
tervals). I put my head out on one 
side and saw the glimmer of an um­
brella. (The car was covered in on 
Snow’s side). As I saw the umbrella,
I heard the bump. I put my head out 
to see it it was Victoria Street as it 
was very dark. It was necessary to 
put my head out to see where we 
were. I saw only a shade of an um­
brella. After the bump the car went 
ahead and stopped at Victoria Street. 
Mr. Snow stopped the car shortly 
after. We said nothing to each other 
before the car stopped. I did not 
know he was going to stop the car. 
When the car stopped I got out and 
ran towards where the collision oc­
curred. I left him getting out of the 
car. I ran back to within 10 feet of 
the. man, and then went back to the 
car because I was frightened. Snow 
was getting in the cm when I got 
back. I don’t know what he did in 
the interval. When the car bumped 
the headlights went out. When I got 
back, I said, “my God, we have kill­
ed a man.” Snow answered, “what 
are we to doî” I replied, “get a doc­
tor and drive him to the hospital,” and 
then the two of us drove away.

The case will be continued this 
afternoon.

The Kaiser’s private spy—who, for 
all I know, may still be at work—Is 
not endowed with an unusual degree 
of physical strength.

He put his private spy on the job 
and she succeeded where the most 
astute agents employed by the Gener­
al Staff, the Naval Intelligence De­
partment, and the Political Secret Ser­
vice had failed.

I She is herself by birth a Russian 
and the widow of a Polish Count, so 
she started her investigations at Pet- 
rograd and succeeded in discovering 
there that the information came from 
Vienna. Then she appeared at the 
Austrian capital as a wealthy Rus- 
sin Countess travelling for pleasure, 
and was received as such at the Rus­
sian Embassy.

Eventually her suspicions centred 
on Colonel Riedel, one of the chiefs 
of the Austrian Intelligence Service, 
who had been present at the jconfer- 
ence, and she laid herself out to be­
come his Delilah. (

That was not a difficult matter for 
such a charming woman as the Count­
ess, for the Colonel was a noted

obtained proof that he had not only 
betrayed the secrets of the conference, 
but was actually on the point of hand­
ing over to Russia details of the cele­
brated Skoda gun, that created such 
a surprise In tNe early part of the 
war. The upshot was that, In order 
to prevent a terrible scandal, the 
Colonel was allowed to commit sui­
cide. ,r

That sort of investigation Is, how­
ever, not typical of the activities Of 
the Kaiser’s private spy. When in 
Berlin she lived In great style In the 
Kuerfuerstendamni, a residential 
thoroughfare that may be compared 
to Park Lane in London, and she ,moy* 
ed in the highest circles of Berlin so­
ciety, apparently without her con­
nection with the Kaiser being sus­
pected.

She spied upon everybody, including 
the Kaiser’s sons, and when she was 
in Berlin th^^kaiser was even kept 
informed of this talk at society tea- 
tables. j}-

As a consequence many German 
ladies of high degree were banished 
from Berlin during the war and kept 
under police surveillance, whilst of­
ficers and officials who had let their 
tongues wag too freely for the Kai­
ser’s liking had unpleasant things 
happen to them. S

She never went to the Kaiser. 
When he wished to consult her or to 
give her instructions, he either visit­
ed her secretly or wrote to her with 
his own hand without signing the 
communication. The Countess’s Ser­
vants and probably a few of the peo­
ple immediately near the Kaiser knew 
of these visits, hut they did not know 
of the purpose of them and maybe 
they ascribed them to a commonplace 
reason.

It is probable that even noWi while 
he is in exile, the Kaiser is in close 
touch with the Countess, who keeps 
him posted on events that are hap­
pening in his late Empire.

Sea and Air Spoils Cigars
The Troubles of a Tobacconist

“Mildew—that Is my worst enemy, 
said the tobacconist "No, I have 
not have any losses of that kind late­
ly, for during the past three years I 
have not been able to keep any stock 
in hand. Cigarettes and tobacco both 
hâve hardly arrived before they are 
gone.

“But In the old days, before the 
war, mildew was a real trouble, es­
pecially in damp, thundery weather.

“Cure It? Yes, if you take it in 
time. The tobacco must be laid out 
on a pnece of muslin over a kettle of 
boiling water. The steam destroys 
the fungus. But. you cannot, of course, 
treat cigarettes In this way, and the|e- 
fore, If I have to store cigarettes, I 
prefer, those in airtight tins.

"Cigars, too, suffer very easily in 
damp warmth. The best place to 
keep them is in the kitchen or in a 
warm linen cupboard. Conditions are 
always worse in a seaside town. Salt 
air does not agree with cigars, and a 
sea voyage seems to upset them alto­
gether.

“One of my customers who crosses 
to America about twice a year Invari­
ably carries his cigars, each in a sep­
arate glass tube, carefully corked. He 
smokes an expensive brand at the rate 
of six a day, and takes with him just 
sufficient for tlje voyage.

