Obituary.
MR. WILLIAM FOOTE, AGED 07,

A very old resident In the Auckland 
district, Mr. William Foote, died on 
Friday at the age of 97. Mr. Foote 
was a. native of Neewfoundland and 
was engaged In the fishing trade till 
he came to New Zealand in 1867, ar­
riving at the Manukau in his own ves­
sel, the Clara, a brigantine of 160 
tons.

Wandering nomads, with their 
warlike appearance and peculiar customs, 
great herds of antelope, often a thousand

The Government 
and Prosperity.

No person in Newfoundland 
can truthfully assert that the 
Government of to-day—the 
Liberal Progressive Govern­
ment—has not had a great deal 
to do with the present condition 
of prosperity which is in so 
much evidence throughout our 
coasts. The Prime Minister, 
Sir Michael Cashin and 'his 
colleagues have had to encoun­
ter difficulties that would daunt 
and discourage less strong men 
in meeting and carrying out 
measures to counteract and 
nullify. But Sir Michael and 
his Executive have faced all 
such, and have brought down 
and enacted legislation which 
has had the effect of obviating 
all the perils which at one time 
surrounded the dominion, thus 
successfully tiding over all the 
difficulties, and covering all the 
requirements of the Colony.

It is well known that the war 
was responsible for a big in­

's crease in the general current 
expenditure of the Colony, one 
which current revenue collec­
tions could not possibly meet, 
and money being needed at 

; once for the purpose of carry- 
! ing on< it had to be raised in 
j the usual way—by loan. In- 
: stead, however,, of placing the 
. full sum of his loan on the for- 
; eign financial marts, the Fin­

ance Minister and the Govern­
ment, Waving due regard for the 
wishes of the people, and de­
spite strenuous opposition from 
within and without the admin­
istration, offered the people of 
Newfoundland the opportunity 
to become shareholders in the 
Victory Loan issue. What their 
response was to the invitation is 
a matter of history and stands 
to the everlasting credit of the 
people. They purchased Vic­
tory Bonds at a guaranteed 
interest of 6% per cent., and the 
bulk of this loan was raised by, 
and kept within, the dominion. 

* .* - * * * *
The investments were not 

confined to the wealthier por­
tion of the population, and 
planters, artisans, fishermen, 
tradesmen, laborers and clerks, 
at once made application for 
whatever amount they could 
afford, and within six weeks of 
the opening of the loan it was 
oversubscribed and had to be 
enlarged. Thus Newfound­
land’s Victory Loan proved 
that the people had confidence 
in their own country and confi­
dence in the ability of those in 
charge to lay by sufficient, 
year after year to redeem the 
ten year Bonds when due. The 
success of that loan, locally, 
showed the unexampled state of 
prosperity which Newfoundland 
was enjoying under a Govern­
ment which was at once Liberal 
and Progressive, and it is that 
Government, purified of its dis­
turbing elements, and strength­
ened by the infusion of new 
blood, which now stands by it* 
past record and asks for the 
verdict of the electors upon its 
own merits.

* * • * * *

The Opposition Party have 
become exceedingly solicitous 
over the welfare of the people 
of late, more especially the

working classes. Within the 
past two months their party 
organs have raised cries to high 
heaven that the worttingfflân 
and the civil servant were not 
receiving their due. But no one 
dan remember a single instance 
wherein either Mr. Squires or 
Dr. Campbell overexerted them­
selves on behalf of the people 
generally, during the years gone 
by. It is true that Mr. Squires 
worked, but his work was chief­
ly brain labor in the manufac­
ture of choice epithets with 
which to slaughter Mr. Coaker, 
in his newspaper as well as in 
the Legislative Chamber. Nor 
did Dr. Campbell lose any sleep 
over introducing improvements 
for the benefit of the working­
men or public officials. Now 
these gentlemen are manifesting 
considerable interest in the 
whole people, and attempting to 
tell them what they should do.

Coaker,—more rivers of milk 
and honey would flow through 
the land than ever were dream­
ed of in Biblical history. But 
neither the workingmen nor the 
fishermen are going to be se­
duced from their present state 
of mind by the flowery oratory 
or plausible professions of the 
Coaker-Squires combination of 
office seekers. Prosperity is 
too real for them to want to 
change it for the lean, hungry 
days which would indubitably 
be ushered in under a change 
from the present Government.

