A New Blue Sky Theory

Professor Vegard, of the University 
Of Christiania, Norway, has advanced 
a new theory to account tor the blue­
ness of the sky. Just outside ot the 
earth’s atmosphere, he says, is a wall 
of crystalline particles of nitrogen, in­
casing the earth In the same manner 
that a fabric envelope Incases a bal­
loon or a dirigible.

Besides giving the sky its blue color, 
these particles account for several 
other phenomena, he says, including 
the fact that radio waves foHow the 
contour of the earth instead ot flying 
from it at a tangent.—Popular Science.

It seems almost incredible that 
the men who had had so large à share 
in the transformation ot industry bv 
the application of stéàfn power should 
have been blind to the possibilities of 
applying their steam engines to loco­
motion. There is hardly a more strik­
ing instance of the limitations within 
which even far-sightéd and able 
minds are bound.

“For Boulton and Watt did every­
thing in their power to discourage 

that the em­
ployer wished to have the profit of 
the employee’s Inventions, or that the 
employer resented the employee giv­
ing his time to private affairs, For 
they made no difficelty about assist­
ing him in his other great invention, 
the use of coal gas for light. They 
were simply unable to believa there 
was any future for steam carriages. 
Watt Is found wishing Murdock ’could 
be brought to do as we do, to mind 
the business in hand, and let such as 
Symington and Sadler throw away 
their time and money hunting shad­
ows.’ This historic picture ot James 
Watt scoffing at loeomotlve engines 
deserves a place In the records ot the 
irony of tact. But who Snows to what 
ironies our leaders ot science and in 
dustry are even now committing 
themselves?"

PARIS, April 24.
Premier Poincare, in an election 

speech delivered at a banquet of Re­
publican Federation to-night, an­
swered a reproach that he had neg­
lected home politics, by setting forth 
at length the proposed program of 
the New Chamber in the way of 
serial and economic legislation. At 
the same time, he added, “I must re­
peat that the new Chamber just as 
the one whose mandate is about to 
retire will above all have to cast its 
eyes on the world.” The Premier in 
defining the guiding principles of ’lis 
foreign policy continued, “we shall 
study the new economic regime which 
the Treaty of Versailles obliges us to 
negotiate at an early date with Ger­
many herself to obtain reparations 
and guarantees of safety without giv­
ing any one pretext to misrepresent 
our peaceful intentions, and not let 
slip the opportunity offered us by our 
success in the Ruhr by the Experts' 
report and by the preliminary decis­
ion of the Reparation Commission. In 
a word we shall seek to accomplish 
the general settlement but will not 
exchange solid guarantees for mere 
German promises, the insincerity of 
which, according to past experience, 
does not inspire confidence, and we 
will not rely blindly in advance on 
the debtor who has done nothing up 
to the present to discharge its obliga­
tions.”

BRIDGE SPANS CRASH.

OTTAWA, April 25.
With an almost. inarticulate “look 

ont,” from an observant workmen, 
the only warning, 45 men engaged in 
the erection of a massive covered 
wooden bridge over the Lievre, con­
necting Notre Dame de la Salette, 
Quebec, with Bollimore Township, 
Quebec, raced over several hundred 
feet of crumpling timbers to the saf­
ety of the shore, just as two of the 
almost completed spans of the bridge, 
swaying in the heavy gale, toppled 
into „the turbulent waters of the river, 
yesterday.

years before a local system applicable 
to this country was introduced. This 
local system was first introduced and 
put into operation under the late Hon. 
H. J. B. Woods in 1905. The first year 
that the local Parcel Post system was 
in operation, approximately 25,000 
parcels were received and despatched 
from the General Poet Office, and each 
year since, without exception, the re­
cords of the Department show a steady 
increase of 8,500 parcels per year in 
excess of each previous year begin­
ning 1905 to date. Last year, our re- 

