To-day was the date fixed by
the Allies for the evacuation of
the Cologne bridgehead, which
was occupied by British -troops
on December 6th, 1918. This
historic event which has been
referred to as “winding up the
watch®on the Rhine,” will never
be forgotten by the victorious
troops that took part in it, and it
is something to be proud of that
included in this army of occupa-
.tion was the Royal Newfound- |in
land Regiment. 2

To-day, however, does mnot
witness that provisional .with-
drawal, much to the chagrin of
the German people, who have
just been informed by the Allies
that inasmuch as they have
again proved themselves un-
trustworthy and incapable of
keeping faith, the army must
remain in occupation for an in-
definite period. As their part of
the bargain, the Germans agreed
to carry out the disarmament
terms of the Treaty of Ver-
sailles, and the manner in which
she has kept her word is best
seen in the report made by the
Inter-Allied Contro! Commis-
sion.

In spite of the obstacles placed
in their way by Berlin, the Com-
mission discovered that instead
of the army of 100,000 men al-
lowed her under the Treaty, Ger-
many had an army of 400,000
trained soldiers available for
service. Secret stores of war
munitions including .vast sup-
plies of poison gas were un-
earthed, and it was found that
munition factories had been
working at high pressure for
two years adding to these stores.
In addition to the army of 400,-
000 men, secret enlistment bu-
reaus existed, and through them
a volunteer army of 700,000 had
been organized. In a single sealed
room in Berlin the Commission
found twenty times the number
of vital parts of machine guns
that Germany was authorized to
possess under the Treaty.

It was estimated that with the |

appliances at Germany’s dis-.
posal she could within a year
produce - the . heavy artillery,
aeroplanes, and poison gases ne-
cessary for aggressive warfare.

Such is the sorry spectacle
presented by this nation which,
with professions of peaceful in-
tentions, and with heartrending
stories of “idle factories, empty
coffers, and starving millions,
has sought to- enlist the sym-
pathy of the world.

What an amount of * encour- |
agement Germany must have
been given by the movement to
reduce armaments among those
who stood between her and the
ambitions which

she fondly :

lence when the provinces of Al-
sace and Lorraine were torn.
from her, and by makmg every
sacrifice she paid in full the in-
demnity of 43,000,000,000 francs
within a year. 3

While it is not contended that
Germany had any intentions of
renewing hostilities at an early
date, there is everything to in-
dicate that the mental attitude
of the nation has undergone no
change since the days when she
committed a criminal assault on
unoffending and helpless Bel-
gium, and treated the solemn
covenants which she had made
with other powers as mere
scraps of paper. That there is no

contrition or any desire to ad--

mit wrongdoing is shown by her
brazen effrontry - recently when.
she attempted to obtain from the
Allies an admission that she
was not responsible for the war.

Humane considerations and
possibly politicaldifferences were
factors which brought about the
cessation of hostilities, with the
result that Germany, at the
limit of her resources, and with
dlsorgamzatlon behind her fight-

ing line, escaped her just pun-
ishment. She mistook the genti-
ment shewn by the Allies for
weakness, and - attempted by
every means to use it to her own
advantage. Devoid of any feeling
of humanity herself, Germany
will never be brought to see the
evil of her ways by any other
than practical methods effec-
tively applied.

METHOD—Fold flannel selvidge to
selvidge, fold again so that there are
four thicknesses of flannel 27 inches
long, place paper pattern on material
and cut out. This allows for a box-
pleat of 21 inches to be made at the
gentre back of neck, which ensures a
double fold-over in front. Sew up
seams with Herring-Bone stitch, work
round edge with embroidery silk (if
preferred, edges can be bound). Sew
on tapes for fastening.

AUSTRALIAN PLAYERS SCORE
CRICKET RECORD.

MELBOURNE, Aus., Jan. 8.—(Cana-
dian Press)—Hitting the tired' Eng-
lish bowling to all corners of the field
and delighting a crowd of 47,000 peo-
ple, Australia compiled = record
score of 600 runs in the first innings
of the second cricket test match with
England yesterday. Splendid ‘batting
by Ponsford, Victor Richardson and
Hartkopf, who scored 128, 138 and 80,
respectively, featured the Antipo-
dean’s first inning'a, which lasted two
days.

Australia’s total surpasses the pre-
vious record of 589 made by England
at Melbourne in 1912, and beats the
best Australian total of 586, made at
Sydney in 1894, The players were
again favored with glorious weather
and recipts from the huge crowd to-
talled 4,699 pounds.

With the exception of Tate and Gil-
ligan, the English howlers were eas-
ily mastéered by the heavy-hitting
Australians. On‘the other hand, the
flelding of the touring cricketers was
splendid, one indication of this being
the fact that three men were run out.
Chapman, Gilligan and, Douglas, the
three amateurs on the English team,
were the best in the field. Studwick,
the veteran stumper, whose inclusion
in the side caused some little surprise,
was in fine ‘form, cdtching three out
and allowing only 24 extras.

