Know Our Country

Following the suggestions that

fect that'the development of our
industries depends
thorough investigation iinto our
Natural resources, and a study
at close quarters of their various
phasés, the article written by
Sir Daniel Hall, Chief Scientific
Adviser to the Minister of Agri-
culture and Fisheries, which is
reproduced below from a recent
English journal is most timely
and to the point: %

Sir Daniel Hall, K.C.B,, ‘Chief Scien-
tific Adviser 4o ‘the Ministry of Agri-
culture and Fisheries, read a fine pa-
per to the Graduate School of the U.
8. Department of Agriculture on the
occasion of his recent visit to Am-
erica. It is printed in the Journal of
the Ministry of Agriculture, but first
appeared in :Scienee, and Sir Daniel
Hall’s excellent:paper {8 worthy - of
this dual tribute.

“T may take an {illustration in the
science of astronomy. Historically the
study of the stars would appear to
have had its beginmings in the search
for useful knowledge.' In the early
¢ivilization of Egypt it wd¥ necessary
to find out a means of determining
exactly the length of the year and the
recurrence of the seasons.

“Later on the delusive promises of
astrology led to further observation,
and, as wé know, the first organized
observatories were built for the ser-
vice of the sailor for the drawing up
of what we call a nautical almanac.
But these prime necessities were
easily satisfied, and the real science
of astronomy cannot for the last hun-
dred years have serveq any useful
purpose to any man. None the less, the
development of the science and -the
foundation of observatories has pro-
ceeded at a greater pace than ever be-
fore, purely in response to the uni-
versal feeling of curiosity.

“Oddly enough, this kind of know-
ledge has proved itself singularly at-
tractive to the American millionaire,
who has latterly been the 3reat
founder of observatories. Indeed, the
uselessness of astronomy is to many
people one of its great attractions. A
great astronomer once said to me,
‘One advantage I enjoy is that my
science cannot make money for any-
body, At least no merchant traffica in
my.art.’

“Research again’ possesses this
quality In common with what are
usually called the arts—its character-
istic mental process is intuition.
When we were students we used to be
told that the two' processes of thought
by which science proceeded were de-
duction and induction. It was pointed
out that the barrenness of .the medi-
aeval schoolmen was due to the fact
that they workéd by deduction alone
from imperfect premises. Bacon be-
came the father of modern science by
recalling it to- induction and to the
painful collection of facts.

~“Bacon’s "agpothegm “was ' recalled,
‘Hypotheses non fingo, and. it was:
suggested that the method of science
was to collect an assemblage of facts
and put them into some kind of sort-
ing machine, whereupon a theory will
emerge. However, a little mmina—
tio\n of the actual history of discovery
soon shows that it does not proceed in
such a fashion. The function of facts
18 to provide tests for'your hypotheses,
but you canmnot begin to collest the

“Research leads to eficiency, and
efficiency is- a2 means of making
money. The modern Statee must cul-
tivate research if it is {5 become effl-
cient and survive im the world’s com-
petition; hence al] are agréed now on
the endowment of research, and since.
in farming there are no great busi-
ness corporations, agricultural re-
search must for many years to come
be maintained by the State.

“If, then, research is to become of
such importance to the State, it be-
hoves us to ensure conditions for the
research worker under which discov-
eries .are likely to be produced. To do
this properly we must understand the
psycholosy of the investigator, If it is
true that research, like art, grows by
& process of intuition, we can no more
organize it into existence than we can
organize the output of poetry. Nor are
we likely to obtain it by a system of
prizes, of rewards, commensurate to
those obtained in the great profes-
sions, in ipdustry or .commerce.

The Sheltered Places.

“Whdt we can do Is t6 contrive
sheltered places in our community in
which research workers can live. We
cannot guarantee results, but we may
wait In [aith because, as we have
said, the impulse to make discoveries |
is fundamental in man’s mind. Now™
the sheltered places in which the re--
search worker can live are the uni-
versities. ? K

“One last word: the State must
have regearch in order to obtain ef-
ficlency, but does mankind really care
about efficiency? At bottom man does
not, he wants to ‘loaf and possess his
soul,” Efficiency iz a beautiful word,
but efficiency to what end? If pursued
for its own sake it may become a
eurse. Many people have vivid recol-
lections of the sufferings they endured
under a really efficient parent in' an
efficient household, ‘

“1, myself, am officlally engaged in
promoting emciency, in bringing up
the efficient farmer and in insuring
the efficient use of the land. But I
cannot help having a great deal of
sympathy with the * old-fashioned
farmer, who is fontent with what the
land brings him, who is making his liv-
ing but not worrying overmuch about
makinrmoney He is often inefficient,
but again he ll oftén a vory worthy
humn bclng

Matoon, Ill., Aug. 3. (U.P.)—Ohne
of the most bafling mysteries in the
history of central Illinois to-day con-
fronted docal police - who are trying to
solve the pecnliar death of Miss Cora
Stallman, 48, grfaduate of the Univer-
sity of Cincinnati.

Cook Your C:c;bers

How many people ever have cooked
cucumber on their table? Very few
and yet it is a vegetable which is as
nice steamed, fried, stewed, or baked
as it is raw! .

For steaming, peel one or two small !
cucumbers, cut them in convenient-
sized pieces and remove the _seeds.
Sprinkle with salt, and steam them
for about half an hour; or till they feel
tender, then serve them with a sharp
sauce such as Hollandaise, or a more
simple one, such as white, parsley, or
€gg. :

If you want & ¢hange from grilled
tomatoes. or saute potatoes with your
grilled steak or fish, there is nothing
more delicious than fried cucumber.
Peel a young cucumer and removeé the4
seeds, cut it into pieces about an inch
and a Half thick and boil ft for five
minfites in water to which a little
vinegar and salt have been added.
Drain and carefully dry the pieces in
a cloth, then dip them in a little sea-
soned ﬂour and codt with egg and
breadcrumbs, or batter, and fry in deep
fat till a golden-brown colour.

When you have tired of steamed and
friend cucumbers you can try stew-
ing. Boil some pieces of prepared cu-
cumber in salted water for about five
minutes, then drain, dry, and lightly
fty them in some butter. Remove
