Mr. Wilkie is the next contributor to 
the exhibition whose articles we have to 
notice. He sends a small petrified horn, 
a piece of coral and some other curiosities, 
a sample of beautiful cone-work, some 
hair work, and stuffed birds. One of the 
latter is very pretty.

Mr. John Saunders, of the G. W. It. 
sends some specimens of his patient in­
genuity in the shape of two canes, a pic­
ture frame, and a teddy ladle, all uniquely 
carved, and what shows still further the 
ability of the carver is the fact that he 
used nd tool other than a jack-knife.

Mr. J. Smith sends a case of shells, 
and prptty pebbles, and a case of other 
curiosities.

Mr. Joshua Kribs contributes a fine old 
oil painting illustrative of a scene in the 
life of Christ, besides a stone thimble 
which was once the property of some of 
the Gape Oroker Indians. It is somewhat 
clumsier than the silver thimbles in use 
among our ladies, still it must have cost 
the maker considerable time and trouble 
to .fashion it so symmetrically as it is. 
There is a small cavity at the top in 
which the needle is inserted, thus preven­
ting the possibility of its slipping off the 
smooth surface, which without this pro­
vision would very often be the case.

Mr. John A. Davidson, of Eden Mills, 
has sent some articles, which probably 
will long be heirlooms in the family. 
These are a small likeness, set in gold, of 
Alex. Davidson, his father, who was act­
ing lieutenant on board the Temeraire 
man-of-war, at the battle of Trafalgar, 
and a medal which his conduct won for 
him on that occasion.

The Abortion Case in Hamilton.— 
The Coroner's investigation concerning 
the death of the young woman, Sarah 
Edwards, which has been several times 
adjourned, and which was resumed yes­
terday afternoon, has not yet reached a 
satisfactory conclusion. As stated yes 
terday, Doctor Davis, against whom sus­
picion was directed in connection with 
the affair, has disappeared from the city.

That entitled “ Crossing a 
Highland Loch,” is a fine representation 
of the rugged scenery of the most of the 
north of Scotland, and also of some of the 
difficulties which beset tourists who go 
seeking pleasure amid the wild moun­
tains of Caledonia. Another splendid 
engraving is, “ Sir Walter Scott and his 
literary friends,” and a third equally good 
is “ Bolton Abbey in the olden time.”

Mr. Alex. McKenzie sends a very fine 
old oil painting, the Saviour crowned with 
thorns, and an autograph letter of Dr. 
Chalmers to his Edinburgh publishers.

Mr. Mills sends in a contribution of 
seven. One of these is the “ Blind Fid­
dler,” a picture with a pleasant and a 
sorrowful side. The poor emaciated old 
man for whom the sun shone in vain, 
sits playing his fiddle to a family of de­
lighted listeners. Another is an engrav­
ing of the only lady who was ever initiated 
into the ritysteries of Freemasonry ; some 
of his other engravings are by Wilkie.

Mr. Adam Roliertson sends engravings 
of the ’ Departure” and “Landing of the 
Pilgrim Fathers,” the “Deerpass,” and 
“ Falstaff mustering his recruits.” Old 
Jack, in this picture, looks rascally 
enough, and if we are to credit his asser­
tion that “ there were but three honest 
men in England, and one was fat and 
growing old,” then we. might say, Hea­
ven help England, for she had a most 
villainous-looking population.

Mr. David Chambers sends two engrav­
ings, the “ Court of Death,” and “ a View 
of Hawick.”

Mr. A. O. Bucham sends a sample of 
bead work, and another of wool work,

mother, an engraving of President Lin­
coln, and a large number of others.

Mr. Massie sends four, one an oil paint­
ing, and the other engravings.

Mr. Guthrie sends a very nice collection 
of pictures. One of them is a photograph, 
showing Guelph as it was in 1827.

Mr. Connie sends two portraits in most 
elaborately carved frames.

Dr. Howitt contributes some pictures 
in oil, and a few pencil drawings.

Mr. R. Mitchell sends a steel engra­
ving, the “Rod and White Rose,” a fine 
steel engraving of Gen. Lee, a handsome 
lithograph, and a photograph taken from 
the original painting, of Telemachus re­
lating his adventures to Calypso.

Mr. James Anderson, Puslinch, sends a 
valuable oil painting representing a ship 
at sea, a rare collection of ancient coins, 
and an autograph letter from Pope Leo 
XII, to-Mr. Anderson’s father.

