Another Old Settler Gone. —

chant in Guelph. Mrs. Heffgrnan had 
been in poor health for sohie time, but 
it was only a few days before her death 
that her complaint assumed a fatal 
character. She leaves a numerous cir­
cle of relatives and friends to lament her 
demise.

A Doleful Picture.—The parlia­
mentary correspondent of the Nouveau 
Monde gives a very bad picture of the 
morals and manners in Quebec, from 
which we extract the following :—“ In 
Quebec the houses of prostitution are 
numberless, and the streets are encum­
bered with their inhabitants. From three 
o'clock in the afternoon until late at night 
a shameless crowd insult peaceful and 
hongst people. At street corners noisy 
loafers insult respectable females who 
cannot go out alone at the approach of 
night. There are associations of bullies 
collected from the lowest ranks of society 
always ready to givé their services to any 
body who will pay them most. Candi- 
.dates at elections hire these gangs, which 
control public meetings, intimidate the 
citizens, aud cause riots. Everybody has 
heard of the innumerable roberies, mur­
ders, and assaults committed every year 
in this city ; and it is notorious that the 
police are inefficient, too timid, or are 
the accomplices of these cut-throats.”

Starvation in England.—On Janu­
ary 28th, an inquiry was held at the Fol­
ly House Tavern, Cubitt Town, Isle of 
Dogs, by Mr. Humphreys, respecting the 
death from alleged starvation of Cather­
ine Spence, aged 34,years, and her male 
child which expired on Thursday week. 
Upon the jury going to view the bodies 
of the deceased, they found them lying 
upon the floor in a top back room, the 
bed in which the deceased woman and 
child had died was composed of rags, aud 
there were no bed clothes upon it. A 
email box placed upon a broken chair, 
had served as a table. Upon it lay a 
tract, entitled “The Goodness of God.” 
The only article of food in the room was 
a piece of salt, of which the deceased wo­
man had eaten part before she died. The 
whole place presented a wretched appear­
ance.

John Wilkes Booth.
The remains of John Wilkes Booth, the 

assassin, were removed from Washington 
on Monday afternoon, and arrived here on 
the same evening. An order was obtain­
ed Monday morning, and J. C. Weaver, a 
well-known undertaker, proceeded at 
once to Washington, and disinterred the 
remains. They were contained in a plain 
pine box, two Government blankets being 
wrapped about the person. The original 
box which was much decayed, having 
been'rotted by dampness, was exchanged 
fora plain coffin.

There was but little of the remains left, 
the ileeh having all disappeared, leaving 
nought but a mass of blackened bones. 
Upm one foot was an old army shoe, and 
upon the other a boot cut open upon the 
top. ‘ This covered the left foot, the leg 
having been broken in his leap from the 
stage box of the theatre after he bad 
sassinated President Lincoln. The 
mainder of his dress consisted of a rough 
brown coat, black pants and vest, all of 
which were rotten and decayed. The 
hair all remained, and the silken curls of 
glossy black reminded one of the hand­
some face which people so much admired, 
but the intelligent face was gone. During 
the afternoon hundreds of people visited 
the place, and some were allowed to view 
the remains.

After a short time it was found that 
the curious crowd had cut the blankets 
almost to pieces v ■ get souvenirs. Many 
persons also visited Baltimore Cemetery 
during the day, believing the intermetit 
would be made there, but came away 
disappointed.

Mrs. Booth and her sons Edwin Booth 
and Junius Brutus Booth will arrive here 
to morrow, when the body will be depos­
ited in a vault at the Government Ceme­
tery, and in a few days will be secretly 
interred, in the presence of the family, at 
Baltimore Cemetery, beside the remains 
of Junius Brutus Booth the senior.

The Great Ocean Race.
THE LATEST—EXCITEMENT AMONG THE

STEAMSHIP MEN—THE RUSSIA AHEAD.
An attempt is being made by interest­

ed persons who have heavy bets on the 
ocean race between the City of Paris 
and the Russia, to make it appear that it 
is no race at ajl, although for what ulti­
mate purpose we cannot now make out. 
One of the Cunard agents, indeed, has 
been trying to discredit the entire state­
ment as published in the Suù a while, 
ago, and says that it is at the best but e. 
friendly trial of speed between the two- 
vessels. It does not much matter, as it 
seems to us,what the competition is call­
ed—whether it is a “ race” or a “ trial of 
■peed”—and we had always supposed 
before that the terms were synonymous. 
It is certain, any way, that they are do­
ing their best, the one to beat the other 
in their passage across. If this had not 
been arranged beforehand, why did the 
City of Paris clear out three or four 
days before her advertised day of sailing, 
followed by the Russia within an hour T 
The Inman line officials are quite certain 
that their boat (the City of Paris) will 
win. She is a tight, elegant, swift boat, 
and was thoroughly repaired and over­
hauled before starting, and so was the 
Russia in every beam and bolt.

The steamers Russia and City of Pains 
were spoken by the steamship City of 
New York on the 13th, the former 892, 
and the latter 888 miles east of Sandy 
Hook/

The Proposal to Cede Gibraltar. 
-The tollowing extract from the 1 etter 

of a private in the 74th Highlanders,now 
at Gibraltar, gives a soldier’s ideas on 
proposal : “ There is a deaVof correspon­
dence in the English journals which we 
sometimes receive about ceding the Fort 
to the Spaniards. Perhaps it may be 
right ; but as far as my poor judgment 
goes, I think it would not only be a most 
foolish, but also a most impolitic action. 
You can scarcely—nor, indeed, can any 
one who does not mix with the foreign 
sailors who enter this port—imagine the 
impression of England’s greatness it 
leaves upon them after they have been 
over the rock, and seen all the fortifica­
tions. When the American men-of-war 
lay here, I remember showing some of 
them over the Rock. Alter they had 
concluded their visit, and were returning 
on board, I heard one of them remark— 

Well, they may say what they like of 
England, but the other1 big nations are 
afeard of her yet, or they would not al­
low her to keep a pill-box like that ‘ere/ 
But, besides all this, there is its value as 
a coaling station to the fleet, and its 
strength as a fort. Not a hill round can 
command it as they could Ceuta, which 
theylpropose to take in exchange for it ; 
and as for the gratitude of Spain, it is 
all nonsense. The first time they had a 
dispute with us, it would all melt like 
snow ; and il England were in her place 
’twould just be the same. Nations can­
not be like private individuals. If I were 
to ask every private soldier on the Reck,
I am sure two-thirds would say keep 
Gibraltar, although they do not care for 
it as a station.”

Pigeon Matches—On Friday morn­
ing, Mr. George Warren and Mr. James 
Ward, both of Toronto, finished the Pi­
geon Match commenced by them at 
Brockton, on Monday. The match was 
at twenty-five birds each, for $100 a side. 
On the first occasion, each man having 
killed 20 birds, the result was a tie. Yes­
terday they met again, and shot at 5 
birds each. Out of this number Mr. 
Warren killed 4, and Mr. Ward 5. The 
latter, therefore, took the stakes. When 
this match was concluded, another was 
contested by Mr. Ward, and Mr. Ira 
Payne, of Providence, Rhode Island, for 
$500 a side—each man firing at 50 birds.
