County of Duffbbin.—The Council of 
Amaranth have adopted a memorial 
praying the Legislature of Ontario to 
pass an Act to erect the municipalities of 
Amaranth, East Garafraxa, Luther, Mel- 
anothon, Mulmur and Mono into a new 
county, with Orangeville as county town, 
said county to be called the County of 
Dufferin.

The Late Accident on the Railway.— 
We regret to learn that the friends of Mr. 
Wilson, of Paisley Block, who was in­
jured on the Grand Trunk a week ago 
last Saturday, have given up all hope of 
his recovery. He must have received in­
juries of an internal character, which 
brought on severe congestion of the 
lunge, from the effects of which he is 
gradually, but surely sinking.

Death of Mb. John Snell.—Mr. John 
Snell, of Willow Lodge, Edmonton, died 
at his residence on the 1st of November. 
Western Canada is largely indebted to 
Mr. Snell for great improvement in long- 
wool sheep and Durham cattle, he having 
been one of the most successful import­
ers in the Dominion. His death is deeply 
regretted by the community in which he 
lived, as he was one of the oldest, most 
esteemed, and most useful citzens in it.

Fatal Accident at Orangeville.—A 
fatal accident occurred at this place on 
Tuesday the 29th. As workmen were 
engagaâ.AUL-the new grain elevator of 
Messrs. Gilchrist & Kent,when they were 
elevating the last “ bent ” it slipped 
from its place, striking a man named 
Brown Mills on the head and killed him 
instantly. Another man named George 
Leonard was also injured, but not seri­
ously. Deceased was an unmarried man 
from Caledon- East.

Oliver vb. Patterson.—This was an 
action brought at the Chatham Assizes 
by Mr. R. Oliver, Barrister of Guelph, 
against the defendant for unlawfully cut­
ting down timber on the “ Baldoon” pro­
perty, situated on tho lake shore, for­
merly owned by Mr. C. P. P. Hutchinson, 
and presently by the plaintiff. In this 
action damages were awarded to the 
plaintiff for 8500, subject to a revised 
award by aibitration, which may result 
in either an increase or decrease of the 
amount returned by the jury. We un­
derstand the amount claimed by the 
plaintiff was 816,000 ; and that a second 
action is to be raised against the defen­
dant for trespass.

,ult at Abbbioyle.—On Friday 
Right, the 1st of November, Mr. A’lan 
McIntyre, of Aberfoyle, was assaulted in 
that village by Messrs. C. F. and J. 
Smith, of Puslinoh, in consequence of 
which Mr. McIntyre lost a considerable 
portion of his hair and received some 
other minor injuries. A ludicious cir­
cumstance occurred daring the peuffle, 
arising from one of Mr. McIntyre’s 
friends mistaking his friend fûr 6ne of 
his assailants, and in hie laudable en­
deavours in the way of rescue twisted 
poor Allan's proboscis .nearly off. The 
case is to come up it the present Assizes 
without the intervention of any prelim­
inary magisterial investigation. We be­
lieve the dispute originated in connection 
with some security for which Mr. McIn­
tyre bad become bound in favour of Mr. 
C. Smith, the latter gentlemen having 
recently had a sale by auction of farm 
stock, Ac.,And which Mr. McIntyre had 
taken legal steps to interdict.

Guelph and the Fruit Growers’ As­
sociation.—At the last meeting of the 
Fruit Growers' / ^sociation, the President, 
Rev. Mr. Burnett, in his address thus 
speaks of the meeting of the Association 
held in Guelph last July:—"Much good 
has been effected by the snecessful meet­
ing at Guelph m July last. We question 
if we had anywhere a more spirited meet­
ing than at Guelph—whether you take 
into account the lively devotion to horti- 
hultural matters by the inhabitants of the 
town, or the large amount of valuable 
experimental knowledge communicated to 
the Society by fruit growers from the 
but. ounding country. It is no disparage­
ment to the fruit growers at Guelph, to 
say that the meeting was needed. We 
observe that the cherries exhibited at their 
Horticultural Show were divided in two 
classes, red and white, the names of either 
Class being unattached 1 We imagine, 
too, that we, I mean the older members 
of the Association, learned also impor­
tuna lessons. For instance, that there 
ought to be a choice of similar varieties 
of trees for distribution, inasmuch as the 
tenderer varieties,of the samesorts,* ill not 
succeed in more northern latitudes of our 
Province.”

