EVERLY, Mass., Sept. 2.—The
announcement that Great Bri-
tain will appeal to the Hague
tribunal to settle its claim of

violation of the Hay-Pauncefote treaty
by the Panama canal act, came as 8
surprise to President Taft. He had
‘heard reports that.such an appeal was
contemplated, but was of the opinion
that the matter would be taken up in
the usual diplomatic way. X
The president was not ready tonight
to meke an expression about the ap-
peal to the Hague. He had no‘official
word from the state depariment, and
did not expect to wsider the case
until he reached Washington on Wed-
::glay. It was said that a decision
ht not be reached until the return
of Secretary of State Knox, who is
now on his way to Japan. Dr. Knox
is due back in this country eamly in
October. The president is known to
place great rellance upod Mn. Knox's
judgment, and is hardly likely to make
such a decisive step without consulta-
tion with him. .

It was pointed out here tonight that
Great Britain’s notice of appeal does
not mean that the matter must go to
The Hague. The United States has as
much night to refuse to submit to
arbitration as QGreat Britain has to
ask 1t.

Friends of the president realized
that Great Britain's action has placed
him in a delicate position. As the
foremost advocate of universal arbi-
tration and arbitration of every sub-
“ject, he is called upon to submit to
The Hague a case that involves some-
thing in which eévery American feels
himeelf vitally interested. It was
pointed out. however, that the presi-
dent will have firm ground on which

NTTAGKS AMERICAX
 IMBASSHDOR

Havana, Sept. 1.— Hugh S. Gibson,
the charge d’affaires of the American
legation at Havana, when entering a
hotel here tonight was attacked by a
Cuban newspaper reporter. Mr. Gib-
son was not seriously injured. ' His
assailant was arrestéed and the Cuban
secretary of state personally express-
ed his regret to the charge d’affaires
at the occurrence.

Mr. Gibson was entering the hotel at
which he dines when the man, with-
out warning, sprang upon him from
behind and knocked him down. While
the American charge d’affaires was
lying on the ground his" assailant
jumped upon him. At this moment
Edward Bell, the second secretary of
the legation, regched the scene and
dragged off the assailant, saving Mr.
Gibson from serious injury.

The police on arriving at the hotel
took: the man away from Mr. Bell.
Mr. Gibson promptly informed the po-
liceman that they must hold his as-
sailant, and telephoned to Chancellor
Patterson, of the Cuban state depart-
ment, emphasizing his demand.

Chancellor Patterson a short time
afterward arrived at the hotel where
the American charge d’affaires ‘was
dining, and expressed his regret.

The Yrisoner was consigned.to jail
to await the official complaint’ from
the legation tomorrow morning. He
had been forbiden entrance to the
legation because he had falsely attrib-
uted to Mr. Gibson certain statements
purporting to pertain to the relations
of the American legation with the
Cuban government.

Apparently the assault was the out-
come of the charge d'affaire’s attitude
in calling the attention of the Cuban
government to the various demands of
the Washington government, and espe-
cially ‘in his insistence this afternoon,
despite the opposition of the Cuban
cabinet ministers, on the payment in
cash of the Rellley claims in the mat-
ter of the Cienfuegas waterworks con-
tract.

N interesting long distance tele-
phone 'test between Calgary
and Vancouver was conducted
Sunday over a telegraph wires

of the Canadian Pacific Railway by
C. W. McGonigle, of Seattle. The test
was an entire success. Not only were
the users of the instruments in the
two cities 644 miles apart, able to hear
each other clearly, but it asserted
that the clicking of instruments was
entirely inautible.

McGonigle fs the inventor of a long
distance telephone set for use over
telephoné wires, which he claims is
better than asy other in existemce. He
told a Teporter »tor The Albertan that
it wouldg be just as easy to converse
between Calgary and Winnipeg, Van-
couver and Winnipeg, or Vancouver
clear throughito Montreal and Halifax
over the telégraph wires with his in-
struments as in’' the case of the test ~
between Calgary and Vancouver Sun-
day.

For several years, the Canadian
Pacific Railway has been extending
its system of dispatching trains by
telephone, ang within a month another
section of the lines between Dunmore
apd, Lethbridge will be cut'in on the
telephone ‘digpatching system. The
Canadian, Pacific, however, has no
connection with Mr. McGonigle, using
an entirely different kindg of instru-
ment which is proving highly success-
ful, and merely extended the use of
its wires to Nir. McGonigle Sunday for
an hour or 80 a9 an act of courtesy. .

McGonigle asserts that thg chief ad-.
vantage of his telephone, aside from
‘his claim to/ entirely . eliminate the
clicking of the wires, is the long dis-
tances over which it can be operated.
In the tests Sumday between 3

volts at 16 ampeves. The instrument
is of the type which dhanges polarity
with each vibration of the voice, and
further, does. not interfere in the least
with the operation of the telegraph
instruments Bver the same ‘wire.

