eThis is Thanksgiving Day. Have Can­

adians as a people anything to be thank­
ful for? They have1. Peace and plenty 
have been vouchsafed to them. Very few 
in these days realize how great a bless­
ing peace is. The British nation has 
enjoyed a very long period of almost un­
interrupted peace. The British people 
of these days, therefore, know nothing 
by experience of the cares, the anxieties, 
the sufferings and the burdens that a 
nation which is compelled to fight for 
its existence has to bear. We read of 
the “ horrors of war” without having 
any more than a very faint idea of the 
nature and the extent of those 
horrors. A wa,r which drains the 
life blood of a nation aad which 
wantonly and rapidly wastes its 
substance is a very great affliction, 
few, indeed, know how great. The 
people of Canada and of the rest of 
the British Empire have good reason to 
be thankful that they live in peace and 
are not called upon to make the sacri­
fices and bear the burdens that war re­
quires.

The blessings of plenty are many and 
great, and we Canadians enjoy a very 
large share of them. The harvest has 
been abundant and the great body of 
the people have either directly or indi­
rectly participated in its benefits. Want 
may almost be said to be unknown in 
Canada. There have been bad times it 
is true, and many workers could not 
always find employment, but such 
destitution as we read and hear of 
in other countries is 
found in the land we live in, 
and where it is found to exist there 
always large-hearted and open-handed 
persons at hand ready and e(ren eager to 
relieve it at all times. We do not believe 
that there is a country in the world in 
which the people as a whole enjoy more 
of the comforts of life and live more hap­
pily than do the inhabitants of the Do­
minion of Canada. This, if we are right, 
should surely be something to be thank­
ful for.

Our country is, in spite of all the 
croakers say, prosperous. The people of 
Canada are not sluggards. They are, on 
the contrary, industrious and energetic. 
They are continually improving their 
country and availing themselves of the 
richness of its natural resources. The im­
provements they make are, in the course 
of the year, in the aggregate, much greater 
than most people imagine. In British 
Columbia at this momentj>eople 
usually busy in developing its mineral 
wealth.

THE KAISER AND KRUGER.

It now appears that the congratula­
tory telegram sent to President Kruger 
by the German Emperor, on the occa­
sion of the defeat of Dr. Jameson’s raid­
ers, had no hidden significance. It was 
what it appeared to be—a message con­
gratulating the President at having de­
feated an invader and escaped what at a 
distance appeared to be a great danger. 
It was not intended to be either a snub 
to Great Britain or an encouragement to 
Kruger to take and to maintain a hostile 
attitude towards that country. It was 
Lord Lonsdale who made this statement, 
apparently on the authority of the Em­
peror William himself. It is also said that 
Kruger had previously asked the German 
Emperor to help him in case he had 
difficulty with England, and that the 
Emperor had refused to interfere. It 
will be remembered that there 
good deal said in England about the 
telegram to Kruger, and about the 
friendly attitude that the young Em­
peror was said to have assumed towards 
England. It now turns out that there 
were no grounds for believing? that the 
Emperor had any desire to attempt to 
check the expansion of the British Em­
pire in South Africa, and that the 
Kaiser, as far as the Transvaal trouble 
was concerned, had determined to follow 
the wise policy of minding his own busi­
ness.

Pv DUFFERIN AT BELFAST.
(London Times, Oct. 30.)

Lord Dufferin was entertained on 
Wednesday at a banquet by the Lord 
Mayor and citizens of Belfast. In re­
sponding to the toast of his health he 
alluded to the repeated occasions on 
which he had enjoyed the generous 
hospitality of the city, and said the pre­
sent was “ positively his last and final 
appearance ” on the stage of official life.
After commenting on the fact that every 
post to which a man could honorably 
aspire within the gift of the Crown was 
placed within the reach of any Irishman 
who was anxious to devote his talents 
to the service of the Queen, Lord Duf­
ferin proceeded tq give his hearers gome 
impressions derived from bis expérience 
in the diplomatic service. One of them 
was that Great Britain, thongh her rela­
tions with nearly all the other Powers 
were friendly and her feeling towards 
them one of almost unqualified good 
will, was by no means popular in 
Europe. He went on to sav :

The dockers strike threatens to extend 
from Hamburg to Bremen, where the 
men have announced that they will 
strike unless their employers concede an 
increase of wages by 6 o’clock to-night. 
The employers replied that they would 
give their decision in three days. There 
are now 5,500 Hamburg dockers out on 
strike, and the sailors are also disposed 
to strike for higher wages. The London 
Seamen’s Union has promised to sup­
port them financially and to refuse to 
discharge the cargoes of non-union ves­
sels arriving from Hamburg.

Owing to the strike of the dockyard 
laborers, the officials of the Hambnrg- 
America 1 line are diverting their freight 
and passenger trafic to the Bremen, 
Antwerp and Rotterdam companies, be­
longing to the North Atlantic SS. Co., 
who have undertaken all their liabil­
ities and contracts.

The King received the 
Duke and Duchess of Orleans this after­
noon.

In the lower house of the Hungarian 
diet the presiding officer referred briefly 
to the Millenium" celebrations and ex­
pressed the loyalty of the house to the 
crown. Baron Banffy, the premier, an­
nounced that Emperor Francis Joseph 
would formally open the diet on Thurs­
day next at the palace, whereupon De­
puty Komkalhy, a Kossuthist, stated 
that he and his friends could not attend 
the ceremony, adding that the King 
ought to open t^he diet in parliament 
house and not in the palace, over which 
the block and yellow flag of Austria 
waved.

