OUR OITY VOLUNTEERS.

We bear frequent complaints made by
the officers commanding the city corps that
it is difficult to recruit the desirable class of
men into their regiments, It is also s
source of complaint that it is more difficult
still to obtain s regular attendsnce of the
men at their regimental and recruit drills,
Occasionally s large turn-out is seen, par-
ticularly in the case of the Queen’s Own,
but frequently we have seen very slim mus-
ters even in this crack corps. In the case
of the Grenadiers this is more evident, and
all the more to be wondered at. The men
that compose the former regiment sre such
as have numerous attractions in the shape
of parties, meetings, etc., to keep them
away from their parades. The latter regi-
ment hias always been, and, no doubt, al-
ways, will be composed of the workiag ciass
of men, chiefly mechanics and laborers,
who, ss s general rule, bave not the same
allurements to t{ko their attention from
drill.

In what better way could the men of
either class spend an evening a week than
amongtheircomradesin arms,expanding their
chests and developing their muscles at a good
regimental drill, or at s march out with
first-class band of music. If anyone takes
s walk on any evening of the week along
Yonge, King or Queen streets he may pass
loafers at the street cormers or ]ounghjg
along the sidewalks, young men enough to
form a whole battalion of ten companies if
they could only be induced to turn their
attention in that direction, These are the
very men who could and should, for their
own good and that of the city, spend their
time at least for one or two evenings in a
week at the drill shed under the control of
officers who are willing and able to instruct
them in the different requirements of s
soldier. The officers go to great personal
expense and inconvenience to bring their
different corps to s state of proficency, and
the least they can expect is that the young
men of the city will back them up by not
only filling up the places at present vacant
but by attending every drill of the season,
