Ve cipal Grant in an article published
in}t‘ﬁe \geﬁ:k bt correctly and rather forcib-
ly the relations of the C. P. R. company and
the gﬁnndlnn government. The Rev. Princi-
p nnot be suspected of a wish to hurt or to
misrepresent the government. Indeed his as-
sertion is that any government which made a
contract with any company to complete such
a work must be as submissive and as subservi-
ent fo that company as the .present govern-
ment is to the present C. P. R. company. He
quite approves of having thd completion of the
road entrusted to this compgny, and thinks it
matters little what the terms of the contract
were. The people, he alleges, were all in favor
of having the road built by a company, and

. That being the case, whenevera company
with sufficient financial strcngxlg had con-
tracted with the government to build the road
criticism of the details of the bargain was
little better than shooting arrows in the air.
But Jet’ us clearly understand, a more em-
phatic condemnation of our party system can-
not be conceived t this universal confes-
sion that no government could be trusted with
the prosecution of the one public work essen-
tial to national development, a work so vast,
relatively to the country as a whole, that any
one who gave an hour's thought tothe sub-
Ject must have seen that the company to whie
it was handed over would of a necessity be a
power stronger than any government.  Ordi-
narily the relation between cbntractors and a
government is perfccllﬁ’ well understood.
Both parties know which is the stronger. But
when the work is of such a magnitude that
the failure of the company would paralyze the
whole country, the government dare not Tet
the company fail. It must put it beyond the
possibility of failing. It must give it good
terms to begin with, and must ck it up to
the end. Anything clse would be huckstering,
not statesmanship. - So far as any measure es-
sential to its sueccess is concerned, the com-
puny is the government, no matter under
what constitutional fictions the relationship
may be disguised.” &

If the Canadian Pacific railway is to be
deemed a national work in such a sense of
the term that the government is bound to
sustain it at all hazards, then if follows, on
the other hand, that the railway company
is; equally with the government, bound by
national as distinguished from merely com-

mercial obligations. Take the commereial
view of the relation only, and the govern-
ment need not care whether the company
sinks or swims, provided only that every-
thiug nominated in the bond be fulfilled.
But if the company advances claims for
consideration on account of its having a
national work in hand, it immediately ac-
knowledges itself bound to the perform-
ance of national duties. The company’s
obligation to build and run the railway so
a8 to promote settlement and develop the
Northwest is of the very essence of the
contract between it and the government,
In other words, the Canadian Pacific is not
and must not for a moment be looked upen
as a private company organized for pur-
poses of private corporate business merely.
It isreally the agent of the government
for the national purpose ahove
named, 1If its sharcholders make money

as an incident of the undertaking, well and
good ; but nothing like private ownership
of the road on their part can be admitted
to exist. Thecompany is the government’s
agent, ‘and ‘as such is bound so to conduct
its business as to develope the country.

W
renewals are asked; purchases are made
prudently; credit is given with reasonable
caution. Neither in the wholesale nor retail
trade is thereany general reason for complaint.

Slander never pays, and sometimes be-
comes pretty expensive. The Detroit
Evening News, run by people known as
the Scripps gang, outrageously slandered
Dr, Donald Maclean, a professor in Ann
Arbor university, and aman who should
be above the evil tongues of blackguards.
Dr. Maclean entered suit for libel and se-
cured a verdict for $20,000. The Scripps
crowd appealed to the supreme court. The
court not only confirmied the judgment of
the court below, but severely rebuked the
defendants for the disreputable and vil-
lainous style of journalism they had pur-
sued.

BINNS THE BUNGLER,

England’s New Executioner Makes Sad
Work of his First Job,
From, the London Times.

