When Chancellor Boyd entered the upper
chancery room atthe Hall yesterday morning
he was faced by an interested little group. On

A few
yards to the east were Z. A. Lash, Q C.,, Wal-
ter Cassels, Q.C., and E. 8. Cox, president of
the Toronto electric light company. Behind
these was W. A. Foster, who represented the
city of Toronto.® The business before the
chancellor was the hearing of arguments
in favor of continuing the injuntion

issued by his_lordship on Wednedsy
restraining the city of Toronto from entering
into a contract with the Toronto company fer

by a resolution of the city council at its nieet-

Mr. Osler, after stating that the Canada
company had expended $30.0% in the con-
fid ence that their iight was the best, argued
that they~pere entitied to the contract. The
city councll occupied the position of an wm-
pire between the two companies, and could
notof its mere motion grant the contract to -
aither of them. The council was bound to
hear hoth parties, and then award the con-
tract tothe best of its judgment. This had
not be ¢n done, ant with what he might call
incdecent haste, the council gave the defendant
company thecontract without the test provided
for by a resolution of the fire and gas com-
mittee.

Mr. Foster read certified copies of resolu-
tions, ete., effecting the matter from the city.
records.

Mr. Lash answered the affidavits of the
plaintiffs in refutation, and rec.ted the fact
that the })lsintiﬂ’ comp:ny on_receiving the
contract from the city had crdered $10,060
worth of additiona! machinery, poles, ete., to
carry out the award. Mr. Lash read a copy of
a tele, from Under-Secretary of State
Powell, in answer to one sent from Toronto,
smtik:g that the letters patent incorporating
the *{Canada Eleciric Light and Maunfactur-
ing campany (limited).” as the plaintiffs cailed
themdelves, had never been issued..

Without waiting for « rgument by Mr. Lash
or Mr. Cassels, his lordship rapinl_y proceaded
to give judgment. Insubstance h=sa d: “The,
casedoes notpreséut itsclf soclesrly tomy mind
as to nduee me to prejudge the case. the
nlaintiffs could make out their case they could
proceed on their writ, and T prefe to let
the defendants jtake that risk. 1tjseems to
be hazardous for me to inter.ere at this stage.

To my m nd the plaintiffs do net appear to
have clothed themsslves with eocporate

powers, and therefore could not enter 'nto a
mntm?:rs a company. But if they had been
wrongfully dealt with they could enter an ac-
tion against the city and rccover damages to
the amount of their losses. T eannot admit
that there was a contract in existence, as Mr.

Lefroy so ingeniously wished to show. By
the terms of the ad vertisement calling for the
tenders the usual but nnnecessary condition,
‘ the lowest or any tender not necessarily ac-
cepted,” wasinserted, ‘I'he city council wasnot
bound ‘to aceept either one contract or the
«ther. It could have refused As for a
scientific test of the liﬁhts by experis or en-*
zineers, I cannot see that it should be ofa
confidential character. The plaintiff cow-
pany did not ask for a test during any of the
days of the three months thai their light was
on trial. The lights of both companies, how-
ever, had undarfone a8 ;:)pnlnr test. The
citizens and the aldermen had seen them burn
nightly, The aldermen came to the decision,
trom their own personal judgment of the
lights,. that those of the defendant company
were the best and awarded them the contract
on its merits. I will therefore dissolve the in-
junction with costs.”
