Cor.ydon, Ind., Aug. 6.—Lut night 

about 1 o’clock Boone Township in this 
county was made the scene of themost ter­
rible shooting affray that ever occurred in 
this part of the state. A large crowd of men 
went to the house of W. and E. Conrad tor the 
purpose of lynching the two boys, who were 
suspected of killing their father lut winter. 
The young Conrads had received hotice some 
time ago if they did not leave the neighbor­
hood they would be lynched. Upon 
this notice the boys armed themselves 
with shotguns and revolvers and 
awaited the coming of the mob. The boys 
secieted themselves outside the house, and 
when the crowd appeared fired into them, 
killing John Timberlako aid William 
Wiseman, after which the crowd dispersed 
and before they could command themselves 
they were again fired into, and Edward 
Houston and Isaac Howe were instantly 
killed and William May fatally shot. The 
mob comprised about 100 men, and those 
killed and wounded are the best in the 
township. The two Conrads escaped.

So we might go on and 
multiply instances to show the utter folly 
of surrendering our Sunday franchise, our 
Pfncipsl lever under present circumstances.

With the above facts before us, is it not 
the clear duty of those who are interested 
in the welfare of the city to stand by, 
support and uphold the hands of 
representatives in council, and help them 
to hold this lever until the whole matter is 
amicably tattled!

would only get off every sixth or seventh 
Sunday. As the Street Calf Company can 
eaaily be bound not to work the men more 
than six days a week, you oan easily see 
that an extra number of men would be em­
ployed. Thus a man’s turn to be on duty 
would come around every seventh Sunday. 
This being granted, there will be an extra 
expenditure of at least $50,000 in wages to 
men who are now getting only abort pay 
and who need the money. If your driver on 
Sunday did not need the money he would 
not work for you. The same applies to the 
men on street oars.

“The agencies of evil all along the line 
are gathering for an assault on the Puritan 
Sabbath, and Christian people should organ­
ize to resist subh assaults.”

Thanks awfully, Mr. Crews, one cannot 
but admire such gentle forbearance on your 
part. You kindly refrain from calling us 
Pagans and heathens, and then stigmatize 
us as the “agents of evil.”

VIGOROUS REJOINDER. With regard to a Sunday service, clause 40 
of the original agreement is the only portion 
of that agreement on this subject, and it In 
the following words: “No oars shall run on 
the Lord’s Day until a Sunday service has 
been approved by the citizens by a vote 
taken on the question.” This clearly pro­
vide* that such Sunday service is one 
to be approved of by the citizens, 
and not one such as has to be 
voted on the 26th inst. without any con­
dition, limitation, or other safeguard, re­
garding tlie protection of the company's 
servants or the rights of the citizens. The 
president errs in judgment in his letter in 
intimating 'that a Sunday service is de­
pendent in any way upon him or the com­
pany. The matter at present is entirely in 
the hands of the citizens. Although per­
sonally I am in favor of a Sunday service, 
yet, under existing circumstances, I feel it 
to be the duty of every citizen, whether lie 
holds the same views on this subject as I 
do or not, to vote against such a service on 
the 26th inst. If it be correct that the 
agreement provided for such service as the 
citizens approved of, would it not be most 
unwise on the part of all citizens to grant 
an unlimited, unconditional and irrevocable 
service to the Company, as will be done by 
voting in favor of such service on the 26tli 
inst. !

..... $1 Editor World: Had the president taken 
sufficient time to read over with any care 
the statement made in my letter he would 
hardly have ventured to have made the 
statement he does in his letter of the 4th 
ioet. to the chairman of the Committee of 
Works. My letter is based wholly on the 
printed semi-monthly report of the City 
Engineer to the Committee of Works, 
dated Aug. 2, 1893, a copy of which can be 
obtained at the Engineer’s Department, 
City Hall, by any citizen. I quote from 
page Ç, of this report, “Extracts from Re­
port to Committee, Jan. 24,;J893.”

