Had Boen Despoudent for Seme Time-A

Thomas Strachan, aged 50, o real es-
tate dealer, residing. with his wife and five

HOW WALLSTREET VIEWS THE ELEC.
TION.

Henry Clews, the well-known Wall;y
street man, thus sums up the recent elec-
tions in the States:

“The election prepares the way for a
new set of conditions . ealculated - to
cinvify the politi¢al situation and to be-
speak public confidence. (1) In the first
place, it affords evidence of a vast in-
crease of the independent element in
politics, which implies that the more
intellizent and couservative classes are
taking a deeper interest‘in zovernment
and are resolved to have political ques-
tions treated more on their merits and
‘less -from a  partisan  standpoiit. (2)
The verdict equally expresses public in-
tolerance of such corrupt double-dealing
as diszraced the Senate in ‘the late
settlement of the tariff question,-and it
similarly shows the indignation in the
nation at larze at the revelations# of
unparalleled fraud in the public depart-
ments of this city, brought out by the
Lexow: Committee. These are signs of a
wholesome resolution amonz the people
at larze that politics shall be purgzed of
the now prevailinz corruption,—a symp-
tom which is immeasurably valuable as
conveyinz an assurance-of a hiZher
standard. of morality in our future poli-
tical adwministration. (8) The vote also
expresses the bezinning of a decline in
popular sympathy with the vazaries and
unsettling projects of populism, which has
a direct bearinz upon an fmpog'tnut class
of investments and bespeaks a_  sounder
basis of financial honor in sections which
have been exposed to serious distrust.
To the same extent it suzgests a hope.
of the early elimination of this pervert-
inz and corrupting element from Congres-
sional legislation. (4) The result also
simplifies the future of lezislation. Imn
place of utter uncertainty as to the dis-
position of Conzress on certain fundamen-
tal matters of legislation, it brings the
country back to the control of a party

whose general policy has been indicated |

by a lonz tenare oi power, and, though
there may still be differgnces of opinion
on parts of that policy, the withering
influence of uncertainty as to the futuare
of certain vital workinz arranzements is
very larzely removed. TBhis is a largze
contribution towards the remedy of the
now widely unsettled state of confidence.
(5) “The election also means the removal
of the tariff question beyond the reach
of further agzitation, for while it may
be taken for granted that Comzress can
do nothinz more in respect to the sugar
duties and to certain raw materials, it
seems equally certain that the party re-
turninz to power will' allow ‘the new
tarifl to remain undisturbed until at
least it has had a sufficient trial of ex-
perience. {6) We take it also that the
chanze of govermment means a serious
effort to reform our curremcy system.
The overwhelming majority will make
the next Congress . and administration
less dependent wupon conciliating the
clamor for free coinage of silver'and for
fiat money; and as Republican leanings
towards those heresies have doubtless
been due much more to motives of fac-*
tional accommodation’ than &o any real
disregard for sound guoney, the hope for
conservative legislation on , the cur-
rency question is thus very greatly
strengthened. It is ‘probable that this
view will be taken abroad, with the
result of a pnaterial strengthening of
the foreign confidence in our irvestments,
which has been go rudely shaken by the
uncertain attitude of Congress upon
this urgent issue. (7) In a word, the
chief significance of the political revo-
lution lies here: that, while the advent
of the Democracy to power suggested a
long series of radical Qﬂ.nges in matters
affeeting the nature of the lawk and the
regulation of our trade and finances, yet
the truth is that, whatever may have
been urgec in favor of such a policy, the
people do not take kindly to the pros-
pect of so much change and uncertainty
as all this “reforming” involves; they
are, more concerned :with the -present
than the future; they want the shortes}
cut to a renewal of prosperity; they
prefer putting up with some things of
which they may not theoretically / ap-
prove to so much recomstructing as the
party now in power proposes; and they
therefore say to the late discarded party:
“Take the reins again; we have given
you a few lessond, and if you will take
them to heart sve are prepared to trust
to your future control rather than throw
everything -into confusion by too much
experimenting.” This, we  take it, “is
about the meaning ©of the business man’s
vote. The motive ‘will commend itself to
the sound commontsense of the country,
and, when supported by such an im-
mense majority of the people, it becames
a very powerful yogtribution to future
stability and confidénee.

