Peace in Europe /
The news of supreme importance 

in the Wek just past is that con- 
cerningAhe conference at Locarno, 
WhiclrilCtiieved an agreement which 
restores peace to Europe. Britain, 
France and Germany, each putting 
aside natural prejudices and war hat­
reds, have clasped hands on the sub­
ject of European peace. The confer­
ence is said to have achieved the most 
solid and practical results of any 
gathering of the nations since the 
end of the war, dué in most part to 

. concilatory diplomacy. As one Eng­
lish observer puts it, “We may say 
truly that there is peace in Europe 
again. The seven years after the-arm- 
istice were employed in disagree­
ments about architect’s plans, but at 
Locarno the foundation stone of 
European peace was solidly laid and 
the real building begun.” The pact 
means, among other things, that 
Germany is soon to enter the League 
of Nations and that Britain and Italy 
have agreed to throw in their 
strength with either France or Ger­
many if either one is attacked by the 
other. There ate several different 
phases to the agreement signed by 
the seven nations represented at 
Locarno, and until their texts are 
thoroughly understood there is room 
for speculation as to their ultimate 
reception. However, in spite of the 
last few doubts of the press and the 
people, diplomats in all countries are 
congratulating each other upon the 
prospect of the future. Almost the 
entire British press unites in singing 
the praises of Austin Chamberlain 
British Foreign Minister, for his share 
of the enormously important work. 
In the terms' of the agreement, which 
is to be officially signed in London in
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icho-Slovakia are assured, Ger­
many may be induced to give up her 
idea of revenge and Great Britain 
will secure her reward in increased 
trade, and.employment for her great 
out-of-work army. It is the best news 
that' has come out of Europe in 
seven years.

Revolutionary Medicine 
This is apparently a great age of 

medicine and one magnificent dis­
covery follows close upon the heels 
of another, as the results of long 
years of experiment are brought to 
fruition. Dr. Mervyn Gordon, F.R.S., 
a member of the British Medical Re­
search Society, is now reported to 
have made a discovery which may 
revolutionize medical history. The 
discovery has been made after twen­
ty-seven years of experimentation 
and laterly in conjunction with the 
discoveries of Bernard and Gye> 
along cancer lines. It may eventually 
lead to the elimination of smallpox, 
cancer, measles, sleeping' sickness, in­
fluenza and colds. Insftead of inject­
ion pf serum as in vaccination, the 
patient under this method is treated 
by sniffing a solution of dead germs 
which had been heated under spe­
cially prescribed conditions.

Mr. Henderson 
throughout his great political work 
has maintained his connection with 
the Methodist church and is a local 
preacher. In this capacity he took the 
morning service -on Sunday-1 at the 
Eaton Memorial church in Toronto 
which was filled to capacity while 
several hundred stood throughout the 
service.

If our foresight had bete. ajtôooÿas our 

hindsight, we would never ht%e built the 
excessive railway plant we have today. 
But what is done cannot be undone. 
There is no use crying over spilt milk. 
The problem now is to chart for ourselves 
the course that will most quickly and most 
'surely place the Canadian National Rail­
ways on a paying basis.

Thus far the main effort of its manage­
ment has been to get more business—- 
freight and passenger—for the C.N.R. by 
taking it away from the C.P.R. By that 
method, the cost of securing business is 
greatly increased for both systems, with 
no real advantage to either. They are 
merely fighting over the division of a loaf, 
which isn’t large enough to provide sus­
tenance for both.

The only way our railway problem will 
ever be solved is for the voters of Canada 
to see to it that our railways are given a 
bigger loaf to divide—a loaf of freight and 
passenger traffic that will be large enough 
for both systems to thrive on.

Owens glass factory in Hamilton was forced 
to surrender the Canadian field to its sister 
plant in Belgium, Canadian railways lost 
the hauling of 2,000 carloads of raw material 
per year!

If Canadian cotton and woollen mills 
only had the making of the textiles that

we import every year, our railways would 
have thjij hauling of another 50,000 carloads 
per year of raw material freight.

Picture to yourself the scores of other 
things that under a low tariff policy we 
import, when under a higher tariff, policy 
we would be making them in <mr own 
workshops, and you can hardly* fail to 
realize that the sane—the sure—solution 
of our railway problem is all ready-made 
for us, and awaits only our order via the 
polls to put it into operation.

So 
long as they have enough' tor daily 
food winter feeding’ should be de­
layed until thp first half of October. 
.Bach hive should then be given all 
the syrup It will take. This may be 
Anywhere from 10 pounds to 40 or 6» 
Pounds, depending on the strength 
of the colony and the. amount of 
atprea it, already has. The syrüp Is 
made of two paru best granulated 
sugar to one of water. Boil the 
water, then add the sugar and stir 
(till thoroughly dissolved. The only 
polnU to be observed are to avoid 
'scorching the sugar and to see that 
go granules aro left In the syrup to 
•tort crystallisation after it has been 
stored in the combs.

When feeding time comes in the 
{.early part of Oetobgr, /the packing is 
removed from over the feeder-boards 
and a number of filled palls or Jars 
are inverted over the holes. If the 
days are warm this Is done towards 
evening to prevent robbing, and If 
the nights are cool packing is put 
around the feeders to hold the brood- 
chamber heat and help the bees take 
down the feed. As fast as feeders 
are emptied they should be refilled,
