If one foot of gravel or more is put on at 
time it will settle, tread out and be aflat 

road as soon as if half that quantity ii used.
If you use large stones for a foundation 

and small ones above and cover with gravel 
the frost will displace the foundation and iu 
a few years your road will be full of holes 
humps and stones, 
gravel together. A road that has plenty of 
gravel on it but has worn uneven may be 
picked, say three inches deep, raked ofi 
level and be as good as it would be with a 
thin coat of screened gravel.

The principles for making roads are tkn 
to-day as they were a thousand yean* 

ago and the best obj-ct lesson to study is a 
gravel road that is always in good repair.

There are three things I would like to 
have everyone recollect :

1. The effects of water on a roadbed and 
the best way to keep it out.

2. The cost to the public of pounding 
tmall stones with buggy wheels.

3. Is it possible to keep roads in good 
condition while heavy loads are carried ovet 
them on narrow-tired wheels.

These three things will be of more benefit 
than macadam, Telford, stone crushers and 
all other high priced systems combined.

The material for road making is so differ­
ent in different localities that the successful 
method in one place is a failure in another. 
Yon will find no two gravel b tqks just alike 
and they will vary from nearly all clay to 
clear sand. Each of these materials is good 
in the right place, as for instance, a clay 
gravel to put on sand and a sand gravel to 
put on clay, a loose gravel to put on loam 
and a flint gravel to put most anywhere. It 
needs a man with more experience and jndg 
ment to properly combine these materials 
for the liest results than any one man has 
yet attained. —Massachusetts Ploughman.

United States had no case to present to the 
arbitrators, and that the verdict was sure to 
be adverse to that nation. They seem now 
to have entirely abandoned or lost sight of 
the claim formerly set up, of absolute own­
ership of Behring Sea, on the ground that it 
was included in the territorial waters purchas­
ed along with Alaska from Russia. It >vas on 
this ground alone that Canadian .sealers 
seized in Behring Sea were condemned in the 
courts of Alaska, and it was from a judg­
ment given on that ground that the Canadian 
government attempted, some two years ago, 
to appeal to the Supreme Court of the 
United States at Washington. By aban­
doning that claim now the United States 
virtually confesses that these verdicts were 
wrong, and that their claim of ownership of 
Behring Sea cannot be defended. And we 
fancy that when a verdict comes to be ren­
dered by the arbitrators, Uncle Sam will 
have a pretty heavy bill of damages to pay 
for the many Canadian vessels he has seized.

of BARREL CHURNS Lawrencetown, April 26th, 1893. Acan thinkWhen the Municipal Council, at the re­
cent session, passed a rosolution to indemni­
fy surveyors of highways against any costs 
that might be incurred in attempting to en­
force the statute labor law, we presume it 
wm not expected that the county would be 
called upon to pay a good round bill of costs 
at this early day. But such would appear 
to be the cue. A story comes from Middle- 
ton of a surveyor who attempted to collect 
the, commutation tax from a property owner 
now a resident of Halifax. The justice who 
tried the cue gave judgment for the plain­
tiff for the amount of the tax and costs, to­
gether with seventy-five cents for his own 
letter to the defendant demanding payment.

For this and certain other irregularities 
the defendant applied te the Supreme 
Court in Halifax for a writ of certiorari. 
The case wm argued lMt week, and m will 
be seen elsewhere in our columns, the writ 
was allowed with costs, which means that 
the couuty will have a bill of costs to the ex­
tent, probably, of $100 or $150 to pay.

The principle of the municipality indemn­
ifying surveyors of highways against any 
loss incurred in the discharge of their duties, 
while doubtless sound in theory, should be 
surrounded with restrictions. To allow any 
surveyor to rush off to the nearest magis­
trate and begin a lawsuit, which, owing to 
the avarice or incompetency of the justice, 
is likely to involve the municipality in hun­
dreds of dollars of expense, is certainly al­
lowing too much latitude altogether. If the 
municipality has to foot the bills, some com­
petent official should direct the prosecution 
of these cmcs, so that there should be no 
reckless and unnecessary litigation.

At the same time, the conscientious offi­
cial who hM to invoke the aid of the law in 
the discharge of his duty, should not be left 
to do it at his own risk.

