INDWELLING SIN AND CHRIS-
TIAN PERFECTION.

I.—F1Rrsr PRINCIPLES AND STATEMENT
oF THE QUESTION,

Tue existence of sin is a mystery
whose solution is beyond our present
capacity. ‘That One who is all perfec.
tivn, who is the infinity of all that is
great and good, whose witdom, power
and goodness are infinite, should per
mit sin or not prevent its existence, is
indeed the mystery of all mysteries.
But, though the solution of the mystery
is beyond our present powers, if nol
essentially beyond creature capacity,
there is not a little that is fitted to re.
licve our minds and to sustain our f1ith
in God, to whatever extent or however
long sin may be permitted. While
God cannot be the author of sin, even
in the smallest degree of 1it, we kiow
that wherever it exists, however widely
it may extend, and however long its
existence may continue, its existence is
wholly within the bounds of the Divine
permission, and that God permits it
only because it is His purpose to over-
rule it for gond—the highest good, We
believe that He will thus overrule it, and
that it will in due time be clearly
seen that it has been the occasion of
good both of the highest kind and in
the greatest measure.  We assume that
no one will havethe presumption to say,
that it were better and more worthy of
Gnd not o permit sin than to overrule
it for good, Ts it not rather our wis-
dom to reason from the fact of His per-
mission of sin, that He regards it more,
worthy of Himself, more vlotifying to
Him, and therefore detfer, that sin
should be permittel and overruled for
good than that its existence should be
prevented ? . .

That God should permit the continu-
ed existence of sin in the Christian be.
liever, whose sing He has, in the exer-
cise of free and suvercign grace, for-
given, and in whom' He has overthrown
the rule of sin, adds nothing to the
essential and insoluble mystery of the
exisence of sin.  G)d has no more to
do with the (xistence of sin in me than
He has 10 do with its existence in the
world o1 in any pontion of it,  Sinisin
me as it is in the world, by no positive
action of God, but only by His per
mitting it; and it is permitted in the

-one case a8 in the other, only that it

may be, and bacause it shall be, over
ruled for good, ‘That it is in me by
my birth is but a part of the one great
mystery, By His permission, the sin
of another has injuriously affected my
moral nadure; it being a part of the
awful mystery that one creature can be
the authorof sin in another, or inflict
upon him moral damaee, as well as in-
jure him otherwise, Iiut that sin isin
e, whether reigning in e in my nat
ural fallen state, or dwelling in meefer
God has overthrown its rule, is nonc of
God's doing.  If, being a believer in
Christ, sin dwells in wme, a hing,
actively rebellious resident, I owe it te
another than God. To Him I owe
only the dethronement of sin with the
forgiveness of it.  He is the author
only of 41l the good that is in i1 ¢, no*
of ihe 4. whedie 1 reigns of only
dwells in me,

While it is to be understood. that we
cannot go into controversy on the sub.
ject with any who do not recognize the
foregoing statements as cxpressive of
fundamental trath, it s of importance
in the present controversy that another
principle be premised which is cqually
fundamental.  We can allow of no
question as to man's obligation to be
in perfect conformity with the will of
God as expressed in the moral law, or
as to his duty to render perfect obedis
ence 1o the commands of God., We
cannot here enter into a full discussion
of the matter. It is enough to say that
the fact that my moral nature is injured,
to the extent of its being a complete
wreck, does not frec me from my obli-
gation, as a moral agent, to be, in will
and in action, perfectly conformed to
the law of God ; and that any want of
conformity on my part is my sin, My
conviction of this has all the strength
of an intuition, I need not to be rea-
soned intoit. T cannot be reasoned
out of it, Irrespective of all questions
as to the origin of my moral corraption,
or sinfutness, or disposition to sin, 1
know that I am what I ought not to be,
and that in sinning 1 do what I ought
uot to do, or fuil to do what I ought to
do. That God has permitted another
sinner to lead me intotin and bring me
under its power, does not make my sin
not mine or less mine. Unable as I
am to solve the mystery of sin, I dare
not question God’s right to permit a
moral agent to abwse his freedom
whether by sinning ot by leading others
1o sin, _ Nor.can -believe. that-God ik
under any obligation of justice either
to keep me from the sin which, in the
cxercise of my freedom, I choose-to
rommit, or to deliver me from the sin
I am involved in. My only hope as a
sinner is in the free and plenteous grace
of God,

We rejoice to know that God has, in
His free and sovereign grace, provided
for our complete deliverance from sin
and all its evil consequences ; and our
faith looks foward to the time when the
last vestige of sin shall have been swept
from the earth which has so long been
the theatre of its operation. But we
must bear in mind that, though God's
goodness i1 infinite, as is His power to
comtnunicate good {including deliver-
ance from evil), to His creatures, He
does not communicate good by any
nccessity of nature, whether His own
or the creature’s. While He can be
unjust or 4o wrong to no creature,
He communicates of His goodness
freely to every creature, in such
measute and way and at such times
as He pleases, never arbitrarily, but
always wisely, though for reasons we
may not know, We cannot, there.
fore, know what good He will com-
municate to any creature, or when or in
what way or in what measure He will
communicate it, except by revelation
from Himself in promise or in actual
bestowment. We cannot argue what
He will do in bestowing good from
what He can do ; for that were to divest
Him of His freedom, and to impose
upon Him the necessity of always ex-
erting His powar to the uttermost, and
of bestowing equal and infinite good on
cvety creature alike,  We must be care.
ful, therefore, that our conclusions re.
specting God's cormnunication of good
to us, in our deliverance from sin, be
drawn entirelyfrom Hisown intimations
oi His will in the matter.

Accordingto Scripture,God,findingus
in a helpless state of sin and misery, has
provided in and by Christ for our being,
in His good time, made entirely worthy
of Himself in character and condition,
Repudiatingwith abhotrencethethought
that He is anyway concerned in our
rtin L, <in, except as permitting it, that
He may overrule it for high and good
cnds, we rejoice to know that our de.
liverance is not only assured in His
cternal purpose of grace, but actually
sccured in the obedience unto death of
a great Saviour,  His pracious purpose
cannot fail of accomplishtnent; and it
isa matter of express revelation that, at
the sccond coming of Cheist, the de.
struction of the last enemy, death, will
complete the bestowment upon us of all
the good sccured for us by His great
saciifice.  We havein praspect nothing
less than the complete and eternal de-
liverance of our eatth from sin and

every fruit of sin,  But complete as is

the provision made (or oiir deliverance,
and sure as is the accomplishment of
God's purpose, He does not, at one
time or by one act, communicate to us
all the good that is ours in purpose and
provision.  His wisdom has determined
that our caperience of saving good
should be a progress or advance, from
the time of our beeuning new creaturas
in Christ till the day of the redemption
of the body. And we are now called
to deal with a question relating to the
time when, according to the teaching
of God's vord, the Christian belicver's
deliverance from his sin is complete, so
complete that God sees no sin in him
of theught, word, or deed. Some are
affirming, what Christians generally have
in all arcs denied as not only unwar-
tanted Sut contradicted by Seripture

