Evei traveller-every business ian wol0
knewr imu-wilt regret tu lenrn of te death of
Mr. J P. eaill of' the firm of beall, Ross & Co.,
this city, whiclh look place at WIhitby last
Tuesday, the resuli of a fal froin a railway
car while in rapid motion. Ir. Beall, thougli
yet I yoiig ianl, wa1s probably at the time of
his death tIe oldest coiinercicl traveller on
the road, and had ali ays beec noted for cir-
cuiispection.

Tne directors of the Royal Canadian Instr-
aince coipllanty, tIhis city, are advertising for c
i iuiuger.-1 r. B. J. Goglilinî, a highly coni-
nected sharelolder, disposed ai bis stock at ai
adlviiced ligure during the receit demaid for
shares. Mr. Cogllin bad been ai inlipressive
and couirly speaker at tthe mîîeetings for sote
years past-m a comcpany, too, iltat clin boast of
a greater uîutuber of ready debaters, pirobably,
than any iisurane comipany in Canada.

E. M. LAii.ioun & Co., of Winnipeg, are now
sojourning somewhere in Michigan, whither

ltey have been tracel in tlcir endeavor to
baffle the pusrsuit of thteir creditors. Mr.

tacilities.-The G. T. R. Co. are preparing to
build au iront bridge over the River Sydenhimit
here next surmmer, the frame structure inow
standing being cousidered unsafe.

A CIIPTER on " collections" would not be
devoid of interest these times. We have space
here for one incident only. A vhôlesale firn
of this city, having repeatedly dunned a
customuer for a past due accoint before resort-
ing to the mchinery of the law, w'ere rejoiced
to reccive in their mail one iorning not long
sinice a letter fron the deliîquent, enclosing a
cheque for the full amouint vith 25 per cent
added te apply on a nev oider enclosed. Be-
fore shipping the goods they prudently resolved
to forward ithe cheque te the local bank for
acceptance. It nas duly retuirned, marked
" No Funds." The maker of the, cheque was
shortly made aware of his new position to-
wards the tiram, and saved bimeself by a settle-
ment more prompt than lie lad been accustom-
ed to for some time.

Tu store of Il. L. Beerworth at Cbateaugnay
is built just across the line, one balf of it being
in the State of Nev York and the olier half
in Canada, affording facilities for international
trade relations not per ' itted to people who do
not 5leep under two fings at one and the sane
lime. Mr. Beerworth, as a United States resid-
eut, deemetd il advisable a short tire since to
prefler his father-in-law for 810,000, vhich coin-
ing to the knowledge of creditors in this city,
'where le owes about 53,0G, lei te a determin-
ation on their part to. treat Mr. Beerworth on
his ierits. A knockiog was heard et the door
ofl the Canada hIalf of bis domicile one evening
oflateat which,after seule considerable besita-
tion, he made his appearance. le wras arrested
on a capias for $900 and lodged ln jail here,
where lie remained et lest accounts. A second
and third capias were issued against him nwith-
in a brief period of the former.

A NeovEL and ecenontical method for the
transmission of simall articles throuîgih the
mails bas been pareutei by a Philadelphlîa lirm.
Tb medium consists of an open envelope
affurding comîîplete secirity frome loss of con-
tents by accident and of course requiring but a
one cent stanp. The envelope is made after
the ordinary description, vith the exception
that one end is left open'and to this end is pastei
a slip of paper similar to that of the envelopue.
This slip contains a strip of lin one-fourth of
an inch in width and sufficiently long to over-
lap the sides of the envelope by one-balf of an
inch thus affording a means by which the
open end nay be wvoind up sonewhat similarly
te the manner in vlii a grocer commences to
l do up'" a package of tea or sugar, prier te
trying il with the indispensable string. The
above miglht be successfully introduced into

.THE RIVAI RAILROADS.

It is with deep regret· that we bave
read in the London correspondence of
the Torotot Globe that an effort is being
nade by parties in London interested in
railways in Eastern Canada to create a
prejudice against the proposed arrange-
ment between the Government and the
Canadian Pacifie Railway Co. The speci-
fie ground of complaint, which is wholly
untrue, is the subsidizing of the road "in
respect of roads east of the originallmain
line," and -this is said " to be an Act of
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hostility towards investors in railways in
Eastern Canada." The only important
road in Eastern Canada in the stock of
vhich English capitalists are interested

is theGrandi Trunk, and iwe have so strong
a desire for the prosperity of those inter-
ested in that great Canadian enterprise
that we cannot but deplore that they
should join in the crusade against antier
national undertaking. There was a timie
when the Grand Trunk Company had ta
askz a much larger measure of relief than
what lias been proposed for the Canadian
Pacifie Co. The latter lias been com-
pelled to ask for a loan on security whicli,
under all the circuimstances of the case,
must be considered adequate, wliereas
the Grand Trunlk Company had ta claini
that a prior mortgage on the road and its
equipinent shoul be postponed an-d
placed behind even the ordinary stock of
the Company. This wvas an immense con-
cession ta the Grand Truinik Conpany,
but the importance of the completion of
the road ta the Canadian public indutced
Parliament to come ta the aid of the
Company, and we have no reasoin ta believe
that the liberality then extended lias
been the subject of complaint.

