-Signor Marconi, according te London advices, has practi-
enflly solved the question of ocean transmission by wireless
tclegraphy, a.nd vill shortly be able to use his systemn across
the AtIantic.

-Thue statistical year book of Canada for 1899 issued by
the Department of Agriculture, states theue, were 17,250
miles of iailwny in opera.tion in Caiada at thie end of the
enlenfduar year. The earnings are placed at upward of $62.
000,000, with workiîng ex-penses at $40,000,000.

-Arranigemnents are being completed, says a Duluth,
Minn., dispatch, for the construction of steel ships on the
ilkes on a large scale for ocean service. These ships will
iot be limited in size to hie length of new Canuadin canals,
but will be of any lengthi vanted by buyers. Six or sevei
large and completely equipped yards on the lakes are in
the scheme. The large ship builders have now dra.wn
plans for ships of fromn 350 to 650 feet'in ]engtlt, but of
no greater width thîanî 43 feet, w'hichî hfley have submnitted
Io ocena ship owners. Tlcy have also subnitted their
designs to the bureau of navigation, and it lias approved
tie. The plan is to build in settions ships of a greater
length than the present locks will earry, join themn tem-
perarily in the ship yard, run then udownî the Great Lakes
and to Mlontreal or Quebec, and put theim together. The
iliîs will be built complete at the lake yards with a bulIc-
lead on both sides of the centre line. The space nt the
centre bctween the biulkchieads will b framn'ed, but the

plates vill be bolted temporarily. Whien comapleted these
eunitre plates will be renoved and the ship launched as two
lbots. Then ti rear part containing the machinery will

hilch on to the forward end, andone end will tow the oth-
er. It is the expectation of lake builders that they can
compete not only with the rest of the United States, but
with foreign builders.

-Following the advent of U.S. capital in Canadian manu-
facture and mines, comes announcenents of Ainerican rail-
ronds seeking access to important centres. An Ottawa dis-
patch states that the growing importance Qf that city as a
railway centre may be very materially enhnneed in the not
far distant future by the entrance of one of tlic leading rail-
way corporations of America, the New York Central. It
is reported that negotiations for the acquisition by the New
York Central of the Ottawa & New York Railway have been
in progress and art not unlikely to fructunt vhen the lat-
ter rond is finally completed. The Oltawa & New York ex-
trnds to Tupper Lace, a distance of 129 miles, wliere it con-
iects wifh the New York Central. Tt difTers from the Can-
nda Atlantic in that it is wholly dependent upon the New
York Central for entrance- into tle AMericnn Tmetropolis.
'The New York Central. which represonts in part the Van-
derbilt millions, lias recently been pursuing a policy of ex-
pansion and besides its orizinal lines lhas nenired the con-
trol of the Lake Shore Rnilwny. the RBoston and Albany, the
Chicago and Northwest anid the Big Fouir. It is, conse-
quently,. not all unlikely tlat for the purpose of developing
its Canadian business it will extendl its line to the Capital
by securing the Ottawa and New York.

-Some changes have beten made in the stnff of the Domin-
ion Bankc. Mr. F. W. Broughall, who lias gone to join the
inspection department in Toronto, is succeeled lin Montreal
by Mr. A. R. Sampson as nccountnnt; Mr. Sanmpson, liereto-
fore joint teller here, is succceded by Mr. P. B. Tuicker and
Mr. P. F. Nasmith as receiving teller and paying teller
respectively. It is evident the Montreal branci, under the
ianagement of Mr Bogart, is not stagnant.

-Grand Trunk Railvay System--Earnings 15th to 21st No-
v'ember, 1900, $462,539; 1S99, $484,260; decrease, $21,721.

ish made goods lias not been wl;It ws anticip d. T'e
couprativ e failire ot a preferentti ti ari Ilil mands the
closest stutdy. aîs it is not justifiable for a large aiount of
reenue toe o abatndned withouit coiipelsation to te
country, in some formî. IL occurs It tILies that a large
outlay is made to sectre a certain result wibliout any benle-
lit, btib a ftrthîer outlay of a siall sum briugs all the aId-
valiage looked for. 'Tle first spinning itia.chinte invent-
ed by Arkwright, at great cost of Lime and sbudy, woild
nt%I run Ils quickly and stea;dily as lie lad anticipated. aid
as hie Lhouglit it ouglit fromut its coistiuîctioin, il his di-
letuna lhe consiiltd friend, one Crompton, if w re-
imember right, who suggested placing a siglit sprinkling
of chalik dust at al. certain spot. This w-as donc and

the machine then worked to perfection. Now, that pow-
d]er aost nobhing, but il; was applied at ithe righît place,
and biougit about emîiin-eit antd enduîring success.

