for ice-breaking service, which will without any question
whatever, keep the lower ¢nd of the St. Tawrence River
open all winter, or any other channel that commerce may
demand. This steamer is not so wide a departure from the
ordinary steamship as to make her unfit for general use the
year round, nor does it apply to any size or trade, but can
be used in competition with uny other steamer. I should
like very much to have the pleasure of meeting your board
or any other hody of men selected, who are interested in
this matter, by having a personal interview, and therehy
showing my plans. I am positive that my style of boat will
break more ice and do it cheaper than any other style of a
boat that can be produced Tf you and your ecity are inter-
ested in a move of this kind, I should be very glad to take
the matter up with you. 1 will mail you under another cover
a small plan just giving some iden of my plans, Will you
kindly let me hear from you on this subject. Respectfully
yours, — .

—Whatever aims at thrift among the labouring classes
should be given all possible encouragement. A Toronto
Ietter states that when the royal commission on assessment
met recently to cousider exemptions from taxation, Lyman
Lee, of Hamilton, represeénting the Canadian Fraternal As-
sceiation, with some 300,000 members, asked that the in-
come of 1hese Lenevolent societies be eXempt from taxa-
tion. Ile made a strong argument, first on the ground
that the tendency in Great Dritain is to relieve this class
of income from taxation; second, that the revenue of the
societies and their surplus funds for the protection of
members and {heir familiss from poverty. - Mr. Lee urged

-——Signor Marconi, according to London advices, has practi-
cally solved the question of ocean transmission by wireless
telegraphy, and will shortly be able to use his system across
the Atlantic.

—The stafistical year book of Canada for 1899 issued by
the Department of Agriculture, states there were 17,250
miles of railway in operation in Canada at the end of the
calendar year. The earnings are placed at upward of $62,
000,000, with working expenses at $40,000,000.

—Arrangements are being compleied, says a Duluth,
Minn., dispatch, for the construction of steel ships on the
Inkes on a large scale for ocean service. These ships will
not be limited iun size to the length of new Canuadian: canals,
bot will be of any length wanted by buyers.  Six or seven
large and completely equipped yards on the lakes are in
the scheme. The large ship builders Thave now drawn
plans for ships of from 350 to 650 feet 'in lengtht, but of
no greater width than 43 feet, which they have submitted
{o ocean ship owmers. They have also submitted their
designs to the Dbureau of navigaiion, and it has approved
them. The plan is to build in sections ships of a greater
length than the present locks will carry, join them tem-
perarily in the ship yard, run them down the Great Lakes
and to Montreal or Quebee, and put them together. The
halls will be built complete at the lake yards with a bulk-
head on both sides of the centre line. The space at the
centre between the bulkheads will he framed, but the
plates will be bolted temporarily, When completed these
centre plates will be removed and the ship launched as two
boats.  Then the rear part containing the machinery will
hiich on to the forward end, and.one end will tow the oth-
er. It is the expectation of lake builders that they can
cempete not only with the rest of the United States, but
with foreign builders.

—Following the advent of U.S. capital in Canadian manu-
facture and mines, comes announcements of Ameriean rail-
roads seeking access to important centres. An Ottawa dis-
patch states that the growing importance of that city as a
railway centre may be very materially enhanced in the not
far distant future by the entrance of one of the leading rail-
way corporations of America, the New York Central. It
is reported that negotiations for the acquisition by the New
York Central of the Ottawa & New York Railway have been
in progress and are not unlikely to fructuate when the Iat-
ter road is finally completed. The Oitawa & New York ex-
tends to Tupper Lake, .a distance of 129 miles, where it con-
neets with the New York Central. Tt differs from the Can-
ada Atlantic in that it is wholly dependent upon the New
York Central for entrance into the American metropolis.
The New York Central, which represents in part the Van-
derbilt millions, has recently heen pursuing a policy of ex-
pansion: and besides its original lines has acanirved the con-
trol of the Lake Shore Railway, the Roston and Albany, the
Chicago and Northwest and the Big Four. It is, conse-
quently, not all unlikely that for the purpose of developing
its Canadian business it will extend its line to the Capital
hy sceuring the Ottawa and New York.

—Some changes have been made #n: the staft of the Domin-
jon Bank. Mr. . W. Broughall, who has gone to join the
inspection department in Toronto, is suceeeded in Montreal
by Mr. A. R. Sampson as accountant; Mr. Sampson, hereto-
fore joint teller here, is snceceded by Mr. P. B. Tucker and
Mr. T. F. Nasmith as recciving teller and paying teller
respectively. It is evident the Montreal branch, under the
management of Mr Bogart, is not stagnant.

—Grand Trunk Railway System—Tarnings 15th 10 21st No-
vember, 1900, $462,539; 1809, $454,260; decrease, $21,721. Chi-
cago and Grand Trunk carnings omitted.

Mr, John Rowland held that all
personal properly should be taxed, as it requived fire and
police proteetion and other serviee Turnished by the munici-
pality,  The buildings and fwmprovemeunts shounld also be
taxed, and the land should largely go free.  Tle had yet to
learn that anybhody ever tried fo run away with a vacant lot
or that it required fire or police protection.  Vaeant land
axked for nothing hut fo be left alone.  Mr, Alan G, Thomp-
son ealled the atiention of the commission fo the statistics
alteady fyled by the Single Tax A=ociation, showing the per-
centage of taxation horne by the various classes of property
in the Provinee and Toronto respretively.  The pereentage
of the personality {ax had fallen steadily sinee 1871, indi-
cating that ihe eily had hecome poorer. This illustrated the
impossibility of tracing personal property in lnrge eommn-
nities, the result heing that it was only in the poorer mu-
nieipalities that the Taw with regurd.to assessment of per-
sonal property was carried ont.

THE GROCERY TRADE.

—T'he salmon combine, which.last season controlled the
output of forty-eight canneries on the Frazer River, says a
Vancouver dispatch, has collapsed through the expiration of
its time limit and the refusal of the canners to renew the
agreement. An attempt was made to form a trust, eapital-
ized at $8,000,000, for the absorption and management of all
the canneries, but the plan fell through.

