This licence is issued under authority of His Excellency the Governor of
Newfoundland in Commission conferred upon the Commissioner for Publie
Utilities by Minute of Commission dated the 30th day of April, 1942.

Trans-Canada Air Lines is hereby authorized to operate a commercial
air service for the transportation of goods, mail and passengers between air-
ports in Newfoundland situate at Gander and Torbay and airports in Canada.

This licence is issued to give effect to an agreement made with the Govern-
ment of Newfoundland contained in an exchange of letters* as follows:

and the authority to operate an air service hereby conferred is subject to the
provisions of the said agreement as in the said letters set out.

This licence shall have effect as from the 1st day of April, 1943, and sub-
ject to the provisions of the said agreement shall continue in effect until the
31st day of March, 1944.

This licence may be required to be replaced or supplemented by any permit
or licence necessary for the operation of the air service under the provisions
of any of the laws of Newfoundland.
