those who suffer from its injustice.

That no sufficient reason has been adduced or exists requiring investigation re­
specting the foregoing facts which are notorious, nor justifying delay in the passage 
of remedial legislation which is imperative.

That in the opinion of this House, the Tariff ought to be at once amended in 
respect of the matters herein indicated and also by the substantial reduction of 
Customs duties in favour of the United Kingdom, in whose markets all Canadian pro­
ducts are admitted duty free, and of those nations which under treaty obligations 
with Great Britain would be entitled to the same advantages ; graduated, however, 
so as not unnecessarily to prejudice the business of the country nor to do wrong to 
those who have imported and paid duties in accordance with its provisions.

And this House declares its readiness to make a like reduction in favour of such 
other portions of the Empire or with such other foreign countries, especially the 
United States of America, as are willing to reciprocate in matters of trade with 
Canada on fair and equitable terms.

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Subsection two of section four of the Bill is to be amended by inserting after the 
word “ thereto ” in the tenth line of said section, the following words:—“ Whether 
on the ground that the person named had taken a bribe at a previous election, or on 
any other ground.”

That the existing Tariff, defensible only as a protective measure has proved in 
many instances oppressive and burdensome to the great mass of the consuming 
classes and especially to those engaged in agricultural pursuits; is unfair and unequal 
in its incidence; and has been productive of discontent verging on disloyalty among 
those who suffer from its injustice.

That no sufficient reason has been adduced or exists requiring investigation re­
specting the foregoing facts which are notorious, nor justifying delay in the passage 
of remedial legislation which is imperative.

That in the opinion of this House, the Tariff ought to be at once amended in 
respect of the matters herein indicated and also by the substantial reduction of 
Customs duties in favour of the United Kingdom, in whose markets all Canadian pro­
ducts are admitted duty free, and of those nations which under treaty obligations 
with Great Britain would be entitled to the same advantages; graduated, however, 
so as not unnecessarily to prejudice the business of the country nor to do wrong to 
those who have imported and paid duties in accordance with its provisions.

And this House declares its readiness to make a like reduction in favour of such 
other portions of the Empire or with such other foreign countries, especially the 
United States of America, as are willing to reciprocate in matters of trade with 
Canada on fair and equitable terms.”

Seven Petitions were brought up, and laid on the Table.

The Committee met on Tuesday, March 14th, at 11 A.M., in the Chamber of the 
Speaker of the House of Commons.

tional Documents of Canada,” by Mr. William Houston, be purchased 
of July, out of the Library grant.

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Mr. Foster moved, That for the remainder of the Session, Government Orders 
shall have precedence on Wednesdays after Questions put by Members.

And a Debate arising thereon,—the said motion was, with leave of the House, 
withdrawn.

Mr. Foster moved, That Government Orders shall have precedence on Wednes­
days after Questions put by Members, and the Order of Wednesday under Rule 
19 shall be that for Mondays, during the remainder of the Session; which, was agreed 
to, on a division.

Mr. Tarte moved, That the House do now adjourn; which motion was, with 
leave of the House, withdrawn.

The House resumed the adjourned Debate on the proposed motion of Mr. Foster : 
“ That Mr. Speaker do now leave the Chair for the House to go again into Commit­
tee of Supply; and on the motion of Mr. McCarthy in amendment thereto, “ That 
all the words after the word ‘ That” be loft out, and the following inserted instead 
thereof :—“since the introduction of the protective system sufficient time has elapsed 
for the establishment and development of such manufacturing industries as under 
existing conditions can be successfully carried on in Canada. Moreover, many manu­
facturers sheltered behind the rampai t thus erected have formed combinations and 
trusts which prohibit competition and create and maintain monopolies.

That the existing Tariff, defensible only as a protective measure has proved in 
many instances oppressive and burdensome to the great mass of the consuming 
classes and especially to those engaged in agricultural pursuits; is unfair and unequal 
in its incidence; and has been productive of discontent verging on disloyalty among 
those who suffer from its injustice.

That no sufficient reason has been adduced or exists requiring investigation re­
specting the foregoing facts which are notorious, nor justifying delay in the passage 
of remedial legislation which is imperative.

