Adol;ted by the Alma Mater Society, April 3rd, 1890.

CONSTITUTION.

I. This Society shall be called the Alumni Asso-
- ciation of the Presbyterian C/o]lewe Montreal.

II. The object of the Assqciation shall be to
further among the Alumni a sp\i)'lt of loyal attach-
ment to the college, to promote its welfare by such
means as may be devised from time to time and
to perpetuate the bond of union among its mem-
bers.

III. All, who have been students in theology in
the college for at least one year or who have
received degrees in theology therefrom, and have




‘maintained a good reputation, and students in the
graduating class, shall be: members of this Asso-

ciation.

IV. Professors, Lecturers, the Board of Manage-
ment, and Senate of the College shall be ex-officio
members of the Association.

V. The officers of the Association shall consist
of a"President, two"Vice-Presidents, a Secretary-
Treasurer, a Necrologist and a B%liograplxer,
who, with thrde otbers, shall bé elected annually
by ballot, and shall form the Executive Commit-
tee, which shall transact the business during the.

interim of meetings. ™

VI. The annual meeting of the Association
shall be held on the same day the sessioif closes,
and at such an hour as may be dppointed from
year to year. .

| VII. Special meetings of the Association wmay

I'e -called by the President on the written request
of five members, or by the Executive Committee,
notice thereof and object therefor, being given in
the College Journal at least two weeks previous.

IX. The Alumni will endeavour to meet to-
gefher during Synod and Assembly meetings to
fogter the bond of union between themselves and
td further the interests of their Alma Mater.

X. Alterations may be made to this constitution™
at the anmml meeting by a two-thirds vote of the
members present provided notice of such amend-
ment be given in the College Journal or other reli-
oious paper a month previous.

BY-LAWS.

I. Tt shall be the duty of the President and
Vice-Presidents to preside at all meetings, and in
their absence a chairman shall be chosen.

II. The Secretary-Lreasurer shall make a minute
of every meeting of the Association or Executive
Committee, receive all moneys paid to the Associa-
tion, and shall submit to the annual meeting a
statement of the receipts and disbursements of the
same.

ITI, The Bibliographer shall, as far as possible,
procure copies of books and other literary works
written or prepared by the Alumni, that they may




form what shall be knowu as the Library of the
Alumni. He shall prepare a written report of all
such literarv works to be read at the annual meet-
ing of the Association.

IV. The Necrologist shall, as far as possible,
keep a record of all deaths that occur ggnong the
Alumni or students and prepare a brief tdgmoir of
the life of each. This report shall be printed from
time to time and filed\with the papers of the Agso-
ciation.
