(Winnipeg.Grain Growers’ Guide, July 9).

If there is anyone who doubts that the
grain growers of the prairie provinces
are one of the most important factors in
our national life, the situation today will
convince him. Froin the Atlantic to the
Pacific ‘the leading business men of Can-
add in every. brapch of our conmimiercial
life are watching the wneat crop of the
prairies.. In Winnipeg «nd prairie cifies
naturally the interest is very deep, but in
Toronto and Montreal and evén in St
John and Halifax the business hous¢s of
Canada at this season are literally ‘“‘sit-
ting up nights” with the western wheat
crop. Commercial travelers find that busi-
ness now is’ comparatively dull and will
be for the next two or three weeks untii
the crop is assurced. A general crop fail-
ure in the three prairfe’ provinces today
‘would wreck hundreds of  concerns in
every ¢ity in Canada, because they ha,ve
built their. business on tne expectation of
sharing in the profits of the wheat crop of
the prairies. -There could not be a better
illustration of the important position
which thd much-abused grain grower oc-
cupies in the economic rabric of the na-
tion than the anxiety cxpressed on all
hands as to the crop outlook. The grain

growers are called ‘‘agitators,” ‘‘wheat
miners,” “bonanza tarmers,”  ‘black-
smith-shop politicians, *‘selfish,”” “ignor-
ant,” “narrow-minded,” and pretty near-

Iy everything else in the vocabulary em-
ployed by our " high-minded politicians.
When the grain growers during the win-
ter are .carrying on a campaign for better
conditions and a square deal they are
“miserable fellows” who are enemies of
the nation; but in the summer, when they
are sowing the 'sced and reaping the
harvest, they are the "finest men” that
Canada ever produced. <ne Triple Alli-
ance and the politiciuns they employ
would be glad to have the farmer stick
to _farming all the time if he would only
be quiet and respectful and submit to be-
ing plundered without making any noize
about it. But the farmers have a duty to
perform aside from wheat growing. They
must see that they get full value for their
wheat and proper conditions for the
families they are rearing and, for that
reason, the organization and educational
work they do in the winter time i3 quits
as important as the farming they do in
the summer time.

NATIVE FRUIT WAS
SCARCE ON MARKET
'California ;;;ents Were

Good, However, With
Prices Firm.

With raspberries and  cherries at
their rarest, ‘gooseberries and huckle-
berries not at all, and no plenitude
of any variéty of native grown fruit
or vegetable, business on the Toronto
Fruit Market was yesterday as light
as the proverbial pies 'that mother
used to bake. The only novelty on the
shipping 'plaiforms were a few bas-
kets of green pears and plums, .the
first of the season, and for cooking
purposes only.

California shipments were fainly
good. One of the auction, houses on
ths Esplanade sold the contents of
four cars within the record time of 45
minutes. No California cherries or
apricots have come in during ‘the past
few days, and the whole trade is in
peaches, pears, plums and cantaloupes,

American potatoes were a bit firm-
er, selling at $3.25 the barrel, while
Canadian out-grown potatoes brought
40 cents the basket.

lifeless, we wasteG nu time in hunting
the cause. - !

When a healthy, thoroly well-rooted
and tried blooming plant suddenly
becomes ill in this manner there s
but one thing to do, that is trace the
sickness tg its beginning.

In this case the topmost leaves with-
ered first. Within half a day the

the very iip, ieavcs, buds, tendrils ard
all, became soft, finally black (the
leaves remaiuning toughly attached to
the vine for days before they fell off).
and it did not need a very skilled ex-
pert to tell that suvmething had eaten
at the innermost life of the plant.
Tracing inch by inch down the hard
brown squarish vine, no sign of trou-
ble or anything out of the ordinary
appeared unti! wiere the branch issued
from the soil- So it was plain the trou-
blée was beluv,. Several other fine
- healthy branches also came from the
same rott. So far they had not yet
-showed signs of disease. Therefore.
the trouble must be below earth. Dig-
ging—oh so very carefully—with
searching fingers around the five or
six strong stems coming up from be-
low we finally found a spot on the in-
Jured . branch that looked as it the
fine bark had been scratched away
with a pin. it seemed to be pealing
off in narrow strips. No one of the
others was marked in the same way.
What to do? We did not dare to un-
‘cover the very ruot. But'we might go
further . with (he injured' branch—it
was dead anyway. Seo'it was cut off at
that spot. Riddlea thru, dried com-
pletely out: no sign of bug or nest of
any kind. Sprinkling some fine wood
ashes around the Toot we left. the
plant alone. We had not found the
‘trouble. Nothing further happencd thi
season. The otuer branches continue
to grow .and Dblpomad well. Therefore
we thankfully cuaciuded, at least part
of the root was airight.