They say the insect came from Soutit 
America, but I ' am not sure about 
that What I am certain about is that 
the little pests are very much on 
increase, and that , they are • doiiÿ 
great deal of damage.

HON. CHAS. HENRY EMERSON.
We regret to publish the passing of 

Hon. Charles Henry Emerson, K.C., 
Registrar of the Supreme Court, 
which occurred at Boston on Tues 
day morning, during a brief visit to 
that city. Accompanied by Mrs. Em-’ 
erson, he left here about'a fortnight 
ago to undergo a slight operation. 
This had been successfully perform­
ed, and he was out and about again 
when stricken with a severe attack of 
pneumonia, to which he succumbed. 
Charles Henry Emerson was bom on 
the 29th August, 1863, son of the late 
John Archibald Emerson. He was 
educated at Bishop FeUd College, and 
after finishing his college course 
spent about a little over a year in 
North Dakota. Returning here, he 
commenced the study of law with his 
uncle, the late Prescott Emerson, and 
on his decease, entered the office of 
McNeily 6 McNetly. In 1891 he was 
admitted to the Bar and took Silk in 
1906. In 1917 he was appointed Reg­
istrar of the Supreme Court, succeed­
ing the late Donald Browning, and 
was also the Secretary of the Law 
Society. As Registrar he proved him 
self admirably adapted for this re­
sponsible office, maintaining it at a 
high standard of efficiency. Mr. Em­
erson bad a long and successful poli­
tical life. His first contest dated back 
to 1894 when he unsuccessfully con­
tested the District of Burgeo and La- 
Poile at a bye-election. At the Gen­
eral Election of 1900 he was returned, 
but four years later was defeated by 
a narrow majority. In the fall of 
1908 he was elected for the adjoin­
ing district of Fortune Bay in the in­
terests of the Morris Party. This was 
the deadlock election. When the 
Spring decision was made, the honor 
was again accorded, and he was ap­
pointed a member of the Executive 
Council without portfolio. At the 
last election, in 1913, Fortune Bay re­
elected him with an increased major­
ity. In both the House of Assembly 
and Executive Council he gave freely 
of his talents, and as a district repre­
sentative he held a splendid record 
for efficiency and thoroughness. His 
resignation followed his appointment 
as Registrar in November, 1917; and 
the title of Honorable was conferred 
upon him for life. Despite hie many 
public activities Mr. Emerson found 
time to take a deep interest in the 
welfare of St. Thomas’s Church, of 
which he was an esteemed member. 
For many yéars he was Lay Delegate 
to the Diocesan Synod, and at the 
time of his death was one of the mem­
bers of the Select Vestry. He was 
also a member of the Masonic Frater­
nity, and immediate Past Master of 
St. Andrew’s Lodge; having filled the 
chair for two years with much suc­
cess. Mr. Emerson had many inter­
ests and many friends, being held in 
highest esteem by all. He leaves to 
mourn him a wife and two children. 
Mr. Fred Emerson, Solicitor, and Miss 
Clara, to whom we proffer sincere 
sympathy. The body is being brought 
home for interment.

H. H. CARTER, K.C.
Mr. Hugh Hoyles Carter, K.C., old­

est surviving son of the late Sir F. B.
T. Carter, Chief Justice and Premier 
of Newfoundland, died yesterday at 
his residence Duckworth Street, after 
a short illness. Deceased was the 
senior practicing Barrister and Soli­
citor in the Dominion, having been 
admitted to the Bar, May 18th, 1876, 
with the late W. J. Hogan and I. R. 
McNeily. For a number of years he 
had been a member of the Law Soci­
ety and for forty-four years Clerk of 
the Legislative Council. In the latter 
capacity Mr. Carter rendered invalu­
able service, and his presence from 
the Chamber will Be greatly missed. 
For almost half a century deceased 
acted as Private Secretary to the Ad­
ministrators of the Government. Mr. 
Carter was well informed, especially 
on matters of local interest, and his 
opinion was often sought and accept­
ed. Mr. Carter is survived by one 
brother, Mr. H. D. Carter, Bank of 
Montreal, and two sisters, Mrs. John 
Henderson and Miss L. Carter. Inter­
ment takes place to-morrow evening.

Hospital Project.
Presided over by Mr. I. C. Morris a 

meeting to consider matters in con­
nection with the erection of a Matern­
ity Hospital and Rescue Home was 
held in the Board of Trade Rooms, 
Tuesday last Staff-Captain W. A. 
Burrows, S. A, presented a report 
showing that at a meeting of the 
medical men of the city, held on Feb. 
3rd, the following resolution was 
passed:—

“That the establishment of a Ma­
ternity Hospital in the city of St. 
John’s is desirable and necessary and 
meets with the approval and support 
of the medical profession." And, "That 
in the opinion of the medical prac­
titioners of St John’s the scheme of 
the Salvation Army for a Maternity 
Hospital is feasible, desirable and 
commendable.”