* • * * * *
In saying that to-day the 

average man would do well to 
occasionally reflect upon the 
improved conditions which he 
and his family now enjoy, we 
do not mean to imply that there 
is no room for still further im­
provement in the status of all. 
Many are well aware that there 
are frequent cases where con­
cessions have had to be wrung 
from employers, and that not 
infrequently gratuities to em­
ployees are in reality only some­
thing that is morally due them. 
Furthermore there is convin­
cing evidence that a living wage 
should be an increasing wage. 
But at the same time it can be 
said, without challenge or con­
tradiction, that the general 
condition of the people of New­
foundland was never better or 
more prosperous, and if this 
happy state is to be continued 
the dominion must begin to 
realize that it should swing to­
ward the Government, to whose 
initiative and forward policy 
the prosperity now existent is 
to be credited.

It includes 
predreadnoughts that are obsolete and 
can be broken up; many of the British 
cruisers and lighter craft are little 
Setter than junk for either offense or 
defense. The prewar complement 
would be much too large for the navy

FOREIGN FISH MARKETS.—Latest 
news la that shipments of Iceland Cod­
fish Is now being rushed forward to 
the Mediterranean Market* and It Is 
offered tor lees than Newfoundland 
agents expected to get tor Labrador 
cure.

Cables from England state that the 
British Government have passed an 
Act to put down Profiteering, and It 
has a most serious effect on the price 
of fish.

The cable states trade Is stagnant 
and all tear a big slump In prices.

CODFISH.—Many of onr readers are 
asking us to find out what prices will 
rule here this fall. From what we can 
find out No. 1 Hard Merchantable Cod­
fish will fetch $12.00 and Maderia $10. 
On the same basis Real Prime well 
salted Labrador cure Is worth $8.00 
per quintal, but the fishermen must 
be sure of the quality to satisfy the 
buyers. We consider the Current Price 
for Labrador fish shipped off the Coast 
$7.00 per quintal. It costs about $1.00 
a quintal to freight It home besides 
Marine Insurance.

The Labrador fishermen have con­
tinued doing good work with Hook and 
Line up till last week, when there was 
a change In the weather. It is report­
ed that the fishermen have started 
washing out their fish for drying, but 
no fish of any account has been ship­
ped yet

COD OH.—The market Is firm. Good 
enquiry Is noted from the United 
States, hut buyers so tar refuse to pay 
the advance asked.

Local competition has driven prices 
even higher than $270.00 per tun.

COD LIVER OIL.—It Is reported 
that prices are higher In Newfound­
land than on some foreign markets. 
We hear of the possibility of several 
hundred barrels being sent from the 
United States here very soon.

This is having a discouraging ef­
fect with some of our largest buyers.

We still quote $2.00 per gallon for 
finest quality.

LOBSTERS.—The catch will be a 
little larger than that of 1918. Deal­
ers who gave such high prices In Aug­
ust are finding it hard to get outlets 
at paying prices. Most of the St 
John’s exporters have filled all their 
foreign orders buying at $34 to $35.

HERRING.—The prospect for next 
season’s fishery is gloomy. Very few 
will venture Into the business the 
coming fall and winter fis compared' 
with last year. The price of splits Is 
now $6 to $6. Exporters will not 
touch old Scotch Pack just now even 
at offers of $10 a barrel made this 
week. Conditions may improve next 
month.

FLOUR—There Is no change in 
prices and not likely to be for the next 
six months at least

We quote the highest grade of 
Manitoba flours at $14.50 to $16.00 per 
barrel. The war grade flour at $13.80 
per barrel.

BEEF.—There has been an advance 
on the better grades of Beef but no 
change is noted in the plainer grades.

The stocks available are very limit­
ed. We quote the best quality of 
Boneless Beet at $36 to $37 per bar­
rel; Family Beef at $46 per barrel.

PORK.—Ogden Armour, the presi­
dent of the big packing firm in Chic­
ago; says that the highest prices have 
been reached and we must see lower 
prices very soon.

The provision situation js a puz­
zling one. The Government are after 
the big Packing Companies of Chicago 
and with the expectation of lower 
prices, no one wants to carry any 
stocks. In the face of this we have 
seen an advance on prices, attributed 
to speculation.

We quote the following price: Ham 
Butt Pork, at $62 per barrel ; Fat Back 
Pork, at $60 to $62 per barrel.

SUGAR—Supplies are Just keeping 
pace with the demand and the arrival 
of the S.S. Cannonsburg on Wednes­
day with 1,660 barrels of white gran­
ulated and yellow sugar just comes in 
good time as the market was getting 
rather short. A large shipment was 
expected but a considerable quantity 
was short shipped by this steamer. 
Present quotation for granulated Is 
15% cents per lb, wholesale.

MOLASSES—There is no change In 
prices. “Choice" Molasses selling for 
95c. to 96c. per gallon. “Fancy” Mou­
lasses selling tor $1.60 per gallon.