^cords s^ow that we received and de­
spatched. 194,164 parcels. Many hun­
dreds of other parcels not recorded in 
this office, were handled along the 
main line and branch lines of the 
Railway system. You .may be also in­
terested to know that in the handling 
of parcels in the St. John’s office, we 
have quite a number of returned sold­
iers employed. These men have given 
good, efficient service during my ten­
ure of office, and I have no reason at 

• all to complain of their conduct. They 
fall in well with Departmental disci­
pline, and I think that a qualified ex- 
soldier makes an ideal civil servant. 
Certain reforms in the Parcel Post 
business that I, as Minister, ljave in­
troduced, were anticipated by my pre­
decessors dating back to Dr. Robinson, 
but in Dr. Robinson’s time, he was 
civil head of the Department, and not 
having any seat in the Legislature nor 
in the Executive Council, he could 
not very well put into effect, reforms 
that were obvious to him, but because

All parcels coming from the Unit­
ed States were practically all sent by 
ship from New York, and as part of 
an arrangement with the United States 
Postal Authorities, they agreed to al­
low parcels to be shipped from the 
country when they were received by 
the Parcel Post Department for de­
livery, which would in many occasions, 
allow the parcels to be sent from these 
offices directly on the day received 
through Canada and across country, 
and when convenient, to be sent by 
the ships as formerly. I may say in 
this connection, with regard to the 
Parcel Post with the United States,

local parcel business this Department 
will handle for the current year about 
196,000 parcels. It may be interest­
ing for you to know that all duties col­
lectable upon parcel post parcels go 
to the credit of the Finance and Cust­
oms Department. These duties in 1914 
were roughly $33,400.00 and for the 
current year they will exceed $150,- 
000.00 but notwithstanding the fact 
that this Department provides the 
necessary machinery for the convey­
ance of these parcels and has neces­
sarily to go to that much further ex­
pense as a Department to cover the 
cost of handling such a business, yet 
we do not receive one cent from this 
source, excepting what we receive for 
postage. The large amounts go to the 
Customs Department, which to say the 
least, Is not exactly fair treatment tor 
this Department.

The C.O.D. system recently intro­
duced, and which will become effective 
about the first of the month, has for 
its object not only , the increase of the 
revenue of this Department, but also 
the enhancement of the business in­
terests of the town and country. 
Canadian wholesale houses have for 
years past, been doing a large parcel 
mail business with our Outports. 
When we put into effect this cash on 
delivery it will help our business peo­
ple to at least compete with outside 
business bouses. It will also help 
business as between Money Order of­
fices. It will also help trappers and 
furriers in the outlying sections of the 
country to send their furs to the busi­
ness men here in St. John’s in place of 
sending them to the United States and 
Canada, as the Post Office Department 
will see that the values they set on 
their parcels, are collected and re­
turned to them for a very small fee. 
It may take a little time to get the 
machinery of this new system into 
practical operation, but after a few 
months, I do not anticipate any hitch 
nor trouble In the operation of the 
cash on delivery system, once we get 
our officials aware of how to properly 
conduct this business. I hope that 
both the Outport people and business 
people of the town will take advantage 
of this new system and avail of these 
opportunities, not only as a conven­
ience but also SB a means whereby ex­
orbitant charges for certain commodi­
ties in the Outports can be eliminated 
in the interests of the people gener-

A WORKMAN MEETS A HORRIBLE 
DEATH.

Trapped In a limestone kfln when 
the heavy stones fell in on him while 
he was at work in the Olivier Limo­
ges Works, 40 Poupart Street, Théo­
phile Jolibois, 41 years of age, of 82a 
Fullum Street, suffered a horrible 
death. When the victim’s body was 
taken from the kiln by firemen sever­
al hours after he died it was found 
he had been literally cremated alive 
and that his lower limbs had been 
burned off his body.

peal to the country at the ear­
liest possible moment.