SECOND CRICKET TEST.

MELBOURNE, Aus., Jan. 5.—(Cana-
dian Press)—Prospects of a huge
gcore by England in the first innings
of the second cricket test match
against Australia were not fulfilled
to-day when wickets fell comparative-
1y cheaply after the splendid opening
on Saturday by Hobbs and Sutliffe,
who made 154 and 128 respectively,
the innings closing for 479 runs, or 121
less than were scored by the Antipo-
deans in their initial attempt. Bat-
ting a second time late in the after-
noon the home players started bnd-
ly, losing their wickets for 63 runs
before stumps were drawn for the day.

“Howling out of the northwest ylth
a rousing greeting to the New Year,;
IWashington’s worst -snowstorm since |!
the tragic bl'szard of January, 1922,
Swept the city last night and to-day,
throwing over the District an 8-inch
}lanket of white, that demoralized
street car traffc in many sections,
threatened lires of communication and
seriously imneded the business of Gov:
ernment and ‘alividuals.

Manifesting a decided reluctance to
forsake the vicinity. the storm poised
itself to-day over the Virginia coast
and began to swerve backward and
northward with renewed intensity, giv-
ing the National Capital numerous
parting flurries, with no indication of
a let-up until some time to-night.”

The foregoing is a newspaper ver-
sion of what passes in Washington as
a snow storm. In reality this howling
blizzard was quite an ordinary snow-
fall unaccompanied by wind or frost,
and the fact that it demoralized traf-
fic and tied up street railways for two
days is a commentary on the lack of
initiative in the executive of the city
itself and in that of the services con-
cerned in decling with conditions that
Lhappen to be just the least bit out of
of the ordinary.

No official text or outline of the)
French Government’s note relating to
the war debt owed this country has
been received at the White House, it
was announced 61 Saturday, and Pre-:
sident Coolidge, it is understood, does,
not assume that there has been any
note transmitted suggesting terms of
settlement and proposing a ten-year
moratorium. The suggestion was made
that France would not do anything
about the debt and reports were pub-:
lished that the French Government had
repudiated it. The President is satls-;
fied that France has every intention
of paying the debt at the earliest pos- |
sible moment. Any statement that;
Finance Minister Clementel may have -
issued is regarded by Washington “k
one containing suggestions merely and i
as having no official significance ini
reality.

Ambassadors Frank Kellog at Lon-
don and Myron T. Herrick at-Paris
with Col. James A..Logan will repre-
sent the United States Government at
the allied finance ministers’ meeting
opening in Paris on Wednesday. Am-
bassador Kellog has been fully inform-
ed of the attitude of his government
on the claims question and communi-
cated it to the allied governments at
the time of the London conference.

The vast power and nitrate plants
of Muscle Shoals, costing npward of
$150,000,000, which have been a ‘“‘great
white elephant” on the hands of the
United States Govérnment since the
signing of the armistice will shortly
be disposed of by Uncle  Sam, it is
said, on a business-like basis. The gen-
eral scheme of sale has been pretty
well agreed upon at the White House
conferences but the details are yet to
be worked out, and it is confidently
stated that Congress will agree to the

war and for the manufacture of fer-

tilizers, and to construct, maintain and
operate the plants necessary for such
purposes. In accordance with this au-

thority there was built in the vicinity
of Sheffield, Alabama, nitrate plant No.
1 capable of producing 22,000 tons per
annum of amohium nitrate and costing
$12,888,000, and there was construct:d
nitrate plant No. 2 capable of produc-
ing 110,000 tons per annum of amon-
jum nitrate and costing. $67,555,000.
The sites of these two plants have an
aggregate area of more than 4,200
acres and contain scores * of other
buildings, including shops erected at a

cost of $2,996,000, residences at a cost ||

of $3,121,000, roads, railways, water
supply, etc., at a cost of $6,310,000 and
an electric distribution at a cost of
$2,533,000. On the site of plant No, 2
is a steam plant of 80,000 h.p. capacity
and with foundations in place for an
additional 80,000 erected at a cost of
$12,326,000. All these properties, built
or acquired at an aggregate cost of
$80,000,000, it Was proposed to sell out-
right to Henry Ford for a net payment
of one and a half million dollars or
less than two per ceng. of their cost.
At Muscle Shoals on the Tennessee
River, in the vicinity of these nitrate
plants, the United States has under
construction- a dam and power plant.
This dam will contain fifty per cent.
more material than any other dam in
the world. The power house will have

{an initial installatien of 270,000 h.p.