Thus we have described, [so (jar as we 
were able to ascertain the owners] what 
we considered the most worthy works of 
art, or the most curious of the curiosi­
ties which met our view. There are two 
or three superb engravings, such as the 
“Trial of Stafford,” whose position pre­
cluded the possibility of our finding out 
the names of the individuals who were 
the fortunate possessors of these treasures 
of art, that have not, for this reason, been 
mentioned. With these exceptions we 
believe we have noticed all the most 
prominent and rare or valuable articles 
on exhibition, and if any have been omit­
ted we shall be happy to mention them.

November Fair.
This fair was a great improvement on 

a few that have preceded it, in the num­
ber of people who attended it, and in the 
number of cattle brought in. With re­
gard to the latter the same complaint 
must again be made, as has been uttered 
at all the fairs for the last few months— 
their quality was inferior. There was 
very little first-class beef. Plenty of 
beasts there were in middling condition, 
but these the butchers did not want, and 
the number of buyers looking for cattle 
to feed was not large enough to make 
business brisk. Consequently sales went 
on slowly, and a sort oî listless drowsi­
ness characterized the fair. Steers and 
heifers, two or three years old, made up 
the bulk of the animals, although there 
were as usual quite a large number of 
yokes of working cattle, and as usual 
they were held at a high figure. IHfB 
horses were worth notice this time, 
which they seldom are. It is well known 
of what class the animals of this .species 
that are are offered for sale here,- gener­
ally are, but we noticed on the ground at 
this fair several horses that would be no 
disgrace to any farmer’s stable. We did 
not learn of any business having been 
done in this line.

Such beef as found a sale went low, 
some not bringing more than $2.50 live 
weight, and the best that was offered 
going for no more than $4.25. Working 
oxen appear to be always in demand, and 
always bring a high figure. The follow­
ing are the sales we heard ot as having 
been effected : Wm Smith sold four steers 
at $4.25 per cwt. and two for $00. Wm 
Patterson sold two steers for $00. The 
Messrs. Millar bought twelve head at an 
average of $35 ; Wm Aitchison bought 
three heifers for feeding at $52 ; R. Coch­
rane bought a yoke of oxen, which had 
been brought all the way from Paisley 
for $100, three oxen from Robt. Straclian,

REVOLUTION in hayti.
New York, Nov. 7—The Herald's Har 

vana special says a revolution has broken 
out in Hayti in favor of Montez, against 
the authority of President Salnave. The 
steamer Sarah Newman from New York 
went ashore. Advices from St. Thomse 
state that the steamer Rhone was lost at 
Peter Island. Steamer Conway went 
ashore at Tortola ; steamer Wye was lost 
at Buck Island, and the steamer Deer 
went ashore at St. Thomas ; steamers Si­
lent and Tyne have been dismasted, and 
all the Company’s provisions are destroy­
ed. The town of St. Thomas is in ruins, 
and five steamers and fifty other vessels 
are ashore. The loss of life has been ter­
rible ; all the officers and engineers of the 
Rhone have been lost, and out of all the 
passengers of the Rhone and the Wye 
only forty have been saved, including 
Capt. Taylor of the Wye, and Mr Hodg­
son of Southampton, England. The str. 
had 150 passengers, mostly for South­
ampton, only 12 of whom are known to 
be saved. An armed expedition of the 
partizans of General Baez had arrived at 
Mente Christi in Haytian vessels. They 
occupied the town of Guazabine, where 

‘the revolution against Salnave broke out 
in September last. Troops of the Domin­
ion government, however, beat them and 
suppressed 'the attempted revolution.--. 
The people of St. Domingo are indignant 
at the treachery of President Salnave, 
who has for some time been suspected of 
favoring the schemes of Baez at Port au 
Prince. They claim that they could 
march 50,000 troops against the capital of 
Hayti. It is rumored that the Cabinet 
has negotiated a loan of $200,000 in Lon-

The steamer Eagle, from New York, 
had arrived at Havana. She reports hav­
ing met the steamer Hendrick Handsen 
with her machinery disabled, and towed 
her one night, but in the morning her 
hawser parted and the Hendrick Hand- 
sen went on the rocks. Vessels have 
been sent to her assistance, and it is ex-

Council office in a State carriage, accom­
panied by Lieutenant-Governor Stisted 
and Generals Wyndham and Russell. At 
the door of the Senate Chamber he was

staff and followed him to the Chamber.

Business Education !
mHE importance of a thorough Business Fdu- 
J cation is pressing itself upon the attention 

of commercial circles more and more every day, 
aud its advantages are perhaps more emphatically 
shown by nothing more' than by the vantage 
ground on which it places the fully trained clerk 
above the imperfectly trained one, when looking 
for a situation.

The British American Commercial College 
has 1 l full operation such a course of instruction as 
to give it practical fitness to do the work proposed.