Local lunk itther Items.
Maine has had a enow storm of over 

an hour’s duration.
The epizootic has appeared In rather 

severe form in Devonshire, England.
The unveiling of the Sir Walter Scott 

monument in Central Park took place on 
Saturday. - * * ■ ■

The Hamilton Assises was re-opened 
for the third time on Monday. They 
have now lasted about five weeks.

A woman was accidentally shot in Pene- 
anguishene on Thursdaynight by a man 
under the influence of liquor.

John Pettit, for rape on Mary Barker 
near Chatham, has been sentenced to be 
executed on the 20th of December.

Mb. Graham, ex M. P. P. of Vaughan, 
has been appointed Government Emi­
gration Agent for the North of England.

The Bmperor of China was married on 
the 16th October. The affair was con 
ducted with very^ittie ceremony.

The Royal Geographical Society gave 
a banquet to an abolitionist who proceeds 
to Africa with a view to procure the dis­
continuance of slavery there.

New York has telegraphed to Drs. Mo- 
Eachren and Alloway, veterinary sur­
geons of Montreal, to go to that city to 
assist in checking the epizoo.

The barn of Mr. Alexander Sohram, 
Normanby, was burned down on the 
night of the 22nd ult. It is supposed to 
be the work of an incendiary. Loss 8650, 

Quite a number of store houses are 
now being erected near the Railway Sta­
tion, at Paisley, and this vlnter we shall 
probably see a brisk trade m grain baying.

A few days ago a bear got into a trap 
which had been set by Mr. John Mc­
Intyre, of Elderslie. The bear being a 
large one, broke the chain, and escaped 
with the trap into the swamp.

The Great Western officials have set­
tled with some twenty persons, victims 
of the railroad accident at Beamsville. 
The amount paid was about 8200 there 
being no serious eases amongst them.

Some burglars broke into the Toronto, 
Grey & Bruoe R. R. Station at Wood- 
bridge on Friday night, blew open the 
safe in the office, and secured about 830, 
leading everything in the greatest con­
fusion.

Damages fob Fire.—A farmer in the 
township of Rama, Ontario, has recover­
ed damages to the extent of 8700 for in­
jury done to a forest of cedar by fire, the 
origin of which was due to the negligence 
of employees on the Toronto and Musko- 
ka Junction Railway.

Mr. Alex. Bego, who has been acting 
ï Emigration Agent for Ontario in the 

north of, Scotland, returned the other 
day, bringing with him a number of 
emigrants for the Ottawa Valley. He 
speaks very hopefdlly of the prospects of 
large emigration from that country next 
season.

Another Accident at Dundas.—A se­
cond accident has occurred at the cotton 
mill in Dundas, almost at the same spot 
as that at which Mr. Rooke lost his life. 
Mr. Joseph Higginson, a bricklayer, fell 
from the same scaffold on Saturday 
morning, and was seriously hurt. There 
is not much hope of his recovery.

Immigration.—The total number of 
immigrants who arrived in Hamilton in 
October were 4770. There remain in the 
country 1,160, the increase over the cor­
responding month last year being, ar­
rivals, 2,474 ; remaining in the country, 
252. The arrivals at the port of Toronto 
last month were about 1,000.

T. G. A B. R.—The track of the Grey 
extension of the Toronto, Grey & Bruce 
Railway have been laid to Shelburne, a 
distance of twelve miles from the Junc­
tion, at Orangeville. The arrival of the 
first locomotive in that village on Wed­
nesday was the occasion of much rejoic­
ing, and the event was celebrated by an 
entertainment at Jelly’s hotel in the 
evening.

Fell through a Bridge.—On Friday, 
i the construction train on the North 

Grey Railroad was backing down the 
switch at Indian River, two miles south 
of Thornbury, a workman named John 
Clark, a resident of this place, fell from 
one of the flat cars through the bridge 
into the river, a distance of about twenty 
feet, breaking a leg and shattering the 
lmoe. There is little hope of his re­
covery.