The inventor says that the Chicago,
Milwaukee and Puget Sound; as the
new transcontinental of the Chicago,
Milwaukee and St. Paul is known, is
rapidly fingtaling his telephone sets
along the entire system for train dis-
patching. This reilway, with numer-
ous others in the United Stabes, has
been using the telephone: for dispatch-”
ing trains, ang McGonigle claims that
with his’instruments such use wili be
widely extended.

Many inverntors have been at work
for years past attempting to perféct
such a long ¥istance telephone for use
over telegraph wires, such. ag Me-
Gonigle cluims he has evolved, and
have been more or ‘less successful.
There is no question, however, of the
success of the tests Sunday betweenf
Calgany and Vancouver.

USE OF NARGOTIC 1S ON
THEINGBERS

Figures on Importation for
First Four Months Fiscal
Year Are Alarming

- — P

More Cocaine Brought in Than
for the Entire: Previous
Twelve Months

Montreal, Que., Sept. 2.—The im-
portations of the deadly mnarcotics into
Canade this year, judging from the
figuves for the first four momnths of
the fiscal year, bids ffair to largely ex-
ceed that of st year's importation.
These drugs’ ‘include cocaine and
opium. They enter Canada at a high
rate of duty, but despite that fact,
they continue to be imported/in com-
paratively large quantities. The im-
portation of cocaine alone for the first
four months of the year bas exceeded
the importation for the entire previ-
ous twelve months. During the pre-
sent year 185 ounces have been im-
ported at a value of $317, as against
35 ounces valued at $88 for the entire
fiscal year of 1911-12. It is to be
noted that é&Js is cocaine in its pure
state, that which Is used for dental
and other purposes being very much
compounded and diluted.

Opium in the crude state is also be-
ing imported lamgely. Already for the
first four months of the fiscal year 193
poumnxis have been imported from Hong
Kong and Turkey, valued at $6,332.
This, however, is a proportionate de-
cregse over last year, when for the
entire fiscal year 5,017 pounds, valwed
at $25,863, were imported. Of pow-
dered opium for April, May, June and
July, 114 pounds, veiued at $940, were
imported. - The total import las tyear
was 355 pounds, valued at $2,074.

THE PROBLEM OF THE CITY

Peculiar significance attaches to references to
the existence of a housing problem in Canada, re-
peatedly appearing of late in the larger Eastern
newspapers. There is food for ironical reflection
in the fact that Canada, with the certainty that
her population will be multiplied many times with-
in the next few decades and possessing everything
necessary to accommiodate these coming millions,
is yet faced with the problems presented by over-
crowding in her larger cities. Refusing to profit
by the painful and costly experience of older coun-
tries and deliberately neglecting the advantages
we enjoy in a new country; we are reproducing here
evils which elsewhere thé nations are laboring at
immense cost to eradicdte. Canada, boasting of
the care with which she selects her immigrants,
is yet through criminal neglect and indifference
defeating the very purpose for which that care
was exercised. Already the cry is going up from
such centres as Toronto and Montr&l that thou-
sands of workers are living in congested areas
providing an environment which gannot fail to de-
crease their efficiency and must necessarily threat-
en the physical, mental and moral health.of their
offspring. Canada is, in short, selecting good
stock from other countries and is placing them in
conditions which make it impossible for them to
reproduce in .their families their own good quali-
ties. It may be-true that in Canadian cities at
the present time there are no slums such as may

~ be found in London or New York. There are,

however, congested areas which are causing con-
cern to thoughtful people in the East, who recog-

- nize that it is only a matter of time till the c¢on-

ditions to be found in the greatest cities
world will be reproduced here.

The lesson for the newer cities of the West
is clear. The reproduction here even of such con-
ditions as are to be found today in Montreal and
Toronto is imexcusable. The time for action is
now, when evils that must be eradicated later at
immense cost, may be prevented by the exercise
ei thought.

The best interest of the whole community is
served when the efficiency of every unit is raised
to the highest power. The loss sustained by the
community through the existence of the ineffici-
ent is not.represented by the cost of poor relief
nd of the maintenance of charitable institutions.

A REASONABLE NAVY POLICY

It is difficult to believe that Mr. Borden will
have any other course open to him than thatof ap-
proyving the principle underlying the naval policy
formulated by His predecessor in office. The prin-
ciple recognized in that policy and regarded by
the great majority of Canadians as fundamental, ]
was that Canada’s duty to the Empire could be
permanently fulfilled only by the establishment
of a Canadian navy, paid for by Canadians and
under the control of the Canadian government.
The advantage of this policy is to be found in the
fact that it includes provision for expansion as cir-
cumstances may require., The criticism has. been
made that the provision actually made was not
sufficiently generous. If this be so the road to
development is open. If the sentiment of the
Canadian people is in favor of a stronger navy and
a more lavish expenditure, the policy provides for
that development, as it was intended that it should
provide. i

“If the Canadian people can be convinced that
peculiar existing circumstances require som rm
6f direct contribution, that contribution will be
freely given. It is unlikely, however, that they
will be satisfied to discharge their obligation to
the Empire by the mere signing of a cheque, and
it is to be regretted that there are so many news-
papers in the Dominion that appear to think that
the task which faces us may be satisfactorily ac-
complished in that way. Typical of the many
statements of opinion that are appearing in these
newspapers is the following from The Vancouver
Province: :

“If war had broken out last year at this time,
“and everybody knows now that it was by the
“merest chance that it did not, Canada could have
“done nothing, simply because Sir Wilfrid Laurier
“had not included in his program a cash contribu-
“tion to the British navy.”