General Sir H. Kitchener, com­
mander-in-chief of the Egyptian army, 
has started on his return to Cairo. He 
has had daily conferences with the of­
ficials of the w ar office for the last fort­
night, and returns to Egypt with in­
structions to have everything in readi­
ness for the Anglo-Egyptian Nile ex­
pedition to advance lrom Dongola to 
Berber and Khartoum in March next. 
The expedition will be strengthened by 
the addition of an armed steamer.

According to a dispatch from Seoul, 
the capital of Korea, a number of Korean 
officers have been arrested for plotting 
to seize the King and force him to re­
turn to the palace from the Russian le­
gation, where he sought refuge some 
time ago.

The grand jury yesterday handed in 
to Mr. Justice*McColl their presentment 
—one of the most important documents 
of the kind brought in for à long time, 
and dealing with a wide range of public 
questions. The court promised that 
matters touched upon should be brought 
to the attention of the proper authori­
ties. The presentment reads as follows :
To the Honorable Mr. Justice McColl, 

Presiding Judge:
My Lord:—The grand jury have the 

honor to submit for consideration, the 
flowing:

Point Ellice Bridge Disaster — The 
grand jury have given their best atten­
tion to the lucid and kindly remarks of 
His Lor Jship the Chief Justice upon this 
matter. They are unanimously of opin­
ion that to recommend any detailed 
course of action on the part of the city as 
one of the defendants, pending the de­
cision in the numerous suits now before 
the courts would be inadvisable. Other­
wise the grand jury would gladly have 
used their influence with the plaintiffs 
with a view to settle their various 
claims under the conciliatory method 
pointed out by His Lordship.

Bridge Inspection—In view of the 
disaster at Point Ellice, and that which 
might have been a disaster on the Esqui­
ntait & Nanaimo railway, and of the 
washing away of the Sooke and other 
bridges on the Mainland and elsewhere, 
t te renewal of which involves the expen­
diture of a large sum of money, the 
grand jury earnestly recommend that a 
properly qualified inspector be appoint­
ed by the provincial government, whose 
duty it shall be to .periodically inspect 
and report to the government upon all 
bridges on highways and railways with­
in the province.

Better Civic Government—It is gener­
ally conceded that the city of Victoxia 
has suffered in the past and does now 
suffer from ineficient administra­
tion of civic affairs. The fearful 
waste of money in jtast years, and the 
rapid increase of the civic debt, has 
moved the grand jury to consider what 
can be Hone to improve matters gener­
ally. Tney therefore suggest that the 
Municipal Act be so amended as to make 
it imperative :

1. That salaries to aldermen be dis­
allowed.

2. That the term for which aldermen 
shall be elected be as follows, (provided 
that the present system of ward repre­
sentation is continued) :

Three aldermen to be elected for each 
ward. The one receiving the highest 
number of votes (in each ward), to hold 
office for three years ; the next highest 
for two years, and the lowest for one 
year.

3. That the legislative and executive 
functions of the aldermen be separated.

4. That all civic officials, whose ser­
vice may be required, and who are ap­
pointed by the board of aldermen, 
shall hold office during good con­
duct. The object of the grand jury in 
the above recommendation is to prevent, 
as far as may be. undue interference in 
the conduct of public works, by well 
meaning members of the board whose 
technical knowledge may be inadequate.

5. That the local improvement sys­
tem be adopted by the city of Victoria. 
Under this system the making of all 
new streets, sidewalks, sewers and 
roadways would be at the expense of the 
property benefitted, and the general 
rate of taxation can then be very materi­
ally reduced. Enterprising .citizens 
would have an inducement to improve 
the streets on which their property is 
situated. Narrow lanes, irregular 
shaped streets, and narrow streets end­
ing in a cul-de-sac, could be extended, 
straightened out, widened and so im­
proved as to be a credit to the city.

Drainage of the,City of Victoria—The 
grand jury recommend that all property 
within the city having available and ef­
fective connection with the present sys­
tem of sewerage be assessed for cost of 
same, at so much per front foot, on the 
basis of the cost of an eight-inch pipe, 
the whole city bearing the cost of the 
large mains. The assessment could be 
paid at once, or spread over a number of 
years, and as the money came in from 
this source it should be devoted to a fund 
to be used for extending the sewerage sys­
tem to the rest of the city, until ultimate­
ly the whole city would be properly sewer­
ed. This was the plan agreed upon by the 
council which borrowed the last money 
for sewerage purposes, but it has not 
been carried out, the whole city at pre­
sent being taxed for the sinking fund 
and interest for the money already bor­
rowed, whilst only the sewered portion 
of the city derives any benefit from the 
sewerage system. This is clearly unjust.

Dominion List of Voters—The grand 
jury recommended that the Dominion 
list of voters be so amended that no 
name shall appear on more than one 
list in any electoral district.

Bribery by hiring of hacks in elections 
—The grand jury also strongly recom­
mend that the Dominion, Provincial and 
Municipal election acts be so amended 
as to preclude the hiring of hacks by 
candidates or their agents, for the pur­
pose of convening voters to the polls.

Admiralty House—Jn view of the fact 
that EsqUimalt harbor is now strongly 
fortified ; that it is the headquarters of 
Her Majesty’s fleet, and that it ie under­
stood the fleet ie to be materially aug­
mented, and the ships are to remain 
longer than formerly in the harbor, the 
grand jury respectfully recommend that 
the provincial government do acquire by 
purchase or otherwise, a site suitable for 
an Admiralty house, and transfer said 
site to Her Majesty’s government for 
this purpose.

New Bridge to Esquimalt—The grand 
jury recommend, before any money be 
expended upon this work, that a thor­
ough and exhaustive investigation shall 
be made by the city council with a view 
of determining, amongst other import­
ant points, the best and shortest road to 
Esquimalt, which is the headquarters of 
Her Majesty’s naval and military forces.