Henry Dutton, a young iron-moulder,
who murdered Hannah Hamshaw, 72, his
wife's grandmother, at™ Liverpool, was
hanged within the precinets of the prison
at Kirkdale, Dec. 4. The circumstances of
the crime were recently stated in ‘the
Times At the execution two representa-
tives of the press were present. The cul-
prit had asked the chaplain to give, in
what is called thé condemned sermon, on
Sunday, three warnings—first, not to get
drunk; secondly, not.to give way to short-
ness of temper; and thirdly, not to marry
in haste. The Rev. Mr. Pigqt did so, and
the culprit seemed to be much towched by
the preacher)s counsel. Dutton did not
retire until midnight on Sunday, and he
rose at 4.15 o'clock yesterday morning and
partook of sacrament in the chapel. At
7.30 he partook of a slight breakfast
of cocoa and bread and butter. Bar-
tholomew Binns, the executioner, reached
the jail a little after 7 o'clock, with a
young man, described as his assistant, but
the warder would admit only Binns him-
self. At a quarter to 8 the prison bell be-
gan to toll, and the culprit was taken to
the reception room, where Binns was in-
troduced to him, and proceeded with the
pinioning, Duiton meanwhile listening
calmly and attentively to the words of the
chaplain, Just before 8 o'clock the pro-
cession to the scaffold was formed. The
chief warder led the way, followed by the
culprit between two warders. The hang-
man followed, and then the chaplain, the
prison doctor, governor and the under
sheriff. Dutton ascended the steps of the
scaffold without any symptoms of weak-
ness, but he uttered a sigh of relief when
he reached the drop. Binns rapidly com-
pleted the pinioning, strapping  the
legs and adjusting the rope. When he
perceived that the end was near, the cul-
prit repeated the prayer which the chaplain
whispered in his ear, and as he repeated
‘“ Lord Jesus, receive my soul,” the hang-
man withdrew a step as to draw the bolt,
but instead of doing so he went forward to
look at Dutton. The explanation for the
hesitation was that the clock had not
struck. Immediately the clock struck 8 he
touched the apparatus and the drop fell.
The body turned round several times and
the doctor remarked, * This is poor work.
He is not dead yet.” In fact, the body
moved convulsively for two minutes, and
the convict’s pulse did not cease to heat
until eight minutes after the drop, which
was 7 feet 5% inches.  The rope was nearly
as thick as a ship’s hawser, although Dut.
ton was only 5 feet 2 inches in height and
Ustone 2 pounds in weight. It was the
opinion of the doctor that the rope was fui
too thick, the result hcing that the culprit
died through simple strangulation instead
of from fracture of the spinal cord. The
body was taken down after hanging the
usual time,

Subsequently an inguest was held De-
fore Mr, Barker, county | corner, when
Maj. Leggett, the jail governor, after
giving the usual formal evidence of the
sentence having been carried out, said that
life was not extinet for some minutes after
the drop fell, while usually death was in-
stantaneous. He would not like to express
an opinion as to the cause of the pro-
longed life in this case. Nothing was done
after the-drop to hasten death.

Dr. James Barr, in the course of his
evidence, said he examined the body after
1t was taken down and found life extinct,
The cause of .death was strangulation.
There was a slight eparation of the first
and sccond vertebrie,  The de
ceased struggled Tor two minutes, and the
pulse did not cease to beats for eight min
utes. The weight of the man was 125
pounds, I'he rope was - too thick,
the drop  was too short, and the
noose was placed in the wrong po
sition in the nape of the neck, instead
of uniler the jaw or under the ear. It was
calculated that it takes momentum of a
ton weight to dislocate the vertebrm., The
momentum in this case would be only 1920
pounds. It should have been 2240 pounds
at least, and with that weight to produce
the momentum of a ton it would require a

I did not'like his generil man-
ner of conducting the execution. He
seemed, in adjusting the strap on the man,
to do'it in a very bungling way, which 1
did not like at all, :

. Barr—I think the execution was
performed clumsily.

In summing up the coroner remarked
that he .was very sorry to find that in car-
rying out the last sentence of the law in
this case there seemed to have been an
error of judgment, to put it in the mildest
way, but the executioner seemed to be a
new hand at the work. He had not, it
apscarod, given thé man sufficient drop
and had used a rope of improper thick-
ness. The coroner thought that although
the long drop, as used by Marwood¢-had
been ridiculed, yet it was, after all, the
most humane way of putting an end to éx-
istence, far better than the mode used in
the present instance, or that employed by
Calcraft of going below and holding the
culprit’s legs until the battle of life was
over. He was glad that two gentlemen of
the press were present at the execution;
that was an arrangement for the advan-
tage of the public as well as in the interest
of the jail officials.