“Your committee begs to recommend the 
adoption of the following reports of the 
City Engineer:

“It is the intention of the Toronto Rail­
way Company to lay new rails for an elec- 
trio service oil each of the street# mention^ 
ed below during the present year, and that 
the city may be in a position to proceed 
with the paving of the track allowances, 
which will be made necessary by, the com­
pany laying these new tracks, with the 
least practicable delay, and the electric 
service established on the streets named, I 
beg, under authority of clause 11 of the 
award, conditions, tender and bylaw em­
bodied in the Toronto Railway Company’s 
agreement and contract with the city, to 
recutamend that the said track allowances 
on the said streets be paved at an approxi­
mate cost and in manner as set out below, 
and that the work be at once advertised; 
and, as in ir.y opinion the tracks on the said 
streets are, under Jl the meaning of 
clause 'll of the said agreement 
and contract, now laid on a permanently 
formed roadway, I recommend that before 
the work is undertaken by the city an 
agreement shall be taken from the Toronto 
Railway Company (somewhat similar to 
that under which the track allowance in 
Spadina-arenue, from King to Queen- 
streets, waa paved, and a copy of which is 
herewith submitted), whereby the company 
will consent to the work being done By the 
city now, and that the court shall after­
wards be appealed to by the city and the 
company to decide which party, under the 
meaning of the said clause 11, shall pay tbs 
entire cost.

"I further recommend that the City 
Solicitor be authorized by the City Council 
to prepare and execute such an agreement 
as above indicated between the Toronto 
Railway Company and the city."

It 4iii be good news to the City Council, 
as well as to the Ratepayers’ Association, 
to know, as the President states in his 
letter, “that the company accepted the 
conditions of the report of the Eugineer for 
the construction of 1893.” Th* important 
condition in this report ol the City Engin­
eer is that ss, in his opilfion, the tracks of 
the streets named for payement are under 
the meaning of clause 11 of the said agree­
ment and contract now laid on a permanent­
ly-formed roadway “the same must be 
changed under the agreement by the 
pany without any change of roadbed 
being mad» or any expense oc­
casioned toJthe oity thereby.” (See 
clause 11 of the original agreement 
and page nine of the City Engineer’s report 
of the 2nd inst.) It will Ue observed that 
in the portion of the City Engineer’s report 
quoted he recommends thet bsfore the work 
is undertaken by the oity an agreement 
shall be taken from the company similar to 
tliat under which the track allowance on 
Spedina-avenne from King to Queen-streets 
was paved and let the liability as to 
whether the city or company should pay 
for the same rest upon the decision of the 
court. This appeared to the Ratepayers’ 
Association a reasonable proposal, bat His 

/Worship the Mayor informed me that Mr. 
McKenzie spurned the seme. The presi­
dent of the company now states in his 
letter hereinbefore quoted from that 
he accepted all the conditions of 
the City Engineer’s report. Will tbe pre­
sident now state, es he seems to do in his 
letter, that, no matter how he may have 
been misunderstood in the past, he is 
willing to-day to accept this proposal of 
the City Engineesnia I understand if he 
will do so it will eedCTe whole controversy. 
If he will decline to do this, then the lan­
guage he has chosen in his letter is most 
unfortunate for himself, as the statement 
made by him in his letter will then be in • 
correct “that the company accepted 
the conditions of the report of the 
City Engineer for tbe construction of 1893.” 
It may be well for the citizens to know 
that the company is liable, in the opinion 
of the City Eugineer, His Worship the 
Mayor and Aid. Lamb, chairman of the 
Committee on Works, to extend its system 
to the whole 70 miles passed by the city to 
the company on Sept. 1, 1891, at its 
expense “without any change, of roadbed 
being made, or any expense occasioned to 
the city thereby.” The money considera­
tion involved in this liability, which is dis­
puted by tbe company, amounts to about 
$1,000,000. It is greatly to be regretted 
that at the last meeting of the Committee 
on Works on the motion of Aid. Hewitt 
this committee » decided practically to 
abandon this claim of the oity, although 
the point is now before Abe courte. It is 
the duty of all oiÿzens that this conclusion 
of the committee be resisted in every pos­
sible way, and that it be not adopted by 
the council at its meeting on Monday next.'