“As we read current sentiment this
is' about the jnterpretation Wallrstreet
puts upon thg great event of Tuesday.
The effects, from this time forward, on
investments and on general econfidence
can hardly fail to be ver§ important,
and we look for a th?#thening of
values that will later deglop into a
more active and rising @ market for

THE DUTY ON STEEL RAILS.

According to the judgment of the Ex-
chequer Court the Toronto Railway Co.
ie not entitled to a rebate of the duty
paid on the rails imported #or its lines
in this city. The sum involved is $56,000,
the duty being 80 per cent. In order

'to make the position of the Government

more certain, the tariff was amended last
session 80 as to particularly exclude from
the free list raiis [or street railways or
tramways. The ' arrival of ‘the electric
motor a few yeurs ago brought about
& radical change in the construction of
street railways. It is now neecessary to
use a rail just about as heavy ag that
used on the steam railways. The Govern-
nient allows the latter to come in free
of duty, therefore tacitly admitting,
firstly, that the country is not »'Q,ble
to manufacture these heavy rails; and,
secondly, that railways are espential for
the development. ol the country and there-
fore should be subjected to not even a
moderate, let alone a protective, duty.
The reasons which influenced the Govern-
ment to make the steel rails free should
prevail in making those for electric rail-
ways also free. They either cannot be,
or aré not, made in this country, and
they. certainly, are necessary for develop-
ing the ¢ountry. Electric railways are
going to help the farmer by making the
markets easier ol access, and by giving
him the benélits of closer communication
with the cities, The best way to help
the farmer at the present time is to en-
courage the building of eleotric rail-
ways throughout the country. We are
just on the eve of a great extemsion of
electric -lines all over the province. No-
thing should be done to handicap this
movement. Therefore, we say the Gov-
ernment should do one of two things; it
should either put a 30, or better still, a
80 per cent. duty on all rails, whether
for steam or electric railways; failing
this, it should remove ‘the duty alto-
gether. The present duty is inconsistent.
It neither encourages, as it should, the
rail-making industry, nor does it aid in
the development ol the country in the
way it was expegted to- do.

TANGLED MUNICIPAL AFFAIRS,

The machinery for, running the muni- |
cipalities of Ontario does not work as
smoothly and- as effectively as we think
it might be made to. In the immediate
vicinity of - Toronto there are several
cases where municipal affairs are tangled
all up, and thel officials and the rate-
payers concerned are at. their wits’ end
how to straighten out the tangle,

In the village of East Toronto a most
careless system of keeping' the municipal
books has been pursued: with the result
‘that the Council for the life of it cannot
tell where it iz at; and, furthermorae,
they do not see any immediate prospect
of finding a way out df the labyrinth.
In thi¢ case the» blame seems largely to
be chargeable to the: ex-reeve, who had
no idea of a; system, but did everything
by rule of thumb, and, in addition to
this, it'is alleged that he was not pos-
sessed of all the honesty that should
characterize & public man.

In the Township of York affairs have
been very badly mixed up, and the prin-
cipal business before the municipality
just mow is the adoption of ‘the policy
that will get them: on their feet again.
For deveral years back the Council has
spent several thousand dollars more than
the receipts, with the result that to-
day the municipality stands face to face
with a large deficit:y A conservative
eslimiite says that it will take an addi-
tional 4 mills onj the present assessment
to clear off the liability. In addition to
this serious state of affairs the present
council finds itself handicapped with a

very unfair and iniquitous assessment. |/

These two circumstances of themselves are
sufficient, it our opiniop, to warrant the
Government making the matter a subject
of spetial enquiry. Some system of inspec-
tion i¢ apparently necessary. Men are
continnally being elected as councillors
and appointed to municipal offices who
are thoroughly unqualified for such work;
and what surprises us is that even a
greater number of entanglements do not
arise than' we hear of through the press.
The system of inspection that we refer
to should include the simplification of
the bookkeeping system, the making uni-
form of any system that is adopted, and
a periodic inspection of these books and
officers by competent inspectors. There
is certainly as much reafon why the mu-
nicipal offices should be inspected as the
registry offices or the jails.