EARL AND COUNTESS OF ABERDEEN VISIT THE 
IRISH VILLAGE.

AGAINST SPANISH RULES.

San Antonio, Tex., May 6.—A letter from 
one of the leaders of the revolutionary move­
ment in Cuba states that arrangements are 
complete for a great uprising of Cubans 
against Spanish rule In June. Most of the 
500,000 Cubans in the United States have 
been enlisted in the movement to free their 
native land.

SPECIALS IN FOOTWEARThe Earl and Countess of Aberdeen, ac- 
panied by Archibald John Majoribanks, 

the Countess’ brother, arrived at Chicago 
last week, aud will be at the Hyde Park 
until the end of June.

The party came on the Lake Shore, and 
were taken from the depot to the Fair 
grounds. A visit to the Irish Village was 
the most prominent part of this trip, after 
which a glance at the Woman’s Building was 
taken.

The Earl of Aberdeen is the Rt.-Hon. 
John Campbell Hamilton Gordon. He is 
the seventh Earl of the House of Aberdeen 
and was born in 1847, being a grand-son of 
the Earl of the same name who was Prime 
Minister in 1854. He was educated in the 
Universities of Oxford and St. Andrew’s, 
and graduated with the degree of M. A. in 
1871. He became Earl on Jan. 27,^ 1870. 
He entered the House of Lords as a Conser­
vative, but in 1876 he disagreed with some 
of the principal measures of his party, and 
in 1878, when the Earls of Derby and Car- 
narvan resigned their offices, Lord Aberdeen 
heartily supported these statesmen. In 1886 
he was appointed Lord-Lieutenant of Ireland 
by Gladstone and given the mission of carry­
ing out the home rule policy of the govern­
ment. He became universally popular in 
Ireland and with his wife has taken an active 
interest in making the Irish village at the 
Fair a success. The Earl is a benevolent 
man. He gave £1,000 to Gen. Booth, of the 
Salvation Army, as a contribution towards 
alleviating the condition of London’s poor.

The Countess of Aberdeen was married in 
1877. This popular lady was the Hon. 
Isabel Maria Majoribanks, a daughter of 
the wife of Sir Matthew White Ridley, M. 
P., and her brother, the Hon. Archibald 
John Twecdmouth Majoribanks, is one of 
England’s most popular young gentlemen. 
Countess Aberdeen has been largely instru­
mental in promoting the Irish village at the 
Fair and her love for the people of the 
Emerald Isle is equalled only by the esteem 
in which she is held by them. Lady Aber­
deen is of a distinguished presence. She 
prefers to live plainly and one of her delights 
is to walk among the poorer classes, converse 
with them, and then aid them without reveal­
ing her identity.

The Countess is 36 years old, and is the 
mother of four children. The Hon. Lord 
Haddo, or George Hamilton-Gordon, is the 
heir to the Earldom of Aberdeen. He was 
born in 1879. The other t wo sons are Dudley 
Gladstone, born in 1883, and Ian Archibald, 
horn in 1884. The Earl and Countess have 
one daughter, Lady Marjorie, who was born 
in 1880.

The Aberdeen coat of arms is described 
thus—Quarterly: First and fourth, azure, 
three boars’ heads coupe-i within a double 
treasure adorned with roses and thistles 
alternately, Gordon; second and third quar­
terly, within a bordure sable, first and 
fourth gules, three cinquefoils pierced ermine, 
Hamilton; second and third argent, a lym- 
phad sable, A rran. Crests — First, two arms 
from the shoulder naked, holding a bent bow 
in the act of letting fly an arrow proper; 
second, out of a ducal coronet or, an oak tree, 
the stem cut transversely by a frame saw, 
the blade inscribed with the word * * Through,” 
all proper; the body of the tree charged 
with an escutcheon argent thereon a heart 
gules for difference. Supporters— Two an­
telopes argent, armed and unguled or, each 
gorged with a collar flory counter-flory 
azure, charged with three roses or, and line 
reflexed over the back azure. The Aberdeen 
motto is “Let Fortune Follow.”