‘and all believing experience, that God

communicates to the believer such a
measure of His grace or saving good-
ness in the present life, that he may
live frem day to daywithout heing guilty
of any sin in any relation, human or
divine. It is not deuiad by any intelli.
gent Christian, or rather, it Is the com-
mon faith of all true Christians, that
the man who, be'ng botn of God, is in
living union with Chris. by faith, is,
from the moment of his union with
Christ, not only delivered from the
guilt of sin, so that th.re is no con.
demnation to him, but also freed from
the dominion of sin, so that it does net
reign in him and he cannot tive in sin.
But the question now before us for cone
sideration is, whether, in any case, God
goes beyond this in the present life—
whether, in any case, the believer is in
this life delivered from his sin so com.
pletely that he lives an entirely sinless
Iife, and has thus no occasion to confess
sin and ask the forgivencss o it.
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For Tue Papssvrenian Ravizw,
THE LATE PROF. ELMSLIE,

Sitrine alone in my room and
thinking of friends just left behind in
England, 1 stepped into the reading
room to look at a newspaper, not ex-
necting to find anything of personal
interest, when the first paragraph that
met my eye contained the bald but
startling statement that Dr. Elmslie, of
the Presbyterian College, London,
was dead. I can hardly bzlieve that it
is true, and get« it must, be ; bad news
flies like lightning around. the globe,
and strikes sadnesy inlo tHe hearts of
those who realize its full significance.
A life so rich in fruitfulness, and richer
still in promise, cut off so suddenly
and so soon, this burdens us again
with a rense of life’s solemn mystery.
How hard it is to say, *“Even so,
Father, for it seemed goed in Thy
sight.”

This is not the time to estimate Dr.
Elmslie's character or measure his life-
wotk, and if it were, I have neither the
ability nor the dispositior. to attempt
such a task ; but I cannat refrain from
paying this humbtle tribute to his mem.
ory.  When the deep sense of 2 great
loss is fresh, one feels that our com-
mon-place expressions of sorrow and
sympathy are utterly inadequate, The
loss to the Presbyterian Church in Eng-
land and throughout the world is great,
and there are many who will have a feel.
ingof personal bereavement, Inoutown
sorcow wé niost earnestly commend to
God the lone widow, who has lost a
true and tender companion,

Professor Elmslie appeared to be of
a reserved temperamen:; he was not
eifusive or demonstrative, but those
who came into close contact with him
and learned to know him were
constrained to love him. ‘The
words of symnathy and hopeful cheer
received from him just as I left the old
land are still ringing in my ears, and
will be an inspiration for some time to
come. ‘There are many of his. old
students who can bear true testimony 1o
his warmth of attachment and brother-
liness of spirit.

To those who have heard him
preach it is not needful to say that he
was pre-eminently a living man. When
absorbad in his subject he was all
aglow with spiritual enthusiasm, and
he preached by his flashing eye and
quivering body as well as by his elo-
quent tongue.  In his classroors the
old Hebrew prophets were hecard to
speak as living men, rebuking the sel.
fish ambition and grasping greed of
our own time. It was & rare treat to
his students when, after discussing de-
tails of grammar, various readings and
conjectural emendations, some sugges-
tion from the text led him to give a
brief but beautiful discourse on a great
spititual truth. Then he displayed a
cleatness of insight, a brilliance and
boldness of expression which was truly
wondeiful,  While thankful for the
technical knowledge he imparted, we
were constrained to vatue much more
highly the inspiring influences which at
such moments streamed fruom his soul,
He was no system builder, but seemed
always to be looking at the truth as a
presént revelation of God coming to
create a new and purer manhood in
believing men.  Hence he was broad
in the best sease, not with the breadth

of a carcless indiffercntism, o1

shallow scepticism, but  with the
catholitity. of a man who sees the
glotious fulness and rich variety of
Gospel truth,  While sympathizing
with the thoughts and struggles of
modete uen, he was ever faithful to
the grest central cvangelical truths,
and in his company we have often re.
Joiced that thase traths were not ab.
solutely hound to any stereotyped form
of words, but were ever bursting forth
ancw and longing to express themsclves
in ths common speech of men.

He y4# loyal also to our Preshyter
ian form. of Church government, not
with any fanatical zeal, but with an in.
telligent appreciation which made him
long tu sce it moved by a still more
robuit Jife, which would bring to the
fiont ¢ % bests clements in our congte-
gations and so reveal larger powers for
usefulnesy,

He wasnopolitical pattizan,butaman
whose vocial sympathies were strong,
and who h:ted every form of unright.
eousnemand oppression.  While sym.
pathizing, with the noblest aspirations
of ihisrestless age, he could denounce
with withering scorn its empty follies
and dehasing vices. May the cemo.
tions that he kindled and the influences
he sent jput long coatinue their kindly,
healthful ministry, W.G. ].

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REV. DR. ROBERTSON IN NOVA
© SCOTIA, -

As our readers are aware, Rev. Dr,
Robertson, Superintendent of Missions,
Manitoba and North-West, has been for
some weéeks past visiting congregations
in the Maritime Provinces in theinterests
of the {Home Mission Work of ous
Chureh The following account of his
visit to A #n-0, as reported in the Sua
of Nov.yaoth, will be perused with in-
terest, dnd will assist in directing at.
teotion bncefnore to the pressing needs
of our_great Home fields:

*“Reg. Dr. Robertson was greeted by
quitea large congregation,and afiershort
preliminaty services hy the nastor,
spoke & few words from Luke xxiv. 46
47—dwplling particularly on the last
clause, . * Beginning at  Jerusalem,”
from -which he taught the great im.
portangy of Home Mimlon work, which
the CRirch was cano account to ne-
glect. ~ He explained why he wasin
these Provinces. The General Assem.
bly had requested him to come down
among the people of the East and en.
list their sympathies and co-opera‘ion
in the extensive field of mission wotk
in the great North-West, and asan obed:
ent son of the Church be was
here to tell them as best he could of its
vast importance. It was only last year
that this eastern section of the Church
began to contribute towards the sup-
port of the missions of the Northwest,
the work previously having been car-
ried on by Ontario and the West, and
he hoped to enlist their sympathies to
such an extent that their good efforts
would not only bs continued, but large.
ly increased, He spoke of the magni.
tude of the country notth and west of
Lake Superior, its three great betts, the
mining, fishing, forests and lumbering
interests of two great tracts of country,
the extent of which it was difficult to
comprehend,  The extensive fertile
belt was also dwelt upon, its wondezful
farming capabilities and the extent of
the population that would intime settle
onit. Its surface was already being
rapidly dotted with settlements, so
rap.dly indeed that with the number of
men, money and means at its disposal,
the Church could not reach many of
them by missionaries once in six
months, some of them for much longer
petiods,  We pass over the difficulues
he enumerated regarding the work of
missionaties during the first settlement
ofthe country. He told us that owing
to the fact that the C. P, R., for which
tuey were very thankful, as it was a
great boon to them and to the country,
was at first projected to be built along
the South Saskatchewan, 1aany settle.
ments had been located there, some of
which were two hundred and filty
miles from the railway, Thenagain,
owing to the fact that aliernate blocks
of land were taken for railway purpases,
scttlements were far apart and difficult
of access.  He spoke further on many
of the difficultics presented, related an
incident connected with the sending
of a missionaty named John A. Me
Donald to the Columbia river. He
had heard of setticments there that had
uever been visited by a missionary, He
sent word home and describ:d the kind
ofa man he wanted ~ane who had never
b:en a father’s pet or mother's idol, wh
had fought liis own way at school and
had bzen known to take his own part
when necessity demanded it, one who
could take & long tramp, padllz a
canoe, row a boat and sleep under a
tree 5 provide him with two hunlred
dollars and send him along.  Word
came back that the man could prob-
bly bs got, but that there was n»
money.  Fortunately a yourg ladies
mission society in Perth heazd of w,
raised the money and McDonald came,

and entered into the work, encounter.
ing all the difiiculties suggested by the
description of the style of man needed
to surinount them. even having to
build a raft on which he floated down
the river, being received all along this
extensive route by the people with open
atms,accomplishing grand results, Now,
said the doctor, hag McDonald's feat
heen performed in the Foreign Mistion
ficld or clsewhere, all the newspapers
would have heralded it far and near, bat
because it wae done in Canada and
among Canadian people, there has not
been a word aboutit. The outcome
of this incident, which «t first scemed
to indicate discouragement, was on the
cantrary cncoumgiug. and for the next
fiftecn or twenty minutes the speaker
presented the bright side of the picture,
such as the land being pzopled with a
strong. hearty, vigorous race, men from
Ostario, Quebee and the Maritime
Provinees, the latter having alteady sent
some six thousand of their sons and
daughters out there, and surely it was
& duty incumbent on us to supply
them with the means of grace. They
were willing to conteibute largely to
the support of missionaries themselves,
statistics showing that they contributed
nineteen dollars par communicant, as
againgt nine dollars contnbuted in
these lower Provinces, A large ma-
jitv of the people out there were
Presbyterian, and 1t was cssentially the
duty of the Presbyterian Church of
Canada to look afier them., He point.
ed out in forcible language the mistakes
that had formerly been made by the
Church, patticularly in the early settle.
ment of Qiebec, where the names
among the French population plainly
indicated their Scotch origin, but who,
owing to the lack of missionary . flons
on our part, had becen allowed to drift
itto other Chutches, He alio in-
stanced the fearful state of matters in
the Western States, where in many lo-
calities the Sabbath was almost un.
known, and strongly appealed to our
Christian people to guard against such
a state of afftirs in our great and grow.
ing country,

‘¢ Afterhis forctble and highly interest
ing address, Dr. Robertson went to the
First Presbyterian churen, where he
also spake for overanhour, and we think
that the general opinion will b that he
is a man well qualified for the - work,
thoroughly in carnest and deserving of
every encotragement and unhimited
support by the large body of Christians
whose work he is so faithfully doing,
He is a strong, vigorous man one well
qualified to make his mark at more re-
munerative employment, speaking from
a worlily point of view, and if heis
willing, as he undoubtedly is, to give
his great talents to this work, the
Church should see to it that he is
handsomely supported.”

FORMOSA,
LETTER FROM MR, JAMIESON,

I drep you alins by this mail to say
that since I wrote last my health has
much improved, and I am now a good
deal stronger and gaining every day.

Before going to Palm Istind I'was
ergaged revising the sheets of a new
dictionary that Dr. Mackav is getting
printed for the benefit of the students
and preachers, It consists of about ten
thousand (10,000) Chinese characters
with their sounds or names, which is
called the “"book reading,” alw their
meanings in Romanized Colloquisl, It
was completed by Dr. Mackay when he
had bzen about four years in Formosa,
and very little time since has bzen given
to correcting it, etc. The preachersall
along had his otlginal book, passing It
from one to the other, copying it} and
they say no other have they found so
convenient and useful, -

Previous to the French troubles up.
wards of twenty copies had thus bsen
written oat by preachers for their own
use, but during that time most of them
got destroyed, and as students and
preachers have been urging Dr. Mackay
to get it printed for them, he consented
to have it done this year.

For that purpose one student copied
the whole in sheets, and as they had to
be revised to see that the tonal marks,
ete,,were correct, I undertook to do this
patt.

It was a work that suited very well in
warm #eather—better than going into
the country and cndangering health,
and secing the weather was warm Dr,
Mackay wished me to take plenty of
time and not confine mysell to it too
closely. This I did and the work be-
ing comparatively easy, I was progress-
ing with it but after I had gone over
2 consderable pact, not fecling very
well, D, Rennie advised me to go
round to Palm Island for 2 change,
While I wasthere Dr. Mackay got word
thit the printer was ready for the
munuscript, so he got four students at
work together and finished revising.
B foralong we hopt to hava the dic-
tinary in printed- form, which will be
agreathelp toall in the fi-ld, as the
characters cover alt in the Dible as well
8 those In general use in Chinese
classics, etc.

Students and preachers here at Tam-
sui, as also many preachers throu hout
the field, durine “Lis seaton are fre.
quenily ill, but .t Mackay keeps well
und strong and keeps the work in the
College steadily going on without any
vacation.  We gencrally go aver for
the evenng meetings, and have seen
not only students and preachers, but
the wives of thelatter regutarly deilled ;
and last night over two dozen of their
little children sang hymns, answered
questions or addressed’ the rest as
readily and f.2cly as I ever saw child.
ren in Canada do.

STREET PREACHING IN INDIA.