As regards the Canadian Pacifie Com-
pany certain capitalists undertook ta form
a company ta construct the railroad on
clearly specified ternis, the subsidies in
cash and land being payable according ta
the progress of the vork. A large aniount
of capital lias been expended by the
comupaîny but, owing ta causes entirely
beyond their control, it bas been found
impossible ta place on the imarket a large
portion of the stock on which the pro-
moters relied. The sclieme of guarantee-
ing the interest of the stock for a period
of ten years vas admitted ta have been a
failure, but it ias believed by many wlio
wvera supposed ta be good authorities that
it would] have proved successful. All the
allegations that have been made as ta the
gentlemen in the direction of the Canada.
Pacifie Company having inade large sums
of money out 'of that work are utterly
without foundation in truth. The gentle-
men known as the Syndicate never
entered into a contract with the Govern-
ment ta build a road for a certain price,
but they agreed to form a comîpany whicl

*would undertake on receiving certain
subsidies, ta build a road for thenselves.
They have taken stock in the company
and have paid for it, and are no further
liable. They nay abandon the work and
forfeit all that they have paid or they may
postpone the construction for the *present.
Fortunately theirinterests, and the inter-
estsof the public at large, are the same,
and will be best promoted by the enar-

getic prosecution of the work. The Gov-
ernment is not called on to incur any
additional risk unless the final abandon-
ment of the vork should beconie neces-
sary, in which case the promoters ivill lose
about $36,030,000, w'hile the Government
will obtain a road .which it was pledged
ta construct at a much lower price than
it would have cost had it been under-
taken by the railway departnient. We
entertain no doubt that even in thei
event of the complete failure of the
Canadian Pacifie Company to complete
the ivork under the proposed conditions
the road ivill cost the Canadian Govern-
ment much less proportionately than the
In tercolonial railway did, and yet, but for
the arrangement made wvith the syndi-
cate, the Government would have been
compelled to construct the entire line.
With regard to the second syndicate, we
take the opportunity of rectifying a state-
nient that ive made in a recent issue, to the
effect that it wvas under the control of the
Northern Pacifie, and whichi we have been
assured of more than once. We have
been positively assured on good authority
that it ivas not. There is no doubt that
it was strongly opposed ta the construc-
tion of the line North of Lake Superior,
and this naturally led ta the belief that
its abject was the diversion of Western
traffic ta the United States lines. The
policy of building the line on Canadian
tèrritory was adopted, not by the Syndi-
cate but by the Government, and we
have reason ta believe that the former
would have much preferred the Southern
line. It ought not ta cause surprise that
a political party apposed ta the present
Government should oppose its policy on
this as it does on all other measures, but
there is no getting over the fact that the
country is committed ta the construc-
tion of the railroad, and the.moit econo-
mical mode of .securing its early comple-
tion is by aiding the company.

THE ROYAL CANADIAN INSUR-
ANCE 00.

Thie annual meeting of the shareholders
in the Royal Canadian Insurance Comi
pany ias, as miglt have been anticipated,
a very stormy one, but the result was the
election of those of the old directors who
were candidates. The public are ta be
congratulated on the defeat of those who
have been long endeavoring ta obtain the
control of the company, chiefly, as bas
been generally supposed, for the abject
of winding it up. Even if this surmise
be not correct, there eau be no little
sympathy with shareholders who deliber,
ately lay themselves out ta remove a

number bfirectors of the highest stand.
ing-in.the community, and against whom
there cannot be brouglt a shadow of a
charge. We infer froc- the protests of
the minority that there will be yet a good
deal of litigation, and possibly an exami-
nation into the dates of the proxies,
many of which ivere claimed by both
parties. The directors had taken the
-precaution ta deposit their proxies with
the Secretary, and ta have them regis-
tered and certificates given that they had
been sa. This course was not followed
by the opposition, or the secretary would
have had ta examine the dates, 'and ta
give the certiiicates in accordance there-
with. Sa far as we can learri, a large
number of shares changed hands after
the closing of the books, and, as transfers
could not be made, proxies were given
ta the purchaser ta enable him ta vote on
them. It seems probable that some of
these shares were owned by parties who
hiad already given their proxies ta the
directors. The opposition played a bold
game, borrowing large sums of money
chiefly from the Exchange Bank-for the
carrying ont of the speculation. It.is
unfortunate that so large an anount of
stock should be under the control of par-
ties, who cannot really desire ta proniote
the interests of the company, or they
vould never persist in a course which
cannot but prove injurious to it. We fear
that under.the existing circumstances
the points in controversy will have ta be
settled in the courts, indeed proceedings
bave been already commenced. The
injunction will, doubtless, be again applied
for, in regard ta the shares on which the
calls were not fully met, and, of course,
there will be a proper examination of the
proxies, which may cause a diminution/n
the large majority favorable ta the
directors.

A CORRECTION.