Wliat is the iibrict ed iidcd o make ti e riferenta
ltiR muachinie .suces? The followinîg incident will
probobly throw ligit on nie question: A coloiial itradeir
reiarked flie hllier day: "T hoCpe Canada , will yet allow
the Old Coiwtiy to coiiete in ier markets with the
United States. I do a big trade in Australia and the
Cape for the conditions aire fiivorible; but T cannot touch

Cbnadii, the prefereitial tarif] is absurdly inîadequate-it
is only a makehelieve." Any one looking at Arkwright's
stagnant model could have been excused pronotncing it,
"Only a iake-believe." If, however, the above verdict is
a correct one, if the rebate allowed on tiritish goods is
"absurdly inadequate," then it is absurd to expect a har-
rest front such lifeless seed.

'Tlhe preference given to Britisli goods is inadequate iii-
dleed unless it is sufficient to allow British imanufactur-
ers and mierchants to compete vithî the 'United States in
the imarkets of Canada. W should go further aànd say,
IL is inadequate or unwisely designîed, or hicking ini ne-
essary support iy other liscal arrangements, unless Brit-
ish goods have a decided advanîtage over all foreign goids
in the imîarkets of Camada. \WThat does all the fuss over
and the glorification of the inperial connection, of Can-
ada anount to if every forcigner lias the same privileges
in Canada as Our Inmperial bretlren? A little less trui-
peting amid drumming ovier Imperialismn is desirable until
Canada is prepared to put oui fi.:llow subjects in the
Mother Coiutry on a higher plane of trade advantage
thian the position she gives to all foreigners. When an
appeal was niade on behalf of a family in trouble there
wais a general expression of deep pity, An old Quaker
heard it and said, "I pity then live shillings, hîow much
do you pity hien, neiglhbours?". That's te sort of
practical expression we need givinlg to our boasted love
of the imperial conllection. If it begLns, ends, and
wholly cvrporates in rhetorical phrases, it is of the
'-sounding brass and tinkling cymbal" variety, which
brings un rellecting cheers to a stumitîp speaker, but pro-
duces no benefit to this country's commerce, or adds any
strength to the bonds of Empire.

Is Canada satisfied te have made an elfort looking to-
ward a closer union wibl tle Mother Country throughi a
developmîîent of their mutual tide, and toe failcd to
achieve the result anticipated, so, far as the trade of Great
B iriiitti h'îb Ulî anada is conccnicd ? .11' sucli. intdiiferentce
pevails the erort was not seriously IIale. Canadia ns,
whlen in earnest, are not usually so easily "dcowned" by a
first disappointment. 'T'hey prefe-r to Iake the mnove-
ment expressed by a 1renchal proverb which means, to re-
tire in order te gain stengtl fý:r the niexb assatdt. Lord
Clhesterfield uses this phrase m a sense forbciden to mod-
ern writers.

Wha tien needs to be done o mike the preferential
tariff effective in its object, atssumnfg that object to have
bcen the extension of British trade with Canada? What
is the situation? First, England is at so great a dista:nce
as to handicap its imports ini competing with those froi
the near source of supply, the Unit ed States. That coin-
dition, in itself, can only be overcomine by èoncessions of
dulties on British goods whicli cuinpeisate for the higlter
carriage of goods as compared with those from the States.
Second, English goods are not as wel known hera ari
those froin Anerica. That eau only be iet by British
exporters coinig closer into touch with the markets of
Canada. They mnust push their goods befotre the notice
of Canadian buyers, with more persistence, and with more
skilil aind deterinantion to capture the trade. Their chief
rival is a very astute, elever, undanted trader, lie goes
into a fight to win, aid whoever iets him imist doi su
foot te foot and brain to brain.