—There is a possibility of bananas being much cheaper
during the coming summer than was the cace during the last
vear. The independent growers of Nicaragua are, through
their representatives in New York, endeavorng to perfeet
pians for relief from the United Fruit Company, or Banana
Trust. At a recent meeting in New York, several proposi-
tions for combatting the trust were considered, but no de-
finite acton was taken. The complaints made against the
U'nited Fruit Company, or its distributer, the TFruit Dispatel:
Jompany, are, among others: That the trust has gradually
inereased prices until they are from 50 to 75 per cent. higher
*tan when the company secured practical control of the
trade. That prices arve so high that jobbers eannot handle
froit withont loss. That dealers are obliged to sign con-
tracts which. while binding on them, are not hinding on the
company. That jobbbers seldom know the price of the
fruit until they get the hills,  That the trust has reduced
jmportations until the supply is not sufficient to meet the
demand, Tt is evident that the parties to sneh a move will
require to widen {heir seope as the average output of Nicara-
gua bananas would fall far short of filling the requirements
necessary for favorable competition.

-—~Recent advices from Toronto state that the Master in
Ordinary gave judgment against the Employes’ Tiability
Tnsurance Corporation of London, which gave a hond for
the honesty of E. J. Henderson, the defaulting official s

signee, supposed to be in Mexiro., The company musgt pay .

to tha liquidator of the Army and Navy Stores $9,838, the
amount, of Henderson’s shortage. The company will, it is
stated, appeal on the ground that the neglizence of the
master himself in failing to eonuntersign all cheques in the
action of the liquidator ennbled the latter to transfer the
money stolen, from the official account to his own private
one and afterwards to withdraw the money.

-~Two large stenmers—the Neckar and Cassel—are now
uilding in German shipyards for the North German Tloyd’s
service hetween Baltimore and Bremen.  The Main, which
was almost destoyed by the disastrous fire at Hobolken, N.T..
is rebuilding, and will be replaced in the Baltimore-Rremen
service.  The Neckar and Cassel will be twin-serew, steel,
four-masted steamers, 535 feet long. 58 feet wide and 37 feet
depth of hold. These will carry 1,500 first, second and third
class passengers cach, and 12,000 tons of eargo.  When load-
ed they will drawv 30 feet of water .the cxtreme depth of
the Baltimore channnels. The engines, which will have
cight exlinders, measuring 24. 24, 48 and 69 inches, will re-
quire from S0 to 100 tong of coal a day. TEach ship will
earey a erew of 180 men,

—The annual meeting of the Ontario Fruit Growers’ As-
sceiation will he held in Drantford. beginning on Wednes-
day. December 19.  Trof. VanDeman, ex-United States Pom-
ologist; S. . Willard, Vieo-President of the Western New
York Fruit Growers’ Association: Dr. Saunders, and Prof.
Maeoun of Ottawa; Prof, Mutt of Guelph; the Minister of
Agrienlture for Ontario, and prominent fruit growers from
all parts of Ontario ave expected to be present.

—Surveys have been completed for a railroad which an

Tnglish syndieate purposes construeting from a. point near

Tort Clarence to Council City, a distance of eighty-five miles.
The new line will tap the richest district in the Nome coun-
try, securing a good grade, and Tunning thirty-five miles
vortheast of Nome City. An extension is projeeted to Nu-
lato, on the Yukon, giving 300 miles of main line.

—The death is announced of Mr. W. T Hopgood, junior
partner in the firm of Reuben Tuplin & Co., Kensington,
P E.L, who, passed away on 3rd inst., very deeply regretted.

CHEESE AND BUTTER EXPORTS.

Our neighbor the Gazette publishes, in a late issue, & com-
prehensive review of the cheese and butter trade of the
Dominion. The former shows a healthy growth during
the past year, while butter exports have fallen sadly be-
hind. The substantial gain of nearly two million dollars
in the returns to the factorymen is the most fmportant
point about the Canadian cheesr zcason of 1900, but it was
marked by several other interesting features, One of the
most surprising has been the remarkable stability of prices
throughout the season, in face of n large inerease in the ex-
ports, amounting to 300,000 boxes. During May, June and
TJuly, prices ranged from Yec to 1%c per pound above those
of 1809. Though values during the period named in that
vear were unusually high yet they did not check demand
in the slightcst, for it was active and steady in its nature
throughout the months mentioned. Tn Aungust also, values
were well maintained, as compared with the same month
last year. in fact. leading shippers considcred them too high
and backed up their opinions hy going short for quantities

of goods. On the average factorymen have vealized ahont

this yvear with perfect weather conditions for the produc-
tion of a fine article. Splendid pastures for the cows, fine
and cool days and nights, resulted in an excellent June and
July make. the cheese heing almost eaual to fall goods.
Unfortunately, this desirable result was veversed Jater on in
the season, toward the end of Aneust. when eomplaints re-
marding the quality_of Canadian cheese heenme numerons.
The sndden sprlls of hot weather no doubt made matters
more diffienlt for the makers. hot there is veason for heliev-
ing that Jess care has heen exercised hv the factorvmen.
Thev were anxions to scenure the high pricés ruling, and also
desired to supply the rich ehrese which the Englishmen
want. Tn' their anxiety they left altngether too much mois-
fure in many of the cheese. The result was a rapid evap-
ovation, the cheese in some cases Tosing as much as 2 to 3
Ihs. apicce, and turning strong in flavor,

T FUTURE OF THYE PREFIERIENTIAL
TARIFY.

The Government which cstablished the preferential
tarill has been retuamed Lo power Lot another term of live
years,  This may salely be taken, first, as an assurance
of the coutitey’s approval of that poliey, and, second, as au
assurance ol its being maintained while ils founders re-
main ab the hebm,

The resulis of the concession granted in favour of Brit-
ish made goods has not been what was anticipated,  The
comparative lailure of a preferential tarilt demands the
closest, sludy, as it is nob justifiable for a large amount of
revenue to be abandoned without compensation to the
counbry, in some form. It veeurs ab times that a large
outlay is made to sceure a certain result without any hene-
fit, but a further outlay of u smail sum briugs all the ad-
rantago looked for.  'I'he first spinning machine invent-
el by Arkwright, al great cost of time and study, would
nol run as quickly and steadily as he had anticipated, and
as he thought it ought from its construction.  In his di-
lemma he consulted a friend, one Crompton, if we re-
member aright, who suggested placing a slight sprinkling
of chalk dust at a certain spot.  This was done and
the maehine then worked o perfection.  Now, that pow-
der cost nothing, but it was applied at the right place,
and brought about eminent and enduring suecess.