That in the opinion of this House, the Tariff ought to be at once amended in 
respect of the matters herein indicated and also by the substantia! reduction of 
Customs duties in favour of the United Kingdom, in whose markets all Canadian pro­
ducts are admitted duty free, and of those nations which under treaty obligations 
with Great Britain would be entitled to the same advantages; graduated, however, 
so as not unnecessarily to prejudice the business of the country nor to do wrong to 
those who have imported and paid duties in accordance with its provisions.

And this House declares its readiness to make a like reduction in favour of such 
other portions of the Empire or with such other foreign countries, especially the 
United States of America, as are willing to reciprocate in matters of trade with 
Canada on fair and equitable terms.”

Of Samuel Briggs and others, of the City of Hamilton, Ontario ; praying that 
the Bill now before Parliament respecting the Toronto, Hamilton and Buffalo 
Railway Company, for the confirmation of a certain By-law passed by the Corpora­
tion of the City of Hamilton aforesaid, in favour of the said Railway Company, may 
not beome law in its present shape.

The Committee recommend that, as there will be no further meeting of the 
Committee this session, the Chairman be empowered to order the printing or other­
wise of any Returns that may be brought down from either House, and generally to 
act in nil other matters that come properly within the cognizance of this Com­
mittee.

Mr. Foster moved, That the House do go into Committee of the Whole, to­

Mr. Sproule, from the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture and Coloniza­
tion, presented the Second Eeport of the said Committee, which is as follows :—

The investigations of the Committee have been made under three heads, viz. : 
Agriculture, the Quarantines and Immigration.

On the first named, Agriculture and its subdivisions, the Committee have had 
before them and examined the several officers of the Experimental Farm at Ottawa, 
and the information obtained from each is hereunto appended, as forming part of 
the Committee’s report.

The officers examined were Mr. William Saunders, the Director ; Mr. James W. 
Robertson, Dairy Commissioner and Agriculturist ; Mr. James Fletcher, Entomolo­
gist and Botanist; Mr. F. T. Shutt, Chemist ; Mr. John Craig, Horticulturist; and 
A. G. Gilbert, Poultry Manager. A letter was also read and put in evidence from 
Dr. William Alexander, of Aberdeen, Scotland, on the importance of improving the 
quality of the store cattle sent from Canada to Scotland.

The information furnished by Mr. Saunders shows the progress that has been 
made by the Experimental Farms in Canada, and contains facts of much practical 
interest for farmers, as well in relation to what has already been done as the experi­
ments now going on. The extent to which the hybridigation or cross-cultivation 
of the several grains is being conducted is stated by Mr. Saunders to be the most 
unique in the world, and it gives promise of obtaining results which will be of great 
importance to the whole country.

The work done by Mr. Robertson, the Dairy Commissioner, in his branch of the 
Experimental Farm, cannot be over-estimated in its importance to the agriculturists 
of the country. It has already made itself manifest by marked improvement in the 
quality and increased exports of dairy products, while the interest which is every­
where being manifested by farmers gives promise of still more important results.

The information furnished by Mr. Fletcher, the Plntomologist and Botanist, is of 
much interest and contains practical suggestions of value in relation to the utiliza­
tion of the grasses for fodder and pasture, and the methods by which farmers may 
protect themselves from the injurious effects of fungous growths and destructive 
insects.
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The information contained in the evidence of Mr. Shutt. the Chemist cannot be 
too carefully studied by the farmers of Canada, especially with regard to the utiliza­
tion of available fertilizers. • ,■ ,

The information furnished by Mr. Craig, the Horticulturist, contains practical
directions for gardeners relative to the necessary operations to be carried on and 

several spraying mixtures for protection, accompanied by actual repoits oi
results obtained at the Central Farm. , . ,. ..

Mr Gilbert, the Poultry Manager of the Farm, showed in his evidence the very 
areat value of the poultry interest of the Dominion. He reports on the several 
kinds of fowls, and points out those most profitable, both for eggs and marketing, 

d gives the conditions necessary for successful results.
On the Cattle Quarantines, the Committee had before them Mr. Lowe, t e 

Deputy Minister of Agriculture, and Professor McEachran, of Montreal the chief 
inspector of stock in Canada. The action taken by the department and the Govern­
ment in the Deminion, as well as by the High Commissioner and the Canadian 
Ministers in England, at the end of October and beginning of November last, are 
fullv set forth in the evidence hereunto appended.