But. this season, the very minute we
saw similar symptoms to work we got.
Half an hour after discovering
the first yellow-Jooking leaf—it had not
yet even withired badly—we dug down.
and half an inck from where the
branch came up from the root. and
about an inch below the top of the soil,
there we saw sorae ¢ueer shaped bugs,
dark brown. bumged, like a potato bug,
but much smaller, in fact, about the
size of the well-known brilliant lady-
bug. and clinging so tightly to the
brown bark that it was with difficulty
we could loosen them. But we loosened
those bugs for good. y

They were the fatal “borers,” at least
thai is the counciusion we drew. Cer-
tainly nothing further has happened.
By the greates: luck we had managed
to see the first wilting leaf in time
to make the scarch for the colony of
borers,

Before flling up the slight hollow
around the branches issuing from the
root we sifted ii some fresh wood
ashes from the kitchen stove. But, first
we killed every bug. We evan hunted
out oyr magnifying reading glass to
help us with the search. We evidently
found them all. Bordeau mixture is the
improved spray for this borer.

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Rice and Tapioca Pudding
ICE and tapioca: botl' combine excellenily well with the fresh fruits
now in market and give our most wholesome and attractive desserts.
Both these cereals may be molded and when cold turned out and
served with cream and sugar.

The formula given'here may be used for either rice or tapioca. If the
latter is used buy the minute tapioca and cook .according to directions.
If large grained tapioca is used, it must be soaked over night. If a rich
dessert, is wanted soak and cook it in milk. Sago is the trade name for
this cereal and when it has cooked sufficiently it will be almost clear. It
should be steamed in a double boiler or cereal cooker. ¢

A very light sago or rice pudding js made by ‘cooking the grains until
done and then pouring a rich custard over them. Put-in a puddng dish
and sprinkle butter and sugar over top, bake a few minutes and dress with
egg whites beaten stiff and sweetened. .

This is really the foundation of fruit puddings of this sort, for any
kind of fruit may be added when the custard is poured on.

A simple way to make molded sago fruit pudding is to cook the sago
or rice in water until tender.

The feeling of mngnnh-speuklng free
men against monopolies is deep-geat-
ed and of long standing. To them it
matters little whether the monopoly is
brought about by a royal grant or by
& combination of capital; they resent
the power of the monopoly to fix
prices and wages, quite apart from its
exercise of that power,

But not only are the consumers of
its products, the men. upon its pay
roll, and the producers of its raw ma-
terial, at the mercy of the trust, but
by the great economies it can prac-
tice, thru having no competition to
contend with, it can make it impos-
sible for the small manufacturer and
the small trader to exist, and ‘thus
work a silent but far-reaching revo-
lution in the body politic. According
to The Globe, the Standard Oil Truyst
would ‘be unobjectionable. That trust
has greatly reduced the price of oil,
has always been a good paymaster,
and does not rely at all upon a pro-
tective tariff. Yet the supreme court
of Ohio found its monopoly a menace
to the country. In State v. Standard
Oil Company, 49 0. S., 397, it is said:

A society in which a few men
are the employers, and the great
body are merely employes or ser-
vants, is not ‘the most desirable
in a republic, and it should be as
much the policy of the laws to
mulitiply the numbers engaged in
independent pursuits or in the

. profits of production, as to cheap-
~en prices to the consumer. Such

policy would tend to an equality,

‘of fortunes among the citizens,

thought to be so desirable in the

republic, and Jessen the amount

Poplar Is Fast Tree.