The institution would be run by 
local staffs of doctors and nurses with 
an advisory board of citizens, to be 
elected. The amount of $60,000 was 
considered the best to appeal for. 
The Salvation Army would be respon­
sible ior anything over that amount 
Plans of the building were submitted 
and approved.

Mr. W. J. Higgins suggested that 
the money be collected as soon as pos­
sible, and favoured the calling of a 
public meeting to appoint a fairly re­
presentative committee aud collect­
ors.

Mr. J. R. Bennett was in accord 
with the project Dr. Roberts approv­
ed also. Messrs. R. Gordon Winter, 
H. E. Cowan and A Salter spoke 
briefly, and on motion of Mr. Cowan 
it was decided to call a public meet­
ing at an early date. A comittee con­
sisting of Messrs. W. J. Higgins, A 
Mews, A H. Salter, J. R. Bennett H. 
E. Cowan, Dr. Roberts and R. Gordon 
Winter, was appointed to assist Mr. 
Burrows to make arrangements as to 
the meeting. Lt-Col. Adby promised 
the movement "his support as pro­
vincial commander of the Salvation 
Army after which the meeting closed.

LONDON. Feb. 18.
(Via Renter's)—All papers publish 

long obituaries and tributes to Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier. The Times says 
Canada loses in Laurier one of the 
most famous of her eons, a man who 
left hie mark on her life more for hie 
own conspicuous qualities than for 
any political structure of bis building 
or for any legislative achievement. 
He was a great Canadian, and not less 
great because his personality, his 
convictions and his methods were all 
constantly provocative of controversy.

The Daily Chronicle says Laurier’s 
name will be permanently associated 
with some of the most important 
phases in the development of the 
British commonwealth. Not only will 
Canada always rank high among the 
great builders of her’ nationhood 
but he will hold his niche in the 
temple of world history.

The Daily Graphic says Laurier 
was without question one of the most 
distinguished Premiers any British 
dominion has yet produced. Through­
out his career he upheld clearly 
two ideals, the nationhood of Canada 
and the unity of the Empire.

"Now, ambe^iris, as any resdeiUif

“We’d 
been lying at Unalaska, when we got 
word that forty-one placer miners 
and their families were starving at 
the month of a little river np the 
coast There was bad weather on, 
but we went cut and began searching 
the coast for them. We found, their 
little village finally, and fired our one 
pounder to wake them up. We 
couldn’t start anything with that so 
I called for volunteers to go ashore 
through the serf.

“They were alive all right but pret­
ty badly off. They had one sack of 
beans and a little coffee and flour left 
to keep about eighty of them alive. 
They had no boat, and no way of get­
ting out to sea, and back of them 
there was a glacier which it was im­
possible to cross. As a matter of fact 
there was a hurricane of cold air 
blowing across -it most of the time. 
One of them had attempted to cross 
it, and had got one hundred and 
eighty miles back, when he gave it up, 
and ’packed’ all the way back y> the 
coast half a goat that he had killed.

In the Mormon creed it was laid 
down that one man should have hut 
one wife, and up to 1843 that still re­
mained one of the tenets of the Mor­
mon Church.

Then on July 18th, 1843, came the 
notorious "revelation" on Celestial 
Marriage. In a long screed of twenty- 
five paragraphs the “Prophet” advo­
cated the doctrine of plural wives.

In the meantime, the persecution of 
the Mormons in Missouri was being 
carried out with more ferocity than 
ever.

Smith, in prison under a false 
charge, was eventually murdered by 
an enraged mob, and Brigham Young 
reigned in his stead. The Mormons 
were driven from Nauvoo, and finally 
settled in the now famous Salt Lake 
City.

The Evil Still Continues.
He bade the people go multiply and 

enlarge the sect. Men married quite 
indiscriminately. Those who could 
afford it married whole families. 
Brigham was the law.

The scenes and incidents that took 
place in Salt Lake City in the “fifties” 
and "sixties" are beyond imagination. 
The old law that a husband must get 
the first wife’s consent went by the 
board. Priests, apostles, and what 
not, with the power of the unholy 
church behind them, took the law 
absolutely into their own unscrupu­
lous hands.

The church, by its tithing and thiev­
ing grew tremendously rich. It sent 
out “Elders” by the thousand to 
bring in converts, and converts came. 
In one year 2,500 were shipped from 
Liverpool, hundreds of them to die on 
the terrible Journey across the plains, 
and the remainder lived to curse the 
day they ever met a Mormon Elder.

The Mormons—now a considerable 
community—flatly denied such accu­
sations, and Joseph, quite unperturb­
ed, continued his work. Despite this 
glaring fraud, despite the fact that 
the "Saints” encountered on all sides 
the most violent apposition and per­
secution, the sect grew.

It grew so large that it threatened 
to be a national meenace. A city— 
Nauvoo—was founded in Illinois, and 
the erection of a magnificent temple 
was begun. Joseph Smith was Pro­
phet, Mayor, General, and everything 
else combined.