The storage charges at St John’s 
are about one cent per gallon for 
every month it remains here, so It Is 
only reasonable that this carrying 
charge must be paid by the buyers 
sooner or later.

We look for a steady advance as 
Barbados shippers predict still higher 
prices for next season.

PRODUE.—Hay.—Imported hay is 
scarce just now. Price Is $66 per ton, 
both Imported and home-grown. Po­
tatoes.—Local potatoes are fairly plen­
tiful in the market selling at $6.60 to 
$6.00. Imported (P.E.I.) will not be 
coming forward till late In October. 
Oats.—A fair supply In this week from 
Montreal, selling at $6.60 to $6.60 per 
sack.

Salvaging Gold
From Laurentic.

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Portsalon, Ireland.— (Correspond­
ence of the Associated Press.)—Sal­
vaging $35,000,000 worth of gold in­
gots and bullion the White Star linçr 
Laurentic is reported to have carried 
when she was sunk the night df 
January 25, 1917, off Faad Light, one 
.of the northernmost headlands of 
Ireland at the entrance to Lough 
Swlily, is being conducted by the 
salvage ship Racer.

The princely cargo lay at a depth 
of twenty-two fathoms. The gold and 
bullion were contained in the strong 
chamber amidships rendered almost 
impregnable by its thick steel walls 
and heavily bolted doors. At first 
portions of the Laurentic’s decks 
were blasted away and a passage was 
made clear for the divers. On June 
20, the retrieving of the treasure be­
gan.

The first bucket sent up contained 
only copper pennies and a few silver 
coins. Then for several days, 
bucket after bucket containing three 
or more gold bars, each worth more 
than $5,000, were hoisted to the sur­
face and dumped on the deck of the 
Racer. The first of these bars 
brought lusty cheers from the crew 
of the salvage ship, but tossing for­
tunes about soon came to be merely 
another form of manual labor to 
these sailormen.

Most of the gold bars were nine 
Inches long, two inches thick and 
four inches wide and weighed about 
twenty-eight pounds. For days not 
one was found as many of them were 
hurled clear of $the wreck by the 
blasting necessary to make the strong 
chamber accessible. Several feet of 
sand have now been washed over 
these scattered bars and neath 
masses of twisted steel and it fre­
quently requires hours of patient 
labor to pry them loose. The record 
day’s haul so far had been forty- 
seven bars—worth approximately 
$350,000. Thus far several million 
dollars worth of treasure has been 
salvaged.

The Racer carries eight divers. 
Their "tricks” are so arranged that 
one diver is at work throughout the 
day. Each works half an hour and 
then must spend thirty minutes in 
coming to the surface as otherwise 
the sudden relief from the tremen­
dous deep-water pressure might 
cause partial or complete paralysis. 
They are brought up in ten-fathom 
"hauls,” with ten minute "rest” in­
tervals.

When the day’s work Is over, the 
day’s “catch,” if considerable, is de­
spatched to London with an armed 
convoy.

When first built the Racer was 
a square-rigged man-o’-war—one of 
the "Wooden Walls of England,’’ as 
the ships of the British Navy at that 
time were known—a century ago.

Our American Letter.
Charleston, South Carolina, Sept. 

19.—Austria is reported not to like 
the terms of the peace treaty, and it 
might be added that Austria was not 

| expected to be deeply Infatuated with 
them. They were not drawn with 
the main idea in view of having them 
please the Austrians. It is doubtful 
even if the peace terms bore the 
label “made in Germany” if Austria 
would grow enthusiastic about them, 
and they were not drawn up in Ber­
lin. All that remains of what was 
once termed the proudest monarchy 
in the world, is paying the price of 
her partnership in the crime of Ger­
many. Likewise Austria is paylhg 
the price of having caused the world 
war whether or not at the instigation 
of Germany. For centuries Austria 
existed much for the same reason 
that Turkey was allowed to hold Its 
place. It was more convenient to 
tolerate that land, than to abolish Its 
government. But all that has been 
changed. There is little left of Aus­
tral. Vienna the “gayest city In the 
world,” not even excepting Paris, 
seems to be doomed. There is not 
enough territory tributary ^o that 
region to make it a prosperous com­
munity. The land that was obliged 
to do business with the former great 
capital will seek new avenues. Much 
of it will follow more natural chan­
nels. So with the Hapsburgs in ex­
ile, the country divided and split, 
and Vienna scheduled for a steady de­
cline, the Austrians are paying In 
full the price of their folly. They 
gambled with the former Kaiser of 
Germany for world dominion. They 
lost, and now the collector Is at the 
door. An evil system in the end 
brings ruin. Austria represented all 
of that and the price must be paid 
in full.