"Within a few days no doubt 
full details of the plan of oper­
ations willl be announced, when 
we trust to be in a position to 
make further observations on 
the situation. For the moment 
there is nothing to be said be­
yond emphasizing the need on 
the part of the whole commu­
nity to determine that they 
shall be the sole arbiters in the 
forthcoming contest ; that they 
wifi realize fully that upon the 
manner in which they exercise 
the franchise depends the faith 
which can be placed in the 
party elected, and that neither 
the fear of consequences, nor 
outside influences, nor the hope 
of reward will be allowed to in­
terfere with the great responsi­
bility which rests upon those 
who control the situation. It

The identity 
of interests really goes further, be­
cause the merchant, banker, pro­
fessional and business men In every 
line have been most prosnerous when 
pay rolls were steadv and purchasing 
power of industrial workers and 
fanners highest.

Workers have been feeling the pinch 
of curtailment, many mills have been 
on exceedingly dangerous ground, and 
business in some wholly textile com­
munities has suffered to a marked 
extent

This 
man fought in the French Naval Bri­
gade, In Algiers, under the celebrat­
ed Marshal MacMahon, the hero, pf 
the Malakoff in the Crimea, who af­
terwards became President of the 
French Republic. He came to this 
country in a French ship, but left 
her on arrival, and entered the ser- 

During the
winter months (in the nights) he 
taught many of the youths ef Harbor 
Grace the French language, and sev­
eral of them became fluent French 
Scholars. He was a well educated 
man, and was a native of St Mala.
But Capt Joyce’s two men were al­
ways with him on foreign voyages.

I often look back to those days 
with pleasure, though not without re­
gret, that I did not take down and 
preserve- many of the Interesting ad­
ventures, deeds' of daring, and hair­
breadth escapes as they were related 

. by the weather-beaten mariners in 
I the days of the musty past. It is true 
that for many years I have endeavor­
ed to preserve some of the narratives 
of those heroes of old, many of which 
have been headed down to me by 
tradition; and Others that I have 
listened to with spell-bound atten­
tion, as they we»» told by the par­
ticipators in the events. It was an es­
tablished custom for all the master- 
mariners, the members of their 
families and a few privileged friends 
to attend these gatherings, and the 
fund of information to be derived 
from such instructive discourses 
would he of incalculable benefit to 
the generation of to-day did they pos­

sess a copy. It was in such gatherings 
that was to be heard and handed 
down the true and interesting his­
tory of our country; but, unfortunate­
ly, our hardy and daring sea-faring 
population of the past century took 
their adventures, hardships and es­
capes as matters of every-day life In 
pursuit of their perilous avocations, 
and related them around the kitchen 
or parlour fires for the edification of 
their audience, who, unfortunately, 
took no care to preserve them in 
writing. Hence it is, that literary 
tramps from the outside world come 
in amongst us, procure a smaller!-" 
of our past history, and 
twist and turn it by 
phraseology in such a 
make it a burlesque or 
the people and the country.

and crew of the winning ship received 
quite an ovation, which generally 
Wound up in a hot supper, supple­
mented with choice spirituous cordials 
(which would not injure either your 
head or your pocket to any great ex­
tent, as the substitute does at present) 
in which the health of the winning 
crew, the losers, the builder, the own­
er, and every other individual connect­
ed with the event was drunk amidst 
rounds of applause, and great rhetori­
cal effusions. It is Just such an event 
that I am now about to describe, and 
which, I trust, will be read with some 
Interest by the numerous patrons of 
the Telegram, more particularly our 
countrymen in the United States 
and Canada, where they can be count­
ed by the thousands. Although the 
same interest is not manifested in 
(what is left of) our mercantile mar­
ine, as was In the sixties and seven­
ties, yet, I find that a large portion of 
our people take the greatest delight in 
listening to and reading about these 
events of long agp, when our great 
fleet of vessels could compare favor­
ably with that of any other on this 
8i<Je of the Atlantic, and when onr sea­
faring men obtained and maintained 
the reputation of being the most com­
petent, handy and. fearless mariners 
in the world.