and an ultimate installation of 624,000
h.p. It is estimated that the dam and
power house will cost $50,000,000 and
that the first units will be placed in
operation in the Fall of 1925. Further
up the river it was proposed to con-
struct another power house and dam
with half the capacity of the first and
at about half the cost. These plants,
it is estimated, would produce power
worth at least $17,000,000 a year, yet
it was proposed to lease these plants
when completed to Henry Ford for a
term of 100 years at a maximum an-
nual rental of $2,322,000 which would
be little more than half the interest
charges and cost of maintenance to
the United States. It will thus be seen
that the withdrawal of Ford’s offer
was no severe blow to the United
States. :

The decision by President Coolidge
to reintroduce the old-time frills of
Inauguration Day has set the capital
in a flurry of excitement and feverish
activity is mow evident in executive
circles where the lead is being taken
in preparation for the great event. The
inauguration of the “Silent President”
promises to be a much noisier affair
than marked the official “taking
charge” of any of his predecessors.

Fortune in a Clock

The achievement of an officer of
the Admiralty Hydrographic Depart-
ment in restarting an ancient clock
which had been unused for nearly
two hundréd years sheds light on a
long-forgotten romance,

4 The clock was the invention of .John

Harrison, the seli-taught son of a
Yorkshire carpenter, and it gained
for him the Government prize of £20,-
000 offered for a ships chronometer
which/ would accurately indicate
longitude.

Comprising more than five hundred
parts, this remarkable clock weighs
a hundredweight, and took two years
to construct. Actually, it is a clock
within a clock, the lesser clock keep-
ing time for four minutes only, when
it is automatically rewound .by the
bigger clock, which itself requires to
be wound once daily.

Another clock by Harrison, an
eight-day wooden timepiece, is still
working in the Patent Museum at
South Kenington.

The high speed electrons in the atom,
explains Doctor ‘Wall, are like electric
currents, ‘and produce in the atom |
intense magnetic flelds of sfich im-
.mence strength that hitherto it has
been impossible to produce anything
as great by artificial means. But, if it
were possible to produce a magnetic
field as powerful as those in the atom,
and this field were impressed on the
atom, he argues, the orbits of the elec-
trons “would be so disturbed that the.
structure of the atom would be broken
down, and some, or all, of its energy
would be released.

Doctor Wall has obtained a magnetic
field 20 times more intensé& than any
ever known before, by winding sev-
gral layers of thick insulated copper
wire around a small tube of steel.
This is immersed in a large glass tank
filled with transformer oil, and hugh
quantities of electricity are discharged
through the oil-immersed copper.

The result is that an extremely
powerful oscillating electric current
flows in the coil for a small fraction
of a second, producing a correspond-
ingly intense magnetic field, which
passes through the steel tube. For a
minute fraction of a second, the ap-
paratus is capable of permitting an
equivalent of 200,000 horsepower to
be supplied to the coil. This intense
magnetic field is {¥apressed at regular
intervals for days, weeks, and even
months, on the material whose atomie
structure it is desired to change.

Steel was used as the material for
the first test, because it was discover-
ed that any change in the positions of
electrons in the atoms of ‘steel, alters
the magnetism of the metal, either
weakening or strengthening .it, thus
forming a valuable guide to what is go-
ing on. As an incidental result of this
experiment, a way may be found to
improve definitely the inherent mag-
netic qualities of iron and steel, which,
in itself, would be of tremendous im-
portance industrially.

So far as Doctor Wall’s wqrk has
progressed, a remarkable phenomenon
has been ‘vbserved. At some stages the
discharge current in the coil around
the piece of steél increases to an enor-
mously greater value than would be
expected from calculations. An_ in-

Doctor Wall' now is modifying his
apparatus so. that ft*is expected %o
give at least twice: the strength of
magnetic field 'obtained in any of the
previous measurements.

It is conceivable that we may lelfn
shortly how'to get at the power that
some day Wwill enable” us to hold the
engine of a motor-car in one hand. In-
stead of the tons of coal we buy every
winter, we may release the energy
contained in a two-pound lump, know-
ing that there is enough there to heat
a large house at a comfortable tem-
perature all winter,

Great as is the interest in the efforts
of Doctor Wall, the experiments of

In fact, one hundred trained minds in
several countries are working patient-
ly, with different methods to harness
this tremendous power. To one or the
other of their laboratories may come
success at any moment.

Scientists working in America agree
with Doctor Wall that it will' take
some tremendous force, something
much greater than anything we now
have, to disrupt the atom. While the
English scientist is trying to pull
electrons out of their orbits by pro-
ducing a great magnetic field, Dr.
Gerald L., Wendt of the Physics and
Chem;stry Department of Pennsylvania
State College is attempting to do the
same thing with heat. In “his experi-