An importa ,t characteristic of tills Institution 
is its maturely organised actual business system, 
whereby the College is made a type or model not 
only of an extensive business house, but even of a 
large trading community Another distinctive 
featu- e of this College is that it attempts no ex­
traneous teaching. Its work is one, and to the 
accomplishment of that work every effort is direct­
ed. Just as the University and Grammar Schools 
must be separate institutions, so the Commercial 
College and the Elementary School must be dis­
tinct. Common sense and experience alike show 
that such a combination is not compatible with 
efficiency. ,

The time required to complete the full course 
■ arics considerably, according to-the attendance, 
attention and ability of each student. Young men 
however are earnestly «rationed against the injuri­
ous practice of hurrying through the course from 
the mistaken idea that they will thus lie gainers by 
the saving of money in the item of hoard. Infinitely 
more advantageous would it be to the student, 
since liis full course of tuition is ulready paid for, 
to incurthe comimratively small additional expen­
se of a few weeks lsmrd in order to make himself 
completely master of the course ; ami thus, by a 
small p esent outlay, quality himself for some lu- 
cumtive situation. The crudnuss that such haste 
e itails is highly detrimental, not only to the stu­
dent himself, bat also to the College where lie j 
graduates ; and, besides, it brings opprohium on 
Commercial Colleges generally. The common prac- | 
tice, tiie cfore, of holding out this crowding sys­
tem as an inducement to students is most decept­
ive and highly reprehensible.

The infor­
mation was received on Friday morning 
by the arrival ef a Load, ' ■
officer, who had

officer, who had been sent down spedtlly 
by Sir Riehard Meyne. It was decided 
that the Volunteer* should have their

removed from the barracks and put 
into their own possession: and tfcis was 
done on Friday and Saturday night. The 
staff and the Militia are on duty all night 
with loaded arms. Three large field 
pieces in the barracks square have been 
loaded with grape shot, and so placed 
as to repel an attack from whatever direc­
tion it might be made. Hand grenades 
are also ready to be thrown over the 
walls of the barracks at any time. The 
coast-guard officers, and the men of the 
gunboat are also fully prepared for any 
emergency, and are keeping a watch1 day 
and night. The pottoe, under the direc­
tion of Sergeant Ronaldson, arc on duty 
all night, and watch strictly the where­
abouts ot any stranger who may happen 
to come into the town.

Shortly after 11 o’clock on the night 
of Oct. 10th, a rumor spread through the 
crowd at the tire in High street, Edin­
burgh, that the Fenians had entered the 
General Post Office and set fire to it. 
This caused great consternation. The 
astounding rumor had so far gained cred­
ence that intelligence was conveyed to the 
Castle anda company of soldiers, under 
the command of two officers, was marched 
down to the scene of the fire to keep order. 
Lord Provost Chambers appeared on the 
ground at this time, but having ascertain­
ed that the fire had got under and that 
the Fenian rumor was a hoax, his Lord- 
ship sent the troops back to the Castle.

Fresh sensational Fenian rumours 
have been afloat in Dublin, one for in­
stance, to the effect that a military move­
ment took place a night or so ago to­
wards Tallaght, the Fenian rendezvous 
of March last, where a gathering was 
expected. Nothing of the kind happen­
ed. Arrests on suspicion made in Dun­
dalk have proved to be of no importance. 
Two labouring men, named O’Brien, 
were remanded by the Dublin magis­
trates for having had concealed under the 
cushion of a sofa in the room they oc­
cupied, two titles and a bayonet which 
they stated to the searching party of 
police they had got from a person who 
had gone to America.

The Edinburgh banks have been warn­
ed against a Fenian surprise, and the 
rifles have been removed from the mil­
itia barracks to the castle. The general 
belief is that there is no ground for ap­
prehension, and that the precautions 
taken are unnecessary.

Runaway and Serious Accident.—On 
Saturday afternoon last about 4 o’clock 
as Mrs. Benjamin Carter of Galt was 
driving on the Blair Road, near Rosehill, 
an iron cliflj which attaches the shafts to 
the buggy broke off and allowed one side 
of the shaft to fall and strike the legs of 
the horse. The animal ran away and 
there being nothing but the traces to 
keep the buggy steady, it swayed from 
side to side and at last upset, throwing 
Mrs. Carter on the ground with great 
violence. Her left wrist was sprained 
and the bone of the left elbow badly 
bruised if not broken. The left side of 
her face is also much injured and swollen, 
but although the bruises are painful, she 
is in a fair way to recover speedily. The 
buggy was damaged and left on the road, 
but the horse came to his stable of his 
own accord not much the worse of his 
runaway.—Galt Reporter.