On Tuesday, says the Sarnia Canadian, 
Dr. Walker, of Petrolia, appeared bèfore 
the Mayor of that town, charged with 
committing an abortion on one Phcebe 
Hardy, of Petrolia, on the 18th and 14th 
of February, 1872. After hearing some 
evidence on the part of the prosecution, 
the case was adjourned for eight days, in 
order to procure the attendance of a ma­
terial witness.

Frederika bpangenberg, of Berlin,was 
committed for trial last week for stealing 
a gold watch and chain, a gold ring and 
brooch, besides a sum of money and se­
veral articles of wealing apparel, the 
property of Rev. Mr. Tuerk. They were 
stolen daring the recent fire at that gen­
tleman’s house. The Telegraph says that 
a strange feature in this case is that the 
missing articles were found in an unlock­
ed trunk belonging to the girl, and which 
had been kicking about in a back yard 
from tho time of the fire up to a few days

PRICE ONE PENNY
Condition of Walkerton 

Gaol.
We find in the Telescope of last week, 

a condensed report of the evidence taken 
by Mr. Langmuir, Prison Inspector, who 
was appointed to inquire into the condi­
tion of the County Gaol there, and into 
the truth ol charges made against the 
Sheriff and Gaoler in connection there­
with. From what has already transpir­
ed this investigation has taken place none 
too soon. A boy Haag was confined in 
the gaol ; for the first four months he 
was taken ont into the yard for half an 
hour every alternate day, and chained to 
a bar ill the window, in front of his cell, 
for half an hour on the other days ; al­
ways in irons. Once he was deprived of 
his bed and bedding, for four or five days; 
he slept in his day clothes,and had noth­
ing in his cell but his night bucket. For 
five or six weeks of hot weather in August 
ifad flspt—her, ha msEMLwas ..let out of 
his cell. The iron gate into his corridor 
was covered with a heavy wooden door, 
and the windows put down ; the atmo­
sphere in the corridor was suffocating. 
For three months after his trial he never 

as out of his cell.
A prisoner jumped over the wall and 

was found lying in the field helpless. 
The Gaoler left him there. The Turn­
key, after waiting some time, took him 
on his back, and had to lay him down 
four times to open and close gates. When 
they got in the Gaoler was waiting ; he 
said he wished the prisoner was dead and 
in h—11. A lunatic was reading the 
bible on Sunday ; the Gaoler forced it 
from him ; he afterwards scuffled with 
him to get the'water-buekei from him, 
jammed him against the wall, threw him 
down on the floor, and held him there 
four or five minutes. He was ordered to 
have no water that day ; it was a hot 
summer day ; he did not get any for 
twelve hours. Next morning he was put 
in a punishment cell, where he remained 
three days, without bed or bedding ; a 
large proportion of his time he had no 
convenience ; he stood for nearly the 
whole time in his excreta ; the Gaolor 
would not have it removed to punish the 
lunatic.

A quarter of the gaol was so filthy 
that people in the Turnkey’s quarters 
were sickened by the fumes and could 
not take their meals.

Grave charges' are also made against 
the Gaoler for his brutal treatment of 
lunatics, and for undue intimacy with 
female prisoners. A good deal of evi­
dence remains to be taken.

The Horse Plague.

Death of a Noted Horse.
Bailwaj Disaster.

Hie English Elections.
Dreadfiil Accident in a Court 

Room.
Several Persons Killed.

Springfield, Mass., Nov. 3.—Spring- 
field Boy, the noted trotting horse, and 
four other' horses have died from the 
horse disease within the past 24 hours.

Baltimore, Nov. 8.—The horse disease 
has reached Its worst stage. Of eight 
hundred horses owned by the City Rail­
way Company all are eiok except eleven.

Cumberland, Nov. 4.—Last Friday 
night two freight trains collided, on the 
Huritmgdon & Broad top Railroad. Con­
ductor Bowser and three others were in­
stantly killed, and another mortally 
injured.

London, Nov. 2.—John Francis Ma­
guire, the well known Irish member of 
Parliament for the City of Cork,and pro­
prietor and editor of the Cork Examiner, 
died last night. He was in the 67th year 
of his age.

The municipal ejections throughout 
England yesterday, resulted in heavy 
Conservative gains, which are attributed 
to the passage by parliament and enforce­
ment of the licensing Act. Much] dis­
satisfaction was expressed at the work­
ing of the new Ballot Act. At some of 
the polling places the process of voting 
was so slow that many persons were un­
able to east their vote before the hour ar­
rived for closing the polls.