The naval policy of Sir Wilfrid met with the
full approval of the British authorities and of the
British press, representative of both political par-
ties. If what The Province regards as a narrowly
escaped calamity had befallen Great Britain and
war had been declared last year, cash contribution
from Canada at that time would have accomplish-
ed nothing. Similarly, if war were declared next
week, a cash contribution dispatched by Canada
to Great Britain would neither cripple the oppos-
ing fleet nor add materially to:the strength of that
of Great Britain. :

Soon or late we must recognize the truth em-
phasised by Mr. Winston Churchill recently, that
in this matter it is impossible to take . hurried
measures that will be of any use. Nawvieg are not
immediately strengthened by the depesit 6f a sum
of money in the bank to the credit of th® nation
to whom they belong.: Nor de they grow like
mushrooms in a night. We may as well recognize
that Mr. Churchill knows of what he speaks when
he tells us that we can do now only what will be of
material use in two or three years at least.

The Grain Growers' Guide has the following
to say of the application of the C.P.R. for. permis-
sion to issue additional stock:

“The application made by the Canadian Pa-
“cific railway to the Dominion government for
“permission to issue $60,000,000 additional stock
“is of vital importance to every Canadian. At
“the present time the Canadian Pacific railway
“stock with a par value of $100 per share is selling
“on the stock exchange at abofit $280 per share.
“This high price is due to the huge profits which
“the company has made through. its excessive
“freight ‘rates. Those rates are coming down.
“Nothing is surer. It may take some little time
“to accomplish the matter but the change is not
“far away. In view of this there should be no is-
“sue of stock by the Canadian Pacific railway at
“the present time. The stock cannot be issued
“unless by the express permission of the govern-
“ment to whom parliament:delegated that power
“some years ago. If the stock is issued today at
“the market value of $280 per share a serious re-
“duction of freight rates would undoubtedly re-
“duce the value of this stock. Then we would hear
“tales of the suffering of the ‘widows and orphans’
“who had invested their money in the Canadian
“Pacific Railway stock and who ‘must be protect-
“ed.” On the other hand, if the stock is issued at
“considerably less than $280 a share it would all
“be gobbled up immediately by the magnates who
“now own the Canadian Pacific railway. Sup-
“pose the -stock’ is issued at $150 per share the
“mfagnates would then turn round and put it on
“the market at $280 per share and thereby make
“$130 profit on every $150 invested without giving
“the slightest return. No new issue of the Cana-
~“dian Pacific railway stock can be made in justice
“to the people of Canada until the freight rates
“are adjusted. The railway no doubt needs money
“for development. If so, its credit is as good ag
“the credit of the Dominion government. Let the

hairbreadths.

Forty-five seconds after a huge steer
thundered across the scratch and raced
full speed down the racetrack in front
of the grandstand, Art Acord swung
from his horse onto the neck of the
steer and piled him in a heap on the
track.

This sensational performance brought
a salvo of cheers, but they became
roaring hurrahs when Charley Tipton
swung clear from his mount, grasped
the steer’'s horns, threw his body in
front of him, and literally tossed the
thousand pounds of beef over his pros-
trate body to the ground, both man and
beast rolling over each other. In the
impact the steer's horn was broken
off and Tipton received a strain of his
hip and a badly battered nose. When
his time was announced as 18 seconds,
Doc Pardee made a desperate attempt
to overhaul him. With an equally
sensational race hey took a flying leap
from his horse, landed with arms about
the steer’s neck, and again the two
rolled along the hard track, the steer
going over him, but landing flat, where
he was held.

For. fine horsemanship, reckless
daring and sensationalism, this feature
of the show stands out above all else.

Lucille Mulhall With the Rope.

There béing no woman ' contestants
to challenge her title to the champion-
ship of the world, Miss Lucille Mul-
hall gave an exhibition of fast roping
that but for hard luck would have
placed her time ahead of her male com-
patriots.

Miss Mulhall made a splendid throw
and 'had her quarry well in hand in 21
seconds, when it turned and left the
field by the west gate into the track.
Thus &t a disadvantage for making a
run and piling up, she dared the féat,
and roped and tied in 52 seconds. When
she again rode before her admirers to
receive their plaudits, the huge as-
semblage echoed its cheers to the sky.