His Lordship in the follow­
ing judgment declared that Lawrence 
had that right and fixed the trial for 
to-day. This is the first time the point 
has been raised in this province, and the 
judgment is a most important one ac­
cordingly. "It is as follows :

‘1 The accused having been charged be­
fore the police magistrate of the city of 
Victoria with having obtained certain 
property under false pretences, was by 
him on the 12th day of November inst.— 
to use his own language as appeared 
from the proceedings—‘ bound over to 
answer any charge that might be brought 
against him at the next court of compe­
tent jurisdiction.’ I understand that 
the accused thereupon entered into a 
recognizance with sureties in form con­
ditioned for hie appearance at the next 
sitting of the Court of Assize for this 
county and his surrender into custody to 
take his trial if any indictment should 
be found against him by the grand jury 
at such sitting.

“It appears that the accused,before the 
holding of such court, intimated to 
counsel for the Crown thmintention to 
elect for speedy trial, but that the right 
to do so in the circumstances was ques­
tioned, and on the 19th instant no form­
al application for speedy trial having 
been made, the grand jury found an in­
dictment against the accused in respect 
of the said charge. The accused then 
applied to me, in this court, for leave to 
elect for speedy trial, Mr. Helmcken,
Q C., and Mr. Mills appearing for him.

“ Mr. Cassidy, who appeared for the 
Crown, stated that he did not wish to

Whatever course is taken 
by the magistrate the accused, if out on 
bail, may be surrendered up by his sure­
ties. Then why may he not surrender 
himself for the purpose of being tried, 
without awaiting the action of the grand 
jury, and having been taken into custody 
because of his having been charged with 
the offence, and being kept there with a 
view to hie trial upon the charge, why is 
the right to elect to be denied him?

“ If the practice which has obtained is 
correct, I think that the weight of reason 
is in favor of its adoption in cases like 
the present one.

“A construction which would place 
an accused in a worse position when the 
evidence against him is slight than if 
overwhelming and would permit a 
magistrate, if so inclined, to deprive the 
accused of the right to elect in any case 
is not, of course, one from which I 
ought to shrink merely because 
of such _ actual or possible result, 
but it is proper to consider pos­
sible consequences in determining tbe 
question.

Ald; Wilson objected to the resolu­
tion as not the proper method of reach­
ing the object sought, while unnecessar­
ily delaying the regular business of the 
city.

Ald. Humphrey supported the motion 
as emphasizing the position of the board.

Ald. Cameron shared Aid. Wilson’s 
view of the matter, as also did Aid. 
Glover.

The resolution was lost on a division, 
and Aid. Macmillan and Humphrey 
thereupon left the council chamber.

Business then proceeded without in­
terruption. Several small appropria­
tions from the finance committee 
passed without debate ; Wm. Fairbairn 
was granted admission to the Old Men’s 
Home; and the park committee was 
authorized to sell one of the bears now 
in the Beacon Hill pit.

“ The fact, is,” explained Aid. Glover,

The streets committee’s report, also 
adopted, directed that communications 
be referred to the city engineer, for re­
port; from Thos. Speed, complaining of 
damage to property by overflow ; from 
Capt. S. Williams and others asking for 
a box drain on Ellice street ; from A. F. 
Barham, asking to have an alleged ob­
struction removed from Beacon and St. 
Andrews streets ; from S. Leiser, com­
plaining of the flooding of big business 
premises ; and from Dr. Verrinder and 
others, urging the necessity of a drain on 
the lower aide of Rockland avenue. The 
committee also advised the laying of 630 
feet of sidewalk on the" north side of 
Herald street.

Two tenders for the removal of garbage 
were received, from Swinerton & Oddy, 
at the same price • as the present 
tract, and from C. J. Piper, who neg­
lected to comply with the condition of 
tender requiring the deposit of a check. 
It was decided to file the tenders and 
continue the end of the year under the 
present arrangement.

Aid. Williams moved, seconded by 
Aid. Wilson, that the council respect­
fully direct the attention of the Hon. 
the Minister of Public Works to the sug­
gestion made by Mr. Thomas Sorbv re 
the improvement of Victoria harbor, 
with the recommendation that every 
possible effort be made to carry the same 
into effect. The mover remarked that 
the desirability of having Victoria har­
bor improved would be recognized with­
out debate, and that the carrying out of 
harbor improvements upon the plan 
suggested by Mr. Sorbv would unques­
tionably be of great benefit to the city, 
increasing its shipping prestige and 
recognized advantages. The increased 
annual expenditure of $198,000 was of 
course a large item to be considered, but 
as Mr. Sorby explained, there would 
doubtless be a greatly increased revenue 
in harbor dues, etc., if the improvements 
proposed were carried out. In bringing 
this motion forward he simply wished 
to put the matter in the proper channel 
for the advancement of Victoria’s, har­
bor interests being secured.

The motion passed unopposed.
The only other business of the evening 

—and one of the first items discussed— 
came in the form of a communication 
from the Province bespeaking for that 
paper a share of the city advertising 
patronage. Aid. Marchant moved the 
reference of the matter to the printing 
committee, and Aid. Williams explained 
that the committee, if the two other 
members had not changed their minds, 
were of opinion that advertising in the 
two daily papers was quite sufficient. 
This would, he felt sure, be the answer 
of the committee.

Ald. Humphrey remarked that there 
were a few by-laws last year that it did 
not matter if no one saw. These were 
given to the Province, and this might 
occur again.