If the president of the company is so 
sure that the company is not liable it is 
difficult to understand why the company 
should not execute the agreement proposed 
by the Engineer aa a condition of pushing 
on the works desired by the city and the 
company. The clauses of the original agree­
ment, upon which the present controversy 
rests, aud upon which the suit now in court 
is founded, are given on page 10 of the re­
port of the City Engineer on the'2nd inst. 
Clause 11 of said agreement is tbe only one 
which contains any reference to the paving 
of the track allowance, and the latter part 
of this clause II in the following words : 
“But such tracks as are now laid on per­
manently-formed roadways must . . . 
be changed by the purchaser (i.e , this com­
pany) . . . without any change of roedbed 
being made, or any expense occasioned to 
the city thereby. ” On page five of said re­
port in the clause already quoted the 
Engineer state» that the tracks on the 
streets to which the company desired to 
extend the electric system as embraced in 
his report of January 24, 1893, “are on a 
permanently formed roadway, and there­
fore the paving of the track allowance 
should be done by the .company at its 
own expense.” If it be correct, therefore, 
that the president never spurned the pro­
posal embodied in the report of the City 
Engineer that the company should execute 
an agrément to the effect that in case it 
was held by the court that the company 
jvas liable for the pavement the payment for 
the same should be made by the company, 
he can now say so and end the controversy.

It will be somewhat of a aurprise to many 
citizens to learn that tbe president of the 
company is so indifferent to a Sunday ser­
vice, which would add eo very largely to the 
value of tbe company’s receipts and the 
value of its franchise, as tlie president 
seems to be, especially in view ol the fact 
that his company deposited the money 
needed for taking a vote under circum­
stances most unfavorable to those who are 
opposed to such a service, and also in view 
of the public statement that his company 
has employed paid canvassers to 
votes in favor of such service.

The Ratepayers’ Association, in view of 
this beiug an entirely financial queation 
with the said railway company, and in the 
discharge of their duty in their endeavors 
to protect the financial interests of the city, 
strongly recommend their members and the 
citizens to make at present no concession to 
the street railway company, much less 
of such financial value as the granting of a 
Sunday service on the 28th inst. would be.

There waa a large attendance last evening

The Toronto World, which is waging an 
earnest battle for the running of street 
in thet city on Sunday—a fight in which it 
has the assistance of that eminent scholar 
and author, Prof. Gold win Smith,, to the 
extent, at least, of advocating that the cert’ 
be run on Sunday afternoon during the 
summer months to enable people to get out 
of town for a breath of fresh air—hae taken 
a somewhat novel method of counteracting 
one of the arguments made by clergymen 
and others who oppose the change. ’

This argument is that all men and wo­
men should have the same day of rest, 
namely, the Sabbath. Whereupon The 
World prints each day a pledge, to which 
it invites signatures, setting forth that the 
6000 servant girls in Toronto 
hardest worked class in tlie community, 
their hours being from 6 a.m. to 8 p.m., 
every day in the week and year, with an 
occasional afternoon or evening off.

a Charge of Arson.
Montreal, Aug. 5.—For several hours

Germany retorted by 
adding 50. Russia rejoined by an additional 
50, ranking 80 ner cent, altogether. Germany, 
however, is hampered by a fundamental 
o^Vwblch r*luire« the consent of the 
Reichstag for any further increase, and 
matters must stand as they are till negotia­
tions are resumed, probably in October.

Itrltinh Joy at Navalioê's Defeat.
There is great joy in the British breast over 

the three defeats of the Navahoe, and still 
greater over her narrow escape from cap- 
sizing in the fresh breeze, which was half a 
gale of wind, on Thursday. This exulta- 
tion arises from no ill-will but from the con­
viction that British models have now proved 
the best for all but light winds. This belief 
may be premature but it is now general 
among English yachtsmen.

London, Aug. 5.—Mr. Grenfell's secession 
from Mr. Gladstone la bnt one more open ex- 
pmetien of the discontent known to prevail 
among a section of the Qladstoniane. Messrs. 
Bolton, Saunders, Rath bone and Wallace, 
and now Mr. Grenfell, have brakes away 
from the Home Rule sheepfold since the real 
meaning of Home Rule became known. Mr.