THINGS THAT WE OUGHT TO DO

What everyone is waiting for is a
return of confidence. There is lots of
money in the country and especially in
Toronto. What is wanted is to let it
out. One way to restore confidence is
for .the people collectively to begin
spending money on public projects of un-
questioned character, and which are
bound to be paying investments. -Here
are some works that we think ought to
be started, and which;, if started, would
iustigate others to follow

The extension of the Queen-street ave-
nue to Front-street, coming out at the
new station. This work ought to pay
for itself.

The erection of a big hotel.

The erection of new: passenger stations
at the loot of Bathurst-street, Jarvis-
street and the Don. it

Reconstruction of St, Lawrence Mar-
ket or the building of a new one.

The high-level bridge at the Queen-
street crossing of the Don,

The Queen-street (west) subway.

Island improvement on a well-mapped-
out design. :

The extension of trolley: lines to Whit-
by along the Kingston-road; to Lake
Simcoe in Yonge-street; to. Hamilton
along the lake shore, and another in the
direction of Galt and Brantford.

These are the kind of works we need
in Toronto.

ASSESSMENT REFORM.

The time is opportune for amending
our assessment system.' As Dr. Barrick
pointe out in his Jetter to the press, the
Board of Trade, the Trades and ‘Labor
Council and the Ratepayers’ Association
are favorable to the guinquennial system
of assessment, with the necessary ad-
justptents, These bodies fairly well -re-
present the people at large, and in je-
gard to this particular matter their
opinion is the opinion of four-fifths of

the people. The -present moéthod of as-

sessment i unbuainesslike, unfair, ¢um-
bersome, inconvenient and otherwise ob-
jectionable. It would take more mpace
than is at our disposal to enumerate all
ite defects.

of the names above given would be im-
mediately known. But it shows how un-
scrupulous the promoters of the project
are and what they will do to accomplish
théir ends. What a nice time the city
of Toronto would have, once it had made
an agreement with a company bossed
and controlled by E. A. Macdonald! ‘He
would keip the city in hot water con-
tinually.

Mr. Tully’s Position.

Since the above was written the fol-
lowing letter has appeared in The News:

Editor News: With reference to the
article in The Toronto World this morn-
ing I have to state that I have given
advice and assistance professionally to

Soeial l'l:oblenl.

Quite a large number’ turned out yester-
day aitéernoon at Torum Hall to hear
the Rev. Charles H. Shortt give/a review
of Prof, [Ely’s latest ‘work, \entitled,
“Socialism and Social Reform.® The
reviewer at no time when reading pas-
sages from -this book gave vent to his
own oginions, but dealt altogether with
Prof. Ely’s explanations of what is
Sopialism and the ‘generally accepted
views of Socialistic writers.

THE JUDGE ASKS FURTHER POWERS

Mr. Nesbitt's Strong Words As
to Ald. Stewart.

e Investigate the Whele Quesiion of
Corrmption — Judge McDongall Will
Present An Interim Report to the City
Counell  With a Rider Asking for
Further Powers, Because He Believes
There Is Ample Prima Facic Evidence
Agafnst Certain Aldermen to Warrant

~An Investigation in Regard to the Giv-
ing Out of Other Contracts.

! The first act of the boodle investiga-
tion was brought to a close on Satur-
day. The second act may be expected
to commence in a few days. Counsel
Nesbitt stated that, as he had been
unable to get Wheeler and Rogers, he
was not in a position to proceed any
further with the case, unless the coun-
eil gave him authority to widen the

< scope of the enquiry. Judge McDougall
concurred, and made a statement that
ke would present the council-with a re-
port of what had been Jone so far and
ask for further powers, in order that he
tould take up the whole question of
corruption, because he was satisfied
from certain information he had received
that there was ample prima facie evi-
dence to be obtained which ought to be
sleared up. Counse! Nesbitt argued that]
Manager Wright’s statements should be
‘given preference over those of Ald. Stew-
art, and severely criticized the actions
of  the latter under examination.