Dr. Sheppard, after washing the horse’s 
eye with a lotion which removed the film, 
observed a small live object wriggling about 
in the pupil.

The snake measured just three and one- 
half inches, and its body was not thicker 
than an ordinary horse hair. The head was 
shaped very much like that of a miniature 
anaconda.

It was placed in a bottle of alcohol, where 
it soon died. Dr. Sheppard will send it to 
a medical university at Glasgow, Scotland.

Motion for writ of certiorari—a judgment 

was recovered for forfeiture through no per­
formance of statute labor. The statute pro­
vided that such forfeitures shall be sued for 
and recovered in the same manner and with 
like costs as if they were private debts, Rev. 
Stat. ch. 47, sec. 29. The writ was issued in 
Annapolis county and served on the defen- 
dent in Halifax to appear in Annapolis court. 
In all cases where the defendant resides be­
yond the jurisdiction the statute requires 
that that the plaintiff shall deposit with the 
justice who issued the summons a sum equal 
to 5 cents per mile each way of the distance 
between the defendant’s residence and the 
place of trial; and before any summons shall 
issue the amount of said deposit shall be en­
dorsed on the writ.

A motion for certiorari was made on the 
ground that the amount of the statutory de­
posit was not endorsed on the writ and th 
fore the proceedings were void; and further­
more on the ground that the magistrate had 
added to the costs his own charge of 75 
cents for a letter to the defendant and en­
tered up judgment for the whole amount.

Meagher, J.—The endorsement on the 
writ was not a compliance with the statute. 
If defendant appeared he might perhaps 
have cured the defect; and if he appealed it 
is doubtful if he could have raised the ques­
tion in the court of appeal. The plaintiff in 
the action might have shown by affidavit of 
himself or of the justice what amount, if any, 
had been deposited with the justice, and if 
the amount was substantially correct I would 
not have given costs. They have not done 
so, and I do not well see that I can refuse 
costs.

There 
is now another rainless, almost cloudless, 
month to add to the record which even tbeu 
was nearly unique, and the result is recog­
nized as a big national calamity. Nobody 
dares guess what this weary, cruel drought 
is costing England daily, but it must be some 
prodigious sum. If it holds out another 
week the loss will reach gigantic propor­
tions.

London had during the last sixty days for 
an aggregrate of rainfall less than one-fifth of 
an inch. Oxford to day enters the ninth week 
with a total rainfall of less than a twelfth of 
an inch. This is the forty-third day without 
a single drop of rain in Hampshire. These 
figures represent something so terribly un­
precedented that it is difficult to grasp their 
meaning. Many crops are supposed to be 
irretrievably ruined; the harvest as a whole 
must be the worst within the memory of 
living men no matter how soon the relenting 
heavens shall send relief.

The bill to give the ballot to unmarried 
females which came to an untimely end in 
the Nova Scotia legislature, occasioned some 
interest in the other provinces. The Ottawa 
Citizen speaking of it says, unmarried women 
have at present the franchise in municipal 
elections in Ontario, Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick. Before this privileg 
ceded dire predictions were made of the in­
jury that would be done to woman’s maiden­
ly modesty by her participation in elections. 
These predictions nave not been fulfilled. 
Under the ballot, and with the wise provi­
sions of the Ontario Municipal Act, closing 
the saloons upon polling days, elections are 
now conducted with almost as much sobriety 
as a Quaker meeting. Women *re not in­
sulted or jostled, nor are they subjected to 
any kind of rudeness when depositing their 
ballots. It may be a survival of the conserv­
ative feeling above mentioned which de­
feated the Nova Scotia bill, but if so the 
measure is only retarded for a few years 
until public opinion advances to meet it.

Important Amendment,

The mines and minerals act, passed during 
the session just closed, was amended by the 
legislative council—and the house of assem­
bly concurred in the amendment—extending 
to the officials in all departments of the pro­
vincial government the regulation in force io 
the mines department, preventing persons 
holding positions in the government from 
applying for mining leases or licenses either 
for themselves or as agents for others. This 
amendment, we take it, not only has the 
cordial sanction of the government, but will 
be approved of by public opinion; (1) because 
if it were even suspected that government 
officials made use of their knowledge acquired 
in the departments to promote their own 
personal interests, public confidence in the 
integrity of the management of departments 
would be weakened ; and (2) because there 
is no valid reason why the officials of the 
mines department should be subjected to 
such a regulation and the officials of other 
departments be free from its operation.*-

Things we do not Do.