An Eastern market place is always
& wonder to the American, ‘There ke
will see nearly all the castes of Indiain
their varied costumes and raried no
costumes, hear the strange cries and
observe tho mioving partition of ages—
caste, which forever separates them
from each other, They are the noisiest
creatures on the earth ; their tongues
are double geared, and they are prob-
ably lying as fast as they ‘can speak.
The purchasers are dicketing with the
huckstets beneath  widespread um-
breHas, serving the purpose of awnings,
and supporied by bamboo sticks. The
bodies of some of the women are tat-
tooed in the colors and shapes of fruit
and flowers ; some having the likeness
of their stock in trade punctured into
their skirs—an impasition made on
them in helpless babyhood. Babies
are, too, objects of wonder.  Their eyes
are as black as polished jet, and they
are usually naked, cunning and mirth.
ful, getting the best ont of life—riding
on their mother’s heads, straddling her
shoulders and neck, bound to her back,
or on her haunches, or in a basket
swung to the back. Sometimes they
are mad and fighting the maternal
back, pulling her hair and ears, or
lf._i:l:king vigorously against her back or
side.

These markets are frequented by the
missionaries, who preach or wrangle
with their foes, according to circum-
stances. We witnessed a tussle of this
kind with two young native and foreign
missionaries. They usually mount a
block or box, perhaps a permanent
stand ; sometimes they begin by sing-
ing a gospel hymn, sometimes the
carry about a portable organ, whic
rarely fails to attract a crowd who listen
often with marked attention, but at
times do littie else than harass the mis.
sionary. The Mohammedans are the
worst, the most quarrelsome and inso-
lent, and more troublesome, because
they know more about the history of
redempiion. This afternoon the young
missionaries had to fight both. ‘Their
opponents began in the most devout
and respectful manner, desiricz onl
information, but wound up in a brawl.
The pet question is an assault on
Christ's vicarious sacrifice, they wanting
to know by whom men were saved be.
fore He came. But while Moham-
medans are the most contentious, they
are ofter most docile, sincere and re-
spectful inquirers. The Brahmins ate
subtle, shallow and pretentious, #nd
know nothing of salration as revealed
in the Scriptures, except as they have
learned it from the missionaries, though
there are exceptional cases. They are
always ready to show themselves off to
the best advantage, and to raise a laugh
on the missionaties, which is regzarded

43 & great teivmph,  But through it all
the truth gets among the people, and
while it does not turn them often into
new afiiliations, it modifies their opin:
ions of old ones, so the leaven is work-
ing slowly but perceptibly through all
India. The fight was going on sharply
when the stand was reached, and Rev.
Mr. Lucas, being more skilled, came to
the assistance of the young.men, and
soon silenced out of the Scriptures the
Mohammedans, who have a reverence
for them. though mixed by more “pure
cussedness” than was ever known in
human form. The Hindus aie fess
contentious, and care less what they
belicve themeelves, or what is beliaved
by others.—Reo.

A WOMAN FARMER 18 the subject of
my story.  She never held 2 plow nor
swung a scythe , she never even milked
2 cow or chumed 2 pound of bulter.
She has not great ted arms or hard-
ened hands, She worked her farm
vith her brans,

She was not reared to agricultural
pursuits, her father was a judge, and
she studied Viegyl, Ceesar and Black-
stone with her brothers At the age
of cighteen she was married to the
Rev. Abner Thomas, who was much
her semor, having been ordained to
preach when she was but four years
old. The first two or three years of
her marnied life were spent in England,
winther her husband had been sent on
some special embassy for s denomina-
tion. Here she became intimately ac-
quainted  with Willam and Mary
Hownt, George Eliot, john Bright and
many other peopte distinguished in
Iterature and phidanthropy.  Retumn-
ing to America her husband filled pas-
torates in Philadelphia, Brookiyn and
Bridgeport. In these places, as every-
where, Mrs, Thomas attracted to her,
people of large brains and generous
hearts, and she was always their ac
knowledged leader.

Before s marnage Mr. Thomas
had preached at Lowell, Mass, and
the Lowell Offering was projected by
him. This paper was published by
the factory guis of Lowell, some of
whom became alterwards known in the
Iterary world. Here Lucy Larcom,
the sweet song-bird, threw her shuitle
back and forth as she wove her
thoughts i thyme and lad the foun-
dation of her fame; and it was here
that the poem, '"Hannzh Bindmng
Shoes,” was wnitten,

It was after the utter faure of het
husband’s health-and his retirement
from the mnistty that Mrs. Thomas
purchased twanty acres of land at Ta-
cony, a suburb of Philadelphia, and
became farmer and stock raiser It
was a very little farm compared with a
Western ranch, but the soil was fertile
and she set about making 1t yicld her
solid dollars.  Riding out one day she
saw a particulatly fine field of wheat.
She sought the owner and found he had
obtatnedtheseed in one ofthe far south-
western States, and that the species had
not before baen introduced in the east.
Sced was purchased for her next year's
crop, and so great was the superionty
of the grain when hacvested that she
sold one hundred and fifty bushels at
$1 6o per bushel, an advance upon
the market price of that season.  She
also disposed of fifty bushels of seed
wheat to the neighbouring farmars at
$2 a bushel, and had the satisfaction
of knowing that she had raised the
grade of wheat throughout the secuon.
She always bad a good garden, but the
vegetables raised there were entirely
for her own use.  She did not at
tempt 10 make money in a great many
httle ways, but always concentrated
her energies upon what would bring
good and sure reterns.  The only fruit
she produced for market was Bartlett
peats.

But the domamn of twenty acres was
not entitely devoted to raising wheat
and pears—it became famous as a
s ock farm.  Mrs. Thomas bred Alder
ney catle of sogood a quality that
there was a demand for her stock in
ncatly every State in the Union.  She
never sold 8 call of four weeks for less
than $50; and adult cautle brought
proportionate prices.  An ice cream
dealer in Philadelphia bought all her
cream at the door for twenty-five cents
a quart, and it yielded her $35 per
week. Her Hambletonian horses were
of the purest breed and readily brought
large prices.  Her poulry yielded an
mcome of $1,000 per year.  She never
taised mixed fowls; she kept only
light DBrahmas, which were select
eg because they were good producers,
moderate caters, and peaccable in
temper,  All her fowls were sold alive,
and never to be caten,  They were
usually disposed of in breeding trios,
at §5 jnr trio.  ‘The eggs were never
sold” fr less than $t per dezsn, and
only for haiching putposes.

Mrs, Thomas had her aplaty, and
what shic does not know about bees is
not worth telling.  She loved her hees
and could at any time handle them
with perf=ct safety, though the advent
of a nervous, itritable person in their
midst would rouse their antagonism to
the utmost. She was as careful in the
selection of her hees as of aer cows
snd horses, and on one occasion paid
$1,000 fora sgle queen bee which
she imperted from Italy.  The honey
made was of so rarc a quality that a
fine income was yiclded from it alone.