In Mr. Thomas White's recent speech
on. the Pacific Railway question he fel
into wlat I consider serious errors of fact
regarding transactions which took place
over thirty years ago, and which I con-
sider itmy duty again to explain, although,
in December, 1875, there was published
in the Montreal Gazette a letter of mine
correcting similar errors on the part of
Mr. Potter, then president of the Grand
Trunk Eailway Company. I am bound to
admit that, in my judgment, Mr. White
iyeakened lis own case by arguing that
the Government of Canada had been so
far committed ta the prospectors of the
Grand'Trunk ralroad as ta have been
bound iri honor ta come ta the relief of thQ
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shareholders of that company, whereas,
according to my contention, the Govern-
ment and Parliament were even less
bound to aid the Grand Trunk than they
are now to aid the Canadian Pacific Com-
pany. 1 shall cite the passages in Mr.
White's speech to *hich I take excep-
tion: "The Government issued through
" Lord Elgin, and I presume the Govern-
"4 ment were to some extent responsible
" for the utterances of Lord Elgin even
''in the despatches lie sent to the Home
il Government, issued a paper setting
" forth the great prospects of this coun-
" try." Now I positively deny that any
colonial ministry can be held responsible
for despatches addressed by the Governor-
General to the Secretary of State, and
which they never see. I have not forgot-
ten that when the Earl of Elgin trans-
mitted the address of the Canadian As-
sembly, praying for the repeal of the
Imperial Clergy Reserve Act, the late
IIon. George Brown leld the Ministers
responsible for an expression in a des-
patch whicl not one of them had ever
seen until after publication. Lord Elgin,
while recommending compliance with
the wish of the Legislature, expressed his
personal regret that the question should
have been re-opened. This, in my judg-
nient, only gave increased weight to his
advice, but, at all events, the responsible
Government resolutions of 1841 admit
that the Governor-General is responsible
to the Imperial authorities alone. In the
case under consideration Lord Elgin sim-
ply wrote a despatch to accompany the
blue book, which all the Governors of the
varions British Colonies were instructed
to do annually when they transmitted
that volume of statistics. The despatch
was, in accordance with custom, published
in an Imperial blue book, which is annu-
ally laid before Parliament, and, of course,
became public property. The promoters
of the Grand Trunk Railroad, wishing,
doubtless, to give those whom they sought
to induce to take stock some idea of the
resources of Canada, published this des-
patcl with their prospectus, but neither
Lord Elgin nor his Government were ever
consulted on the subject.

Mr. White proceeds:-"A prospectus
" was issued bearing, if not the direct,
" certainly the indirect, endorsement of
'' the Government of this country, promis-
d ing to those people in England who
i should put their money into the Grand
"Trunk railway a dividend of 11 per cent
" at'least." TO the foregcing statement, 1
give an unqualified denial. Not a single
member of the Canadian Government
was in England when the prospectus was
issued, or was consúlted on the subject.

Parliament had authorized the amalgama-
tion of a number of roads, six in number,
and the various parties interested, after
consultation, determined on the scheme,
Parliament laving simply pledged a
guarantee of £3,000 sterling, or $15,000 a
mile for a portion of the road. In my
former letter in 1875 I stated: "It ap-
"pears by the evidence of Mr. (now Sir
" Alexander,) Galt, before the Committee
"of 1857, that he himself, Messrs. Peto &
"Co., Messrs. Glyn & Baring, Mr. A. M.
'' Ross, the chief Engineer, the Hon. John
" Ross, lon. George Pemberton, Captain
'' Rhodes and Mr. Forsyth, were engaged
Ilin the preparation of the prospectus."

In reply to a question, Mr. Galt stated
that " Messrs. Peto & Co. were the parties
"whom every one regarded as respon-
" sible for the carrying out of the enter-
"prise." Mr. White has simply reiterated
Mr. Potter's allegation that " the pos-
I pectus was issued under the auspices of
"gentlemen holding the highest offices in
"the Government, and that the chief
'' Ministers of the Crown were the Canadian
''promoters of the line." Nov i aflirm
that the proposition to construct the line
came from English promoters, that the
Provincial aid had been determined on
in the year 1849, when I carried an Act
to extend aid to the extent of one-half
the cost to all railroads of a prescribed
length, snc loan to be a first mortgage on
the road. Ail this was well-known; but,
as it was believed that the Grand Trunk
might cost more than £6,000 a mile, the
railroad committee of 3852 insisted on
limiting it to £3,000, and Mr. Jackson, on
behalf of the promoters, agreed to this.

I have only to state, in conclusion, that
the Grand Trunk Company had ne claim
vhatever in justice to the postponement
of the lien on their line. It was agreed to,
because it was desirable in theinterest of
the Canadian people that the road should
be completed. In the case of the Cana
dian Pacifie there is a pledge to British
Columbia to construct the work, whereas
there was no piedge whatever in the case
of the Grand Trunk, which was strictly a
private enterprise. h will not, I trust,
be imagined that I write this in hostility
to the Grand Trunk, nor shall I offer an
opinion on the subject of its special com-
plaints as to unfair comipetition at the
present time. My object has been to
correct a misapprehension as to the cir-
cumstances under which Lord Elgin's
despatch was written and published, and
also to protest against any responsibility
on the part of the Canadian Government
foi the prospectus. As to the promise cf
il per cent, it should have occurred to
railway experts that' the deduction of

only 40 per cent -for working expenses
was manifestly absurd in a country like
Canada. I have always understood that
the estimate was made by the engineer
of the English contractors.

THE GUARANTEE COMPANY OF
NORTH AMERICA.

The annuel report of the Guarantee
Company will be found elsewhere in our
present issue, and it is with great satisfac-
tion that we call the attention of our
readers to it, believing it to be one of our
most valuable institutions. It cannot be
denied thit a percentage of those em-
ployed in positions of trust wil from some
cause or other become defaulters. In some
cases the desire to make money leads to
speculation which almost invariably proves
disastrous in the long run, although not
unfrequently'the unfortunate speculators
are tempted by success into embarking
in operations which they ought scrupu-
lously to avoid. It bas long been the
practice of corporations and individuals
to insist on security being given for those
whom they place in positions of trust, but
experience bas proved that it is infinitely
better for ail parties that the security
should be furnished by a company which
lays itself out to ascertain the actual
percentage of loss, and is thus enabled to
assist both employers and employees in
making arrangements for the required
security.