Third, ,Britislh goods are not, as a rile. su well adapted
to this country as those froin the States. The Yanke
miakes goods te sell, he cares not a cent for old time pre-
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judice, or his own notions of what is best, lie looks only
to getting orders and caters for then. John Buill has

views, and private ideas about what style of goods ouglit
to bu used. These lie mnust drop, or lie vill never do
mach trade in Canada. le will have to study aud cater to

our tastes and needs, if he wishes us to buy his guods. Our

people are more nercurial than those in the British isles,
they are less divided into marked class divisions, they
want goods of ail classes to look as of the best, quality,
they do flot care to accumulate such costly onas as will
last for years, but such as look as good as their neigh-
bours, anyway, if they cost half the mnoniey. WTe heard ia
well dressed woman yesterday pricing a set of carvers at a
haidware store. She said lier friend next door had a
pair of Rodger's make, and she wanted a set of the saime
style, but her top bid for ther was $L50! The Rodgers
goods sell aI $6.00 to $8.00. That buyer is a type of the
muajority in Canada, they vill have low-priced goods, and
expect to secure them looking, as far as possible, like the
choicest.

Fourth, The rate of concession by preferential tarili
night be nade much bigher and be far more effective

were the tariff raised on those goods which could be sup-

plied by British exporters were the fiscal conditions more
favourable. It is mere hypocrisy to mince matters in tihis
eonnuection. Canada wishes to develop the trade donc
wi lth her by Ureat Britain, and to protect Britishi trade in-
terests. 'l'o offect this sie makes ail foreign goods pay a
lutuvier dtty on everything they send, than such gaods
would bear, if, we say, they came froin Great Britain.
But soine classes of goods never will be sent as the pro-
duce of Great Britain. In such cases the preferentia]
tariff is not the slightest help to British trade.

Why should not a tariff be drawn so as to place iuch
beavier dulies than the present ones on goods that Great
BriLain would send, if encouraged, and give British goods
of the saie class a preference of 50 per cent.? That would
give a great opportunity to Britisi goods in the Canadian
mnarket, and ieed mot danage any Canadian iidustry.
Canada wili not recede from the position assumed by the
preferential tariff. But, to render it capable of effecting
its object tmiore satisfactorily, it will have to be re-ar-
ranged by being supplemented by such a new scledule of
dtuties as would make the preference adequate to the needs
or British exporters in competing vilh foreigners in the
iuirkets of Canada.

THE C1VI1 DELEGATION TO TH1E UNITED
STATES.

A very large delegation of Montreal aldermen and city
ulliciats voluntarily undertook recently the arduous duty
of a visit.to the ciLies of New York and Philadelphia,
Their object ias to gain information in connection with
certain matiers iu which our municipal government is iii-
terested. They have returned to the City filled lo over-
i wing with valua ble information anid knowledge, that is,
if tihe reporters who tool the trip are reliable.

To most people, ivho psy any attention to such mat-
ters, it will seem surprising that ail the points that they
took lessons to heart from, if correctly reported, vere not
krown by the delegation before starting. Oni principle,
perhaps, tiere iay be io serious objections to these muni-
cipal excursions in searci of information; that are so-com-
mon on this side of the Atlantic, which sometimes, or at

least occasio.nally, result in a benefit to those who have to

pay for Lit musie and other things, iore or less solid.
Both New York and Philadelphia have cvil reputations

for municipal goveinment. The first is governed by
"lamnîiy Democrats," and the latter by "Quay Repub-
licans." It is dillicult to say which is the worst set, they
appear to bc both alike bad. Notwithstandiing that. the
main streets, ani ail conneed witht them, are kept clean
and( iii good order, as all travellers who have visited those
cities can testify. The reason for this is no secret, it
has been well kuown ail along in Montreal. Not only in
those cities just naned, but in ail other cities outside of
this province, the principle (f local taxation for local im-
provenents prevails and stchl works as permanent side-
walks and roadways are, when eansttelcd or renewed, a
direct charge on the property fronting un the strect in
which the work is donc. That is a reasonable position to
take, althougli it nay press heavily in somne cases, where
it can best be borne.