What is the Tubrieant needed 1o make the preferential
tarifl machine a suceess?  'Phe following incident will
probably throw light on (lie question: A colonial trader
remarked the other day: “T hope Canada will yet allow
the 01d Country to eompete in her markets with the
Uniled Stales. T dd a hig trade in Australia and the
Cape for the conditions are favorable; but T cannot touch

Canada, the preferential tariff is absurdly inadequate~—it
is only a makehelieve.” Any one looking at Arkwright’s
stagnant mode} conld have been excused pronouncing i,
“Only a make-believe.” If, however, the above verdict is
a correct one, if the rebate allowed on sritish goods iz
“absurdly inadequate,” then it js absurd to expect a har-
vest from such lifeless seed.

The preference given to British goods is inadequate in-
deed unless it is sufficient to allow British manufactus-
ers and merchants to compete with the United States in
the markels of Canada.  We should go Lfurther and say,
it is inadequate or unwisely designed, or lacking in ne-
cessary support by other fiscal arrangements, unless Brit-
ish goods have o decided advantage over all foreign goods
in the markets of Canada.  What does all the fuss over
and the glorifieation of the Imperinl conneetion, of Can-
ada amount to it every foreigner has the same privileges
in Canada as our Imperial brethren? A little less trum-
peting and drumming over Imperialism is desirable until
Canada is prepared to pub our I.llow subjects in the
Mother Country on a higher plane of trade advantage
than the position she gives to all loreigners.  When an
appeal was niade on hehalf of a family in: trouble there
was a gencral expression of deep pity.  An old Quaker
heard it and said, “I pity them five shillings, how much
do you pity them, neighbours?”  That’s the sori of
practical expression we need giving to our boasted love
of the Imperial conneetion. Il it begins, ends, and
wholly evaporates in rhetorieal phrases, it is of the
“sounding brass and tinkling cymbal” variety, which .
brings unreflecting cheers to a stump speaker, but pro-
duces o benefit to this country’s commeree, or adds any
strength to the bonds of Empire. .

s Canada salislied to have made an effort looking to-
ward a closer union with the Mother Country through a
development of their mutual trade, and to have failed to
achieve the result anticipated, so a1 as the trade of Great
Liritain with Canada is coneerned?  IT such indifference
prevails the ellort was not serivusly made.  Canadians,
when in earnest, are not usnally so easily “downed” by a
lirst digappointment.  ‘I'hey prefer lo make the move-
went expressed by a I'rench proverb which means, to re-
tive in order to gain sirength for the next assault.  Lord
Chesterfield uses this phrase in a sense forbidden to mog-
ern writers.

What then needs to be done to make the preferential
tarifl effective in its object, assuming that object to have
been the extension of British trade with Canada? What
is the situation?  Kirst, Jingland is at so great a distance
as to handieap its imports in competing with those from
the near source of supply, the United States. T'hat com-
dition, in itself, can only be overcome by concessions of
dutics on British goods which compensate for the higher
carriage of goods as compared with those from the States.
Second, English goods ‘are notas well known here as ave
those from America. That can only be met by British
exporters coming closer into touch with the markets of
Canada. They must push their goods before the notice
of Canadian buyers, with more persistence, and with more
skill and determination to eapture the trade. Their ehief
rival is a very astute, clever, undaunted trader, he goes
into & fight to win, and whoever meets him must do =0
foot to foot and brain to brain.

’J.‘hird,' British goods are not, as a rile, so well adapted
lo this country as those from the States. The Yamkee
makes goods to sell, he cares not a cent for old time pre-
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judice, or his own notions of what is best, he looks only
to getling vrders and caters for them. John Bull has
“views,” and private ideas about what style of goods ought
to be used.  These he must drop, or he will never do
wuel trade in Canada. He will have to study and cater to
our tastes and needs, if he wishes us to buy his guods. Our
peeple are iore mereurial than those in the British isles,
they ure less divided into marked class divisions, they
wand goods of all classes to look as of the best quality,
they do not care to accumulate such costly ones as will
last Sor years, but such as look as good as their neigh-
buurs, anyway, if they cost half the money.  We heard a
well dressed woman yesterday pricing a seb of carvers at a
hardware store.  She said lLer friend next door had a
pair of Rodger’s make, and she wanted a set of the same
style, but her top bid for them was $1.50!  The Rodgers
goods sell at $6.00 to $8.00. That buyer is a type of the
wzjority in Canada, they will have low-priced goods, and
expect to sccure them looking, as far as possible, like the
choicest.

Uourth, The tate of concession by preferential tariff
might be made much higher and be lar more eflective
were the tarifl raised on those goods which could be sup-
plicd by Brilish exporters were the fiscal conditions more
Favourable. 1t is mere hypocrisy to mince matters in this
conneetion.  Canada wishes to develop the trade done
with her by Great Britain, and to protect British trade in-
terests.  "W'o cifect this she makes all foreign goods pay a
heavier duly on everything they send, thaun such goods
wowld bear, if, we say, they came from Great Britain.
But some classes of goods never will be sent as the pro-
duee of Great Britain. In such cases the preferential
tarift is not the slightest help to British trade.

Why should not a tariff be drawn so as to place much
beavier duties than the present ones on goods that Greal
Britain would send, it encouraged, and give British goods
of the same class a preference of 50 per cent.? That would
give a great opportunity to British goods in the Canadian
market, and need mot damage any Canadian industry.
Canada will not recede from the position assumed by the
preferential tariff.  Bui, to render it capable of effecting
its object more satisfactorily, it will have to be re-ar-
ranged by heing supplemented by such a new schedule of
duties as would make the preference adequate to the needs
of British exporters in compeling with foreigners in the
markets of Canada.

THE CIVIC DELEGATION TO THE UNITED
STATES.

A very Jarge delegation of Montreal aldermen and city
ofcials voluntarily undertook recently the arduons duty
of a visit-to the cities of New York and Philadelphia.
Their object was to guin informalion in commection with
certain matbers in which our municipal government is in-
terested.  They have returned Lo the city filled to over-
lewing with valuable information and knowledge, that is,
if the reporters who took the trip are reliable. R2E

"To most people, who pay any attention to such mat-
ters, it will seem surprising that all the points that they
took lessons to heart from, if correctly reported, were not
known by the delegation before starting.  Omi principle,
perhaps, there may be no serious objections to these muni-
cipal excursions in search of information; that are so-com-
mon on this side of the Atlantie, which sometimes, or at

least oecasionally, result in a benefit to those who have to
pay tar the music and other things, more ov less solid.