In the interests of agriculture and as the most direct means of benefiting the 
farmers by the investigations conducted on the Dominion Experimental Farms, the 
Committee recommend that the final report of this Committee for the current ses­
sion of Parliament be printed to the number of 100,000 copies in the usual propor­
tions of English and French, in addition to that of the “ usual number for distribu­
tion,” 2,475, or a total number of 102,475.

That 150,000 copies of each of the Experimental Farm Reports and of the Dairy 
Commissioner’s Report for the last year be also printed. And all of the foregoing 
be equally distributed to, and only to, the Honourable the Members of the Senate 
and the Members of the House of Commons.

And that there be also printed 500 copies of his own evidence before this Com­
mittee and given to each official of the Central Experimental Farm, for personal dis­
tribution.

Excellency the Governor-General as follows:
“ May it Please Your Excellency :

“ The Commons of Canada have voted certain Supplies required to enable the 
Government to defray the expenses of the Public Service.

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“ In the name of the Commons, 1 present to Your Excellency the following
Bill :—

“ An Act for granting to Her Majesty certain sums of money required for 
defraying certain expenses of the Public Service, for the financial years ending 
respectively the 30th June, 1893, and the 30th June, 1894, and for other purposes 
relating to the Public Service,”—
to which Bill I humbly request Your Excellency’s assent.”

To this Bill the Boyal Assent was signified in the following words :—
“In Her Majesty’s name, His Excellency the Governor-General thanks Her 

Loyal Subjects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to this Bill.”
After which His Excellency the Governor-General was pleased to close the 

Third Session of the Seventh Parliament of the Dominion with the following 
Speech :—

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

In relieving you from attendance in Parliament for this year, I congratulate you 
upon the energy and promptitude with which you have'disposed of the duties of the 
session just ended.

The assembly at Paris of the Behring Sea Arbitration Tribunal gives reason to 
hope that the differences which have existed between the Government of the United 
States and the Government of the Dominion are approaching a satisfactory adjust­
ment, while the nomination of the Prime Minister of Canada as one of the arbitra­
tors affords a guarantee that the interests of our sealers will be properly though 
not unduly safeguarded.

The treaty of commerce which was negotiated with France on behalf of Canada 
has been laid before you together with the correspondence which passed during the 
negotiations ; but owing to the late period of the session at which the treaty was 
received, and the pendency of communications as to its bearing in respect of most­
favoured-nation treatment and the interpretation of certain of its clauses, my 
Government has thought it advisable to postpone for the present its ratification by 
Parliament.

I thank you for the ample provisions you have made to protect the country 
from the possible introduction of cholera, and I trust that the precautions taken 
will result in guarding against any danger from that source.

The liberal provisions made for the proper representation of Canada at the 
World’s Columbian Exposition will, I doubt not, enable this country to make a 
worthy exhibit of her resources and progress among the nations of the World.

The various Acts which you have placed upon the Statute-book will contribute 
to the maintenance of public security and the continued progress of the Country.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I thank you for the liberal provisions you have made for the requirements of 
the public service.
Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate :

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :
I feel with deep regret that the period of my official connection with the 

Dominion is drawing towards its close and that in all probability I am taking leave 
of you for the last time. Lest this should be the case, I desire to avail myself of 
the present occasion to express my abiding interest in all that concerns the welfare 
of Canada, and my sincere affection to her people, who have never failed to testify 
their loyalty to the person and throne of our Sovereign, and to show kindness and 
consideration to her representative. It will ever be my sincere desire to be of 
service to the Dominion and I shall continue to cherish feelings of the warmest 
solicitude for the welfare and prosperity of those amongst whom I have been placed 
during the past five years.

I pray that the blessing of Almighty God may at all times attend you.
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The Speaker of the Senate then said :

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate, and Gentlemen of the House of Gommons :

It is His Excellency the Governor-General’s will and pleasure, that this 
Parliament be prorogued until Thursday, the eleventh day of May next, to be here 
held, and this Parliament is accordingly prorogued until the eleventh day of May 
next.