Poplar 1s the banner tree for rapid
growth. On the heavy black soils of
Northern  Minnsota, where the tree
attaing its best form, it’ frequently
8rows at the rate of 1500 feet per acre
per year, or approximately three cords..
. There are in this state four distinet
types of’ soil, all of which affect the
growth of trecs. There are the heavy
loam, where growth is meost rapid;
the rocky, gravelly lands with clay

Far from pine not reproduting, as
many people believe, there are hun-
dre of thousands of acres growing
into excellent trees, and equally large
areas of thrirty»young Spruce, tamar-
ack, cedar, ‘poplar and birch. The
pin is growing at a rate that pro-
duces saw-timber at the age of 30 or
50 years. The Epruce and poplar grow

on baby saving campaigns, ,Which
shows' not only that most children’s
diseases are preventible, but that the
mortality rate in New York and Phila-
Jelphia, where systematic campaigns
have been carnied on, has been reduced
[ 30 to 40, per cent: in recent years. It
is the intention of Miss Lathrop to de-
velop\the present bulletin into a com-
plete manual of mupiclpal and philan-
thropic activities in the dlrection of
c¢hila welfare,

‘t'he | present bulletin asserts that
public heaith is purchaseable and that
only a lack of agequate tunds for car-
rying out preventive measutres in-
telligently stands in the way of tre-
mendous improvement in ‘child welfare
thruout the whole country,:

Miss Lathrop has set forth in the
bulietin ‘& detailed “description of the
various features of a successful baby
saving campalign, : :
On these points the bulletin says:
“It is estimated that a baby nurded
by its mother has approximately ten
times ‘the.chance to livethat a bottle-
fed baby has. Al welfare workers,
therefore, are advised to encourage
mothers to make every effort to carry
out this most important maternal duty.
“A clean milk supply is a funda-
mental need. The ideal is: Nothing
short of clean milk for everybody. But
the need for the prompt remedy of bad
milk conditions is more urgent in its
relation to the welfare of babies than
to that of adults, since dirty milk is
largely responsible for the occurrence
of diarrhoea and enteritis, the -most
frequent causes of death among in-
fants. The remedy lies in the intelli-
gent and :effective inspection of farms,
the means of transportation and the
shops where milk is sold and in ordi-
nances goyverning the sale of dipped
or loose milk,

; Milk Stations..

“A constantly increasing number of
cities of all sizes are establishing milk
stations and digpensing milk, whether
pure or whole milk certifieq, modified,
pasteurized or sterilized milk to moth-

FATALITY DUETO
CRIMINAL NEGLECT
Jury Blamea—g; R. Building

Contractors for Death of
Larry Banks.

CROWN MAY PROSECUTE
e
City - Inspector Says Elevator
Was Not to Be

Used.

“We find that there was criminal
negligence on the part of the general
contractors for the erection of the
building,” read in part the finding ot
Coroner Young's jury at the morgue
last night, at the adjourned investiga-
tion into the death of Larry Banks,
who fell down an elevator shaft of
the C. P. R. building on July 5, and
died from his injuries the next day.

In his review of the evidence to the
jury, Coroner Young impressed upon
them the necessity of fixing the blame
for the leaving of the 16 inch space
between the elevator platform and the
wall, thru which Banks fell, declaring
that if they found negligence on the
part of any person it amounted to
criminal negligence.

Acting Crown Attorney Norman G.
Shaver, after the verdict was return-
ed, declined to state whether the crown
would take action against the George
A. Fuller Company, the general con-
tractors of the building.

“It is a matter to which we will
have to give attention, was as much
as he would say.

In veiw of the serious finding of the
Jury, however, it is not at all* unlikely
that action will not only be taken by
the crown for the criminal neglect, but
by the family of the dead man for
damages.