On a beautiful evening In the sum­
mer of 1861, two clipper brigs passed 
out Of the Narrows of St. John’s, side 
by side, oil laden, on a voyage across 
the Atlantic. Both ships were of a 
class, now, also, unknown, and were 
as fine specimens of marine architec­
ture as could be found on either side 
of the Atlantic. The Balclutha, own­
ed by the firm of Messrs. J. & W. Stew­
art, was a noted flyer and had many 
a reéord run to her credit The other 
brig, the Mercury, was owned by W. 
& H. Thomas & Co., and was no less 
successful than jier noted rival The 
anchors were soon catted ; every inch 
of sail, from skysails down, spread to 
the breeze ; courses given, and away 
for the Old Head of Kinsale in Ire­
land. As the long evening closed In, 
the bold coast of our native land ap­
peared as a bank of clouds in the dis­
tant west. At eight bells, the watches 
wgre set. and everything was going 
along as well as could be expected on 
a ship just after leaving port.

The ships were almost side by side, 
gliding through the water, which was 
smooth, and by log were running 
seven knots per hour. The mate's 
watch on the Mercury went below at 
eight o'clock, and was called again at 
midnight. As my informant stated: “I 
was on deck first, having to relieve 
the wheel, and never shall I forget the 
sight I witnessed.” The wind had 
hauled round about W.S.W., freshened, 
and the Mercury was running about 
nine knots through the sea which was 
one blaze of phosphorescent splendour 
and luminosity. The Balclutha with 
everything still on her was a little in 
advance, and looked a thing of beauty. 
The moon shining on her snow-white 
canvas had a beautiful effect, and as 
she rose and fell in the sea, ten mil­
lions of jewels flashed from under ber 
bows, along her sides, and beneath 
her çounter. Her copper gleamed like 
burnished gold, and her wake was a

When we see all over the world to­
day, men who have made politics 
their profession struggling to outwit 
one another in the race for çowor, 
plotting and intriguing and regard­
ing high offices of State as nothing 
more than stakes in a great game we 
realise that we need seek no further 
for an explanation of much of the un­
rest', the distress, and the suffering 
that afflicts the nations. An ideal gov­
ernment is too much to hope for in 
country, but there are certain things 
that the people have a right to expect 
of those whom they put itt power.

Cattle Feed prices show a decrease 
of from 33 to 50 per cent., whilst the 
recent reduction in the price of Milk 
to the householder Is but 12H per 
cent.

In view of the figures submitted, 
Milk shouldi we think, be reduced to 
60c. per gallon to the householder, 
and the public feel that the Farmer’s 
Union will see the justice of such a 
claim and do the right thing.

Women as Jurors
VANCOUVER, B.C., April 21—(Can.

Frees)—Women jurors were invited 
to withdraw from the petty jury pan­
el of the present Assize by Mr. Jus­
tice Morrison. "There are several 
cases coming on at this Assize in 
which no self-respecting lady with any 
sense of decency would hear the evi­
dence," said the judge to the court­
room at large. "The evidence will be 
so revolting that no woman should 
be present in court I am saying this 
for their own protection and they 
should be given the opportunity to 
decline te act it-they desire to do so”. 
His Lordship added that -unless the 
women wished to be excused they 
would have to he treated like the 
men. Several men were then empan­
elled, when it came to Mrs. Jeanette 
Patterson's turn. She asked to de­
cline and was promptly excused. Mrs. 
Ethel Dutchle made a similar request. 
"Yes, thank you,” said his Lordship. 
A resume of the question of women 
Jurors' activities furnishes interesting 
comment on the above. A writer In 
the Vancouver Province says:—When 
it was learned that women were to be 
called to serve on Juries, doubt was 
expressed as to Whether they would 
see any real Jury service, and if they 
did serve, would they be retained on 
any of the Important cases?

Indoor Baseball
Rules Adopted

TORONTO, Ont, April 21.—(Cana­
dian Press)—The following softball 
rules have been officially adopted by 
the Ontario Branch of the Amateur 
Athletic Union of Canada: —

1. The rules of regulation baseball 
as officially adopted by the Nat­
ional and American Leagues an­
nually shall govern the game of 
softball, except as follows: —

2. The bases shall be fifty feet 
apart for men; 40 feet for girls 
and boys 16 years and under.

3. The pitching distance shall be 38 
feet for men; and 30 feet for girls 
and for boys 16 years and nnder.

4. The ball shall be the regulation 
“Playgrounds" 12-inch ball.

5. The bat shall not be more than 
2 feet 10 inches long, and not 
more than two inches in diameter . 
at its largest part.