While Court was being held yesterday 
in Dunds, a parish in the county of Cork, 
near Ban try, Ireland, the floor of the 
room gave way, precipitating 200 per­
sons over a distance of 12 feet. Several 
persons were instantly killed, and 40 
were injured, some of whom may die.

The Late Railway Accident at Owen 
Sound.

The Coroner’s inquest on the bodies of 
the three men who were killed on the T. 
G. A B. Railway on Thursday, closed the 
next day. The verdict was that deceased 
oame’to their deaths by being crushed un­
der a car, thrown off the track by stones 
and other articles being maliciously 
placed thereon. The Railway Company 
and the Contractors are entirely free from 
blame.

From an extra issued by the Owen 
Sound Advertiser we are furnished with 
some farther particulars of the accident:— 
About twenty men were on the car (a flat 
one) at the time, and out of that number 
three were killed, three seriously injured, 
and two others badly hurt. The cries of 
the wounded and dying were fearful to 
hear. The wheel of the oar passed over 
the head of Mr. Isaiah Sherman, crush­
ing his features out of shape, and killing 
him instantly. His son, a lad about four­
teen years of age, also received injuries 
which resulted in his death before he 
could be removed from the wreck. A 
man named Davidson, hailing from near 
Guelph, received a fearful scalp wound, 
and had a stake run into his body, pene­
trating into his bowels. He was removed 
to the house of Mr. Sutton; where every 
attention and kindness was paid him, but 
he died in about an hour after his re­
moval, in awful agony, crying “ lift me

1 lift me up!” The bodies of Mr.
lerman and son were removed to Rock­

ford Castle. It was a painful sight, and 
one that made every spectator shudder 
with horror te see the bodies of the fa­
ther and son lying side by side, mangled 
and bleeding, and stiff in death. All the 
injured were on the end of the car near­
est the tender.

Conductor Edward Verrai was found 
to have his knee joint dislocated and the 
knee otherwise injured, besides being 
badly bruised about the body. Thomas 
Hannan, of Osprey, sustained a fracture 
of the left leg; à oomnranitive fracture 
of the right arm, a wound over the left 
eye, and was otherwise injured about the 
body. John Graham was found to have 
both arms broken—one in two places— 
and it is feared he is internally injured. 
He has a wife and large family of help­
less little children living in the town. 
His life is despaired of. Frank Wynn 
was'alightly Injured on the head, and 
Robert Malcolm was slightly bruised 
about the body. Mr. Sherman leaves a 
•wife and four children to mourn his loss, 
and to whom the sad intelligence of his 
death was conveyed last night:

The Moorbtown Traoedt.—We have 
some farther particulars of the deathunder 
suspicious circumstances of James Work­
man, at Mooretown, near Sarnia, on Sa­
turday the 26th ult. At the Coroner’s 
inquest, David Patterson, who lives up 
stairs in the same house, swore that one 
Samuel Butler, a negro barber, was » 
constant visitor at the house, and that 
he positively saw him leave at > o’clock, 
a. m., Saturday morning, return at six, 
stay a few minutes and leave again. He 
also swears that he heard the deceased 
moaning during Friday night. The de­
ceased’s son, an intelligent little boy 
eight years old, also swore to the barber’» 
coming there and against his father’s 
will; tost his mother went up on last 
Tuesday to eciub the barber’s shop; that 
his father went np after her ; that the 
barber threw him out of his shop ; that 
his mother gave hie father a pounding 
on Friday and another on Saturday» 
with a mop handle ; that when his mother 
told the nigger on Friday night of the 
pounding she had given deceased, he 
manifested his approval by a hearty 
•" yaw-haw,” and that the said nigger 
was constantly bringing whiskey to the 
house and giving it to his father.

A very large mass meeting, in favour 
of amnesty being extended to the Fenian 
convicts at present in duranco vile, has 
just been held in Hyde Park, tt wjts un­
molested by the authorities, and waarery 
orderly.
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The fluelph General Hospital.
Our readers will observe that the 

publie meeting, called tor to-morrow 
night, in connection with the pro­
posed General Hospital, will be held 
in the Good Templar’s •Hall, next 
Thorp’s Hotel, and not in the Town 
Hall, as previously announced. Chair 
to be taken at 8 o’clock.