More Roping.

The second event of the cowboy
roping contest immediately followed,
and served to demonstrate that the
steers employed are the fastest and
strongest with which they have had
to -deal. Their immense strength re-
sulted once in piling up horse and rider,
while saddles surned and runs were
taken without sitcess, and many failed
to get within the minute mark in tying.

Rip Van scored in 1.10%, W, 'S,
Bunnell in 65%, Will McBride missed
twice, and scored in 1.50; Alf. Vivian's
saddle turned on the first run, he rop-
ed on horn, and scored in 1.16%.

WO T BECELEBRITED

How Small Forge Grew ton be
the Greatest Works in
Europe

———

Berlin, September 1.—There are few
more fascinating stories in the history
of industry than that furnished by the
famous German firm of Xrupp, re-
nowned throughout the world, alike for
its progress and achievement. The firm
is about to celebrate the centenary of
existence, and the Kaiser true to his

policy of associating himself, with evy
ery important phase of activity in his
country, is to grace the celebrations
with his presence. So important an
event must perforce arouse interest
outside Germany, seeing how foremost
a place the famous company fills among
the great industrial organizations of
the world.

It was in 1810 that Friedrich Krupp
purchased a small forge in Essen,
where he devoted himself to the prob-
lem of manufacturing cast steel, but
though the article was put on the
market by him -in 1815 ‘it commanded
but little sale, and the firm was any-
thing but prosperous.

Widow Carried It On.

After his death in 1826 the works
were  carried on by his widow, and
Alfred, the eldest son, found himself
compelled to leave school.at the age
of 14 in order that he might assume
their direction. For thirty years no
striking results were-achieved, though
by 1845 the firm had expanded so that
122 workmen were employed.

It was 1847, according to the Ency-
clopedia Britannica, that Krupp scored
his first real success, when he made a
3pdr. muzzle-loading gun of cast steel.
At the great London exhibition of
1851 he exhibited a solid flawless ingot
of cast steel, weighing ‘two tons, thus
establishing the fact that an import-
ant firm existed in Germany capable
of turning out samples of excellent
workmanship. Already guns were
being supplied by it to the Prussian
army, and soon the firm achieved a
world-wide fame. The Essen works
were everywhere spoken of, and its
output watched with the closest inter-
est. The manufacture of weldless steel
tires for railway vehicles was another
invention which followed soon after.

A Vast Enterprise.

A process of expansion was embark-
ed upon with the profits of the busi-
ness, and soon the works began to as-
sume a more imposing shape.- With a
view to insuring an adequate supply
of coal and iron .to meet the growing
needs of the firm, a policy was adopted
of acquiring iron and coal mines, in
fact, everything was done to strength-
en its position and to secure for it the
leading place it now occupies in the
field of German industry. Alfred
Krupp, under whom the first successes
were achieved, died in 1887, being suc-
ceeded by his only son, Friedrich Al-
fred, who devoted himself to the fi-
nancial side of the business rather
than to its technical side. Under him
larger expansion still took place. In
1896 he leased the “Germania” ship-
building yard at Kiel, the place pass-
ing into the complete ownership of the
firm six years later.

Friedrich Xrupp died in 1902, at
which . time the total number of men
employed at Essen and its assoclated
works was 40,000, The enormous in-
grease in the German navy has since
been conducive to a still further de-
velopment of activity on the part of
the firm as manufacturers of the steel
plates and guns-required for the new
ships, so that now the Krupp works
are among the' most gigantic in the
world. \

The Output Now.

About twelve months -ago e C
Van Langendonck - supplied “Theé En-
 gineering Magazine” with statistics for
& -meries. -of most interesting iHustra~
tions of the works, from which an ac~
curate estimate of ths- output can be
gathered. : i
Therein it appears that -the “entire
Krupp works ‘comprise five separate
groups, employing nearly 80,000 work-
men and 6,750 engineers and clerks.
The first of the five groups is the Es-
sen Steel Works, with"proving grounds
at eMppen, Tanger-Hutte, and Essen.
This group includes the Milhofener-
Hutte, with its four. blast furnaces;
the Herman-Hutte, with ..three blast

|furnaces; and the Saymer-Hutte, with

coal and iron mines. The second group
is the Friedrich-Alfred Iron Works, in
Rheinhausen; the third, .the Annen
Steel Works; the fourth, the Gruson
Machine Works, at Magdeburg-Buck-
au; and the fifth, the Germania ship-
yards at Kiel ;
Gigantie Steel Works.