Hon. Mr. Peters entirely agreed with 
the learned counsel for the United 
States as to how this question must be 
approached and expressed appreciation 
of the mariner in which Hon. Mr. Dick­
enson had spoken, but he differed with 
that gentleman as to the question raised 
concerning citizenship and ownership. 
At present, however, he had nothing to 
say on that point, though it would be 
discussed in due time. The question 
now to be settled was, were the cases to 
be taken separately. It was not 
a matter of counsel that there 
should be a s’tting at San Francisco. By 
the terms of the convention the question 
as to whether there should be a sitting 
at San Francisco depended, not on the 
counsel but on the commissioners. He 
never for a moment meant to insist that 
witnesses from San Francisco should be 
brought here, but if the British case 
were to be all closed Here and the United 
States were not to put in their case till 
the commission went to San Francisco, 
then the commission might have to 
come back here to hear evidence in re­
buttal, and that would mean a great deal 
of unnecessary inconvenience and would 
not place the British casein such a posi­
tion as it should be. He entirely agreed 
with his learned friend that it 
matter of congratulation that they had 
here an opportunity to present ’ their 
case before men whose large experience 
and judicial qualities enabled counsel to 
say that the questions would be decided 
according to the principles of law, justice 
and equity.

Hon. Mr. Dickinson thought he had 
been somewhat misunderstood jn his 
argument. He had not meant to say 
that all the cases must be put in at 
once, but where the cases were so inter­
woven as they were here it would not do 
for the United States to give notice to­
morrow of its attack upon witnesses who 
next day may be produced 
claiin. It was not a meeting on the 
testimony of two governments, but 
the testing in a sealing country of hostile 
witnesses. That test was made on the 
supposition that these claims were not 
reliable, and it might be assumed 
that the United 
contend that some of 
are supported by evidence unworthy of 
credit. The gentleman on the counsel 
for the other side (Sir Charles Hibbert 
Tupper), who was present at Paris and 
to whose efforts it was largely due that 
the United States came out loser there 
(laughter) was aware of the class of testi­
mony and what were the witnesses, to 
be produced, eo that it was unfair to ask 
the counsel for Hel* Majesty with these 
facilities to say what their claims were 
in order that the United States could 
meet their claims.

The matter rested here and the com­
mission adjourned after counsel for Her 
Majesty had stated that all statements 
of claim would be filed this morning ex­
cept tiat of the schooner Wanderer, 
wuuse owner has not yet arrived in town 
but-who Will be here shortly.

were Yesterday the Behring Sea claims 
commission appointed to decide the 
amount of compensation due under the 
findings of the Paris tribunal, for illegal 
seizures of sealers by the United States, 
held their first sitting. The room in 
which they met was the old Legislative 
chamber and at 3 o’clock, the hour ap­
pointed for the opening of the commis­
sion, there were quite a number of visi­
tors present, including Lieut.-Governor 
Dewdney, Premier Turner, and the 
members of the provincial cabinet and 
Senator Mclnnes, while among the 
ladies were those of both the American 
and Canadian parties.

Mr. Justice King, the British 
missioner, and Mr. Justice Putnam, 
representing the United States, took 
their seats at a table placed where the 
Speaker’s chair used to be. Counsel for 
the United States occupied the table on 
the floor of the house to the right of the 
commissioners, and the Canadian coun­
sel a similar one to the left.

Mr. Justice King opened the proceed­
ings by declaring the commission open, 
saying that the commissioners had been 
duly sworn to do their duty impartially, 
and that they had appointed as secretary 
Mr. Chandler P. Anderson of the New 
York bar.

Then the secretary proceeded to read 
the other formal announcements as to 
the counsel appointed to represent the 
United States and Her Majesty respect­
ively, and Mr. Justice King requested 
the secretary to convey to the provincial 
government the thanks of the commis­
sioners for the arrangements made for 
their convenience.

The counsel for the two countries' are 
as follows :

For Her Majesty: Hon. F. Peters, 
Q.C., premier and attorney-general of 
Prince Edward Island, senior counsel ; 
Mr. T. L. Berque, Q.C., Montreal, asso­
ciate counsel ; Mr. E. V. Bod well, Vic­
toria, junior counsel and agent.

For the United States: Hon. Don. M. 
Dickinson, Detroit, senior counsel ; Mr. 
Robert Lansing, Watertown, New York, 
associate counsel.

Hon. Mr. Peters stated that Sir Charles 
Hibbert Tupper would be associated with 
the council for Her Majesty, as though 
specially retained by persons interested 
in the matter, counsel could only be 
recognized as representing the respective 
countries.

Hon. Mr. Dickinson, senior counsel 
for the United States, intimated to the 
commissioners that Mr. Charles B. 
Warren, of Detroit, would be associated 
with the United States counsel “for such 
duties as may be assigned him.”

The next preliminary settled was the 
appointment of Messrs. J. P. Clay, of 
Portland, and T. P. Owens, of Ottawa, 
as stenographers, and of Messrs. T.„ R. 
Mclnhes and Small as clerks, after 
which with the assent of counsel on 
both sides, the hours of holding sessions 
daily were fixed at 10 a.m. to 1 p.m., 
and from 2 p.m. to 4 p.m.

Hon. Mr. Peters then read a list of 
rules which had been drawn up as sug­
gestions to the commissioners for carry­
ing on the procedure. They followed, 
he said, those formerly used bv Canada 
and the United States at Halifax. The 
counsel on both sides practically agreed 
on all but one of these rules, the differ­
ence between them being "that the 
United States counsel wished the Cana­
dian cases to be all put • in at 
once, while the Canadian 
sel wished to deal with 
case separately. It would be unfair, Mr, 
Peters urged, to ask the British side to 
put in all their evidence first and allow 
the United States to keep back all their 
evidence till then.