He resigns his seat, say­
ing: “I know of many arguments which 
may be urged In favor of the Irish people 
having a more direct control over their own 
affaira, but I know of none in favor of their 
representatives governing Greet Britain 
with no responsibility to the people of Great 
Britain.” Mr. Grenfell is not a man of letters, 
noTa leading politician, but he has put the 
sound political view of this intricate matter 
with a terse clearness and force to which 
leading politicians and men of letters do not 
always attain. Mr. Grenfell’s reeelve has 
been known for weeks, and efforts were 
vainly made to induce him to forego, or at 
least to postpone his resignation.

February for a second conviction
that the Irish members must be retained at 
Westminster with the right of voting on Im­
perial but not on English or Scotch ques- 

. «oui, . This in-and-out scheme was the solu­
tion which seven years before he Jhad de­
clared it passed the wit of man to carry out 
Finally, after keeping the country and the 
House under the belief for months that this 
second conviction would be enacted, he an­
nounced on a Wednesday afternoon that it 
would be exchanged for a third and he car­
ried the third the next day by gag and guil­
lotine. The third retains the Irish for all 
purposes at Westminster. It is an express, 
explicit, logical and practical negatien of hit 
Manchester pledge. He now declares in the

1 :-------Qowan of Beeslaeh letter that he never bad
any conviction at all on the subject, or none 
which he was not ready to surrender, and 
did m, fact surrender to political exigencies. 
He gave into the wishes of bis party. It is 
more than probable thaSaa he has coerced 
his own followers on a score of other Home 
Rule issues hejconld have coerced them on 
this The only coercion to which he himself 
submits it Irish coercion. The Irish 
were not supposed to care deeply 
about their continued representation at 
Westminster, but nobody knows what passes 
in secret between Mr. Sexton and Mr. Glad­
stone ; still less does anybody know what 
passes in the labyrinthine recess*? of Mr. 
Gladstone’s own mind, nor has anybody ever 
yet succeeded in tricing the processes by 
which he from time to time convinces him­
self that black is white.

That Ruction in the Home.
Last week’s scene of disorder in the House 

of Commons has been the subject of much 
discussionl and of many explanation» this 
week inside-aud outside of the House. Mr. 
Hunter, as the mouthpiece of the Radi­
cals, who idly supposed some party 
capital might be made out of it, 
twice urged Mr. Gladstone to set on foot as 
enquiry into the origin aud circumstances of 
the riot. Mr. Gladstone was wiser than hie 
too-ardbnt followers. The Speaker,obedient 
to motives concerned solely with the dignity 
and honor of the House, was also wiser. Con­
ferences were held. It was thought impos­
sible to let the whole matter pass In silence. 
Something had .to be said, some ao 
knowledgment made.somathlng attempted to 
réhabilitât* the House in its own esteem, 
and if possible in the esteem of the country. 
It was, therefore, arranged that the two 
culprits, Mr. Logan and Mr. Hayes Fisher, 
who first resorted to violence, should appear 
in white sheets and.declare their penitence.

The Explanation Of The Culprit#.
It was agreed in the presence of the whips 

of both parties that Mr. Logan, who first 
used violence, or the show of violence, 
should first express his regret, but when 
the Speaker called on him he refused 
to rise. Mr. Fisher, upon Mr. Bal­
four’s invitation, waived his privilege 
of reply and spoke first. It was then sees 
why Mr. Logan had refused to perform his 
agreement. Mr. Fisher’s expressions of con­
trition aud his apologies were offered with­
out reserve, and they enabled Mr. Logan to 
assume the position of accepting an apology 
before offering his own. Then Mr. Glad­
stone and Mr. Balfour spoke. Mr. Gladstone 
referred in a jesting tone to the suggestion 
that he was himself responsible for the out­
break. It was a singular occasion for a jest 
on the part of one who seldom attempts the 
humorous view, and still more seldom suc­
ceeds in such attempt.