A lot of telegrams, supplied by the
Breat Northwestern Telegraph Co.,
were put in, the most interesting being
B cipher message from Rogers to Gen-
eral Manager Hamill. It reads: “Sneeze
ten menacing each. Believe it better to
follow plan of yesterday.”

Counsel Nesbitt's Address.

After reading the telegrams, Counsel
Nesbitt delivered himself as follows :

I-am possessed of no direct evidence
‘bearing upon any of the other names in
the lists of aldermen said to be repre-
sented by Stewart, and therefore deem
it unfair, under the wording of the coun-
eil's resolution, to proceed further.

As to Mr. Stewart, I propose arguing
that it is not necessary to further deve-
lop the evidence, I think that the direct
testimony of Mr. Wright, corroborated
in a semse as it is by the testimony of
jeveral other witnesses, to whom he
‘related what he is now relating at the
time when there ,was no apparent
motive, ought to be accepted in

reference to. the statements made by

r. Stewart denying that any efforts
were made by him, or that any relations
pxisted between himself and the Strect
Railway Company, Mr. Wright stating
that Stewart had insisted. that; he was
in the confidence of the railway com -
pany and practically in their employ.

Ald. Stewart’s Demeanor.

When you take the demeanor of Mr.
Btewart in the box’ during the last two
hours of his examination, and when you
eouple that with ther fact of the admis-
sion upon his part: that, for some reason
or other, which, I think, cannot be
made apparent to any mind, he did, in
fact, state to Mr. Wright that he had
the figures of the Toronto Railway Com-
pany; that those figures were of a ecertain
character, asking that the Electric Light
Company tender upon the same basis
and that a basis. not referred to in the
advertisement, showing at least a know-
ledge of the intention on the part of
the Street Railway Company to depart
from the advertisement and to put in
Bn informal tender; and when you find
him admitting that he did say they were
the figures of the Toronto Railway Com-
pany : that he did profess to give such
figures which were false figures, and
which, “had ‘they acted qpon them, would
have resulted in the Toronto Railway
Company being the lowest: tender ; then,
I say, when you couple that fact and
that demand with his demeanor, with
his inability to say more than, “I am
not aware,” ‘“Not to the best of my
knowledge,” “I cannot say,” “I do not
remember,” that it i utterly impossible
for any court, trained in the weighing
of facts, to say: that his oath ought to
be accepted.

Ald. Stewart’s Admissions.

You bhave Mr. Stewart admitting a
ciréumstance that is utterlyl damning to
his character. You have heard him ,say
that he had made such and such state-
ments when he was not under oath. Tak-
ing the whole circumstances I argue that
Mr. Wright’s -testimony should, be taken
in preference to Ald. Stewart’s.

It may be remarked upon that I have
not gone further with the evidence. There
fs no doubt about the fact that the hand-
writing on the card giving the names of
aldermen is that of Ald. Stewart. Tt
would be, very unfair, unless I had direct
evidence, to produce the names of these
pldermen. I have no right to do it, in
my opinion, as a professional, man.

Wiil Not Make Public the List.

Judge McDougalt: I am inclined to
toncur with you in the view tkat you
have expressed as to the impropriety of
making public' the list of names of ul('ior-
men supposed to have béen in communica-
tion with the Chairman of the Fire aid
Light committee. - The scope of the re-
esolution of the council is somewhat nar-
row. It would be a matter of great dif-
ficulty o put these men into the box
unless we had the ‘widest power of ex-
amination. I they are corrupt enough
to have been dealing in the way suggest-
ed, they would not hesitate to add to
that by covering up thejr {tracks ‘by
falsehood, and I am quite at one with
you, after considering the matter, as to
what should be the proper method of
further probing the question as to the
honesty or dishomesty ‘of men who are
serving the city as aldermen.