1. We do not consider that we know 
everything about butter-making, 
thing new is being discovered every month. 
Not only from our own work are we con­
tinually learning, but also from the research 

and observation of others.
2. We do not keep a cow that makes less 

than 200 pounds of butter in a year.
3. Nor put the dry cow on a starvation 

ration.
4. Nor expect a cow to make something 

out of nothing.
5. Nor keep our cows in an ice-house, 

hog pen or dungeon.
6. Nor allow them to go a whole year 

without carding or brushing them.
7. Nor depend on pasture alone for a 

supply of summer feed.
8. We do not allow the milk to stand 

very long in the stable to absorb foul odors.
9. We do not neglect to strain the milk 

at ou ce after milking.
10. Nor set the milk in deep cans in well 

water without changing the water at least 

twice, or without Xe.
11. Nor mix sweet cream with cream to 

be churned less than twelve hours before 
churning. (The cream is ripened in one 
vessel which holds the cream for a whole 

churning.)
12. Nor add scalding water to the cream ; 

nor guess at the temperature with the finger; 
nor take two or three hours to churn.

Nor gather the butter until the 
“dasher stands on top,” and then tip it out 

of the buttermilk.
14. Nor add coarse salt by guess; nor 

work the butler into grease.
15. And finally, we do not send our but­

ter to market wrapped in old rags that may 
have seen other service in the home.— 
Ontario Agricultual College Bulletin.

How Does the Shoe Fit?

ing.

1. If you wish to procure trees from the 
woods, take them near the edge of the for­
est, where they do not grow too thickly, 
they will suffer less from the change and 
want of their accustomed shelter. Many 
tree planters take the precaution of tying 
a string around the tree before digging it up, 
with the knot tied to the north, so as to he 
able when they replant it, to place it in the 
ground facing the same direction. (1)

2. Do not take up trees, for transplant­
ing, over eight or ten feet in height; if you 
do they will require much extra care and 
trouble, more would be compensated by their 

extra height.
When it is proposed to take up large trees 

it will considerably increase the chances of 
success if they are prepared before hand, by 
cutting the roots with a sharp spade all 
around the tree, without disturbing it, - the 
previous spnng, and severing the tap root 
with a slanting cut.

3. Take up the trees very carefully; do 
not hurry and tear and split the roots and 
do not attempt to get them in their whole 
length, better have them short and sound ; 
dress them carefully, removing the wounded 
parts, and cXit off the broken ends with a 
slanting undercut, so that the new roots 
forming round the cut, between the wood 
and the bark, will at once strike a downward 

course.
4. Be careful not to let the roots dry, 

keep them in damp moss or straw and re­
plant as soon as possible.

5. Having considerably shortened the 
roots, you will have to shorten the branches 
and the stem, as there ought to be a reason­
able proportion between the two.

C. Plant your tree on mellow ground, 
packing carefully the loose earth between 
the roots; water before filling up the hole 
completely, and when filled press the ground 

firmly.
7. Be careful not to plant the tree any 

deeper than you found in growing.
8. Stake it at once; the taller the tree 

the more strongly it must be staked to resist 
the wind; surround it with a hay rope or 
rags to prevent it from getting torn. Where
takes are not available place stones round 

the tree, not too near the foot, so as to anchor 
it by keeping down the roots wit^ their 

weight.
9. The more you remove the weeds and 

work the ground near the tree, provided 
you do not go down too deep, the better. 
Mulching the straw, leaves, etc., will pre­
serve the necessary mo’sture in the ground.

10. No use planting trees if they are not 
fenced carefully, so as to protect them from 

the cattle.
11. Select with judgement the kind of 

tree that will suit your soil. In rich deep 
soil, plant black walnut, butternut, oak, 
elm, maple, basswood, etc. The ash tree 
will grow in cold compact soil where the

pie would perish. Tamarack will thrive 
in light wet soil. Keep pine and sprutce for 

dry sandy soil.