Mrs, ‘Thomas kept but one man
upon the premises; his duty was to
take care of the stock and do general
work., She found it more cconomical
to have all agricultural labor performed
by day workmen,  She supcnntended
the work herself, making frequent trps
on horseback over the little farm to
sec that all was going on properly.
she paid the usual prices for Labaug, but
treated the men so well that they al-
ways worked for her with a will and a

reference to any other employer. In

arvesttime there was a ten o'clock
lunch in the field, consisting of coffee,
lemonade, ginger cookies, biscuits and
pies. At twelve 3 sumptuous dinner
war provided under the trees in the
rear of the house, where the table was
spread with snowy linen and was made
as citractive as possible. At four
o'clock there was another spread in the
field, and if the workmen remained to
mahe a long day's work, a bountiful
supper was funished.  As aresult of
such good freding she was never
troubled toget labourers, and the men
always did their work well.

Mrs. Thomas refused $1o0,000 for
her farm last year.  She owns a hand-
some house in Lexington Avenue,
New York, and another at Fordham,
an up town locality in the aty. Last
year she rented the farm to good ad-
vantage, and she has now taken up
her petmanent residence in New York.

When women ask her if they can do
as she has donc she answers: 1
dont know. I had twenty acres of
very tich land and some money to fall
back upon. Had I been obliged to
sell my products to the first buyer be-
cause 1 needed the money, I could not
have realized as much as 1did by wait.
ing until the right customer came.”

Mrs, Thomas’s husband died some
years ago.  She has two sons, one of
whom marned a nicce of Alice and
Phebe Cary. He is a lawyer and was
a candidate for judge on the labour
ticket a year at two ago. The other
son is a physician,

This busy woman found time to
entertain many distingJished guests
in her Tacony home, Through her
father she made the acquaintance of
Mr. Lincoln long before the war, and
she was in the Presidential party on its
round-about trip to Washinglon for
the inauguration, On that occasion
Mr. Lincoln said: * Mrs. Thomas,
you are a Pennsylvanian; how does
Mr. Cameron stand in his own State ?”
“They call him honest Simon,” she
answered, “‘To have the name of
being honest is a good recommenda
tion,” said Mr. Lincoln, “and I think
I must have Simon Cameron in my
Cabinet,”  The brother of Mis.
‘Thomas was Minister of the Argentine
Republic under Mz, Liricoln,and died
while returming from lus mission,

Mrs. Thomas is now largely en-
gaged n  philanthropic  wotk.  She
was recently sent by Clara Barlon to
Williamsport and l.ock Haven to re
port to the Red Cross Society in re-
gard to the flooded districts of those
towns. She was president of Sorosis
during the last term of four years.
She has done much literary work.—
Mrs. L. Thomas, in N, C. Advecate.

The
rapidity of modern transit and com
murnication, the marvellous practica)
applications of clectriaty and many
other scientific discoveries to the uses
and enterprises of man, are subjects
which cannot but awaken thissentiment
in every intelligent und. It 15 1mpos-
sible to withhold our admiration at the
triumphs of human skill and invention.
Sutprising and grand as are these tri-
umphs, they are, after 11), but the car.
tying out of natural laws, and are noth.
ing mote than the application of a few
simple principles. Hence the senti-

ment of wonder in regard to ali human
achievements has its Himit. The most
astonishing discovery, the most cunning
and clever mvention becomes presently
an old story. ‘The electric light daz.
zied the mmagination but for amoment ;
the phonograph s only a ninc days
marvel.

If, however, it should be announced
beyund the pussibiity of doubt that a
river had been discovered which, in-
stead of tunning on in the usual course
towards the sea, had suddenly reversed
its curtent and was known to be flow
ing upwards to 1te source on the moun
tatnside, then would there bea subject
(or wonder indeed.  Such a discovery
would set the whole world in amaze
ment, or rather in consternation, It
would bafile the knowledge of the most
learned, and send confusion into the
ranks of the masters of science It
would be almost inconceivable that any
mind could Le so dull as not 1o feel
some surpnise at such a marvellous
event,  And yet the arrest of the coutse
of a human bemng travelhng on the
doanward path morally and spiritually,
1s something not less amazing than that
the stream should teverse its current,

‘I'he conversion of a soul from sin is
an ever new minacle, The thought
has been suggested that the early Chns-
tian Church, though not possessing the
assured recognition and standing of the
Church of to-day, had an undue advan-
tage in the miraculous powers conferred
upon the Apaosties. Be this as it may,
the one nuracle best worth preserving
has been retained, and will continue to
tast through all ages while the world
lasts —the muacle of the repenting and
returning soul,  Not surer is the cur-
ren* of the niver set towards the sea
than 13 the downward tendency of man
in a state of nature to sin, His pro.
gress may be swift and headlong, or it
may be sluggish and calm. The ewl
Iife may be passed n quiet decency, or
it may be a career of violence and
crime. The tendency is stiil the same,
and the destination is sure. The
checlang of a caresr of open and fa.
grant wrong-doing presents a more
striking speciacle of power than the
case of conversion which to outward
appcarance seems but a higher devel-
opment of goodness, s0 exemplary has
been the previous life, just as it would
be more startling 1o hehold a foaming
torrent turn back upon itself and strug
gle on its upward way. The reversal
of the natural law would be no less sure
were the siream gentle and peaceful.
So great is the wonder of conversion,
that even the repentance of one sinner
arrests the attention of angels, and
causes joy among the heavenly hosts.

If this be true, why 13 it that no
general feeling of wonder or of pleasure
i aroused amongst men when such an
event occurs?  The minister who ad-
mits such an one to his first communion
probably thanks God for another soul
redeemed from death. The attention
of the congregation which receives him
1s for a moment engaged, possibly tiot
for longer time than it takes to read
the name of the ne# member. Those
in charge of the finances may experi-
ence acertain pleasure that one more
is added to the number who share the
burden of support. How many take
cognizance of the fact that the miracle
of grace has been wrought once more?
We fear even Christian people appre-
hend but feebly how tremendous s
the change, how wondetful, passing
knowledge, is the event which trans.
formsthe child of earth into an heir of
heaven, Much less isthe great world of
unconcerned and careless souls able to
see that anything out of the ordinary
coursc has taken place. The great
miracle can only be discerned by those
whose spintual understanding has been
enlightened to perceive the superna.
tural and the divine. Only those who
have learned to know Ged can know
themaivel of achange of heart.  To all
others it i3 as an idle tale.  Theresults
may, it 18 true, produce an impression
in cxceptional cases, but the angels
rejoice over the sinner that repents,
not waiting in doubt and anxicty until
the fruits of repentance are manifest,
The geeat change, the turaing from sin
2o God, \lus is the theme of their joylul
thanksgiving and praise.  Should n
not be so on earth?