The Guarantee Company was originally
established with a view to Canadian
business, and achieved a success that led
its enterprising managing director, Mr.
Rawlings, to extend its operations to the
United States. It was in 1881 that the
Guarantee Company first established
agents in three of the States, viz., New
York, Maryland and Michigan, and ve
learn by the last report that Massachu-
setts, Missouri and other States have been
added. We have little doubt that other
States will be desirous of the establish-
ment of agencies, as the success of the
company becomnes more fully established.
The company, it will be seen by the report,
bas bad to bear a good deal of expense in
connection with State examinations by
experts into its financial condition and
conduct. We infer from the report that
these examinations vere caused by the
misrepresentations of those who were
inimical to the company, doubtless on
personal grounds. The increase in the
business of the Company since its enter-
ing into the United States is astonishing.
We submit the results of the business
during the last three years, which must
be most satisfactory to tlie shareholders.

At the annual meeting the vice-pre-
sident, the lon. Senator Ferrier, presided.
in the absence of Sir Alexander Galt, and
the report was adopted and the old board
re-elected, vith Mr. Edward Rawlings as
managing-director. IL will be seen tihat
the directors have wisely resolved net ta
extend their business te a class of per-
sous net originally contemplated, and
whose transactions would have been on a
much larger scale.

OFFICIAL, MISTAKES.

While we are willing te acknowledge
that Mr. J. G. Colmer is entitled to the
credit given to him by the lIarquis of
Lorne for correcting some of the mis-
statements sent over the wires as to the
financial condition of Canada, we cannot
but regret that he should have exposed
himself, and perhaps the iligi Commis-
sioner, ta the ridicule of English political
economists by some of his remarks. The
truth is that Mr. Calmer, like many other
Canadian writers, has got that absurd idea
of " balance of trade " on the brain. It
having been stated that the adverse bal-
ance of trade was 15 per cent in 1878 and
25 per cent in 1883, Mr. Calmer makes
the following explanations . £ I admit
" tiat the imports during the lest six
" years have been greater than the ex-
" ports ; but a similar state of things in
" Great Britain is, if I mistake not, -re-
" garded as an advantage. The imports
"ihave st'adily increased from $81,000,000
"in 1879 to $132,000,000 in 1883, proving
" additional purchasing power on the part
"of the people." W liat other inference
eau be drawn from the foregoing passage
than that the sae causes which have led
te a great excess. of imports over experts
in Great Britain have produced a similar
result in Canada? And yet nothing can
be more absurd. The excess of imports
in Great Britain has been due, among
other minor causes, ta her immense loans
te foreigners the interest of whiich comes
in the form of imports, also to the im-
mense amount of freight earned by ber
shipping. Canada is a large debtor, not a
creditor country, and in that respect is'
similarly situated to some of the West
Indian Colonies, whose exports are largely
in excess of their imports. Such would

necessarily be the case with Canada were
il not that she is piling up fresh debt,
whici is advanced in the form of imports.
We pointed out in a late issue how the
construction of the Pacifie Railway caused
an increase of imports concurrently with
a decrease of exports. Such will be the
normal condition of a country which is
constantly increasing its debt, and Mr.
Colmer's explanation will only excite the
ridicule of the English economists.

THE BURNING QUESTION.

Pending the conclusion of the debate
in the Commons on the Government
resolutions, wien we shall be better able
to ascertain the views of the representa-
lives of the several Provinces of the
Dominion, it is difficult to ascertain cor-
rectly the state of public opinion. An
interesting pamphlet bas been circulated
containing the views of the Grand Trunk
Company, in letters addressed to the
Premier, by Mr. Hlickson, general mana-
ger of 'that Company. There is certainly
an anomaly in the position of the Pacific
Company in regard to its Eastern and
Western lines This, however, is in a
great measure due to the policy of the
Government, which insisted on the road
being constructed in Canadian territory,
and consequently north of Lake Superior.
This was certainly not suggested by the
Pacifie Company, and we have even heard
that the Syndicate would have much
preferred the postponement of that
work. Be that as it may, the Pacific
Company could iardly adopt any other
course than ta protect themselves from
the diversion of the Western traffBo to
tie Northern Pacifie. Of course the pub-
lie, who are interested only in obtaining
low rates, and care nothing about the
shareholders in railway companies, are
desirous of encouraging competition and
its attendant consequences, the cutting of
rates, and yet they complain most bitterly
of the very cutting of rates which is the
consequence of the competition which
they encourage. The . discriminating
tariffs are al caused by competition.
Public opinion vould be hostile te the
Grand Trunik acquiring the Canadian Paci-
fie, and also to the plan suggested by Mr.
Hickson of dividing the territory between
the two companies. It is,- of course, net
yet knovn what.will be the result of the
application of Quebec for a bonus on the
North Shore line, or what course the
Quebec Ministerialists are likely to take.
We have seen since writing the above
the letter of Mr. Hîickon, in which he
points out the concessions which the
Grand Trunk (jompany were compelled

to make, in, order to obtain the relief
which. they sought, and notably the
branch line to Three Rivers. .There is
force, we admit, in what Mr. Hickson basi
urged, but, after all, it was a new bargain
which the Grand Trunk might have re-
jected if it had thought fit.