Some years ago an effort was made in Moitreal to in-
troduce the system of local taxation for local imuprove-
ients for suich works as sewers, roa dways and sidewallks.
The proposition failed to meet with popular favour ex-
sept for sewers. Il that respect the principle was adopt-
cd and it resulted satisfactorily and, witb the exception
that soine of the larger sewers are not of suificient capa-
City and the outlcts are not paroperly placed, the drainage
system, speaking generally, is ail that could Le desired.
If the saine principle had been applied to the other works
doubtless the saine result would have followed and our
streets would have been in a differeut position to
what they are now.

1Tliere is a proposition now before the City Couneil to
submit the question of a loan for these and other purposes
to a popular vote this winter, instead of the absurd meth-
od of going to the Quebec Legislature for the authority
to borrow more money. The wise provisions of the new
charter wvere specially intended to give the citizens theim-
selves the sole power to deal witi sucli matters. We
iay have something further to say on this question wlvhen
the measure is presented in a tangible formii. luI the
nicantiie we may remark, that the idea of a loan for such
works is not compatible with the customn of other cities
to compel aci street to pay for its own inmprovements
and which the delegation, if we iay judge by the reports
of the reporters who accoinpanied tiem, appear to -be in
favour of.

As regards the higli level for the Grand Trutnk tracks
into the city there ought not to be two opinions. Sooner
or later the level crossings must be abolislhed and the
sooner the .beLter. It lias, for many years, been well
known here that the great Pennsylvalnia raiway was, irst
established, its station t Philadelphia vas at the outskirts
of the city. It iwas found to be inconvenient and it was
desired to reach the hcart of the City. This the city
would not consent to unless the liigh level was adopted.
This was agreed to, and the work was donc entircly at the
expense of the railway. The station itself is on that leve]
and is one of the finest on the continent. lu onîe respect
the position of the Grand ''runkîî is soniewhat different.
That road was brought to the Bonaventure stationl-for pas-
sengers at the start before the City lad extended in lhat
direction, as it has done since, and the surface level ras
adopted. For several years the whole of hie City freight
business was done at Point St. Charles. The distance
was so grent and the inconvenience and loss of time caused
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by open bridges across fhe canal, led to pressure bciig
briouih t'o hia an hie raiay compa ny:'w hici resulited

in Ihe freight sieds foir fli city bei ng placed wiere they
nuw are. 'To eabitchis to be done Albert streetl was

openedifi up ai consiiderable expense bl hie cify.
Con diions are .now clianged, aimi the surface level ci oss-
igs nist Ih done maay wifh.

Witl ai dfeoinde we sibmllit, Ihamf tbis is not a
fair coniipetition behween lte two ports. he harbour
works in Quec were biil with money advianced by hie
Dominion Governiicent a.id lite interest, whilst the works
w'erc mcder consi iction. was paid out of tie capital.
Sinice their comcpletion no 'int.e'est las been paid, iie ex-
pected to be pid, f herefore lice Govercnenl has practieal-
lV assumiced hie cost. We a:re net iaking arny complaint
about tis, blt siniply point out liat te put thte two pprts
of the St. Lav'wrnce oti, an equal footinlg, te governeif
sloucld'do lithe samlle foc' Montreafil as was done in Quhebee.

Manyplople still thliiik lati lie Par ry Sound- r'ilway
nonw fthe Canada Atliitie-was net given thecobsideral

tion it was entitled to by the Harbour Boâird in ihé mnattei'
of faciliLfes when the Conners' syndicate arrangement
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was made. Although that company has now got an open-
ing into Quebec through this newv Northern road, it is not
likely it will abanîdon eomtirely its conneection vith the
Coteau elevator, which, ii sone respects, is estabiished
at a conveiient point for transferring its freight to
Montreai.

This port lias advantages over ail others if they are
availed of by those most interested. The difficulties and
dangers fron our river .navigation are iuntuIy iagniiled.
The governiment ft the day is. following up wit.h ail coni-
mendable vigour tle iiprovement af the claînnel, both
by wideniig aniid ideepeing i, so as to mi ute regnlie-
ments oi hie largest class vessels now. or, in the fuiure.
that will frequeiit this port. Still, for ail this, lu r peo-
ple w%'ill have to put tlieir shoulders to hie ihîeel and work
with iiiiited good vill if Moitreal is to hold the pre-cmi-
ience il now enjo.ys as [he chief seaport of the Dominiioi.