Both New York and Philadelphia have evil reputations
for municipal government. The fivst is governed by
“Pammany Democrats,” and the latter by “Quay Repub-
licans” It is dillicult to say whieh is the worst set, they
appear to be both alike bad.  Notwilthstanding that, the
min streets, and all conneeted with them, are kept clean
and in good order, as all travellers who have visited those
cities can testily. 'I'he reason for this is no seeret, it
has been well known all along in Montreal. Not only in
those cities just mamed, but in all other cities outside of
this provinee, the principle uf local taxation for local im-
provements prevails and such works as permanent side-
walks and roadways arc, when constructed or renewed, a
direct charge on the property Ironting om the strect in
which the work is done.  T'hat is 2 reasonable position to
take, although it may press heavily in some eases, where
it can best lLe horne.

Some years ago an effort was made in Montreal to in-
troduce the system of loeal laxation for local improve-
ments for such works as sewers, roadways and sidewalks.
The proposition failed to weet with popular favour ex-
sept for sewers.  In that respect the principle was adopt-
ed and it resulted satisfactorily and, with the exception
that some of the larger sewers are not of suflicient capa-
city and the outlets are not properly placed, the drainage '
system, speaking generally, is all that could be desired.
11 the same principle had been applied to the other works
doubtless the same result would have followed and our
streets would have been in a diflerent position to
what they are now.

.. There is a proposition now before the City Council to
submit the question ol a loan for these and other purposes
to a popular vote this winter, instead of the absurd meth-
od of going to the Quebec Legislature for- the authority
to borrow mote money. The wise provisions of the new
charter were specially intended to give the citizens them-
selves the sole power to deal with such matters. We
may have sowething further fo say on this question when
the measure is presented in a tangible form. 1In the
meantime we may remark, that the idea of a loan for such
works is not compatible with thie custom of other cities
to compel each street to pay for its own improvements
and which the delegation, if we may judge by the reports
of the reporters who accompanied Lhem, appear to-be in
favour of.

As regards the high level for the Grand Trunk tracks
into the city there ought not to be two opinions. Sooncr
or later the level crossings must be abolished and the
sooner the.better. It has, for many years, been well
known here that the great Pennsylvania railway was firat
established, its station at Philadelphia was at the outskirls
of the city. 1t was found to be inconvenicent and it was
desired to reach the heart of the city. This the city
weuld not consent to unless the Ligh level was adopted.
‘This was agreed to, and the work was done entirely at the
expense of the railway. 'T'he station itself is on that level
and is one of the finest on the continent. I'n one respect
the position of the Grand Trunk is somewhat dilferent.
T'hat road was brought to the Bonaveniure stationfor pas-
sengers at the start hefore the cily had extended in Lthat
direction, as it has done since, and the surface level was -
adepted. For several years the whole of the city freight
business was done at Point St. Charles.  The distance
was so great and the inconvenience and loss of time caused

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by open bridges across the canal, led to pressure heing

hrought to hear on the railway company:which resulted

in the freight sheds fur the ity heing placed where they
now are.  I'o enable this to he done Albert street was
opened up al considerable expanse by the city

Condilions are now changed, and the surface level cioss-
fngs must. he done away with,  T'he railway has un-
deubledly some nequired rights that must be considered
when dealing with this question.  Both the city and the
railway company would he henefited by the ehange of
level andd il a feasible plan can be arranged on a satiskac-
lory basis we lancy few of our eitizens will objeel to a
reasonable conribution of money to obtain so desirable
an ohjeel. .

I is gratifying to know thatl the delegation to Uhiladet-
“phia and New York had an enjoyable time and returned
all sale and sound and more fit for work than ever. The
faithlul ehvoniclers of the trip inferm us that our alder-
men gol some pointers with regard to municipal manage-
ment, from the mayor and aldermen who were the guides
and entertainers ol the party. 1 is to he hoped that those
peinters were only in the direction ol good civie govern-
ment, hecause Trom {Ne testimony of its own cilizens,
Philadelphia is following many crooked paths in muniei-
pal affairs and we should regrel to have our good alder-
men iniliated into mysteries that would tend to cvil re-
such. in our own civie matters.

LILE PUTURE PORT.

As regards the future trade of the -port of ;\[onu:eu!,
wobwithstanding the falling off in the nwmber of ovcean
ships by 77 vessels with a tonnage ol over 140,000, as eomn-
pared with last year, which was itsell a falling off to-an
equal extent when compared with the year previous to it,
the prospect need not neeessarily be discournging if the
energy of former limes is brought to bear on the. situa-
tiow by those who arve supposed o lead in promoting the
prosperity of this purt.

Phe causes that have led lo a check of the ste.ulv
growth of the trade must not be allowed to eontinue. Un-
til the obslacles now in the way are removed it is not
likely that there will be ary greab ehange in the naumber
ol arrivals , this, not Ifrom the lack of produets in the
counlry Lo transport, but becanse under present condi-
lions the Lemp ships ave practieally debarved from com-
ing here.  Remove the obstacles and that elass of ships
will come as Lecely in the fulure as they did until the lagh
two or three years.  I'he linancial statement, up-to Nov.
1st, obtained from the Harhour Commissioners’ oflice,
and published in our last issue, illustrates clearly the.po-
sition existing fo-day.  “I'he number of ship arvivals we
have already alluded lo, hut the details of the sources
from which the harbour revenue is derived is always of
publie interest.

As wo have hefore pointed ont, there is no better in-
diealor of the nature ind volumo of the husiness of the
port than the returns of the revenwe of the Flarbour Com-
niissioners,  lovery article, no mabter how minute, has to
he entered and passed thiough the books whether for
import or for export.  ITitherto, owing to the customs
tyrif, the veeecipts from import wharfage dues have al-
ways been much smaller than from exports, although the
harbour tavilt, vory properly, favonrs the export trade hy
chgrging lower rates; per ton. - In this yespeet, there is a
c]mnne .m('l the relurns show, that lor the first time the re-

g

ceipts from dues on imports are actually Jarger than those
from export. -That i§ the position that might have been
expected from lhe working of the preferential tarift and
the searcity of ships to take away the products of the
couniry, that wounld have come had the ships been here.

1t will be scen from the statement that up to the st
November, the harhour revenue was $25,000 legs than it
wus last year at the same period.  Doubtless the returns
for the present month will make the returns still more
unfavourable. . 'T'his is to he regretted ‘as the large ex-
penditure of cupital on new works involves. larger pay-
menis on intevest account.  Until Montreal is-vegularly
relieved from its debt by authority of parliament in ac-
knowledgment of its proclaimed character as the national
port of the Dominion, the interest of debt must he paid
regularly. - With the further incereased expenditure that
must take place under present avrangements the interest
charges will increase and the margin of surplus will be
wiped out.  Under these circumstances the long-looked
lor time when Montreal will he a free port is yet in the
distance, and ihe periodical reductions in the -harbour
dues, under the former regime are not likely Lo recur un-
less governmental or other action counteracts the adverse
conditions that are hampering and erushing out the vital
interests that have hitherto brought prosperity to thls
port.