Space Not Necessary

Mr. Pearson, of Darling and Pear-
son, architects on the building, de-
clared that the spece in question was
not essential to the running of the
elevator. His theory as to why it had
been left was that material could be
lowered down thru this space without
raiging the elevator. In his opinion,
the general contractors of. the build-
ing would bs the parties responsible,

not the McDougall Elevator
pecple, to whom the elevator
contract was sublet. The specifi-
cations, he said, would cover this

part of the construction of the build-
ing, but whether or not the specifi-
«cations showed _that a space was to
be left, he coulé not say.

Thos. R. Smith, carpentering super-
intendent of the Geo. R. Fuller Com-
pany, declared that it would not be
part of his duties to fix such a place.
tie knew it had subsequently been
fixed, but did not know by whom. The
orders for inhe work would have to
come from Mr. Amos. the superinten-
dent of the Ifuller Cgiupany on the
building. M. e said,
away Saturday.

Relievea of Bond.

Mr. Wright, of the legal . firm of
Aylcsworth and Wright, appeared for
the John McDougall Iron Works Com-
pany, and deciared that all his clients
had to do was to instal the elevators.
in a proper manner; this they had
done and had been relieved of their
bond. ‘The fact that the footing lead-
ing thereto was not complete had
nothing to do with them.

Thomas Collins, terminal superin-
tendent of the C.P.R. declared that it
was on his orders the hole was block-
ed up after the accident. It was his
impression that it was his department
that had made tiic application for the
licenses for the operation of the ele-
vators; these were not received until
a day or so after the accident.

Forbade Use of Hoist.

Frank Hil, city elevator inspector,
was recalled and gave practically the
same evidence as at the previous ses-
sion. ile ailowed. he said, a certain
amount of latilude in regard to the
operating of elevators before the
licenses had actually arrived. After
the elevator was inspected and found
to be safe, he said, they were often
run before the license was procured,
but in this particular case, he had
absolutely deciared to Mr. Wall of the
McDougail concern that this elevator
was not to be used for freight until
the whole had been filled in.

In opposing the suggestion, the other
two roads claim it would practicaliy
mean ‘that American cars could not be
used on a Canadian railway, as more
than 80,000 of these cars are higher
than 1314 feet from rail to roof. As
thousands of American cars are used
by Canadian railways annually the
proposed height regulation would
mean a serious shortage here.

The opposition from the shippers
will be that the lower car would mean
a smaller car, and that it would seri-
ously increase their freight expenses.
This would especially be the case with
furniture manufacturers and other
firms shipping goods of a bulky na-
ture. A great many of the cars now
in use are 156% feet in height, and the
new regulation would mean a two feet
lower car.

KING FERDINAND
DENIES OUTRAGES
Greeks and ;:ans Are the

Real Perpetrators, He
Contends.

LONDON, -July 14.—(Can. Press.)—
King Ferdinand of Bulgaria, in a long
message, despatched from Sofia on
July 12, informs The Evening News:

“The stories and reports which the
Greeks and " Servians have been cir-
.culating in Europe concerning so-cail-
ed optrages Committed by my troops
upoy the Greek and Sérvian popula-
tios in Macedonia, are absolutely un-
founded and are published with the
oyaect of creating a bad impression.”

King Ferdinand proceeds to tell of
the liberties enjoyed by the people of
Adrianople without regard to their
nationality, and closes with the alle-
gation:

“Systematic attacks and persecu-
tions have been- directed against the
Bulgarian element in Macedonia by
the Servians and the Greeks. The dis-
tricts of Kastoria, Florina and Vodena
have been cleared of all well educat-
ed men and the prisons of Saloniki
are overflowing with innocent Bulga-
rians. Great numbers of Bulgarians
have been transported from their
homes in the country to Greece and to
the ‘islands in the Aegean Sea.

: Regime of Cruelty.

¥The same cruel regime has been
applied to the Bulgarians in the re-
glons occupied' by the Servians. The
purely Bulgarian Town of Kukush has
been completely burned by the Greek
troors. i

“Thousands of refugees,” King Fer-
dinand concludes, on arriving in Sofia,
“gave terrifying accounts of the hor-
rible deeds committed by the Servians
and the Greeks. The Bulgarian Gov-
ernment is ready to come to an inter-
national enquiry which will enlighten
the world concerning the stories of
these excesses.”