6. No spiked shoes shall be worn, i
7. No gloves may be used by any 

player except the catcher.
8. The pitcher must deliver the ball ! 

from below the hip, the arm par- ; 
allel with the body, both feet on j 
the rubber and only one step 
may be taken in the delivery.

9. A dead ball shall be called a ball, 
but the batter will not take his 
base unless it is the fourth ball. 
Base runners will return to their 
bases on a dead ball.

A Close-Up of Mars
In August of this year, we, shall be 

within 35,000,000 miles of Mars— 
merely a three-minute hop for a rauio 
or light wave.

Works

owling'sSTILL DREAMS OF RUSSIA 
STORED,

TOKIO, March 14—(4lP.)—Ataman 
Seminoff, leader of Cossacks and heir 
to Admiral Kolchak’s illusory title as 
supreme ruler of the Russians, says 
that before he dies he will fight again 
on Russian soil "tor the freedom Of 
the Russian people.” Just when he 
does not know. At present, he ad­
mits, the time is hot ripe. But he 
has plans and hopes, he says, and his 
"preparations” go forward.

Seminoff has fust left Tokio after a 
two week’s visit in the Japanese capi­
tal. He came here from Nagasaki, 
where he had been living for the last 
year, since he left the United States 
at the urgent request of the Ameri­
can government and failed to find 
satisfactory asylum in China.

His Mission in Tokio, Seminoff told 
the correspondent, was entirely priv­
ate. He was visiting old friends and 
was seeing to some financial inter­
ests. He called on no Japanese of­
ficiale he said, and the Japanese say 
the same. There is little reason to 
doubt either statement, as SeminofTs 
star Is set in Japan, where recognit­
ion of the Soviet government now is 
the liveliest issue in foreign politics.

Reports which Seminoff says have 
reached him from White agents in 
Russia have encouraged him to think 
that the Red hold oh Asiatic Russia, 
at least. Is weakening, in the Amur 
province, with Blagoveschensk as a 
center, the Soviet’s imposition of 
grain taxes in kind has led the peas­
ants to encourage White partisan 
bands which have gained minor and 
temporary successes against the Red 
garrisons. At several points along 
the Tfans-Siberian railway, accord­
ing to Seminoff, discontent is taking 
on thé proportions of considerable 
risings against Red rule.

Around Chita, for instance, an in­
teresting situation has arisen. A lead­
er of Irregulars who formerly sup­
ported the Bolsheviks has turned 
against them. This leader, known 
throughout Siberia as the “old man,’’ 
was the first to take Chita from the 
Whites and turn it over to the Reds.

Long before he had world-wide 
notoriety as author of the "Kalaer in­
terview” which "The Century” mag­
azine suppressed at the request of 
the German government, Rev. Dr. 
William Bayard Hale had attracted 
much public attention by various er­
ratic performances as priest, journal­
ist and agitator, fie was said to havp 
come from the same Hale family 
Which produced Nathan Hale, the 
martyr spy; Senators John P. and 
Eugene Hale, ahd Rev. Edward 
Everett Hale and from the Bayard 
family, of Delaware. He was the son 
of William Hadley Hale and Anna 
(Bunting) Hale, and was born at 
Richmond, Ind., on April 6, 1869. He 
was educated at Boston University, 
Harvard University and the Episcopal 
Theological Seminary at Cambridge 
and received the degrees of S.T.D. 
from Hobart College and LL.D. from 
St. Johh’e College.

Divorced For Cruelty.
He Was ordained a priest in 1893 

and priest in 1894 in the Protestant 
Episcopal Church, and was rector of 
a Church at Middleboro, Mass., until 
until 1896, when he removed to Ard­
more, Penn., and was rector there fox* 
a year.