Most of our citizens are aware of 
the effort now being made for the 
establishment of a General Hospital 
in Guelph, and we are glad to learn 
that there is now every prospect that 
this eflorfc will be crowned with suc­
cess. Those who have taken an act­
ive part in the movement for its 
establishment^nd who have canvass- 
ed the town for subscriptions, have 
met with even more encouragement 
than they expected,for very few who 
were asked have refused to give 
something towards such a charitable 
and praiseworthy object. The feel­
ing is very generally entertained 
that such an institution has now be 
come a necessity in Guelph, and we 
have not the slightest fear that, once 
established,there will be any difficulty 
in raising a sufficient amount yearly 
to cover all the expenses connected 
with it,and in making such extensions 
in its accommodation as may be re­
quired.

The older residents of the town are 
aware that attempts have several 
times been made to establish a Gen­
eral Hospital in this town,but hither­
to without success. An act of incor­
poration was obtained in 1861, but it 
remained a dead letter. Some- time 
after that Mr. Geo. Elliott made a very 
liberal offer of the large stone building 
near the Great Western Station for 
an Hospital, but it was not accepted 
for some reason or other, and since 
then the matter has been allowed to 
lie in abeyance. , The present move­
ment, however, is destined to be fol­
lowed by practical results,and we have 
every confidence that before many 
months we shall see such an hospital 
established in Guelph, where people 
of all denominations, who are unable 
to pay for medical attendance, or 
who have no home to go to, .may be 
properly cared for ; and where those 
who are willing to pay can have all 
the comforts of a home while under 
a doctor’s care.

It is proposed to establish theHospi- 
tal in conformity with the provisons 
of the act of 1861, some of which have 
already been referred to in the Mer­
cury. Fuller information will be 
given at the meeting to be held to­
morrow night, when we hope to, see 
a large attendance of all interested 
in this benevolent movement. Pro­
visional directors will also be appoint­
ed, and other steps taken for estab­
lish the Hospital as soon as practic­
able. ___

Editorial Items.
Hon. E. Blake will address a public 

meeting of the electors of West Dur- 
in the Town Hall, Bowmanville, on 
Thursday next.

The Ottawa Citizen authoritively 
asserts that Sir Francis Hincks will 
retain his seat in the Cabinet.

Lady Daly, wife of Sir Dominifck 
Daly, who held the office of Provin­
cial Secretary for Canada for many 
years, and was subsequently suc­
cessively Governor of Prince Edward 
Island and South Australia, died a 
short time ago.

Mr. Mowat, as Vice Chancellor, re­
ceived a salary of $1,000 more per 
annum than he will receive as Prem­
ier of Ontario.

It is understood that the Ontario 
Government have decided not to 
erect a Normal School in the western 
part of the Province at present.

Lambton Election.—The writ for a 
new election for this County, vacant 
by the acceptance of office by Mr. 
Pardee, has been received. The 
nomination takes place at Sarnia on 
Wednesday, the 13th.

Nothing definite has transpired as 
to Mr. Mowat’s constituency. Several 
are considered available. A western 
one will probably be secured.

Mr. L. N. Betournay, for a long 
time the partner of Sir George E. 
Cartier in the law firm, is to be ap­
pointed to the third Judgeship of 
Manitoba. Mr. Betournay is said to 
be an able lawyer, and an upright 
man. It appears to us, however, that 
Lower Canada is getting an undue 
share of the Dominion Government 
appointments for Manitoba.

The Sarnia Observer hints that it is 
probable, on the re-assembling of 
the House, that the office of President 
of the Council will be reinstituted, in 
combination with another office to 
be created, probably a Department 
of Education.

Iceland is now thrown open to the 
tourist. A line of steamers has been es­
tablished to run “ summer trips” from 
Scotland to that country. The passen­
gers on the initial trip are said to have 
been much pleased with their expedition, 
notwithstanding the inconveniences aris­
ing from the wants of roads, means of 
conveyance and hotel accommodation. 
These wants, however, will soon be sup­
plied, when Iceland will become a favor­
ite resort during the dog days,

Mb. J. A. Abdaoh, of Barrie has been 
appointed Junior Judge tor BImooe.

BzLLrmil 1» starting a Ladiei’ Chris- 
tian Association.