The Essen Steel Works‘a}ope com-~
pfise some sixty-odd. departments. cov-
ering an aréa of about 500 acres and;
housing 7,200 machine tools, seventeen
roll trains, 287 hammers, eighty-6ne hy-
draulic presses, 397 ‘steam boilers, and
569 steam engines, more than 2200 elec-
tric moters, and 900 cranes. The coal
consumption of the entire - eatablish-
ment 18 two and a half gillion tons a
year. The characteristic product is steel
(Bessemer, “open-hearth, crucible, and
alloy steels, armor-plate and ordinance)
The Friedrich-Alfred Hutte includes 6
blast furnaces, with fifteen blast-fur-
nace-gas-operated, blowing “engines,
and Martin .and Thomas steél works.
The characteristic product of the Annen
Works (third group) 'is open-hearth
and crucible-steel castings and finish-
ed steel casting up to twenty-five tons.

Fifty Shops.
The Gruson Works at Magdeburg-
Buckau are made up of more than fifty
different shops, covering an- area of,
seventy-five acres and housing 1,850
machine tools and nearly 500 cranes:
The Germania shipyards cover an area
of about sixty acres, with eight build-
ing slips, of which the two largest can
take vessels up tos 7256 feet long and
130 feet wide. Four of the slips are
roofed. The forge shops cover nearly
two acres; the main bay of the fitting
shop is.476 feet by 78 feet, and the
boiler shop is 400 feet by 212 feet. /

Such are some of the details of the
firm of small beginnings, now boasting
a capital of $56,000,000. The present
head of the firm is the Baroness Krupp
von Bohlen und Halbach, who received
the right to bear that name on her
marriage, in 1906/ to Dr. Gustav von
Bohlen und Halbach.

JOLDIERS SHOOT UP
DELAWARE TOWN
0 GET AEVENGE

Newcastle, Del., Sept. 1.—The suburb
of. Dobbinsville, near here, is terror-
stricken tonight, following the “shoot-
ing-up” of the town today by mem-
bers of the 81st Coast Artillery. None
of the 700 inhabitants of the town were
injured.

Several of the soldiers engaged in
rifle practice at the state rifle range,
just south,of this city, are said to have
been worsted in a dispute with some
ryoung men who reside in Dobbinsville.
Desiring revenge, the soldiers, armed
with heavy-bore rifles, started to “shoot
up” the town.

Citizens crawled under beds, hid in
closets and fled in terror to their cellars
when. the shooting began.” For more
than 20 minutes a fusillade was kept
up. Bullets crashed through windows,
glanced from the sides of dwellings and
sung by the heads of terror-stricken
residents. From 50 to 100 shots were
fired. Twenty men are said to have
faken part in the firing.

The main point of attack seemed to
be a house on Clark street, occupied by
Mr. and Mrs, Willam Mohr and their
four children, ranging in ages from 12
to 16 years, and Mr. and Mrs. John
Corbett and son, 6 years oM. Nearly
every window was shot from this house.
and so hot was the fusillade that bricks
were shot from their fastenings on the
window ledges.

Mohr appeared at a window and im-
plored the soldiers to withdraw, but a
shot almed directly at him caused him
to retire in haste. Other citizens who
mustered ‘up courage to shout from
their windows got a similar reception.

RECOAD FENT IN THE LS
TO GREDTOF ENGLISHMAN

With Two Swiss Guides He
Descends the Almost Per-
pendicular Brenva Face
of Mont Blanc

London, Sept. 1.—The first descent
of the Brenva face of Mont Blanc has
been made by R. N. Lloyd, of aNthaniel
Lloy@ & Co., Burrell St, London, E.C.
He was accompanied by two guides,
Josef Pollinger and Franz Imboden, the
latey” of whom was injured by falling
ice. §

In July last.year Mr. Lloyd ascend-
ed the mountain by the Brenva glac-
fer. ‘His descriptlon of the descent
last month illustrates at once the
perils and delights of mountaineer-
ing.
“On the morning of July 11, Mr.
Lloyd writes, “we left the Grand Mu-
lets at one o’clock and arrived at the
summit of Mont Blanc at 7.10 in beau-
tiful weather. It was quite warm and
pleasant at the top. We rested there
a quarter of an hour, and then pro-
ceeded down to the Brenva. After some
trouble with the Seracs we got just
above it, and by hitching our 200 foét
rope around a Serac got on to the arete.

“We Intended to descend by the steep
band of snow on the far side by the
aid of our spare rope. Accordingly af-
ter advancing a short distance we
again hitched our rope on & small pro-
jecting piece of rock and in a short
time reached the edge of the ice cou-
loir.

A Guide Injured.

“Franz Imboden, a guide, cut the
steps in the ice across the couloir,
and then made himself secure on the
far side-of the band of snow. I had
started to join him, when, to - our
horror, ice fell from the rocks to the
right of the couloir from ‘“a great
height, striking him several times.
Fortunately for us, all the largest
pleces, about the size of a croquet
ball, struck the middle of his sack,
which probably .saved our ‘lives.
Smaller pieces struck Imboden on the
gside, and he seemed to crumple up in
a fainting condition, and slipped for-
ward. Josef and I held on to his rope
and steadied him, and being in good
snow we thus enabled him to hang on
to his axe and recover his balance.