Hon. Mr. Dickinson, in reply, said 
that the only real difference between 
counsel was, as Hon. Mr. Peters had 
stated, on one rule. Her Majesty’s gov­
ernment had claimed a certain sum of 
money for damage suffered by her sub­
jects in Behring sea by reason of unlaw­
ful seizures made by the government of 
the United States. A list of these 
claims would be submitted and dealt 
with by the commission, and it would 
be against the whole theory of the com­
mission to hold that the government of 
the United States should close its case 
in defense in Victoria. The theory of 
the convention was that the testimony 
to establish and verify the claims of 
Great Britain should be putin in Victoria, 
but that the defence for the United 
States might be put in in San Fran­
cisco, and it was to give that opportun­
ity that the commission was given 
power to sit at San Francisco. 
Sitting here at Victoria it would be im­
possible to compel witnesses to attend 
here from San Francisco. At the Paris 
tribunal it was apparent that there was 
a very great difference in the testimony, 
and it was for the purpose of giving op­
portunity of examining witnesses orally 
and cross-examining them to test them 
that the present commission was ap­
pointed. Even then the United States 
would in the nature of the case have to 
deal with hostile witnesses, sitting hqye 
as they did in the midst of a sealing 
country, and the same disadvantage 
would be found at San Francisco. A 
question that would arise, too, was whe­
ther property claimed tohavèbeen seized 
was "in fact the property of British 
subjects, or, on the other hand, was 
the property of citizens of the United 
States who Under cover of the British 
flag defied the laws of their own country 
were caught at it, and their property 
seized. That was to be decided. But as 
to the mein question, the United States 
was as anxious as was Her Majesty to 
fix the sum of compensation to tie paid, 
and that as qicklv as possible. The 
United States did not dispute the liabil­
ity, and as soon as it could be agreed

In the Portland Oregonian of a recent 
date is chronicled the report of the 
tablishment of a new steamship line to 
be operated between the Pacific North­
west and Australia. This new enterprise 
will be inaugurated about the middle of 
next month when the first vessel will be 
dispatched from Portland. Mr. F. C. 
Davidge, of the firm of Davidge & Co., 
general agent of the O.R. & N. line, 
which vessels ply between Victoria, 
Portland and Asiatic points, is now in 
the Web-foot city making arrangements 
for the scheme of which he is one of the 
principal promoters. He has already, 
savs the Oregonian, secured for the in­
itial trip the British steamship Aswanly, 
a fine modern vessel of 3,535 tons gross 
register, and with a carrying capacity of 
5,140 tone. The Aswanly is a steel 
steamer, built at Sunderland in 1894. 
Her dimentions are : Length 345 feet, 
beam 44 feet, depth of hold 19 feet. She 
has powerful machinery and is fitted 
throughout with all modern conveni­
ences. The steamer is now en route to 
Portland from Hiogo. Already a large 
quantity of freight has been ' promised 
the agents. At present the products of 
Oregon and Washington are sent to Aus­
tralia by way of San Francisco, and the 
trade from there has grown to such pro­
portions that steamers sailing from 
the latter port have had considerable 
difficulty in handling all the freight 
offered. The company are ready to 
place as many steamers in the service as 
the trade demands. There has, of course, 
been no schedule arranged for the pro­
posed line, put it is expected that this 
part of the business will be conducted 
verv much on a line with that of the 
0. R. A N. steamers, having Victoria 
port of call on the in and out voyages 
and Comox as a coaling station. As 
will be remembered the O. R. & N. Co. 
is the last in the field of competion for 
Oriental trade, and how well they have 
succeeded is evidenced by the quantities 
of freight which their vessels have been 
obliged to leave behing through lack of 
space on every recent trip. With the 
new enterprise consummated, Victoria’s 
communication with the Antipodes will 
rank—like that of her Oriental 
nection—as the best on the Coast.

The Great Northern’s Japanese steam­
ship Kiushiu Marn, held at Seattle for 
200 Chinese passengers from the East, 
who were delayed by washouts, left 
Seattle Sunday morning for Yokohama 
with a full cargo.

On Saturday last the new Northern 
Pacific liner McDuff sailed from Yoko- 
kama, inward bound, with a very heavy 
cargo. The Olympic, of the same line, 
is announced to leave Victoria on Thurs­
day.

On the information of Mr. Herbert 
Kent, managing member of the firm of 
M. W. Waitt & Co., a warrant was is­
sued last night and placed in the hands 
of the police for the arrest of H. George 
Lincoln, who for some years past has 
been in Mr. Kent’s employ. He left the 
city, it is supposed by the Sound steam­
er, Saturday night, and Mr. Kent made 
the unpleasant discovery yesterday that 
upwards of $150 disappeared from his 
safe about the same time.

NThese temporary workmen at the lake 
are, it appears, in need of frequent pay­
ments, and for their convenience the 
council at a recent meeting decided that 
their wages should be given them week­
ly—each Friday afternoon at the works. 
They were not so paid last Friday, and 
the matter coming to the attention of 
Aid. Marchant he made inquiries of the 
water commissioner and the city treas­
urer, by whom he was informed that 
they bad received no instructions. On 
the motion to adopt a report from the 
finance committee recommending appro­
priations to the amount of $3,799, he 
last night asked the Mayor for an ex­
planation.

His Worship replied that the work­
men had been obliged to come into 
town on Saturday aiternoon, owing to 
bad weather, and had then received their 
pay at the city hall. He did not know 
that there would be anything to prevent 
their receiving their pay this week on 
Friday at the works.