It is very probable that but
very few~—and those entirely of the baser
sott—were concerned in it, and that
even they would not have had an op-
portunity to display their hoodlum pro-
pensities if those in charge of the pro-
cession had observed the line of march
which the authorities had been ziven to
understand they bad marked out for
themselves, Nevertheless, whether few
or many were engaged in the stone-
throwing, the authorities of the city
owe it to themselves, no less than to
the citizens—-Catholic and Protestant
alike—that the offenders should be
brought to speedy punishment, Unlesa
such demonstrations of religious or na.
tional rancour be checked at the stant
there is no saying into what dimensions
they may soon grow. Inthe meantime
our daily press has by its glonfication
of the Archbishop’s advent, aimost
atoned for the insult putupen him by
the stone slingers. These journals
could scarcely have given more space
in the minute chronicling of events to
a visit from royalty itsetf. They have
fairly vied with one another in record-
ing {rom hour to hour the Archiepisco.
pal doings, his smiles, bis blessings and
protestations of a vehement desire tobe
as good & Catholic a3 his predecessor.
But amid all the processions and jun.
keting and adulation from the secular
press, itis a great comfort to plain Pret.
byterians who believe that the kingdom
of Chtist is not of this world, that the
Moderator of vur General Assembly
can enter the city in his cfficial capacity
without the aid of a loag processivn at
his heels to show his place among men,
and that the secular press shows so
much discrimination in tinghing cut the
pomps and vanities of the werld for its
special evlogies and favours.  Notwith-
standing the few pebbles, which we are
glzd to know did bim no great harm,
the Archbishop on his patt is doubtleas
well satisfied with his reception from
the fist Protestant city of the Do
minion.

According to a London paper
he does not believe in choosing his text
too eatly-—like those who select their
text on Monday morning and allow it
to stew and simmer all the week. He
thinks that, when this is done, there is
a danger that by the time Sunday comes
the pot shall have gone off the boil.
He reads what stimulates his mind
Ponderous tomes of dry-as dust the.
ology have no charm for him. He has
treed writing out the whole or part of
his sermone, but has been driven to
extempore preaching, and believes that
for nearly every minister extempore
preaching is the best.  It, however, has
its peuls. Memory occasionally plays
scurvy tricks withhim.  He says stupid
things sometimes for which he could
bite his tongue in the pulpit. But,
notwithstanding this, he considers that
his present method is the best. This
may do very well for a genius like Mr,
MeNeill, but for those that are not
geniuses—and most preachers,like most
other professional men, are not geniuses
—lhe bestwaywould seem to bethe plan
followed by Du, Deems, of New York,
as given in our columns a week or two
ago—get the sermons finished in time
to ailow a period of rest to intervene
before deliveting them, The pot need
not be kept on the boilallthe time, It
issufficient that it boil when needed.

John Wilkinson. Mildmay Printing
House, London.  Willard Tract

This 18 the hitle of a most interesting

wotk. ‘['he author has given s life
to the subject and the cause, Heus
the founder and director of the Mild-
may Mission to the Jews. For thitty-
eight years past, we are told i the
preface, Mr. Wilkinson **has studied the
Word of God, with a special desire to
understand His purpese concerning
Istzel; to get a clear and consistent
view of the truth cencerning the first
and second Advents of the Lord Jesus
Chnst; and to ascertain the duty of
the Christian Church in relation to the
spintual nterests of the Jews.,” Veith
marked success duting this period, he
has been engaged, much of the time,
“ in preaching the Gospel to the Jews,
showing from the Hebrew Scuptures
that Jesus 1¢ the Chiist ”; and at the
same time expounding to Christians
“ God's truth about the Jews, with a
view to awaken scripturalinterestin the
conversion of our Jewish brethren.”
Having such extended knowledge of
the whole question, from faithful
searching of the Scriptures, from con-
tact with the Exile Nation, and from
the mamfest harmony of their provi
dential history with the inspired pro
phecier, Mr. Wilkinson is certainly
well qualificd to fulfil the task which,
attheurgent entreaty of many brethren,
he has undertaken. The result is a
most readable book. It stimulates the
attention and interest of the reader from
the beginning to the end. 1 shall
name a few points that imptess even
a cursory reader.
1. Its Scripturalness. The author
believes in the verbal inspiration of the
Scriptures, and illustrates it from the
Prophecies and their fulfilment so con-
vincingly that the ** doubt-provoking ”
character of this doctrine, so harassing
to some nascent as well as eminent
theologians, is most happily turned into
“ doubtremoving,” so far as concerns
the Ancient People. The cumulative
testimony of Scripture concerning the
future of the nation when the two
branches are re-united, is admirably
summed up in the closing chapter,
after a masterly analysis of Romans,
r1th chapter.

2. The place of the Jew in the
present age is made clear, No one
can find a bettar defence of the Bible
a3 divine, than in comparing the pre-
dictions concerning the curses for dis.
obedience ag a nation and their fulfile
ment. At the same time the position
of the individual Jew under the Gospel
is shown to be the same s that of the
Gentile.

EDUCATIONAL DEMANDS IN THE
PROVINCE OF QUEBEC,

(70 the Editor of the Prusd11nsian KHavigw.)

Str,y—A movement of more than ordin-
aty significance bas recenily taken placo
In'cur city. Over six thousand men and
Iads above sixieen years ¢ld have sudden.
ly made the demand to receive instruc-
l{on in the clementary branches of educa.
tion in nigh t schoolr, 1t is believed that
mapy more share in the zame desire,
and that wete women to be counted, the
number w.uld probably reach twelve or
thiiteen thoussnd, Theso are hard-work-
ing people dunng ten hours per day, but
30 keen ta thesr desirs {or knouledgs that
they ate wiiling to devote (wo addirional
hours each night to the acquisition of i,
Ths whh of many is to learn to read
and waite, and of others to gain some ac.
quainisnce with the English or Prench
language. 1 have mingled with them in
arranging their classer, and can therelore
testify to their apparent respeCtabiiily
and eztnestnese, And if even two-thirds
of them should eveutvally withdraw, ow.
ing to difficulties which beginners at the
age of from twenty to forly must expen-
ence, their conduct has alrcady evinced
& wide.spread desire tor education.