THE EQUITABLE LIFE.

When we, about a year ago,drew atten-
tion to the marked progress of the Equit-
able Life Assurance Society during the
year vhich had then recently terminated
we had little idea that the business of
1883 would exceed that of 1882 by eight-
een millions of dollars. The usual annual
statement of this highly prosperous com-
pany will be found elsewhere. During
the year the policy-bolders have received,
either by death claims, matured endow-
ments, dividends and otherwise, nearly
six and a half millions of dollars. We
have reason- to believe that it is the in-
tention of the Equitable to enlarge its
business still more by entering the ex-
tensive field of Australasia, where there
is every reasonable ground for beieving
that it will have the success which-it
merits. It will be observed that there
are no contested claims on the books of
the company, vhich is evidence as welb of
the soundness of the business which it
has transacted as of its fair modeJý of
dealing with its customers. Considering
the very large transactions of the com-
pany and the amount. paid to policy-
holders, the dividends on the capital,
amounting to $7,000, appear very small.
A feature worth calling attention to is
the market value of the stocks and bonds
over cost, which is ?765,653. The .new
assurances written in 1883 are about 30 per
cent of the aggregate amount outstandirng.
As in the case of Fire Insurance those
who take out life policies frequently do
so in more than one company:i and al-
though we have Canadian companies welt
deserving of public confidence we are
inclined to think that there /will be a
general admission that the Equitable Life
is well deserving of a continuance of that
share of Canadian business whici il bas
hitherto enjoyeil. The MIontreal agent,
Mr. R. W. Gale, who superintends the
business in Eastern Ontaro and in
Quebec, has obtained a large share of
public confidence, and we understànd
that the agency recently orginized in
Western Ontario, under the management
of Mr. W. J. -Smythi late of the Ontario
Mutual, bas already given evidence.of a
prosperous continuation of the. business
in that important, division.
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INLAND REVENUE RETURNS.

lie sources of the Dominion revenue
are of a various character. As taxes
upon foreign productions entered into
the country, or' upon certain home manu-
factures, they are fiscal in their purpose,
as tolls or rents they repay ta the Gav-
ernment the cost of construction ind
maintenance of the public works, for the
use of which they are imposed, and, as
fees for varions kinds of inspection they
protect commercial transactions against
adulterations and fraud.

The fax on foreign production entered
into consumption in the Dominion known
as Customs Duties is by far the largest
source of revenue, and forms a separate
department, while the tax on home
manufactures, known as excise, the tolls
and rents of public works, and the fees
for inspection coie wit.hin the sphere of
the lnland Revenue department, the re-
port of which for the last fiscal year
furnishes lie subject of the present
article.

'l'ie total revenue, derived during last
year' from the various sources: Excise,
public works, culling timber, bill stamps,
weights and measures, gas and law stamps,
amounts to $6,878,250, an increase of
$268,037, or' about 4 per cent on that of
the preceding year, althougi, by the
repeal of the Act respecting promissory
notes, a siall proportion, amounting, for
1881-82, to $158,493, had been eut off.
The excise revenue shows a total of
$6,282,796, an increase of $346,654 on the
year before, extended to all the various
inanufactures comprised in that division.

The spirits mainufactured during the
year amoint to 4,281,208 proof gallons
against 4,028,847 gallons in 1881-82, and
the quantity taken foi' consuimption ias
3,848,789 proof gallons, or 672,793 gallons
in excess of tic average, quantity taksen
for consumption during the four years
prTceding. ie quantity of nailt ianu-
factured during the year was 85,546,222
Ibs as against 70,507,220 lbs foi' the year
3881-82. Or this quntity 39,587,285 lbs
were taklen for home constimption and
46,882,486 lbs exported. 36,140,545 ibs of
the malt entered for consuniption were
used in the production of' 12,757,444 gal-
lotis of malt liq u or, the balance being
used for distilling purposes,

The quantity of manufactured tobacco
taken for consumtption during the year
amsounts to 9,896,064 lIbs, an increase of
772,478 lbs on the year 1882. Yet there
is a decrease in the aiount of revenue of
$17,593, owing to the abolition of the
tspervision iof the cultivation of tobacco,

and the imperfect means possessed by
the department for collecting the
revenue:

The number of packages of Canadian
petroleum imported during the year
amounted to 172,S85, on which the fees
collected were $16,699.46. The importa-
tion of American petroleum was 28,780
packages,and the amount of fees $8,516.60.
Canadian refiners complain that, while
they are compelled to .comply strictly
wi th the law in reference to fire-test and
gravity, foreign oi enters the Dominion
comparatively free from suci restriction.
The remedy for such a state of things
which endangers life, and is detrimental
ta commercial interests, would probably
be found in the restriction of the import
of foreign oil to certain ports where a
thorough system of inspection might be
enforced.

The manufacture in bond of vinegar
and methylated spirits shows an increase
in revenue, amounting for the year to
$36,715. The various exhibits under the
title of excise revenue give a total in-
crease of S346,654 as enumere.ted above.
The public works returns show an in-
crease of $72,909 on the year 1882, as per
following statement:

We reserve the details of the canal

revenue until the publication of the re-
port of canal statistias for the season of
navigation.