'le efforts beinlg put forth of late years to create a
butter ield for rea:dy-made elotlhing, has been, to soie
extent, successfuil. During tlie past decade bhe regilar
clothini manfitrel s liave made mu111eh progress, bioth

in lhe style nf etiiting anud in the dnability of the work.
The, j k'e alout the imian who bouglt a ready-made suit
ha vilng Io armn limiiiself with a spool of itread, buttons and
nlcc, foirciii ergey use, is io loiiger heard; its spread

was its dooi. Ps application is no longer necessary, for
bh il n who sWis ready-made clething in has aIso a
ready-iaile gnîaranitee that flic cloihes vill be friendlyi
enongli tio stay together and shiy withi their owner for a
reasonable period.

The innovation of partly-made cloihing hias served a
puirpose beyond tliat for which it was intended. It has
done amueh lo change the patl thal led to the ailor, baclk
across the way to the dealer in the ready-nade article. It
lias proveni a go-between, a sort of iediator between flic
oie anid the other; but as the great inajority give muich
cnsideratioi Io price. hli- are isuailly botter listeners to
the iian who claims to fit properly both their person and
their pocket. The clothiie, lias much the botter of the
argumenit because lie has thiai, whieh will at once convinîce
[lie custoiier or contvict himtîselif. 'Tle clothes are readv
I't be tried on. If they do not itl there is no harm done
nicr cost iicurred. Besides ihis. liminy postponle looking
afier flie condition of iheir weariig apparel unil accideit
or hurried call linve brouxght it xmder notice. This is
anlother point in favoir of fle clothier, for tlIe tailor wvill
usully require a week or more in fuîrnishinîg an outfit.
Then, again, the former is now arned with a host of
samtîples fromn either of wvhicli lie cain furnisli mi suit in a
few days, by taking the principal IpIeasuremants as re-
quested by the iwolesale firi iio furnish swatches desig-
noted by rnumber, blank order sheets, mueiasuremnîl
blinks. descriptive and illustrated mensurement desigrns.
etc., ilhihli virluaulv mitakes a tailoi out of fle clothier iii
order' ta catch ai hold tle iore fastidcious.

Wlat alis the tailo'ir beenu doing, meantimîe, to offset
those encraheliients on lis terrifory and ieep, his trusit'
siears briglit aind lîiæsy! The records fail to lraw attei-
tion to anything pertaining le progress againsl sucli in:
creasing opposition. The tailor inay answer: «T gnar:
nntee a good it. eut in flic latest style anid my eustom-
ers aire radily distinguished by their clothes. Royond
this, T deem it needless to go." Were this almays a flet

tailors would be more unmerous aind their shops more

prosperois. Clothiers vouild find it niore ditiicult to
secure trade for lie better class of goods and would even-
tuially require to niake a. distinction in the goods carried
vhich wo-uld place quality as wvell as eut in an entirely dis-

tii;ct fleld from that worked by the more prosperous
kiiiglts of the shears. Btut un fortunately for the latter
it is not so. There are goad cutters in the market, but,
it is admuitied, lhre are also those wvho are totally
lnlit to perfoini their work. ThIey are known by mnany
iii lieir locality as Ieiig mible to iiake a good-fitting coat
but for ilcir life they cniiiot ciit out a decent pair C1

pants. Wili oiliers, it is the reverse, ailteriations and

presijgs will follow I te first mttempi at a fit until the
eustemîîer's palicire h];]s becomoi exhausted ai;nd, to reliev2
hmis iiind, advertises lis tailor in a umtamner not calculated
to cause hilm nuch more boihier altering clothes.