Montrenl should mot lic idle and ignore that other ac-
tive inflnences are at work to deprive it of its natural ad-

- vantages for doing the {rade of the present time and that

£ the promising future. We cannot blawe other people
Lor looking after their own interests, but Mootreal must
do the same. . Sprong influences are at work to tap the
trade above Montreal and divert it from the St. Lawrence

reute.  'This is a real danger Lo whieh it is folly to shut
our cyes. - Montreal is not jenlous of its sister city of

Quebee, beeause of ifs aclivity in endeavoring Lo compete
for a share in the export trade of our common route.
Under favourahle conditions there should be an abun-
ilance of business for hoth ports in this diveelion. At
the same time it is well to point ouf, that whilst Montreal
has been resting under a fancied security of the future
and dawdling about providing better faeilities, Quehee
has heen wide awake and by its energy has isecured the
Northern Railway, which ean ndw carry the grain coming
from’ the Georgian Bay and the further West, past Mont-
real, direet Lo Quehee, and which port has just now de-
monstrated that fact practically.

Whilst Montreal has heen only talking and doing noth-
ing Quebee has, by one means or other erceted good mod-
ern clevators’ and so Tar as that branch of its trade is
coneerned Quebee is 1now \'Jl‘tlml]y a free port, no harbour
ducs on either ships engaged in it or their cargoes are
levied. - -With all deference we submit, that this is ot a
fair conipetition between ‘the twa ports. - The harbour
works in-Quebee were huilt with money advanced by the
Dominion Government and the interest, whilst the works
were under- construction,-was paid out of the ecapital.
Sinee their completion no-interest has been paid, nor ex-
pected to be paid, therefore the Government has practical:
ly assumed the eost.  We are not making any complaint
aboul this, an simply point out that to put the two ports'
of the St. Lawrence omv an equal footing, the governmeiit,
<hmﬂﬂ do the same for Montreal as was done-in Quebee.

-+ Many- people still thirk that the Par Ty | Sound- railway

,-=now the Canada Atlantie—was not given the'considera-

tion it was entitled to by the Harbour Boqrd in the matter
of facilities when the Conners’ synchcate arrangement ~
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wasmade.  Although that company has now got an open-
ing into Quebec through this new Northern road, it is not
likely it will abandon entirely its connection with the
Coteau elevator, which, in some respects, iz established
at a convenient point for transferring its freight to
Montreal.

This port has advantages over all others if they are
availed of by those most interested. The difficultics and
dangers from our river navigation are unduly magnificd.
"The government of the day is tollowing up with all com-
mendable vigour the improvement of the channel, heth
by widening and deepening it, so as to meet the require-
ments of the largest class vessels avow, or, in the future,
that will frequent this port.  Still, for all this, our peo-
ple will have to put their shoulders to the wheel and work
with united good will if Montreal is to hold the pre-cimni-
nenee it now enjoys as the chief seaport of the Dominion.

PTEHIS TALLOR AND TIHE CLOTHIER.

"The efforts heing put forth of late years to ereate a
hetter field for ready-made clothing, has heen, to somw
extent, successful.  During the past decade the vegnlar
clothing manufacturers have made mueh progress, hoth
in the style of culiing and in the durability of the work.
The, jeke alout the man who hought a ready-made suit
Laving to arin himself with a spool of thread, buttons and
needle, for cerganey vse, is o longer heard; its spread
wasg its doom. Jts application is no longer necessary, for
the man who sdls ready-made clothing now has also a
ready-made gnarantee that the clothes - will he friendly
enough {o stay together and stay with their owner for a
reasonable period.

The innovation of partly-made clothing has served a
purpose heyond that for which it was intended. It has
done much to ehange the path that led to the tailor, hack
across the way fo the dealer in the ready-made article. Tt
has proven a go-hetween, a sort of mediator between the
one and the-other; hut as the great majority give much
cengideration to price. thoy are usually better listeners to
the man who claims to fit properly both their person and
their pocket.  The clothies has much the belter of the
argument beeause he has thal which will at onee convinee
{ke customer or convict himeelf,  I'he clothes ave ready
to he tried om.  If they do not fit there is no harm done
ner cost incurred.  Besides this, many postpone looking
afier the condition of their wearing apparel until accident
or hurried call have brought it under notice. ~ This is
another point in: favour of the elothier, for the tailor will
usually require a week or more in furnishing an ountfit.
Then, again, the former is now armed with a host of
somples from ecither of which he can furnish a suit in «
few days, by taking the principal measurements as ve-
quested by the wholesale firm who furnigh swatehes desig-
neted by mumber, blank order sheets, measurement
blanks, descriptive and illustrated measurement designs.
ete., which virtually makes a tailor out of the clothier in
order to catch and hold the more fastidions.

What has the failor heen doing, meantime, to offset
those encroachments on his terrifory and keep his trusty
shears hright and husy!  The records £ail to Araw atten-
tion to anything pertaining to progress against snch in-
creasing opposition.  The tailor may answer: “T gnar-
antee a good fit, cut in the latest style and wmy eustom-
ers are rveadily distingunished hy their elothes.

Beyond
this; T deem it needless to go.”

Were this always a fact

tailors would be move numerous and their shops more
prosperous.  Clothiers would find it more difficult to
secure Leade for the hetter class of goods and would even-
tually require to make a distinction in the goods carried
which would place quality as well as cuf in an entirvely dis-
tinet field from that worked by the more prosperous
knights of the shears.  But unfortunately for the latter
it is not so.  There are good culters in the market, but,
it 3s admitted, there are also those who are totally
unfit to perform their work.  ‘I'hey are known by many
in their loenlity as being able to make a good-fitting coat
hut for their life they cannot cut. out a decent pair of
pants.  With others, it is the reverze, aiterations and
pressings will Tollow the first attempt-at a fit until the
cusbomer’s patience has become exhausted and, to relieve
his mind, advertises his tailer in a mamner not ealculated
to eauge him much more bother altering clothes.