The Montreal French dailies have 
raised their prices.

The present season is one of the most 
siokly ever known in the North-West. In 
some localities almost every person, old 
or young, has had a fever of some kind or 
other.

Chan Lai Sun, the Chinese Imperial 
Commissioner of Education, together 
with his wife, on Sunday joined the South 
Congregational Church in Springfield, 
Mass.

The enterprising firm of Boss & Co., 
of Quebec, with other gentlemen of that 
city, give notice of an application to in­
corporate the “ St. Lawrence, New York 
and Havana Steamship Company,” to 
run between Canadian ports and the 
West Indies. We hope the Government 
will meet these gentlemen in a liberal 
spirit.

Suicide by Poisoning.—On Saturday 
afternoon, at about â o’clock, a dissipated 
hardware clerk, formerly of Waterloo 
Village, named Mandesloh, committed 
suicide by taking the contents of a drachm 
bottle of strychnine procured in Chicago, 
from which place he had just returned, 
after a fruitless search for a situation. 
He leaves a wife and six children, whom 
he threatened to kill yesterday, and no 
doubt would have accomplished his pur­
pose only for the timely interference of 
neighbours.

Shingle Mill Burned.—A shingle- 
mill in Blyth, owned by Wilson <fc Rath, 
was destroyed by fire on Saturday 
The fire was first discovered in the engine- 
room, between four and five o’clock. It 
spread with great rapidity to the rest of 
the mill, and continued burning for about 
two hours, when the frame fell. _ All the 
machinery, except the boiler, is injured. 
This is the second time the mill on the 
same place has been destroy­
ed by fire. Insured in the Waterloo 
Mutual Insurance Company for $1,300. 
Cause of fire not known.

Later particulars of the burning of the 
steamship Missouri give no additional 
reason to hope for the safety of any of 
missing passengers and crew of the hap­
less vessel. Not until the arrival of the 
next mail from Nassau, however, while 
the remaining doubts be solved. An 
Associated Press despatch from Key West, 
complains that the little British vessel 
which rescued the survivors of the Mis­
souri was treated with the rigor of the 
law regulating tonnage dues by the Key 
West Custom House officers.

W. G. &. B. R.—The Port Elgin Free 
Press says that the grading on this line 
is finished to Southampton, and it was 
expected the iron would be laid on Sat­
urday into the village. There is a strong 
force at work now on the branch down to 
the Freight Station. At its terminus 
there will be a large dock built out to 16 
feet water, principally stonework. The 
Ottawa Government having solicited a 
tender from the present contractors so as 
td have the work proceeded with at once. 
It is fully expected to be in a position in 
the Spring on the opening of navigation 
to admit of the North Shoie propellors 
calling regularly.

Chinese Funeral.—At a Chinese fu. 
neral in San Francisco the other day, the 
body was placed in a coffin, which was 
set upon chairs on the sidewalk. At the 
foot of the coffin was a table, upon which 
was piled a quantity of uncooked vege­
tables, fowls and meat. Beside the table 
stood the priest, dressed in a black robe, 
with a hat upon his head shaped like 
that of a cardinal’s. He was repeating 
the burial service in a kind of chant, 
varying the music by alternately clanking 
cymbals together and ringing a dinner 
bell. On the sidewalk knelt three women, 
with white sacks over their heads, who 
were the hired mourners of the occasion. 
None of- the others seemed to mourn at 
all, and the men and women present were 
laughing and talking, and the children 
playing on all sides.

table market for most of the articles ex­
hibited. He is instructed by the society 
to state thaà, should any responsible in­
dividual or company desire to make a 
trial of the plan suggested ; as a business 
enterprise, Urey have a spffdlbns building 
adapted for the purpose, situated in the 
Prince Albert Park, Sidney, which would 
be placed-at them disposal, together with 
every other1 facility at fhe bommand of 
the society. To the trade already car­
ried on with the Australian colonies, 
there should, it would seem, be no diffi­
culty in adding that Of the machinery 
&o„ réf*r6d td by Mr." Joubert, and the 
manufacturers of Canada, were they to 
act promptly, would secure a new field 
for their productions, and be enabled to 
furnish employment to a large number 
of men, besides increasing their establish­
ments, thereby enabling them to lessen 
the 'cost by the greater amount of pro­
duction.