“I hurried over to Imboden. just es-
caping a further fall, and in a minute
or two was joined by Josef. Both of us
fortunately were untouched. We got
Imboden a few yards from the most
dangerous place and gave him brandy.
He was obviously a great deal hurt and
shaken. We dared not delay, on ac-
count of the sun on the very steepn
snow, so I shouldered his sack, and
we proceeded to the lower part of the
couloir, where 1 dened out and was
much less steep, Josef ‘leading.

“Here we crossed again, recovering
our spare rope, which had slipped from
us at the time of the accident. Pass-
ing to the left, under the band of ice,
we proceded towards the edze of the
arete. We then found that the ice
had forced us a little too low, so we
had to go up a little.

“It was still too steep to stop, so ‘we
went on to our breakfast place of last
vear at the end of the celebrated mar-
row arete, where we were able to rest
and attend to Imboden, who was com-
plaining of feeling very {ll. After he
had had a jelly and some more brandy
and wine he sajd’ he could go on. As
the result of dlscussion, Josef and I
decided to go down the steep snow on
the side of the aréte which we had
come up last year although this year
it was much steeper and more diffi-
cult.

Perilous Descent.

“It was like going down am almost
perpendicular ladder .without the ad-
vantage.of the rungs. What with the
exertion, the heat, and the sack, I
found it rather hard work, and Im-
boden, before we were down, showed
signs of exhaustion.: -~~~ - .

“About two-thirds of the way-down
there was a band of ‘almost perpendi-
cular ice, with an exceedingly thin
covering of snow. To, cut down this
would have ' taken a Tong “time, and
Imboden was getting “weak. Josef,
therefore, drove in a.long-barbed pie-
ton, which had been made by my
blacksmith at the . works. To this
he fixed our 200.foot spare rope,
which was just long enough to take
us over the difficulty.

“We went to the ‘extreme right,
but found that we could not get over
so we had to work
back again and down some more very
steep snow. We managed to find an
easy place over, and hurrying as fast
as we were able over this debris,
stood safely at one o'clock on the
glacier, having taken two hours to get
off the arrete. We congratulated each
other on having got down safely and
on haying made the first descent of the
Brenva.

“After a short rest, Josef having
kindly lightened my sack, we started
up the steep snow to cross the cou-
loir, continually sinking to our waists
in the soft snow. In an hour we
stood on the arrete; then we descend-
ed the steep 'snow to the glacier be-
low tphe Seracs, and at 7.15 arrlved,
tired out, at Courmayeur. %

“The climb is a magnificent one,
and the finest that either Josef or I
have ever had.  But for the accidént
to Imboden, it would have been a
perfect day.”

Norman Angell Contributes
Striking Article on Panama

Says War With America Would
be Most Ineffective Because
of Conditions

London, Sept. 2—Norman An-
gell, the author and newspaper
corraspondmt who has been the
generll managen of f{the Daily
Mail in Paris since 1905, contri-
butes to that paper a striking
article on the Panama canal law
entitled “Why Not Fight?”

He stagpts out by suggesting hypo-
thetically a series of offences com-
mitted by Germamy against England
which he says would give an Anglo-
German war infinitely greater justi-
fication than most of the wans of his-
tory and would indeed make war in-
evitable.

These offences are intended as
exact parallele of what the English
regard as American offences agafinst
England in the past ten years and
whose Jogical miethod of settlement

“But,” says Mr. Lane,
gone to war. We shall not go to war.
We are not even thinking of war.”
This, he argues, is not because blood
is thicker than water, for “when the
Amenricans were meally of English
blood, which they are not now, we
went to war with them twice, so it

is not for that reason that we submit -

to the affects of the Americans. The
reason is because war would be in-
effective,

“We coulbd not rinterpose our will
by war. America is not only impreg-
nable, but ds quite obviously impreg-
rable. We could, it 4s true, destroy
her navy, bombard her ports, blockade
her coasts, but we should thereby
create g poeition far more sertous for
ourselves than flor her. She would
be embarassed; we would starve.”

PROPELLING MOTOR AR
WITH WINGS

Paris Mechanic Combines the
Features of Aeroplane With
Automobile

Only one of the principal morning
newspapers in Paris describes what
may prove ta be a mew starting point
ir locomotion as demonstrated by M.
Bertrand de Lessep’s drive from Paris
in a motor car propelled by a wing. M.
de Lesseps’ experiments with sledges
drawn by screws attcacted much at-
tention a year or two ago, and ‘in the

© lcourse of them h econceived the iieu of

acrial traction for ordinary road cars.

Chance threw him across another
searching in the same field in the perr-
son-of M. Fillipi. The latter based his
trials on the principle of the hird’s
wing, and aimed at producing a pro-
peller whidh 8hould realize the same
effect as the beat of the bird’s wing in
the air. ‘The propeller no warrived at
is not a screw, but a b:ade of wood,
broader and thicker in the centre than
at the extremities, one of which tapers
off nearer to a point, whilst the other
is comparatively wide, looking iike a
wing, concave on on® side .and convex
on the other. [Furthermore, both ends
are curved backwards, forming an ob-
tuse angle.