Ald. Marchant did not think this ex­
planation satisfactory by any means. 
The council had decided upon a certain 
course in regard to the payment of these 
men, and it was not by the favor of the 
Mayor, by any means," that they should 
be so paid. His Worship plainly mis­
understood the functions of his 
office, and had again exceeded the 
powers vested in him. The failure to 
instruct the proper officers to carry out 
the expressed wishes of the council in 
this regard constituted in his mind a 
gross dereliction of duty on the part of 
the Mayor, and no language of his (Aid. 
Marchant’s) could properly express the 
indignation he felt At the insult offered 
by the Mayor to the council in this re­
gard. He submitted that the Mayor had 
been guilty of an act in the direction of 
the destruction of the legislative func­
tions of the council ; if His Worship was 
right in his position the council might as 
well retire and allow him to assume the 
entire direction of the city’s affairs.

“ I don’t know that anything has 
happened that should so vex you,” His 
Worship replied, “the men received 
their money last wedk and will this.” 
(To Aid. Macmillan, who had interject­
ed a question)—“ That resolution was 
simply an expression of opinion as to 
the carrying out of functions resting by 
statute in the Mayor.”

Ald. Glover held that in this case 
the Mayor had certainly exceeded the 
rights of his office and had pursued a 
course to which he felt bound to decided­
ly object.

Ald. Cameron, too, protested. The 
Mayor, he pointed out, produced no 
authority in support of this remarkable 
action, nor did he think that justifica­
tion for such a course could be found. 
He believed in paying working men once 
a week whenever possible, and saw no 
valid reason why the wish of the council 
in the present instance shonld not pre­
vail. The aldermen I were a unit in 
their opinion ; the Mayor stood alone. 
And surely the decision of the nine 

. should prevail.
“ All this is out of order you must 

know,” interposed His Worship. “ I 
am allowing you every latitude, but you 
must realize it is quite out of order.”"

Ald. Humphrey' held that it was the 
Mayor who had been ont of order in op­
posing the expressed wish of the council 
in a matter to which no reasonable ob­
jection could be raised. It was a hard­
ship that the men should have been 
obliged to come in from the lake last 
Saturday ; they had done so, he learned, 
at great inconvenience, as their families 
in town were actually suffering from the 
want of household necessaries. He asked 
for an authority from His Worship in 
support of his “ extraordinary action.”

The Mayor referred to page 4, section 
11 of the Municipal clauses act—the ap­
plicability of which was immediately 
challenged by Aid. Cameron and Mac­
millan.

Ald. Partridge expressed surprise at 
the action of the Mayor, and

Ald. Wilson asked, “ to put the whole 
thing in a nutshell—are these men to be 
paid at the works next Friday?”

“ I have no reason to believe that they 
will not,” replied the Mayor.

Ald. Macmillan refused to accept this 
explanation as sufficient, or to vote “for 
any expenditure of the people’s money 
until we ascertain if we are under the 
thumb of an autocrat or not.”

The motion passed without his vote, 
however, the Mayor remarking that he 
“ should have been ashamed to serve as 
an alderman two years, and not know 
more as to tne powers of an alderman 
and the functions of the mayor.”

Ald. Marchant thought that he did 
know something of the functions of the 
mayor and where those functions ended. 
For this reason he moved an adjourn­
ment until Tuesday (this) evening, in 
-order that the council might learn by 
what authority the Mayor had seen fit to 
negative the expressed wish of the coun­
cil. If His Worship was correct in this 
instance there was no necessity for or 
vaine in the existence of the aldermanie 
board.

Ald. Partridge seconded the resolu­
tion to adjourn—not that he wished to 
shirk the business of the week, but be­
cause he sought an assurance that the 
wishes of the council would be respected.

Ald. Macmillan preferred to return 
to the people rather than bow down to 
such unjustifiable rulings as come from 
MaVor Beaven. If the Mayor assumed

Q612-R-W mIf James Kelly, who came here from 
Singapore es acting second mate of the 
Speke, can be located by the police of 
this province or of Puget "Sound, he will, 
it is said, shortly be brought to face a 
charge of attempted murder in connec­
tion with which is woven a story of 
fiendish cruelty, malignity and cold,"de­
liberate intention to destroy a human 
life that has fortunately few parallels if 
any in the marine records of this part of 
the world. At last information Kelly 
had fled to Tacoma to escape arrest, but 
so serious is the charge and so direct the 
evidence against him that instructions 
have been given to the police of each of 
the Sound cities to run him down if 
possible ; and if apprehended under the 
American flag he will be brought back 
to British soil by extradition proceed­
ings to answer for his misdeeds on ship­
board. In the meantime the master of 
the Speke has declared him a deserter, 
and has shipped another second officer.

Kelly was picked up at Singapore and 
early in the voyage across manifested an 
inclination to treat all forward, as one of 
their number put it, “ just a little worse 
than dogs and a shade better than 
Chinamen.” James Holland, an able 
seaman of the better class, was the ob­
ject of his special and most ungracious 
attentions, his cruelties toward this man 
being apparently studied and systematic. 
Finally, according to three or four of the 
crew who witnessed the occurrence with 
horror, he ordered Holland out on the 
jibboom on some pretext during fairly 
rough weather on the 26th of September, 
the next moment knocking him off by 
drawing past him quickly a portion of 
the forward running gear. ’

Poor Holland fell but caught with his 
hands at the jibboom, clasping it and 
calling out dor aid. Instead of assisting 
him Kelly is charged with having walk­
ed out on the jibboom, holding to the 
gear, and stamped with his booted heels 
upon Holland’s hands to compel him to 
let go Ilia chance for life. This he fin­
ally did, falling, not into the sea how­
ever, but in part of the loose jib, which 
held him until the other officers, run­
ning up, rescued him.

On arrival in Royal Roads the men 
had the brutal officer summoned to ap­
pear in Magistrate Baynes Reed’s court 
at Esquimalt, charging common assault, 
but intending to present the accusation 
of attempted murder later in the pro­
ceedings. Kelly decamped on receiving 
the summons, and the officers have not 
yet been able to execute the warrant for 
attempted murder which next issued.