The forces that have given rise to this
movement are not of {eslerday—-— hey
have been asilently working for years,
Truth disseminated among the people
has not been lost,  The present turbid
state of the political and ecclesianticat ar-
moaphetc, and the methods followed by
some in moner-maklng, havean intimaie
connection with this stir amocg the
masser.  Merchantr, manuvfactiurers and
capitaiists have for years been pulling
their heads and their resources tcgether
to advance thelr own intereste, and work-
ingmen are now following their example.
They have organized as Knights of La.
bour, ete. They conciude that if #*com.
bines " are goed and lawiuil for ono clase,
they shoules be for anotber. In their
meeungs they discuss all sonts of ques
tions touching Church and State, and
they appear t0 have discovered that their
worst eniemn)—the one which makesthem
an easy prey to unscrupulous demagegues
and unjust mastert—is ignorance, and
they have resolved to attack and remive
the evil. 'We bid them God.speed in ths
efforr. We regard it as the beginning of
what may lead to much greater thioge,
This tatsae for knowledge isa most hope-
ful 3ocial and natiooal cmen. The spirit
of freedom and progress is abroad, and
cannot be arrested and imprisoned. It
grows stronger daily, and will assen
itsell all the more in 13e face of attempta
te keep people under conditions of
med val civil zation rather than those
which belopg to the nineteenth century.
The {ecling which expresacs itselfsoforci.
bly in this cliy pervades many
porticna of the Province. There Is
a demand for better scheolr, and these
open 1o all classer. [t is certain that
were funds available to pay them, bun.
dreds of teachers might be employed in

atents whosuffer grievous disadvantages
through lack of education seem deter-
mined that thelr children shall not do so.
They wish them 1o climb up, as the
father of seven children exprested it to
re not lopg age, to the position occu-
pied by thelr more highly favoured fellow-
citizens. The children themselves are
equally alive to tke importance of this
matier, aud are eageriy pressing for ad-
mission into eficienily conducted schools,
repardiess of race and creed distinctione.

six months, [n order to deepen the
interest of Presbyterians in the Home
Missiona of Quebes, it was thiounanimous
wish of the Presbytery that a digest of
the report shiould be prepared for the
public press. In accordance with this
desire the tollowing report has been
written )

We have had at wotk within the bounds
of the Presbytery, during the past pum.
mer, thres ordained missionaries and four
student missionaries, One of our oldest
Missions is that of Va'cartler.  This ficld
is under the cars of the Rev. J. M. Whate.
faw, who was ordained this summer.
This Mission has suffered from mixed
martiager,  In many homes the father is
a Rtoman Catholic and the mother & Pro.
estant, ‘The soil also is poor, and the
people, however willing, are unsble of
themselves to support Gaspel ordinancer,
Notwithstanding many difiiculties, a very
encouraging summel’s woik was accom-
plished by the Rév. Mr. Whitelaw, A
very interesting communion service was
held in September, and the people are
taking a deeper interest in the Gospel.
Valcartier is of imﬁonan«, a4 it is a sta.
tion where the light of the Gospel finds
its way to many a Catholic heatt that
otherwise might not be reached, Port.
neuf is another mission field, eituated
near Valcartier, which has been supplied
by a student from Mornn College, Que-
bee, The expense of this Mistion was
defrayed through the liberality of two
Quebec Presbyteriars, These two mis
slon fielda are below Quebec, on the north
shore of the S, Lawrence. Thecy are
surtounded on &l mdes by Roman Cathe.

lar pteaching stations, viz., Sawyerviile,
Higg Forest, and North River. This
Mission was ministered to by Mr. Huogh
Craig, student of Morrin College, Quebec.
The mussionary gave great satisfaction to

the people, and a deep interest in the
future of the ficld is manifested. Mr.
Craig's work was no sinecure. He

preached three times every Sabbath, and
travelled twelve miles, The Presbyteran
families are few io number, about twenty
families, but 1 yal to their Church, One
great drawback 18 the want of a church-
building. ‘The people are unable to build
a ¢hurch themselves, and would need
outside aid, Could not the Charch and
Manite Bullding Fund help to build a
church in Sawyerville, Quebec? In this
section 2 new railway has been built, If
we only hold on, Sawyerville must, in &
few years, become an important centre of
Presbyterian icfluence. Ifwe holdento
this field and lend them a helping hand
in thie their day of small things, then
Sawyerville Mistion and its neighbouring
stations will yet become a blessing to the
people of that neighbourhood.

Jameson, student missionary of Morrin
College, Quebee. His labours were ver
acceptable to the Eeople. The atend-
ance o 1 the Sabbath was very encourap-
ing.  This region has suffered In the
ast from Universalism, Adventism, and
indiflerence,  Paithful work snd patient
effart will yet win the day in this mission,
Massawippi and Richby 15 very encour.
afmg in one aapect, It is weak financi-
ally, owing to the few families supporting
the Musion, Butthere w3 reatneed of this
Missior, and 1t ought to be sapported by
the richer portions of our Church, Our
Home Musion Executive, at their meet-
ing in October, granted $400 for & mis-
sionary 1o labsur in this fizd and in Saw.
yerville for the winter.

The Presbytery sent & missonary last
sumimer to Agnes, Lake Megantic, & sta.
won on the CP R, io the County of
Compton, and only a lew mules from the
Loundary fine between Quebec and Maine,
The misnonary, Mr. Kenneth McLennan,
a studeat of the Presbyterian College,
Monteeal, laboured faithfully, and his
Libours were much apprecisted, judging
from the attendance. Agnes isa railway
cenire, the workshops of the C.P.R,
being located at this point. DBut the
financial prospects were not 50 good, and
outside help will be required for some
time before this field will be seli-sup.

COMMENTS ON TIIE DISCUSSION Al
OTTAWA,

[Te the Kditer of THE Pressergnian Revitw |

SIR,~=Permit me 1o make a few com-
ments on the discussion of the above
Scheme by the Presbytery of Oitawa, as
reported in ?rosz: fssue of Nov, tith.
1t sugurs well for 1he future of the Sab-
bath school in our country, that Presby-
teries tesolve themuelves {nto special
conventions lo discuss its work. It 13
ont of the prime conditions of the success
of such a Scheme as tho above, that its
claims shoutld be lanly represented belore
the Presbyteries, and that strenvous
efforts should be made to give it the pro.
posed trial,  To condemn & well-matured
Scheme which has received the sanction
of the General Auemb!z without giving it
a fairtrial, is the last t {ng that 1ts advo-
cates calculate upon,