The increase in the receipts from
hydraulic rents will be noticed with
pleasure by our readers, as it is not so
much rental augmentation as a reduction
of arrears, which, as far back as 1880, TiE
JoURNAL or CoimERoE pointed out as im-
plying negligence. somewhere. In 1880
balances due from hydraulic and other
rents amounted to $201,895, and froi
minor public works to $69,853. On the
1st of July, 18S3, the balance foi' hydrau-
lic rents were reduced ta $130,787, and
for minor public works to $16,598.36.
Among the old arrears entirely wiped
out, the overdue rent on the Lachine

Canal of three large manufacturers
amounting to $36,578 has disappeared by
payment of $30,052.85, and an abatement
of $6,525.15, reducing the balance of
arrears on the Lachine Canal to $12,546.
lu fact, by abatements of $8,632.19 on
Welland Canal, $6,525.15 on Lachine
Canal, and $1,200 in favor of the Montreal
Cotton Co. on the Beauharnois canal,
and the. cash received, from $166,374,
balance due on the lst of July, 1882, the
total amount in arrears bas been brought
down to $130,787.

The cullers' account is yet a source of
loss to the Government. The fees accrued
laving been $49,560, and the cost of
culling exceeds these figures by nearly
$7,000. Some means should be devised
to render at least self-supporting a func-
tion which is more important to the
Lumber trade than to the Government.

THE ACCIDENT INSURANCE COMPANY

The ninth annual report ta the sharelolders
of the operations of tiis company for the
past year exhibits a satisfiactory progress and
a gratifying increase in its business. ''lhe

These reports, highly favorable to the Com-
pany's condition, are a justification of the
confidence bestowed by the public on the
prudent management of its affairs.

Mr. Robertson dwelt at length on thi neces-
sity of retrenclhment, and intiiated t iit it
would be necessary Co cut off ilte appropriation
for charitable aud etitcational institutions. As
to the special taxes on the cotmnereini comn-
mnuity lie intimated tlie proability tiat they
would not be collected, bt made ne reference
ihatever te the policy of imposing then. IL is

clear froin what 11r. Taillon) 'aid that io elot,
will be spared to collect thtem, tnd it mligit
have been expectei that the~Quebec Finance
Minister would have given sotte opinion as to
lte policy of continuing thei, assuîming then
to be constitultional. We doubt whether M1r.
Robertson's speech will give satisfaction to any
peaîty. The Quebec Ministry has been con-
1tieted. ___________

TUE CESTrt, BAN.-The pronoters of lie
Central itantk in Canada are te be congratt-
],,ted on the degree of success crowning their
efforts to establish a new bank at a time when
the troubles and collapse of one of the smaller
batiks in this city were oneverybody's lips.
But, if we look below the surface, it is not a
matter of inuch surprise that the stock has been
subscribed se readily i the key-note was struck
in the remirarks of the chairman, in the report
publisied elsewhere, namely "tit the list of
shareholdrrs did not contain any speculative
elenent." The ne)v bank begins with no doubt-
fulassets, and in a period like the present, of
comparative dullncess, the management is not
likely to bc led away by favorable appearances
or obligttions to bolster tottering traders. Mr.
A. A. Allen,tlhe managing cashier,has been trai-
ed in t school where lessous were ieither few nor
for between,. and it is therefore probably not
too mtuch t expect that in his new career, and
as butsiness revives, ie will show himself
equal to hlie occtsion-the right mat in the
riglit luee.

Tus MmncumVes Bu.-The retrement of
Mr. Price, the manager et Quebec of the Mer-
chants Batik, bas led to several changes. Mr.
Price hlmself bas entered into lie lumnbering
business of the Biall firm. He is to be stcceeded
by Mr. W. L. Marier, of St. Johns, P.Q. 'Mr.
Delmege, manager at Sherbrooke, bas been
tratsferred to St. Jolins, and will be succeeded
et Sherbrooke by Mr. J. A. Ready, laIe of lte
heaid office, as interim manager. Mr. Mackin-
tosh, late manager et Walkerton, bas been
trautsferred te Owen Sound, and ir. J. C. Pat-
terson, late accountant at Napanee, is to be
interim manager at Walkerton.

As. Mr. Gilinan inisisied upon a stock vote
being takIen, Mr. Dunîîcan MelIntyre stood upto vote uponai his stock and proxies. Re voted
upoii 219 shares of his owni and a few proxies
unchesked, but when the name of the estate
Thos. Andrews of Qiebec (7 siares) was
reacied, Mr. Gilmîîan jumped up excitedly,I challenge that vote; produce thi proxy'
Mr. Iclityre replied thatt le hart a certificate
fron the secretary to vote upon that stock
and went on reading lis list. Mr. Gilman not
te b put lown, iisisted ul peon seeing the proxy,te which Mr. Mlcfntyre briefiy replied IYou
won't. sec if t'en," and went on caluily readint
off his proxies. Mr. Gilnin, who leld inii i
hainds a huge buindle of papers, aIll supposed to
represent proxies, kep t on inierrîîpting at every
filth or sixth name, Ie got that, 1've got that
too."

Hlon. fr. Thibaudeau then, procceded to
vote upon bis proxies, and Mr. Gilman'e re-

marks, thongh not quite so incessant, were still
enough te cause the speaker to frequently
suspend his reading to enquire of Mr. Gilman
whether lie hal this or that proxy or net. Mr.
Gilman seemed fully equal to the emergency,
and replied to these taunts in a similarly
sarcastic nianner.