Were a lawt eiîacted. and enforced compelling all tailors
to register every neiasurement iid be required to furnisli
a list each month signed by ail custoners, stating tlheir
entire or partiial satisfiction or disgust witih Iheir pur-

If
a property oiwner bas this information, and is certain of its
being correct, is lie likely ta reveal what lie knows when,

by confessing, e will be liable to suffer additional pecuni-
ary loss te tliat inflicted by the injury ta bis premises?
There is nearly always suflicient chance of his being mis-
taken ta make a persan very cautions. Under such cir-
cumstances a persan wil] feel justified in not comnitting
himself in regard to the origin of a. fire on, bis premises,
and will naturally be very reti'cent as to the extent to
whieh his possible negleet, or action, created or contri-
buted ta the disaster. To ail property owners w-bose ini-
surance las been hoanestly placed, ta whoni therefore a
lire menis a very serious calamnity, there is in the dread

of cisaster sufficient te induce tLem te exercise ail possible
care anîd to establish ail needini safeguards, without their
being subject to consequential damages because of so'ie
meinitary or uniintiitioiial negleet. On the other hancd
those w-bose insurance is not hlonest, who have somethiiig
to gain from a fire. will take good care ta prevent discov-
ery of aiy action or dcesigned neglect whici lias resulted
in their being able to sell out to an. insurance company.

'lie tumult on C.I.V. day was not due to, the lust of war-
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it was but a spontaneous and unanimous sense of strong
sympathy for the 1,700 young city men who, of their own
accord, had gone out to face deadly lire, and had returned
with a record of good wo'rk done." What leads to serious
m.understanding by foreigners, by Americans especially,

in regard to street demonstrations in England is explain-

able on two grounds. In the firat place, in England there
is a more universal and mare intense feeling of nationality
than elsewhere in the world. The pride of a British street
ci ow d in a British hero is a passion whieh no mixed com-
.t unity sharee or understands. Next, a street crowd in

1 ngland is under no dread of interference by the police,
> ing as no actual breach of the law takes place, the peo-

pr knc. they are the freest people under the sun and they
c',. .r their liberty. Those who are accustomed to be

kpi i.wn by police or soldiers think, may well think, a
l.onuon mob to have gane mad, but their seeming madness
to outsiders, is a manifestation of democratie freedom
which does not exist in any other land. If the censors of
Loiidoners would study history they would learn that the
citizens of London have ever been prone to exult in their
liberty and to assert it vhen threatened by tyrannical
rulers.

Nearly ever; plantation lias its factory, with
the machinery nccessary to prepare the leaf as brought in
fron the bislhes, until it is the tea of commerce, a.ll the

processes being attended with the strictest care aud clean-
Iiiess, so that no tropical product is prepared and packel
with greater attention and intelligence than pure Ceylon
ten. 'I he islund where it is grown is generally aeknov-
ledged to be une of the most beautiful in the tropies, well
deserving the poet's designation,

'1he total amwouit of capital at present invested in the
lea industry in Ceylon cannot be less thau nin'ie million
pounds sterling, and the profits are cut very fine indeed, si
dtat lIe buyers o Ceylon tea now get the cheapest ani
becst tua in the world, considering its quaiity.

'TLe iine quality of Ceylon teu very early attracted at-
lantion in tie London- market, and in a, fcw years, su sooni
as thire was a suiliciency tu mecet requirements, tlese teuas
weint into consuuptin aill over the United iiigdomî, and
lave uver since imaintaiued their leading position,. u Aue-
trauasia-theý greatest of tea-drinking utintries-C-yloii
tes beane lirst favorites albiost as soon as they were in-
troduced, and the rdUit 0£ elmiîical analyses by the 0i-
cal Anîalyst during the Melbourie Exhibitioi of 1881 cou-
liried tie good opinion aud led to a rapid supersession of
China, tea, and alsu to Ceylon beiug prcferred t Inudian tes
for geieral consiumption. Ln the Canadian Dominion, tou,
Ceylon tea rapidly toolk a first place, and it is eominug more
ud muore into onsumuption throughuut the. United States.
So, ou the Continent of Europe anl in Rtuisia especially,
Ceyon tua fias bien wvfielciomd and is being incruasingly
ased. All this is more fully showin lui thi following ac-
coulit ,f tie treatmseut u' ta under the jiritislh customs
,Ijilï anad its extended use in other countries: li the year
1837-when Queea Victoria came to tue thro eu-the cs-
toma duty on tea imported into the United Kingdoni of
Uruut Britain and Ireland, wvas two shillings and on penny
per pound avoirdupois; the total consumption for tiat year
was 30,025,206 lb. (or less tlan 1¼ lb. per helaid of popula-
tion per annui) and the total of revenue collected froi
the dluty was £3,190,125.