Were a law enacted and enforced compelling all tailors
to register every measurement and be required to furnish
a list each month signed by all customers, stating their
entire or partial satisfaction or disgust with their pur-
chase, there would be fewer had tailors and {ewer failures
among the trade, because custom wonld -gradually in-
crease with the one elass whiie the other would he com-
pelied to abandon the field.

RIGIITS OF ALTENS TO PROPERTY IN UNITRD
STATES. '

An impertant change has been made in regard to the
rights of aliens to hold and dispose of property in the
United States:  1n a number of States ir the Republic
an-alien, the subject that is of a foreign power, has been
debarred from the right to own veal property within that
state, unless he was registered as infending Lo take up ves-
idence therein or to heeoine a citizen of the United States
in a given period. One of the States was Ulinois, where
the law was enacted owing to a considerable hody of set-
tlers being placed on lands by Mr. Vineent Seully
whose improvident neglect of their farms beenne a sean-
dal and annoyance to their neighbours. On the 28th July
last & “ Convention hetween the United Kingdom and the
United States of America relative to the disposal of real
and personal properby” was formally ratified. By the
terms of this Convention, the laws relating to alien pro-
perty owners im the States and in Great Britain are so
materially changed as to relieve aliens from the disabilities
to which they have heen hitherto subject, By article T,
the inheritor of property whieh was held hy an alien is
allowed three years in which (o sell the same, or a longer
period if cirenmstances render it necessary, and to with-
draw the proceeds thereof without restraint ov interfer-
enee, and exempt from any succession, probate, or admin-
istrative duties or charges other than those imposed on
the subjects or citizens of the country. By artiele T1.,
the right is given ta aliens to dispose of their property hy
will or otherwise, and their heirs, legatees and denees, res-
ident or non-resident, shall suceeed to such property and
may take possession thereof, themselves ar hy agents, and
dispose of the same, paying only such duties as ave im-
pesed on the citizens or suljects of the eountry. -~ “Article
I1T. provides that in case of the death of any alien in the
States or in Great Britain, if an American citizen, withont
known heirs. the nearest Cansular officer of the nation o
which deccased belonged shall he informed of the event.

Arlicle 1V.—The stipulations of the present Conven-
tion shall not e applicable o angy: of the colonies or for-
vign possessions of [Ter Britannic Majesly unless notice {o
that effect shall have heen given, on hehalf of any such
eolony or forcign possession, hy Tler Britannic Majesty’s
Representative at Washingten o the United States’ Sce-
retary of State within one year from the dale of the ex-

_change of the ratifications of the present Convention.

It is nnderstood that, under the provisions of this Avti-
cle, IIer Majesty can in the same manner give notice of
adhesion on hehall of any British Proteetorate ov sphere
of influence, or an hehalf of the Tsland of Cyprus, in vir-
tue of the Convention of the 4th June, 1878, hetween
(ireat Britain and Turkey.

The provisions of this Convention shall extend and ap-
ply to any territory or territory pertaining to or occupied
and governed by the Tnited Stales hevond the seas only
upon.notice to that eflecel heing given by the Representa-
tive of the Uniled States ut London, hy direction of the
Treaty-making power of the nited States.

Article V.—Tn all (hat coneerns the right of dispoesing
of every kind of properly, real or personal, subjeets or cit-
izens of each of the High Contracting Parlies shall, in the
dominions of the other, enjoy the rights which are or may
he accorded (o the subjects or citizens of the most fav-
oured nation,

Arlicle VI—The present Convention shall come into
effeet ten days after the day upon which the ratifieations
are exchamged, and shall remain in foree for fen years
after sueh exchange.  Tn ease neither of the Figh Con-
tracting Tarties chall have given notice to the other twelve
months hefore the expiration of the said period of ten
years of the infention to terminate the Convention, it
shall remainiin foree nntil the expiration of one vear from
the day on which cither of the TTigh Contracting Parties
shall have given such notice.

Ter Britannie Majesty or the United States shall also
have the right separately to determine the present conven-
tion ab any time, omi giving twelve months’ notice to that
eliect in regard to any British colony, foreign possession,
or dependency, as speeified in Artiele TV., which may
have aceeded thereto.

A BANKERS' WARTHOUST.

In view of recent frauds eommitted in conncction with
the husiness of making advances on warchonse receipts
the questicn is pertinent, whether hankers might not com-
hine to protect themselves more effectively?  Suppose
they were to erect, or hire a huilding for the purpose of
being exclusively used for the storage of goods on which
money had heen advanced by bankers.  Were this done
such premises would he absolutely wnder their eontrol,
and an efficial in the employ of the hanks could e en-
gaged to inspect and fake charge of goods specified in
warcheuse yeceipts.  Tntire relianee need not be placed
upon his reports, hut, heing a hank official, he could be
dealt with more confidentially than is feasible with those
not employed by the hanks, or with those to whom ad-
vances had been made on stored gonds. It is easy to raise
an objection fo sueh a scheme on the ground of expense,
but we helieve that might be readily overcome hy a ware-
housing fee proporticnate to the business done.  The
ccuvenience of having the goods covered by wavchonse
receipts always nnder one roof, and ail the transactions
registered in one central office. would he so great as to
cempensate for the expense of such an:establishment. This
arrangement would afford ahsolute seeurity against anv
fumpering with goods hy unautharized persons.  We
throw out this suggestion for the eensideration of bankers,

A FRENCI INSURANCE TLAW.

The Jaw in France places the responsibility for a fire
oceurring on any premises upon {heir owner, unless he
can show, that the fire was not caused by his neglect, or
other blameable action. There has been in some quar-
fers a demand Tor asimilar law heing enactsd for Canada.
On a saperficial view this law scoms justifiable.  But
Teoked at with more consideration it will appear very arbi-
frary and unfair. The law sccks to compel a property
owner to do what in mosb cases is an mpossibility, that
is, to prove a negation.  The convse of eriminal procedure
in France has this serious defect. The aceused person
when put on trial is, practically. required to prove that he
did not commit {he-crime alleged against him.  Rritish
courts take the reverse course, they fivst endeavour fo
prove that he committed the act, then the acensed has
Tull opportunity of showing that the evidence against him
is inconclusive. A prisoner is not required to prove that
he did not: do as charged, but only that the eharge against
him is not susiained by evidence.  When a fire oceurs in
a huilding ifs cause is often a great mystery to the owner.
a8 fires usually destroy evidence of their origin.  To hold
a property owner responsible for a fire in his premises be-
eanse he fails to prove- that it did mot arise from any fault
of his, horders upon the ahsurd. . To hring home to the
gpwner.such responsibility the exact eireumstances of the -
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.origin of the fire must be fully known to him and to those
who are seeking to saddle on him such responsibility. It
a property owner has this information, and is certain of its
being correct, is he likely to reveal what e knows when,
by confessing, he will he liable to suffer additional pecuni-
ary loss to that inflicted by the injury to his premises?
There is nearly always sufficient chance of his being mis-
taken to make a person very cautious. Under such eir-
cumstances a person will feel justified in not committing
himself in Tegard to the origin of a fire on his premises,
and will naturally be very reticent as to the extent to
which his possible negleet, or action, created or contri-
huted to the disaster. To all property owners whose in-
surance has been honestly placed, to whom thereforc a
fire means a very serious calamity, there is in the dread
of disaster sufficient to induce them to exercise all possible
care and to establish all needful safeguards, without their
being subject to consequential damages because of some
momentary or unintentional neglect. Omn the other hand
those whose insurance is not honest, who have something
to gain from a fire, will take good care to prevent discov-
ery of any action or designed neglect which has resulted
in their heing able to sell out to an insurance company.