The whole is enclosed in a cage, and
measures only about 55 inches in dla-
metér, not projecting beyond the
guage of the car in any direction. The
maximum speed is 2200 revolutions per
minute. - This air-propelling system
enables the constructor to dispense
with the delicate and complicated paris
of the machinery at present employed
—no more gear-hoxes are required, as
a change in the number of rotations
is substituted for a change of gear
whilst progreéss backwards is obtain-
ed by reversing the movement of the
wing. This backward rotation also
serves as a powerful brake when going
down hill and does away with “dif-
ferentials” and back bridges.

In travelling the friction is reduced
to a minimum, and the car seems hard-
ly to touch the ground, raising no ap-
preciable dust, and consequently in-
flicting but slight wear and tear on
the tires, whilst the comfort of the pas-
senger is indescribable. En general
appearance the ¢ar. used resembled an
ordinary torpedo type, but the hinder
part forlms a sort of prow, from which
projects ‘the .axle carrying the wing.
The forty horse power motor is in
front, and connects with the wing by
transmission chains: There is no other
mechanism, and the wheels all run free
like the front wheels of an ordinary
automobile. One lever only is used to
start, and move forwards or back
wards, and there is one pedal by which
extra brake power is put on.

The whole car weighs about 1320
pounds or, with its three passengers
and the necessary equipment. about
2,000 pounds.

Famous London ‘“Jehu” Will

It is a thing that we do not like
to admit even to ourselves, but in
London the: hansome cabman is a fig-
ure that will soon disappear, and
with, im the conductor of the horsed
bus, comments. John Hunter Sedgwick,
in the Christian Sclence Monitor.

These pathetic figures, endued with
a simple grandeur all their own, have
8o long been the delight and comfort
of a prateful public that we feel bound
to say 4 word for them; the bus driver
must have an article to himself, though
we hardly feel equal to doing him jus-
tice.

In the first place let us then con-
sider the vehicles, the hansom that
skims you over the wood pavements
with a tilting swiftness that no wret-
ched matchine will ever match, much
less surpass. The motion of a han-
som is peculiarly soothing and through
its construction, it is the only vehicle
that gives one a really good view of
one’s boots.

It swdys gently as it glides over
the pavement, the shafts bholding up
the horse and the horse the shafts,
in a symphonic co-operation.

Writers have permitted themselves
words about dawn on the Zambesi
and the first sight of Wew York har-
bor; no doubt these have a certain
simple interest of their own, but he
that would have clvilized comfort,
bright air scenery and history to-
gether must take a hansom of a fine
June morning from Victoria, go through
Buckingham palace row and along the

1In front of
the palace and in all this quarter,
bound for St. James and the Green
park and sometimes the further re-
glon of Kensington garden, one ob-
sérves many fine babies. In dighified
corpulence, they recline upon the
seats of their perambulators pushed
by neat nurses, consclous of rectitude
and a hearty breakfast. They pass
the sentries, over wmnose hard bitten
faces thelr passes the shadow of a
kindly approval; the park keepers
gmile upon them, the heavens smile.

Where are you golng? Until you
have spoken, the cabdy is In 'a little
doubt. If you have a precise face,
neat boots and frock coat he is ready
to take you to Whitehall! If you
have the right so.t of collar and the
recognized amount of double chin, he
may ingenuously mistake you for
one of the reigning statesmen and say
“Home Office? Yes, sir" On the
other, If your morning coat is a good
deal cut in at the walst and you are
wearing patent leathers, he may get
ready to take you to Bond street. But
if you tell him “National Gallery,” he
will elteom you quite the same, but
wil lose ‘ glamour. And Iif you say,
‘“Madame Tussaud’s,” he will regard the

affair simply as one of commereial in-|

terest. The operation of a taxicab by

the motor man is only plunging, cars|

oming from one hideous and  sordid
possibility to another, but what the
hansom cabby does is driving. His is

the only hand that can make profes-
sors of paleontology enjoy balancing

on one wheel and make venerable lad-

ies fiercely enjoy swift and graceful
motion. He lives int whirling curves
and swooping ellipses; his whip lash
has a meaning and he talks with his
nicely squared elbows.

You pas sthe queen's statue and go
into the Mall. As he goes by one of
the park-keepers- he nods. You cane
not see him do it, put you. see the
keeper send up an answering nod.
These park-keepers, seeing as they do,

a great many of the most distinguished
people in the world, feel the import-
ance of their duties on this bright,
sweet day of English summer, their
top hats resplend, the- medals glitter
on their breasts, their uniforms sit se-

dately, and their pace acquires gran-
deur. Fresh air, bright skies, flow-
ers, 'trees, grass and bables. ‘Whe
would not respond genially to all, es-
pecially in the neighborhood of sove-
reigns and p%rllament?