What has long been cherished as a 
hope became a reality at yesterday after­
noon’s meeting of the sealing men of the 
city, held in the council chamber of the 
board of trade. There was a large and 
very representative attendance of those 
principally identified with British Col­
umbia’s distinctive industry, and the 
object achieved was the formation of a 
sealing association, whereby the industry 
can be more advantageously prosecuted 
in the future. All «ere in favor of this, 
but where the difference of opinion 
arose, preventing hitherto the consum­
mation of the scheme, was in the differ­
ent opinions entertained as to its prac­
ticability, threatening even yesterday 
the success of the project. The most 
immediate and direct result looked for 
from the perfection of organization is the 
putting an end to the almost constant 
trouble experienced in the securing of 
Indian crews, occasioned sometimes by 
the natives themselves, but more fre­
quently by the jealousy manifested by 
competing captains in their endeavors to 
secure the best hunters.

At yesterday’s meeting, Mr. R. Sea- 
brook, of R. P. Rithet & 
Co., Ltd., presided, and Mr. R. Hall, 
acted as secretary. The minutes of a 
previous meeting were read, and then 
was submitted the very delicate pro­
posed line of action framed, as it was 
honed, so as to accord with the general 
views of all. Of course it took some 
considerable time to overcome all objec­
tions, but the prospectus was eventually 
passed with few modifications. First it 
was presented as a whole ; then clause 
by clause was taken up, pulled to pieces 
and adopted. The whole, however, as 
agreed to reads thus :

IOne of the noteworthy features of the 

proceedings of the Behring Sea claims 
commission up to the present time was 
the reference of the Hon. Mr. Dickinson, 
senior counsel for the States, to the 
Canadian council. After compliment­
ing the British government on the ap­
pointment of Messrs. Peters, Beique, and 
Bodwell, he said, referring to Sir Hib- 
bert Tapper :

“ Certainly Her Majesty’s counsel 
must be ready by this time to verify 
their claims. There has just been added 
to the names of the distinguished coun­
sel representing Her Majesty, that of Sir 
Charles Hibbert Tapper. He was the 
agent of Her Majesty’s government be­
fore the Paris tribunal and to bis efforts 
largely, the United States came out a 
loser. If any man on the lace of the 
earth is in a position to know what the 
claims of Her Britanic Majesty’s govern­
ment are he is the man.”

The Hon. Mr. Dickinson was arguing 
in support of his contention that all the 
British claims should be put in, before 
he, as counsel for the United States 
should present bis evidence. Mr. Dick­
inson’s references to"" the counsel retain­
ed by the British government were 
most complimentary.

Mr. Peters, Q.C., the senior counsel 
for Canada, was born in Prince Edward 
Island, and after becoming a lawver 
there, studied in London and was gradu­
ated from the Inner Temple.

Mr. Beique, Q.C., is perhaps the most 
distinguished of the advocates at the 
Quebec bar.

The forest and fishing wealth, ship- 
44 ping, the sealing industry, agriculture, 

railways, imports and exports are all 
dealt with. While the imports show a 
large annual increace, and the contribu­
tions of the province to the common 
treasury in duties and inland revenue 
reach upwards of $1,700,000, it is more 
satisfactory to note the exports have ex­
ceeded those of any previous year, and 
approximate $10,500,000.

Now that the population of the coun­
try is likely to rapidly increase chiefly 
by reason of its mining attractions, agri­
culture will doubtless receive more at­
tention than heretofore, and furnish its 
share of the more permanent class of 
settlers so desirable in a new country. 
In this connection it might be pointed 
out that, apart from agricultural pro­
ducts bought by British Columbia in 
Eastern Canada, estimated for one year 
at $1,500,000 in value, the province actu­
ally imported from foreign coun­
tries for the year ending June 30, 1895, 
products of agriculture and its branches, 
such as can be produced within the coun­
try, amounting in value to $740,000, and 
paid duty thereon $198,000.

The lands of the lower Fraser river, 
besides many other desirable locations 
-on the Mainland and Vancouver Island, 
will probably now be taken advantage 
of, and if the large outgo for produce can 
be checked by successful agricultural 
pursuits, the gain to the country is diffi­
cult to estimate. A British province of 
nearly 400,000 square miles in area, 
possessing such an immense variety of 
resources and unrivalled climate, is but 
practically only on tne eve of develop­
ment. With all these great advantages 
there can hardly be a shadow of doubt 
as to the future of what is now looked 
upon as the gem of the Dominion.

The steamer San Benito, from Tacoma 
to San Francisco, went ashore seven 
miles north of Point Arena on Sunday 
morning.

Boats were 
lowered, but one capsized immediately 
with 5 men in it, four of whom were 
drowned. Another boat with four of the 
crew capsized nine times, losing two men. 
The other two, by heroic means, reached 
shore. Daylight found the rest of the 
crew clinging to the rigging. Such a 
heavy sea was running that it was im­
possible to render assistance. The 
drowned are; John Sherman, messboy ; 
W. E. Condon, second assistant en­
gineer, married ; O. W. Scott, first as­
sistant engineer, married ; Michael 
Pendergast, coal passer; the other two 
are not known. The steamer Point 
Arena reached the scene at 11 o’clock in 
the morning, sent out a boat, and by 
great bravery and skilled seaman­
ship, rescued seven men. In making 
a second trip the boat was almost 
swamped and was compelled to abandon 
all efforts on account of the great break­
ers washing over the wreck. A sailor 
was washed overboard and reached shore 

He was revived by a 
doctor on the beach. Both parts of the 
ship are fast in the sand fifty feet apart, 
the vessel being firmly held by a heavy 
cargo. In all thirteen men have been 
rescued.