A very significant fact was elicited by

the discussion: namely, that those who
have already tried the Scheme are ex.
ceedingly enthusiastic about ir. This, 1
presume, is the case whereverit hasbeen
put into operation. It was alio gratify.
ing to fird that members of the Presbytery
who had serious objections s the Schewme
were anxious to give it a fair trial, The
evil results anticipated had only an im-
aginary existence, The criliciems though
acute Jacked force, becanse they were
not backed by facts. Al witl be well with
the Scheme if Dr. Armstrong's candid
dictum be acted upon: ** We cannot tel
tiow it will succeed till it s tried,”
The chief objection had reference tothe
inducements tostudy God's Word offered
under the Scheme. This objection, as
enunciated at the Convention, demands
tlie most thorough examipatien, For
instance, Mr, Buchard asks: ** Will not
chxdyini for prizes be dishonourning 1o the
Holy Ghost? To study for prizes will be
to secularize the Bible.” The question
was as well answered as perhaps it could
be answered, DBut bearing in mind the
full force of the objection, one is disap-
pointed that the discussion did not shed
more light on this important matter, Can
such an objection be suppatted or refuted
on a Scriptural basis? In the absence
of & direct Scriptural warsant, and of
roofs of the deleterious influence of the
indncements cffered, why ignore a recog-
nized principle in pedagogics and the
results of its ap{ﬂluﬁon to religious as
well as to secular teaching? 1 hef to
state, as the result of my expetiencein &
country where the Sabbath school is ac.
knowledged to have attained the highest
efficiency, that tho spirit of bealthy emu-
Iatlon {lor such 1 peraist in calling i1}
fostered by such a Scheme as this, is a
powerful means of stimulating religious
study and compatible with a high state of
retigious devotlon. It la true that a man
may pride himuell at his experiness in
knowledge and criticism of Seripture, as
in other departmenty of knowledge, but
the instances of men combining a deep
acquaintance with God's Word with a
practical hostility to it, are so rare asto
have little place in our consideration of
methods, Suchanargument as “‘a man
might be destroyed by reading the Bible
as well as by readin
whatever might be sdduced to prove it,
should have no place in this discussion.
What is the uge of raiting hughears of
this kind in the shaie of posstdle evil te.
sulis ?  Again, wo have little to do with
men's motives {n atudying Qod’s Word,
but feack, TEACH, TRACH, confident
that, in whatever manner the truth may
enter the mind, it has power in itself of
casting down all imsginations,

It is certainly wrong 1o offer & had
motive to the scholars, and it is implied
in the speach of Mr, Campbell that a bad
motive is, under the Scheme, offered in
the shapeol rewards, DBut where Lics the
badness of it? Even in secular instruc-
tion, does the fact that competition cre-
atey ¥ heart-burnings, jealousies, and the
like ™ numk the good derived from that
system ?  Also, this principle is already
rooted so deeply in our religious organi.
zation that ws cannot ignore it. In all
departments of Christlan work we have
our standards, and inducementsof vanous
kinds are cflered to attain them, They
are lndl?ennble as testing efficiency for
work, man tells his minister (not in
these words, perhaps,) that be has been
¢alled to preach the Gospel, Thisinward
call is attzibuted by him to the workings
of the Holy Spirit.  lsit a dishonour.te
the Holy Spirit if tho reality of that
man's profession is tested by human
means? How Is the Church to apply the
punciple of the divinon of labour without
means of meatuting attainments? It
may be said that men may try to pas
examinations from wrong motives, but It
is much more true that exemptions from
such examinations afford & wider scope
for wrong matives.

I presume that those who object to re-
wards being offered as inducementy to
the study of God's Word, fall back on
the principle of studying the Word for it
own %ake, or somethipg of the kind.
While deprecating everyattempt to ignore
the help of the Holy Spirit in such a
study, yet this help does not yender other
heips useless, The experienced Chris-
uan, perhips, may bave in himsell an
everancreasing desire to study the Word,
but we cannot expect this from tha ma.
jotity of the meiabers of ine Sabbath
school. At most of them are young, in-
ducements are indispensable; as the
are inexperienced, they must be fed " wit
rmik"” The end, however, cannot justify
the means, but means that are in them-
selves indifcrent should not be invested
with undue ethical importance,

A word again as to Dr. Armstrong’s

but can they really be applied to this
Scheme?  Probably such would be Qs
fate did it bear the stamp of & particular
nationality or the features of a particular
creed  But, bareing the fact of Uts oripin,
what is In [t uneuitable to our country?
A Scheme which pleases the stald Seor,
the conservallve Englishman, the mer-
curial Welshman,and the “blowing” Aus.
tratian, should certalnly find a home in
this assimilative ‘' Canada of ours.” It
knows no clime s #t i not the **fad" of
any min; it is nol the shibboleth of any
party. On the contrary, circumstances
seem to be very favourable for the fatro-
duction ol such a Schema into our coun.
ty. The barrierstoa reform of this kind
are far lesa formidable here than in the
014 Coumt{. The rapidity and ease with
which insthiutions from the Old World
fit themselves into out organization afford
& great encouragement to the advocates
of this Scheme.  Also, the Inefiiciency of
the Sabbath schools as at present con.
ducted to overtake the work allotied to
them, renders it imperative upon the
Church to try such a Schemo as this.
But one can easily concelve of the possis
bulity of such a fate a3 is implied in the
words of Dr. Azmnronf;. &t Presby-
teries pass judgment on It without giving
R & falr tnal; or let the Conveners of
Presbyterial S, 8. commitiees take no
trouble to popularize it; let ministers
reflrain from presenting its claims to their
congregations and Sabbath schools; let
superintendents cling to their old time
methods of conducting the schools ; let
the achools within a Preabytery remain in
their present state of almost absolute
isolation from each other, and wo need
not wait for the meeting of next General
Assembly to ascertain the fate of the
Scheme.

Last, but not least, comer Mr. Fatric'’s
objection. He asked—''Is it expected
that those studying for these examinations
wil require help ?"  The answer **yes”
was piten, “ Then I donotknow how we
are to find time to give this helpin addi.
tion to all the other work we have to do,”
I have been more puziled with these
words than with any other. They cannot
mean that Sabbath school work does not
form a partof the ministet’swork, There-
fore, 1 take them as meaning that these
preparations, deing regarded ar exira
work alfogether, cannot be conducted by
the miniater. This impression may be
very widely apread among ministers, But
an examination of the Scheme discloses
the fact that the work of two of {ts de-
partments includes what is now regarded
as the proper aubject-matters of Sabbath
school study; namely, the Internation:l
Leossons and the Shorter Catechism, Al
that is needed to enable scholars to gain
diplomas in these departmente, is a little
more thoroughness In the study of the
Sabbath lessons.

A week's potice was given to
enable all to decide whether they would
take the course or not,  Then the names
of a1the candidatel were taken., A list
of questions on each leston way drawn
out, and copies of it distributed among
the candidates a week beforechand, After
s week of study every candidate was ex«

While in his ordinary labour, he aims at
the conversion and edification of the
memberaof his congregation, in thisextra
fabour he may have the honour of discov.
ering and directing ariﬁ‘hl a Chalmers or
a Duff from amongst his charge. ‘Thus
every minister could run a little seminary
for the tralming of Christian workers,
1 was giad to observe that many who
could not approve of some of the provie
sions of the Scheme, ~vere willing to give
it & year's lease of life.

a year's work of this Scheme . The sne.
cessfal working out of it involves a thor.
ough revolution in the ideas of many as
1o what Sabbath school wotk should be,
and this Jemands both much ume and
hard work.