Messrs. Bartland S. Maedoigall, Hugi Mac-
kay, and others voter with little objection frotm
Mr Gilman.-Mir. Giliman then fyled an objec-
tion to the proxies voted uion, as tlhey had not
been exhibiied.-He claimed that ls were of
Inter date.-Mr. L. N. Benjamin explained that
the votes had been dily certified by the secre-
tary, with whom they lid been lodged, and no
one now hal the power to move tliem.-Mr.
McIntyre here banded the president lis power
to vote on the proxies, rcquesting that it e not
allowed out of lis hands.-The chairman de-
clared that the secretary hald signed the certi-
ficates and that the votes were consequently in
order.

Mr. Gilman next procceded to vote for him-
self and proxies. But several of these were
objected to as having been already voted tupon.
-A scene of considerable confusion here
ensîîed. Order was restored by an agreement
to leave it to Mr. Bethune, the company's legal
adviser.--Mr. BeLhune said that the chairman
could take nothing but the certificate, because
lie liad nothing else before hin. It would be
impossible for this large assembly to inspect all
tiese proxies now.

The presilent being lotidly called upon fora
riliig said that the proxies were all iii a box
and in the recun at that time. le wanted to
alIpear perfectly fair to all parties, but the fact
was that many of the votes supposed to be held
by bir GilIn had been bonght since the books
of tle company closed. They could net be
voted uîpon a second time.-Mr. Gilman pro-
ceeded to read over his proxies, t each of
whicl Mr. Benjamin objected.-We pass over
the uproarious scene arising out of Mr. Gilman's
oflr to read a private letter fron a lady share-
holler, whose proxy appears to have been so
eagerly sought afs-r by both sides, that sue
was followed to New York on hler wedding
tour.-Objection was meade to Mr. Gilman's
voting for Mr. Thls. Craig, the late managing-
president of the Exchange Bank, as the Bank
was now in the ands of the liquidators.-
Lawyer Trenholme fyled a document with the
ilresident, calling oi the directors to appoint

.scruitineers who shouild have commumication
with. givers of proxies voted on at present
meeting. This was signed by Messrs. J. i.
Morin, A. T. Higginsoin, A. W. Atwater, F. .E.
Gilman, R. C. Jamieson, J. N. Greenshields, J.
T. Wilson and A. R. Oughtred.

Mr. Benjamin objected to the fyling of any
document till the voting was fnished.-Mr.
Jainieson having recorded fis vote and proxies
anid the lsul objections, and the total votes
havinîg becn couned, the secretary reportel the
resuîlt as, yeas, 9,471 i.nays, 4,743.-Thus ended
the voting for scrtitimeers.-Mr. Gilman and
lis supporters filed a protest against flie record-
ing of the votes, and Mr. J. N. Greenshields,
advocate, reiterated his demnid as a share-
holder to sec and examine the proxies voted
upion by the directors.

Mr. D. McIntvre, vicr-president Canadian
Paîcific Railway, saiâ that there could net have
been any trouble if Mr. Gilman and his friends
hal only gonîe to the secretary with their proxies
and obiainied a certificate.

Mr. L. N. Benjamin Dow moved that the
bullot be taken for the election of directors,and tfat if>> shall reniain open two hours."-
Mr. Greenshields insisted that the scrutineers
take the votes in the presence of the meeting.

A box a aecordimîgly placedi on a round
table in fle middle of fthe hall, and the voting
began at 8.îm., amid interrulptions, cross-firing
and confusion not less than at tli voting. for
scritineers, ome five and a half hours carlier.
-The certilied list of the secretary wals followed
by Ilie scrutineers. The cross-firing be-
came so shirp that there was momentary ex-
pectation of a resort to physical arguments. The
more violent were at lengti persuaded to retire
te the directors' table at the other end of the

room, and the voting prceeded, occasionally
interruipted by good humored word sparring
whiel threatened from time to time to break
out into violence. Record was kept by the
scrutineers of the names of. shareholders whose'
proxies wvere claimed by both sides. Althougli
the scrutineers lest none of the time allowced
them, it soon became evident that the voting
niuist outlIst the time stipuîlated. The inter-
ruptions ceased and rapid work vas done for
nearly an hour. Mr. Benjamin cleverly arranged
that the directors and their supporters sbould
record their votes first. For several minutes
before 10 o'clock significant glinces were ex-
changed by those destined te win. Exactly as
the two hours expired, and before Mr. Juumieson
began to record his proxies,'Mr. F. B Mc7Namee
read that clause in the company's charter pro.
viding for the two hours' limit, and asked that
the balloting be closed. This annouicement
fell like a bomb anong Mr. Gilian's party.
After some considerable discussion, hoIwever, if
was agree thai the votingshould proceed, butir. Benjamin insisted on a record being kept of
the Dames of al those voting ifter the two
bours limit.-The balloting was concluded
about eleven. The scrtineers returned with
their report at 11.30, and declired 9,646 votes

pib:o r Messrs. Andrew Robertson, Huu. J.
R. Thibanngdean, Duncan Meiniyro Lng lac-

kay, Wm. O'Brien, Robert Archer, John Ostell
and Geo. W. Mase, againîst 6,915 votes for
Messrs F. E. Gilman, R. Jamieson, J. T.
Wilson, A. T. Higginson and A. W. Atwater.
The five first named were conseq'uently elected
directors for the current year. Mr. Gilmîan
here read another protest against the manner
in which the proxies lad been voted upon, (lis
voice being drowned amid the lsu ulproar of
thîe evciing.) The president declared the report
of the scrutineers adopted. He also moved the
adoption of the report, which was carried. A
vote of thanks to the chairman haviig been
proposed and passed, Mr. Benjamin moved that
thef meeting adjouurn, which it accordingly did
after a session of nine luours and a hal, the
longest and stormiest meeting in the history of
the company.