Not mcli clangei took phice until Mr, Gladstone becaine
Chuancellor of the Exchequer (Minister of Yinance); and
tien between 1852 and 1865 a series of financial reforms,
lue to his iiltiaton, touk place, and we find theleustoms

dulity at one shilling and tEn pence per Pound ii 1854; at
one shilling and live pence in 1858; at one shilling in 1863;
and tlien it wasi reduced to sixpence per pound, to take
elteet from 1st June, 1865. The result of this policy was not
onily a largely increased consumaption of tea; but eventual-
ly, an increase as well of the revenue derived from, the
duty. The1b progress in consumption and revenue may be
indicated a follows:

Rissia, ought to besnelit them; the same may be said of the
Riussian peuople in Europe and Asia, and there is no reason
why te should not be freely used ail over the Continent
of Europe, and especially througliout the Uited States of
Amucrica, while by no meanîs causing loss to: the general
revenue; but rather, eventually, benditing it. Tlere are
sone countries iiderd-like the United States of Amieric
-that consider it advisabLe, to have no custois levy on te
(except in timuîe of war); and Belginni has lately led the
way ainong the Poerts of Continental Europe in abolishing
Ilhe duty oni ten. But talci.g the case of lRussia, for in'-
stfIanice, a reduction of duty to the equivalent of one shilling
pur pound could nîot fail to be beieficial, and still more, a
f*ew' years later, if there wcre I further reduction to the
equivalent of sixpence per lb.-so iaking this very whole-
some and refreshing beveorage (tea) accessible to man3y
more mnillions of the lIussian people than it eau be at pre-
sent. i would mention, further that the tea exported
from Ceylon is noted for its purity amd delicacy of Ilavour.
.I , is ali imadie by nacliIery and very great care is talken iii
the varions processes, aud in the paecking. The quantity
of tannin is compa;ratively limnited in Ceylon tee; but ifs
presance in the infusion depcînds entirely on the tine the
tea is left lut the boiling water before the extract is poured
out. If only left four iniaute, very little tannin is e-
tracted. Ilere are the instructions for making Ceylon tea:

1. The water to be, boiled should be fresh and pure, and
as soft as procurable.

2. lt should b boiled in a perfectly clean kettle and not
dceimed to be boiling until the ivater throbs, and throws
oif steam in profusion.

3. First nake the tea-pot hot, then pour into it the fresh-
ly-boiled water,--after this strew the tea,-a teaspoonful
for each cup of tea-on the top of the water wlien it will
gradually sinlk. In this way the leaves will
eut b scalded tand the fragrance will bu kept at its best.
'lhe wafer should be used as soon as it boils, and not al-
loved to becom filat by over-boiling.

4. Malximumîuî finie of infusion to bu live minutes.
. The infusion (not decoction) should bu decanted into

;unotleir te-pot, first aide hot for its reception. Prepared
lit this wny (if a "cosy" is used) tea. will reumîain hot and
pleaisant and w'holesone foi more than double the time it
would w're cold tea-pots emxployed.

6. Do tiot use the spent leaves for a second infusion.
Attention mnay in conclusion, be drawn to the appended

The present winter weather, with

The conditions prior to tis
week were not favorable and those who
depended n sales in order to retire
laturing paper were much interested
in the recent snow and change to win-
ter conditioins. Dry goods importera'
refer to orders as coming In freely, the
only hesitation being on cotton uand

and linens, somea fabrics being beyond
buyers' expectations as to price; wool
goods they have grown accustomed to.
lHardware is in good request. The Que-
bec labor troubles have interfered se-
riously with leather and hides, both of
which are very quiet. The beginning
of the end of the trouble is in sight,
howevwr, and another week is expected
to see a full resumption instead of a
spread to Montreal, which would only
make the winter harder on those least
able to stand sueh a strain. Dairy pro-
ducts are quist. Cheese is lower,
while butter holds steady. Groceries
are active with another decline in su-
gars. Wool is moving more freely
now that priees of fine have touched
rock botttom.