MR. KRUGER AT MARSEILLES

There is no scene in the Mikado, or other comi(: drama,
more laughable than were the proceedings at Marscilles in
connection with the reception of the notorious Mr.Kruger.
The inscription on one banner reveals not only the motive
of the reeeption but the marvellous ignorance of the citi-
zens in regavd to their hero. T'he banner bore a sentence
which, being interpreted, reads, “Honour to the brave
conqueror of England 1 As the ex-president never once
was at the front, never for o moment was in the slightest
danger, his bravery was not much in cvidence. As he fled
from his capital to a foreign, meutral: port when British
troops reached within a day’s march of that city, and at
last “left his country for his country’s good,” hecause his
forces were shattered and the State he had so shamefully
misgoverned was in {he possession of the British, it is also
not clear how hie was the “conqueror of ingland.”  Even
that poor crealure, of wnsavowry memory, George II.,
was a braver man than Kruger, for he was in command
of the English army at Dettingen in 1743, in eclebration
of which Handel wrote the nome I'e Deum named alter
that battle. But why should the people of Marseilles re-
ceive Mr. Kruger with the honours equal to those due to
one of its victorions generals returning from a hrilliant
campaign? As this tineel hero is not eredited, even hy
his paid puffers, with any aet of bravery; as he fled his’
country, leaving his wife in the hands of the British; s
his unutterable stupidity has brought the state he govern-
ed into the enemy’s power, it is as great a burlesque on
hero-worship as is conceivable for such a man to he given
a triumphal procession.  Faney Mr. Kruger shouting out
in a Dutch dialect the most malignant slanders against
Tngland as a country of barharians, to Frenchmen, mot a
man of whom understood a single word of his farrago of
senile viciousness! * Tsn’t that fit for f comie opera seene?
Fancy this mami tor whom all forms of art, music, painting,
the drama, literature, are detestable vanities, being lion-
ized by a French city! Fancy, too, Frenchmen with their
passionate love of freedom, of human rights, of “ Liberty,
Equality and Fraternity,” honouring a ruler who denied
civil rights to all British residents, and who presided over

a slave state! The whole spectacle at Marseilles was too
farcical to excite among the Butlﬂh anything but con-
temptuous merriment, tinged with pity for those who
honoured Mr. Kruger solely to show ill-will tow: 11'(1= Eng-
land.

WINTER BUILDING IN MONTREAL.

It is evidemt that people who wish to have their building
operations econtinued during the winter months in Montreal,
Quebee and elsewhere must adopt the use of structural steel
for their walls or rum the risk of having them blown down
by one of the heavy gales that visit us two or three times
during the hard season. November, February and Mareh
usually usher in onc of these boisterous visitors.  The col-
lapse of the walls of the Oil Cloth Company’s building ini the
Heehelaga suburb was one of the severest casualties of the
late storm. The IFrench theatre (rebuilding) on St. Cather-
ine street is anpther case in point.  The tallest of the new
uptown struetures, the Bellevue Apartments Building, stood
a more exposed test last winfer, The roof was just fin-
ished, but the walls of the two upper storeys (the 7th and
Sth) were as yet unbuilt, when the severe storm—wind es-
timated at 70 miles an hour—of the night of 12th February
struek the eity. The braced steel construction prevented the
slightest displacement—except a. couple of heavy planks
lving loose on the roof—which were carried blocks away.
The building, even in its then unfinished state stood the
hlow like a steel railway bridge, and the architeets, at least,
“did na care thel storm a whussle.”:

A LARGE PURCHASE.

The Liverpool and London and Globe Insurance Co. and
the Royal are about to draw neurer to each other in Mont-~
real.

Both
1hese great companies purpose Tilding on the aequired pre-
mises shortly.  The Ontario will continne to oceupy the

Bank., The area acquired by the Tiverpool & London &
(ilobe embraces 2,823 feet, and the amount paid to the
Toupin estate, the former owners, is nnderstood.to be $60,-
000, or a little over $21 per square foot. The Tiverpool &
Tondon & Globe now possess what is considered one of the
finest building sites in the city, the total frontage on Place
d’Armes measuring 93 feet, with 70 feet, on St. James street,
or an arca of 6,510 feet. Mr, G. T. C. Smith, the able, sue-
cessful and highly esteemed manager, is to be congratulat-
ed on this move, which will add to the prestige of the great
Company under his management.

THEZ LONDON MOB VINDICATED.

The wild enthusiasm of the Tondoners at the reception
given to the City Tmperial Volunteers on returning from
the war hrought down upon them and upon Britishers gen-
erally some very bitter censure and taunts, from the Ameri-
can press, partienlarly. A Tondon mob was described as
quite ns barbavous as any savages, and “England’s civiliza-
tion,” said one American paper, *was proved to be only
skin deep.” On Sunday last, when preaching in.St. Paul’s
Cathedral, Archdeacon Sinelair took up the cndgels for his
fellow citizens. e said: “London is a good natured mon-
ster of inconceivable vastness, and when it frisked and gam-
bolled ‘in its movements was bound to be uncouth, uncom-
fortable and embarrassing. But they were mot ill-meant.
The tumult on C.IV. day was not due to the lust of war—

H
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it was but a spontaneous and unanimous sense of strong
sympathy for the 1,700 young city men who, of their own
accord, had gone out to face deadly fire, and had returned
with a record of good work dome.” What leads to serious
nusunderstanding by foreigners, by Americans especially,
in regard to street demonstrations in England is explain-
able on two grounds. In the first place, in England there
is a more universal and more intense feeling of nationality
than elsewhere in the world. The pride of a British street
ctowd in a British hero is a passion which no mixed com-
nuniiy shares or understands. Next, a street crowd in
{nglend is under no dread of interference by the police,
+» Inny as no actual breach of the law takes place, the peo-
jri¢- knew they are the freest people under the sun and they
veve! . their liberty. Thos® who are accustomed to be
kept diwn by police or soldiers think, may well think, a
l.ondon mob to have gone mad, but their steming madness
to outsiders, is a manifestation of democratic freedom
which does not exist in any other land. If the censors of
Londoners would study history they would learn that the
citizens of London have ever been prone to exult in their
liberty and to assert it when threatened by tyrannical
rulers. .