Are the Olympic games fulfilling the
purposes for whlch they were revived?

of the various nations who gathered to-

and more friendly relations between
their countries by means of athletic
competitions, and they lent their sup-
port to the Olympic games idea with
that in view. It is doubtful if the
games have stimulated much friendli-
ness for under the present method they
have been the cause of much interna-
tional squabbling among the athletes
and the newspapers. It is certain, how-
ever, that they have produced other
conditions that are causing those in-
terested in the highest ideals of sport
much discussion. )
The highly specialized and trained
athletic teams that now represent the
various countries are not representa-
tives of the athletic life of any country.
In many. cases they are nothing but
professionals in disguise. For instance,
who imagines for one moment,
many of the New York athletes who
have been In the game  for several
years, attending one or more meets a
‘week and at that in different parts of
the state, are amateurs. They may
not get money, but they are provided
with positions that pay good salakies
and enable them. to have sufficient
time off, to compete for the club they
represend

The condition is becoming nrife in
Catmada too, for the Toronto bicycle
riders compete in meets in Toronto and
on the other side with a frequency that
makes one suspicious of the motives
that take them to the frequent and
largely attended meets, at the expense
of losing considerable time at work,

‘While the highly specialized and
scientifically trained athlete cannot be
said to be a production of the Olymptad
it has certainly encouraged the organ-
ization of the teams of sucw, o the
detriment of the average athlete who
competes in athiletics for the exercise

| or for the honor attached to winning.

Another thing that is being consid-
ered, and a most important thing too, is
the frequent #trips of these ‘athletic
teams to places of considerable dis-
| tance. Some of the Canadian-athletes
visited England at the Festival of the
Empire games just a year ago and
again this summer journeyed. to Swe-
den to compete in the Olympic sports.
All are young men, on the threshold of
their careers, not independent of their
salaries, and yet they are encouraged
to desert business for two months out
of the year to compete in games. Many
of them have returned home to find
their positions taken and have ®een
forced to secure other employmenit..
Many an athlete through the tempta-
tation of paid expenses to athletic
meets has been eficouraged "to desért
his business to the extent theat he has
frequently had to change - positions,
and eventurlly became a ml:hing stone
in the business world.

Strife between the athl&tes of the
different countries has beem common
and many have returned home with
bitter feeling towards the athletes of
other nations. Whether this .can be
eliminated by improvements: in the
;methods of conducting the games, or
not is yet to be demonstrated, but it is
plain that the Olympic games’ idea is
doomed to failure, eventually,. unless
some scheme can be formufated; which
will eradicate the semi-professional,
the pot-hunter, and ovgrcome the nec-
essity of young men spending’so much
time in preparation, that they do so,
with detrimental results to ‘thelr own
interests.

The time is coming when. no winner
of an Olympic championship will be al-
lowed to compete at a future Olympiad,
and when all-around athletic ability
and team work will he given preced-
ence over the highly trained specialist,
who trains for but one event.

Al Burope feels
much as Great Britain does about the
Paname act, and a tribunal composed
largely of Europeans could hardls be
just to America.

{ ‘The president was aware when he
approved the Panama act that further
trouble with Great Britain would fol-
low.* He signed the bill reluctantly,
but in the belief that even if arbitra-
tion became necessary, the work of
settling  up the machinery to operate
and administer the canal could go on.

Mr. Roosevelt's fletter is written be-
cause it was not conveniemt to the
commrittee to hear him alone. Mr.
Roosevelt almost gives the lie in these
words, “As regards the statement of
Mr. Penrose and Mr. Archbold that,
with my consent or knowledge, Mr.
Bliss asked the Standard Oil people for
$100,000, or any other sum or received
such sum from them, it is an unqual-
ified falsehood.” Further on Colonel
Roosevelt compares Senator Penrose
to a graft policeman and adds, “this
language is precisely the language that
might be used by a blackmailing police
officer in a big city In advising the
keeper of a lawbreaking liquor saloon
or a gambling house to contribute lib-
erally because he might incur ‘hostility
in certain quarters.’

*1f this langauge were proved against
the policeman he would be *tioved
from the force and as it is admitted
by the senator he should be removed
from the senate.” i

LABOR'S ATTITUDE IN THE

Keir Hardie, Socialist Member
of Parliament, Says Strike
Will Follow Declaration

New York, Sept. 2.—Keir Handie,
member of the British commons, who

tween BEngland and Germany, Mr.
Hardle said.

That 48, we want all engaged in steel
and iron industries, traneport workers,
etc., to quit work at once.

“This matter will: come up at the
next international Socialist congress.
Before I laft home I drafted a circular
containing this proposition, which will
be voted -om in ondér to find ouf
whether the wundons favor such @
strike. The, same thing is being done
in Germmany.” K :