Colling wood, Nov. 24. — William 
Thomas, aged 18, was drowned in the 
bay by upsetting the canoe in which he 
was out duck shooting.

The J. A. Lawrence case,’ which has 
been t bsorbing so much of the public at­
tention for the past few weeks, 
brought to a conclusion yesterday. 
Having heard all the evidence, Mr. Jus­
tice McColl in the forenoon adjourned 
the court until 6 p.m., when he delivered 
judgment, the court room being thronged 
with people anxious to hear the decision. 
In the judgment His Lordship expressed 
himself upon the case as follows ;

“ I have since the adjournment read 
over my notes of the evidence and the 
exhibits and have carefully considered 
the arguments of counsel, who very 
fully analysed the evidence ; but I have 
not found any reason to change the 
opinion which I formed as the case pro­
ceeded. I do not think that I would be 
serving any useful purpose by summing 
up the evidence, in the view which I 
take of the result at which I ought to 
arrive, and I purposely abstain from do­
ing so because of other proceedings 
which ire open totfle prosecution.

“Captain" McCallum gave the most 
circumstantial account of the transac­
tion, and I did not see anything in his 
evidence or his manner of giving it to 
lead me to think him eapable of wilfully 
giving false evidence, though he is ap­
parently a man of strong feeling and 
prejudices.

“ On the other hand the accused pos­
itively denied the charges against, him 
and was not seriously shaken in cross- 
examination. He was also supported in 
his denial by the evidence of a number 
of witnesses, some of whom at least ap­
pealed quite disinterested. The 
for the Crown as to the question at issue 
rests almost wholly on the evidence of 
Capt. McCallum.

“ There was much stated in the evi­
dence for the defence which I could not 
take as satisfactorily established in the 
face of the other evidence, if that were 
the question for me to decide; but 
though I do not think that the evidence 
for the Crown, and especially that of 
Capt. McCallum, is fairly open to ill the 
observations made by Mr. Bodwell (for 
the defence) yet after making 
allowance for such discrepancies as are 
invariab'y found in all evidence, how­
ever trustworthy, and after discarding 
much which seems to me immaterial, 
yet there remains a îesiduum material 
to the issue, and particularly in the 
written portion of the evidence, as to 
which I am not satisfied with the ex-, 
planation attempted to be given, haviqg 
regard to some of the evidence for the 
defence ; and I cannot do other than 
find the charge not proven.

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THE “ ROUND HILL ” TRAGEDY.

Mr. A. C. McCallum, the chief owner 
and manager for the. Bozedown Silver 
Mining Co,, (foreign) arrived in Victoria 
last evening from Reveletoke, which 
town he reports as greatly excited over 
the recent discoveries of gold quartz at 
Ground Hog basin, 60 miles away, in the 
Big Bend country.

It was the mine in which Mr. McCal­
lum is chiefly interested, the Round Hill 
mine near Illecillewaet, that was the 
scene recently of an explosion costing 
the lives of Chris. Miller and J. Berger 
the latter a married man and the head 
of a numerous family. The two men 
were alone in camp at the time and how 
the fatality occurred can only be sur­
mised.

A packer taking in supplies from Ille- 
cillewaet, five miles away, could find no 
trace of the mine buildings—only un­
broken snow over two feet deep. He 
returned deeply mystified and Mr. 
A., G» M. Potts, th© co-manager 
ing the truth, went up at once, 
with a party of ten men. After trouble­
some search they found poor Miller’s 
head and some fragments of flesh, which 
were given decent burial ; ho trace of 
Berger s remains were discoverable The 
supposition is that the two men had 
taken the explosive from the tunnel, 
where it was usually kept, to the house 
for the purpose of thawing it out, the 
tragedy resulting in some mysterious 
way.

THAT COMMISSION.

Is it not a little singular that since the 
general election nothing has been heard 
of the Commission to inquire into the 
state of education in Manitoba? While 
the election was going on, a great deal 
was heard about the necessity of ân in­
quiry before a step could be taken 
towards the settlement of the school 
question. The necessity of inquiry was 
one of Mr. Laurier’s strong points, in 
fact, his only strong point in dealing with 
that question. If he should be returned 
to power, one of his first acts would be 
to appoint a Commission to investigate 
and to collect the information 
which the Government needed, in 
order to negotiate with the Manitobans 
intelligently. The Premier, if our 
memory serves us, went so far as to 
name the gentleman who should con­
duct the inquiry. The Hon. Mr. Mowat 
was selected for that very important 
work. But this promise, like many 
others, was not performed. The Com­
mission was not appointed, Mr. Mowat 
was nôt sent to Manitoba. Inquiries 
were, no doubt, made, but they were 
not of the nature indicated by Mr. 
Laurier in hie speeches. From all that 
can be learned and inferred they pir- 
took largely of the nature implied in the 
question, “ How much ”? An emissary 
was sent to Winnipeg, but it
was not the Hon. Mr. Mowat. 
Mr. J. Israel Tarte, it was
thought, would serve the Government’s 
purposes better then the veteran Ontario 
statesman, and he doubtless did. The 
settlement was made without the aid of 
the promised Commission of Inquiry. 
That settlement was most likely a case 

' of “ the least said the soonest mended.”
The Government w£\p peculiarly for­

tunate in dealing with that question. 
One section of its supporters were dur­
ing the whole election campaign con­
tinually crying out, “Hands Off Man­
itoba.” Yet, as soon as the Liberals 
were elevated to power, they laid their 
hands on Manitoba and kept them there 
in a very peculiar manner until 
the settlement of the school ques­
tion was proclaimed.