The Comupany bas been subjected during
th,. year to examinaiions by.the Commissioners
of two more States--Missouri and Massachusetts
- boih of wtom reported in very satisfactori
as well as complinintary terms on the
Company's financial condition and conduet.
Their reports are on record, These make five
exaninations which. the' Company lias under-
gone (ail with similar results) since its ad-
mission .to the United States in January, 1881,
the previous three being New York, Maryland
and Michigan; the Comupany bas aIso undergone
annual lnspection. by the Dominion Super-
iniendent of Insurance, and a yearly audit by
the Chartered Accountants appointed by the

shareholders. The State exaninations, which
were made by two ezpertà, have, of course
involved the Company ii mach expense and
some inconvenience, but they have doubtless tad
a corresponding benft in thse refutation of
misrepresentations emanating fron competitive
sources, and which chiefly led to the latter ex-
aminations being made. The record of this
Company is such, however, as to place it be-
yond being atlLcted by such tactics, and the
futility of these efforts to obstruct ils progress
is apparent in the large accession of corpora-
tions in the.United States as well as Canada
who have. selected it for their. confidence, and
who bave not hesitated to pay its standard
rates, in aplpreciation of the superior security
and protection which the practical experience,
ample resoturces and eilicient service of this
company afford.

The avenues of information of the Company
have been still further extended during the
year and the confidential correspondents now
number several thousands, distributed over all
quarters of the globe.

The volume of information obtained by the
Company may bc sornewliat realized by thc fac t
tuaI over 237,000 commusuicattoas have paseti
througlh the head office during the year, incilud-
ing over 9,000 telegrams.

The value which attaches to this coiepany's
special attribute as a Canadian institution in
regard to juriedîction over defaulting fugitives
fromt acriss ttc Lino, bas been demonstratcd
on several occasions during the past year to0
the advautage of its clients La the United
States.

Losscs.-All perfected claims have been
promptly paid, and those outstanding, with
but a shight exception,. were presenlted during
the last monta of the year, and are merely
awaiting the necessary certifications. The
lusses paid by the Company to this date
amount to $237,652.59.

The Directors have concluded arrangements
to re-insure with a responsible Company the
excess over $.10,000 on aey one bond, thereby
limiting its risk on any individual bond to 3j
per cent of its cash capital, and less than Il
per cent of its totui resources. It is unanecea-
sary to point to the additional security afflorded
its patrons, as well as shareholders, by such
provision.

The dividends bave been again, this yêar,
limited to 6 per cent per annum, pending the
further augneatation of the aet surplus, whicli
the directors consider to be of primary impor-
tance as proviston against extraordimary con-
tingeicies. The shrinkage of the value of in-
vestuents (a feature sulfered by all institutions
this year) lias somewhat interfered with the
directors' hopes in this respect.

These dividends are still more than paid by
the interest ou investments and the claims
recovered ; the premiuna income being in no
degree encroached on for their payment.

The surplus and resources, for the security
of Inmured have been augmentei by ove $20,.
000, and noiv amount to $775,969 orover1ý per
cent on its gross amotnt at risk.

At the formal entry of the Company into
the United Statesin January, 1881,.the follow-
ing was its condition

Annuait Premium income, $51,081 ; Surplus,
$8,099; Preiniun Reserves, $25,540. And at
present date, [icome, $143,702; Surplus, $35,-
517; Premiuim Reserves, S71,851,-
Thus showing the Income and Reserves to have
butn nearly-irebled, and the Surplus more than
quadrupled, the shareholders recciving 6 per
cent per annum on their investments lin tht
meantime.

The business, in Canada bas continuied to
increase, and weith successful results, thus coa-
tributing materially to the security of its clients
and btendit of the shareliolders.

In iccordance witlh the Resolution passed ou
the 22nd April, 1882, the Company lias declined
entertaining the issue of bonds for administra
tors, trustees, guardians, &c., under th

privileges granted it by the New York
egislature. Much of this description. of

business bas been urged upon the Oompany,
aud in some cases for. very large sums with
tempting premiums; the funds of the estates
interested bing oWered by the principal, as
counter security, either wholly or jointly under
our custody; but having taken.eminent legal
advice in New York as to the Company's rela-
tion to such funds in event ofloss, the informa.
tion obtained. was such as to constitute it, not
only no security at all, but the basis of a law-
suit agaiust the Compeay for illogal detention
at the option of the principal or the courts.
Moreover, the mure deposit of such securities
did not afford any protection against their
being involved by outside undertakings of the
principal or his deputies, to other parties, on
behalfof the estates represented. Another and
very important consideration was, that on con-
sultation with their larger clients, they expressed
their disapproval of their guarantees beig
associated with that class of risk, therefore, all
things considered, the directors elected to
forego this business, and they believe that lu
this they studied the best interest and security
of their patrons as well as sharebolders.

The thanks of the shareholders are due to
the Directors of the several Branch Boards, and
the Agents of the Company, for their valuable
assistance in prumoting tbe advancenut of the
Company'sinterests. All the Directors retire
but are eligibte for re-e ction. The Certified
Balance Siseet and Auditor's Report are opens
for the inspection of Shareholders.