COUNT LAUTREC SENTENCED.

The titled adventurer of above name has been sentenced
to five years in penitentiary for forging bonds by which he
defrauded the Bank of Nova Scotia. The bonds were gen-
nine all but the signatures, as they were samples given out
by the lithographers. The bank he robbed is entitled to
much commendation for pursuing and prosecuting this as-
tute criminal. In passing sentence the judge stated that
e had been making enquiries since the trial as to the
Count’s antecedents which he had learnt were such as would
justify a heavier sentence than he was about to impose. En-
quiries of this kind are not in accordance with the usage of
courts in Great Britain, where evidence against a prisoner
must all be heard in his presence.

TORONTO REAL ESTATE.

Reports from Toronto continue to speak of real estate ad-
vancing. 'Houses are renting at 25 to 33 per cent. higher
thaa''& year or two ago. The improvement in the centre

ot the city is very marked, from the Rossin House to Yonge
street, and on that street, from King to Queen streets. The
new City Hall has brought the centre of the city westward
and the movement seems all in that direction.

BURGLARY INSURANCE HUMOUR.

Burglary insurance does not seem suggestive of humour
but a writer in the Bristol Times has made it the basis for
a most amusing proposal. The proposal is supposed to be
made by the president of a burglar’s union, who suggests
that the burglar’s insurance companies should hand over
part of their premiums to the union, with a list of
those they have insured. 1In consideration for this money
the burglars. would agree not to molest any person who is
insured against burglary. ‘Thus the companies would
n:ver have any claims, and they could afford to pay the
night operators quite a handsome sum, as the rest of the
premiums would be clear profit. There would be difficulty
in establishing direct business relations with a burglars’
union, but, if what is reported of New York is correct,
there might be an intermrdiary found amongst the police
officers of that city, some of whom are understood to be in
the pay of all manner of criminals.

RISE OF THE TEA PLANTING INDUSTRY OF CEYLON.

From 1837 to 1882 Ceylon was a great coffee-growing
country, and no one dreamed then of the fragrant leaf tak-
ing the place of the fragrant bean; but, through a disease
which defied cure (much like that of the grape vine) coffee
rapidly failed, and then some planters began to grow the
tea plant, which had been known in the island for a good
any years.

tralasia—the- greatest of tea-drinking <vuntries—Ceylon
teas bicame fivst favorites ahnost as soon as they were in-
troduced, and the reswlt of ehemical analyses by the Offi-
cial Analyst during the Metbourne Kxhibition of 1881 cuu-
tirmed the good opinion and led to a rapid supersession of
Ching tea, and ulso to Ceylon being prederred to Indian ten
for general consumption.

Russia, ought to benelit theu}; the same may be said of the
Russian people in Europe and Asia, and there is no reason
why tea should not he freely used all over the Continent
of urope, and especiully throughout the United States of
Amepiea, while by no means causing loss to the gencl.ll
revenue; but rather, eventually, benediting it.  There are
some countries indecd—like ihe United States of Awmeriea
—thal consider it advisable to have no customs levy on tea
(except in time of war); and Belgium: has lately led the
wiy among the Powers of Continental l2urepe in abolishing
the duty on tea.  But taking the case of Russia, for in-
stance, a reduction of duty to the equivalent of one shilling
per pound could not fail to be bencficial, and still more, a
few years luter, if there were o further reduction to the
cquivalent of sixpemce per Ib.—so making this very whole-
somue and refreshing beverage (tea) aceessible to many
more millions of the Russian people than it ean be at pre-
sent. 1 would mention further that the tea exported
from Ceylon is noted for its purity and delicacy of flavour.
I is all made by machinery and very great care is taken in
the yarvious processes, and in the packing. The guantity
of tannin is comparatively limited in Ceylon tea; but its
presence in the infusion depends entirely on the time fhe
ten is ledt in the boiling water before the extract is poured

out. If only left four minutes, very little tunuin is ex-
tracted. Ilere are the instructions for making Ceylon tea:

. The water to be boiled should be fresh and pme, and
as sait, as procurable.

- 1t should be boiled in a perfectly clean kettle and not
dcuucd to be boiling until the water throbs, and throws
off steam in profusion.

3. First make the tea-pot hot, then pour into it the fresh-
ly-boiled water,—after this strew the tea—a teaspoonful
for cach cup of tea—on the top of the water when it will
sink, Imn this way the Jleaves will
ot be sealded and the fragrance will be kept at its best.
The water should be used as soon as it boils, and not al-
lowed to become flat by over-boiling.

4. Maximum time of infusion to be five minutes.

5. 'I'he infusion (not decoction) should Le decanted into
unother tea-pot, first made hot for its veeeption. Prepared
in this way (it a “cosy™ is used) tea will remain hot and
pleasant and wholesome foir more than double the time it
wonld were cold tea-pols employed.

6. Do mot: use the spent leaves for a second infusion.

The Que-
bec labor troubles have interfered se-
riously with leather and hides, both of
which are very quiet.: The beginning
of the end of the trouble is in sight,
however, and another week is expected
to see a full resumption instead of a
spread to Montreal, which would only
make the winter harder on those least
able to stand such a strain. Dairy pro-
ducts are quiet. Cheese is lower,
while butter holds steady. Groceries
are active with another decline in su-
gars. Wool is moving more freely
now that prices of fine have touched
rock botttom.

a Ll‘:uill mileage of 25,292,856, thus mak-

ing an average of 1y, passengers per
mile. The electric cars travelled over
4 1-§ million miles more than the pas-
senger and mixed trains of the steam
Together the steam and el-
ccetrie railways carried over 120 million
passengers, and the proportion was
about 13 by steam to 87 by electricity.
